The Times states ‘that no frietion
has -arisen in any direction between
Britain and the United 'States over
the Mexican problem.. This state-
mentment, it editorially = declares,
should put a stop to sensational
gossip on both sides of the Atlantic.
The United . States policy for many
reasons did not commend itself.
True, the elections would not likely
exprcss the free will of the Mexican
people, but neither did the last un-
der President Diaz, to which no ob-
jection was taken. If the States is
ready to assume' the burden of re-
storing peace and setting up good
government, Washington’s refusal
to utilize the opportunity the election
offered could be understood. The
Times is satisfied that intervention
is not intendecd.

LONDON, Oct. 24.

President Huerta explained his
reason for dissolving Congress to
the diplomatic corps, vesterday. The
Deputies had been  fostering rebel-
lion, hence their imprisonment. His
sole purpose was to establish peace
and comply with the country's laws
in holding a fair election. The lives
and interests of foreigners would be
protected, but Mexico would settle
her own domestic affairs.

DAWSON, Oct. 24.

The number still entombed in Stag
Canon Mine is 220. None rescued
can explain the cause of the ex-
plosion or the location of the min-
ers still entombed. Two rescuers
were lost in the workings to-day,
and are believed to be dead; two who
accompanied them being brought out
scarcely alive.
