I am directed by His Excellency the Governor in
Council to issue the following notice under Authority
of Minute in Council passed 28th February, 1918.

Augmentation of the Pay
of Royal Naval Reservists
Newfoundland.

The Government of Newfoundland have decided
to augment the pay of Newfoundland Royal Naval
Reservists so as to place them on the same footing as
men of the Newfoundland Regiment.

Under the provision of the War Measure Act, au-
thority is given to the Minister of Militia to deal with
the matter of augmentation of pay of the Royal Naval
Reservists, Nfld., in consultation with the Senior
Naval Officer, St. John’s.

It is ordered that a sum of 33c. per day be placed
to the credit of each Naval Reservist from the time of
commencement of the war, in cases where men, were
then serving, or otherwise, from the time when their
services began up to the time of discharge, or of death,
or to the 30th of September, 1917, inclusive.

As the rate of pay of Naval Reservists was in-
creased from October 1st, 1917, and as the difference
between the amount they receive and that allowed the
members of The Royal Newfoundland Regiment is
17¢. per day, this difference will also be credited them
from that date.

In cases where members of the Royal Naval Re-
serve (Newfoundland) have been killed in action or
died of wounds or sickness, or through any other
cause, the amount due as Augmentation Pay will go
to the Estate of the deceased. The authority to ob-
tain the Estate of the deceased is, in case of a Will,
Letters of Probate; and in case there is not a Will, Let-
ters of Administration. Such lefiers are issued by the
Supreme Court of Newfoundland on the Petition and
Proofs of Executor of the Will, or the next of kin. If
the Estate does not exceed $500.00, after the proof of
the facts has been obtained the petition can be applied
for by the Minister of Justice.

With reference to the foregoing, it is suggested that the
next of kin of Reservists who are now' serving should com-
municate with them and. request them to send their instruc-
tions to the Militia Department. No action can be taken until
such instructions are received.

Next of kin of deceased Reservists will be communica
with in due course when their claims have been proved.

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Increased Taxafion.

The presentation of the Budget by
the Minister of Finance is ~usually
awaited with much expectation and
speculation by both Legislature and
country. This year the interest was
increased, and when on Saturday
Hon. M. P. Cashin presented his 10th
Budget in no way had the wusual
speculation depreciated. The Hon.
Minister is to be congratulated on the
clear and lucid explanations of the
various financial details, with which
this 10th Budget of his bristles. One
remarkable feature about it is the
absence of those flamboyant oratori-
cal flights to which much importance
was attached in former days. The
increase in the revenues of the Col-
ony is fairly set forth and the reasons
therefor squarely given. The Esti-
mated Revenue for the year to end
on June 30th has been se\t down at
roundly $5,700,000, which, as the peri-
od has only a few more weeks to run,
may be taken as actual. For the cor-
responding twelve months the Ex-
penditure will be, approximately (in-
cluding Supplemental Supply) $5~
450,000 The difference between
these sums may be considered a sur-
plus. For the next fiscal year ending
June 30th, 1919, the Minister esti-
mates the general Revenue at about
the same figure as the present, with
the Expenditure set at a similar sum
to that for .the year ending June
30th of this year., The Minister has
paid close attention to the . other
multifarious details of his Budget
and succintly explains them.

With regard to the increased taxa-
tion, the most important of all is per-
haps the proposed Income Tax, a gen-
“erdal review of which (by courtesy of
“the Daily News), is published in an-
_other column. Mainly it imposes an
obligation on every person in the
Colony with an income of over $1,000,
it single, and of over $2,000, if mar-
ried, to contribute, at a rate to be
afterwards named and graded, toward
the General Revenue.

The War Loan, part of which is to
be placed locally will have to be more
fully dealt with as the Bill goes
through its various stages.

The new taxes are principally
stamp, excise and export, with a
slight increase in import duties on
tobacco, cigars and cigarettes. The
particulars of these have already been
given. Regarding the increase both
in excise and import duties on tobac-
co, the sum of two cents per pound,
though small, will nevertheless, make
a much larger demand on the pocket
of the consumer, and we shall not be
surprised if the price of this article
does not advance in greater propor-
tion, than the new levy, S0 that by
the time it leaves the retailers’ hands
the cost of the regular “eight to the
pound” size will be, at least, advanc-
ed one cent per plug, which will mean
eight cents per pound.

The export duties on fishery pro-
ducts should have been a part of the
tariff long ago, but the plaint then
was, that it would not be possible to
@ollect it. The chief difficulty .d% be
adjusted, regarding these duties, will
be as to who pays them. But as the
consumer indirectly pays all import
duties, the fishermen who is also the
producer will in the leng run indi-
rectly pay the export duties, for it
would be idle to assume that prices
will be fixed without considering
these taxes. The export duty on sal-
mon of 50 cents per case of 48 pounds,
is dbsurd compared with~ the same
rate on lobsters of similar weight.
The value of tinned lobster is more
than twice that of salmon and this
rate could very well have been as-
sessed at 25 cents per case. It simply
means that the salmon packer will re-
ceive 50 cents per case less from the
buyer, as the market price will be
adjusted to meet the new conditions.

od. Touching the Stamp tax on Cus-
toma Entries, some misunderstanding
appears to have arisen in the interpre-
tation of the wording of the clause,
which reads “a 10 cent stamp tax on
all Customs forms.”

This is so much involved that it may
be read to mean ‘that a stamp tax of
ten cents is levied on each Customs
form going to make up both original
and duplicate entries, whereas we
are of opinion that the real intention
is that the original of every Customs
entry passed, is to be subjected to a
tax, payable in stamps, of 10 cents.
In a long duty emtry there might be
ten or more sheets. If every form is
liable to the tax, then an entry of ten
sheets, would be assessed for two dol-
lars, $1.00 for the original and $1.00
for the, duplicate. The same would
apply to entries, other than those for
import duty, such as transhipments,
where five forms are necessary in
certain instances. In order to avoid
future confusion and to obviate mis-
understanding we are of opinion that
the wording of the section should be
changed to read “on each original
entry” instead of “on all Customs
forms,” and when the attention of
the Finance Minister is called to this
matter, there is little doubt but that
he will acquiesce.

The Status of
Rejected Volunteers.

(Official).—A Rejection Badge may
be sufficient ground for exemption
from military service, but not in itself
an exemption. The holder of a badge
if he is included in class 1 has to reg-
ister, but need not make application
for exemption without he so deslro\s.
The military authorities hold a copy
of his rejected certificate and will call
upon him if they should -consider it
advisable, It is hardly probable that
any such men will be called and in
any case a badge holder, while being
subjected to the military service act,
is still a volunteer and in no way will
he be classed ag a conseript.

The P:esident of the
Legislative Council
and the Constitution.

’ Editor Hvening Telegram.

8ir,—In reading over what purports
to be the official report of the pro-

ceedings of the Legislative Council,
1 observed a most extraordinary pro-
nouncement by the President of that
august body in respect to the British
Constitution, which gives to the King,
in and with the Imperial Parliament,
the Government of Great Britain at
home, and abrend, and to his Viceger-
‘ents in self-governed colonies, with
their respective parliaments, the con-
trol of their local affairs. Mr., Pre-
sident McGrath is reported to have
said,—“There is nothing sacred about
the Constitutlon. It is just as we
make it” This was said for the
guidance of the Counefl, when delib-
erating upon a measure that strikes
a blow at the only just foundation of
all governments—the will of the peo-
ple. An illustrious man has said—
“Any Government is Constitutional
and free to the pepole under it, what-
efer be the frame, where the laws
rule, and the people are a party to
the laws. Any more than this is ty-
ranny, or confusion.” Now let us ask
ourselves, can it be fairly said, can
it be said without the most direct
falsehood, that the people of this
country, through the House of As-
sembly, are really a party to the laws
that are being made? If not, then
there is existing tyranny, or confus-
jon. It cannot be disputed that
thousands of the people are disfran-
chised, and that the House of As-
ssembly to-day is ydealing with vast
issues that affect the very lives, as
well as the material interests, of the
people, while illegally deprived of
one third of its constitutional struc-
ture. And this condition of things,
this outrage, is recommended for the
approval of the Legislative Council
by its guiding official, its President,
on the plea that “there is nothing
sacred in the Constitution. It is just
what we cboose to make it.” To the
President of the Legislative Council
I would say,—

“Steersman, be not precipitate in thine
act of steering,
Beyond the bend roars the cataract.”

We are supposed to be living in a
free and intelligent community, and
under the influence of a Constitution
which attaches to our rulers the salu-
tary restrictions of responsibility in
all matters of government. But, we
are being subjected to a shameless
imposition, and it is neither politic
or wise to increase animosity with
cunning phrase which can only catch
the ignorant or unwary. There are
grave perils looming up, and some
cunning phrase, such as that which
fell from the President of the Coun-
cil, by faction caught and spread, many
precipitate the crisis. If the Presi-
dent of the Council considers it pos-
sible to sway that body by phrases
such as he has used, then, there is
little hope of the Legislature and this
country being saved by that deliber-
ative body from degradation and hu-
miliation. Nothing sacred in the
Constitution! That is a dangerous
gospel to enunciate, and it is untrue,
and viclous. The British Constitu-
tion is essentially unwritten, but it
consists of traditionary influences,
which generation after generation
cherishes and preserves as a sacred
thing, because it knows they embalm
customs and respect laws. It is a
body of common  traditions, common
doctrines, common tendencies, just as
there is a body of common law which
is the general heritage of our Em-
pire, all shared by different parts of
the King’s dominions. It is a mar-
vellous work, welded together by the
best brains of centuries past. The
American . Constitution — which Mr.
Gladstone, in his work “Gleanings of
Past Years,” declared “the most won-
derful work ever struck off at a giv-
en time by the brain and purpose of
man,” that Lord Bryce, in his “Am-
erican Commonwealth,” says, 1
“ranks above every other written
Constitution for the intrinsic excel-
lence of its scheme, its adaptation to
the circumstances of the people; its
judicious mixture® of definiteness in
principle with elasticity in detail,”—
was fashioned upon the British Con-
stitution. It is in closest possible
imitation, corresponding in all main
features. The President represents
our King. Congress corresponds with
the Imperial Parliament, and exer-
cises the same legislative functions
in matters of national concern. It
makes provision for the three de-
partments of government, the legis-
lative, judicial, and executive, and it
declares that they shall be filled by
persons to be appointed by, amnd to
derive their power from, the people.
A perfect copy of the main principle
of the British Constitution.

Nothing sacred in the Constitution!
Indeed. Then why has it been pre-
served through the centuries at the
cost of rivers of blood and tears?
Because it is the basis of all free
government. It is the body of ele-
ments to which you refer and quote
article by article, and contains the
principles on which the Government
shall be established—the form in
which it shall be organized—the pow-
ers it shall have—the mode and time
of elections—the duration of Parlia-
ment,—and the principles on which
it shall act, and by which it shall be
bound. All the Dominions of our Em-
pire have a written Constitution,
based, as the American Constitution
is, on the British Constitution. New-
foundland, the latest born of the Do-
minjons, and the oldest of the colo-
‘nies, has a written Constitution which
dates back to the reign of William
1V, in 1832, dnd is contained in a
Proclamation of that date authorizing
the Governor of Newfoundland to call
a QGeneral Assembly, and, also in the
Draft of Letters Patent, and Instruc-
tions .that have issued, under the
Réyal Sign-Manual and Signet, to the
Governor. I was amazed to read that
the President of the Legislative Coun-
cil had “bet that no member of the
House could tell right off what the
Constitution was,” This appears like
a tuitous insult to his fellow coun-
sellors. If he believed that they were
ignorant of the Constitution, was it
not his duty, as the guiding official,
to instruct them, if he possessed su-
perior knowledge? But apparently
the Presid was no wiser than he
considered his audience, for ln‘ de-
clared the Constitution to be “just
what we make It.” Let me very re-
spectfully and humbly inform him.

The Income Tax
at a Glanee.

Yesterday the Minister of" Finance
introduced the Income Tax measure,
the important details of which may
be thus briefly summarized: A tax
of five per cent. is imposed upon un-
married persons without dependents,
and widows or widowers without de-
pendents, whose income exceeds one
thousand dollars; in the case of all
other persons, that is, married men
or persons with dependents, the tax
applies to incomes over two thousand
dollars. In addition there is a super-
tax for the larger incomes. Thus
while 2 man whose income is less
than $6,000 will only be subject to the
five per cent! tax, one. whose income
ranges from $6,000 to $10,000 will
have to pay three per cent. extra or
eight per cent.; from $10,000 to $20,-
000, six per cent. extra or eleven per
cent.; $20,000 to $30,000, ten per cent.
extra or fifteen per cent.; $30,000 to
$50,000, fifteen per cent. extra or

twenty per cent. extra or twenty-five
per cent.,, and over $100,000 twenty-

in all. The larger the income, there-
fore, the greater the levy to be made.
Certain reasonable allowances are
made, thus contributions to patriotic
funds are deducted from the income
and exempt from taxation. In the
case of Dbusiness concerns, the
amount paid to the Business Profits
Tax is deducted. The Tax is retro-
spective, and will be collected on 1917
incomes. The following are relieved
from taxation: e

account,

The incomes of clubs, societies
and associations' organized and
operated solely for social wel-
fare, civic improvement, pleas-
ure, recreation or other non-
profitable purposes, no part of
the income of which inures to
the benefit of any stockholder
or member,

The income derived from any
bonds or other securities of the
Colony of Newfoundland issued
exempt from any income tax
imposed in pursuance of any
legislation enacied by the Leg-
islature; and

The military and naval pay of
persons who have been on ac-
tive service during the present
war in any of the military or
naval forces of His Majesty or
any of His Majesty's Allies.

The Act further provides that every
person liable to taxation shall on or
before the 81st day of March, without
any notice or demand, send to the
Minister a sworn statement of his in-
come during the previous year; "all
employees shall make a return of
all persons in their employ receiving
salaries or other remuneration, any
portion of which is liable to taxation,
and all corporations, associations, etc.
ghall make a return of all dividends
and bonuses paid to shareholders and
members. For every failure to make
a return there is a penalty of $100 for
each day the default continues, and
any person making a false statement
will be liable to a fine not exceeding
$10,000 or six months’ imprisonment,
or to both. All returns will be ge-
garded as secret, and any ,official giw
ing away information in regard there-
to will ‘be subject to - fine or im-
prisonment. Disputes will be settled
by a board of three arbitrators, of
which one shall be appointed by the
Minister and one by the taxpayer,
and the third by the two so appointed.
In case either party is not satisfied
with the Board’s decision, appeal may
be made to the Supreme Court. These
are the most important of the provis-
fons of the Act, which is intended to
reach professional gpen, small busi-
ness concerns, planters, fishermen
and others who did not come within
the scope of the Profits Tax Bill of
last year. The latter realized about
$400,000, and it is anticipated the re-
ceipts from the new tax will swell
the revenue by another couple of
hundred thousand dollars.

and he shall nevertheless if so re-
quired be compelled to serve immedi-
ately in the said Royal Newfoundland
Regiment.

A FORMAL DENIAL.

WASHINGTON, May 13.

United States Secretary of War
Baker, to-day, added his formal de-
nial to that of Lord Reading, regard-
ing statements as to the disposition
of American forces in France. He
said the facts were directly opposed
to the statements, and that American
troops were being used actively in
battle, and in such ways as to meet
with the approval of Generals Foch
and Pershing. The Secretary dictated
the following statement made in the
morning papers, purporting to come
from Ottawa, “It semes that Ameri-
can forces in France will not be used
actively for the present but will be
conserved until they constitute a
larger and independent American
army.” The facts, his statement con-
tinues, are exactly otherwise, and
troops in France are being used ac-
tively in the battle and in the trench-
es, and while all of the plans of the
War Department look to the develop-
ment of the American Army, yet the
various elements of it, now in France,
are being used freely.in the general
cause, and in such ways as are
deemed most effective. In accordance
with General Pershing's action in
placing all our forces at the discre-
tion of the Allied Commanders, and
of the supreme commander, Baker
added, he had no information as to
the source of the Ottawa despatch.

FOR WHAT PURPOSE?

Editor Evening Telegram.

Dear Sir,—A great deal of water has
passed under the bridge since Abe
Lincoln gave us, in quaint, homely
phrase, this moderately comforting as-
surance:-—

“You can ‘fool some of the peco-
“ple all of the time and all of the
“people some of the time. But you
“can’'t fool all the people all the
“time.”

The electorate of this Dominion
should ask themselves what brings
Mr. A. B. Morine here amongst us just
now. It certainly is not for the love
cf us, or the advancement of this Do-
minion, that brings back the man who
has proudly boasted that his lif> has
been devoted to the unity of New-
foundland with the Dominion of Can-
ada.

Colony in 1916. The statements of Sir
William, Mr. Morine said, were false
and without the slightest foundation.

Mr. Morine is & clever lawyer, a man
who can make white appear black
and vice versa, one who had he applied
in the proper channels the ability he
undoubtedly possesses would have
made good in this Dominion. But when
we remember his former connection
with the Reids, his long abscnce {rcm
this: country on a former occasion and
the. ‘circumstances surrounding that
protracted absence he asks too much
of us when he attempts to force up-
on the electorate of this Dominion the
statement that he hardly knows the
Reids or has or had any connection
with them.

In his letter to Lord Shaughnessy
Sir William is reported as having said
“He brought abou: the retirement of
Mr. A. B. Morine from politics to
smooth the way for the coalition of
the Morris Government and <Coaker
and Lloyd of the Opposition.

There is a vast difference between |

what Sir William Reid says and what
Mr. Morine denies. The latter with
the skill of a shrewd legal mind de-
nies with all the solemn dignity at his
command the correctness of a state-
ment that was ncver made. Sir Wil-
liam Reid did not say that Mr. Morine
was removed to pave the way for Con-
federation but that he was removed to
pave the way for a Coalition of politi-
cal parties.

established themselves at the north-
ern end of the park and held the
ridge commanding the two valleys
with the roads running along them
which” were their main means of ac-
cess to the park. The French cap-
tus Jthe whole of the ridge with 280
prisoners and sixty machine guns
with the smallest loss within a quar-
ter of an hour, before the formidable
German artillery and machine gun
defences could come into play. It is
unlikely the Germans will attempt a
further push towards Amiens along
the Luce Valley. They have more to

FRENCH ' HEADQUARTERS, May
