In introducing hissubject—‘‘Home Influ-
ence the foundation of good goy: o
—Mr. Cochrane said that it was ap un- |
gracious thing to speak disparagingly of |
our native land, or sister kingdoms ; but
when nations totter with revolution and
other evils, it br omes us to look back
upon their history, in order that we may
find out where they have failed, and thus
guide us in the future from past errors.
The future historian of the United States
will be puzzled to know how to accurate-
ly describe the present state of affairs in
that country. Fourth of July orators
sound its praises, and describe it as the
freest and best nation in the world ; but
at other times it is denounced in the
strongest possible manner, in the press
and in the pulpit, and by those too who
drew their first breath on her soil. The
fountain head of all good government
must be purified before morality and vir-
tue .can sway the minds of the multitude.
The time is coming when we must direct
primary attention to good government.
The family 1s the oldest institution in the
world, and from families come the ele-
ments out of which governments and
churches must be formed. They are the
nurseries of affection and virtue, and how
necessary it is that the fireside should be
made the most attractive spot of all, In
the early days of the world, the family
was ignored—children were taken ata ten-
der age. from their parents and educat-
ed, for the pureuit of war--mere physical
develop was & ded to. Morals
and religion were studiously kept in
abeyance, and meh became as noar beasts
of prey as possible--strong as the tiger
ami)cunn'mg a4 the fox, Bearing in mind
the age and its false ideas,we may mode-
rate our censure at this course of train-
ing, and ask what have our governments
in latter times done for the education of
the rising generation. With the excep-
tion of the establishment of our Common
Schools in Canada,nothing has been done
by government to stem vice and corrup-
tion. True, gaols have been built, until
they are now almost as plentiful as
churches ; but still crime is as prolific as
it was years ago. Until within the past
few years, governments thought them-
selves delegated to condemn the unfortu-
nate—to uphold the majesty of the law ;
and whilethey are always willing enough
to provide jailors and chaplains, they will
spend nothing to provide for the educa-
tion of the masses. At the eleventh hour
they build light-houses for the criminal,
and what have all their efforts amounted
to? Simply nothing. No moral reform
has been effected with thousands upon
thousands—for punishment, instead of
reforming the law-breaker, as is well

| known, only serves to harden his hearl.

Take, for instance, some of the large ci-
ties. In New York, a city where wick-
edness abounds, but whero, on the other
hand, most generous efforts have been
made for the relief of the neglected—is a
place called the Five Points, where not
long since scarce a day passed without a
murder or some other great crime being
committed, and even now it is a vile
spot. Read Gough’s description of street |
life in London, and you can form some
idea of the vice and wa: ¢ existing in this
A living writer of Edin-
burgh says that therc.'s a large extent
of corruption there pariially veiled, but
modesty forbade him going into the de-
tails.  He saw one boy there of 12 years
of age who had been seven times in gaol.
There are thousands upon thousands. of
Britain’s children growing up without
care—-first condemned to crime and then
to punishment.  What sort of children
would those of respectable parents be-
come if sent out to steal by a miserable
wretch of a father? These beggar chil-
dren j.:sess immortal souls, for whose
salvation Christ died, and who are as
dear (0 thut Saviour as any others. They
Lave Lodies to feed and souls to save—
and they are just what the children of
well-to-do parents would have been had
they been born in the Five Points. Look
at a little beggar girl in the street, and
you can almost see the better angel in
her face. Educate her, and ske may be-
come the wife of a future governor, or a
four years' queen. Private liberality has-
not been wanting to aid in the work of
checking vice, and amongst the institu-
tions established by individuale, ragged
schools have been a great blessing to
many an unfortunate child. 'Houses of
refuge,workhouses and other institutions
have been erected, assisted by govern-
ment funds, but the evil is merely ame-
liorated, not cured. There must always
be large numbers who, .from various
causeg, can never share in the benefits of
such institutions. National misery is the
offspring of individual evil deeds. The
foundation of good government must be
laid in the family—the fireside is the
most “important of educational institu
tions. It is universal, for all are grad-
uates of the hearth. The mother's influ-
ence was almost omgipotent, for the
mind is plastic in its edrly years, and
may be moulded for good or'evil. It is
not a mattér of indifference whether or
not we educate a ohild, for if the mind
is cultivated it will bear good fruit, and
if not, the opposite ‘will be the result.
Attention should also'be givem to the
proper physical development; of children.
The mortality amongst them is very
great, and the cause of it might be tra-
ced to a violation of the most sacred per-
sonal duties on the part of the parents.

‘dren.’ It is in the parish schools of Scot-
land that we must find tlie source of her
moral greatness—and which, notwith-
standing her poor soil, has elevated her

of the earth. Parents must he compelled
to educate their children, and in cases of
poverty, let it be done as it now is, at the
public expense; and thus save them from
being curses to the Jand, I believe in
the largest exercise of freedom on the
part of a parent—-let him patronise what-
ever gchool he likes—but let Catholics
and Protestants give their children an
education somewhere. A child trained
in ignorance is a most dangerous vice in
a community. Commit your children to
the care ‘of an all-seeing God--mingle
firmness with kindness--and preserve
them from the wany temptations with
which they are surrounded.
