The medical officer called 
attention to the fact that the 
law requiring reporting of 
cases had been in effect only 
about a year. He said that 
most of the physicians knew 
that theye were required to re­
port the cases but some of 
them, the younger ones, did 
not. Dr. Estey claimed, how­
ever, that he had had notices 
posted at the hospitals that 
doctors were required to re­
port typhoid cases and had 
called it to their attention 
whereever possible.

city that a disease so easily 
preventable as typhoid under 
proper sanitary' conditions, 
should have been allowed to 
become so _prevalent.

Calgary physicians are 
chary of giving causes for the 
spread of the typhoid germs, 
and the majority are not in­
clined to blame the city water 
supply. Well water, milk and 
open closets are most general­
ly blamed and herein lies the 
particular responsibility of the 
civic authorities inasmuch as 
if the city water supply were 
to blame, it might be urged 
that the trouble is caused by 
lack of filtration facitlities. 
While the medical officer has 
neglected -to have a basterio­
logical test of the water made 
since about the first of last 
June, pevious tests have never 
indicated the presence of ty­
phoid germs.

Mayor Mitchell is indignant 
that so many physicians have 
failed to report typhoid cases 
to the health department and 
will demand a thorough probe 
into this feature of the trouble.

"The newspaper reports which have 
been appearing recently throughout 
the country relative to that gee Linn of 
the transcontinental railway between 
Winnipeg and Lake Superior Junc­
tion are misleading and must. have 
been written without a thorough 
knowledge of the situation.

‘‘The Grand Trunk Pacific has been 
operating that line since August 1,
1911, handling all last season’s grain 
business and other traffic offered over 
that line without any detriment to the 
public. The government is' now ask 
ing that the Grand Trunk Pacific exe­
cute a permanent lease of that portion 
of the line between Winnipeg and 
Lake Superior Junction, known as dis­
trict “F”, and negotiations are pend­
ing between the government and the 
company on that point, but do not, so 
far as a matter /of accommodation, in 
any way affect the public. The con­
tract between the government and 
Grand Trunk Pacific railway relative 
to that section of the transcontinental 
railway between Mo net ion and Winni­
peg, which was to be constructed by 
the government, and is known as tfae 
‘‘eastern division,” provides that:

"Notwithstanding reports in the 
papers throughout the country, that 
portion of the transcontinental line is 
not yet completed. There is consider­
able work to be performed on the en­
trance into Winnipeg, connecting up 
the transcontinental with the Grand 
Trunk Pacific, and the Canadian 
Northern at the union station. There 
is also considerable other work on 
the line necessary to be done before 
the terms of the contract are complied 
with.

"With regard to the Springfield or 
Transcona shops, Major Leonard, 
chairman of the transcontinental rail­
way commission, has decided that the 
shops are not part of the contract,, 
while the railway company, contends 
that they are part of the transcontin­
ental contract. If Major Leonard’s 
contention is eventually sustained, the 
taking over of the line between Win­
nipeg and Lake Superior Junction 
would not include the taking over of 
the shops by the Grand Trunk Paci 
fic. On the other hand, if the Grapd 
Trunk Pacific officers' contention, that 
the shops are a part of the transcon­
tinental system, is sustained, the tak­
ing over of the line would also mean 
the taking over of the shops and plac 
ing them promptly In operation.”

•A week ago, The Albertan, reminded by the 
L'-'nh' ; cl situation in Ottawa, and realizing that the 

""ater Gsed in Calgary had been very bad for a

long time, was apprehensive that possibly there 
might be danger of such an epidemic in Calgary, 
and to ascertain whether or not there was reason 
for entertaining such fears, a representative of the 
paper was s^nt to Dr. Estey. That official stated 
unequivocally that there was no danger and that 
all the cases in the city had come from the out­
side.

Monday, however, word reached The Alber­
tan that there was a large number of cases of ty­
phoid in Calgary and an investigation was insti­
tuted. The result was published in yesterday 
morning’s issue. It showed that there are one 
hundred known cases in the city, that is to say 
that there are one hundred cases at two hospitals 
alone. The investigation further clearly showed 
that a very small number of the cases came from 
outside of Calgary. If there are one hundred 
cases in two hospitals and less than a quarter of 
that number came from outside the city, while 
more than three-quarters of the number origin­
ated in the city, it is prbbably reasonable to sup­
pose there are a great many more cases in the 
city, as we do not think it is reasonable to sup­
pose that every case had been taken to a hospital, 
particularly since one hospital reports that it is 
only taking such cases as simply cannot be re­
fused. \Vc think it is probably safe to assume 
that if the exact facts could be ascertained, it 
would be found that the number of Cases in the 
city is nearer two hundred than one hundred 
cSses.

The medical health officer told The Albertan 
when questioned Monday, that he knew of but 
eight cases of typhoid in the city, yet he drawls 
a comfortable salary from the city for the express 
purpose of protecting the health of Calgary ; if one 
part of that obligation is not to keep in touch with 
conditions as relate to the general health of the 
city and to enforce measures fore preventing the 
spread of serious diseases, The Albertan is not 
able to clearly read its title.

The Albertan thinks the situation does not 
fall far short of the appalling, considering the fact 
that the city maintains a health department wiffi 
a medical health officer to do that which may be 
done to protect it against the ravages of such dis­
eases as typhoid fever.

It is, we think, a singular commentary upon 
the fitness of men to conduct the affairs of a- city 
who can allow themselves to be responsible for 
such a condition. Had the recommendation of 
the investigation committee been acted upon and 
given effect, it is possible and indeed quite prob­
able that much of the gravity of the present situ­
ation would have been avoided. No doubt there 
would have been some cases of typhoid, but with 
an active official in charge we think it quite prob­
able steps would have been taken to ascertain 
whether there was danger of a typhoid epidemic, 
and if that had been done there can be no doubt 
measures for the prevention of its serious spread 
could have been adopted.

If nothing else had been done than to enforce 
the law requiring physicians to report typhoid, 
that would no doubt have acquainted the health 
department with the fact that a danger was pre­
sent and it Is unreasonable to suppose but that 
steps to ascertain the cause and prevent a spread 
would have been taken.

Especially do we think the situation is grave in 
view of the fact that we are inviting a great con­
course of people to assemble in Calgary within a 
few days. If urgent and effective measures are 
not adopted to stamp out the disease it cannot but 
be expected that it will seriously affect the great­
est-public undertaking ever attempted in Calgary.

And when you get back to the meat of the 
matter, there is probably little doubt that the 
great share of the responsibility rests upon those 
who have prevented the enforcement of the re­
commendations of the investigation committee.

It would seem that these men are deliberately 
bringing discredit upon themselves.

Miss C. E. Spurgeon, who won the 
$600 -prize Fellowship offered by the 
Federation of University women last 
year, and open to women who have 
spent years in research, and have pub­
lished their result®, is a doctor of the 
Paris University and a lecturer of 
Bedford College, and perhaps our fin­
est writer on Chaucer, and has also 
made a special study of «nysticism in 
poetry. The Chaucer Society will be­
fore. long publish a work by her in 
several volumes, called “Five Hun­
dred Years of Chaucer Criticisms and 
Illusions.”

It is announced that the King has 
granted his permission to Mrs. Elena 
Josephine Emil)’ Pa rod i, of Gibraltar, 
to accept and wear the Cross of the 
First Class of the Order of Military 
Merit. This is a Spanish decoration, 
and a high one, and King Alfonso has 
conferred it on Mrs. Parodi in recog­
nition of very valuable services ren­
dered by her during the Melilla cam­
paign to the sick and wounded of the 
Spanish troops. The campaign in 
question was one of the unhealthiest 
of recent’years. Typhoid raged among 
the men. and low fever made fearful 
ravages. Mrs. Parodi’s untiring energy 
in the service of those -who fell in 
camp or In battle have received no 
more than their due. There are not 
very many women among British sub­
jects who have received equally high 
foreign decorations.

According to the story, Elliott, with­
out funds in 1897, became stricken with 
the gold fever. His first wife had 
saved some money by painting china 
and "grubstaked” her husband, at the 
same time demanding half of his win­
nings in the Klondike region. He 
promised this to her<

He met two other men and by locat­
ing and selling various claims accu­
mulated his fortune. On his return to 
Chicago, Elliott and his wife were di­
vorced, and he went to New York, 
where he met and married Grace Van 
Wormer.

E'lliott returned to Alaska, and in 
1909 was buried beneath an avalanche, 

j in January, 1910, hie last will was pro- 
1 bated.

Various legal entanglements have 
developed with reference to the first 
will. Finally, August 7 was set as 
the date for argument In the appellate 
court as to the validity of the “don- 
tract will.”

El Paso, Aug. 6. — Heavy rains 
fell today upon the Mormon wo­
men and children gathered here in 
the sheds of an abandoned lumber 
yard, refugees from the rebel re­
gion in Mexico. Tents have not 
yet arrived from the government 
for their use.

Reciting the hardships of tho 
colonies and the taking of their 
arms. Bishop Orson P. Brown, in a 
signed statement, says the rebels 
planted four cannons upon the hills 
above the colony before making the 
demand for all American arms, the 
big guns in plain view of tlfe colo- i 
nists.

kind,” he closes by saying If the Mex- ! 
lean government cannot restore order i 
it is the duty of the United States to ' 
take a hand.

News was received late tonight that , 
General Blanco’s federal troops after j 
being defeated at Ojitos, in western • 
Chihuahua, were reinforced by Gen- t 
eral Sanjines. and today repulsed t«he j 
rebels near Ojltos_

This sudden turn of. affairs will stop 
the federal retreat int othe state of I 
Sonora and possibly the rebel advance, j 
It is the plan of General Huerta, com- ; 
mander of the federal at Chihuahua, to j 
have the Sonora column cut off the 
rebels from the west, and, if possible, 
prevent a retreat into Sonora until the 
federal army at Chihuahua can be 
moved against the rebel commands 
from the east, hoping thus to annihil­
ate or capture the mall, an-d thus re­
trieve the prestige he lost in the blun­
der of Bachimba, when he let the reb­
els escape through failure to get into 
their rear before striking in front.

question which offers 1 more 
pleasure and more difficulty to 

the wage-earning woman than most 
question?, connected with the spend­
ing of her income. It is said with 
fairly good authority that two weeks 
is too short, a holiday for the average 
woman who works the rest of the 
year.. If a woman has a fixed income 
and Is in the habit of keeping accounts 
—which is true of comparatively few 
wage-earning women—she is likely to 
reduce the holiday question to a 
certain percentage of her year’s earn­
ings. Just what that percentage 
ought to be is the problem- which con­
fronts the woman who provides her 
own income.

There are several considerations 
which ought to help her to decide. In 
the first place, if she needs to give 
constant care to keeping up her phy- j 
sïcal efficiency, then the holiday ought j 
to be long, and other considerations | 
being equal she is justified in spend­
ing more money than would other­
wise be the case for a holiday which 

increase her physical efficiency, 
wage-earning woman can make 

no better investment than in a holi­
day which will keep her well for the 
rest of the year

Health Paul of Her Capital

IN the case of sickness, it would not 
be unreasonable if a good solid 

percentage of her year’s income went 
into pf holiday. She is justified even 
in taking something out of capital 
account to put her in the way of good 
health. The wage-earning woman's 
health is part of her capital—the best j 
part of it, and if the working woman 
In danger of a breakdown has a few 
hundred dollars put by for an emer­
gency, then let her take some of it 
for a holiday and regain her physical 
health. If she is earning a good sal­
ary and her health is good, then she 
should not be afraid to spend a whole 
month’s income on a two or three 
weeks' holiday. Perhaps even more 
than a month’s income if—as in the 
case of many of the most successful 
business women—she is in tire habit 
of turning, her holiday to account in 
her work. By Hhis statement it Is not 
meant that the business woman ought 
to work in her holiday or to worry 
about the office or the shop. It is 
quite possible, however, to visit places 
and to make a point of seeing indus­
tries and of meeting people with the 
intention of acquiring useful know­
ledge and experience.

The School Mistress.
'HE holiday of the school mistress 

case in point. Teaching is 
hard on the nerves. The woman who 
teaches school should make a point 
of being in the open air, of leading a 
life quite different from the ordinary 
routine of school days. She should 
refresh her jaded mind and come back 
reeling that the world is a far more 
fnteresting place than it seemed when 
she went for her holiday. In the 
meantime she should * have gained 
.knowledge which will be of value in 
her work. She does not need to think 
about it, but the knowledge will be 
there nevertheless- The school mis­
tress’ holiday should cost her a fairly 
large percentage of her income. If 
she cannot afford to pay well for her 
holiday she must devise some means 
by which she can have

her health and 
suffer.

The stenographer, the bookkeeper, 
the private secretary, the teacher, the 
nurse, the forewoman, the salesgirl, 
the factory worker, each must have a 
holiday if she is to put in a good 
year’s work. The holiday is paid for 
in most cases by the putting by of 
small extra sums towards a holiday 
fund. One has often heard women 
say that if they had not had to go 
away for a visit they did not think 
they would * have had the energy to 
put their clothes in order. In the 
same way. if it were not for the holi­
day the wage-earning woman might 
not feel an Incentive strong enough 
to induce her to put by a dollar or so 
even'- now and then for a holiday

Visiting Friends.
Among the means of providing for 

a holiday, one of the most pop­
ular is visiting a friend. If during 
the ^ear the friend comes to visit the 
wage-earning woman or her people, 
then it is a simple matter. The holi­
day visit is merely a return for kind­
ness already experienced. For the 
business woman who has to live away 
from home, it is almost invariably 
taken for granted that she will spend 
lyr holidays at home On the other 
hand, the business woman • sometimes 
provides a holiday trip for herself and 
for her mother or sister. It all de­
pends on the salary she is able to 
earn and on the feeling of responsi­
bility she has towards the members j 
of jher fhmily.

Some women teachers, wisely or 
unwisely as the case may be, have ex­
perimented with fruit picking as a 
means of providing a cheap holiday 
Some churches have holiday houses 
where the girl belonging to a church 
club can spend a holiday for a very 
small sum of money. A girl may have 
relatives who will provide her with 
a sum of money sufficient to cover 
her holiday expenses. A camping trip 
can be made an inexpensive holiday. 
Or an older woman may pay for her 
holiday by undertaking whole or 
partial charge of younger girls away 
on their holiday.

Two statements can be made with 
certairtv about the holiday of the 
wage-earning woman. She is wholly 
justified in spending a good percent­
age of her income in securing an ideal 
holiday, and, if it is a great object 
to spend little money for her holiday, 
she must find some way of making 
her holiday both restful and full of 
zest or the next year’s work will not 
be up to her standard.

Play, but “Dutoh’s” Jaw

The worst blunder 1. ever made in my 
baseball career was the result of get­
ting mixed up on signals, and it turned 
out to be as lucky a thing as ever hap­
pened to me. It is is funny now, but 
it came near breaking my neck and 
Herman Schaefer’s jaw at the same 
time.

We were playing Boston on the De­
troit grounds late in the season of 1907, 
when everyone was scrambling for the 
pennant, and every game was worth a 
right eye to win- Our infield had been 
shot to pieces and we were shifting 
every few days. At that time I had 
switched from second over to short, be­
cause Bush was hurt, and Schaef, who 
had been injured and out of it got back 
at sècond.

At any 
rate, the score was extremely close,and 
I believe was a tie at the time, as we 
afterwards won it by one run.

Speaker opened the eighth inning 
with a two-base wallop to left, and it 
looked pretty troublesome for us. 
Schmidt was catching, and I signaled 
him to try a throw to catch Speaker off 
second. Usually the signal was given 
by someone else, but Speaker was tak­
ing a long lead, and I thought there 
was a chance to nip him. I saw Schmidt 
give Donovan the signal for a pitch 
out, and as the ball was piched I went

ot-Speaker as haid as I could to I 
the bag.^ My^ev*-- - were on the ball as]
Scj^nic£t TFirow, but at that mm I 
bumped against something that left like! 
a stone wall. It was Schaefer coming I 
from the other side of the bag to takes 

throw. Schaefer staggered back and I 
the thrown ball hit him on the sould-f 
er, then on the jaw. Speaker, had seen! 
the collision and he tore out for third,! 
thinking the ball would go on to centre I 
field. It would have, had it not been for I 
Schaefer’s jaw. He staggered, jumped I 
at the ball and threw Speaker out by I 
ten feet at third. Then he sat down! 
and Donovan came back laughing and | 
counted ten before he could get up.

Wc never did find out who blundered, I 
but it depends upon who Schmidt took I 
his tip from- He evidently got it from I 
Schaef, so I was to blame. Schmiddy I 
declares that he saw wr both were!

Schaefer in the middle of the back and I 
make the play that way, and he apolo j 
gized because his throw was a few I 
inches high and wide and hit Schaef m J 
the jaw instead.

Toronto, Aug. 6.—-Although only 
a short time has elapsed since the 
appearance of Canadian five and 
ten dollar gold coins, struck at the ! 
Ottawa branch of the royal mint, j 
serious objections are already be- !
ing pointed out. The possibility I 
for ‘‘sweating” the new currency is I 
only too apparent.
Since the design on the coins is rais_ i 

ed, it is} necessary, in ord-er that the 
coins may stack properly, to have rals- ; 
ed milled edges, and Canada is likely 
to experience trouble as has the United 
States with those who “sweat” the 
coins to their own profit. That the 
coins may stack properly, it is pointed 
out, is a very important consideration.

Just Shake Them
The process of “sweating” is a sim­

ple one. The practice is to put newly 
made gold coinc to the value of three 
or four thousand dollars in a chamois 
bag and shake them together in order 
to abrase the rough edges The metal 
being soft, a considerable amount of 
gold dust is the result.

The object is to reduce the coins 
from the mint weight to the least cur­
rent weight.

It ie currently reported that dishon­
est persons have already done consid­
erable “sweating,” and many of the 
new coins, which have been in circu­
lation only a few weeks, show the ef­
fects and will have to be returned to 
the mint and melted over.

On the ten dollar piece the Currency 
Act has fixed the standard mint weig.ht 
at 258 grains, and the least current 
weight 256.71, while th efigures for the 
five dollar coin are in proportion.

Did Not Learn by U. S.
So common was title practice of 

sweating in the-United States that the 
raised1 design necessitating raised 
milled edges has been abandoned in 
favor of a sunk impression. The offi­
cials at the Ottawa mint, however, all 
received their training in the English 
royal mint and hold tenaciously to 
English traditions and methods.

It is a matter of common knowledge 
! that the abrasion on English gold coins 
! entails an enormous annual loss to the 
1 treasury, and the edges on the Cana- 
| dian gold coins have an even snore pro- 
I nounced flange -than the English sove- 
j reign. It is most noticeable on the re- 
j verse side of the coins.

Ottawa, Aug. 6.—There is consider­
able uncertainty in political circles as 
to the probable date of the opening of 
the parliamentary session. Before the 
ministers dispersed, the view obtained 
largely that the house might not be 
call?d together before the first of Jan­
uary.

It has been the experience that ses­
sions starting at the latter part of No­
vember accomplish little before Christ­
mas. There is a decided disposition 
to defer action until after the holi­
days, and it is rarely that any con­
structive policy is ever brought down 
before them, no matter how early the 
session commences.

When t-he ministers come home from 
abroad, the naval policy Avili have to 
be formulated. A redistribution bill 
will have to be prepared, the question 
of what, if anything, is to be done

with the tariff discussed, estimates 
prepared, and much other business got 
ready.

The rank and file of the members 
prefer a January session, many con­
sidering the autumn section of it as 

so much lost time.
On the other hand, an influencé 

making for the customary early ses­
sion is the desirability of ratifying the 
West Indian trade agreement in or­
der that it may be effective on Janu­
ary 1. The matter will not be deter­
mined till the prime minister returns, 
but meanwhile the probabilities are 
that the house will either assemble 
earler than usual, in order to do some­
thing before Christmas, or else meet 
immediately after New Year In view 
of the great volume of preparatory 
work, the latter course is favored by 
several of the members.

Montreal, Aug. 6.—High Consta­
ble St Mars today holds a warrant 
for the arhest of D. H. Tolman, 
who, as a result of the campaign 
pn'B'OAt«tj-by,Th# Montreal at*j\ 
dec 1*1,71 ed to coiyie back to Montreal 
to stand trial on a charge of usury.

Mr St. Mars chased him through 
several of the United States and 
eventually placed the warrant in 
his safe pending th^s ooportunity to 
arrest the man who is wanted in 
Canada, the United States and 
Mexico.
It was proven beyond all question 

before the courts in Montreal that h^ 
took first place as a usurer, and that 
while other men in the satne trade 
worked under their own name Tolman 
kept out of Fic-ht and allowed girls 
whom he had in his employ to bear 
the brunt of his misdeeds.

Oni of t'hese girts was arrested on 
a warrant issued by a man who show­
ed conclusively that Tolman himself 
had loaned money at the rate of 225 
per cent, per year. The office which 
this girl and others occupied was raid­
ed by High Constable St. Mars and Mr. 
E. R. Carrington of the Thiel Detective 

Service, who have "been engaged by The 
Montreal Star to follow up the cam­
paign which resulted in a change of 
the law in 1906. by which the money 
loaning law of Canada made it com­
pulsory to charge nothing more than 
12 oer cent, per annum.

| After the law was passed it was 
| found that the “Patriarch of Bleeding 

Hfart Alley” was responsible for more 
trouble than many of the local so- 
called usurers, and the authorities, un­
der the Instructions of Mr J. C. Walsh, 
rrown prosecutor, followed up The 
.Star’s campaign by makiner a raid on 
Tolman's offices on Notre Dame street 
east, and under very -dramatic circum­
stances Cleaned out the entire head­
quarters of the man who was undoubt­
edly the head of the usurers of the 
city at the timP when The Star started 
its campaign and when it closed its 
campaign with beyond quesfion hav­
ing p”t the usurers of Canada out of 
business.

Two years ago Tolman made his ap­
pearance in Montreal and was chased 
by Chief K.^P. McCaskill througih sev­
eral provinces, and he finally got out 

j through Winnipeg. The next known 
j was his arrest yesterday ip New York.

Philadelphia, Aug. 6.—At the hearing 
of William A. Hutson, the president of 
the Society of Aeronautic Engineers, 
before United States Commissioner 
Craig, on the charge of using the mails 
to defraud, it was testified by Lieut. 
Holden C. Richardson, U. S. X., an 
assistant naval constructor, that Har­
son knew absolutely nothing about the 
subject which he professed to, teach.

Lieutenant Richardson testified that 
he had inspected the three airships 
which Hutson kept at Washington 
park and advertised that he would 
teach persons how to build machines 
like them, and that, these were largely 

‘composed of second-hand parts of 
Curtiss machines; One of them was 
the wreck of the “La'dy Marender.”

“When I asked him what was the 
centre of. pressura^’ said Richardson, 
“Hutson did not kno-w, and if one was 
to follow his advice about elevating a 
machine, disaster would surely result.”

Robert L. Head, a “student” of Hut­
son’s. testified that he had paid $328 
for instruction, but that all that he 
had received were certificates for forty 
shares of stock in Hutson’s school. 
-Morris Erlich, a New Y'ork mechanical 
engineer, went Heard one better and 
said that he had been taught how to 
make ‘‘ribs” and “struts.” Erlich said:

“Once a machine I was in went up. 
accidentally, I think, and I was afraid 
to trust it, so I turned the planes and 
came right down again.”

Frederick Fluck of 6610 Dittman 
street, this city, said that he had paid 
$4CO to Hutson’s predecessor, and that 
this was to pay part of the cost of an 
airship that he was to be taught hovv 
to build, but that all he gained w-as 
the sad- knowledge that his money had 
gone, with no evidence of a return.

After the hearing of this testimony 
Commissioner Craig held Hutson in 
$600 bail for the action of the United 
States grand jury.

Montreal, August 6—Wholesale 
smuggling of automobiles between 
the United States and Canada has 
been going on this summer, and the j 
Canadian customs officials have al- ; 
ready punished several offenders, 
while the Canadian manufacturers 
are bitterly protesting against Am­
erican - made cars being brought 
into Canada without payment of 
duty.
Naturally the majority of auto deal­

ers in the city who represent United 
States firms either deny the charge or 
refuse to discuss it at all ; but thé fact 
remains that Special Customs Officer 
O'Shea has had a busy time of it ail 
summer working up evidence upon 
which seizures could be made, and at 
least one agent, whb is interested in a 
Canadian make of car admits it.

“It is simply a question of some of 
the United States automobile manu­
facturers getting even with ^ome of the 
Canadian fur and clothing manufac­
turers, who for years have sold goods 
to United States summer visitors with 
the understanding that they are to be 
delivered free of duty.

Is a Big Thing
“To deliver an automobile free of 

duty is a big thing, for the duty upon 
autos amounts to about a third of their 
value. Naturally leaving the ueifticn 
of deceiving the government out alto­
gether, the smuggling of autos is de­
cidedly unfair to the Canadian fac­
tories.”

Custom house officials decline to dis­
cuss the. matter, but admit that a num­
ber of automobilesimanufac:ured in the 
United States have been seized here for 
non-payment of duty.

The total number could not bo ascer­
tained, nor the names of the purchasers, 
but one customs man said the number 
'was very large ”

It was also ascertained that while the 
customs people are not anxious to ho.Td 
the sinners in this matter up to public 
opprobium, they have, by order from 
headquarters in Ottawa, treated them 
severely, and have in each case given 
them the choice of losing their ctr or 
paying its equivalent in money accoid 
ing to the listed price to the treasurer 
of the Dominion.

As imported cars are seldom listed 
under the thousand dollar mark, but 
more often up to the four and five 
thousand dollar figure, i-t is easy to 
sfee that the amount of seizure money 
climbs up pretty fast.

As another customs official said, the 
smuggling of autos is a most difficult 
thing to guard against on account of 
the tremendous length of the border 
line.

Tihe message was written on a 
wireless plank bearing the official 
imprint of the Titanic.

The message, bearing the date 
of the Tuesday- fallowing the Mon­
day morning when the - Titanic 
went down, was brought here by 
Joseph Aiken of North Attleboro, 
who with A. J. Loran of New York 
and W. H. Jones of 1044 Madison 
avenue, Paterson, N. J., -had found 
the bottle while out sailing. At

first they said they were inclined 
to believe it was a ghastly joke, 
but on second thought they decided 

’ to report it.
Numerous witnesses testified 

that Major Butt stood on the deck 
of the liner as she went down. It 
is suggested here that in the whirlv 
ing water that marked the ship’s 
disappea^^ice Major Butt might 
have caught hold of a raft and 
have floated away from the scene.

MONTREAL’S MEMOflIALTO 
IRE PEACEMAKER

Montreal’s memorial to His late Ma­
jesty king Edward VII. is to be exe­
cuted by Mr. Philippe Hebert, the emi­
nent Canadian sculptor, whose group 
on Place d’Armes square Is -one of the 
public attractions of the city.

Tne monument will be forty feet in 
height, the base being erected of gran­
ite, while the figure of the late king 
will he of bronze Keller. The gre^t
king will be shojwn in royal vesture, 
with the figure suggesting majesty, 
greatness and power.

The frent group will be composed of

allegorical statue representing Peac* 
in an attitude of calmness and power, 
holding the conventional olive branch 
in her right hand, and a shield and 
sword in her left as the emblems of 
the armed peace characteristic of mod­

ern life among the nations of the 
world.

The right and left groups will rep­
resent Concord and Plenty, while the 
back of the monument will consist of 
a figure showing the breaking up of 
the fetters of past intolerance and es­
tablishing religious freedom and pro­
tection. bringing about a new era of 
harmony and brotherhood throughout 
the empire.

Mr. Hebert will start to work im­
mediately upon the big undertaking, 
and Mr, F. Todd, landscape artist, has 
been engaged to attend to the proper 
settings of the memorial.

Paris, Aug. 6.—Dr. John B. Mur­
phy, who is in this city, says the 
report that a British surgeon re­
cently increased a young man's 
height two inches in two months 
by administering the thryoid se­
cretion of a sheep, is not incred­
ible.

“It is not an unusual case,” he 
said. “We are learning much 
about the four mysterious glands 
which regulate the growth of the 
long bones. When these are over 
stimulated in youth, it causes. . 
giants; ^ an insufficient secretion 
causes dwarfs.

“We can feed dogs on the thyroid 
secretion, begin ruing -on one dog the 
first month and another dog the sec­
ond month and so on, and produce a 
series of dogs of perfectly graduated 
size. It is like a fia-iry story.

“Another gland is the so-called pitu­
itary body, which regulates the growth 
of t'he wide bones. Its stimulation 
causes a broadening of the face, jaws, 
and joints. Still another set of tiny 
glands, no larger than lentils, are at­
tached bo the outside of the typhoid 
lent dies from violent lockjaw and con- 
gland- If these are removed the pat- 
vulEilons.

Expect Cure for Diabetes.
“I may also mention tihe modern 

discovery that the mysterious organ, 
the pancreas, is identified with the 
conversion of sugar. I believe it will 
be possible hereafter to cure diabetes 
by removing the pancreas wholly or 
'In part.

“The surgery of the future will tend 
more and more to the prevention of 
disease, instead of being the last re­
sort in desperate cases. It mu-st co­
operate with medicine, and especially 
with bacteriology. Nobody dares to 
predict the brilliant discoveries that 
will be made in the next decade by 
means of tihe later science.

“It recently was discovered, for ex­
ample, that 'rheumatism is due bo 
germs usually entering some diseased 
-organ, ruch as inflamed tonsils, and 
then setting in the joints- The re­
moval of the tonsils or the inoculation 
of the blood with a ge-rm cures rheu­
matism. So with many other diseases. 
There is hardly any peronit^ now, be­
cause we have learned to operate be­
fore it reaches the acute stage.”

Dr. Murphy has ben stduylng at the 
chief hospitals of Germany with thirty- 
three other members of the American 
Clinical and Surgical society. Tho^ 
a.t the cl nice included Drs. E. Wyllys 
Andrews, A- J. Oschner, L. L. Mc­
Arthur and M. L. Harris-, aill of Chi­
cago.

Living Tissues Transplanted.
“What are the moist interesting op­

erations in modern times?” he was 
asked.

“The transplanting of living tis­
sues. It should be said that all sensa­
tional at cries of the transplanting of 
living organs are unreliable. A trans­
planted organ will live, but will not 
perform its functions, and hence i-s 
us-el-eas.

Happy, he 
said, over the reception he had 
received at the national pro­
gressive convention today and 
happy over the fact that to­
morrow he would be nomin­
ated for the presidency.

“I understand," he said 
laughingly tonight, “that I 
am a neck ahead.”

Col. Roosevelt will go to 
the convention again tomor­
row after the nominations 
have been made and in a brief 
speech will accept the honor. 
This simple proceeding prob­
ably will do away with the ne­
cessity for a formal notifica­
tion ceremony.

There seemed to be no 
change tonight in the plan to 
nominate Governor Hirman 
W. Johnson, of Cilofornia, 
as the colonel's running mate.
A vice-presidential boom for 
Judge Ben B. Lindsay of Cel- 
orado gained some headway 
during the day but was prac­
tically abandoned tonight.

New Company Take 
Over Electric Project

Winnipeg, Aug. 6.—Although the 
charter of the Ottawa and St. 
Lawrence Electric Railroad has 
been lying idle for over a year, it 
is likely that the project will go 
ahead much more quickly now. A 
new company has been formed, 
and negotiations are practically 
completed whereby it will take 
over the charter and will pay to 
the old company $500,000 in stock 
for it.
Although there are Ottawa men in 

the new company, iMs understood that 
most of if.iose who intend taking over 
and carrying out the new project are 
from outside places. The president is 
a Toronto man, while Mr. J. Ralston, oÇ 
Metcalfe, is also interested in the new 
company. It is also stated that the 
new company has strong English fi­
nancial hacking

Expect No Delay
A meeting will be held here on Au­

gust 28, and a new board of directors 
will be elected. It is expected that the 
scheme will then be carried out with 
the utmost expediency.

The project, according to the designs 
of the old company, is a most extensive 
one. Ottawa is the central point on 
the new electric rpad, and from here 
the main line will run out through 
Metcalf and will reach the St. Law­
rence at Morrisburg.

From Morrisburg the line will 
branch east and west. East it wou-ld 
run alohg the river bank to the border 
between Ontario and Quebec, connect­
ing with the Montreal street railway. 

Spend FouJ Millions 
East the line runs along the bank of 

the St. Lawrence, taking in Prescott 
and BrockVille. It then turns north 
and passing Through Smith’s Falls pro­
ceeds north to the Ottawa river. From 
there it follows the Ottawa river in 
its downward course back to Ottawa, 
taking in Cha’s Falls, Fitzroy Harbor, 
ar^d all points between the city y.nd 
the Chats.

It is estimated that the scheme will 
entail the expenditure of over four 
million dollars. Mr. Ralston, of Met­
calfe, was in town a few dayq ago 
doing business for the new company 
with the Union Bank here.

Medical Officer Angry.
Dr. Estey was angry and indignant 

when interviewed yesterday regarding 
the prevalence o ftyphold fever in 
Calgary, its causes and the methods 
of prevention contemplated by the 
health board.

“Do you have any regular inspection 
otf the milk consumed in this city?"

“The milk is tested for the required 
percental of butter fat when we 
deem it necessary.” was the reply.

“How about tests for bacteria?*
“We have no bacterialogical appara­

tus here and It is necessary for us 
to send samples to Edmonton for an­
alysis.” answ>»*ed Dr. Ee-tey.

"How frequently is this done?” was 
asked-

"Whenever we think It is necessary,” 
was t'he answer.

“What In your opinion is the cause 
of 'the unusually large number of ty­
phoid cases in Oajgary at the pres­
ent?” was askSd.

“I attribute it mostly to open closets. 
We have abolished about 1,£<K> open 
closets during the past year, t «ut I 
believe that the on-e*» remaining are 
largely responsible for the pres-ent 
epidemic. They are extremely diffi­
cult to regulate.”

Dr. Estey then went on to state 
that he did not think there was any 
particular cause fo ratitrm in the mm- 
ber of typhoid cases here at present- 
H>e seemed inclined to view the situa­
tion in the light of a so-called “news­
paper :care,” despite -the fact that the 
hospitals ace crowded with victims 
of the fever.

Lays Blame on Physicians.
Dr- Este y blamed Calgary p h ystci - 

oians for failure to report typhoid 
cases.

“Isn’t tt part of your duty, doctor, 
to keep in touch with the situation 
and know just how many caèes of 
contagious diseases there are in the 
city?” was asked-.

“Yes. but I cannot 'break into houses 
or hospital wards. If the doctors do 
hot report typhoid case® to me what 
can I do?”

Isn’t it yow as health officer
to compel physrtcla'niB to report such 
cases?” Dr. Ee-tery admitted that It 
was, but explained that he had to -ec- 
cept the physicians’ statements-

“What do you intend to do to rem­
edy the present situation?” asked the 
interviewer.

“I shall double my vigilance, urge 
my 'inspectors to do everything in their 
power and have the doctors be more 
careful in reporting cases,” he replied.

During the course of te'h interview, 
Dr. estey admitted that no milk or 
water had 'been examined this month 
for bacteria. He was asked what the 
installation of à bacterialogical lab­
oratory would cost.

Laboratory Would Be Costly.
“About tihre4 thousand^ dollars, I 

b.elieve,’ he replied, “and then would 
be the cost of maintainance in ad- 
diition.’

“I do not believe the water used for 
drinking purposes in Calgary l«s res­
ponsible for the typhoid. Analyses 
have proved the water to be free from 
germs. So far as th© milk is con­
cerned. the four inspectors under Mr. 
Fox are supposed to see that the 
dairies here are kept in a sanitary 
oondlition, and I have every reason to 
believe that the inspections are prop­
erly conducted.

•V “We have no means of testing milk 
shipped in from outside points. The 
only way this could be stfcoompllshed 
would be to have an inspector on the' 
depot platform and take samplers from 
the cans that are shipped- in, or else 
have the milk brought to a central de­
pot and samp els taken there. In order 
to get a bacteriological . test, these 
samples would have to be sent to 
Edmonton-

G'en-erally, Dr. Estey was inclined to 
look lightly upon the typhoid cases, 
still holding to the position that most 
of them do not originate in Calgary, 
despite the residence numbers that arë 
giv©n by sufferers taken t the hos­
pitals. He holds that the majority 
contracted the infection while work­
ing at points outside the city, and 
developed it after coming into Cal­
gary. _____

WISE CONFESSES, SlfS 
HER WHS PH 

OF CUTTERS.
NEW YORK, Aug. 6— 

"Bald Jack Rose, the 
gambler upon whose 

testimony was chiefly based 
the indictment of Lieutenant 
Becker cm the charge of insti­
gating the murder of Herman 
Rosenthal, today furnished 
District Attorney Whitman 
with a written statement dis­
closing in detail the history 
of bis relations with Becker 
as one of the police officers 
alleged graft collectors.

Rose, in his confession, re-..
. iterates his previous allega­
tion that Becker Was one of 
four high police officers who 

collected between t $2,000,000 
and $3,000.000 yearly from 
illegal resorts and gives a 
complete table of his collec­
tions from gamblers which ue 
says, he turned over to Beck­
er.

These collections, accord- _ 
ing to the confession, averag­
ed from $12,006 to $15.000 a 
month and came from a dozen 
or more gambling houses. 
The names of about ten of 
them Rose gave to the district 
attorney.

An American Scoundrel. -
Becker, he says, was continually 

hounding him for more money, telling 
hin, that ' tile bunch down town is 
not getting enough."

Rose's statements covered thirty 
pages of T.rcly-written notepapei’ Tn-î 
gambler had been working on it in 
Ills ee‘; ever since bis arrest. O/i 1 De 
promise of leniency, District Attorn :y 
Wh tm:>.n ect hin, a week ago. : i 
make his first confession of his part 
in the plot to assassinate Herman 
Rosinthal as the latter was about to 
give evidence involving Becker in 
gambling graft.

Rose declared that he had always 
turned h's collections over to Becker 
in cash, frequently at Rose’s home, and 
that his wife and servants had seen 
the money pass, and could testify to 
the" truth of his statement.

Methods of Becker.
Becker’s methods of bringing the 

gamblers to terms was t(^ raid them 
first. Rose said. This was the police 
officer’s way, he explained, of “get­
ting acquainted” after the raid. He 
would offer'-to “fix” the case before 
the grand jury. Rose charged, provid- 

| ing the unfortunate gambler would 
j “come across” if he did. Then 

Becker’s men, he said, would give 
j harmless evidence before the jury, 
j “ forgetting ” what they had told in- 
I the polict court.

To further impress the gambler that 
his case was hopeless, Becker would 
procure extra warrants for his arrest 
and threaten to raid again and again 
as long as the gambler refused to pay 
his blackmail.

Rose detailed two specific instances 
of Becker’s alleged methods, giving 
manes, dales and places.

Describing his own relations with 
eth police lieutenant. Rose said that 
his acquaintance began when Becker 
raided his gambling house on the east 
side. Rose asked him jocularly, he 
said, whey he. had been, “picked out,”

Good Housekeeping

CORN RECIPES
There has just come to hand for re­

view -‘The New England Cook Book,” 
by Helen S. Wright (Lhiffield). " A 
complete collection of recipes, some 
modern and some direct legacies from 
Puritan ancestors.”

This is not a scientific cook book. 
We would not expect that recipes 
rescued after many years from among 
the charming treasures of an old 
attic, as the brief introduction tells 
us these were, would' be, but some of 
these are new enough to be more pre­
cise than they are.

The sentiment back of the book is 
nowhere much emphasized, except in 
the introduction, and we rather miss 
the pleasant notes that might have 
been added. Grandmother unodubt- 
edly did not make “ the best preserves* 
ever tasted,” from recipes her grand­
mother had taught her, but in few 
cases is it signified what recipes be­
longed to this grandmother of many 
removes.

one-half hour. If there is one quart 
of the corn and the water, add one 
pint of new milk, with salt, pepper, 
and one or two beaten eggs. Continue 
the boiling a few minutes, and thicken 
with a little flour.

Corn Oysters.—Grate young, sweet 
corn into a.dish, and to a pint add one 
egg. well beaten, one small teacup of 
flour, one-half of a gill of cream, and 
one teaspoon of salt. Mix it well to­
gether; Fry exactly like 03'6ters, drop­
ping it into the fat by spoonfuls about 
the size of an oyster.

Succotash.—Cut off the corn from 
the cobs and, ope and a half hours be­
fore dinner, put the cobs, with,a few 
shelled beans, into cold water to boil. 
After one hour take out the cobs, put 
in the corn, and boil it one-half hour. 
There should be no more water than 
will be necessary to make the succo­
tash of the right thickness, as having 
too much occasions a loss of the rich­
ness imparted by the cobs. When you 
take it Up, add a small piece of'btrtter 
This is much better than to boil the 
corn on the cob rind then cut it off It 
4s a good way, when a family is tired 
of fresh meat in hot weather, to Uun 
a piece of pork in another pot until 
the grossest fat has boiled out, and 
then put it with the succotash for the 
remainder of the time. It gives a good 
flavor to the corn, and makes an excel­
lent dinner.

Corn Salad.—Add equal parts of 
fteeh boiled corn from the cub ^nd 
cold boiled rice. Cool and season with 
a little salt. Fold in equal, quantity 
of tartar sauce, and serve ice cold in 
lettuce cups.

Pickled Cauliflowers.—Choose firm, 
full sized cauliflowers, cut away all 
the leaves and pare the stalk; pull 
away the flowers by bun oh es; steep in 
brine two days, then drain them, wip » 
dry, and put them into hot pickle— 
or merely infuse for three d-ays three 
ounces of curry powder in every quart 
of vinegar.
