fine. Dr. Estey, himself, is
authority for that statement.

The medical officer called
attentian to the fact that the
law requiring reporting of
cases had been in effect only
about a year. He said that
most of the physicians knew
that theye were required to re-
port the cases but some ot
them, the younger ones, did
not. Dr. Estey claimed, how-
ever, that he had had notices
posted at the hospitals that
doctors were required to re-
port typhoid cases and had
ealled it to their attention
whereever possible.

SUPREME COURT JUDGE TO
TRY GILLESPIE

Lethbridge.Council Decided to
. Call Chief Justice for Po-
lice Chief Hearing

Lethbridge, Alta., Aug, 6.—The
city council this afternoon deecided
to call in the chief justice of the
supreme court of Alberta or any
judge of that court to hear the
charges that have been preferred
against Chief of Police Gillespie,
who is now on the suspended list
with Inspector Silliker and Detec-
tive Egan of the city police force,

ewre also made public. They consist
of the charge being drunk while on
duty, receiving money from disreput-
able houees, and for having appro-
priated to his own use monies he is al-
leged to have collected for the ecity
from licenses, ang also for fines col-
lected in police court.

C. F. Harris™appeared before the
ceuncil in behalf of Gillespie, and
asked that he be reinstated pending
the action of the court, but no action
was taken, On account of the
supreme court being in vacation it is
expected that the case will not be

heard for one, and possibly two
manths

feel that it is a disgrace to the
city that a disease so easily
preventable as typhoid under
proper sanitary conditions,
should have been allowed to
become so prevalent.

Calgary physicians are
chary of giving causes for the
spread of the typhoid germs,
and ‘the thajority “are not ih-
clired to blame the city water
supply. Well water, milk and
open closets are most general-
ly blamed and herein lies the
particular responsibility of the
civic authorities inasmuch as
if the city water supply were
to blame, it might be urged
that the trouble is caused by
lack of filtration facitlities.
While the medical officer has
neglected -to have a basterio-
logical test of the water made
since about the first of last
June, pevious tests have never
indicated the presence of ty-
phoid germs.

Mayor Mitchell is indignant
that so many physicians have
failed to report typhoid cascs
to the health department znd
will demand a thorough probe

into this feature of the trouble.

The government is' now ask-
ing that the Grand Trunk Pacific exe-
cute a permanent lease of that portion
of the line between  Winnipeg

far as a matter /of accommodation, in
any way affect the public, The con-
tract between the government and
Grand Trunk Pacific railway relative
to that section of the transcontinental
railway between Monction and Winni-
peg, which was to be constructed by
the government, and is known as the
“eagtern division,”” provides that:

“Pending the completion of the east-
ern division by the government, ,the
{ company shall be entitled to lease
from the commissioners to be appoint-
ed under the said act, and to operate
such portions of the said eastern divi-
sions as may at the time be complet-
ed upon such terms.

“But it does not bind the
company to take over any sections
unless they desire to do so, until the
| entire line is completed. Negotiations
are in progress’ between the govern-
1ment and the company relative to a
{ further lease of the section above re-
| ferred to, when it is fully completed
| and pending the completion of the
| whole line,
|  “Notwithstanding reports in the
-‘papers throughout the country, that
| portion of the transcontinental lime is
not yet completed. There is congider-
able work to be performed on the en-
trance into Winnipeg, connecting up
the transcontinental with the Grand
Trunk Pacific, and the Canadian
Northern at the union station. There
is also considerable other work on
the line necessary to be done before
the terms of the comtract are complied
with.

“With regard to the Springfield or
Transcona shops, Major Leonard,
chairman of the transcontinental rall-
way commission, has decided that the
shops are not part of the
while the railway company contends
that they are part of the transcontin-
ental contract. If Major Leonard's
contention is eventually sustained, the
taking over of the line between Win-
nipeg and Lake Superior Junction
would not include the taking over of
the shops by the Grand Trunk Paci-
