Debate on McGill

The House went into committee on the 
bills affecting the establishment of a 
■branch of McGill university at the coast. 
Mr. J. R. Brown in the chair.

Mr. Stuart Henderson (Yale) objected 
that no provision was made for the pro­
vincial government to nominate to the 
board of governors. He also thought 
graduates should have a voice in the 
matter. He thought it was not desirable 
to allow a close corporation to control 
the appointment bf the board in its en­
tirety. 1 The governor in council should 
have -a say.

Hon. Mr. Fulton pointed out that 
there was no proposal before the House 
for government aid and therefore they 
had no “loens standi” to insist on rep­
resentation beyond the minister and sup­
erintendent of education.

Mr. Henderson urged that the gov­
ernment was making this a provincial 
institution by putting this legislation fro- 
ward and therefore should have some 
voice in the control.

Mr, Hawthornthwaite (Nanaimo) said 
he was in hearty accord with Mr. Hen­
derson. This measure might not provide 
for provincial aid, but it for a long time 
took the place of a provincial university 
and made the realization of that scheme 
impossible: on that account he thought 
the member for Yale had stated a good 
point. If aid was not sought this year 
it would be next.

Hon. Chas. Wilson thought the bill 
went as far as necessary at present.

Mr. J. A. Macdonald thought the 
measure was a private bill to all intents 
and purposes.

Hon. Mr. Fulton claimed that the 
bill did not stand in the way of a pro­
vincial act.

Hbn. Mr. McBride asked Mr. Hen­
derson how he would propose to elect a 
representative board of governors. Hos­
pital boards had been elected in the same 
manner as provided for by this bill with­
out any difficulty or hardship.

Mr. Henderson asked that the cbmmit- 
tee adjourn and further consider the 
point.

Mr. R. Hall (Victoria) had his doubts 
about this bill: It was drawn by a very 
fine hand ; he thought he detected the fine 
■Italian hand of the President of the 
Council. If the province endorsed this 
bill now it might find later that other 
institutions of learning were barred out.

Hon. Mr. McBride, assured the House 
that there was no intention on the part 
of the government to give any institution 
a monopoly. McGill was the only uni­
versity which had made any overtures 
and in the interests of the province he 
felt that it was their duty to accept.

- They did so leaving the door wide open 
for all other universities.

Mr. Hall disclaimed any intention to 
decry the high status of McGill, hut he 
wanted to forestall a position in which 
the province might find itself tied up 
later.

Hon. F. Carter-Cotton said he had no 
“arriéré pensee” in connection with the 
bill.

Mr. Hall—I see your name on it 
though. (Laughter.)

Hon. Mr. Cotton said that this was 
practically a private bill, but the great 
importance of the subject had so im­
pressed the government that they had 
decided to make it a government meas­
ure. He anticipated no future difficulty; 
ithere would be no monopoly and no ex­
clusive support. The door would be lait 
wide open for any other institution to 
come in. He thought, however, that 
McGill was the only university likely to 
come from the outside. It was the only 
independent organization with large pri­
vate endowments, and therefore the only 
one able to branch out beyond the con­
fines of its own province. The only 
ground on which the province could asa 
for a voice in the selection of governors 
was that it was prepared to give finan­
cial aid, and that conclusion was at 
least premature. To ask for a voice was 
tantamount to admitting financial lia­
bility. It was time to do this when pub­
lic funds were asked for.

Mr. J. H. Hawthornthwaite was not 
at all satisfied. He did not think the 
interests of the province -were sufficiently 
protected. He would like to see these 
higher institutions of learning establish­
ed throughout the province as free as 
the public schools. It was not yet too 
late for the government ’to set aside 
some part of the public domain for this 
very purpose.

Mr. John Oliver rose to a point of 
Order.

GUILTY OF PERJURY.

Mrs. Esther Jones Admits Charge at 
Vancouver and Asks Mercy.

Vancouver, Feb. 6.—After a trial 
lasting two days Judge Henderson this 
afternoon found Mrs. Esther Jones 
guilty of perjury.

We saw an jsland 
and made for it—a big comUgr lifted the 
boat and landed us ou the Jjeach. W e 
took the equipment out of the boat and 
decided .to go back to the ship by the 
beach.

Three Kinds of Salmon.
The young salmon which are now 

beong hatched at the Harrison Lake 
institution are sockeye, aohoes and 
spring salmon, but the sockeyes com­
pose by* far the greater part of the 
hatch. There are approximately 
twehty-slx million sockeyes, two mil- 
lien spring saltnon.

The ova were collected over a long 
season and consequently are hatching 
at various periods. The first eggs 
taken hatched out several weeks ago, 
and the young salmon are mow being 
liberated, but the last eggs collected 
will not be out for a month yet, and 
It will be the end of March or the 
beginning of April before the last 
young salmon are given their liberty.

Large Ponds Successful
Superintendent Robinson of the Har­

rison Lake hatchery, who le down to 
New Westminster on a business trip, 
says that he has been able to handle 
this large amount of ova by .utilising 
a number of large ponds outside of 
the building, and that they have proved 
suitable for the work of taking care 
of the young fish. The hatchery was 
built to accommodate a hatch of twenty 
million, but by using these ponds the 
staff has been able to take care of an­
other ten millions.

The young salmon are being placed 
In Morris and Silver creeks and other 
streams flowing into Harrison lake. 
Practically all the ova hatched there 
this year were collected at Morris 
creek.

The leader's first plan was to as­
cend the west coast, obtain a party 
of the Smith sound natives and cross 
the inland ice with them to the un­
known coast, But when Peary went 
north a few months ago he secured 
all the best men among the natives 
for his polar expedition and so Erich­
sen has decided to take his veeel 
straight to the east coast. He Is cer­
tain to find a good harbor In about 
lotltude 78, in the region explored by 
the Koldeway expedition, and here the 
party will spend next winter. ,

In March, 1807, a party of twelve 
men with aledges and dogs will start 
for the extreme north, mapping the 
unknown coast as they advance. They 
expect to complete the survey to In­
dependence Bay, thus joining their de­
lineation of the coast with Peary*J 
mapping of Independence Bay, and 
the islands to the north of Greenland. 
It is hoped that the party will be able 
to return to the shtp late in the 
summer.

It will be too late, however, to re­
turn home that year, and so Erich­
sen proposes to supplement the coast 
survey with studies of the Interior ice 
cap, and if the conditions are favor­
able he may even attempt to cross 
the island from east to west, 
party will return home In 1808.

It will be remembered that the Duke 
of Orleans last summer skirted the 
coast ot East Greenland for about 100 
miles north of the highest point hith­
erto reached on that coast, but the 
journey was a rapid one on hie steam­
er, with no opportunity for careful 
Survey. The most definite information 
he brought home was that the shores, 
unlike all the other coasts of Green­
land, seemed to be almost wholly des­
titute of deep indentations.

TTAWA* Fsb. 6.—The ministerial 
I 1 tariff committee had a lengthy 
1 I sitting today when the various 
ww organizations had their final say. 
Chief among- them yras the Canadian 
Manufacturers association, whose mem­
orial spoke for a membership of nearly 
two thousand, representing 
factories throughout the Dominion and 
invested capital exceeding $400,000,000. 
This memorial called, attention to the in­
creasing amount of Canada’s importa­
tions which in 1896 were $106,000,000 
in 1905 grown to $256,000,600.. Duriyg 
the same period the exports increased 
from $106,000.000 to $201,000,000. The 
memorialists stated they wished always 
to be on friendly terms with the United ■ 
States, but they objected .to the Unfair- 
nets of tbe one-sided trade relations not 
only on behalf of manufacturers but 
also on behalf ot farmers, workingmen 
and every- other class of producer, un­
questionably public opinion in Canada 
today, irrespective ot politic* demands 
a policy which will defend us from for­
eign competition and at same time ne- 
courage the growth and expansion of in­
dustries, within our own borders.

A Wise Policy Proposed 
The policy of the government should 

be to increase the number of working 
men in Canada who consume food and 
make the tariff on farm products high 

ngfa to secure for onr farmers the 
benefit of our home demand.

. The investment ot outside capital in 
our great manufacturing industries has 
slap gives Canada great encouragement. 
Within the past tow years more than a 
hundred leading United States firms 
have established branches in the Do­
minion and the hope is expressed that 
the manufacturers of Great Britain will 
not allow themselves to be outdone in 
this respect. On the subject of the re­
vision of the tariff the association said" 
what It desired was that everything 
should be made in Canada which could 
reasonably be manufactured here and 
that our surplus requirements as far aa 
was reasob able to do so, sbonld be 
bought through British sources.

Proceeding the association said: “We 
desire reasonable competition with the 
industries of Great Britain and other 
portions of tbe Empire, that i*. we de­
sire a tariff against these countries 
which will equalize for Canadian man­
ufacturer tbe disadvantage under which 
he works ip the higher Cost of labor,
capital, machinery, etc., a tariff which 
wil] enable him to at least compete on 
equal terms to his home market wtt-h 
tfat manufacturers of Great Britton. 

We favor me
Offer of a Substantial Preference

to other portions of the Empire but we 
are strongly opposed to any policy 
which will prevent or limit the develop­
ment of our own resources. With re­
gard to the proposed policy of a maxi­
mum, minimum and preferential tariff 
we have only to say that so long as 
they encourage Canadian enterprise to 
make everything we can at home and 
buy our surplus requirements as far as , 
possible from British sources, we be­
lieve it to be in best interests of the 
Canadian people. JJk. however, such pol­
icy should ultimatWy result In extending 
the minimum tariff to the United States 
we are absolutely opposed to it. Com­
bines which nndufy enhance prices 
were an evil and should not be tolerated 
in Canada.”

In conclusion the association ex­
pressed its unbounded confidence in the 
future of the Dominion and the deter­
mination aa far as lay in its power to 
sdvance the interests of Canada at home 
and abroad and expreseed earneetde- 
sire to have such readjustment oTthe 
tariff a® would benefit every citizen of 
the Dominion and form a milestone on 
the road toward the consolidation of 
the great Empire.

Among these will 
be branches to Calgary, Battleford, 
Brandon, Regina and Hudson Bay.

"It Is also the intention to have a 
branch to Vancouver, as well as an­
other along Vancouver Island, making 
direct connection with Victoria. The 
intention* Is to build twenty-three 
branches in all.

“Application will be made next ses­
sion by the Pacific, Northern & 
Omlneca Railway to construct and 
operate a railway from the junction of 
the Skeena and Copper rivers to the 
Bulkley and Telkwa rivers.”

Twenty-three branch lines are not 
built In a day or a year, and, there­
fore, we would not advise holders of

DR. J. COLUS BROWNE’SNow that the details of the «rooked 

work in the new provinces by which

proportion which British Columbia, with 
its extensive seacoast and its very con­
siderable tonnage of shipping, should re­
ceive, there will be noted in the forego­
ing table the remarkable fact that while 
the expenditure for British Columbia has 
but slightly increased from year to year 
that of the Dominion as a whole has just 
about trebled.

the Vancouver Liberals to Senator Tem­
pleman have been overcome. The influ­
ence of. Robt. Kelly, Mr. Maoplierson, 
the Province newsp iper and others be­
longing to that political combination was 
not sufficient to block the appointment 
of Senator Templeman to a portfolio, 
although we have every reason to believe 
that it delayed it.

At last the claims of Bcnsh Columbia 
to cabinet representation hive been rec­
ognized. It was like drawing teeth, bnt 
the situation created by the conditions 
and circumstances of :he years in whirr. 
Senator Templeman remained :n the 
cabinet, chewing the cud of reflect iou.

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Drugs for 40 YearsJ his own amendment which covered the 
question of scaling. It was practically 
admitted on both sides that a better sys­
tem of scaling was imperative, also that 
lumber should be graded so that a por­
tion of it should be exported. This 
would enable loggers to reap the full 
benefit of their toil, and the land to be 
thoroughly logged. For this reason 
power should be given to the Lieutenant- 
Governor in council to deal with the 
matter and to make such regulations as 
might be necessary without having to 
wait for the next session of parliament. 
He proposed that the line should be 
drawn between lumber which could be 
exported and what should bfe kept in 
the province. This could only be done 
through official scalers, and graders and 
that was the intention of his amend­
ment. In addition the “bona fide*’ hand 
loggers would be protected and their in­
dustry encouraged. It was the obvious 
wish of the whole House to retain all 
the privileges of the general hand logger 
as against the spurious hireling. His 
amendment ensured proper scaling, grad­
ing, ^ protection and conservation of pro­
vincial revenue. The avowed intention 
of the Ohief Commissioner to bring in a 
scaling act later did not render it un­
necessary to place his scaling clauses 
in the act now.

He was a business man, who 
had gone about bis business in a busi­
nesslike manner and in a legal manner 
and had shown that he knew more about- 
law than either the Attorney-General or 
the Chief Commissioner. The amend­
ment was not one which he approved of. 
His own was for straight labor protec­
tion; this was simply a commercial 
position. He did not approve at the 
Chief Commissioner’s suggestion to dre w 
a line across the province and benefit 
the hand-loggers in one section of the 
province and neglect those in another 
section. He should not allow himself 
to he drawn into opposition to the gov­
ernment on anything but straight Labor 
issue and therefore should oppose the 
amendment.

Hawtbornthwaite was able to point out 
the inconsistency of the opposition who 
expected him to vote with them. He 
roundly declared that this proposal had 
nothing in common with his formeZam- 
endment which was solely for the pur­
pose of protecting the bona fide hand- 
loggers. That was a “humanitarian.” 
this a “commercial” proposal. He de­
clined to be lured into a false position, 
and roundly declared that If he 
ever to register a vote against the gov­
ernment it would be on some straight 
labor issue.

Emperor of Korea Declares Japanese 

Forged Alleged Treaty.
Lohdon, Feb. 8.—Douglas Story, tele­

graphing to the Tribune from Chefoo, 
under yesterday’s date, states that he 
has obtained from the Emperor of Ko­
rea a document bearing the imperial 
seal, the original of which he says he 
has proved before the British consul at 
Chefoo.

“Invites the great powers to exercise a 
joint protectorate over Korea for a 
period not exceeding five years, with 
respect to the control of Korean foreign 
affairs.’’

Franklin had made a voyage along 550 
miles of coast line tb Cape Tumagin. 
On the return journey the most fright­
ful hardships from cold and hunger 
were endured. In 18&7 Parry, on his 
third voyage, made his historic dash 
for the pole from Spitsbergen by means 
of sledgeboats and reached the high 
altitude of 82. degrees and 42 minutes.

Capt. John Ross, his nephew James, 
Sir George Back, Simpson and Pease, 
John Rea, Lieutenant Anjou, Baron 
Wrangel and Middèndorf followed the 
dash of Parry and preceded the tragic 
voyage of Sir John Franklin in 1845. 
For this expedition Sir John selected 
the ablest seamen and victualed his 
vessels for three years. Every device 
was adopted.
Erebus and the Tfeiror were seen by a 
whaler in July, 1845, and that was the 
last trace oL* them. For three years 
the British admiralty, spurred on by 
Lady Franklin, sent expeditions of 
search, about fifteen fcn all, but the only 
reward of the searchers was the finding 
of grewsome relics of what had been a 
terrible tragedy. One of the vessels 
had been crushed in the ice and the 
other stranded on the shore of King 
William’s Island. Three winters in the 
frozen North had reduced the explorers 
to skeletons, and their efforts to drag 
heavily laden sledges over the ice to a 
land camp had caused them to fall by 
the way, one by one. From the Eski­
mos it was learned that they had been 
left unburied, the survivors toiling on 
to their own deaths in the pitiless cold. 
Franklin is given the honor of discov­
ering the northwest passage.

In 1864, Nordenskiold and Duner, 
Swedes attained a latitude of 81 de­
grees and 42 minutes. The Norwegians 
fitted out several expeditions, and ex­
plorers of other nations, infected with 
the fever of polar exploration, made 
voyages into the far North, but none 
of them attained notable results until 
Lieutenant Payer, with a naval officer 
named Weyprecht, with the backing 
of the Austro-Hungarian government, 
began a series of thfea expeditions, and 
in 1874 attained a latitude of 82 degrees 
and 6 minutes. On this voyage it be­
came necessary to abandon the ships 
and attempt the retreat with sledges, 
three small boats with provisions being 
transported across limitless ice fields 
in this way. Eventually they launched 
thje boats and were picked up in Sep­
tember, 1874 by a ' Russian schooner, 
having suffered untold hardship. Fred­
erick Jackson, in 1896, made his way as 
far north as 81 degrees and 20 minutes, 
but in doing so he fell short of the re­
cord of several of his predecessors.

Starr were found several newspaper 
clippings and two prospectuses treating 
of an “ocean wave motor,” to furnish 
electric power at half cost of other 
power.

E In the thirteenth century the Norse­
men colonized Iceland and made per­
manent settlements in Greenland. One 
of their runic stones was folmd in a 
cairn in latitude 73 degrees north, and 
bore am inscription indicating it had 
been left in, 1235. There is also record 
of another expedition reaching 76 de­
grees 46 minutes north latitude in 1266. 
When the “black death” broke out in 
Norway in 1347, the Greenland colony 
was forgotten, but two yearg later Ivar 
Bardsen, steward to the bishop of Gar- 
dar, was sent to take help to the Green­
land colony. Sailing directions to this 
colony left by Bars den is the oldest 
work on Arctic geography.

In 1663 Sir Hugh Willoughby and 
Richard Chancellor, at the head of an 
expedition promoted by Sebastian 
Cabot, “for the search and discovery 
of the northern parts of the world, to 
open a way and a passage to our men, 
for travel to new and unknown king­
doms,” sailed northward. Willoughby, 
after discovering Nova Zembla pÿ 
sighting thef coast of Goose Land, re­
solved to winter in a harbor in Lap- 
land, where he and all his crew per­
ished from exposure amd starvation. 
Chancellor reached the Bay of St. 
Nicholas and landed near Archangel. 
He proceeded to Moscow, made ar­
rangements for commercial Intercourse 
with Russia, and returned safely. His 
success gave fresh impetus to Arctic 
exploration.

Stepen Burrough In 1556 was the 
next Arctic explorer, sailing in the 
Searchthrift. He discovered the strait 
leading into the Kara Sea. In 1580 the 
Association of Merchants Adventurers, 
of which Cabot was governor, fitted out 
an expedition unde 
Charles Jackman. P* 
land in safety, but Jackman, after win­
tering in Norway, was never heard 
from again.

Frobisher, to discover a shorter route 
to India by the northwest, undertook 
the next polar expedition in 1576, with 
two vessels of twenty and twenty-five 
tons, the Gabriel and the 
Frobisher’s, .expedition was of 
value. He took back to England min­
eral specimens which were thought to 
contain gold, and such excitement was 
caused that in the next two years not 
fewer than fifteen vessels were fitted 
out for Arctic exploration.

John Davis, otne of th most scientific 
seamen of his day, undertook a far 
north voyagera 1585, and reached lati­
tude 72 degrees 47 minutes. He lost 
hope-of being able to proceed farther 
northward and reported “no ice toward 
the north, but a great sea, freè, large 
very salt and blue and of unsearchable 
depth.”

The Dutch, appreciating the import­
ance of a 'northern route to India and 
China, fitted out an expedition in 1594 
under William Barents, who made three 
voyages. He discovered Bear Island 
and sighted the northeastern extremity 
of Spitsbergen. On this last voyage 
Barents died, but his expeditions were 
of great value as they led to the flour­
ishing whale and seal fisheries that for 
a long time enriched the Netherlands. 
Barents reached latitude 77 degrees 20 
minutes. On the last voyage Barents 
accompanied Ryp Heemskerk as a 
pilot, and the credit of the discoveries 
made is generally given to the latter.

Rolph was on the. first life raft with 
Hancock, and imagining he saw a 
lighthouse on a nameless island above 
Cape Beale, jumped overboard and 
was drowned.

Maud Newbury, a girl of eighteen 
years of age, employed as a domestic 
at the residence of Mr. Baines on Yates 
street, is missing under peculiar circum­
stances. On Saturday night she left the 
house of her employers ostensibly to go 
to her parents’ home on View street, and 
since then nothing has been heard of her. 
The mother and sister were absent from 
home on Saturday night and did not 
know it Miss Newbury called there, the 
first inkling of her disappearance re­
ceived by them, being, when Mr*. Baines 
e*me onJSunday afternoon to as|t it the 
girl was til,-as she had not returned to 
his residence. The missing girl has since 
been sought in vain by both her relatives 
and the city detectives to whom the case 
was referred on. They have ascertained 
that she did not leave the city by the 
steamers tor Vancouver and Seattle, and 
her wherabouts is a mystery.

Work of the Searchers
Regarding the work of the search

“While the revenue cutter Grant was 
cruising aromai the islands of Barkley 
sound looking Sor bodies and wreckage 
from the Valencia yesterday an Indian 
in a canoe hailed- the cutter outside 
Ucluelet and informed the officers that 
a body had been found two days before 
on the west coast about three miles 
from the scene of the wreck of the 
British bark Pass of Melfort. The cut­
ter Grant sailed for Ucluelet, and Mr.. 
Grant, the store-keeper, informed the 

had found a corpse 
two days ago. He had visited the place 
and found the body to be that of a man 
about six feet in height. Portions of 
the clothing had hung to the body pre­
serving flesh ' jthey enveloped. The parts 
of the body and face which were nude 
were devoid of flesh and the ‘bones 
bleached. On the right forearm, which 
was protected by a portion of a sleeve 
and a piece of jersey, a star, a woman's 
head and other tatoo marks were plain­
ly seen. The tattoo marks were iden­
tical with the description contained in 
a letter to Mr. Grant from the parents 
of Joe Kem, of Kale of Shosta, Colo., 
a sailor of the Pass of Melfort. A life 
preserver was found on the body which 
was identical with those used on the 
Pass of Melfort. The corpse was buried 
by Mr. Grant and parents were noti­
fied. The revenue entter Perry cruised 
around the islands, but nothing more 
was seen. The Wyadda picked up a 
man’s body off the wreck badly decom­
posed and unrecognizable.

On Sunday three bodies were recov­
ered at the scene of the wreck. On Sun­
day the United States ship Perry and 
tugs Lome and Wyadda cruised near 
the scene of the wreck; the Lome 
picked up two bodies, the Wyadda one, 
a woman. All were badly decomposed, 
the features of all being unrecogniza­
ble. The United States ship Grant 
spent Sunday cruising amongst the isl­
ands of Barkley sound, and returned 
without seeing anything of either bod­
ies or wreckage Constable Conway, 
who is at Darling creek reported from 
there toward evening that some bodies 
add casks of liquor were seen in the

Description of the Bodies 
, brought by the tug Lome yesterday, 
carefully prepared by the provincial po­
lice, are as follows:

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In 1891 Lieutenant Peary, with the 

assistance of the Philadelphia Academy 
of Science organized an expedition/ 
having previously made a journey to 
the frozen north in 1886. He intended, 
to cross Greenland to the pole, but was 
deserted by his companions and was 
forcecf to return. Onjthis trip he broke 
both ankles and otherwise suffered 
many hardships. In 1893 he organized 
another expedition bÿ collecting a band 
of scientists, each- 6f ^rhom was assess­
ed $500 for the privilege of accompany­
ing him. Lieutenant Peary took his 
wife along and her baby was bom 
September 12, 1893, on the northwest 
coast of Greenland, which is 77 degrees 
and 40 minutes north latitude. Owing 
to insurmountable difficulties Peary 
was unable to carry out his plan of 
reaching the pole. A wind blowing at 
the rate of forty-five miles an hour and 
a temperature of 50 degrees below zero 
among other obstacles, impeded prog­
ress. His dogs froze to death and most 
of his companions returned to their 
permanent camp. He pushed on until 
April 10, 1904, erected a monument and 
then turned back. For the three fol­
lowing years Peary made summer trips 
to the north and collected much infor­
mation, but failed to establish a high 
latitude

The adventures of Frithjof Nansen, 
the Norwegian explorer who pushed 
to 86 degrees and 14 minutes north in 
1886, are recent enough to be fresh in 
the public memory. In his small but 
powerful ship, the Fràm, he sailed from 
Christiania with the intention of forc­
ing his way into the Arctic ice near 
the New Siberian Islands, and then 
drifting to. the North Pole. A party 
was sent out to establish supply sta­
tions to which the explorer could re­
treat if necessary, and the cross-coun­
try work was to be done on skies. Nan­
sen’s long absence created universal 
fear for his safety, but he finally re­
turned safely, having proceeded farth­
er northward than any other explorer 
up to that time.

In 1899 Walter Wellman starting, 
from latitude 80 degrees north, began 
his effort to réach the pole, and a 
month later it seèmed certain that he 
and his party would reach latitude 87 
or 88, if not the pole. A treacherous 
snow crevasse caused a serious injury 
to Wellman’s leg and necesitated a re­
treat. Two days later an icequake 
caused the loss of many of the dogs 
and sledges of thé explorer. The rest 
of the retreat was made in the face of 
many serious obstacles, 
northerly point reached was 82 degrees, 
on Franz Joseph Land.

Algeciras, Feb. 5.—The French dele­
gation at the Moroccan conference was

^St. Rene Taillander, who was the 
TTrencb minister at Fez during the 
Franco-German crisis last summer. His 
presence is considered to relate to the 
present discussions going on between the 
delegates on the main Franco-German 
issues with a view to adjusting the con­
flicting views.

The Times, the Daily Telegraph and 
other former newspaper friends of both 
Balfour and Chamberlain, have gone 
over completely to Balfour, and the 
opinion at the political clubs is that the 
breach will widen as the days pass and 
that only a miracle can now prevent 
the ending of the usefulness of the 
Unionists as one party machine

While it is protested that the friend­
ship between Messrs. Balfour and 
Chamberlain is as strong as ever, this 
may be taken to refer solely to person­
al relations. Those who are best in­
formed say that unless the unexpected 
happens the two6 statesmen will in the 
future become political enemies.

Intrigue Against Mr. Balfour 
' Some Conservative papers say that 

recent developments have shown all the 
evidences of deep laid intrigues against 
Mr. Balfour, firstly, in the course of de­
mand for Walter Hume Long as leader 
and now in the open threat to place a 
tariff reformer in the field against Mr.

While the Liberal party still is unde­
cided as to whether it shall run a can­
didate, one announcement has been 
made by a Liberal, D. M. Mason, a 
prominent London financier who unsuc­
cessfully contested Tradeston, Glasgow, 
at the recent election.

President Hill pi! the Great Northern 
railroad, is less than 5 per cent, of 
the world’s population. It is with the 
other 95 per cent, north of that imagin­
ary line that the United States must 
do business, and to. whom it must look 
for opportunity in trade expansion. Our 
trafle with South America ajid Mexico 
he considers of really trivial importance 
compared with that of Canada, for in­
stance and he very much fears that 
we are not loojting after it closply 
enough as it stands, or laying sure 
foundations for the advancement And 
development that it ought to have. .

“We in the United States have es­
tablished tariffs,” said President Hill, 
“and the Canadians have established 
retailiatory tariffs.

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His Majesty, by and with the advice 
and Consent ol the Legislative Assembly 
of the province of British Columbia, en­
acts as follows:—■

1; This act may be Cited as the Tele­
phone Act, 1906.

2. The term •■public company,” when 
used in this act, shall mean and include 
any company incorporated by and oper­
ating under the authority of any act of 
the Legislature of the province, whether 
public and general or private and spec­
ial, and transmitting telephone messages 
for reward.

3. Every person, assocation or com­
pany operating a telephone line shall 
have the right to connect his, their or its 
line or lines of telephone with the line or 
lines of telephone of any public com­
pany, subject as hereinafter provided.

4. Any public company, snail receive 
telephone messages from any such con­
necting line or lines of telephone and 
transmit same over the line or lines of 
such public company, in the same man­
ner in all respects and with the same 
(rights and liabilities. connected there­
with as it any such message had been 
received for transmission by such public 
company in the usual course of its busi- 
necs, and upon such , terms as to com­
pensation, rents or rates and subject to 
such conditions and regulations as may 
be imposed or authorized in that behalf, 
as provided in section 5 of this act.

5. The rents to be paid to and the 
rates to be charged by any public com­
pany for the use of, its telephones, lines 
and appliances, either in cases of con­
necting lines or in the ordinary course of 
business of any public company, and the 
terms, conditions and regulations relat­
ing to such user, shall be fixed, and de­
termined from time to time and as often 
as may be deemed necessary :

(a.) By the Lieutenant-Governor in 
council in unincorporated districts and 
between the various districts of the 
province, whether incorporated for muni­
cipal purposes or not so incorporated:

(b.) By the councils of municipal 
novations within the territorial limits of 
such corporations.

6. Every public company shall, on or 
before the 1st day of June in each and 
every year, prepare and submit to the 
Lieutenant-Governor in council and the 
councils of any incorporated municipal­
ity within which its lines are situate, 
a schedule of rents and rates proposed 
to be charged by such public company, 
to persons for the use of its telephones, 
lines and appliances at any time during 
the ensuing year, but no such schedule 
shall come into force or effect, nor shal1 
anv such company be entitled to make 
any charge to any person for the use of 
its telephone system in the ordinary 
course, nor refuse, prevent or hinder 
such use until such schedule shall have 
been approved, fixed and determined by 
the Lieutenant-Governor in council, or 
the council of any incorporated munici­
pality in which such charges are pro­
posed to be made, or both, as the case 
may be, as aforesaid.

7. The Lieutenant-Governor in coun­
cil may authorize and empower any per­
son, association or body corporate to con­
struct, maintain and operate, ovdr and 
along the public lands and highways of 
the province, a line or lines of telephone, 
subject to such terms, conditions and 
regulations as the Lieutenant-Governor 
in council may impose.

8. Any public company or any of ifs 
officers, agents or employees violating 
any of the provisions of this act, or any 
of the provisions made in pursuance- of 
the powers in'that behalf vested in 
either the Lieutenant-Governor in coun­
cil or the council of any municipality by

this act, shall be liable to a penalty of 
one hundred dollars for each and every 
such offence, and for each and every 
day such offence continues or is repeated, 
which penalty may be recovered, with 
costs, in a summary way before any 
justice of the peace, up on the complaint 
of any person aggrieved or inconveni­
enced by such violation as aforesaid: 
Provided that one-half of any penalty 
so recovered shall be paid to the muni­
cipality wherein the offence or offences 
arose in respect of which such penalty 
or penalties may be imposed; or if the 
offence or offences arose outside the lim­
its of any municipality, them to the gov­
ernment of the province of British Co­
lumbia.

9. Notwithstanding the penalties pro­
vided for in section 8 of this act, the re­
fusal. neglect or failure of any public 
company to observe and perform any of 
the terms, conditions or regulations fix­
ed or determined, as provided in this 
act. shall, ipso facto, entitle any person 
aggrieved or inconvenienced thereby jto 
maintain an action for a mandatory in­
junction to compel compliance therewith 
by any public company so refusing, ne­
glecting or failing to obeeKve and per­
form any of such terms, conditions or 
regulations as aforesaid.

10. While' this act is intended to and 
shall be applicable so as to regulate the 
business of public companies which takes 
"lace wholly within the province, it is not 
intended to, nor shall it, affect the busi­
ness of public companies bona fide car­
ried on between the province and an­
other province or a foreign country, and 
the provisions of this act shall be con­
strued accordingly.

11. This act shall come into force 
on the 1st day of June, 1906.

Legislative Notes
The House made important progress 

this afternoon and passed several bills 
through the third reading. These in­
cluded the Assessment act, the Dewdney 
Disincorporation act, and an Act respect­
ing Distress. In addition the two bills 
looking to the establishment of a uni­
versity at the coast under the aegis of 
McGill were read a first time and ex­
plained by Hon. Mr. Fulton in a very 
concise and lucid address, 
the House that as long ago as 1890 the 
Legislative Assembly had passed a uni­
versity bill but for years it had been 
impossible to finance it. He estimated 
the minimum cost of establishment at 
$200,000 to $400,000 and the annual 
maintenance at $50,000. Sir W. Mc­
Donald, the generous benefactor of Can­
adian higher education, had come to the 
rescue and promised an endowment of 
$5,000 a year “and more of required.” 
This was a very handsome contribution 
and would if supplemented, as no doubt 
it would, enable a start to be made al­
most at once. Fuller details of Mr. Ful- 
tol’s speech will be found in the report 
of the proceedings. The bills were well 
received and will no doubt pass.

A brief but animated debate took 
place on Mr. Hawthornthwaite’s bill to 
reduce the deposit of parliamentary can­
didates from $200 to $50. The measure 
was opposed by Mr. Stuart Henderson, 
Mr. J. A. Macdçnaid, and Mr. W. G. 
Cameron, but on a close division carried 
by a majority of one on a non-party vote. 
Some members of the government voted 
one way and some the other. It is un­
derstood that in committee Mr. Bowser 
will move an amendment to the effect 
that the beposit be fixed at $100 and 
that this will receive such support as 
will ensure its being carried.

Hon. Mri McBride has given notice of

On the adjourned debate on the sec­

ond reading of a bill intituled An Act to 
amend the Provincial Elections Act, Mr. 
Speaker Pooley rendered his decision on 
the point raised by Mr. Stuart Hender­
son as to whether the bill was in order 
as it affected the revenues of the prov­
ince. The Speaker ruled that it did not 
affect the revenues in the parliamentary
sense.

Mr. Stuart Henderson, in opposing the 
bill said, at one time, before a man 
could become a -arliamentary candi­
date he had to have a property qualifi­
cation. That had been abolished in Eng­
land and in Canada, but in Engian-i 
power had -been retained to secure the 
expense of the election, and to exact a 
guarantee for the same. He thought the 
requirements in this country were very 
modest—only $200—and that ought not 
to be reduced. -, _ _

Mr. J. A. Macdonald (Roseland) 
thought the subject was worthy of more 
interest than was being shown. He was 
not in favor of any penalty as against 
the small vote candidate, but if there 
were a number of candidates running we 
do not get the true sense of the elector­
ate under the present system. That was 
the true underlying principle. It was 
not a question of revenue but of “bona 
fide” competition and candidature. To 
abolish or greatly to reduce the $200 de­
posit would be to strike a blow at this 
principle.

Mr. W. G. Cameron (Victoria) said 
he was in favor of continuing the deposit 
of $200.

The equip­
ment of an applied science department 
would cost several million dollars. How 
could the province face that?

Undesirable Immigration
The city of Toronto and the associat­

ed charities are jointly memorializing 
the governor general and lient, governor 
in council with respect to the immigra­
tion question. The memorial is signed 
by Mayor 'Coatsworth representing the 
city, and Rev. Dr. H. P. Perry, Profi. 
Goldwln Smith and Mr. Frank J. 
Walsh, representing the associated char­
ities. The complaint is that there ap­
pears to be a danger of an excessive or 
undesirable immigration which will be 
especially injurious to the city of Toron­
to. Many schemes are on foot to bring 
out immigrants to Canada from Great 
Britain and it also appears an invita­
tion has been extended to Polish and 
Russian refugees to make Canada tlieir 
home. For immigrants of this class To­
ronto appears to be the main distribu­
ting point and since the habits and call­
ings of these people are mainly urban 
the tendency would be either to remain 
in or drift back to city where there is 
little room for them and many of them 
might be reduced to miserable or even 
objectionable means of subsistence. 
Legislation is asked that will ensure 
the exercise of care in the selection of 
immigrants coming to Canada, prefer­
ence being given to adults who will be 
capable of maintaining themselves up­
on arrival in Canada.

THE GERMAN TARIFF.

Empire Does Not Hope to Arrange
Duties With United States.

Berlin, Feb. 5.—Enquiries from the 
foreign office regarding the German 
tariff taxation elicited the information 
that this government is very pessimis­
tic, even doubting that it will be pos­
sible to get a provisional arrangement 
from the United States which Germany 
can accept, 
avoid a tariff war and will go to great 
lengths in making concessions which 
will render a temporary arrangement 
possible till a treaty can be; negotiated, 
but It Is evident that the foreign office 
regards the suggestions hitherto made 
by the United States as unsatisfactory.

Mexican Papers Just to Hand

His Dem se.

The Mexican Herald to hand, gives 
the following particulars of the obse­
quies ofithe tale George Foot, jbrothev 
ol Dr. % C. Foot, of’this city; Yes­
terday morning were held the obsequies 
of the late Mr. George Foot, resident 
engineer of the Mexican (Vera Cruz) 
railway. From the house of the family 
in Puente de Alvarado the casket was 
placed qn the hearse. Upon and around 
it were some of the wreaths and the 
remainder were heaped on a spec 
car following the hearse. The

lal flat- 
mourn­

ers followed the hearse to the British 
cemetery in special street cars and car­
riages. Out of respect for the deceased 
ana in consideration for the fact that 
he bad been for so many years a repre­
sentative member of the British com­
munity of Mexico City, the Union Jack 
flew at half-mast over the portal of the 
historic cemetery.

The pallbearers were Walter Mor- 
com, general manager of the Mexican 
Railway; D. W. Harvey, assistant to 
the general manager; Luis G. Pardo, 
long associated with the deceased ; 
Charles F. Lonergan, James Walker, 
former manager of the Banco de Lon­
dres; and T. J. Shirley, eon of an old- 
time associate of Mr. Foot, also re­
moved by death. In surplice and stole 
Archdeacon Jones-Bateman conducted 
the services at the grave side, 
scene was one of chastened peace and 
repose; the sky was the pure turquoise 
of a Mexican winter; the sun’s radia 
was softened and subdued by the trellis 
of leaves, and the air was mild and 
balmy—nature, in fact, seemed in har­
mony with the heartfelt tribute paid to 
the memory of a worthy man of un­
blemished life and attractive personal­
ity. In addition to the pallbearers there 
were present Fenton R. Creery, Charge 
d’ affaires of the American Embassy; 
Major William Heimke, second secre­
tary, and Philip M. Hoefele, third sec­
retary of the same embassy; Juan O’Gor­
man secretary of local board of Mexican 
Railway, and all the other officials of 
the same road; J. M. Anderson, presi­
dent of the British Club; C. M. Biork- 
lund of the British Legation ; S. D. 
Baker, British Vice-Consul; Estanislao 
of the Mexican Embassy; Col. and Mrs. 
Mariano Degollado, Dr. and Mrs. T. 
D. Wheat le, and many others.

An editorial In the same paper pays 
the following tribute to the late Mr. 
Foot: “The late Mr. George Foot, res­
ident engineer of the Mexican Railway, 
whose mortal remains were buried in 
this city yesterday, was a fine type of 
the gentleman and scholar as well as of 
the active man of affairs. Possessed of 
a sound education, he illustrated in his 
life and intercourse with men the ad­
vantages of culture conjoined with a 
knowledge of practical matters. He 
was an excellent engineer and a good 
railway manager, and it is no exaggera­
tion to say that by all who knew him 
during his residence of thirty-two years 
in the Republic, he was held in the 
highest esteem. Mr. Foot was a gentle­
man in all the relations of life. His 
heart was large and his intellect' strong 
and virile. His nature was essentially 
kindly, and this faculty for making 
friends, which he did till they became a 
host, was part of his great and noble 
nature. He was for long years asso­
ciated with the late Mr. Thomas Bran- 
iff, a most enterprising and successful 
capitalist, in the control of the Mexican 
Railway, the first great iron road in 
this country.

“One could not think of Mr. Foot as 
an elderly man, so young was he in 
heart and sympathies. He was a lead­
ing member of the estimable British 
Colony and took a strong interest ifl its 
affairs, and prosperity. We respectfully 
present onr condolences to his family, 
and desire to pay onr sincere tribute 
to the memory of a most delightful and 
whole-sonled gentleman, who lent his 
intelligence and energy to the building 
up of this progressive nation. His asso­
ciates in the management of the import­
ant railway to which he had given the 
best years of a useful life, will mourn 
him. He was a good and lovable man.”

Rev. G. K. B. Adame said he was 
present by his own free will and not 
by compulsion, but he was compelled 
by his position to be present. There 
had not been a man or woman who 
came to him for advice or assistance 
that they did not receive, and he stood 
on the platform as much for the in­
terest of the saloonkeeper as for the 
children pnd wives who were without 
the necessities of life, the result of 
their breadwinners spending their 
earnings for strong drink.

In answer to someone in the audi­
ence who said ministers were paid to 
speak on the question, he said that 

into the ministry he 
gave up the management of two places 
of business to go to a. living worth 40 
cents a day. Regarding the saloons, 
he called it "civic Suicide,” for when a 
licence Is given to a saloon they cut 
the hamstring of the authorities. He 
was a prohibitionist, and believed that 
everyone was opposed to the licensing 
of saloons.

Rev. Mr. Gladstone had always found 
that when anyone came forward with 
a definite movement they would secure 
the crowd, 
in the Old Country to be total ab­
stainers.

the only attempt that had been made to 
close saloons was to make them close at 
11 p.m. Saturday and remain closed till 
± a.m. Monday. He was of the opinion 
that it was impossible to secure a con­
viction for gelling liquor in prohibited 
hours, as it was necessary for the prose­
cutor to actually see the goods-sold.

Rev. Le Roy Dakin was next called 
on to speak on the relation of the Chris­
tian church to the liquor traffic. He did 
not believe that because he was a min­
ister he should be debarred from the 
right of citizenship. The men in the min­
istry have their eyes opened to the evils 
of society and they should speak out 
their minds. They saw that the liquor 
traffic is the greatest curse to the citizens 
ot the Dominion, and the ministers were 
prepared to fight to the death or victory 
He knew that some held that drunken­
ness was a disease, and if it was, the 
government should provide asylums and 
pest houses. They had no right to 
"the poor drunkard” rather than “a poor 
thief.” The drunkard was a criminal 
and the saloon keeper also a criminal for 
dealing out crime.

Rev. Mr. Carson was the next speak­
er. He said he was pleased to move 
the following resolution:

“Whereas the association of the sale 
of liquor with grocers encourages intem­
perance in the home, and also creates 
unfair competition in the retail grocery 
trade. Be it resolved that our repre­
sentatives be requested to t ike such ac­
tion as lies within their power to cancel 
ail such licences.

He moved this because of the principle 
involved. Two principles involve^ were 
the home and the commercial develop­
ment of the country. He thought that 
all wished to see the country developed 
to its fullest extent, 
licence gave to one part of the com­
munity an advantage, as the grocer who 
had a licence had an advantage over 
the other who had not one. He did not 
think that groceries would go up as the 
result of this, and even if they did so 
he was willing to pay his share. He 
also stated that a great number of young 
men of the city had lost their manhood 
and lost their positions as the result of 
the grocery store that dealt jn liquor.,

Aid. Hall took pleasure in addressing 
thè meeting as the representative of the 
Good Templars of British Columbia, and 
was pleased to have the opportunity to 
second the motion. He always thought 
that the groverv licence was not fair. 
If it was it should be given to every 
grocer in the city, otherwise make a di­
vision of the returns to those who have 
no licence. He stated that Victoria 
was the only city in Canada where a 
person had access from a grocery store 
to the liquor store. In Vancouver they 
had to be under different roofs and could 
not get from one store to the other with­
out going outside of the building.

Rev. Mr. McIntyre thought all 
interested in the question and all had 
some opinion on the question, but all 
would agree that the liquor traffip wàs 
great evil. He moved the following reso­
lution: . ■ .

“Whereas the open salooa constitutes 
a grave menace to the moral and physi- 
cal welfare of our citizens, and serves 
no good purpose in the community. Be 
it resolved that our representatives be 
requested to take such action as wilt 
speedily remove this from our midst.

Rev. W. L. Clay thought there might 
be a difference of opinion regarding the 
liquor licence for a grocery store but 
he thought that there could be no differ- 

with this phase of the question and 
seconded the resolution.

Chairman Hall then asked the ushers 
to “take np the usual collection." He 
stated that this was the first of a aeries 
of meetings that were intended -to be 
held and he hoped that the audience 
would contribute liberally. He then call­
ed on Miss Virmmeyiallli for a solo.

At the conclusion of the solo Bishop 
Perrin was asked to speak to the reso­
lution.

Bishop Perrin stated that an oppor­
tunity would be given for all to vote on 
the two resolutions, and he thought that 
whichever side won the other side would 
not be satisfied, but there was a larger 
meeting that had to say whether it was 
right .or not. He thought the agitation 
must go on and although there were 
some who were prejudiced he thought 
there were others who were on the other 
side. He considered that they were 
teaching the people the effect of the 
spending of money on strong drink. The 
people were also being educated as to 
the evil effect of the liquor traffic, bat 
it was a hard job to educate the legis­
lators. , ,

Rev. Dr. Campbell congratulated the 
audience on the excellent order that had 
been kept and although « prohibitionist 
he did not believe in extremes. He al­
ways thought that the right path was 
in the centre. There were some who 
wished to kill the liquor traffic easy, but 
he was not of that opinion. He thought 
it the duty of the citizens to enlist the 
boys and girls for prohibition and more 
attention should be given to the younger 
generation rather than to the present. 
Saloons exist because people drink and 
the only way to put the saloon out ot 
business is to create a temperate gener­
ation. He did not think a saloon could 
■be reformed, which had been shown by 
the failure of Dr. Potter In New York. 
If the saloons were done away with It 
would be necessary to provide something 
in Its place when it disappeared.

Governor Johnson Will Act

Lawson urged me to do, as it would tak 3 
too much of my time away from tho 
state.”

“Has Mr. Lawson the necessary proxy 
from policyholders to control th:- voting 
in the two big life insurance compan­
ies?” was asked.

“I believe from the showing ha made 
this afternoon "that he -has,” replied the 
governor, “and I believe Mr. Lawso : 
has a card up his sleeve that win as­
tonish ithe folks.”

Chairman Hall then read the resolu­

tions to the meeting and was on the 
point of asking for the vote. Before- 
doing sd, however, Frank Higgins 
wished to know if they intended to 
allow any who were Interested in the 
question a chance to speak.

Mr. Higgins considered that the reso­
lution was not equitable, as it dealt 
with vested Interests, and he referred 
to confiscation without compensation, 
which was not right but unfair to those 
who had Invested their money In the 
business. They had been told about 
Vancouver and England, but they had 
not been told that a law was passed 
in 1882 by the parliament of;England 
which said that no licence could be 
revoked unless those 
were conducting the 
Improper manner and were bad char­
acters.

WEEKLY WEATHER SYNOPSIS.

Victoria Meteorological Office.
January 31 to February 6.

During this week there has been a re­
markable absence of rain, and with the 
exception of fogs on the Straits end Sound 
on the first four days, practically cloudless 
skies have been general, not only through­
out this province, but southward to Cali­
fornia. The winds along the coast have 
been moderate In force and chiefly from 
/the north and east; off Cape Flattery being 
the only exception, where a moderate east 
gale was reported daring the first few 
days.' This continued fair spell was caused 
by the prevalence of high barometric pres­
sure over the North Pacific slope; while 
from California eastward the barometer re­
mained low. Frost» occurred on the lower 
Mainland upon the last six days ot the 
week, but upon no day was the highest 
temperature below 38 degrees. In the 
Kootenay district the weather has been 
remarkably mild, with frosts only 
last three days, and In Cariboo no great 
cold waa recorded, and a light snowfall.
