Explosion In Virginie Coal Mine

HARLESTON, Va., Feb. 8—At

least twenty men are supposed to

have met death in a terrible ex-

plosion in the Parallel mine of the
Stuart Colileries Company.. Thirty odd
men were employed in the mine and
only twelve escaped. At midnight six
bodies had been recovered near the
mouth of the mine, and it is certain
the others in the mine are dead.
Among those known to be in the mine
and supposed to be dead are Mine
Boss Miles Pratte and his son, whites;
four 'negroes, Davfd Wells, James
Swan, George Jones and William Mad-
ison.

The explosion o¢curred at 1:30 'p. m,
and Swas caused oy a pocket of gas
which was strucl in a vault in the
mine. The explosion was terrific and
it 1§ thought many miners were killed
outright. The system of fans was
shut off from the mine, leaving the
men who had not been killéed by the
explosion to smother to death, and the
unfortunate miners had little chance
of escape.

Amendment Moved

Mr. J. A. Macdonald moved an am-
endment to clause 8 which was accepled
by Hon. Mr. Fulton to the effect that
Me@Gill university should only take over
control of high school education witn
the specific consent of the governor in
council first obtained in each case.

“Royal Institution of Learning” -wher-
ever they occur and substitute the words
“MeGill University.”

Hon. F. Carter-Cotton said he strongly
opposed any curtailment of munici al
control, but the bill did not aim at that,
why give MecGill more than they asked,
if they were content td'come in’ on these
terms why not let them come? They
came 'with gifts in-their hands, why re-
fuse them?, He looked for the highest
results to tHe province and the greatest
benefits from this measure.

Mr. MeNiven (Victoria) objected to the
power given to McGill under this bill to
take over willy nilly any high school in
the province, and with it the grant.

Hon. F. Carter-Cotton said they could
only do so by agreement with each board
of trustees and not compulsorily, in each
case it would be a matter of bargaining.

Mr. McNiven objected to the principle
of placing any seetion of the public edu-
cation under the control of a private
corporation; it was, opposed to the first
principles of responsible government.

The Boatswain’s Evidence

Boatswain McCarthy, in his ‘evidence

stated that after the vessel .str\,lck all thej~
officers went around assuring the pas-J

sengers that they were all right. Rock-
ets were set off. In so doing the captain
had two of his fingers blown away. The
captain asked him if he' would take
charge of a boat to try to get ashore
and he did. ‘They got away from the
vessel in safety, and after they passed
the breakers they called back to those
on board and they were responded to by
cheering. Witness then deseribed the
working of the boat till he made a lang-
ing near Pachena bay and their efforts
to get assistance after they reached the
shore. After landing they found it im-
possible to return to the wreck, owing to
the condition of the trail and also be-
cause the sea was dashing over “the
beach. At the time the vessel struck
the sea wag very rough; he.saw four
boats lowered, but only one got away.
Before going in the boat he was order-
ed by the captain to get a 5 in¢h line
ready to try and get it ashore, : .
Afternoon Session

On resuming after lunch the first wit-
ness to be ghlled was Second Officer Pet-
erson, whose evidence was similar to
that given by him' before the Dominion
enquiry.

Chief Cook Hancock was also called
and gave evidence as to the launching
of the life raft. He minutely describ-
ed their action in doing the work, and
said that he went personally to the lady
passengers and asked them if they wish-
ed'to go on the raft, but they all refused
even some of his assistants refused.
After the raft wds launched they hovered
near the wreck for a few minutes to see
if any others were <coming but none
came, which made a party of ten on
the raft. They sighted the Queen but
failed to attract her -attention and it
was so cold that one of those on the raft
died. and they put him overboard. After
a time Rolf and Keating went out of
their minds and jumped overboard, and
thtee others died on the raft, which
brought the total down to four, all of
whom were eventually saved. The sea
was very rough when the vessel struck,
and on Tuesday it was worse, Wednes-
day was not as bad as Tuesday.

The question evoked
for a short time an animated discus-
sion béetween counsel, in which Mr.
Lawson, for the Pacific Coast Steam-
ship Company, alsoé-took part, telling
the commissionérs that as he repre-
sented the witness, he declined to have
the answer to Mr. McPhillips question
made a part of the records, as being
immaterial to the investigation.

The United Statés officials and himself
had. worked - together, examining the
boilers internally and externally, and
testing their strength by means of
pressure. The American officials’ tests
were accepted and the certificates is-

closely examined the .bulkheads and
sluices. ~The Valencia, he said, had
three life rafts. It was not compul-
sory under the Dominion regulations ito
carry life rafts. He had found the
rowlocks, plugs, etc., in good order.

In answer to a - question by Mr.
Lugrin as to regulations mentioning
the inspection of rafts, Captain Collis-
ter interpreted this as meaning that
carrying rafts was discretionary. If
they were; however, on board, it re-
quired him to inspect them.

The captain pointed out the differ-
ence in make and relative qualities of
life-preservers, and said that the cork
ones were more buoyant than the tulle
ones.

Respecting - ‘bulkheads. witness said
that if the hull had been punctured
well forward the ship might have kept
afloat in deep water, providing the
sluices had been closed. He declined
to answer the guestion as to whether
he considered that the vessel had been
as thoroughly equipped with safeguard
appliances as necessary.

To_Mr. McPhillips Captain Collister
re-affirmed that his examination had
béen entirely distinct from that con-
ducted by the American officials. He
had issued a 12-month certificate. The
Valencia was licensed to carry 128
saloon, 12 second and 146 steerage pas-
sengers. There were six life-buoys,
the specifications of which he gave.
The boats carried masts and sails and
a can of coal oil. 'He had not noted if
there was any vegetable or animal oil
on them.

Mr. McPhillips then quoted from sec-
tion 30, sub-section ‘(e) of the regula-
tions, which reads as follows: “With
one gallon of vegetable or animal oil
and a vessel of an approved pattern
for distributing it in the water in rough
weather.”” He asked why witness had
not complied with - that section.

The witness thought he had done all
in- his power. He-had taken note of
the can among the boat’s equipment.

Replying to questions about the tule
life belts, the witness said the tule belt
had been submitted to the board of
steamboat inspectors about 15 or 20
years ago. The board was composed,
so far as Victoria was concerned, of
Hdward Adams, Captain Thomson'gd,
himself.

An, aceount of a test to which the
tule preserver had been subjected was
submitted to witness. It stated that a
belt of that material, weighing 4 1bs.
3 ozs., had been placed in ‘the water
with 38 1bs. of lead attached.

He related the story of the wreck, the
Valencia striking on the rocks and the
assistance he was able to render the
distressed passengers on board. His
station was at No. 4 boat, but on his
arrival there he found that the boat
had gone. He recited an incident of
one of the passengers going overboard
and the attempt to rescue him. The
witness- next told of the wgathering of
cold foods and preserves to feed the
passengers and’ crew on the wreck that
night. . Next day the menu consisted
of hard tack, condensed milk and
water. He recounted . the. attempt
made to get lines ashore, only one of
which landed safely. The Greek fire-
man; Segalos, had made a brave,
though inefficient, attempt to swim
ashore. The witness recited at length
the trip on the life raft, the deaths at
gea, and .the landing on the island and
his subsequent rescue by an Indian
and two of the Salvor's crew.

To Commissioner Gaudin—There were

Two Boat Drills

on the ptevious trip. The only order
I heard was ‘“All hands on deck,”
which means to go to stations. I did
not know the men at my boat. The
captain was in eharge of my boat.
The eléectric lights went out and
could not recognize the crew—only the
voice of the chief cook.. When I ar-
rived at my station the boat had gone.
There was no panic that I could sece.
I heard only the cries of the drowning.
I was down below when the call came
for volunteers. The only boat I saw
was one on the starboard side, lit by
the electric searchlight. It was sor
dark I could hardly see my hand be-
fore me. When we left on the fi
raft there were 40 to 60 people
board, in the rigging and on the hurri-
cane deck. I could not tell the num-
ber‘in the rigging;  there was quite a
number. The raft was in the breakers
and the sea was breaking over the
ship. I'm not in a position to say
whether life boats could have rendered
assistance, but I do mot think so, judg-
ing by the action of the raft. Either
tide or undertow took the raft out.
There were ten on my raft, and only
four Survived. We left three bodies
on the raft and three had disappeared.
I was left behind on Turret or Turtle
Island. An Indian and two of the
Salvor's crew took me off. I received
good treatment on the Salvor. Did
not think it impossible to be rescued
by life boat.

To Commissioner' Newcombe—I put
life preservers on the women. The

deck, and my boat had gone, witness
replied to Mr. Lugrin, The only in-
structions I received were contaiped
in written notices, except at the fire
drills.

Question of Life Preservers

To Mr. Lawson—Tné& Valencia had
both cork and tule preservers. 'Igave
out both kinds. Life preservers were
kept in every stateroom.

Thomas Shields was next called. He
was a sailor on the Valencia and knew
nothing of navigation.

His narrative of events was as fol-
lows: Was in. my bunk on night of
wreck. When she struck I "went on
deck. The steamer seemed to be going
astern. We waited for orders from the
boatswain and got the covers off of No.
6 boat, and lowered her to the rail. : Pas-
sengers got in and boat was safely
cleared from steamer. 1 next,went to
No. 4 boat when the Valencia took a big
list. ‘I went up on the house and thought
we had landed high and -dry on beach.
This was at night. Next day the boat-
swain asked me to join a volunteer crew
to man the.work boat. We lowered onr
boat safely and finally got out to sea.
It was the getting away that was eo
dangerous. It was about 9 o’clock when
we left—Tuesday morning—and at noon
the sea got worse. We tried to make a
landing on the beach but could not on
account of the surf. We saw an island
and made for it—a big comber lifted tlle
boat and landed us on the heach.

and next the telegraph wire and follow-
ed it to Cape Beale. From there notifi-
cation was sent to Victoria.

To the Commissioners=The boat we
had was not the last to leave the ship.

Preparing for
Russian Elections

Hordes of the Empire to Exer-
cise Franchise for the
First Time,

National Assembly Wil Meet in
Capitel-on the 28th
April.

St, Petersburg, Feb. 6,—The elections
of the national assembly are fixed for
April 7. The opening session will take
place April 28. April 7 is the feast of
the annunciation, one of the great Rus-
sian holidays. The three weeks’ inter-
val between the elections and the con-
vocation of the natiomal assembly is the
shortest time in which the representa-
tives from Siberia and other remote lo-
calities should arrive here. The local
anthorities have the privilege of ‘be-t
ginning the preliminary elections to
choose delegates to the electoral college-
ges as soon as the registration lists are
completed. “

Work on the Tauride where sessions
of the national assembly will be held is
being pushed night ard day by a dou-
ble force of men, in order to have it
ready in time for the convocation.
Martial Law Still Continues

Recognizing the advantage of holding
the elections under normal conditions,
the cabinet yesterday evening discussed
the question of abolishing martial law in
view of the greater security prevailing
throughout the empire, but it was de-
cided that this would be premature, as
the country s far from being quiet,
armed revolution still smouldering in the
Baltic provinces and the Caucasus ready
to flare up at the slightest opportunity.
In addition agrarian disorders prevail
in several districts notably in the gov-
ernment of Saratoff, where the estate of
the minister of justice, M. Akymoff, was
plundered and burned yesterday.

The constitutional democrats and the
constitutional monarchist federation are
campaigning on practical business lines
following so- far as possible American
and English methods. They have open-
ed schools for speakers and are distrib-
uting literature and holding meetings.

Danish Explorer Will Try to Map
Outlines of the 'l.:ll:d. ity

Greenland is the Jargest island iIn
the wordd, but we do not know ex-
actly how much it exceeds New Guinea
in area. There is a long stretch of its
northwest coast that has not yet been
surveyed. The money has been raised
to complete this survey. ' About the
middle of June next the Danish
explorer Mylius Erichsen will lead a
party to that- region to complete our
;nodwjledge of the periphsry of Green-

nd. . .

Erichsen is well known for the good
work he has done in West Greenland
and  the imgormnt undertaking ' now
confided to bim s believed to. be in
Lexcellent hands. - The expedition will
be'gone two years, and it is the In-
tention ‘to make a thorpugh good sur-
vey.

The party will sail on the steamer
Denmark with a fine equipment and
twenty-one persons in the crew, and
scientific staff, which will include a
geologist, biologist, botanist, physieian,
and artist, for it is intended to paint
some of the scenes along: the 'coast.
Seventy sledge:dogs ard some motor
boats for penetrating the fjords, if
ther ice. conditions will permit, are &
part of the equipment.

The leader's first plan’ was to  as-
cend the west coast, obtain a party
of the Smith sound natives and cross
the inland ice with them to the un-
known coast., But when Peary went
north a few months ago he secured
all the best men among ' the mnatives
for his polar expedition and so Erich-
sen has' decided to take his vesel
straight to the east coast. He is cer-
tain to find a good harbor in about
lotitude 76, in the region explored by
the Koldeway expedition, and here the
party will spend next winter. ..

In March, 1807, a paniy of  twelve
men with sledges and dogs will start
for the extreme north, mapping the
unknown coast as they advance. They
expect to complete the survey to In-
dependence Bay, thus joining their de-
lineation .of the ‘coast with Peary’

the islands to the north of Greenland.
It is hoped that the party will be able
to return to the ship late in the
summer, J

It will be too late, however, to re~
turn ' home that year, and so Erich-~
sén’ proposes to supplement the coast
survey with studies of the interior ice
cap, and if the. conditions _are favor-
able he may even attempt to cross
the island from east to west. The
party will return home in '1908.

¥t will be remembered. that the Duke
of Orleans last summer skirted  the
 coast of Hast Greenland for about 100
miles north of the highest point hith-
erto reached on that coast, but the
Journey was a rapid ofie on his steam-
-er, with no . opportunity  for ' careful
survey.  The most definite informdtion
he brought home was that the shores,
imiike all the other coastis of Greene
land, seemed fo ‘be almost wholly des-
titute of deep indentations.

Three Kinds of Salmon.

The young salmon which' are now
beong hatched at the Harrison Lake
institition are sockeye, sohoes and
spring salmon, but the sockeyes com-
pose by’ far the greater part of the
hateh. There are approximately
twenty-six million sockeyes, two mil-
Hen spring salmen.

The ova were collected over a long
season and consequently are hatching
at various periods. | The first eggs
taken hatched out several weeks ago,
and the young salmon are mow being
liberated, but the last eggs collected
will not be out fer a month yet, and
it will be the end of March or the
beginning of April before the last
young salmon are given their liberty.

Large Ponds Successful

Superintendent Robinson of the Har-
rison Lake hatchery, who is down to
New Westmingter on a business trip,
says that he has been able to handle
this large amount of ova by’ utilizsing
& number of large ponds outside of
the building, and that they have proved
suitable for the work of taking care
of the young fish. The hatchery was
buiit to accommodate a hatch of twenty
million, but by using these ponds the
staff has been able to take care of an-
other ten millions.

The young salmon are being placed
in Morris and Silver creeks and other
streams flowing into Harrison lake,
Practically all the ova hatched there
this year were collected at Morris
creek.

NORTHWEST ELECTION FRAUDS.

Now that the details of the erooked
work in the new provinees by which
Liberal ~govermnents were installed
there, is being . exposed, the Toronto
Globe and the other papers which up-
hold the moral ‘end of the’ political ma-
chine affect to ibe terribly grieved and
shocked by the revelations and are call-
ing loudly for the punishment of the of-
fenderg. ,'l‘.he offenders, of course, are
the instrnments employed by the lead-
ers or their agents to do -that kind of
work, | ‘Men do not make criminals of
themselves out “of love .ot the_ party.
They do so because they are paid for if,
and the men who pay them are the men
who are politically benefitted. It'is ar-
rant hypoerisy to. profess, as the Globe
does, -that the government in whose be-
half these things were done are inno-
cent of the doings of their tools. For
instance the ‘Globe remarks:

.“Phere can be no compromise with
If there is
a.class of the community that persuades
itself. that in election, as in love and
war, everything is fair, the sooner the
idea .is removed by stiff doses of jail the
better: for all concerned. No one but.a
super-héated partisan would be ready to
believe that there was any copnivance
of the Government of the Province in
these ‘proceedings. Kven its enemies,
who gave it scant credit for high-minded-
ness, would acquit it of this charge, on
the ground that it was not likely that
Mr. Scott and his colleagues are insane:
The way, however, completely:to disso-
ciate the Government from the Prince
Albert, .culprits is to pfroceed against
them "promptly '‘and energetically, and
establish once for all in an exemplary
way that the law must be respected in
the remotest corner of Saskatchewan as
rigidly as at the doors of Government
House in Regina.” ;

In Prince Albert three men have been
fined $200 each, not because they had
been guilty, as they were, of a heinous
offence, but simply because they failed
to hold polls at the time and place set
forth in the proclamation of the election
In the language of the Globe corres-
pondent writing from Regina  nothing
was said about ballot stuffing, perjury,
forgery, personation, frand or any other
aecneation to which the election manip-
ulators are alleged to have laid them-
selves open. Information in these
cases "must ‘be laid under the criminal
code, and then real punishment may be
inflicted. ;

The same correspondent says that Dr.
Tyerman, the government candidate, has
repudiated all idea or knowledge of the
alleged crimes, and has condemned the
practices of the deputies.in unmeasured
terms. If the government candidates
and the governments there are innocent
of all this fraud, then there js only one
other conclusion to arrive at and it is
that the agents of the Dominion Govern-
ment are the guilty parties, as the fate
of the federal government was in:a
large measure bound up with that of
its creatures, -the local . governments,
these men who were fined did not ‘act
for themselves, and it is very safe to as-
sume that their fines were paid for them.
The correspondent of the Globe in ques-
tion is forced to admit -the' seriousness
of the case from = party standpoint, but
is very mild in his suggestions,” when
he says: : ;

“The Government is also forced to
accept a certain share of responsibility
on account of having benefitted sligiitly
by thHe work of these alleged political
criminals. - In Liberal circles the reve-
lations came as a great shock, and the
opinion is expressed that the 'culprits
should be severely punished as a - warn-
ing that crimes agaiust the ballot-box
will not be permitted to “disgrace Bas-
katchewan. It is a matter of regret that
misguided ~ individuals © should have
thought it necessary to commit such of-
fences as those charged. The. Scott
Government was powerful ‘enough . to
carry itself through the campaign with-
out the aid of such machinations, and
harm has undoubtedly been done to the

party, not only in Prince Albert, but
throughout the Province.”

It is. gratifying to know that Mr.
Haultain does not propose to allow the
culprits to escape, and is determined-to
make an _investigation that will be
thorongh. He authorized the correspon-
dent to say: “We shall carry inquiries
into -every constituency and investigate
every crookedness. A start has scarce-
ly been made yet, and even in the cases
which have come under notice ‘a full in-
vestigation has not yet been \possible.”

We note that in the Leader, Premier
Scott’s own paper, published at Regina,
an effort is being made to frighten off
Mr. Haultain from this course by threats
of exposure of matters of a private na-
ture,’ and he is warned in almost explicit
language of what is - proposed. - Mr.
Scott is certainly responsible for what
appears in his 'own . paper, and if ‘Mr.
Haultain has been guilty in certain sa-
cred relations of life it canhot absolve
the government from public acts of ill-
doing. Such a threat is the resort of
desperate men at bay and will not re-
ceive much sympathy at ‘the hands of
the people.

GRAND TRUNK PACIFIC PLANS.

In discussing the~ question of a
bridge over Seymour Narrows some
days ago, we .ventured to predict that
the policy of the new transcontinental
railways seeking an outlet on the Pa~
cific would also be to seek terminal
connection with Vietoria and-Vancou-
ver. A line of railway going north
following the tweo parallel plateaux
which extend. almost the whole length
of . the province through: its interior
would tap both. the Canadian North-
ern and the Grand Trunk Pacific at
some point in their system hetween
the Rockies and the coast. We as-
sumed that such line or lines would be
utilized by these .railways to 'obtain
access to the trade of the southern
coast cities, and that for that purpose
a branch would diverge fromf the line
to Burrard Inlet, come down Bute
Inlet, cross the straits dividing the
Island from the Mainland, and obtain
running powers, if necessary, over the
Esquimalt & Nanaimo Railway - into
Victoria.

The Grand Trunk Pacific, for in-
stance, in coming-to the coztst, has two
things speecifically in view. ' One is to
get the shortest and inost direct line
to the Orient, which it will achieve by
a terminus at Kaien Island or wherever
else in that vicinity the terminus may
be chosen, - That is its main object,
but- it is -not the only object. It de-
sires to get a share of the traffic that
already exists. When a railway tickets
a man or bills a.ton of goods to Vic-
toria or Seattle it must provide facili-
ties of transport -all the way. The
situation, therefore, deémands that the
railway company should have connec-
tions of its own to compete for traffie
across the continent.

In confirmation of that view, which
is, of course, only the natural deduc-
tion from ‘the requirements of the
situation, we have the following inti-
mated in a despatch from Ottawa:

“The Grand Trunk Pacifie Branch
Company is asking for incorporation
for the purpose.of = building branch
lines. to connect with the transcenti-
nental railway. . The.directors of
company will be:practiéglly the saj
as thé Grand Trunk Pacific director-
ate. ! p
“It ig proposed te build branch lines
to Halifax, St. John, Montreal and
Ottawa in Eastern Canada. = A greater
number of branches, however, will be
built in the West. ' Among these will
be branches to Calgary, Battleford,
Brandon, Regina and Hugdson Bay:

“It is .also the intention' to have a
branch. to Vancouver, as well as an-
other along Vancouver Island, making
direct connection with Victoria. . The
intention is  to, build. twenty-three
branches in all

“Application will be made next ses-
gion by . :the :Pacific, . Northern &
Omineca Railway to. construct-and
operate a railway from the junction of
the . Skeena. and Copper rivers to the
Bulkley and Telkwa rivers.”

Twenty-three branch lines are not
Built in a day ‘or a year, and, there-
fore, we would not advise holders of
real estate in Victoria to advance the
price of real estate 25 per cent. on the
immeadiate prospects of its becoming
on of the termini of a transcontinental
railway; .but propertyholders bhave
every reason to . look  forward to the
time when property will advance as
the consequence of that as a certainty.
Victoria will then have all the advan-
tages which riow acerue exclusively to
Vancouver by treason of its geographi-
cal situation and will be able to com-
pete on equal grounds, which it has
not been able: heretofore to do.

HON. WILLIAM TEMPLEMAN, MIN-
ISTER OF INLAND REVENUE.

It appears that the objections urged by
the Vancouver Liberals to Senator Tem-
pleman have been overcome. The inilu-
ence of Robt. Kelly, Mr. Macphersor,
the Province newepiper and others Le-
longing to that political combinarion was
not_sufficient to block the appointment
of Senator Templeman to a _portfolio,
although we have every reasou tc believe
that it delayed it.

Under such circumstances, we do.not
know whether Senator Templeman 1s to
be congratulated or not. - In at last com-
ine-to his own he will be entitled to and
will receive the felicitations of the whole
of the people of the province. We do i.ot
regard it as a-happy augury -f his. sie-
cess in the future that. the P’rime Min-
ister should have-delayed the honor uuntil
it was absolutely dangerons {o refuse it
longer. ~Either Sir Wilfrid and his col-
leagues were unwilling to o jostine to
the West or they did not have confidence
in Senator Templeman. to represent it.
In ‘eitlier case, it minimizes the influence
he would otherwise have in the counsels
of state, s

As we surmised, Senator Templeman
will resign his seat in the Senate and b
before the people for election. Mr, Riley
being slated to succeed him in the upper
house. This- is: as it should be. There
are two members of the Dominion cabi-
net already in the Senate holding port-
folios. 'That there should be a third is
entirely indefensible. And as to Mr.
Riley, he would have been an impossi-
bilitv as -Lientenant-Governor. It will
be a Mource of great satisfaction to the
mass of theLiberal electors that he is
permanently where he can do the least
possible harm to the cause.

He never has been
and never could be. He owes his politi-
cal prominence and his position as a lez-
islator entirely to party favoritism, and
now under the operation of that same
policy of selection” he is to be this prov-
ince’s administrator in the Government.

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The largest interests of Brit-
ish Columbia centre in this ecity, and
the years as they go by will only im-
crease her dominating pesition in. the
province. In spite of this, one would
almost imagice by reason of it, this
city and the mainland have been -con-
sistently ignored in all appointments
by the federal Government. For years
a resident judge was promised Vancou-
ver, and for years, though appointments
to the judiciary were frequent, her im-
perative need in this respect was ne-
;lected when the time came to satisfy
it. .As it was in the case of the judic-
iary, S0 it ‘was in other matters: lwven
the senatorship which Mr. Templeman
now holds had been promised to a
faithful adherent, resident here, whose
hopes, inspired from the seat of Gov-
ernment, through several ‘years, were
shattered when-the possibility of ful-
filling - them had arrived. Now the im-
portant office, by means.of which jus-

his own amendment which covered the
question of sealing., It was practically
admitted on both sides that a better sys-
tem of scaling was imperative, also that
lumber should be graded so that a por-
tion of it should be exported. This
would enable loggers to reap the full
benefit of their toil, and the land to be
thoroughly logged. For this reason
power should be given to the Lieutenant-
Governor in council to deal with the
matter and to make such regulations as
might be necessary without having to
wait for the next session of parliament.
He proposed that the line should be
drawn between lumber which could be
exported and what should be kept in
the province. This could only be done
through official scalers, and graders and
that was the intention of his amend-
ment. In addition the “bona fide” hand
loggers would be ptotected and their in-
dustry encouraged. It was the obvious
wish of the whole House to retain all
the privileges of the general hand logger
as against the spurious hireling. is
amendment ensured proper scaling, grad-
ing, protection and conservation of pro-
The avowed intention
of the Chief Commissioner to bring in a
scaling act .Jater did not render it un-
necessary to place his scaling clauses
in the act now.

Hon. R. F. Green could not accept
the amendment because in his opinion
it left the door wide open for the ex-
port of unsawn lumber. He read a let-
ter from Small & Buckland, of New
Westminster, showing the unwisdom of
perniitting any loophole for the escape of
British Columbia unsawn lumber. He
strongly opposed any alteration in the
act’ as it stood which would in the
slightest degree weaken its restrictive
powers. He felt sure the only safe
glinz was to absolutely prohibit exporta-

on.

Mr. J. A. Macdonald said the Chief
‘Commissioner had not touched the point
of his remarks. The Ontario act re-
ferred ‘to ‘only prohibited the finest
grade, that was the effect of the amend-
ment; export what is not required in
the province, lumber which cannot be
profitably manufactured here. On that
basgis the government should accept his
amendment. The Chief Commissioner
admitted that the time might come when
this. permission to export certain grades
would have to be considered. -Why not
then take the power for the Lieuten:
ant-Governor in council to adjudicate on
that point whenever it does arise; that
was all he proposed. Why was the of-
fer not dccepted?

No Lumber Should Be Exported

Hon. R. F. Green said he was not
seeking to evade any responsibility. The
government ‘was now shouldering the
responsibility of saying that at present
no lumbér should be exported. e had
letters showing that in time British Co-
lumbia mills would be using every grade
of lumber and in four of five years it
would not be necessary to look across the
lihe for & market for any grade. Abso-
lute prohibition of export was the only
safeguard. :

Mr. Paterson (Islands) said there was
no pessible comparison between Ontario
and British Columbia 'in the Ilumber
trade.. The conditions of camping, log-
ging and marketing were entirely differ-
ent. He believed it was a very unwise
thing to destroy one-third of the timber
cut by allowing it to lie and rot. He
considered the attitude of the depart-
ment, was a great confession of weak-
ness, a, confession that they could not
regulate the scaling and grading. The
present system of allowing the mill own-
ers to do their own se’aling was_absurd,
and would not be periitted in any other
business. If the government insisted in
pushing the measure. through they should

&_a auge ‘glying power to the Lien-

“Mr. ‘W. J.° Bowser (Vancouver)
thought the attitude of the opposition on
this ‘matter was very inconsistent. In
1908 when a' tax was placed on lum-
ber which practically prohibited exporta-
tion they did not object. He did not now
believe that Mr. J. A. Macdonald was
sincere in his opposition. He had notic-
ed that they had taken their cue from
the one man who was a notorious law-
breaker. They no doubt had an eye to
a campaign fund and did now as they
always did, fastened themsélves to a
man who had a large banking account.
He declared that the sole object of the
opposition was to benefit Mr.
At one time they had not taken the
ground: they now. assumed. Sympathy

‘for the poor land-logger was a newly

awakened sentiment.. The most surpris-
ing thing that had ever happened in this
house was to see Mr. Paterson speaking
up for the workingman. What was the
reason for his change of front? Why

was this Jesuitical amendment pr:gos-.

ed? The plain English of the ole
question is simply are we to build up our
own country? The Conservatives were
a unit on the subject of protection. The
Liberals had no policy. Why in 1896
the Liberal party:

Mr: John Oliver—I rise to a point of
order. Is it competent to discuss Do-
minjon polities on this question?

Mr. Bowser—I notice that no one ever
mentions the record of the Liberal gov-
ernment at Ottawa, but the member for
Delta and his friends always jump up
and protest.

Mr. Bowser continued that the op-
position had tried to make the country
believe that they were in favor of pre-
veating the exportation' of lumber, yet
now they were doing their best to ham-
per the government in pumsuit of that
same policy. Turning to Ontario the
speaker said that when that province
passed the legislation referred to 60 per
cent. of the mills on Georgian Bay were
idle. Immediately after almogt every
mill started up. ‘L'nat was the result of
8ir Oliver Mowat’s wise statesmanship.
Why was that poliey not good for Brit-
ish Columbia? The Americans took good
care that not a foot of finished lumber
was sent into the United States. Why
should we supgly their mills with chea
lumber to enable them to re-sell mucﬁ
of it on Canadian territory to the detri-
ment of our home industry? On the
Sound to the south lumber could be
manufactured 30 per.cent. cheaper than
in this province and in competition our
lumber mills stood no chance unless pro-
tected. He would stand or fall by the
old Conservative policy of protection.

Mr. Houston for the Amendment

Mr. John Houston (Nelson) had listen-
ed with great surprisé to the last speak-
er. claiming Conservative enosistency
when not long ago he helped to elect
a Liberal member and aeccepted favors
from the Liberal party. ‘He had always
advocated allowing the workingman to
derive the full benefit of his labor,
whether he was a miner, a smelter, or
a logger. If there was no market here
for a part of his logs and they would
lie rotting on the ground why on earth
should they not be sold where there was
a market? The suggestion that there
should be an amendmentsin the future,
the only businesslike course was to bring
in the scaling bill first and the timber
bill afterwards. He was in favor of the
amendment,

Mr. John Oliver (Delta) twitted the

third member for Vancouver (Mr. Bow-*

ser) with having found the Conservative
platform good enough *to get in on.” It
was the special province of Mr. Bowser
to deliver a stump gpeech to rally his
party whenever there was disaffection
among them. Having reduced the press-
ure the House wonld probably be per-
mitted to go on with its business for a
few days.

He was a business man, who
had gone about his business in a busi-
nesslike manner and in a legal manner
and had shown that he knew more about.
law than either the Attorney-General or
the Chief Commissioner. The amend-
ment was not one which he approved of.
His own was for straight labor protec-
tion; this was simply a commercial pro-
position. He did not approve of the
Chief Commissioner’s suggestion to draw
a line across the provilice and benefit
the hand-loggers in one section of the
province and neglect those in another
section. He should not allow himself
to be drawn into opposition to the gov-
ernment on anything but straight labor
issue and therefore should oppose the
amendment. ;

They allowed the bill to pass
the second reading because they were not
opposed to its principle, but it was in
committee only that amendments were
introduced and they had not laid them-
selves open to criticism on that point
He claimed that his amendment pro-
tected the hand-logger and therefore
should be supported by the member for
Nanaimo.

Mr. T. W. Paterson disclaimed any
connection with Mr. merson in the
connection suggested by Mr. Bowser.

He
roundly declared that this proposal had
nothing in common with his formey am-
endment which was solely for the pur-
pose of protecting the bona fide hand-
loggers. That was a “humanitarian.”
this a “commercial” proposal. He de-
clined to be lured-into a false position,
and roundly declared that if he were
ever to register a vote agdinst the gov-
ernment it would be on.some straight
labor issue. Mr. John Oliver contribut-
ed a fiery and somewhat excited speech
to the debate in reply to one from Mr.
Bowser, which if rather wide of the
subject was by far the most effective
he ‘has delivered this session, and stamps
him as one of the best fighting spedkers
on the government side.

Mr. John Houston spoke for the first
time this session and on rising was
cheered by both sides of the House.

Determined to Receive Is as a Gift
from the government. At the close of
an iformal discussion the premier
thanked heaven that the conditions in
Russia were -different from those pre-
vailing in other countries. He sald, ac-
cording to the published report, that a
French president was dependent on the
electors and an English king on Jewish
bankers, but the Russian emperor was
independent. The consummation desir-
ed by the revolutionists that the country
be ruled by Poles, Armenians and Jews
would not be realized. The premier is
said to have added: “The greatness and
bappiness of Russia are due to the Em-
peror, without the Emperor you, who
now wear long coats and high hats,
would still be peasants.”

More Bodles Brought to the
City From the Wreck of
the Valencia.

Twelve Come on the Tug Lorne
—One Body Found
Yesterday.

(From Tuesday’s Daily.)
Thirty-six bodies of Valencia victims
have now been recovered, the tug Wy-
adda having picked up another today
badly decemposed and unrecognizable.

1t is doubtful if many more hodies will

be brought here, and in any event only
those with clothing or effécts by which
they may be identified. Others will be
buried on the shore near where they
are found, as were¢ two recovered on
Sunday hy Capt. Smith and party.
Of the twelve brought here yesterday
morning by the tug Lorne, nine of men
and three of women, four have been
identified and two are thought to have
been. The four identified are O. W.
Inglehorne, of Ferndalé, Wash., Gus
ckson, of San Jose, H. M. Peters
of Los Angeles, and Peter Glude, of
Brownsville, Wash. Two others are
thought to be J. Montgomery, quarter-
master, who was to have gone in the
boatswain’s boat but was not quick
enough in getting down the fall, and
Fred Starr, a San Francisco inventor.
7 Identification of Starr’s Body

On the body  believed to be that of
Starr were found several newspaper
clippings and two prospeéctuses treating
of an ‘‘ocean wave motor,” to furnish
electric "power at half cost of other
power.

ter Grant sailed for Ucluelet, and Mr. |

Grant, the store-keeper, informed the
officers that Indians had found a corpse
two days ago. He had visited the place
and found the body to be that of a man
about six feet in height. Portions of
the clothing had hung to the body pre-
serving flesh they enveloped. The parts
of the body and face which were nude
were  devoid of flesh .and the bones
bleached. ' On the right forearm, which
was protected by a portion -of a sleeve
and a piece of jersey, a star, a woman's
head and other tatoo marks were plain-
ly seen, The tattoo marks were iden-
gcal with the description contained in
a letter to Mr. Grant from the parents
of Joe Kem, of Kale of Shosta, Colo.,
a sailor of the Pass of Melfort. A life
preserver was found on the body which
was identical with those used on the

Pass of Melfort. The corpse was buried
by Mr. Grant and parents were noti-
fied., The revenue cutter Perry cruised
around . the islands. but
was seen. The Wyadda picked up a
man’s body off the wreck badly decom-
posed and unrecognizable.

. On Sunday three bodies were recov-
ered at the scene of the wreek. On Sun-
day the United States ship Perry and
tugs Lorne and .Wyadda cruised near
the ‘scene of the <wreck; the Lorne
picked up two bodies, the Wyadda one,
a woman. All were badly decomposed,
the features of all being unrecogniza-
ble. The United States ship Grant
spent Sunday cruising amongst the isl-
ands of Barkley sound, and returned
without seeing anything of either bod-
jes or wreckage Constable Conway,
who is at Darling creek reported from
there toward evening that some bodies
and casks of liguor were seen in the
surf and he expected that further bodies
will be found there :

Investigation at Seattle

he made to Mr. Frye. The recalling
of Allison is for the purpose of bring-
ing out more clearly his statements
regarding the sea that was running
when the wreck occurred and the ac-
tions of the 'steamer Queen.

In the statement which Mr. Allison
has made to United States District
Attorney Frye, he says the life raft
from which® he was rescued by the
Topeka left the Valencia after the
Queen was sighted for the purpose of
rowing to that ship in order that other
life rafts might be sent from the Queen
and all ‘on board rescued. He says
that shortly after they started to row
the- life raft to the Queen they heard
the vessel give two whistles and saw
her pull away from the! scene of the
wreck. s

He says there was not a heavy sea
running at that time and that he was
able to stand up on the raft only sup-
ported by his hand on the shoulder of
another man who was also standing
erect.

Captain Cann of the Pacific Coast
Steamship Company will also be called
und questioned regarding the state-
ment that he was laid off by the com-
pany on the last trip of the Valencia
because he was unable to secure an
observation on account of the thick

fog.

United States Attorney . Frye said
that he intended to recall witnesses
wherever it seemed necessary in order
to bring out further facts regarding
the.wreck and any responsibilities that
might be attached for the disaster.

An effort will be made to secure the
member of Logan’s party that it is said
broke one of the Valencia life lines
that was shot to the top of the cliff
from the wrecked vessel. °

With the Searchers

Superintendent Hussey of the pro-
vineial police yesterday received a de-
spatch from Sergeant Murray at Bam-
field, stating that the Grant, Perry and
Wyadda were continuing the search
for bodies, and that Constable Cox of
Alberni was expected today to assist
the police and Constable’ McDougall
was coming from Clayoquot to relieve
Constable Conway, who would then re-
turn to Victoria.

A despatch to the Colonist from
Bamfield last night said: “There
seems to be little hope of picking up
any more recognizable bodies. = The
United States cutter Grant is leaving
tomorrow for Seattle direct, and, the
Perry is leaving for Victoria with Mr.
Pharo on board. The Lorne also starts
for Victoria, first picking up the men
from Darling beach. The Wyadda
cruises around for one day longer be-
fore leaving for Seattle.”

Million in Forgeries Attributed to
Fellow Citlizen of Cassie Chadwick.

The Search for
The North Pole

Tragedy and Romance Regard-
ing Hunt for Mythical
Polnt.

Historical Treatise on a Theme
Which Engeged Explorers’
Attention for Ages.

Polar research and the numerous at-
tempts to reach the North Pole, which
began as far back as the ninth century,
are replete with daring adventure, ro-
mance and tragedy. Since authenticat-
ed records have been preserved more
than 700 men have lost their lives in
efforts to reach the-geographical spot
known as the North Pole. By these
efforts much scientific knowledge has
been given to the world, and some-
thing more than a year ago the Inter-
national Geographical Congress, in ses-
sion at Washington, warmly indorsed
polar exploration as work of the high-
est geographic and scientific value.

The only knowledge of the polar re-
gions with which the ancients can be
credited ‘'was a rumor concerning Thule,
an island on the Arctic Circle. . This
rumor had Phtheas as its author. The
report was doubted, but in the ‘minth
century a body of Irish monks visited
Iceland and reported that there was no
darkness during the summer solstice.
This record, furnished by the writings
of the monk Dicuil, is the first account
of any polar éxpedition.

In the first book of his tramslation of
Orosius, King Alfred told of the first
voyages for discovery made by Other
and Wulfstan. ‘While the localities
mentioned cannot now be located, it
seems probable that Other rounded
North Cape and visited the coast of
Lapland.

* x *»

In the thirteenth century the Norse-
men colonized Iceland and made per-
manent settlements in Greenland. One
of their runic stones was found in a
cairn in latitude 73 degrees north, and
bore am insqription indicating it had
been left in 1235. There is also record
of another 'expedition reaching 76 'de-
grees 46 minutes north latitude in 1266.
When the “black death” broke out in
Norway in 1347, the Greenland colony
was. forgotten, but two years later Ivar
Bardsen, steward to the bishop of Gar-
dar, was sent to take help to the Green-
land colony. Sailing directions to this
colony left by Barsden is the oldest
work, on Arctic geography. \

In 1553 Sir Hugh Willoughby and
Richard Chancellor, at the head of an
expedition- promoted by Sebastian
Cabot, “for the search and discovery
of the northern parts of the world, to
open a way and a passage to our men,
for travel to new and unknown king-
doms,” sailed northward. Wilioughby,
after -discovering Nova Zembla Dy
sighting the coast of Goose Laad, re-
solved to winter in a harbor in Lap-
land, where he and all his erew per-
ished from exposure and starvation.
Chancellor reached the Bay of St.
Nicholas and 'landed near Archangel.
He proceeded 'to Moscow, made -ar-
rangements for commercial intercougge
with Russia and returned safely.
success gave fresh impetus to Arctic
exploration. """ "’ TR S

Stepen Burrough in 1556 was the
next Arctic explorer, sailing in the
Searchthrift. He discovered the strait
leading into the Kara Sea. In 1580 the
Association of Merchants Adventurers,
of which Cabot was governor, fitted out
an expedition under Arthur Pet and
Charles Jackman. Pet returned to Eng-
land in safety, but Jackman, after win-
tering in.. Norway, was never heard
from again.

Frobisher, to discover a shorter route
to India by the worthwest, undertook
the next polar expedition in 1576, with
two vessels of twenty and twenty-five
tons, the Gabriel and the Michael.
Frobisher’s .expedition was of little
value. He took back to England min-
eral specimens which were thought to
contain gold, and such excitement was
caused that in the next two years not
fewer than fifteen vessels were fitted
out for Arctic exploration:-

John Davis, one of th most scientific
seamen of his day, undertook a far
north voyageidn 1585, and reached lati-
tude 72 degrees 47 minutes. He lost
hope~of being able to proceed farther
northward and reported “no ice toward
the north, but a great sea, free, large
very salt and blue and of unsearchable
depth.” P

The Dutch, appreciating the import-
ance of a morthern route to India and
China, fitted out an expedition in 1594
under William Barents, who made three
voyages. He discovered Bear Island
and sighted the northeastern extremity
of Spitzbergen. On this last voyage
Barents died, but his expeditions were
of great value as they led to the flour-
ishing whale and seal fisheries that for
a long time enriched the Netherlands.
Barents reached latitude 77 degrees 20
minutes. On ‘the last voyage Barents
accompanied Ryp Heemskerk as a
pilot, and the credit of the discoveries
made is generally given to the latter.

An expedition fitted out by an Eng-
lish company in 1602, Captain Way-
mouth im command, met with no new
success, but encountered no mishaps.

Five years later, in 1607, Henry Hud-
son, for the Muscovy company, attain-
ed the greatest latitude ever reached to
that time 80 degrees and 23 minutes.
He made a second and a third voyage,
which led to the Spitzbergen whale
fisheries. Explorating the North Amer-

‘ican coasts, he discovered the Hudson

river and Hudson strait.

From this time to 1806 there were
numerous poiar voyages, partly for pur-
poses of discovery, and partly to de-
velop commerce. It was in this ‘year
that Captain William Scoresby pushed
his .ship Resolution to 81 degrees and
36 minutes north, and submitted to the
world much scientific knowledge gain-
ed in the Arctic seas.

Captain Vitus Bering, a Dane, ap-
pointed by Peter the Great to command
a polar expedition in 1725 while ex-
ploring dn island, now named after
the discoverer, died with his crew from
scurvy.

Following . the French revolution,
there were no Arctic explorations until
1815, when North Polar research found
an ardent promoter in Sir John Bar-
row. Through his efforts a reward of
£20,000 sterling was offered to any-
one making the northwest passage, and
£5,000 for reaching 89 degrees north
latitude. In 1817 two expeditions were
despatched one by way of Spitzbergen
and the other by Baffin’s Bay. The
Dorothea and the Trent, on the former
route, were commanded by Captain
David Buchan and Lieutenant John
Franklin. These vessels were forced
to return after being driven into an ice
pack by a heavy swell. The other ves-
sels commanded by Captain John Ross
and Lieutenant Edward Parry, follow-
éd the route of Baffin in 1616. No sen-
sational results followed; bud¢ the fol-
lowing year Parry headed another ex-

pédition, and in. the mean:ime John
Franklin had made a voyage along 550
miles of coast- line to Cape Turnagin.
On the return journey the most fright-
ful: ‘hardships from <cold" and hunger
were: ‘endupéd. -In /1887 ‘Parry, on his
third voyage, made his ‘historic dash
for the pole from Spitgbergen by means
of "sledgeboats and reéached the high
altitude of 82 degrees and 42 minutes.
* * ®

Capt. John Ross, his nephew James,
Sir George Back, Simpson and Pease,
John Rea, Lileutenant Anjou, Baron
Wrangel and Middéndorf followed the
dash of Parry and preceded the tragic
voyage of Sir John Franklin in 1845.
For fthis expedition Sir: John selected
the. ‘ablest seamen .and victualed his
vessels for three years. Every device
was adopted. - Franklin's ships, the
Erébus and the Terror were seen by a
whaler in July, 1845, and that was the
last trace of.them. For three years
thé British admiralty, spurred on by
Lady Franklin; sent expeditions of
search, about fifteen in all, but the only
reward of the searchers was the finding
of grewsome relics of what had been a
terrible tragedy. One of the vessels
had been crushed in the ice and the
other stranded on the shore of King
William’s Island. Three winters in the
frozen North had reduced the explorers
to skeletons, and their efforts to drag
heavily laden sledges over the ice to a
land camp had caused them to fall by
the way, one by one. From the Eski-
mos it was learned that they had been
left unburied, the survivors toiling on
to their own deaths in the pitiless cold.
Franklin is given the honor of discov-
ering the northwest passage.

In 1864, Nordenskiold and  Duner,
Swedes attained a latitude of 81 de-
grees and 42 minutes. The Norwegians
fitted- out several expeditions, and ex-
plorers of other nations, infected with
the fever -of polar exploration, made
vayages into .the far.North, but none
of them attained notable results until
Lieutenant Payer, with a naval officer
named Weyprecht, with the backing
of the Austro-Hungarian government,
began a series of thies expeditions, and
in 1874 attained a latitude of 82 degrees
and 5 minutes. On ‘this voyage it be-
came necessary to abandon the ships
and attempt the retreat with sledges,
three small boats with provisions being
transported across limitless ice fields
in this way. Eventually they launched
the boats -and were picked up in Sep-
tember, 1874 by a°Russian schooner,
having suffered untold hardship. Fred-
erick Jackson, in 1896, made his way as
far north as 81 degrees and 20 minutes,
but in doing so he fell gshort of the re-
cord of several ‘of Iﬂs predecessors.

* v

Kane was the first American explorer
to make a record of lasting value, and
in 1854 he reached 80. degrees 10 min-
utes north latitude.  He finally had te
abandon his ship. He was followed by
Hayes Hall and others, representing
half a dozen nationalities. It was when
the Jeanette salled from San Francis-
cc in 1879, however, under Lieutenant
De Long’s commarnd, that interest in
Arctic exploration reached a pitch it
had not attained sifice the years of
search for  Franklin. The Jeanette
went to.her doom. After the ship had
been away two years Melville found
the bodies of the commander and part
of the crew. “All had died of starvation
and exposure, and the rescuers them-
selves experienced frightful hardships.
It was at this time, that the party un-
der the command of "Greely was ac-
cused of having eaten the flesh of their

In 1891 Lieutenant Peary, with the
assistance of the Philadelphia Academy
of Secience organizéd'an -expedition,
having previgusly made a journey toJ
the frozen north in 1886. He intended
to cross Greenland to the polé, but was
deserted by his companions and was
forced to return. - On’this trip he broke
both. ankles and otherwise suffered
many hardships. In 1893 he organized
andther expedition by collecting a band
of scientists, each-8f whom was assess-
ed $500 for the privilege of accompany-
ing him.. Lieutenant Peary took his
wife along and her baby was born
Séptember 12, 1893, ‘on the northwest
coast of Greénland, which is 77 degrees
and ‘40 minutes north latitude. Owing
to insurmountable difficulties Peary
was, unable to carry out his plan of
reaching the pole. A wind blowing at
the rate of forty-five miles an hour and
a temperature of 50 degrees helow zero
among other obstdcles, impeded prog-
ress. His dogs froze to death and most
of his companions returned to their
permanent camp. He pushed on until
April 10, 1904, erected a monument and
then turned back. For the three fol-
lowing years Peary made summer trips
to the north.and collected much infor-
mation, but failed to establish a high
lgtitude record.

The adventures of Frithjof Nansen,
the Norwegian explorer 'who pushed
to 86 degrees -and 14 minutes morth in
1886, are recent ‘enough to be fresh in
the public memory,. In his small but
powerful ship, the Fram, he sailed from
Christiania with the intention of forc-
ing his way into the: Arctic ice near
the New Siberian Islanas, and then
drifting to the North Pole. A party
was sent out to establish supply sta-
tions to which the explorer could re-
treat if necessary, and the cross-coun-
try work was to-be done on skies. Nan-
sen’s long absence . created universal
fear for his safety, but he finally re-
turned ‘safely, having ‘proceeded farth-
er northward than any other explorer
up-to that time.' -

In 1899 Walter Wellman starting,
from latitude 80 degrees north, began
his effort to réach the pole, and a
month later it ‘seémed certain that he
and his party would reach latitude 87
or 88; if not the pole. A treacherous
snow crevasse caused a serious injury
to Wellman’s leg and necesitated a re-
treat. Two days = later an icequake
caused the loss of many of the dogs
and sledges of the explorer. The rest
of the retreat was made in the face of
many serious obstacles. The most
northerly point reached was 82 degrees,
on Franz Joseph.Lzznd..

With the Duke. of Abruzzi rests the
honor or having' penetrated the farth-
est north, his standard having been
planted in 1900 at 86 degrees and 34
minutes, exceeding the distance cover-
ed by Nansen by 20 minutes of latitude.

Sugar Steamer From Mauritius
—Tellus Brings Mules for

The long-delayed sugar steamer Cam-
brian ;King, which occupied: thirty-two
days in the voyage from Japan, passed
up yesterday to Vancouver with a full
cargo of sugar from Mauritius, the first
careo that has been received from that
district. The steamer made a very slow
passage. - Other sugar steamers are also
en route to the Vancouver sugar refin-
ery, one from Demerera and one from
the ‘Fiji islands, from which district rasv
sugar has heretofore been shipped solely
by the Canadian-Australian liners. The
Aysgarth is now 60 days from Deme-
rera with a sugar cargo for Vancouver,
and the steamer Indradeo is en route to
Fiji 'to load. She goes to -Fiji from
Bombay.

The steam collier Tellus called off the
outer dock yesterday to have a band of
mules inspected which were brought for
the Comox mines.

The steamer Tordenskjold, which ran
on this coast during the Klondike rush,
has been chartered by the Western Fuel
Company to carry coal between Nanaimo
and San Francisco, and will leave Kobe
shortly for Royal Roads.

Gérman  ship Wendsbek arrived in
Royal Roads on Sunday after a passage
of 19 days from San Pedro in.ballast.
The Steinbek, a sister ship, which arriv-
ed somé days ago has been chartered
to lpad on the Fraser river with lum-
bet for Australia. The Melverton, now
in the Royal Roads, is to come into the
inner harbor today or tomorrow to be
hauled out on the ways of the Victoria
Machinery Depot to be cleaned- and
painted.

Steamer Shinano Maru of the Nippon
Yusen Kaisha line is expected to reach
port today from Japan with passengers
and general cargo for the Nippon Yusen
Kaisha line. Capt. Gilmour, pilot of the
company, and W. M. Studley, Pacific
coast agent, arrived yesterday to meet
the incoming liner.

KIDNAPPING STORY.

Sensational' Story -of Adventures of
‘Daughter of English Lord.

New -York, Feb. 5.—The Tribune this
mornihg says: = The daughter of an
English lord was Kkidnapped off the
coast of Yokohama in November last
and brought to this city on board a
yacht, being taken from the yacht at
quarantine a raving maniac and trans-
ferred to an insane asylum.

These facts became known yesterday,
when it was known that a warrant
was in the hands of central office men,
supposedly for the arrest of the men
who  are responsible for the kidnap-
ping. Not a word was given out at
police. headquarters concerning the
case, although Police Inspector Mc-
Laughlin i§ quoted as having asserted
that he was only waiting for his de-
teetives to make an arrest before giv-
ing all the facts.

From a 'trustworthy source -it vas
jearned that an English lord, while
traveling in France: in 1876, met a
woman who afterwards became the
mother of a child. The child, a girl,
was taken to England by the lord in
question and kept away from his fam-
ily. . He finally consented that a
friend, the captain of a merchantman
plying between London and Yokohama,
should adopt the girl. The girl was
brought up at Yokohama. On sea
trips with her adopted father she is
said to.have met the lord, who lived on
his estate. Soon the girl came to be
spoken of as an heir to some of  the
lord’s property, and this fact led to
the Kidnapping.

CALLED HER

Maud Newbury Missing Under
Pecullar Circumstances
Since Saturday.

Maud Newbury, a girl of eighteen
years of age, employed as a domestic
at the residence of Mr. Baines on Yates
street, is missing under peculiar circum-
stances. On Saturday night she left the
house of her employers ostensibly to go
to her parents’ home on View street, and
since then nothing has been heard of her.

She recently conceived the idea that she
was subject to ‘“hypnotic whispers”
which called upon her to leave the city
and sought to get her mother’s permis-
sion to go to Vancouver as she believed
she would then get away fromr the sup-
posed hypnotic influence. She told her
relatives the hypnotic suggestion “was o'
strong she could not resist it. When she
left the residence of her employers she
did not take any of her effects, and there
was no suggestion of any intention to go
away. :

Her monthly pay had been given her
on the night previous to her disappear-
ance and it was not taken, being in a box
at her mother’s residence where she usu-
ally placed it with the exception of a
trifling sum. The police are seeking to
discover what has become of the miss-
ing girl. .

When last seen the girl was attired in
a three-quarter jacket of grey material,
a red blouse, a furry automobile cap of
the style of a tam-o-shanter.

The equipment
for the new state constabulary is being
sent out from the state arsenal at
Harrisburg, and before the date the
strike is scheduled to begin, April 1,
every section of the mining country
will be under the direct control of
mounted troops, especially trained for
this kind of work.

It will be exactly fqrty years the
coming March 17 since we abrogated
our last reciprocity treaty with Can-
ada. From ‘that convention the main
benefit had come to the consumer,
being transferred to him by the pro-
cess of competition that the treaty
‘made possible. The experiment was an
effort to see what could be done in
the exchange of products of similar
kinds on similar terms between two
areas of substantially the same gen-
eral character—and the experience was
not altogether a happy or a fortunate
one. Since 1866 numerous: attempts
have been made, from éither side, to
renew reciprocity relations with Can-
ada, but the difficulty has always
been to find some “basis” for the nego-
tions to begin and proceed upon; and’
now, with both nations apparently
ready to get together again, the trou-
ble will be,” of course, to construct a
list of goods in which reciprocity could
be arranged for, but which, at the
same time, would include mo articles
whose free admission would’ injure
protected interests—but such a list
ought not to be impossible of devising.
The sort of reciprocity that President
Hill has in mind is evidently one that
wpuld primarily benefit the American
producer and. manufacturer, and the
consumer only incidentally. And it is
these producers and manufacturers
principally that are now demanding a
reciprocity treaty with Canada.

If it is not forthcoming, we may look
for more retaliation in that quarter.
American farmers in the Northwest
are going over the border in large num-
bers because they believe they can
produee there and sell on better terms
than at home; American manufactur-
ers are being drawn thither by the su-
perior advantages in some particulars
—only recently half a dozen smelters
have been established by American
capital in British Columbia, after sim-
ilar enterprises in the State of Wash-
ington had been abandoned; and Am-
erican capital is constantly discover-
ing opportunities for investment in
Canada that would not. exist at all

DOOR ALARM.

A Person Turning the Knob of the
Door Rings the Bell.

Traveling salesmen especially no not al-
ways find locks on the doors of the rooms
to which they are dssigned, and the small
portable alarm bell shown here would be
invaluable in such instances. It can be
used temporarily or permanently, and can
be conveniently carried in a traveling bag.
It can Dbe attached in an instant’s time
to the shank of the door knob, the parts
being so combined and arranged that osecll-
lation of the door knob in either direction
will cause the bell to'ring. The bell 1s of
the ordipary bleycle bell pattern, and Is

Tated in 4 novel' way by a push pin,
g: releastiig Jof "4 sprivg ringing ‘the bill.

The bell is supported on a strip of metal,
at the end of which is a clamp, the latter
fitting on the handle of a door knob. Slid-
ing on this strip of metal is a correspond-
ing strip, having at the top the pushpin,
the head of the clamp engaging with the
lower end of the sliding strip. The de-
wvice is first clamped to the door knob, and
as soon as the latter is oscillated in either
direction the weight of the bell will cause
the bell to swing as far as it can go ian
that direction, the head of the clamp form-
ing a pivot. The turning of the door knob
and clamp forees the sliding strip upward,
releasing the spring operating the bell. If
a spring bell ‘is used the will will, of
course, continue to ring -until the spring
runs down or until the knob is returned to
its normal position.

London, Feb, 7.—Surface indications
tend to strengthen the belief that for-

mer Premier Balfour; if he is elected |

to parliament’ for the city of London
will remain the leader of the Conserva-
tives in the House of Commons and
that Joseph Chamberlain will become
leader of the tariff reformers with a sep-
arate organization.

The Times, the Daily Telegraph and
other former newspaper friends of both
Balfour and Chamberlain, have gone
over completely to Balfour, and the
opinion at the political clubs is that the
breach will widen as the days pass and
that only a miracle can now prevent
the ending of the usefulness of the
Unionists as one party machine

‘While it is protested that the friend-
ship between Messrs. Balfour and
Chamberlain is as strong as ever, this
may be taken to refer solely to person-
al relations. Those who are best in-
formed say that unless the unexpected
happens the two* statesmen will in the
future become political enemies.

MONEY-LENDING AND LEGISLA-
TION. ;

It is intimated from Oftawa that at the
next session of parliament -the government
will introduce a bill in regard to money
lenders, to permit a judge on appeal to
hlm in a suit to alter the terms of a con-

tract _for the use or loan Of',m()lﬁ of

coursey for the .benefit .of . the. borrowers.
It has ‘been found advisable to enact such
legislation in England. ' Some recent
events have suggested that the like may
be reguired in Canada for the ‘protection
of those who in their real or supposed
need ‘made ‘improvident contracts which
put them at the mercy of men who know
not what mercy means. To adopt the
English law, however, should be all' that
parliament should agree to. Legislation
against usury is not now either the fash-
fon or desirable. Money in the lender’'s
hands, whether the lender be a bank, or a
company, or an individual, is just a com-
mercial commodity, the rates for which are
regulated by the law of supply and de-
mand, modified in particular instanceg by
the responsibility and charactet.of the
borrower, = There have beén ecases, and
within a short time, wherein commercial
borrowers have been ready to pay at the
rate of 90. and 100 per cent.  a year for
short term loans., A law to have prevented
such transactions would have been a mis-
chief. = This has been recognized in the
Bank Act, which, while limiting the rate
of interest that may be recovered by pro-
cess of law, says explicitly that there
shall ‘be no prosecution of a bank for
usury. Usury, in its technical meaning, is
a premium paid for the use of money over
the fixed or market rgte. It has never
been effectively prevented by statute, and
statutes.are not often directed against it,
because, as an authority has said, ‘“the
opinion that money should be borrowed

and repaid, or bought and sold, upon what-’

ever terms the parties should agree to,
like any other property, has gained ground
everywhere.”

Hon. Mr. Fulton said that the bills
now before the House marked a very
important epoch in the educational his-
tory of the province. Hitherto the soas
and danghters of British Columbians
‘had been obliged to go outside the prov-
ince for their college training and re-
grees. Th second bill was to set at rest
any doubt as to the right of MeGill to
confer degrees in British ‘Columbia. For
eight years MecGill had, through affiliat-
ed colleges at Victoria and Vanconver,
been helping the province in the matter
of higher education., ‘The first year's
work in 'Vietoria high school and the
first and second year at Vancouver were
accepted by MeGill. The time had ar-
rived when this was insufficient and the
present departure was a step forward.

There has béen on the Statute Books

of this provinece a law authorizing the
establishment of a university, but the
cost had hitherio been prohibitive. The
cost of establishment - would be from
200,000" to $400,000, and the cost of
maintenance $50,000 a pear. The equip-
ment of an applied science department
would cost several million dollars. How
could the province face that? It was
proposed by McGill to make a small be-
ginning and then to develop. At first
McGill proposes to give two full years
in arts and science course and a course
m chemistry and biology as a founda-
tion for a medical course. It is proposed
to grant a special certificate to students
completing the two yeafs’ course in arts.
Students will in two years be able to
complete their course in:—

(A)—Arts in all departments.

Engineering: {B)—(1) Architecture, (2)
chemistry, (3) civil engineering and sur-
veying, (4) mining engineering. (8) metal-
lurgy, (6) transportation, (7) electrica!
engineering. At this stage those stu-
dents who desired to complete the course
wounld then go to M¢Gill to finish and
they would have the great advantage of
only having to spend two years théere in-
stead of four.

It. was regrettable that in sixteen
years it had not been ngssible to put the
University Act of 1 into operation,
and he believed it ‘would be twenty
years longer before it would be possible
to do anything. For the McGill branch
Sir W. McDonald had promised an en-
dowment of $3,000 a year, and more if
required. His generosity to McGill was
well known, and gave an earnest of his
willingness to stand by the present pro-
posal. There would be a staff of eighteen
men - professors in charge of the college.
The governors had. been nominated by
the representatives of Mc¢Gill, and other
local names would be added. The exact
location of the college would be decided
by McGill and the governors of that in-
stitution wonld select the best place.

Section 8 gave power to the board of
the university to assume control of the
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. education in the provineial high schools.

He believed the whole scheme would be
a great benefit to the province and should

‘be accepted by the whole House.

The bill passed the first reading with-
out a division. - :5

On the adjourned debate on the sec-
ond reading of a bill intituled An Act to

| amend the Provincial Elections Act, Mr.

Speaker Pooley rendered his decision on
the point raised by Mr. Stuart Hender-
son as to whether the bill was in order
as it affected the revenues of the prov-
ince. The Speaker ruled that it did not
affect thie revenues in the parliamentary
sense.

Mr. Stuart Henderson, in opposing the
bill said, at one time, before a man
could become a -arliamentary candi-
date he had to have a property _quahﬁ-
cation. That had been abolished in )‘Dng-
land -and - in Canada, but in Engiani
power had been retained to secure the
expense of the election, and to exact a
guaranteé for the same. He thought the
requirements in this country were very
modest—only $200—and that ought not
to be reduced. v

Mr. J. A. Macdonald (Rossland)
thought the subject was worthy of more
interest than was being shown. He was
not in favor of any penalty as against
the small vote candidate, but if there
were a number of candidates running we
do not get the true sense of the elector-
ate under the present system, That was
the true underlying principle. It was
not a question of revenue but of “bona
fide” competition and candidature. To
abolish or greatly to reduce the $200 de-
posit would be to striké a blow at this
principle. §

Mr. W. G. Cameron (Victoria) said
he wag in favor of continuing the deposit
of $200. He was in favor of proportion-
al representaton, and hoped a British
Columbia government ‘would some day
soon introduce it into this province. On
a division the second reading of the Diil
passed by 16 to 15.

An A& relating to Telephone Com-
panies.

His Majesty, by and with the advice
and ‘consent of the Legislative Assembly
of tlie provinee of -British Columbia, en-

acts. as follows:— .
' 1: This act may be Cited as the Tele-

phone Aet, 1906. . -

2. The term *“public company,” when
used in this act, shall'mean and include
any company incorporated by and oper-
ating under the authority of any act of
the Legislature of the province, whether
public and general or:private and spec-
ial, and transmitting telephone messages
for reward,

3. Every person, ‘agsocation or com-
pany operating a telephone line shall
have the right to eonnect his, their or its
line or lines of telephone with the line or
lines of telephone of any public com-
pany, subject as herginafter provided.

4, Any public company. shall receive
telephone messages m any such con-
necting line or lines of ' telephone and
transmit same over the line or lines of
such public company, in the same man-
ner in all respects and with the.same
frights and liabilities’ connected there-
with as if any such message had been
received for transmission by such public
company in the usual course of its busi-
necs, and upon such terms as to com-
pensation, rents or rates and subject Lo
such conditions and regulations as may
be imposed or authorized in that behalf,
as provided in section 5 of this act.

B. The rents to be paid to and the
rates to be charged by any public com-
pany for the use of its telephones, lines
and appliances, either.in cases of con-
necting lines or in ‘the ordinary course of
business of any public company, and the
terms, conditions and regulations reiat-
iwg to such user, shall be fixed and de-
termined from time te time and as often
-as may be deemed necessary: ;

[ (a.) B{ the Lieutenant-Governor in
couneil in unincorporated districts and
between the various districts of the
province, whether incorporated for muni-
cipal purposes or not #o incorporated:

(b.) By the councils of municipal cor-
porations within the territorial limits of
such corporations.

6. BEvery public ‘company shall, on or
before the 1st day of June in each and
every year:Gprepare and submit to the
Lieutenant-Governor in council and the
councils of ag{ incorporated municipal-
ity -within which its lines are situate,
a schedule of rents and rates proposed
to be charged by such public company,
to persons for the use of its telephones,
lines and appliances at any time during
the ensuning year, but no such schedule
shall come into force or effect, nor shal!
anv such company be entitled to make
any char{e to any person for the use of
its telephone system in the ordinary
course, nor refuse, prevent or hinder
such use until such schedule shall have
been approved, fixed and determined by
the Lieutenant-Governor in council, or
the council of any incorporated munici-
pality in which such charges are pro-
posed to be made, or both, as the case
may be, as aforesaid. y

7. The Lieutenant-Governor in coun-
cil may authorize and empower any per-
son, association or body corporate to con-
struct, maintain and operate, ovér and
along the public lands and highways of
the province, a line or lines of telephone,
subject to such terms, conditions and
regulations as the Lieutenant-Governor
in council may impose.

8. Any publi¢ compaty or any of ifs
officers, agents or employees violating
any of the provisions of this act, or any
of the provisions made in pursuance of
the powers insthat behalf vested in
either the Lieutenant-Governor in coun-
<il or the council of any niunicipality by

this act, shall be liable to a penalty ot
one hundred dollars for each and every
such offence, and. for each and ev
day such offence continues or is re; 3
which penalty may be recovered, with
costs; in a summary way before any
justice of the peace, up on the complaint
of any person aggrieved or inconveni-
enced by such violation as aforesaid:
Provided that one-half of any pensalty
so recovered shall be paid fo the muni-
cipality wherein the offence or offences
arose in respect of which such penalty
or penalties may be imposed; or if the
offence or offences arose outside the lim-
its of any municipality, then to the gov-
ernment of the province of British Co-
lumbia.

9. Notwithstanding the penalties pro-

intended to, nor shall it, affect the busi-
ness of public companies bona fide car-

Legislative Notes

The House made important progress
this afternoon and passed several bills
through the third reading. - These in-
cluded the Assessment act, the Dewdney
Disincorporation act, and an Act respect-
ing Distress, In addition the two bills
looking to the establishment of a uni-
versity at the coast under the aegis of
MeGill were read a first time and ex-
plained by Hon, Mr. Fulton in a very
concise and lucid address. He reminded
the House that as long ago as 1890 the
Legislative Assembly had passed a uni-
versity bill but for years it had been
impossible to finance it. He estimated
the minimum cost of establishment at
$200,000 to $400, and the annual
maintenance at $50,000. Sir W. Me-
Donald, the generous benefactor of Can-
adian higher education, had come to the
rescue and promised an endowment of
$5.000 a year “and more of required.”
This was a very handsome contribution
and would if supplemented, as no doubt
it would, enable a start to be made al-
most at once. Fuller details of Mr. Ful-
tol’s speech will bé found in the report
of the proceedings. The bills were well
received and will no doubt pass.

A brief but animated debate took
place on Mr. Hawthornthwaite’s bill to
reduce the deposit of parliamentary can-
didates from $200 to $50. The measure
was opposed by Mr. Stuart Henderson,
Mr. J. A. Macdonald, and Mr. W. G,
Cameron, but on’a close division carried
by a majority of one on a non-party vote.

THE GERMAN TARIFF.

Empire Does Not Hope to Arrange
Duties With United States.

Berlin, Feb. 5.—Enquiries from the
foreign office regarding the German
tariff taxation elicited the information
that this government is very pessimis-
tic, even doubting that it will be pos-
sible to get a provisional arrangement
from the United States which Germany
can accept. Germany is anxious to
avoid 'a tariff war and will go to great
lengths in making concessions which
will render a temporary arrangement
possible till a treaty can be negotiated,
but it is evident that the foreign office
regards the suggestions hitherto made
by the United States as unsatisfactory.
It was learned at the foreign office that
the bundesrath had not yet considered
Germany’s course after March, when
the German tariff goes into effect, in
the event of no arrangement having
been made between the two countries,
but something was expected to occur
within a few days in the negotiations
which would tend towards clearing up
the negotiations. shrd ap apapap
the situation.

ACQUIRE PATHFINDER.

Granby Company Said to Have Pur-
chased Well Known Property.

Grand Forks, Feb. 5.—Today a dea)
of great importance to Grand Forks
and the north fork district was closed
whereby the Granby Company has ac
quired the well known Pathfinder mine,
The nature of the deal is a bond for
$110,000, the life of the bond to he
eighteen months. The first payment te
be made will be the sum of $15,000 on
October 1st next and payments ot
$15,000 each will be made thereafter un-
til the last payment which will be the
entire balance due at that tim. It is
understood by he terms of the agreement
that the new owners will start opening
up the nrovertv in the early spring and
work continuously on the property dur-
ing the life of the bond. The Path-
finder is a gold-copper proposition on
the Pathfindér mountain some twelve
miles from Grand Forks. It is also in-
timated today that this is the first of a
number of deals that will take place in
the near future as a result of the im-
mediate prospects for railway building
up the north fork.

Upon and arou
t .were some of the wreaths and the
remainder were heaped on a special flat-
car following the hearse. The mourn-
ers followed the hearse to the British
cemetery in special street cars and car-
riages. Out of respect for the deceased
and in consideration for the fact that
he had been for so many years a repre-
sentative member of the British com-
munity of Mexico City, the Union Jack
flew at half-masdt over the portal of the
historic cemetery.

The pallbearers were Walter Mor-
com, general manager of the Mexican
Railway; D. W. Harvey, assistant to
the general manager; Luis G. Pardo,
long associated with the deceased;
Charles F. Lonergan, James Walker,
former. mg?rnger of the Banco de Lon-
dres; and’J. J. Shirley, son of an old-
time associate of ~Mr., Foot, also re-
moved by death. In surplice and stole
‘Archdeacon Jones-Bateman . conducted
the services at the grave side. The
scene was one of chastened peace and
repose; the sky was the pure turquoise
of a Mexican winter; the sun’s radiance
was softenéd and subdued by the trellis
of leaves, and the air was mild and
balmy—nature, in fact, seemed in har-
mony with the heartfelt tribute paid to
the memory of a worthy man of um-
blemished Jife and attractive personal-
ity. In addition to the pallbearers there
were present Fenton R. Creery, Charge
d' affaires of the American Bmbassy;
Major William Heimke, second secre-
tary, and Philip M. Hoefele, third sec-
retary of the same embassy; Juan O'Gor-
man secretary of local board of Mexican
Railway, and all the other officials of
the same road; J. M. Anderson, presi-
dent of the British Club; €. M. Biork-
lund of the British Legation; 8. D.
Baker, British Vice-Consul; Estanislao
of the Mexican Embassy; Col. and Mrs.
Mariano Degollado, Dr. and Mrs. T.
‘D. Wheatle, and many others. X

An arial in the same paper pays
the following tribute to the late Mr.
Foot: *“The late Mr. George Foot, res-
ident engineer of the Mexican Railway,
whose mortal remains were buried in
this city yesterday, was a fine type of
the gentleman and scholar as well as of
the active man of affairs. Possessed of
a ‘sound education, he illustrated in his
life and intercourse with men the ad-
vantages of cultare conjoined with a
knowledge of practical matters. He
was. an excellent engineer and a good
railway manager, and it is no exaggera-
tion to say that by all who knew him
during his residence of thirty-two years
in the Republic, he was held in the
highest esteem. Mr. Foot was a gentle-
man in all the relations of life. His
heart was large and his intellect strong
and virile. . His nature was essentially
kindly, and this faculty for making
friends, which he did till they became a
host, was part of his great and noble
nature. He was for long years asso-
ciated with the late Mr. Thomas Bran-
iff, a most enterprising and successful
capitalist, in the control of the Mexican
Railway, the first great iron road in
this country.

“One could not think of Mr. Foot as
an elderly man, so young was he in
heart and sympathies. He was a lead-
ing member of the estimable British
Colony and took a strong interest ifn its
affairs. and prosperity. We respectfully
present our condolences to his family,
and desire to pay our sincere tribute
to the memory of a most delightful and
whole-souled gentleman, who lent his
intelligence and energy to the building
up of this progressive nation. His asso-
ciates in the management of the import-
ant railway to which he had given the
best years of a useful life, will mourn
him.

Undesirable Immigration

The city of Toronto and the associat-
ed charities are jointly memorializing
the governor general and lieut, governor
“in council with respect to the immigra-
tion guestion. The memorial is signed
by Mayor Coatsworth representing the
city, and Rev, Dr. H, P. Perry, Profl
Goldwin Smith and Mr. Frank J.
Walsh, representing the associated char-
ities. The complaint is that there ap-
pears to be a“danger of an excessive or
undesirable immigration which will be
especially injurious to the city of Toron-
to. Many schemes are on foot to bring
out immigrants to ‘Canada from Great
Britain and it also. appears an invita-
tion has been extended to Polish and
Russian refugees to make Canada their
home. For immigrants of this class To-
ronto appears to be the main distribu-
ting point and since the habits and call-
ings of these people are mainly urban
the tendency would be either to remain
in or drift back to city where there is
little room for them and many of them
might be reduced to miserable or even
objectionable means of subsistence.
Legislation is asked that will ensure
the exercise of care in the selection of
immigrants coming to Canada, prefer-
ence being given to adults who will be
capable of maintaining themselves up-
on arrival in Canada.

A Discussion on
Saloon Licences

A Largely Attended Meeting at
Institute Hall Yesterday
Evening.

Resolutions Favoring the Abol-
Ishment of the Present
Privileges.

,

(From Thureday’s Dally.)

The Institute hall proved too small to
hold the large number that tried to gain
admittance to the public meeting ecalled
last evening to discuss ways and means
for the abolition of saloons and the sale
of strong drink in grocery stores. S
great was the crowd that every avail-
able inch of space in the hall was oc-
cupied, even the aisles, and many were
turned away.

The chair was occupied by Dr. Er-
nest Hall and among those on the plat-
form were Revs. Perrin, adptone,
Reid, Campbell, LeRoy Dakin, Hicks,
Carson, Clay, ‘Thompson, McIntyre
Baugh Allen, Adams, Tapscott ang
Ttllzlomanon, Alderman ' Lewis Hall an
others. :

Although it was anticipated that theré
would be lively times during the meet-
ing, it was very orderly till Mr. Frank
Higgins was requested to'speak against
the resolution proposed. After a short

discussion Mrv Hr}gins was given ten
. minutes to reply and during his address
he was interrupted several times. -

Two resolutions were put before the
meeting and a vote taken on them, and
although they were declared carried by
the chairman it was impossh}le to get
& correct idea-of the actual ¥ote, ps it
appeared as if some were yoting both
for and against. /.

The meeting was called to order sharp
at 8 o'clock and at that time the hall was
packed. In his opening remarks Chair-
man Hall stated that they met in a very
peculiar position,-one of interest to every
ope in the city, and it went to show that
a large number were commencing to real-
ize that they -were “their brother’s
keéper” and had to consider the best
possible method of doing away with the
greatest menace to the publie. safety.

Mr. MeNiven was the first speaker
and stated that it gave him pleasure to
take a stand for what he thought was
right and proper. He was not present
as a member of the legislature, but as a
private individual and did not wish to
say anything that might reflect on the
party. He had looked into the law and
had found it very deficlent in many
points. He had inguired at the city hall
and found that there were doing busi-
ness in Victoria 87 saloons, 34 hotels, 6
ghops, 8 breweries and wholesals
houses, contributing the following reve-
nue: Saloons, hotels and shops, $300
each per annum; restaurants, $150;
braweries, $150; wholesale, $150, or a
total of $24,750, With regard to the city
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the only attempt that had been made to
close saloons was to make them close at
11 p.m. Saturday and remain closed till
1 a.m. Monday. He was of the opinion
that it was impossible te secure a con-
viction: for selling liquor in prohibited
hours, a8 it was necessary for the prose-
cutor to actually see the goods-sold.

Rev. Le Roy Dakin was next called
on to speak on the relation of the Chris-
tian church-to the liquor trafiic. He did
not believe that because he was a min-
ister he should be debarred from the
right of citizenship. The men in the min-
istry have their eyes opened to the evils
of society and they should speak ou:
their minds. They saw that the liquor
traffic is the greatest curse to the citizens
of the Dominion, and the ministers were
prepared to fight to the death or victory.
He knew that some held. that drunken-
ness was a disease, and if it was, the
government should vide asylums and
pest -houses. ‘They had no right to say

“the poor drunkard” rather than *“a poor
thief.” The drunkard was a eriminal
and the saloon keeper also’a criminal for
dealing out crime.

Rev. Mr. Carson was the next speak-
er. He gaid he was pleased to move
the following resolution:

“Whereas the association of the sale
of liquor with grocers encourages intem-
perance in the home, and also creates
unfair competition in the retail grocery
trade. Be it resolved that our repre
sentatives be request:d to iake such ac-
tion as lies within their power to cancel
all such licences.

He moved this because of the principle
Pim'olve_d; . Pwo principles involved were
the home and the commercial develop-
ment of ‘the country. Hé thought that
all wished to see the country developed
| to ibs fullest extent. = But the grocery
licenice gave to one part of the com-
munity an advantage, as the grocer who
had a licence had an advantage over
the other who had not one. He did not
think that groceries would go up as the
result of this, and even if they did so
he was willing to pay his share. He
also stated that a great number of young
men of the city had lost their manhood
and lost their positions as the result of
the grocery store that dealt in liquor,

fld. Hall took pleasure in addressing
theé meeting as the representative of the
Good Templars of British Columbia, and
was pleased to have the opportunity to
second the motion, He always thought
that the grovery licence was not fair.
If it was it should be given to every
grocer in the city, otherwise make a di-
vision of the returns to those who have
no licence. He stated that Victoria
was the only city in Canada where a
person had access from a grocery store
to the liquor store. In Vancouver they
had to be under different roofs and could
not get from one store to the other with-
out going outside of the building.

Rev. Mr. McIntyre thought all were
interested in the Tilestion and all had
some opinion on the question, but all
would agree that the liquor traffly was a
great evil, He moved the following reso-
lution: :

“Whereas the open saloon constitutes
a grave menace to the moral and physi-
cal welfare of our citizens, and serves
no good purpose in the community. Be
it resolved that our representatives be
requested to take such action as will
speedily remove this from our midst.”

Rev. W. L. Clay thought there might
be a difference of opinion regarding the
liguor licence for a grocery store but
he thought that there could be no differ-
ence with this phase of the question and
seconded the resolution.

Chairman Hall then asked the ushers
to” “take up the usual collection.” He
stated that this was the first of’ a series
of :meetings that were intended o be
held and he hoped that the ‘audience
would cohtribute liberally. He then call-
ed on Miss Virmmeyiallli for a solo.

At the conclusion of the solo Bishop
Perrin was asked to speak to the reso-
lution,

‘Bishop Perrin stated that an oppor-
tunity would be given for all to vote on
the two resolutions, and he thought that
whichever side won the other side would
not be satisfied, but there was a larger
meeting that had to say whether it was
right ,or not. He thought the agitation
must.go on and although there were
some who were prejudiced he thought
there were others who were on the other
side. He considered that they were
teaching the people the effect of the
gpending of money on strong drink. The
people were also being educated as to
the evil effect of the liquor traffic, but
it was a hard job to educate the legis-
lators.

Rev. Dr. Campbell congratulated the
audience on the excellent order that had
been kept and although:a prohibitionist
he did not believe in extremes. He al-
ways thought that the right path was
in the centre. There were some Who
wished to kill the liquor traffic easy, but
he was not of that opinion. He thought
it the duty of the citizens to enlist the
boys and girls for prohibition and more
attention should be given to the younger
generation rather tnan to the present.
Saloons exist because Eeople drink and
the only way to put the saloon out of
business is to create a temperate gener-
ation. He did not think a saloon could
be reformed, which had been shown by
the failure of Dr. Potter in New York.
If the saloons were done away with it
would be necessary to provide something
in its place when it disappeared.

Regarding compensation for those who

are engaged in the business, which must
be done because they had been legalized
and encouraged to invest their money;
he thought they should be given plenty
of warning to.get out of the nefarious
business and make the best possible use
of the property.

Rev. G. K. B. Adams said he was
present by his own free will and not
by compulsion, but he was compelled
by his position to be present. There
had not been a man or woman who
came to him for advice or assistance
that they did not receive, and he stood
on the platform as much for the in-
terest of the saloonkeeper as for, the
children and wives who were without
the necessities of life, the result of
theit breadwinners spending their
earnings for strong drink.

In answer to someone in the audi-
ence who said ministers were paid to
speak on the question, he said that
when. he went into the ministry he
gave up the management of two places
of business to go to a_living worth 40
cents a day. Regarding the saloons,
he called it “civic suicide,” for when a
licence is given to a saloon they cut
the hamstring of the authorities. He
was a prohibitionist, and believed that
everyone was opposed to the licensing
of saloons. 2

Rav. Mr. Gladstone had always found
that when anyone came forward with
a deflnite movement they would secure
the crowd. He had found all leaders
in the Old Country to be total -ab-
stainers.

Chairman Hall then read the resplu-
tions to the meeting and was on the
point of asking for the vote. f
doing 86, however, Frank Higgins
wished to know if ‘they - intended to
allow any who were interested in the
question a chance to speak.

The chairman said he had been
given a programme to carry out and
was doing so.

Mr. Higgins stated that he had con-|

tributed to the collection (laughter)
and thought that' he should have a
right to say what he thought, as well
as those who did not give to the col-
lection. Mr. Higgins was loudly
cheered.

After a short consultation it was de-
cided to give Mr. Higgins ten minutes
in which to speak.

On taking the platform Mr. Higgins
was again cheered, and it was several
minutes before he was able to proceed.
In addressing the meeting he said that
before the resolution was put every-
one should be given an opportunity to
discuss it. He thought that no ques-
tion of importance could be passed
when those on the platform Btood up
and gibed and insulted the citizens;
and when Rev. Mr. Adams referred to
the downfall of the wamen of Victoria,
his blood@ rose ' within him., (Loud
cheers).

Mr. Adams attempted to speak, but
was cried down. -

Mr. Higgins considered that the reso-
lution was not equitable, as it dealt
with vested interests, and he referred
to confisecation without compensation,
which was not right but unfair to those

who had invested their money in the.

business. They had been told about
Vancouver and England, but they had
not been told that a law was passed
in 1882 by the parliament of England
which said@ that no lcence could be
revoked unless those
were conducting the business in an
improper manner and were bad char-
acters.  If the resolution was passed
they should also make provision for
compensation, and where was the
compensation to come from? Regard-
ing the question of saloons in Ontatio
and Quebec he stated that there were
saloons in those provinces and he khew
it as a fact. #

Rev, Mr. Adams sald it was not so.

Mr. Higgins replied: “Go, down
Drury Lane and see if there are no
saloons.”

Mr, Higgins was continually inter-
ruptéd, and. after the audience had
been called to order by the chairman,
he =aid that it was not a fair proposi-
tion; all the speakers in favor of the
resolution had been given a fair hear-
ing, and he thought that those opposed
to it should 10 be heard. |

Rev. Mr. Thompson in reply to Mr.
Higging said that he thought those
who gave the privilege had the right
to take the privilege away. The move-
ment had beeri commenced by the
Royal Templars of Temperance, and it
was their intention to keep the interest
up. They would hold another meeting
in a few weeks, when a debate would
be held and an opportunity would be
given those on the other side to reply.
He thought it was not fair that six out
of a large number of grocers should
have a licence to supply strong drink.
Regarding the saloon, he thought that
Canadians had a different way of look-
ing at the matter than the people of
England, ‘and the time would come
when there was no compensation.

The chairman then read the resolu-
tions and ecalled for a standing vote.
This was done, but the aisles were
blocked with listeners who were un-
ablé to do anything else but stand. It
was’ decided to take a show of hands.
This was done, and on the call for
those in favor, a number held up their
hands. ‘Those against the resolution

WEEKLY WEATHER SYNOPSIS.

Victorla Metéorological Office.
January 81 to February 6.

During this week there has been a re-
markable absence of rain, and with the
exception of fogs on the Straits and Sound
on- the first four days, practically cloudless
skies have been general, not only through-
onut this province, but southward to Cali-
fornia. The winds along the coast have
been moderate in force' and. chiefly from
Ahe north and east; off Cape Flattery being
the only exception, where a moderate east
gale was reported during the first few
days.!

SUICIDE ALLEGED.

Pastor President of Savings Banks
Found Dead in Bed.

Peoria, 1ll, Feb. 6.—George H. Sim-
mons, pastor of the First Baptist
Church, president of the Interstate
Savings Bank and Peoples Savings

and recently appointed manager
of the Yateés senatorial campalign in
Peoria cofinty, was found dead in bed
early this. morning. He had been the
object of investigation at the hands, of
the state attorney, by the two banks
and his congregation on grave charges
and it is presumed to be & case ;of
suicide. !

Physicians who .were hagtily sum-
moned are of the opinion that his
death was caused by cyanide of potas-
sium.

The Peoples Savings Bank, of which
Simmons was president, did not open
its doors this morning. Cashier Look
said it would remain closed until some
further action was determined on.
There was a run on the bank yester-
day, and by 10 o'clock this morning a
large crowd surrounded the building,
clamoring for their money. 3

The Interstate - Savings Bank, of
which he ‘was president up to Vyester-
day, when his resignation was accept-
ed, also underwent runs yesterday and
today. Cashier Anicker  said they
would be able to stand the drain.

Dr. Simmons cams iq the First Bap-
tist Church years ago from Terre
Haute, Ind.,_and had been remarkably
successful. He secured national pub-
licity two years ago by advertising a
dramatization of the life of Christ.
He became manager of the senatorial
campaign of former Governor Yates a
week ago, and shortly afterwards
gserious stories affecting - his morals
.were circulated. State Attorney
Scholes undertook an investigation
yesterday and secured some sensa-

tional confessions from members of
his congregation. Dr. Simmons was
40 years old.
