The English fleet commenced the bom-

| bardment of Alexandria yesterday. They

silenced four forts and did considerable ex-
ecution among the Egyptians, coming out
of the engagement with few casualties and
the loss of five men. The Porte
has sent a note of protest to the imperial
government and request that hostilities be
discontinued. Dervisch Pasha offered to
dismount the gune on the fortifications,
but Admiral Seymour says that the time
for negotiations has passed. Operations
against Alexandria will be renewed to-day,
ACCOUNT OF THE ATTACK. .
ALEXANDRIA, July 11,—A British naval
officer states that the bombardment com-
menced at 7.45 this morning. The iron-
clads Superb, Sultanand Alexandra engaged
and totally destroyed Fort Pharos and the
lighthouse batteries at the entrance to the
new port, and intended to dominate the
approech to the new harbor. The flagship
Invincible, the Monarch and the Penelope
took up co,mmandin‘g positions icside the
reefs, and assisted from the outside by the
Temeraire avtacked with destructive effect
the strong position of Fort Mex with the
light house and shore batteries, The
Inflexible was stationed so as to command

the lighthouse batteries, Fort Pharos apd
Fort Mex at the same time and was thus in
a position to co-operate both® with
the division outside. and that inside
the reefs; - The gun vessels Bittern,
Condor, Beacon, Decoy and Cygnet attack-
ed the Maribout batteries at the entrance
to the harbor and taking a close destructive
range #soon silenced them, after which they
ran in and shelled Fort Mex on the southern
side of the entrance to the anchorage, or
outer harbor. The Invincible under cover
of her own guns and those of the Bittern
then landed a party of blue jackets and ma-
rines, who entered Forth Mex and
FLEW UP THE HEAVY GUNS,

Then bombardment practically ceased at
noon, though some heavy guns were still
shelling Fort Nupoleom, lirge work
situated at the southern angle of the inner
harbor and domominating the town. The
fort does not reply. On the whole the

- Egyptians fought the batteries with more

determination than was expected, Several
earthworks behind which guns were
mounted were found to be mere heaps of
sand, Shortly after noon all the exposed
guns on the forts were dismoanted, and
only those in sheltered positions were able
to return the British fire, Fort Marza el
Kanat, which was blown up, was unly com-
pleted a week ago last Sunday.
POSITION OF THE FLEFT,

ALEXANDRIA, July 11,—The armoured
ships were in the following positions : The
Alexandra, Sultanand Superb were under
way ou a line north-éast by east, and from
15,000 to 19,000 yards north-west of
Ennostus point lighthouse. The Inflexible
wasin Corvette Pass, the narrowest channel
leading 1nto the harbor, and 3700 yards
north by west from -Mnsse fort. The
Temeraire was in the central channel 3500
yards north to north-west of Masse fort, and
the Penelope, Invincible and Monarch were
1000 to 1300 yards west to north-wes
of Masge fort. The unarmoured ships were
under way, working their guns tafhe best
advantage. The-torpedo depot ship Hecla
has arrived. Fort Ada, the magazine of
which has been blewn up, is located close
to the vice-regal palace, outside of the har-
bor.

EXCITEMENT .AMONG THE SATLORS,

HOW THE EGYPTIANS FOUGHT.

Loxpox, July 11.—A correspondent on
board the Invincible tclegraphs that the
forts and batteries on the sea face are in
ruins, The Egyptians stuck to their guns
until the forts were demolished. The fire
of the gunners was chiefly directed against
the Penelope and the 1Inflexible, and they
fired priucipally round shot. Their eleva-
tion was bad. The Invincible was seldom
hit. The armor of the Supérb was pene-
trated, The Egyptian officers set a good
example to their men, often jumping u})on
the parapet to see the cffects of their fire.
The party of marines which landed from the
Invincible to blow up Fort Mex saw several
dead inside the fort. The Egyptians had
no shells, which accounts for the small
pumber of casualties on the Britisk: vessels.

Mr. Brown sppatently was bent upon
beopming dictator, or failing that, of
wresking the reform party. He has not
become dictator ; he has in the opinions of
many persons wrecked the party of which
“he was supposed to be the chief organist.
Theonly other theory of Mr. Brown’s
course is that he never had any confidence
in the present leaders of the reform party.
Perhaps he was among those who said they
were invertebrate and being himself pos-
sessed of an unlimited quantity of back-
bone, he decided $o steer his own course
irrespective of the effect it had on the party
which these men were supposed to lead.

Why should
we invelve ourselves in a matter which
eventually may bring Eogland and the
United States into armed collision? In

the event:of the latter ever happening, ove -

a foreign affair which did not concern us,
Canada will never  submit to be the battle
ground for the contending nations. She
will at onee on the prospest of such an
event proclaim her independence and thus

.avoid destructlon, Gratitude is ajword not
‘in’ the ‘vocabulary of nations. France up-

held the Honorof England in the Crimea,
yet England saw Krance dismembered in
1878 without making the slightest effort to
help her. 1Is it any wonder then'if France
declines to help her now.

There are two reasons given why Eng-
land should interfere in the internal affairs
of Egypr. neither of which can jastity her
in doing so, The first.is the interest of the
English holders of Egyptian bonds ; the sec-
ond her own interest’ in the Suez canal.
The men who invested their money in
Egyptian bonds did so with their eyes
open. They knew that Ismail Pasha, the
predecessor of the present Tewfic Pasha,was
throwing their money as fast as he got it
into the hands of foreign prostitutes and
gamblers, doing unheard of extravagant
things in the way of building palaces for
himself and his favorites. In Egypt the
land is owned by tht state, and the rents
which the poor fellah slaves who farm it
have to pay depends on the vices of the
ruler, and the number and extent of the

Now what would be said supposing Eng-
land sent her own ironclads to Washington
to protect the interests of the English
holders of American bonds or the holders
of Erie railroad stock.
