Editor world : One important fact with 

regard to the deadly danger ot Ash bridge’s 
Bay would be well to consider in any plan for 
ite sanitary improvement. Ashb ridge’s Bay 
is a shallow body of water filled with organic 
matter and largely grown up with rushes 
and weeds which especially form a fringe all 
along the north shore line.

Now it is a well-known fact that the in­
crease of germ bacteria of disease in a suit­
able breeding ground is simply incredible, 
and runs into incalculable millions in a very 
short space of time. It is also another well- 
known scientific fact that the most violently 
agitated water, as for example a waterfall, 
does not distribute pr throw up into the air 
the disease, or other germs, to one hundredth 
the extent that they are thrown up and dis­
persed through the air by the bubbles ac­
companying decomposition. This result 
was obtained after a great number of prac­
tical experiments and formed the substance 
pf a paper read before the Royal Society of 
London by the well-known chemist. Dr. 
Frankland, Therefore we see that there ex­
ists in Ashbridge’s Bay a suitable condition 
for the best kind of breeding ground for 
diseased germs and for their distribution all 
over the city.

Supposing fresh water were let 
bridge’s Bay the shores where the sewers 
empty into the lake would still be protected 
by weeds and rushes and form favorable 
breeding grounds, so that the only satisfac­
tory manner to cleanse the bay is to make a 
clean shore, piled or banked, from the Don 
to the Woodbine.

Think of the terrible condition of affairs 
when we realize that the diphtheria hospital 
drains into this cesspool and that the germs 
from many typhoid patients must be 
ing there. What will it be like if 
Comes? In conclusion it would seem im- 

4 perative from a sanitary point of view that 
B channel should convey clean water into 
the bay, and there should be a clean north 
shore from end to end.

The Toronto Bay is bad enough where 
there is a clean front. What would it be 
like if it were fringed all along the sewer- 
polluted north side by growth of weeds and 
rushes? Citizen.
