Cheyboygan, Mich., Oct. 11.—The mys­
tery of the murder of due Genesemeer on 
the railroad three miles northwest of 
here some six weeks ago was Cleared up 
yesterday, when George Van Taylor, the 
man’s chum, held as a suspect, cut his 
throat from ear to ear 'at the jail, and 
died instantly.

Shortly after dinner, while Sheriff Sulli­
van was at court, Taylor asked for a 
raior to shave with, and getting it, made 
a remark that scared the girl, and she 
sent for the sheriff. Taylor immediate­
ly went) to the cell and cut his throat, 
nearly severing lus head from his body, 
and was dead when the sheriff got there.

Taylor left three letters, one to hie 
relatives, Phineae Dunham, Castalia, O. ;

pure imagination. In his letter to the 
officers he tells where to find Genese- 
meer’e clothes and $511, and says he had 
a chum, and is glad they did not get 
Mm. tio far neither money nor clothes 
have been found, and it is probable that 
if he had a chum the money is gone.

Terrine Fore-, Killing Five Men and 
Injuring Six Others — The Bulldlns 
Completely Demolished- Cause of the 
Accident Cannot Be Ascertained.

Sbamokin, Pa., Oct. 11.—Twenty-seven 
of a nest of 88 boilers at the Henry, 
Clay colliery exploded about 7.80 o’clock 
this morning, completely destroying the 
boiler-house, killing five men, seriously) 
injuring two and slightly injuring fours

The list of killed and injured is as 
follows :

Killed—Thomas Carr, fireman; William 
Boyle, fireman; William Eelick, fireman; 
William McLaughlin, laborer; J. Js 
Dediam, water boss.

Injured—J. F. Dichanetin, fireman, 
seriously; Peter Heck, laborer, fatally. 
Four others .were injured, but will res i 
cover.

At the time of the accidqnt there were -] 
as far as known seven men around thn 
boiler house. Nobody seems to be able 
to give a correct statement as to thq 
cause of the explosions.

The Explosions.
Without a moment's warning the last 

boiler on the west side of the nest wen# 
up, And it was followed by the other» 
in rapid succession. The workmen were! 
knocked in every direction, and what 
had been "but a lew minutes before si 
strong corrugated iron building disaps 
peared as' if by magic, and all that res 
mained was a tumbling mass of brick and 
timbers, besides numerous pieces of twists 
ed pipe and battered boiler iron.

The nine remaining boilers were so ins 
jured that they will never be used. 
Pieces of heavy steel were carried buns 
dreds of yards, while half a boiler wag 
found oven a quarter of a mile up the 
mountain. The terrific report was heard 
for miles, and it was scarcely a minute 
before many of the employes of the cols 
liery were upon the scene of devastation, . 
and at once set to work to liberate the 
men under the debris.

Carr, Boyle-and Eslick were dead when 
found in the debris, and McLaughlin and 
Dediam died soon after being removed 
to their homes. -Fireman Dichanetin is 
internally hurt, besides ’ having, several 
fractured bones, and it is leaned ha cans 
not recover.

The first 
fresh piece of information was the ad­
mission of E. A. Macdonald that he had 
issued stock ceigificntes to certain per­
sons in return for assistance, and the 
second and last new item was the dis­
closure of the name of the first vice-presi­
dent of the company. The last was 
volunteered by tho officer himself, to 
wit, Peter. Ryan.

The meeting was brought to a close 
by the unanimous passing of a 
resolution which contained the 
erroneous statement that the draft agree­
ment between the company and the city 
was “adopted by the City Council on 
.Wednesday evening, the 10th inst.”

Sad Death of a Well-Known Hamilton

It/is the Solicitor’s opinion that To- 
lip may apply for and acquire the 

rigitsof drawing her water supply from 
Laite Simcoe, but in doing so the city 
must select a route that does not 
flict with the strip of land that the 
Aqueduct Company may acquire for their 
canal or tunnel. For this canal they 
are empowered to expropriate two thous­
and yards on either side of the canal. 
This gives them *power to control a 
strip of land two fend a halt miles wide 
to the north of the city and between 
here and Lake Simcoe. The city is ex­
cluded from this territory. If a corps 
of engineers were detailed to locate a 
route between bere and Lake Simcoe for 
the location of à tunnel to Toronto, they 
would make numerous surveys, and 
finally they would decide on one route 
that was superior to all others, both 
in regard to economy of construction 
and from an engineering point of view. 
This route might be found down the 
Humber valley or down the Don, or at 
some point between the two. It is not 
at all improbable that the best route 
will be immensely superior to the second 
best. The engineering Corps we have 
referred to might find the route down 
the Humber valley cheaper to construct 
than any other route by several million 
dollars.

Now we will suppose) the city gives the 
company the privilege it is seeking. On 
the strength of this and because it 
knows it can embarrass the city by mak­
ing the move, the company will at once 
locate its canal or tunnel along the most 
desirable route. Having pre-empted 
this location t^e city is debarred from 
using it for the purpose of bringing water 
into the city by gravitation, either 
from underground streams or from Lake 
Simcoe. If the Grand Trunk, for in­
stance, Controlled, a twot and a half» mile 
strip between here and Hamilton^ and 
that strip was bounded on the south 
side by the water’s edge, what chance 
would the proposed Toronto, Hamilton 
& Buffalo Railway have of getting into 
the city or of getting any of the city’s 
business ? They would be simply de­
barred from doing business with Toronto 
altogether. The supposition is exactly 
analogous to the position of the Power 
Aqueduct Company in regard to the route 
between here and Lake Simcoe.

THE ADVANTAGES OF THKEE AND A 

^ HALF BONDS.
There Ate those who seem to imagine 

that the city of Toronto should issue four 
per cent, bonds instead of three an^ a 
half per cents. It is stated by some that 
the price offered by the Edinburgh firm 
for fours was relatively better than the 
price bid for the three and a halls. 
Now, there was only one offer, and that 
was for fours on condition that legis­
lation should be obtained for changing 
the threes and a halfs. The city repre­
sentatives (did perfectly right in not 
taking that course.

There is no question but that the in­
debtedness of the city, as represented by 
an issue of three and a half per cent, 
bonds, is more creditable from a finan­
cial standpoint than by an issue of) four 
or four and a half per cents, when there 
is little or no difference in the equiva­
lents./ Another good reason why three 
and a halfs are preferable to fours is 
that, while the lattejr would undoubtedly 
be at a premium, the former would be 
below par, thus stimulating a better de­
mand ampng investors. To say that 
fours is a popular security is all non­
sense. If such a feeling prevailed a few 
years ago we would still be issuing 
seven per cent, bonds. •

It may be quite true, as Treasurer 
Coady showed the committee, that 4’s 
would realize a little more for the city, 
and it may be that Toronto, likej Mont­
real, may yet have to return to 4’s, but 
we think that the best test of credit is 
the rate of interest paid rather than the 
price realized on the bonds. And when 
the difference is quite slight the prefer­
ence ought to go to the lower, interest- 
bearing ones. \

One of the methods resorted to in 
making colored glass objects is to take 
a mass of white glass from the melting- 
pot, on the end of a blow-pipe, and then 
immerse it in another pot containing 
molten glass of tho desired hue. The 
latter then constitutes a mere film on 
the outside of the globe, dish, lantern, or 
other object which the blowet^-is about 
to make. Other plans are also in use. 
A new one is reported as havin 
tried in Germany, and as giving very 
satisfactory results.

The blower has* piece of apparatus of 
this description: An upright "sheetiron 
cylinder twenty inches in diameter is 
surmounted by a horizontal one. The 
former is so arranged that an iron ladle 
may be inserted in it, near the bottom. 
The upper cylinder has doors at its 
ends, one of tfiem allowing the operator 
to introduce his work and support his 
blowpipe on a crotch. This device is 
placed inside a furnace, and when the 
workman is reheating an article for the 
last time, an attendant puts a sooonful 
of certain chemicals in the ladle and 
puts the latter in the lower cylinder. 
Fumes then rise, and in thèse ttie object 
is rapidly turned over and over while 
at a red-heat. A beautiful tint and 
luster ar^thus imparted. The chemical 
mixture» employed in this work are not 
described and possibly are trade secrets.
