'Watford Council Favors
4th Line Highway

As Route For Sarnia-London Provin-
. cial Highway—Interests of Urban
Municipalities Between Border and
London Given Consideration by
Government— Fourth Line, the
Logical Route, Would Serve and
Satisfy All Interests—Strong Reso-
lution' Endorsed. :

Council met in Library Board
room on Monday evening for regular
May meeting.

Present:—Reeve Connolly, Coun-
cillors HoHlingsworth,: Doar, Saunders
Hawn.

The following resolution was mov-
ed by J. Doar, seconded by N. Hawn,
and ynanimously carried:—

WHEREAS, the construction of a
connecting link of pavement between
the Northern Provincial Highway at
Sarnia and the Southern Provinecial
Highway at London is being consid-
ered by the Provincial Government
to amplify the present Provincial
Road System, and whereas, there are
various routes for such a connecting
link, viz:—

(a) From Sarnia to London via
the Egremont Road (Sarnia Gravel.)

(b) From Sarnia along the Sar-
nia Gravel to Wyoming sideroad,
thence southerly along the .sideroad
to the Fourth Line at Wyoming;
thence easterly along the Fourth
Line though Wanstead and Watford
to Strathroy; thence southeast along
the Mt. Brydges Road through Mt.
Brydges to strike the Southern High-
way south of Deleware.

(c) As Route (b) to Strathroy,
thence ecasterly along the Townline
between Adelaide and .Canadoc to
strike the Sarmia Gravel at Hickory
Corners, thence through Poplar Hill
and Hyde Park to London.

And Whereas, the first route would
not touch a single urnban centre be-
tween Sarnia and London; requires
several miles more of pavement to
connect the two highways and two
substantial bridges with additional
expense;

New Therefore, Be It Resolved,
that this Council does hereby declare
itself in favor of Route (B) for the
following, among other reasons:—

1. It would give an efficient local
service as well as just as efficient
tourist service.

2. It would serve every urban
centre between the two cities, thus
placing efficient accommodation to
tourist traffic as well as serving local
needs.

3. It would entail considerably
less expense to connect the two high-
ways, with a corresponding saving to
the Province and the County.

By leaving the Sarnia Gravel
still available as a first-class gravel
road, it would increase the road ser-
vice of the district by adding a new
through road, instead of replacing an
excellent gravel road with pavement.

Hawn—Hollingsworth, that the
petition re watermains on St. Clair
street be entertained and that Mr.
Doar be appointed engineer to meas-
ure the frontage of the lands and
figure up the approximate cost and
the amounts to be charged to the
owners of the lands fronting and
abutting said street and report to
Council.—Carried.

The service may be considered the
most important stroke of all in ten-
nis in that every point is started
| with it. In gold the word pressing is
' used when a player is trying to ut
too much force into a shot, transier-
ring a controllably safe shot into a
wild one. The same can be applied
to a tennis player, who endeavors to
send his first service over, giving it
every ounce of energy he possesses,
and with so much extra speed that
he cannot control it so that only &
small percentage goes into court.

This is the most noticeable error
of 90 out of 100 players. The result
is disastrous. You tire yourself out
unnecesgarily—and your opponent
who knows your first service will
hardly ever be good, sets himself
comfortably for your second service,
which nine times out of ten if a “sit-
ter” as the man who serves f
faults on his first delivery, generally
has a weak second service.
