Immigration.

H. H. Banks - H. F. WilliamsOttawa despatch.— During April 
immigrants poured into Canada at 
the record rate of sixteen hundred per 
day. Of the daily influx the average 
number from the United States was 
nearly seven hundred. The total im­
migration for the month was 48,267 
an increase of 24,030, or ninety-nine 
per cent. Last month April’s high 
record was again beaten, although 
the definite figures will not be avail­
able for some time. Since the first of 
the year the total immigration has 
been nearly equal to the total immi­
gration for the whole of last year and 
the character of the settlers in re­
spect to physical fitness, worldly 
passessions and adaptability for life 
in Canada is by far the best in the 
history of the Dominion.
