REPORT OF BOARD MEETING.

The Quarterly Meeting of the Board was held in the

Board roowm, Friday, Nov. 17th, at 2 p.m.

The attend was lly small, ouly eloven mem-
bers being present, Mras. Wolfhill, of Hamilton, being
the only one from outside the oity. In the absence of
Mrs. Booker, Mrs. Freeland presided.

The Treasurer reported s decreass in contributions
from Oircles and Bands as compared with the same
quarter last year. Tho collections from Associational
meetinge were also smaller. Wery few Circles have
reported Thank-offering meetingf.

‘The Corresponding Secretary roported that the Histor-
ical Bketch bad been completed and a copy forwarded to
the Secretary of the New York Convention. It was
decided to have it published in the December Link and
to have one thousand copies printed for use among the
Circles. )

With very great regret the Board accepted the resigna-
tion of Mrs. A. P. McDiarmid. This was rendered
necessary by her removal to Brandon.

A very interesting letter wap read from Miss Hatch
regarding the work among the Jepers. Valuable co-opera-
tion has been received from Mr. Bailey of the Mission to
Lepers. It will be tue only Leper Hospital on the east
coast from Madras to Calcutta. The names of five
young ladies desirous of taking up work in India were
brought before the Board, two of whom are svailable
immediately. No definite action could be taken owing
to the state of the Society’s funds.

** At Beamaville, Ontario, in Octaber, 1866, an Ountario
and Quebec Auxiliary to the American Baptist Missionary
Union was organized.”

‘“At the first Annual Meeting, held in Ingereoll, on
Oct. 17th, 1867, the Rev. A. V., aud rs. Timpany werc
designated to tho Telugu field, and sailed for the East s
wook later."”

‘“ At the third Annual Meeting in Woodstock, in
October, 1869, the Rev. John and Mrs. MoLaurin wore
designated to the same work.” ‘

Mrs. Timpany and Mrs. McLaurin are daughters-of
the late Rev. John Bates, of Woodstock.

In the CanavIAN MissioNary LiINE, of January, 1874,
wo find the following extract from the memoir of Mr.
Bates : ** On July 6th, 1840, little Jane (Mrs. Timpany)
was porn.” In recording this happy event three dsjs
later, Mr. Bates says: ‘‘ Laat night I read the firet
chapter of first Samuel, after which I held my baby in
my arms, and presented it by faith in prayer to God. |
look upon it ag's loan for a little season, and would wish
to bring it up in the nurture and admonition of the Lord.
It is lent to the Lord, yes, as long aa it liveth, it shall bo
lent to the Lord. As I have & prevailing desire, if it be
tho will of God, that my little son may be a missionary
tn the hesthen, so may little Jane be the wife of «
missionary, and be useful in her day and generation.”

In 1873, Thomas Gabriel, a native gentloman, who had
begun an indepéndent mission-at the north, in Cocanada
and its neighborhood, after having offered it first to the
English Baptists and then to the Nova Scotia Baptists,
offered this mission, with from 60 to 76 converts, and »

(60
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dobt of about 2,000 rupees, to the Ontario Baptista. This
offer was accepted.

Mr. MoLaurin resigned his connection with the
Americanj Baptist Missionary Union, and in March,
1874, ho entered Cocanada; and our own Mission was
inaugurated. Thero wore then about ons hundred con-
verts. At the oclose of 1898, there were 3,886 church
mombers. .

Organization. — To that honored servant of Jesus
Christ, the loved and devoted ‘A. V. Timpany, the
Women's Baptist Foreign Missionary Bociety of Ontariv
(West) owes its exiatence. .

Roturning to Oanada after his first_sojourn in India,
Mr. Timpany carried a message to the Baptist women of
Ontario, 8 message about the nceds of the hundreds of
thousands of women and children on our own Mission
field ; of their humiliating ignorance, their religious
fanaticism ; the impossibility of reaching them with the
Goapel, except through the ministry of women; and the
need of grest tact and unfailing effort on their behalf.
Euarnestly be pleaded, asking every Baptist woman to
spare the omal{) sum of two cents a 1week (over and above
what she was already giving through the General Society)
for this purposs.

A meeting was called, the Rev. J. H. Castle, pastor of
Jarvis Street Church, presided.. A fow interested
brethren wero present, and with My, Timpany's assint-
ance, on the 24th of October, 1876, in the parlor of
Jarvis Btreet Baptist Church, Toronto, The Women's
Baptist Foreign Missionary Society of Ontario was
formed, its objeot being ‘‘the evnngelization of the
women and children of heathendom.” The following
Ofticers and Directresses were appointed :

The work was eagerly taken up, a little opposition
from 8 few of the brethren only sorving to increase
the ardour of the women, and before the first Annual
Moeting the following Ciroles had sent in their offerings
to the Treasurer, of tge Board :

Beven other Circles had been formed, making the total
number organized during first year thirty, most of
these being the outcome of . Timpany's efforta,

The aim of the 8ociety is to have a Women's Mission
Oirole with ita officers and, collactors in every church ;
and wherever practicable, a Mission Band for the
children.

In addition to the income from Circles and Bands the
rovenue of the SBociety is largely increased by life-
membership fees of twenty-five dollars each, und also
by many special offerings.

In 1877 the Adelaide Street Churoh, London, reported
having organized a Mission Band, but to the Paris
Juvenile Mission Band, organized by Mrs. James Grant
and others, belungs the honor of being the first to send
money into the treasury ; this was in March 1879,

In 1879 the Board had the pleasure of welcoming the
Cirole of the Baptist Church, Winnipeg, Manitobs, as an
Auxiliary. Ten years after the Bociety was organized,
112 Ciroles and 38 Mission Bands reported. As the
Circles increased in number Associational Societies were
formed. Braut Association.led the van in June, 1882,
with Miss Anna Moyle as Director ; Middlesex and
Lambton followed in 1884 ; Elgin in 1885, and in 1588
the number was complete.

Ench Association elects it own Director annually
whoso duty it is to keep in touch with every church,
Qircle and Band in her Association, reporting the same
to the Becretary.

Early in 1884 the Bands had hecome so numerous and
the children so zealous in their work that the Board
found it expedient to appoint a Secretary of Bands, Mrs.
E. W. Dadson ; whose duties consisted in correspondence
with the Bands, assigning to them studenta to support,
receiving their reports, otc.

Not long after tho Bociety was organized, the need
was felt of definite information about the work on our
own field. An arrangement was made to have a column
once a month in the Canadian Baplist, but this did vot
answer the purpose, and Mr. Timpany after much effort,
at last persuaded three Toronto ladies—Mrs. Freeland,
Mrs. H. J. Rose, and Miss Buchan—to undertake the
publishing of » little paper. Mr. Timpany issued sn
an advance pheet in July. One thousand subscribers
were assured, and since September 1878 THE CANADIAN
MissioNary LiNk has been carrying its messages from
India into the homes of thousands of our people.

In May, 1885, the chief editor of the Lixk found it
necessary to remove to Manitoba. The whole manage-
ment of the paper was then placed in the hands of the
Ontario Board and a new editor, Mrs. A. H. Newman,
appointed. Thae circulation is now 4,800. The paper is
not.only ent:irel( self supporting but has frequently paid
a dividend to all the Canadian Societies in proportion to
the number of subacribers in each province. Ipr:)1882, in
order that all might have the benefit of the many valuable
manuscript papers in the possession of the Board, an
Exzcharnge Dvawer was opened. Later on, books on
Miesionary and other subjects interesting to Circles,
became the property of the Soociety, and a Circulating
Library, under the care of Mra. Wm. Craig, Jr., Port
Hope, was started. Finally these two were united in
the Bureau of Literature. The many orders for books,
leaflets, and mauuscripts constantly received are a proof
of a growing interest in the cause of Foreign Missions,
Mrs. C. W. King, 318 Earl 8t., Kingston, has this in
oharge.
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1876-86. —As it has always been a rule of the Society
not to incur debt ; it was not until July, 1877, that the
firat appropristion of $200 for Mrs., MoLeurin'd Girls’
8chool in Cocanada was made. This school, begun by
Mrs. MoLaurin asking a few girls to receive lessons on
the verandah of the Mission house, soon became one of
the most promising features in connection with the
work in Cocanada. Here fifty girls, all Hindus and
Mohammedans but aix, were instructed daily in Bible
truth, Christian girls only, or the daughters of Christisns,
were received into the boarding department. This
appropriation of $200 was increased to $460 before the
year closed.

Amelia Keller's support, by the Ontario and Quebec
Boards, waa then undertaken ; theschool-house obapel in
Cocanada built, some five or six hundred rupees having
been raised towards it in Cocanada. $160 was alsogiven to
the achools in Tuni. Next a Bible-woman was appointed,
then a boat, **The Canadian" was built for Mr. Tim
gany. The support of village schools and students in

amulcotta Seminary followed.

In 1882, the Boards of Ontario and Quebeo had the

eat joy of appointing their first missionary, Miss M. J.
grith. One Eundred dollars was vated for Zenana work
in Oocanada, aud Miss Gibson and Ellen her Bible-woman
were added to the staff of workers, In 1885 a Zenana
Home was built by the ladies East and West. Twenty
zenanas were reported open, & matron’s home was also
built. In 1886 our second lady missionary, Miss Sarah
Isabel Hatch, was sent out.

1887-99.—Of the following yoars, the most succesaful
s regards the work of the Circles and Bands was 1894,
when )

213 Circles raised $63056.40
113 Bands raised 1332.13

and the total income of the Bociety amounted to over
$8000.00. A time of financial depression followed.
Many Circles and Banda died while othera reduced their
offorings ; because of this, the work in India became seri-
ously crippled. Prosperity has returned, but the Circles
and Bands have not yet returned to their former rate of
giving. 190 Circles and 100 Bande reported to the
Treasurer last year and large apecial offerings have raised
the income to 310,685.

A special Thank-offering service has of late yesrs
become an annual institution in almost every Circle.

Cocanada Girls' School.—This school has met with
most sncouraging suocess, not the least being the num-
ber of heathen children who have there learned of Christ.
It has become 8 training school for all stations on the
field. Here our Bible-women receive the education so
important for their work. Many of the girls have been
converted and baptized, and wherever their lot in life is
cast their influence is felt, not only because of their
Christian work, but in their well-kept homes and tidy
appearance they ‘‘let their light shine,” proving as
nothing else can the elevating power of the gospel of
* Christ.

In 18856 Mra. McLaurin again took the oversight of
this eohool till the arrival of Mrs. Craig, late in the same
year. In 1880 Miss Baskerville was a.pfoimod its prin-
oi| Under her management it has developed into a
school too large for the building in the old compound.
In 1894 a new compound was purchased by the General
Board and estimates for new and more commodious
school buildings considered. But it was not until two

or three years later that.the necessary funda wero forth.
coming and work on the new compound (now known as
the Davies' Memorial Compound) commenced. In I80K
our ladies moved into their new qusrters, and by the
spring of 1899 the girls' dormitories, class rovms, widows'
quarters, siok room, granary, out-houses and compound
wall, oto., wers all completed.

Theological Beminary at Samulcolta.—The women's
work in the seminary began with the support of one
student in 1881. In-1882 a grant of 8700 was made.
After Miss Hatoh became one of the staff of teachers the
interest inoreased so much that for a time, with the
excaption of the salary of the principal, the work was
almost or wholly-supported by the Women's Board. Of
late yoars, because of other work undertaken, and a
falling off in the regular income of the Booiety, the
uppropriations of the Women's Board to this object have
neoesaarily been reduced.

Village Schools.—These aro an important part of the
work and are to be found to a greater or less extent in

“every field. Here ohildren, especially the children of

the native Christians, are taught reading, writing and
arithmetio, together with Bible truths, Those who
show a special aptitude for learning are advauced from
the village school to the boarding echool or seminary,
and there prepared for service in the mission.

Beveral of these schools are now svlf-sustaining.

Timpany Memorial School,—This is & -school for
Burasian children, and is the only Protestant boarding
school for English-speaking ohildren betwoen Madras
and Caloutta. It was opened by Mr. Timpany in 1883,
and is ohiefl ined by the missionaries. During Mr.
Timpany's life the school was held in the church.
Afterward a comfortable bungalow waa purchased by the
missionaries and their friends. To this achool pupils
come from all parta of India and Burmah. Last year
they numbered 48. BO{ls are admitted only to the day
school. The ob&iect of the school is to give a sound moral
and dntellect educati Bible 1 are daily
taught. Every year many are converted, indeed, fow of
those taught go away without showing that they have
received a change of heart.

For the past year or two it bas been the privilege of
the Women's Board to support Miss Folsom, the devoted
and greatly loved principal of the school.

Zenana Work in Cocanarda.—The first zenana visited
by Miss Frith was the house of her muashi (in this viait
she was accompanied by Mary Timpany). Soon the
work crowded upon her. In I887, n}l:e was compelled,
on account of illnees, to return to Oanada, and in 1884
sent in her resignation, which the Board very sorrow
fully accepted. <

In 1887 Miss Hatoh was appointed in oharge ; and in
addition to Miss Gibson, Mga. De Beaux and Miss P.
Beggs were placod on the stafl of visitors. On Miss
Hatch's removal to take the position of Bible teacher at
Samulcotta Beminary (1880), Miss Simpson was plsced
in ohatge, her training as a teacher, as well as a nurse,
specially qualifying her for the position.

Bible- Women.—In the early years of the work few, if
any, of the Bible-women could read. They wont farth
with their minds stored with l&mgeu from God's word,
whioch they had memorized. Many of these women are
still employed, and their work has been owned of God.
Of the thirty now in the service of the Mission o goodly
number have been oducated at the Cocanads Girl's
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Bohool and thua fitted for enlarged service. Each lady
missionary has her stafl of Bible-women, aud on those
fields where as yot there ia no single lady missionary the
work for women is carried on by Bible-women, who go
from village to village and from house to house teaching
about the only living and true God.

Book and Tract Work.—For many years the women
had the privi]o%‘e of supporting ! this important work, by
means of whioh the measage of salvation is conveyed
to many s one who otherwise could not hear ic. In 1808,
on sccount of the neod of retrenchment, the women
were obliged to lesve this work to the General Bociety.
In 1898, 6,081 books and tracts were sold.

MIRSJONARIES,

This Bociety has been singularly blessed in the mis-
sionaries it has sent out.

Miss M, J. Frith, of West Wianchester, was the firat
missionary. Her work has already been desoribed. She
went out in 1882 and returned in 1887.

1886, —Miss 8. I. Halch, of Woodstock, was accepted
by the Board as a teacher. In 1887, she was appointed
in charge of the Zeuana work in Cocanada, begun and
o successfully carried on by Miss Frith. 1889 to 1893
she taught the Bible in Samulcotts S8eminary. In the
spring of 1804 she was obliged to return to Qanada for a
rost, but again went to Indis in November, 1896. From
that time she has been in charge of the women's work at
Ramachandrapuram and has been wonderfully blessud in
the conversion of Mala women, as well as high caste
women. To her, wall-enclosed houses have opened.
She has established a school for Bible-women ; a prepar-
atory Bible schoul for widows; and a sclicol for caste

irls, known as the *‘Cockshut Girl's School.” Her
goat **Elizaboth,” the gift of one lady, has beon of great
sorvice in her touring. Of late, Mins Hatch's interest
has beon particularly directed to the many lepers scat-
tered throughout the Mission, and for whom there is no
hospital on all the east coast of India from Madras to
Caloutta. Miss Hatch has secured some land and is
rropnring to build a small hospital for the benefit of the
Bperﬂ-

1887. Miss Isabella Alexander was selected from a
number of applicants and appointed missionary, specially
to do zenana work in Cocanada. 8oon after her arrival
sho was married to the Rev. D. H. Drake, of Madras,
and thus lost to the Canadian Mission, but uot to the
Tolugus, with whom she labored faithfully for four yoars.
The A. M. B. U, generously refunded all that had been
sxponded in placiag her on the field. Miss Alexander
was very dear to many in Capada, She died of cholera
in Madras on Monday the 21st of September, 1891

1888. —Three new missionaries were n%pointed and
rent to India this year: Miss Agnes E. Baskerville, of
Dundas ; Miss Fanny M. Stovel, of Mount Forest, und
Miss Sara A. Simpson, of Paris. They sailed for Mon-
treal August 30th, and arrived in Cocanada on October
26th. .

Miss Baskerville had been a tencher in Dundas for
seven years. In 1880 she waa apEoinwd in charge of
the Oocanada Girls' School, a work for which she was
poculiarly fitted, as has been proved by the growth of
the school both in numbers and efficiency. In addi-
tion to ‘* mothering ” all the girls (and boys too) placed
under her care, ehe has found time to vimt in the town

eat benefit. In-1889 she was appointed fo the Akidn

old and therg began work among women in which she
has been so gl?eutly blessod. Doors soon.opened to her
in a wonderful manner, forty-three houses of every
cakte, on every strest, admitting her during her first year
in Akidu. Very soon she started a %ible class for
Christian women, children's = meetings and Sunday
achools in Akidu, and the surrounding villages—indeed
almost every part of the Akidu field has been visited by
hor. Thestation being thirty-five miles from the nearest
physician, Miss Stovel and Mra. Craig have bad to do
much medical work. In 1800 they sent home an urgent
request for a medical lady. Iu 1892 Mins Stovel was so
worn out that her return to Canada for a rest was
thought necessary, but she refused to leave her work
until another lady was ready to take it up. In 1894 her
heart was gladdened by the gift of a boat ** The Glad
Tidings.” In this she lives, and in it she carries the
measage of salvation to many a village that otherwise she
could not reach. In almost every village Miss Stovel
is eagerly welcomed and has bhad the joy of leading muny
of the womon to & saving knowledge of the Lorg Jesus
Christ. About two years ago the very happy thounght
came to Mias St.ove{ of having portions_uf scripture
bound in bright colors, red, green, yellow, etc., so
making them attractive to the natives. The plan has
been moat successful. The portions are eagerly bought
and diligently read.

Miss Simpson had before going to India acquired
much valuable experience as matron of the Lakeside
Home for Bick Children in Toronto. In 1889, she was
appointed to the charge of Zenana work in Cocanada.
In 1890 she opened a Sunday School for caste girls and
one for caste boys, other Sunday Schools, one by the
road-side, have been carried on by her. Every year
there has beon an increseed number of houses opened to
the zenana visitors, and a greater readiness on the part
of the women to listen to the story of salvation. Many
aro undoubtedly trusting in Jesus. Through her know-
ledge of medicine, Miss Simpson has gained access to a
number of Brabmin houses, as well as to others. In
1898 the patients treated by her numbered 957. Her
caste girls’ schools are both largely attended, many of
the girls are believers in the Lord .Jesus Christ and are
by example and precept seeking to win others to Him.
In the spring of 1897, %‘Iiu Simpson came to Canada for
a season of rest. B8he returned to Indis in 1898. eailing
from New York November bth, reaching Cgeanada on
the 19th of Decomber. Miss Simpson at once resumed
her work which had been faithfully carried op during her
absence by Miss A. C. Murray, a missionary of the
Women's Board of Eastern Ontario and Quebec. .

1889.—The next lady sent out was Miss Martha
Rogers, of Toronto. Being blessed with a small private
income which she devoted to the work, the Board was
On the 8th of
Ootober, 1889, she sailed from New York. In 1881, she
was able to do considerable mission work in Cocanada,
and had two schools in the town, and one in the mala-
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pilley. 1In 1892, Miss Rogers was designated to the Tuni
field where, in zenana visiting, Sunday schools, work
among Christian women, teaching the Word to women
and children, and touring, she learned indeed what it is
to “‘spend and be spent " in the service of her Lord and
Maater.,

In 1895, she was seized while on tour with jungle
fever, and as she was completely worn out it took such
an alarming hold of her that as soun as she was sufficiently
recovered to travel the missionaries insisted on her
return to Oanada. Miss Rogers reached Toronto on the
20th of June. QGladly would she have returued to her
loved work in Indis but her Maater had other plana for

- - An Buperintendent of the Young Women’s Christian
Assooiation, in Toronto, Miss Rogers now filla a position
for whioh she has remarkable qualifications.

1898, The Women's Board «f Manitoba and the
North-West undertook to pay the salary of Miss Eilen
Priest, of Taronte, as their missionary, on the condition
that the Ontario Board pay her passage to India, and
support her work there. This the Ontario Board gladly
agreed to do. DMiss Priest, with other missionaries of
the General Board, sailed from Bostun on the 30th of
September. In 1896, she was appointed to the worlﬁ:
the Tuni field—which had been so well begun by M
Rogers—and has faithfully carried it on. ,In 1897, op
the Manitoba and North-West Sooieties assuming the
entire support of Mr. and Mra. J. E. Davis, Miss Priest
became the missionary of the Ontario Board.

1894 saw another lady missionary on her way to India.
Miss Lottie MacLeod, of London, a teacher, offered her-
solf and 8400 to the work of Foreign Missions. At that

and every effort put forth to seaure her; but up to the
present time the right one has not been available.

In 1895, Mias Pearl Smith, M.D., went to India as
the missionary of the General Board. The Women's
Board had the privilege of providing her outfit and pas-
sage to India.

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JOSEPH RABINOWITZ, OF KISCHINEW, RUSSIA.*

BY REV. HAMUELﬁLKLNBON.

One more faithful witness gone from earth to be for-
ever with the Lord. Nao greater loas than this could
have befallen the Jewish mission, for there scema no one
to fake his place in East Europa. Joseph Rabinowitz
passed awsy peacefully on May 17, at one o'olock in the
morning.

The name of Rabinowitz was perhaps especially widely
known smong Jews in Russia, for his position and testi-
mony were unique. He was brought up in Kischinew,
adopted the profession of law, and became a man of
eminence nud commsnding influence smong his own
community as a scholar, s philanthropist, and a lover of
his nation. He became also a remarkable Hebraist and
s painstaking student of the Scriptares, and of Jewish
literature. @ seamed to live in the soul of the Hebrew
language, He interested himself in sl matters affecting
the well-being of his own community, was instrumental
in founding jewish schools in his city, and was beyond
reproach among his Bebrew brethren as a noble and
respocted member of the Synagogue. During the time
of the perssoution of the Jews in South Russia in 1882,
Rabinowitz became the zealous sdvocate with his com.
patriots of the repopulation of the Holy Land. In
order to discover ways and means for this he set out
himself for Palestine, and from the time of his return
there commenced a complete revolution of his religious
convictions. Before starting on his journey he equip-
ped himself with s number of booka, among which was
a copy of the New Testament. ~While walking about
Zion aund gazing upon its historic sites, he carried this
treasure in his pocket unopened. Going one day to
the brow of the Mount of Olives, he sat down on that
sacred hill and began to contemplate tho city as it lay
st his feet. Then came this train of reflection and

uestioning : ** Why this long desolation of the oity of
?)avid? y this scattering of my people to the ends
of tho earth? Why theso fresh persecutions breaking
forth against m Eeopla in almost every country of
Kurope 1" Whif{x o pondered over these sad quostions
he gazed toward the regutcd Calvary, where that Holy
Prophet of his nation had been orpcified. As he did
4o his eyes were opened. He looked upon Him Whom
his nation had pierced. In a flash the truth entered
his heart : ‘“Wo have rejected our Messish ! hence
aur long casting off and dispersion by Jehovah!” He
believed ; he cried out to Jesus, ‘* My Lord and my
God 1" and, almost as suddenly as Baul of Tarsus,
Josoph Rabinowitz, from being a Hebrew of the He-
brews, had become an Israelite of the New Covensant,
a disciple to Jesus of Nazareth. He took out his New
'I‘cmmmmth a guide-book in a sense undreamt of, and
road the first pamsage that fell undor his eye: *‘Iam
the vine, ye are the branches....without Me yo can
do wothing. *'1 saw in the twinkling of an eye,”
said he, ‘‘that vur Jewish bankers, with their millions
of gold, can do nothing f~r us ; our scholars and atates-
meu, with all their wisdom, can do nothing for us; our
colonization societies, with all their influence and capi-
tal, can do nothing for us; our only hope is in our
brothef Jesus, whom we oruocified, and whom God

raisod up and set at His own right hand. Without Him
we can do nothing.”

Thus he becams converted to Christ. And his con-
version was romarkable, firat of all, that it was not pro-
duced by the influence of any Christian missionaries,
but by force of circumstances and of the Holy Spirit
on the written Word. Second, that it was that of a
man of note and influence, and of undoubted honesty,
who transferred all that influence at once to the cause
of his newly found Lord, making his watchword, * QOur
Brother Jesus.” His testimony of faith was made
openly, and, as one would expect, became the signal for
persecution from every quarter. The Jewish Ereu en-
erally anathematized him ; they of his own household
became his foes. But he joyfully and boldly main-
tained his testimony, preaching with much power and
eloquonoe, till little by little the enmity was softened,
and one after another of his own family joined him in
confession of Ohrist. In 1885 he was baptized by Pro-
fessor Meode, of Andover, Massachusetts, resident in
Berlin, It was arranged that he should be held free
from all official connection with any organization, that
his testimony might be the more powerful and accept-
able to his brethren in Russia, .

The work of Mr. Rabinowilz in Kischinew may not
be striking in itself, but it has been much further resch-
ing than the limits of Somerville Hall, his presching
chapel. The name and the testimony of Rabinowitz
are well known among the Jewg in' Russia, fresh faces
are to be seen in the Hall every Sabbath, and the

rinted sermonsa and tracts arve widely circulated. The
ast booklet by Mr. Rabinowitz is entitled ** Jesus of
Nazareth, the King of the Jews.” )

Spiritually and mentally Rabinowitz was a remarkable
man. His love to the Lord was intense. *‘To us,” he
said ot table, **Jesus Ohrist is a reality. He is nota
creed, a form, a religion. He is our Kiug, our all. We
must not live or work for men, we must seek only to
please Him.” He dwelt much in conversation upon the
paasage, ‘‘that through patience and comfurt in the
Boriptures we might have hope.” *' To have patience
in our life in the world,” he eaid, ‘* we must darive our
comfort from the Scriptures, and both working together
give us hope.” His great power of apt illustration
reminds one of Spurgeon. Rabinowitz's illustration of
the lost wheel to the carrisge, which was sought for in
front, not behind, setting forth how the Jewish nation
is seeking for a Messiah still to coms, instead of going
baok to Him who has come, and the loss of whom hag
caused them such a painful history, is well known.
Another equally forceful picture of the Jewish nation’s
suffering is that of the internally wounded man. The
doctor passes his band over the body, he presses the
arm, the chesat, but the patient makes no complaint, till
at last he touches a apot which makes the sicl\i man cry
with pain.” ‘‘1 speak to my people,” says Rabinowitz,
‘“of their fanatic adhesion to the Talmud. I show them
their love of mammon and the world ; they raise no
abjection, they agree these things are so ; but when I
mention the name of Jesus Christ, lo, they shrink with
horror. There—there, imtheir rejection of Him—is the
cause of Israel's pain.”— Missionary Kevier.

COCANADA.

Dear Mrs. Ayer,—1 thought it about time to glve 8
little account of my school work.

Miss Simpson’s réturn to India in December, '88, left
me free to take oharge of the Girl's Boarding 8chool in
January, and thua enable Miss Baskerville to devote to
building the time previous to her departure for Canada.

During those first months, Miss Baskerville rendered

me great assistance in mantering the mauy details of the
work. I consider it & great privilege to have had her to
consult with,

As T approached this work, it seemed like a great
mountain whish almost hid God from my vision. Bince,
a8 God bas granted me visions of Himeelf and what he
waits to become to the svul that .trusts Him, the moun-
tain has receded and diminished considerably in size.

My desire is that God may so completely fill my hori-
zon that the mountain may indeed ‘‘become a plain.”
* Who art thou, oh great mountain before Zerubbabel 1
thou shalt become a plain.”

Thus far I have had real joy in the work. The class-
rooms, B0 conveniently arranged, av airy and pleasant,
are in themselves an inspiration, and prove that in their
planning and erection the architect was given ‘‘ wisdom
from above.”

The orderly conduot of the children during school
hours has given me pleasure. It ia not so much open
rebellion and rudeness on the part of the children that
causes the missionary’s heart to ache, as the crooked-
nesses in their characters that bring one to one's knees
before the One who has promised to give the ‘' new
heart.” However, there are characters in the achool
which give one great faith in the power and presence of
the Spirit to remove the crookedness.

Chenna Cassie (or Beziah) who now occupies the posi-
tion of Second Assistant, is one of these. She hasgrown
up in and etill resides in the school quarters, and by her
consistent lifo exerocises a groat influence over the girls,
Already she has become quite as indispensable to me as
she was to Miss Baskerville, and I sincerely hope no one
will fall in love with her and carry her off before Miss
Baskerville's return, at least.

There are at present 74 bosrders in the school. Of
these, six are from Akidu Boarding BSchool. They are
preparing for the primary examination in November, and
are supported for the time they spend here by funds from
Akidu,

The reduction by 18 per cent. of the appropriation
for the school work for the year ending June, 1900, has
béen met by laying upon the parents of the girls more

of the burden of their support. In Conference it wax
deoided that after January lst, 1800, the polioy of the
Mission be not to provide olothing in any of the Board
ing Bchools. It was also decided that no travelling ex
ponses be paid on behalf of girls in the Boarding 8chool.
If it result in the parents asauming more of the burden
which is theirs by right, the ‘‘cut’ will prove a bleas.
ing in disguiso.

Along about
7 p.m., three men came down to the boat, ** We huve
had cur meal " they said, **and we are all gathered in
the strest waiting to hear your words, will you not
come "'

It reminded me of Cornelius message to Peter, and
perhapa I ought to have gone, but I was very, very tired,
and learning that only the men folk were gathered, I
sent cook (an earnest Christian man) and two Christian
boatmen, and they were with those men until 11 o’clock.
Without doubt God's Spirit is working on these islands
and we praise Him, and pray for a mighty manifestation
of His power to save,

Zenana Workers.—Miss Gibson and Miss Beggs send
interesting half yearly reports of their work which is
steadily inoreasing. A considerable number of new
houses have been added to those formerly visited and
some of those who a few years ago were afraid to have
our workers enter their houses are now begging them to
come and teach them. A general willingness to hear the
word on the part of the women of the town is an encour-
aging feature of this work.

Miss Gibson tells an interesting case of an old woman
whorm she visits, who has been s widow for a longer time
than she can remember and has no one to take care of
her. Bhe is so poor that she only lights a fire to cook
her food once in two days in order to save fuel, but has
received the message of salvation and is so happy that
she is quite s wonder to her neighbors who, knowing her
ciroumatances, think that she has no reason to be so.
8he says to them, *For spite of all my poverty I am
riocher than you because I have Jesus Christ, God's Son
aa my helpor.” She is trying to learn to sing the gospel
hymns and tells of what the Baviour has done for and in
her. Several women are very much impressed with the
truth, but are still hesitating not having the strength of
will to come out op;ﬁiy.

The pupils in the Zenanas are getting on nicely in
English and their own language and there is a deep
interest irr the Bible.

The Testaments given to the girls in sohool as prizes
from time to time are doing a silent work for God in
their homes, for in one of the newest houses visited, the
young men were found to be much influenced by the
talk, and they eaid that they had been reading the
Testaments given to their little gir! wives. The girls
themselves, who have learned to read and own a Bible,
read it to their parents and neighbors and sing the
Gospel hymns. Thus these houses are made easily
accoasible to the workers in the Zenanas.

Samudcotta Seminary.—Mr, J. R. Stillwell, Principal
of this Institution, became serioualy ill at the ond of
November. Mr. Craig, who took charge of the Semi-
nary, writes that rich blessings have followed thq/iork.

Miss Murray :—In December last a letter came to
your Board from the Rev. B. C. Priest, Secretary of
Conference in India, stating that after earnest prayer,
it had been recommended that as Miss Murray would be
released from her work in the Zenanas by the return of
Miss Simpson, that she be appointed to take Miss
Baskerville's position as Principal of the Girls' Boarding
School in Cocanada during her furlough. As your Board
had already written concurring in any change which
might be necessary for the advancement of the work,
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Miss Murray entered upon her new field of labour the
first of the year.

As this school is supported by the Woman's Society of
Ontaric West, we recsive ne report.

You will, no doubt, be pleased to learn that our mis-
sionary has boen blessed with good health and that she
has been spending a holiday at Conoor, smong the hills,
and from her last letter we gather that she was enjoying
the change to its full.

Mies Murray was very much interested in the Semwi-
Jubilee Anniversary of the foundiug of our Mission, held
in Oocanada in February, and especially noted the no

- unimportant part whioh the Christian women took at
these meotings, not by what they said, but by helplng in
many ways to make the gathering a success.

From our miesionaries comes the appeal, urging upon
us the necessity for more workers. Reports come of
open doors on every hand, and our heathen sisters and
brethren willing and anxious to be taught the way of
Life, and the means employed totally inadequate to the
needs.

The call of Christ comes to women who have not the
happy Martha calls to home duty and that call is urgent.
To some it might be easy to provide funds for one to go
in their stead, but He who sits over the tressury
measures our gifts by other standards than ours and it is
well if He shall eay ‘' She hath done what she could.”

Qur ‘own interest in the work of missions will be

THE MISSION 8PIRIT.

This is the age of missions. The Christian nations
have bean roused on this subject as they have never been
before. From the pul it, from mission soocieties, and
from mission bands is ringing forth in tones that must be
heard the commaund of Christ, ‘*Go teach all nations.’
And everywhere, from the iocy mountains of Greenland
to the torrid plains of Asia and Africa, has been unfurled
the blood-stained banner of King Jesus. This animat
ing, propelling power which moves Christian men and
women to eangothe kingdom of their Lord and Saviour
Josus Christ wo call the mission apirit.
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Thia epirit is absolutely necessary to the performance
of sucoessful mission work. True, men have labored for
tiod with no higher motive than that of duty. Butduty
alone is a cold thing, without suflicient forco to reach the
hearta of men, and besides, being satisfied with a certain
amount of labor done, soon ceases from activity. But
the true mission epirit, carrying with it something higher
than duty, that of 8 fervent undying love for God, and
{ur those it is reaching out hands to save, is the strongest
forco known in heaven or on earth, to propel toceaseless
activity and to unlook the hearta of men.

The mission spirit is also necessary because it carries
with it an overcoming and upaltering faith, When we
think of the vastness of the work to ge sccomplished, of
the comparatively small amount of this work alrendy
done, and of the limited means at our command, wo
would give up in despair if it were not for the mission
spirit that inspires our failing courage by strengthoning
our faith in the promises of God's word. The true mis-
sion spirit is then, if we may bo allowed to invert a
Scripture text, love which works by faith,

And since this spirit is so necessary to the accomplish-
ment of the work we are seeking to advance, it seoms
very important to ask ourselves the question whether or
not we are in possession of it. If we are the children of
God then wo must have this spirit to some extent at
lcast, for without faith and love no mean can know God.
But is this apirit latent in us or is it in activity? Ja it
shut up withiu our hearts aa a light under a bushel or is
it shintng:forth to light the p&\tg of those who walk in
darkness. If the former be our condition then what we
neod is 8 closer view of the cross. We need to stand so
near that oross that we shall get a fresh glimpse of the
heart of the compassionate Jesus as He thero pours out
Hir life’s blood for you and me. And we need ta con-
tinue to stand by that oross until the warmth of the
Saviour's love has by induction so heated our own hearts
a8 to burn out every vestigo of self, and cause us to
resch out, even as the Chriat, hauds of help to the perish-
ing around us.

Aund from thst oross we may have not only our love
intensified but also our faith revived, for in that Divine
Sufferer we seo the accomplishment of a schéme for the
salvation of man, not of human origin, but of divine.
And even though Ho has chosen such n weak vessel as
man to help spresd this salvation abroad, yet in view of
that cross we would not, even if we dared, attempt to
limit the power of the etarnal God. From these heart-
ﬁnncos then at the uuﬁorinﬁ Ohrist we not only induoct

is love, but also strengthen our faith, and so fully
oquipped with the mission spirit we enter ints service.

But somo one may ask, *‘ What can I aeccomplish 1
Kven though I should be filled with the true spirit of
missions I am 8o hawpered by circumstances that I can-
not enforce its promptings even though I would. Iam
not able to go out to India as a missionary, I have no
tulent oither to speak or write on the subject of missions,
[ have not even influence onon&h to interest others in
tho work, aund so whatcanIdo 1" Dear friend, if you are
in possession of this epirit you are in possession of a force
that must make itself felt. A star is a very insignificant
thing so far as it goes to light up the night, and yet as-
tronomers tell us that it exerts an influence upon all other
stars sufficient that if in some way it were blotted out of
oxistence its absence would alter the course of a universe
of stars. 8o let no Christian, however weak and insuf-
ticiont he may feel, doubt for ons momont bis powor to
sorve if fillod with the true mission spirit. Every

Christian in 8 part of God’a great plan for the world's
redemption, and to every Obristian there is given not
only sgﬂity but also opportunity to serve. 8o then let
none who may be in possossion of the mission apirit
despair, but heartily obey its promptings by cheerfully
riving their gifts, and performing their service, and
though their names may not be found on the list of those
who gave great gifts or performed great service, yet they
may be found among the names of those of whom the.
Maater can truthfully say, *They have done what they
could.” Even if the light that we hold seems to cast
but one feeble ray across the great dark world of sin, let
us remember that if we allow that light to become dim,
we not only discourage othors who are trying to hold
their lights faithfully, but also some soul whom the
Master has committed to our trust, may through the
dimness of our light be loat in the darkness forever.
Lot us not then hinder the work of our Maater by fail-
ing to do the part assigned us, but let us each do our
part lovingly and faithfully, remembering that there is a
oy in servioe to be found nowhere elsa. Much is said
of the joy of heaven, but heaven's joy has its beginning
on earth and ot no time is the Christian more fully in
possession of that joy than wben he is actively engaged
in the servico of his Maater.

And not only dves such service bring us joy, but it
also wonderfully smooths life's rugged path and lightens
lifé’s weary burdens. A mother and her child, who had
been shopping together, were returning home. The day
was hot and the road long. For a while the child
trudged along in patient silence, but at last, heated and
tired, he plaintively cried, ** Oh Mamma, I am 8o tired.”
A happy thought struck the wother. Taking from her
srms one of the parcels and placing it in the child’s
hand, she said, ‘' Mamma's arms ache from ‘carrying
these heavy parcels, will her little boy help carry them
home?"

Holp Mamma, just the same sa though he were a
msan ! His little heart thrilled with pride at the thought,
and grasping the parcel tightly, in the joy of service he
forgot his own weariness, and ere long was at home.
And zo0 it is with us. For our joy at being permitted to
share the service of our ** Elder gmther," we forget our
own troubles, and soon far down the road of time we
enter the golden gate and are at-home.

But obedience to the promptings of the mission apirit
oot only brings us joy in this life, but it also wonder-
fully fits us to participate in the joy of the life to come.
To enjoy the full bliss of heaven there must be capacity
for enjoyment. We must be like our Master if we
would enjoy what He enjoys. And in no way can we
become more quickly tranaformed into His likeness than
by heartily engaging in His own glorious mission of
saving souls. No effort put forth by us in this direction
is ever lost, even though woa do not see direct results.
We throw a pebble into the still waters and watch the
circles recede one after the other till loat to our view.
Even eo cach act of loving service to extend the Kingdom
of Christ sets in motion other acts, till they broaden out
beyond the sea of time into the vast ocean of eternity.
** The avalanche loud to the valley descends, but no one
can toll where a Christ-like act ends.” Beside this,
every act of consecrated service has its reflex action upon
ourselves. *‘ E'an if our labour enrich not the heart of
another, ita waters returning back to the springs like the
rain, shall fill them full of refreshment. That which the
fountain sends forth, returns again to the fountain.”
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Let us hhan, Christian fnendu. seek Lo possess more oi
the true miasion spirit, by oomm% in closer touch with
the loving heart of the blessed Christ, and taking each
day of life as a gift from Him, let us live it not unto
self, but unto God, and thus filling our lives with Christ-
like deeds. which tell not only for time but for eternity,

Vuyyuru,

Leader.—1 suppose that when some of you see this

pame written you think, How can I posaibly pronounce’

it 1 Like a good many othert hings it looks harder than it
is. The u in Telugu is pronounced like oo, aud one of the
y'ain this name is for ornament, for if it wore written as
it is prounced, it would be Voo -you-roo. Now we must
find out where this place is.” Will some one tel] how to
get toit?

Ans.—It is the most southerly station in our Telugu
Mission, about 120 miles south-west from Cocanada. To
reach it from Cocanada we would bave to get on the eaat
coast railway and travel on it to about 19 miles from
Vuyyuru, then drivé the rest of the way on & good Gov-
ernment road which pssses the Mission compound.
Vuyyuru is a purely heathen village with a population of
3000, there are no- Eurasians or Europeans. All around
the couutry is flat and covered with great rice fields.

Leader.— As we know there must be water near to grow
rice, where do they get it 7

Ans.—A small river flowa parallel to the Government
road called the Pallera. From this the water is turned
into the fields when it is needed. ~ " -

Leader. —1t is rather curious how this station came to
be formed. One day, about fifteen years ago, Mr. Craig,
who you know had charge of Akidu for so many years,
was in Ongole visiting the Americun missionary, Mr.
Olough. Some people came in and said they had walked
s loug way from the north and wanted to be baptized,
‘“ Where did you come from ” Mr. Olough asked, and
when they said ** north of the Kistna river” Mr. Clough
turned to Mr. Oraig and said, ** they belong to your field,
you had better examine and baptize them,” When Mr.
Craig did, this is what he found. These people lived in
a_place called Bodagunta which had been famous as a
nest of robbers. In this village some years before, a fow
Christian rico merchants from Ongole had settled, and
they began to teach the people in a simple way about

 of the work among the women.
how brave and oheerful Mrs. Brown was, who though

the Lord Jesus Obrist, Asaresult s number had believed
and thoy had walked all the way to Ongole to bo baptized.
Mr. Oraig baptized them and when he got home to Akidu,
he started out to find Bodagunta. After much searching
he found the new converts, and sent a native preacher t.,
take charge of them, and teach them more about God and
what ho wanta us to do. As Bodagunta was over fifty
miles from Akidu, Mr. Craig could only go there about
onoe a year, he had 80 many other villages to visit. As
more and more in that distriot began to believe on Jesus
Clirist, and other native teachers were sent there, it was
deoided to sgnd a Oanadian missionary to look after that
part of the country, and Mr. Brown was appointed to
teke charge. The village of Vuyyuru was chosen as the
beat place for the miasionary to live in. When did Mr.
and Mrs. Brown go there ?

Ans.—In 1801 a piece of land 24 acres, was purchased,
and af firat they lived in a palmyra leaf roof shed. The
next year a bungalow was built, and other buildings have
been added ; so that now there are on the compound
beside the mission house, preacher's house, chapel, cook
house, stable and boys’ dormitories. Part of the com-
pound is enoclosed in a brick wall, this was put up after s
fow years. ‘‘ Before that there was nothing to prevent

cattle and buffaloes roaming over the premises at thoir

own sweet will. Oae great eaored (7) bull of somewhat
ocultivated tastes, perhaps, considered among the nativea
as the incarnation of some great Brahmin, one afternoon
took up ita abode in Mrs. Brown's bedroom.”

Leader.—You notice that there are Boya’ dormitories
which means that there is a Boys' Boarding 8chool here.
How long did Mr. Brown work here 1

Ans.—From 1891 to 1897. Before he went to that
part of the Telugu country four small churches had been
formed, and God greatly blessed Mr. Brown's efforts in
preaching the gospel. He was fortunate in having
devoted Telugu preachers and teachers to help bim and
the number of converts increase each year In 1897 he
returned to Canada for a rest.

Leader.—As most of you know Mr. Brown has decided
to remain in Canada and be our Becretary snd serve the
Telugus by trying to get people here to give themaelves
and their money for the salvation of that people. Who
olse worked at Voyyuru with Mr. and Mrs. Brown ?

Ans.—1In 1805 Miss Murray went there to take charge
8he often spoke of

suffering constantly from ill health, was such a help to
ber husband. Miss Murray was very useful and happy
hero until she was needed at Cocanada to-take charge of
Miss Bimpsou’s work, while she was in Canada.

Reading of extract about Pakeremma "—
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PARKEREMMA,

Pakoremma is the nameo of & Christian woman on the
Vuyyura field, whose atory is well worth telling. 8he lived
fo the village of Kanamuyru, situated about four miles from
Vuyyaca, and bolonged to the Madega, or lesther-worker,
caate. Kanamuru haws a rg[pntntlon, or and wide, as o
rough and lawless village. The people at the village-proper
belong to tho Kamma casto, one of the wealthiest and
proudest of Hindu castes. The Mudega hamlet was situsted
unot far from the village, and was famous for filth, thieving,
and dronkenneas,

Amld sach surroundings as these Pakeremnma lived for
many years. Ter husband was o lnzy shiftless follow, with
only o modioum of intelligence, yet ho folt it his duty, like
all Hindu huebands, to lord it over his better half. She had
to work for het own living, and, day by day, might be found
working in the fields like a man, Moreover, like the woman

who bathed Jeans' feet with her tears, sho was a ** sinner "

snd bore an unsavory roputation,

An old converted Hindu priest named K. Samuel aund I
used to visit Kanamuru to preach the Gospel. . Among the
motley orowd of degraded men and women that used to come
to hear the Gospol was Pakeremms. Being naturally some-
what iutelligont, she nsed to listen with n great deal of
intereat to the truth. As in the case of Lydia (Acts xvi 14)
the Lord openod Pakeremma's heart so that she received the
Word of God and was converted—tho first real convert in
that bard vitlage. She came onut all alone, applied for
haptism, and was received into the church. This on the
part of & woman whose busband, relatives, neighbors, and
villagers werv all heathen and bitterly opposed to tho
ontranco of the Gospel Into that village, was an act of grest
morolgfcourage and faith. With what fear and trembling
she must have gono home that night after her baptism, to
face perscoution and scorn for the name of Jesua! Bat God
was with her. Bhe grew bold and began to testify for Christ
to her husband and peighbors. God used her testimony to
the awakening of several, and s nnmber of new converts
were baptized. Then she conceived a great desire to learn
to road, Some one taught her the alphabet, and in a fow
months she could read the New Testament quite well, and
heart. Sho dearly prized her New
Testament sad hymn-book, and it is troly wonderful how
muoch of the Soripturea she committed to memory.

Whilo she was thus ongaged in winning souls to Christ,
the devil stirred up many enomies against her. He put it
into the heart of one man to poison her. This man gota
native doctor to prepare a poisoned rice cake which he »uc-
ceeded in getting a woman, an encmy of Pakeremma’s, to
haod to her. Bhe ate somo of it and wana poisoped. By
God's grace she vomited up the the poison nnsoher life was
saved, though sho was quite ill for somo doys The threo
partics to this crime wero apprehended and epent some
months in gaol as a reward of thelr deed. After Pakeremma
recovered sho began agsin, undaunted, to bear testimon
for Christ and win souls to Him. Some time before 1 left
India I visited Kaoamurn, and, to my delight, I found that
she had twelve or fifteen people under instruction for
baptism, some of them her formner bitterest enemies, and
among them tAe very man that poisoned her. This is sn
examplo of the conquorInF grace of God, in India. Paker-
emma, from o once worthless woman of doubtleas reputation
has been go transformed that she commands the respect of
heathen and Christian alike, and hus been tha messenger of
life to soores of her fellow-country-men and women. May
the readers of thia little sketch remember hor and her testi-
mony for Christ in that great, hard heathoen village, in their
prayers, and may the Lord speedily raise up many moro
suoh women to bear witnesa for Chriat in India.

Leader. ~Who has oharge of the Vuyyuru field now 1
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Ans.—Mr. H. Btillwell. This brother went out with
Mr. Oraig when he returned to India after Mr. Tim-
pany's death, and has been the Primcipal of our Bamul-
cotta Beminary for 8 numbor of years. Mr. H. Stillwell
is married to a daughter of Mr. Timpany, and the lady
who has charge of the women's work now at Vuyyuru is
her cousin, Mias Kate MoLaurin, a daughter of our firat
missionsry at Cocanada. Since Mr. Browa left, Mr.
Btillwell has had the plessure of forming two new
churches—one with a membership of 103 and anather
with a membership of about 100. In the six churches
in the field there are 1032 members.

Leader.—It is most encouraging to know that over
two thirds of the preschers and teachers have intelli-
gontly and willingly decided to give one-tenth of all
their incoms, from whatever source, unto the Lord.
Are we all doing that? Now I am going to ask four
different ones to tell us a little about the uative preach-
era who are over the churches. The names will be sep-
arated in order to pronounce them easier, and remember
that i is pronounced like e and the a broad.

First. —Bamuel is the preacher of the Vuyyuru church
and is ordained ; ‘‘ he is a rare man full of the spirit of
grace, s wise counsellor and an excellent pastor."

His people ara very poor but some of them are
excellent Chriatisus. ‘* He is a godly, capable, well
educated fellow,” and has several evangelists and teach-
ers to help him. [t is bere that Jane the bible-woman
works.

Third.—Jacob is the ohief preacher in the Bri-ran-ga-
pu-ram church, ‘‘a noble, gentle, unselfish soul. He
is greatly beloved by his people and highly respected by
all.

Fourth.—Kru-pa-nan-dam is the pastor of the Go-lo-
pal-li church. Mr. Brown writes of him: *“ he is an
excollent fellow, one of the most simple and devated
men I ever knew. He is devoted to his people and they
to him. Ho haa been a great help in fighting the rem-
naut of caste feeling among the Christians.”

Leader.—These people were once sinful heathens, but
since they have turned to Jesus Christ aud looked at
Him, He has changed their natures. It is s grand thing
that God has chosen Canadiaus to be the means of turn-
ing these people to Him. When He asks us, Will you
help, we ought to enswer, ** Yes, yes, it is an honor to
do such work.”
