At the recent International meeting
a vote of censure was passed on a
bee-keeper who lived near Brantford for
having disposed of crates of comb Loney
the outside sections’ of which were

good white lioney, while the inner secc-

tions were . inferior, dark, buckwheat
honey, the whole being sold as a prime
articie. Whether or not it was wisdom
on the part of the association to under-
take to regulate the morals ofits mem-
bers, it certainly was not wise to con-
demn a member publicly for a crime
on thic evidence of one side only., It
was Rot only unwise but it was most
unfair, The .member was not present
when the matter was up for {discussion,
and when the votewas passed neitherwas
he as far as we know given any chance
to explain matters, but was coniemned
torthwith on the evidence of the parties
who bought the honey. 1t now~ turns
ot that the honey was sold for “dark”
comb honey and the outside sections
were ‘‘thrown in” all at a reduced price.
We have not heard from the party most
deeply interested but we shall be very
glad to have his version of the cuse.
Our information comes from a gentic-
man tutallydisinterested. A curious part
o the performance is that the parues
who bought the honey did not tell the
p..ce which they paid, which as amat-
ter of fact was sowe cents belowthe mar-
ket price for a bright prime quality of]
comb hoaey.

E continue the report of the pro-
ceedings of the O. B. K, A,, this
week, by first giving the report
of the Directors as read by the

Secretary ; )
v DIRECTORS' REPORT.

The Board of Directors of the Ontario Bee
Keepers Assosiation, beg leave ‘to report as
follows:

Three meetings of the Directors have bzen held
during the year; and one meeting of the Execue
tive committee, to arrange for the supply of
premiums to the members,

At the first meeting, held at Owen Souad, Jan.
oth, 1889, W. Couse was re-elected Sccretary,
and R. McKnight, Treasurer; R. McKaight and
A Picket were appointed delegates to represent
the Association on the Industrial Exhibition
Board. The sum of $300 was appropriated for
distribution amongst affiliated associations, no
society to receive more than $30.00.

On the 20th June, the President, Vice-Presi-
dent, and Becretary met at Guelph to arrangs
for the supply of queens as premiums, and the
tender of R. E. Smith wasaccepted. Thequeens
supplied have given general satisfaction.

The second meeting of the Directors was held
at the city of Brantford Dec. 0, 1859, when
the programme of the present meeting was
arranged and the question of a premium to the
members of 1890 was discussed. ‘At this meeting
a complaint regarding the representative on this
Board from District No\i12 was heard, and, in
view of what was heard,/ resolution was passed
to the effect that no regresentative be reeognized
for that Distriot for th'e hulance ol the tinancial
year. ‘

The third meeting of the Directors was held
at Belleville on the 7th inst, for the putpose of
winding up the business of the pust yeur.

A special general meeting of the Association
was held at Brantford on the sth and oth De-
cember, in coajunction with the [International
American Bee Keepers .\ssociation, at which
time a resolution was passed affiliauing with
the I. A. B. A,

The membership of the past, year (162) was
not as large as that of the year 1858. This
falling off was no doubt due to the fact that the
season of 1883 was an exczedingly unprofitable
one for bee kespers, also becaise the selection
of the premium fcr the members was left too
long in abeyance.

After the President’s address (given
in the€ last 1ssue of the’ JournaL) came
an excellent paper by Mr. F A Gem-
mell, of Stratford, on the

Production of Comb Honey.

In prepuring an article on the production of
comb honey I certainly feel my inability to- do
full justice to thjs interesting part of apicul-
ture, I trust’ therefore you whil overlook auy
apparent attempt on my part at posing as un
authority ou the same ; especially as this essay
is intended for the amateur, rasher than the
expert.

I may as well state right here that much of my '

information has been received from the™perusal
of the various bee periodicals, the attenddnce
at conventions, and from conversation with
friendly bee keepers, all of which is of great
benefit to those engaged in the production of
honey in uny shdpe whatever. I wish, toe,

while on the syibject of conventions to mention
that I never yed attended one, but that I was.

more than repaid in ‘doliars and cents, aside
from the pleasure afforded at meeting other
bee keepors. :

While much depends on the style of hive
used, still too much stress can be laid upon this
point, as more actually depends on the charac-
ter and duration of the honmey flow, the mode
or system cau"\ed on by the operator, and his

1If'little or no in-
crease is degirad the bees ure alt shaken from
the combs of the parent colony ih front of the
new hive, and the brood placed above the queen
excluding honey-board, on other colonies that
have not yet swarmed, and fzst as the
brood hatchés from them they are filled with
honey (for replacing in the breod ehamber
proyer in the event of any bcil’}g short of winter

supplies.
If, however, increase is desired, theold colony

may be left intact, in other words the bees are
nos to be shaken from its combs, but allowed
to remain alongside the new’ oge, its entrance
being turned away at an angle of forty-five
degrees, and gradually moyed ¢lose to the new
ong so that at the seventh or eighth day the
two hives sit side by side. Now at mid-day
tvhen most of the bees are flying the old colony
is removed to a new location in the apiary,
thus depriving it ‘of nearly all the field bees,
which go to replenish the new swarm and at
the same time depopulating the ald one to such
an extent that no farther swarming may be ex-

pected. This latter plan is termed the Heddon
method of preventing after swarms, and has
proved a success with me in every instance

when properly carried out.

Assuming that 1 am correot in my conclusion, .

let me ask what is the ultimate object which
prompts the holding of exhibitions. My idea
of the prime intenuon of ull exhibitions _is that
they shall be educitronal mediums.  Their ob-
ject is to bring.ium houorable competition the
various projuc's an-d manufactures of the coup-

try. so that the «'encru.l public may huave the
opportunity ‘of comparing exhibits, and glezm-
ing information and instruction from their ex-
wmination. It is therclore obvious tha€all-pre-
miums offered,should be on such products or
manufactures us wid tnterest the public whom
they desire to reach, aud it is only by interest-
It

to ofter prize: on such urticles as will briug
forward exhibitors, who will show producfions
that will bring out the people, as.by this the end®
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and object of the directorate is obtained. Let
me say then, that I have endeavored in thc.pre-
paration of the following list, whish is of course
designed to apply to the apiarian department of
the prize list, to place myself in the position
ocoupied by the committee whose duty it is to
propare premium lists that will “draw’ both
exhibitors and public. -

I have attended regularly the various exhibi-
tions throughout Canada, and a few of the best
in the United States, and I have had consider-
able opportunity of noticing the deficiencies in
the premiura hists as they are at present consti-
tuted. Without further ado I, shall present a
list which is, I con}idet. as nearly right in all
the important features as it can well be, taking
into account the varied interests represented :
those of the fair management, the exhibitor,
and the general public. After presenting the
list, I will state shortly, my reasons for any
marked changes I have made. 1 have taken
the lists of a Bumber of fairs and have cnlled
from them all such a schedule as I would recom-
mend, adding a class or two not now included
in any of them:

In many of the classes I have merely chang-
ed the wording to suit my views, from what has
been the general custom. Class II is & new
departare, and is one which I think will meet
meet with general favor. It will bea grand
educator. Next comes the question of hives
and supplies and in this connection I have kept
in view the principles laid down in the opening
paragraphs of my paper, and as & consequence
I have decided that hives and other appliances
of the apiary have s place in these lists that
cannot be overlooked. Such an exhibit will
“draw' the public (and especially those of it
who desire to learn) in a way that an exhibit of
honey alone will never do. More beekeepers
will dttend an exhibition where there is a good
show of supplies than where honey only
is shown, by long odds, this I have seen
practically illustrated. Again all manufactur-
ers of supplies cannot afford to make an exhibit
worthy the name, without some chance of a
small recompense to assist in covering the cost
of freight charges at least. The question may
be asked, **Why do you not place manufactur-
ersof supylies on the same footing as are manu-
fokoturers in other lines? ” I answer that in
the latter case, the manefacturers have the

remembered that I am not opposed to preminms
on honey, as & perusal of the above list willshow
my only desire 18 to present a list
which will be equally beneficial to all, not forgets
ing the exhibition: officials, the general public or
the exhibitors.
