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THE INFLUENCE OF THE BIBLE ON LITERATTURE.

£ In o sermon lately delivered before the Amcrican Board of Commissinners
g for Foreign Missions, from the text--Ez. xIvii. 9—¢° And everything shall
B live whither the river cometh,” Dr. Taylor very justly and forcibly argued
g from the effect of the Bible on English literature, that missionary translator;
of the Scriptures were doing & great work for the literature in foreign
tsmgues which men are to read centuries hence. We make room for an ex-
g tract, exhibiting sime of the incidental results of the woik which the Bible
R Socivtivs are doing.
¢ " Dut lonk, in the third place, at the department of literature, and you will
see how, when the river of the Gospel has lowed into a nation, it has quick-
ened that also into richer growth.  Take here the stores which have been
garmerad up in onr own mother tungue, and when you enmae to look into the
suhject you will e surprised to discaver how much the word of God has had
todo with the charecter and guality of Fnalish literature.  Tp till the time
g wien John Wickliffe sent his ¢ poor priests” up and down England with his
B8 version of partivns of the Seriptures in the vulgar tonsue, there conld not bhe
¢ said to be any Buglish literaiure, and there was hardly any English language.
2 Just at the very time Wicklifle was engaged in his great werk, now precisely
8 tive hundred years ago, Geoffrey Chaucer was writing those ¢ Canterbury
Tales” which have charmed so many zenecations of readers and which bear on
them certain indicativns that their anthor had come under the widening and
ennmbling influence of the truths which the parsen of Lutterworth proclaimed.
Nor was this in itself unlikely, for hath of these men were protegds of him
BE whom e know in another comnaction as *¢ Old Julm of Gaunt, time-honoured
B Lancaster.™  In any case these two between them laid the foundation of onr
B8 langnage and literature ; hut as from the natui » of the case the Bible went
into more homes and hearts than Chaucer reached, we must atiribute to Wick-
38 litiv the principal shere in that literary revival which the succeeding centuries
Al Wwithessed in the mother country. Nay, it is somewhat remarkable that just
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a8 Chaucer’s puems were contemporaneous with Wickliffe’s Bible, so the age
of the Reformation under Henry, Edward, and Elizabeth, the day, that is, of

Tyndale’s, Matthews’, Coverdale's and the Genevan Bible, has always been -
regarded as the palmiest time of English literature; while again, the age :
which saw Wordsworth, Coleridge, Scutt, Southey, and that whole band -
which made the early part of this century so rencwned, was the successor and

the inheritor of that in which Wesley, Whitefield, and their fellow-evangelists

had carried religious revival over England and America. In more recent '

days Macaulay came out of the Clapham sect ; Carlyle learned his volcanic

earnestness in the most intensely spiritual of the Scottish denominations ; and -
Tennyson has but sung to his matchless music the truths which his friend :
Maurice and he have learned together from the word of God as interpreted -

by their age. Read over again that paper of rare wigdom and sti)l rarer wit,
in the Eclipse of Faith, entitled * The Blank Bible,” and you will be aston-
ished at the extent to which, as there indicated, the influence of the Bible has
gone into our literature. Avowedly religious writers, of course, have been in-
debted to it for their all ; but even those who have had no directly spiritual
aim have been largely beholden to its quickening power. Take from Shak-
speare those passages of his writinga which have been suggested or coloured
by the word of God, and you rob him of some of the greenest leaves m his
laurel crown. Milton might have been little better than an echo of Homer,
and the ‘‘Paradise Remained” would have remained among *‘things unat-
tempted yet in prose or rhyme.” But for it where would have been the
‘ Pilgrim” of John Bunyan, the * Task™ of William Cowypei, and the finest
passages of Wordsworth’s *“ Excursion {7 Without it we might have had the
passionzate and misanthropic shriekings of Byron, but we could not have had
the sweet music of bis Hebrew nielodies. Without it we might have had some:
of the songs of Burns, and perhaps, also, sume of his patriotic odes, but the
world weuld pever have seen his ¢ Cotter’s Saturday Night.” Without it
we might have had the weird mysticism of Poe, but we could not have pos-
sessed some of the matchless lyrics of Whittier and Longfellow. But what
need I more? Take the Bible cut of our literature and you not only rob
it of its glory, but you destroy it altogether, for if in the years of the past -t
has seemed to be like a tree brineing forth its fruit in its season, and having
leaves for the healing of the natiuns, the reason has been because it has been

planted on the bank of the mysticriver which the prophet saw, and becanse

it drew from that its nourishment and strength.

Now what the Gespel hazs done for the literature of our mother tongue it
will do for that of every land to which it is sent. I am not unmindful here of

the immense literature of China; evenr that will be purified and elevated,
and more completely utilized when the Gospel shall have pervaded the land

i

in which it grew. Bat that, like everything about China, is an exceptional
case. For in the great majority of instances our modern missionaries have |

had to reduce language te wri ing, and have given to the peoplss among

1

whew 1hey lalour their first specimens of literature in the shape of portions -

of the word of God. What 2 wonderful part that book has played in the
literature of nations! Luther's Bible first gave fixity to the German tongue.
Calvin’s writings about the Bible did more, perhaps, than most other things
to mould the language of France, which was then in the process of formation,
and the work of William Tyndale—for it is the aroma ¢f his style that gives
its fragrance to our English Bible—has given a standard to our noble tongue.

Now just what Wickliffe and Tyndale have done for us, in this regard, our :

missionaries have dune for more than 150 different peoples ; and who shall

tell what the after results mey be? Five hundred years ago, when Wickliffv, ;

was patiently writing out in his parsonage, ou the banks of the Swift, his
translation from the Vulgate, who could have foreseen that the literature he
was then inaugurating should fill the libraries of England, America, and
Australia? And who shall conjecture what shall be in those newly written

languages five hundred years hence ! The other day, at the unveiling of the '

l
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Livingstone statue, in Edinburgh, Moffat, his venerable father-in-law, said :
¢ When Livingstone was led into the unknown regions of Africa, he hud o
future before him of which they had often spuken tugether. They had fre-
quently talked with each other, when they imagined they could see vessels
sailing on these magnificent lakes, and cities with churches rising on their
shores.” So I think our missivnary brethren, when they see what the trans-
lation ofthe Bible has done for our language, may con:fort themselves with
the assurance that, as the centuries roll un there shall spring up out of the
work they have accomplished, literatures which shall do as much for other
nations as that of our tongue has done for those to whom it is vernacular”—
American Bible Society Recorder.

It was moved by Mr. James Foster, and seconded by Mr. J. McBean, That
a Committee be appointed, consisting of the Secretaries and Messrs. Brown,
Kennedy, Gillespie and Fraser (with power to add to their vumber), to make
arrat zements for the Annual Meeting and to confer with other Societies pro-
posing to hold their anniversaries in the same week.—Carried.

The Directors met again on Tuesday, the 13th instant, Mr. Bclord, Vice-
President, ip the chair. A letter was read from the Rev. Dr. Gilmar, Secre-
tary of the American Bible Society, stating that Dr. Allen, their President,
had been appointed to represent their Society :t our auniversary, and that
they were enccuraged to think that he will be abie to attend.

It wasmoved by Dr. Geikie, and seconded by Mr. James Brown and carried,
‘“ That the Secretaries be instructed to request the Kev. W. S. Rainsford to
speak at the anniversary meeting.”

Reports were submitted fromthe following agents : the Revd's. John Gray,
S. Kappele, J. Bredin, Jas. Grant, and W. W. Ross.

Several grants were made to Sunday Schools, the Colporteurs’ reports sib-
mitted, and other ordinary business transacted. The meeting was closed s
usual with prayer,

AGENT THIS YEAR.

Ancaster.—The Secretary writes (Februa~y 7th), as follows :—** Only three
out of eleven collectors, have yet made their returns. We hope, how-
ever, by the end of this month, to be able to remit you the year's collections.

The President delivered an address, in which he dwelt at some length on
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the great work that had been done and was being carried vn now by the
Bible Society, and strongly urging the spread of the Bible throughout the
whole world.

The Rev. Henry Sanders read the thirty-eighth Report of the Hamilton
Branch Bible Society. from which we make the followiug extracts :

LOCAT OPERATIONS,

In presenting this report the committee would first expresa their sorrow for
the loss of one of their members by death. Mr. Alexander Thomson was
only placed in the committee last year, and had no opportunity of taking part
in their proceedings, but he was a true friend of the Society, and the com-
mittee would express their desp sympathy with hic widow and family in their
sad affliction.

The local work of the year has been quietly done. As the last report re-
commended, a more extunded canvass of the city was made, and resulted in
a gratifying icrease of contributions, and there is no doubt that more might
be done in this direction with great advantages to the funds of the Society.

The issues from the depot during the year have been 1,264, a small increase
over the issues of the preceding year. Of this number, 680 Bibles and 470
New Testaments, were sold, 14 Biblas were given away, and a grant of 100
Testaments was made to the prison. 'The cash value of the sales was $429.98.

As a matter of honor and justice, all Protestant Christians should support
this Society in its noble work. Let us do so with increasing zeal, earnestness,
and prayer, with larger liberality and stronger faith. Our work in assisting
to spread the Word of God will abide. The empires which men establish wiil
crumble. The discoveries they make will lose their value and usefulness.
Science and civilization, inventions and commerce, can only henefit men for
earth and time. All human things are destined to pass away.

Our little systems have their day,
They have their day, and cease to be;
They are but broken lights of Thee,
And thou, O Lord, art more than they.
And the Word of the Lord is more than they are. Let us help in its triumphs,
for that Word and its results will endure for cver.

The adoption of the Report was moved by the Rev. W. Lumsden, of St.
John's (Episcopal) Mission, seended by the Rev. W. Herridge, of the
Gore Street P. M. Church, both of which gentlemen made appropriute
speeches.

as contained in the Holy Scriplures, that men may learn that He loved them,

- lived and died for them, and has gone to prepare a place for ali who will re-
" ¢eive Him as their Grd and Redeemer.  May our prayers and givings in-

crease—then may we hope to share more abundantly than ever in the rich
hlessings of that Gospel which by the Word is preached unto us.  Then ay
we look for a perpetual Pentecost, not similar, yet grander than that which
visited the Apustles in Jerusalem : for we kaww that (by the agency of Bible
Societies) men are reading the Word of God in 211 or moe langunages ; and

The Secretary, Mr. Lawb, then proceeded to read the Forty-fivst
Annual Report of the Society, from which we make a brief extract.

““ With reference to the work in wlich this Auxiliary has been engaged during
the year, your committee feel that they have cause for gratitude to God for
tiwe mneasure of success which has attended their efforts, and although they
cannot but feel that, in the amount +f work performed, other Canadian Anxi-
haries have ontstripped thew, yet they would renind their friends that the
ficld they sccupy is one of peenliar perplexity, and from the very nature of the
uround, the progress made must of neeessity be slow.  The report went on
tor Tefer to the loss which the Awnxiliary had sustained by the withdruwal of
its lat agent, Mr. Huthes, and the gratifving success which had attended the
Inlwirs of his successor, Mr. Janwes T Patersin, who had seld during the
past smumer, §94 hoeks, which realized $174.73, aud had besides performed
other serviees in the Sociefy’s behalf. My, Gilidas, of Levis, was alsn engaged
Ly the Socicty about the end of August, and had suecesded in distributing
about 2600 copies of the New Testament in whele or inpart.  The Committee
had again to acknowledge a denaticn of 8500 from the Upper Canada Bible
Seciety, and $33.87 from some of its branches, hath auneanits t go travards the
cirenlarion of the Bible amongst the Freuch Canadians.  Iu Xevember last,
a lerter was received from Rev. Mr. Chambers, of Magdalen Islanls, asking
for n rrant of Bibles. and stating that the penple there were very much in
necd of them. Fifty Bibles were forwarded in answer to this apjeal. An
old awel valued member of the Committee had passed away since the last
annial meeting, in the perssn of the late Mr. Danicl Wilkie, whose lvss is
dieply deplored by all with whom he was wont to assiclate. The issues
froan the deprsirory during the past year had heen as fuliows :—English
Bibies, 508 5 English Tesuments, 456 5 Foreign Bibles, 185 Foreign Testa-
ments anl parts theraof, 223, OFf these, 307 English Bibles, 430 Testamentes.,
14 Foreign Libles, and 202 Testaments had been disposed of by enlporteurs.
Teoiad cush received frona colporteurs, $174.73. Sales at depwsitory, S18.20.
The Treasurer's statement shows the receipts froin all sources for 1876 to have
Leen $1,563.24. including a balanes frow Inst year of 24002, The collee-
ti-ns in the city aunanted to 503,50, and receipts from the branches, 833,97,
Thwe total expenditire for the year was 21,220,649, Ieavinge a balance of Ei36.60
i the Treasurer’s hands.™

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the employ of the Associatiun, and her etforts had resalted in the reclaiming
of some erring souls, the comforting of some troubled huuseholds, and also,
through the private liberality of several friends, in the relief of many cases of
puverty and distress. The ovther labuurer in the field, Mons. Buessard. also
laboured with much zeal in the charye ntrusted to him.  The Mothers’ Meet-
ings had also been cuutinued during the wintermonths : donaticas, howerver,
are much needed for their effective maintenance.

INCIDENTS FROM REPORT OF NEW YORK BIBLE SOCIETY.

The details of work in the various departments of the Society furnish many
incidents of great intercst, from which we quote a few. Speaking of the
marine work, Mr. John S. Pierson says :

Vessels returning from Spain last winter reperted a more than usual call
ior Spanish Testaments and tracts. In rne instance, soon after the eighteen
copies on board had gone, persns whe had already received came asking, one
for a Testament for ** his father,” another for ¢ his sister,” another for “ his
son,” ete.  Possibly this special demand may be owing to the fear inspired by
the reactinnary tendency of the Government, that the Spanish Bible will pre-
sently again be 2 prohibited book, and hard t be obtained.

‘“XNo, sir!” was the reply Mr. Jones reccived from the captain of the
brig —, bopnd t» Spain ¢ we want nene of your Spenish books.  Take them
ashore. I had trouble ensugh with them last voyage, at Cadiz. A crowd of
Spaniards covering the deck, and quarrelling for the Testameént, so that I had
to drive them ashore. And then all the rest of the time I was there, rum-
bers of them coming every day aud bothering us with their beggivg, as if the
ship was loaded with nothing but Testaments and tracts.”  Striking testimnny
this, though roughiy given, as io the interest of the people in the Scriptures,
and the demand which our distributious have aw.kened.

A captain describing a distribution in a Brazilian port says : ** One man
fifty years old states that he had lcarned to read from the Portuguese Testa-
ment I had given him. He had been saiting fur me, and now wanted a gond

Int of Testaments and tracts t take intotho intcrior, whers he hiad engunised |

a class of a dozen, and was teaching them to read also.” How the good sced
sows itself !

A pleasant looking, mneatly dressed young man, of about iwenty-three,
called rne morning at the office znd made the following statement :—*¢ In the

J—
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fall of 1872, I was keeping ship on the brig A , of Thomaston, Maine, as
she lay at a pier on the East River, when a package came on board for the
captain, containing Portuguese Testaments and tracts for distribution at the
Braziliau port to which the vesgel was bound. With these was a Bible, which,
as I carelessly looked over the contents of the parcel, struck my fancy as a
nice-looking buok ; su Ttovk possession of it as a good piece of property, of
pussible use some day ; for I was a perfectly godless fellow then, never going
to church, and never having luoked into a Bible since I was a boy. Ididnot
sail in that vessel, but next spring I shipped as mate in a bark bound tu
Havre ; and when at sea, being put to it for something toread, I tuok out my
Bible, became interested, and soon was praying for mercy. I will not en-
large on the scene in that cabin, but I shall never forget the spot. When I
returned to New York I united with the church and began to work among
seamen. I have been attending Dr. Talinage’s college, in Brocklyn, and hope
suun to preach the gospel from the pulpit ; indeed, I have done s0 twice al-
ready.” Hc had brought with him the Bible to show me (our cheapest dus-
decimu), and pointed to the passage, ‘I am the door,” ete., as one of those
which he had found most precicus.

In a rear basement I found a poor coloured widow, & Christian woman,
who wanted a larger print Bible than the one she had, and wished to pay
for it, butsaid memey was very scarce with her, and was delighted and deeply
thankful when I allowed her tu buy it for a merely nominal price. I told
her how sincerely I respected her disposition to buy the Bible, and gave a
New Testament to her little granddaughter to the great joy of both.

Fomnd a family living in quite comfortable apartmente, yet destitute of the
Bible ; the wife being a Virginian and the hushana frora New York., Though
not professing Christians, they seemed glad of the opportunity to buy the
Bible for their home, and were evidently thoughtful and sincere respecters
of Ged's word, which I trust will be a vlessiug to them.

In the times through which we are passing, very many worthy families
have bueen found without the Bible, and pleading inability to buy it because
the Tushand and father had no work, or had but just begun again after hav-
ing been long out of emplvyment. To two such families, each having five
children, I gave the Bible to-day. ’

Having a while ago soll a Bille on credit to a worthy Christian German,
I called to-day for the price, and he brought it in his hand, but said with
seeming hesitaney and diflidence, * Don't you somelimes sell it for less to
the pror!™ Sure that I understood him aright, I replied @ * Yes, and 1
will seil it to you for half that.™ With un expression of thunks that I
hall net sown forget, he paid me, he and his worthy wife thanking me
again and again. At the same low price I sold the Bible to a Germarn widow
snd mother, whom I felt sure would rather huy it than recerve it gratuitously;
and by buying it at any price, individual self-respect is preserved.

Said u man [ met coming by the steamer ¢ England :” “ Sir, will fon be
<nkind as to give me a copy. I got onein this piace thirteen yearsazo. I
varried it with nte to Lake Superior, and hed it twelve years. It was the only
Twwok I pussessed. 1 made my living by boating and fishing. 1 lest it a year
=g, | have spent many a happy honr in reading the 'stery of Jesus, how
ne came into this world to seck wnd to save that which was lost, and, thank
Ctod, I know Jesus is my Savieur.”

Abuout the middle of January last, I was asked by the secretary of the Gez-
man Society of New York if I could find time to call on a pwor family in
Brovklyn. The next morning I went and was admitied There were in the
cellar two wonduen chairs, a little iron bedstead with a straw mattress and a
thin, unclean yuilt, a stove with a tzakettle on, but no fire.  The youn.x wife,
only eighteen years nid, was very thinly ¢lad. The only ornament I noticed
on the mantelpiece was o of vitr small Germarn Testnends. I eaid to her,
““Where did you get that Testament !” ‘“In Castle Garden, where we
landud, 2 gentleman gave it to me” she said. “ How long ago is that 1™
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said I.  ““It was in the middle of February last.” ‘¢ How often do you read |
in that buok ¢ " said 1. She took the Testameut from the mantelpiece and
showed me thut she had been very diligently reading the good book. ¢ You
may believe me, sir,” said she, ‘i it had not been for this book, I don’t know
what would have become of me and my poor husband—we might have
drowned ourselves ; but I have learned through this book again to trust in
the Lord. The Lord’s sermon on the mountain has given me great conso.n-
tion, for he bids a1l to come to him that are heavy laden. Many tears (said
she) have fallen on these pages, sir. Aslong as I had clothes I wgnt regularly
to church in Henry Street; but every piece of my clothing is now in the
pawnbroker’s shop, and for this reason I kope you will excuse me for stand-
ing here before you sv poorly clad. I have worked in a shirt manufactory

till I broke down. I suffered very much for the want of proper food.”
