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EDITORIAYL NOTES.

Attempts recently made to aclimatise kangaroos in Eungland appear to
bave boen remarkably successful. Instead of keeping them confined in
enclosures and carefully tended, they have been turned loose in parks and
woods, and have beoz fonnd 10 thrive and breed freely. There are now in
Tring Park twenty-cight or thirty kangaroos of different species, and the
curious creature scoms destined to rank among familiar domestic snimals.

We are glad to note in the Annusl Report of the Legislative Library
the recommendation by the Commissioners of the Librarian and his aseis-
tant to the liberal consideration of the Assembly on account of ¢ thearduous
work they have so well done.  As the present Librarian still receives $100
per annum less than his predecessor, 2nd his Assistant a very small sum, we
hope the cousideration of the Assembly will be given to a permanent
increase of salaries.

The Peruvian arrived last Saturday, 16 days out. She had, it is true, 8
passage exceptionally rough éven for this stormy season, but it is equally
true that, with customary parsimony, sho is persistently run far below her
powor. It must be admitted that passengers have lately been few, andthere
may be excuse for economy, but years ago the Allan Line lost numbers of
wilitary passages by an act of meannoss, aud it is no wonder to day that
thoso who can afford it prefer to go by New York, aud that among others
Sir Jobn Ross elects to return to his command that way.

It is not our usual custom to notice deaths editorially, but Mrs. Lswson
was a lady so widely known throughout and beyond Nova Scotis, so con-
spicous in gcod deeds, and of such sterling literary talent that we cannot
but give particular expression to the deep and wide spread regret which her
demise has inspired. The lamented lady had long been a sufferor from
cancer, and had undergone oneor mere painfal oporations, which, however,
only served to prolong her valuable life for a few months. Charitable and
beneficent institutions, ss well as her family, will have reason to mourn her
removal from the spheres of her great usefulness. Beyond the confines of
the province the late Mrs. Lawson will probsbly bave been as much or
botter krown as Miss Katzmann, or by her literary signature, ** M. J. K. L,
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The Maritime Provinces, we fear, are not yot ripe for sustaining a news-
papor dealing exclusively with arts, sciences and literature.  Meantime
every cditor who occasionnlly calls the attention of his readers to even a
few of the latest noteworthy inventions and publicatiopa is doing a goed
educational work. None of our county papers is'more to be commended
in this respect than the Eastern Chronicle, whose * Literary G ssip”
suclcceds in presenting the salient ideas of new books in a clear and readable
style.

Tho following extract from our osteemed contemporary the Mlitia
Gasel{o is ingip§ti\'9 f g-trpe Canadiah spirit among the silvergmiths of tho
Dominion—a spirit w. i\gl we trust will infuse itself into all businesses and all
consumers in the land. ¢ The Canadian Military Rifle League has progressed
as far as ia possible without -the entrance fees,  Already many silverware
companies havo {heir srtists busy drawing designs for the first prize trophy,
and each firm seems determined that theirs shall be the desigh chosen, not
for what they will make out of it, but niofe fo show what can be munufic.
tured in Canada. Tbe manuger of one company told the secretary that ‘if
it cost him double what he is to receive for it he is determined to receive
the order’; so we may expect something handsome.” Every Canadian
should indicate his preference for Canadian made goods, in preforence to
those mariufactured in other couniries,

A somewhat important action of Congress is reported. ‘The committee on
foreign uifairs has by an unanimous vote instructed its chairman to reportto
the house a joint resolution that whenever it shall be daly certified .o the
President that the government of the Dominion of Canada declares a desire
to enter into such commorcial arrangoments with the United States as would
result in the complete removal of all duties on trade between Canada and
the United States he shall appoiot three commissionets to meet those des-
ignated o represent the government of Canada, to consider the best methods
of extending trade relations betwcen Canada and the United States, and
ascertain upon what terms grester freedom of intercourse hetween the two
countrics can be best secured.” It is impossible to say what results, if any,
may follow this action, but if any movement takes place its progress should
be narrowly watched as to ‘its bearing on Canadian interests in every view.

There is perhaps no reason why newspapers should not receive a share
sccording to their services of the spoils which, in the United States, belong
to the victors to an extent unparallelled in any other country, but the num-
ber of prominent journalists who have bzen appointed: 10 important and
lucrative offices by Mr. Harrisun is so large as to have elicited an unusual
amount of comment even from American papers.  Without counting the
Editors in smaller towns and cuities who have been given post offices and
minor billets,:the number of which is said to be very large, the Nation pub-
lishes a list containing the names of no less than twelve conductors of prom-
inent journals who have received or been offered ministerships, consulships,
collectorships, treasurerships and other imporiant nosts. These instances,
however, are at all events less objectionable than the sale of the governor-
ship of New York to Hill, by mcans of which transaction the ZTribune
admite that the Republicans bought the Presidency for Mr. Harrison,

Irish affairs threaten, as usual, to consume the lion’s share of the time of
the British Parliament during this as in foregoing sessions.  Perhaps the
best feature of the threatened monopoly is the acknowledgement on both
sides of an improved state of feeling in Ireland. Both sides of course claim
the credit, one as the result of Mcr. Balfour's fitmness, the other to the good
feeliog and renewed confidence in constitutional methods due to the friendly
attitude of English Radicals. Party controversy, however, is noticeable for
increased rencor, due, no doubt, principally to the bitterness evoked by the
charges of the Times, and the sitting of the Commission. Neither party can
claim the honors for vituperation. A cerstain amount of defection from the
Government ranks seems to indicate that the rashness of the Times in
allowiuog itself, almost with open eyes, to be cajoled by an almost transpar-
ent forgery, has appealed to the common sense of fair play, and it secins not
improbable that the government may be driven toaccept a modified amend-
ment from one of its own supporters in order to evade a serious diminution
of its majority.

If the doctrines held by Ds:. Goldwin Smith required, at this time of
day, any furlher refutation, Mr. Nicholas Flood Davin, M. P., has fulfilled
the requircment in two communications to the Empire. It may be imag-
ined how a writer so lucid as Mc Davio deals with the ex professor as to
details, but the peroration (sq tp speak) of his last letter is so complote and
cloquent 2 summing up that we cannot resist reproducing it. ** No one is
more ready that I am to acknowledge the debt we owe Mr. Goldwin Smith.
Bat the good be has done us has npthiog to teach us now. He has deliv-
ered his message long ago. A more useless messsge for a young people
caonot be conceived, for it is 2 message of despair.  Like Poc’s raven on a
bust of Pallas, croaking ‘never ‘more’, he is a classical figure with a
solitary note of monotonous despair, and ominous only to an unhealthy
mind. It is.bayd not to lose patience with 2 man onjoyivg his otium cum
dignitale, emerging from his cherisned ease and wealthy seclusion to scold
people who are bearing the burden and heat of the day, any one of them
doing a hundred times more for the couutry than he. A literary sybarite,
his lip curls with scorn at the aweating toiler, and if his conscience smites
bim for keeping aloof from the heavier Quties of life, he soothes it by per-
susding himself that they are all bag, and that their enorgies are sated with
corruption, and then gives vent to his angry misconception by barking at
honest and patrioticmen.” 1t is probable that Mr. Davin's excoriation will
do more than many ordinary articles tu set Dr. Goldwin Smith before tho
Canadian public in his true light,

Much attention is being given in Alberta and Assiniboia to irrigation.
It is a most important matter, If raoney can be made in farming under the
present conditions of light rainfalls and occasional severe drought in those
territories and in the interior of British Columbia, it stands to reason that
prospects will be infinitely improyed unider an cfficiont system of irrigation.
Systems of irrigation have been adopted in Washington, rendered available
by the great Columbia River, in Idaho and in Montana with the happiest
results, and there can be no doubt that its introduction into our own North-
West will cause tho wilderness there to * blossom like the rose.”

Considering the market values.to Canada of the varidus'crops which con-
stitute the staples of Canadion agriculture, and solting aside wueat, we fin.l
that for barley, the next important product, thz United States has hitherto
been our only market. Tho variety of soil and climate in Canada, however,
gives us every hope that, with the attention now bejng given to the subject,
it may be found that the two rowed barley, which seems to require a
slightly couler average of climate than that which grows the six-rowed vari-
cty, may be so snccassfully:raized in Qanpdagthat a.mpst profitable market
may bz found in Great Britain, and if this reasonable anticipation be real-
;‘zc,d a large margin of profit in barléy will fall to the lot of Canadian

armers. ¢

Next in market value, but of even greater aggregaté impartance as an
agricultural product,.is cats. Ia this grain, as in wheat, the:prices in Cana-
dian markets for the greater part-of the last four or five years have been so
much higher than those of the United States that there is no doubt the
tanff duty, of tea per cent. has largely copduced to the high prices realized
by our fajmefs, The next imporiant crop is<peas, of which e have it on
good authority that, in seasohs of good crops, the exports to Great Britain
are six or eight times greater than those to the United States.  Canadian
peas are now quoted about two shillings per ceotal, or nearly ten shillings
per quarter highor than Indin corn o the Liverpoolemarket, It would
appetar that ‘the market of 60,000,000" is not the only one open to the
Canadian farmer.

Says Bradstreet's : ** A plan for subsidising one or more lines of steam
navigation between the ports of the United Statesand certain important South
American poris has been recommended by a camumittee of the Pan-Ameri-
can Conference. It is proposed to establish a fast br-onthly line between
the United States and Rio Janeiro, Montevideo and Buegos Ayr , with
accomodation and capacity for freight, passengers and mails, ‘speed-to-be at
least 16 knots an hour.  Also, an auxiliary line of freight steamships twice
a month making not less than 12 knots. The congracting States to hive
the right to impose their flags and-registér to a dudBes proportionate to the
perceantage of the aid they pay. Only vessels constructed in the Unifed
States are to be accepted in consideration of a higher rate of aid paid by
them." The italics are.oursand they sufficiently roveal the trus inwardness
of American policy. It would be a baom for American shipbuilders. None
of theso South American countries build ships to any exteat, and herain
lies the great superiority of Canada, to whom no such cool proposition could
possibly be made, or if made be treated with anything but ridicule.

An Ontario contemporary remarks that the “ gullibility of American
readers is pretty severely taxed by some of the English correspoudents. We
read in a recent contribution that-thereiis a* deép feeling’ in British polit-
ical and religious circles bscause Canon Lidd:n, the eloquent preacher of
St. Paul’s Cathedral, London, is not appointed to a vacant bishopric. The
delay-is. due, we amn splernly  assured, to his having once addressed the
Quecn-as' ¢ Madam,”“in ‘the vAurao of a sermon delivered in the Chapel
Royal at Windsor. The account cogtinug:s 0 rigord. with ¢ uaé. ood
taste and truthfulness, that the Qgeed was in ¢ 3 fo crin@ ad; shm-
moning Dean Wellesley, ¢ with ‘maﬁ?l:g face, sc!came av him' not to
permit Canon Liddon to preach before her again. This is the sort of stuff
which is dished up for the class of persons who read it, but one would
imagine-that the common sense, if nothing else, of Canadians would prevent
its being republished here. But it seems not.  Upon such rubbish as this
do too many readers in the United States base their opipigns of Eoglish
affairs. Intelligent people—and there arc a grest number of thém in the
United States—pay no attention to nonsense of this kind, but they unfortu-
nately fail to enlighten their more gullible hrathren.” These remarks are
most just, but our contemporary misseq a point which adds to the absurduy
of thereport, which is that, after all, “Madam" is the correct style of address
to the Queen. It recalls an anocdote.of Disraeli, who was infallibly correct
in such matters. The King of the Belgians at a public dinner in Loadon
was repeatedly addressed as * Your Majesty,” during more than one longthy
ovation. When Lord Beaconsficld rose he immediately indicated the night
thing in a direct address by saying ¢ Sire,” the other form being awkward
and clumsy, except when introduced where the construction of the speech

A sad drowning sccident occurred in Charlottetown last week, by which
Miss Margaret Weeks, an estimable young lady, lost her life.

She struggled to get
out till, chilled by the water, sho died. Her cloud became frozen to the
ice, and, being tied round her, kept the lady from sinking.

the enterprising firm of Smith Bros. No Halifax dry goods house is better
or more favorably known in New Brunswick. They do a very large out-
side business, and are thoroughly deserving of the confidence of their
customers."’

The Association for the Relief of the Poor have been examining into

1 the condition of tenements and back yards in Halifax, and report that they

i have found many places in a flthy coundition, and dangerous to public
health. The Committee bave made the following recommendations :—
“That the present Board of Health appoint three of its members an
Exccutive Committee, and that they appoint also on Advisory Buard of
three citizene, two at least of whom shall be medical men, to carry out the
act in relation to the publio heslth.” The roport and recommondation were
adupted, and a Commuttee, consisting of Mr. W, H. Neal, Mr. Almon, Mr.
Laing and the members of the Association, was appointed to appear bofore
the City Council to urge the adoption of the recommendation.

Messrs, Geo. P. Rowell & Co. of New York, the Publishers of the
American Newspaper Directory, furnish us with the following infor mation,
They “ undertake to rate newspaper circylations very much as the mercautile
agencics report the capital and credit of the business community. About
one publishor in ten lells his exact issue with truthful precision. Others,
for various reasons, decline to tell the facts. In the twenty-second annual
issue of their book, now in the bindar’s hands, they designate every paper
that is mted in accordance with a detailed statement from tho publisher ;
and offer to pay a hundred dollars for every instance which can be pointed
out of s misstatement for which a publisher is responsible. Tur Criric is
one of the papers that is willing to have it known how many it prints, and
whose good faith the Directory publishers will guarantee.”

The Court of Appeals at Albany, N. Y., has affirmed the judgments of
the courts below in the Kemmler murder case, declaring the electrical
execution act constitutional.

The petroleum supply of Pennsylvania seems to be inex}.austible. Dur-
ing the montb of Fobruary 476 new wells were opened, adding 10,459
barrels daily to the yield of the oil regions.

There is a pleasing atmosphere of happy domestic life about The Zadies'
Home Journal which makes each number as welcone as sunshine. Bright
stories vic with the best of home poetry, while its articles always bristle
with helpfulness for women. The April number is a strong one.

The records of death in the city of New York show that thore were
killed by street cars during the year 1888, 64 persoms ; by omnibuses and
wagons, 55, and by illuminating gae, 23 ; making the number killed by the
electric current (s,) insignificant compared with the deaths of individuals
fiom any one.of the other causes named.

A very swell weddiog occurred in Charleston, S.C., on Wednesday
evening, in which the groom was attired in satin trunks, silk hose and a
silk waistcoat trimmed with Valenciennes lace, and the bride, as part of her
correspondingly gorgeous apparel, wore ““ them golden slippers.” The wed-
ding was in the *“ French-Italian style,” and when it was over there was a
crowded “ Venetian reception ” at the residence of the bride’s father.

M J. Chetham, a white mau, was hanged at Grenada, Mississippi, a few
days ago for killing a negro. This is a most remarkable execution, inas-
much as it is the first instance in Mississippi in which a white wan has
been executed for the murder of a negro, and for this reason it has attracted
universal attention. In Grenadas the general feeling is that Governor
Stone's fairness in sceing that the Jaws are executed deserves praise. Somes,
however, think that while they do not desire to criticise hig action, at the
same lime he might have shown some regard for the wishes of the people
exprecsed in a large petition.

JOTTINGS FROM OTTAWA,

The frequent threats of exposure by interested parties of General Sir
Fred. Middleton's peculiar trestment of the property of law-abiding citizens
in the North-West Torritories during the late reballion have at last culminated
in the appointment of a Parliamentsry Committes to investigate the charges
against bim. It would seem from all accounts we have heard that the

doughty General, while
# Secking the bubble reputation
Even in the cannon's moutb,"

was 80 mindful of the moral welfare of his troops that, Jest they might be
tetnpted in the rashness of youth to disregsrd the laws of meum and Zuum
towards any valuable furs thoy found lying sround loose during their occu-
pation of the Territories, he lost no opportunity to expropriste every-
thing he saw in that line himself, and, with large-souled disinterestedness,
never stopped to enquire to whom the furs belonged or whence came bis
right to interfere with them. The evidence taken at the first eilling of the
Committes shows that Mr. Reed, the Assistant Indian Commissioner, had
given orders to have a portion of the half-bresd Bfomner's furs at Battle-
ford packed up for Gen. Middleton, and that orders for more furs had come
in signed by tho Geueral himself. In explanation’of Mr. Reed's connection
with the General's unique venturo in the fur industry, the former's counsel
informed the Committee that the General had told him (Reed) thst the furs
ought o bo conjlscated, and some put up for the General and his stap !
It was upon this expression of opinion that Reed acted in giviug theé order
above referred to.  Sir ¥red. bas not ye! appoared before the Comtmittes,
but Mr. Gormully, bis counsel, alleged as 8 resson for the seisure of the
furs that tho Geners] deliered Brewner was a rebel, and, consequently, be
copsidered the furs liable to confiscation. It is not statad what grounds
existed to create such a belief in the upright breast of the hero who would
have lost Batoche if his plucky subordinates had not taken the business
Joto their own hands, and it iz certain that if any there were, they wers
misleading, for Bremner was undoubtedly a loyal Y-alf-breed tbrou%hout the
conflict. But, however that may be, the question now to be retiled to the
satisfaction of Bremner and the public is what eventuslly becams of the
furs? Even at this ea1ly stage of the Commiiteo’s proceedings it is proved
by a witness from Battleford that two boxes of furs had been packed up for
General Middleton upon Mr. Reed's order, but what was thereaftor done
with them has not yot transpired. Other witnesses are to be had who may
be able to speak as to the history of the goods after they were so packed up
with tho General's namo upon them, but, whatever was done with them, 1t
is quite certain they were never given back to Bremner, and, inasmuch as
they were taken from him through Middleton’s orders, the burden is upon
the latter to show what wss done with them.

Tho whole transaction is s bad piece of business for a man in Middleton’s
position to be mixed up in. Even if bo troly believed the man to be guilty
of treason, bo had no right to seizo his geods. Such a high handed
preceeding would not have been tolerated under tho medimval law of England
tespecting treason, whare forfeiture of the offender’s goods took place affer
conviction, much more is it unwarrantsblo under the law of treason asit
obtains in the North-Wost Territories, wherein there is no provision for the
forfeiture of the offender's goods whatsosver. So it will ks seon that
po matter whether he actually tovk the furs into his own possession
or morely left them packed up in the barracks at Battleford, Genorsl
Middleton was guilty of a trespass to Bremmer's property in interfering
with it as he did, and is answarable for its valuo. In endeavoring fo explain
bis action, be is on the horns of a dilemms, just in this way,~—ocither he
acted a3 ho did under the impression that he had the power to do so, which
presupposes an iguorance of the rights and duties of his office samounting to
rapk incompetence ; or elss his action was prompted by a desire to mis-
appropriate the goods, which would demand his instant degradation and
dismissal from office.

Of courso such things aro unplessant to tslk about, but the publio
welfars domands that a man who sits in 8o high a placo as that of the General
Officor commanding tho Militia should bo above ths suspicion of official

wrong-doing, whethor by iguorsnce or guile. Looting as & concomitant of
wilitary exploits is a barbarism happily long gono out of fashion, and one is
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loth to belinve that it was rovived against the poor half-breods in our late
rebollion. It is indeed s0 bo hopod thnt the Goueral will omorgo from the
troubled wators of tho investigation clean overy whit, but oven if he
achioves this desidoratum ho will, bofore ho is through with it, bo apt to
roalizo the sorrows of tho Son of Mars as dopicted in Hudibras :—

INDUSTRIAL NOTES.

Mr. Jas. R. Ayer, Manufacturer of Oil-tanned Larakins and Moccssins,
Raw Hide Laca Leather, Harness, Fishermen's Boots, otc., of Sickville, N.
B., gives employment to about a hundred hands, mostly men, in the different
branches of his business. They turn out from their Tannery 200 sides of
Upper Stock per week, besides Sheep and Cslf Skinos, mnost of which are
made up on the premises. Their output of Oil Tun Moccasins and Larakins
amounts to 330,000 per snnum, and gives employnrent to from 20 to 30
bands, according to the season, Their harness department employs about
twenty-five bands, and men’s boots twonty. Thoy make up yearly 32,000
worth of leather walleta, giving work to four girls, and keep two travellora
on the road. They have also a have a general atore in connection with the
business,

We have received from the 1. B. Armstrong Manufscturing Company of
Guelpb, Ont., Manufacturers of all kinds of Carrisge Furnishings, a hand-
some catalogue of their wares, in which a high class of carriage springs sesws
to be one of the specitlties. This oxtensive firm has agencies in Moelbourno,
Christ-Church, N. Z., Yokohama, Scotland, etc., and it is now starting works
at Flint, Mich., U, 8., from which they will tarn out 1000 pairs of springs
per day, about tho samo nuwmber as that turned out by their factory at
Guelph, which employs from sixty to seventy hands, On every hand and
from every province come evidence of the rapid advance of Canadian m:n-
ufacturing interests and enterprise.

Mr. E. D. Mackay, of the firm of Mackay & Campbell, of Port Hastings,
dealers in Mowing Machines, Horse Rikes, Plows, Hartows, Cultivaturs,
Carriages, Thresbing and Sawing Machines, American and Canadian Koro-
sene Oil, etc., hss on his own account purchased, and intends to devote his
atlention to a woollon-mill business at Antigonish, which ho expects to have
running about the middle of April, and which will give employment to
about fifteen bands. Mr. McKay expocts a rapid increise to the business,
for which he bas racontly purchased machinery in the United States, and is
confident that ho will be able to manufacture yarn, to which ho intends to
confine himself, cheaper and give better satisfaction than mills which also
manufacture cloth., There is no doubt there is strength in limitation to a
specialty, and Mr. Mackay will doubtless reap the reward of his enterpriso
and judgment,

A Company of Eaglish capitalists have purchased the Bell Organ Co. of
Guelph, Ont. It is reported that the same company have successfully ne-
gotiated for tho purchase of the Massoy Muanufacturing Co's works, of
Toronto, and tho Harris Manufactory of Brantford, Ont. The two Jast
named are oxtensively ongaged in the manufacture of reaping machines and
other agricultural machinery, and are the largest of the kind in the Dominion,

Mr. John Lowe has secured tho contract for getting tho stoue for the
Tidnish end of the Ship Railway. He has the timber for a wharf at the
quarriea at Gulf Shore, and will begin building it a8 soon as the weather is
favorabie.—Springhill News.

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PARLIAMENTARY REVIEW.

DoxinioN.—The bill to prohibit foreign laborers being brought into
Cauada for contract work has been submitted to a special committes of the
Commoas, It is not probablo that the bill as it now stands will bo sanctioned
by parlisment, but it is only fair to our own bread winners that they should
ba protacted againat the wholesale importation of cheap labor. Eddy, the
well known match-maker, has been complaining of the competition of prison
mado tubs and pails, theso having bean sold to dealers under the market
prices, Tho matter hag boon settled to the eatisfaction of Mr. Eddy by that
gontleman contracting to purchase the output of the penitentiaries. This is
~ertainly creditsble 9 Mr. Eddy’s enterprise, but it makee little difference
to the ﬁoople whother he or tho general public pocket the profits, while it
lsaves the question of prison competition with outside labor in precisely
the sato position that it stood a month ago. Mr. Kenny has been calling
the attention of the government to the wretched mail sorvice between Hali-
fax and Liverpaol, to which the government replics that it stands resdy to
pledgo a subsidy of $500,000 per an num to sny company guaranteeing a
first-class service. The Banking Act, in which so many Canadian capitalists
are intorested, has been introduced, and we may say been favorably received.
It proposes very fow changes from the existing act, excepting that it requires
the oxisting banks to put up a five per cent, guarantes deposit with the
government, and provides for bank notes being passed at their face value in
all parts of the Domivion. Wo have elsewhore reforred to this act at lengih,
but it is safe to predict that the bill will be adopted by the Commons in
pretty much its pressnt fosm. Owing to Tuaesday last being Lady Day the
members took a brief holiday, from Friday of last weok to Wednesday of
the prosent weok. This breathing space is well-earned by men, who after
having attended to committee wotrk during the foremoon are obliged to be
present in the house all tho afternoon and evening, the sittings frequently
lapping over into the early hours of the succeeding day.

ProvinciaL —The Government’s road bill, under which it is proposed to
borrow $300,000 to expend upon public highways, has passed the Houss of
Represontatives and has boen sont up for the approvsl of the Legislative
Council. The prineipal of capital expenditure upon our roads is pretty
well conceded on both eides, and the only question at issue is a8 to whether
the government or the Muaicipal Councils are to control the laying out of
the money. In some of the leading speechas thero was dimly foreshadowed
a change in the adminisiration of the annual sppropristion for roads, and
it is only fair to tho people of this country to lot them know what the policy
of the governmont is in this respect, Does the governmant propose to have
the money expended directly by the province or by the municipalities 3 This
is an important question and woe should like to sec it answered. Dr. Mo-
Kay has criticised the action of the executive in expending 341,000 on the
roads of Balifax County, whoreas this municipality’s portion of the $300,-
000 was about $25,000, The leader of the opposition does not so much
criticise the expenditure as the method taken by the government to obtain
the monoy. The answor ig that the amount of 316,000 was taken from the
unexpended balances, which provented it becoming a charge to current reve-
nue. The City of Halifax bas had introduced into tho Houss its non-ex-
smption bill, whoreby it is proposed to send its tzx gatherors to the doors of
churches and benovolent institutions. Tho surprising matter in connection
with this biil is that while the City Council adopted it almost unanimously
the citizens are opposed to it ton to ono, and we imagino that it will receive
a protty severs handling at the hands of our practical commoun-senso
legislators.

COMMERCIAL.

In the wholesalo snd jobbing trade matters are at presant at a standatill,
Tho roads are in a bad condition, and the usual intorim dull spring apell
prevaile. Every trade throughout the list is affected by the unreliable
weather.  Still, somo slight activity may be noted in grocery and dry goods
branches. Tho movoment, however, is not goneral, and it simply weans
that the fino weather of tho last fow days has infused a little moroe lifo into
local trade. Outside of this tho general trend of business remains very quiet.

Wo rograt to note that some of our shippers of beef to Newfoundland
have ot with heavy losses on their lnst exportations. For instance, J.
Curtis, who sont a protty large consignment by tho S.S. Conscript to St.
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Johns, Nowfoundland, Oun hor last trip he lost with oxpensos, including
freight, insurance and commissions, fully 3c. por 1b. on ais shipment. For
three yoars proviously vontures in this lino have been successful, and satis-
factory profits have resultod. But this year tho Newfoundlsnd market has
boon glutted by importations from Oaotario snd Chicago, snd pricoes at St.
Johne bavo fallou an average of 3jo. por pound.

Dry Goops.—Some of our wholesale men roport a slight incroase of
business, as enquiry for spring goods has beon better, and orders therefor
kavo boon of larger volume. ?lomittancos, bowover, though showing some
littlo improvemont, aro still far from being satisfactory. Oun this account it
is probable that 8 number of orders at hand will not be tilled, ‘This is the
only true policy to pursue, as wholesale men will find it far bottor to keep
their goods on thelr shelves then to run further risks by over-lapping old
scores by new orodits. Cotton goods are graduslly assuming a healthinr
shape, as stocks of gray aro considorably loss than was suticipated a short
fime ago. Woollen goods are in fair demand, and aro moving off bettor
than wes expected. Prices for them aro stoady, though some houses say
that they have socured an advanco on previous figures “1 cortain lines. A
decided improvement is roported in sorting orders for ready-made clothing,
Representstives of English woollon firms state that their orders have been
relatively swall, This may, perhaps, be accounted for by the fact that
consumers are running more than they formerly did on Canadian goods.

Inowy, HARDWARE AND METALS.—No groat altoration is visible, but the
market has adopted an oasior tone of late, as buyers will not ordor ahead of
prosont wants until they know what tariff changes will be.
thorefore tore or less nominal, although some business has buen dono«both
in pig and bar iron at private terms, which indicated easier prices. Oa the,
whole business bas been of a purely jobbing nature., Advices from English
centres aro conflicting with respect to the offect of the labor troubles, But
whataver thoy are they will not make themselves felt for somo little tima.
The fluctuations in prices of warrants indicato that business in iron and steel
is at a standstill for the time being. As regards the American market and
its bearing upon Canadian prices, the main factor just now is the threatening
of a cheap southern product, which, of course, has a weakening effect on
American prices.

BprADsTUFF8.—The flour market remains tho same and no alteration is
expocw~J in the immedisto future. A quiet, steady jobbing trade continuas,
the tone boing unmoved with no tendency either way just now, Beerbohm's
cable reporta that wheat and corn are in England firm at unchanged figures.
The weather in England iscold and wet swhich strengtbens the market.
Quotations in France and Auntwerp are steady. At Chicago wheat advanced
over 3¢. Corn also showed a slight increase.

Provisions.—The market still rules firm, the receipts of dressed hogs
were light and businoss was consequontly small, but the tendency has boon
firm, At Liverpool thoro was & decline of 3d. in lard, 6d. in heavy bacon
and 3d. in tallow. A% Chicago thore was a decline of 2}c, in May and
June pork which stood at sbout $10.423. Hogs advanced alightly. The
cattle market was moderately active and prices steady.

Burrer.—The butter market continues dull, and wo note no now symp-
foms of any kind that would tend to rolieve tho congestion of the trade.
Tho position of choice stock remains thesame with a good enquiry for it,
and prices are woll maintained, but for everythiog elee the prospect is as
discouraging as ever. As wo have stated before thero is considerable old
butter atill romaining in the country through the foolish policy to which our
farmors so porsistontly cling in spite of bitter exporience and repeated warn-
ings, of holding .heir butter late into the sesson in the hopo of more
favorable terms.

CHEESE.—We have nothing now to report in regard to tho local cheese
markot. If holders mean what they say they are ss firm as over. As far
as can be lesrned there is little doing over the cable, while the spot business
is practically nil,

Fruir.—DBusiness here has been mainly confined to dried fruit, which,
in sympatby with other lines of grocories have met with a good demand.
Raisins and currants continuo active and firm. In New York Valencias
havo takon a decided upward movement, and other kinds are in active
demand. This, of course, affects our lo¢al market as it does all on this side
of the water, but it is difficult to understand why thers should be any
special demand at this season of the year. Our advices from producing
distriots show that tho coming crops are promising, and that if nothing un-
expacted vccurs the roturns will come fully up to the average. )

Suear.—During the last woek sugar has been very strong with s fair
amount of business, and upward tendency is to be noted in bright yollows,
For granulated the market has beex vory quiet, recont free buying having
apparently sstisfied current requirements. There is littla or no change in
prices. In raw sugar there is not much doing, asrefiners, relyiog on the
strength of the large beet and total cano crops, look for still lower prices in
thenear futuze. Stock in U. S, had decressed 21,000 tonssincothe beginning
of tho yoar and tho United States are virtuslly without any supply of
suger oxcopt such as arrives from week to woek.

T'ga~—A faircountry trade has beon transacted in this article, but sales
havo ranged chiefly in the lower grades. There has beon alittle more onquiry
for fino, finost and choico but prices have not advauced. Im tho Now York

marke. the fecling his decidedly woakenod and round lots can bo secured
now at a big shading from the prices prevalont two weoks ago.

Corrge.—In sympathy with tho breakdown in tho New York market
local pricos aroa littlo emsier but mot rewlly lower. Spot coffeo has not
declinod in price sinco our lagt roport. Tha toturns from Brazil indicats
that s moro than average crop is oxpectod this year. Tho statisticsl posi-
tion is very strong and, a8 no falling off in domand can bo noted, it
appears roasonublo to oxpect the presont figuros, if not higher, may provail,
The present visible supply of Brazil is 375,347 bags. At tho same timo
last yoar it was 461,661 bags. ‘Tho spot warket is vory baro of coffoe now,
and what littlo thoro is is hold very firmly Jamaica and Mocha after
standing atill for some timo show signs of advaucing, ‘The English market
is buoyant and prices bave ndvanced 3d.

oncourage desp mining. * What i everyone's business is nobody's business™
ia woll exemplified by the want of effective action by the mining men of the
Province to advance these most impoartant measures.

Uniackg.—Tho Pecnix Mine in the Uniacke gold district has been
placed in splendid trim for future work by its energetic and practical
mansger, Mr, H. B.Prince. A now sha®t has been sunk to the gold bearing
belt, 182 feet from the eurface, and largoe returns may soou be expected.
This mine yields a largs amount of crushing stuff, as therc aro two large
bolts of qusriz and slate that are reached from the present shaft, and the
supply of pay ore is practically unlimited. 1t should prove a lasting mins,

aﬁ:d bring again to a prominent position the now almost deserted Uniscke
istrict.

Soutn Uxiacke.—Tho success of the Thompson Mino has caused con-
siderable stir in this district, and the adjoining properties aro being

 Wo are fotcibly rominded of the fact expresaed in our caption by the
following bit of mining history which we extract from a remarkablo issue
of the Salt Lake Xribune, of the date of March 10th, from which we propose
to make many excorpts hersaftor for the beunefit of Eaistern readors :

¢The Ontario mine was discovered by the merest accident, the turning
of a lvose cobble-stono of oro in the bushes ou the side of Oaotario Gulch.
A nsrrow little trench of a fow feet long was foun:l to be full of tizh ore,
and the field was sold to Hearst, Chambers & Megpia fur $30,000. The
Oatario Silver Mining Company was organized and a great deul of moury
exponded in mill and mining plant and developmeunt bofore any ore of cin
scquence was taken out. To date, tho mill and mine plant heve cost nearly
three million dollars ; the product has bosn about twenty-three million dollars ;
the dividends paid $10,775,000. A dr:in tunnel, a mile long, takes the water
from the 6th lovel. A second drain tunne), threo miles long. now being
excavated or driven, will inteisect shaft 2 at the 15th level. Tho vein has
been opened on the strike 4,500 feot to the 10th level, and thersare reserves
above this level sufficient to etploy the mill for four or five yeawrs. Beforo
these rererves are exhausted the long tunpel will be completed, and there
will be 4,000 feet in leugth and 500 feet in depth of dry ground to work
out. The mine has paid rogular dividends, with only a few months inter-
ruption, exsctly thirteen years ; it bas, we aro assured, fuur more years' work
yot above the 10th level. At tho samo rate, there are oight and oue half
years' work botween the 10th and 17th levels; and, if the formation con-
tinues and the vein retains sufficient fertility, it may bo worked by pumps
to the 25th level ssventeen years more, or in all forly-two and one half
years. Dividends of $300,000 a year have been 8o Jong paid that they are
looked for a3 confidently us the payment of interest on Government bonds.

Forty yoara of life for such a mine means the wresting from the fiasures
of $75,000,000, and the payment of $40,000,000 in dividends. Yet one
year the ore ran down to $67 perton, and one-fourth of the mine was offered
for $375,000, and after examination declined. And yol again, notwith-
standing the fact that tbe first ore taken from tho little trench spoken of sold
in Salt Lake for $245 a ton, the chances are ten to one that if the owners
had not unlimited moans, this unequalled mine, which was natarally a water
geyser, would have been abandoned tho same as the Divenport, orthe Well-
ington, or the McHenry, or the Hawkeye, or the Lowell are, and 38 the
Crescant, the Woodside, the Waaatch, and a hundred other Utah mines at
one time or another have been.

The Daly is a continuation of the Ontarip westward, and it took four
years of outlay to work this mine to thodividend-paying stage.

There are mines still wost of the Daly and east of the Oatario, and
alongside of both, doubtless as good asthey are. It isa wonderful district,
full of prospect holes, of tunnels and adits and shafts stopped just short of
truition. There was tho Woodside, abandoned for cight years, then taken
up and proved a bonsnza, and that has revived a whole group of mines in
tho vicinity and other localities, and thoroughly broken up tho superstition
that there was but ono mino or ous vein in the district. The Anchor, the
Alliance, the Crescent, the Apex, and at least a scors of groups within three
mil%s of 'Park City, need nothiog but judicious working to mike great mines
of them.”

Moxta0uE-—Reports from this district are as encouraging as usual, and
the returns ss will be seen by a zeference to tho official list aro vory large.

Morrca ITExs.—Thoe Caledonis Mine at Molega is looking better every
day. The South Lead is producing fins spacimens of free gold that are hard
to beat anywhore. Tho work of mining is pushed .with onergy and intolli-
genco, and quite ¢ forcs of prospectors ate trenching to the Southward across
the formation. At the 100 foot level on the Mill lead a Diamond Drilt is
in operation prospecting the ground to the northward. As this Drill is
the birst of its kind put iu operation in this county, a few descriptive words
may bo in order.  This drill is in reality a tube with bits of carban or crede
dismond set at the end. The movement is of courss a rotary one, boring,
not drilling, snd the result is & core about an iuch in dismeter. This drill
can be operated in a horizontal or perpendicular position. In this case itis
working horizontally with the object of catting all the leads, and when the
core ic taken out the lead is located, and its thicknees at that point ascer-
tained, and works from the surface may be prosecuted with confidence.
This is not only cheap prospecting, but it has the advantage of cutting any
“ capping” Jeads that may occurin the formation.

To Mr. Gilbert Patker is due the credit of introducing this novel and
useful machinery.

The new ten stamp will is now in operation on the premises. It is faz-
nished with automatic feeders, and a superior rock-breaker. The facilitics
for raising the ore, dumping and conveying to the broaker, ave very zom-
plete. Allogsiher, tho prospects at the Caledonia are excellent, and if the
property turns out first-zlass it will beno more than its cnargetic and coura-
geous owners deservo.—Gold Hunler.

The 1ast clean up at the Gravos Mins, Whiteburn, rosulted in a brick of
gold weighing 93 ounces, which was the rosult of only nius days crashing.

Tt is rumored that a considersble vein of gold was recently discovered in
the Railway Cat near Victoria Bridge, Digby Co. We hope that the antici-
pations of a rich lead may be fulfilled.— Gold Hunler.

Not the artistic tempersment, but artistic tomperaments, we need to say.
Vedder's niiivo query is but one case in point. Artists differ as much 1n
themsolves as do people from wholly opposed ocoupations. If it comes to
that, we ara all astists of one or another degree, I suppose, whether we paint
o canvas or sign-boards, play on s violin or s cricket ground.

Was there ever & subject so complex, so mystifying, so interesting as
society, meaning the Four Hundred and the Fifty Thousand togethert But,
of courss not, for society includes everything below the sky and above the
ses, and has intimate relations with the infinite that sitetches away on
either side.

Ah, me! It's well to turn speculative, but, after all, this present existence
must keep the proportions exact, and the material world is the one at hand.

And s0 you are going to build this spring. What a good time you will
have planning the house. I kaow it will be just delightfal, becauss you
are certain {6 bave it in barmony with yourselves and its snrroundinia. Do
you know, I verily believe that very many people who ¢ sdore’ art have no
conception that every house is not equally well fitted to every site. The
cost alone is actuslly the only thing ever taken into consideration by these
ignoramuses, For example, can anything be more incongruous than a brick
houso in a lavely wooded region or among rolling mesdows. Still you
slways find a pretentious brick abode in overy villsgo and country district.
It advertises, you see, that the proprietor had shekels enough to buy bricks,
to import them if need be. Tien thers is the “ Queen Aune” cottage
(that would rmake Queen Anne turn in her grave if it but dawned upon her
unconsciousness that it bore her name) that is often but a tking of shreds
and patches; ostensibly * picturesque,” but oftener a nightmare of ugliness
viewod from apy etandard of genuine arlistic merit, and that is not s}, if
this pseudo-artistic cottage wore always set awid picturesque surroundings,
where nature in some degree made up for its mistakes, it would not be so
painfully positive ; but no ; here a Queen Anne, ovorywhere 3 Queen Anne,
says the inconsiderate buildor, and, as a result, we have be-gabled,
be-porched and be-turreted houses sot on square plots of ground, with
prim, stiff little fonces ail about them, and irig brick side walks in front,
with other counterfeit picturesque multi-covered houses on either hand in
other little square and correctly prim little yards ; and 8o on up and dowan
the very proper street.

Thon, given a country place, where nothing is laid out at right angles,
where all nature is artistically unconventional, and what is the average house
there? A picturerque building so designed and situated and flanked by
trces and shrubs as to make it {ook like part and parcel of the surroundicgs
Oh, not at all, at lsast not vory often.

Those painfully incongruous houses in city or village that look
self conscious and new and awkward ! I always fee! liks pitying the people
who live ia them.
