BANKRUPT STOCXS.
Mlerchanits in large cities do not always

realize the amount of injury that the sud-
don placing of a bankrupt stock upon the
market is calculated to do when the stock
in question is slaughtered in a small town
or village. In cities like Moitreal or
Toroito its efflect upon the general current
of trade is absolutely unperceptible. Like

.a snall tributary entering the mighty St.
Lawrence it becomes morged in the great
aggregate of sales, and thus its power for
evil becomes reduced to aut absolute
minimuum and its effect upon the volume
of trade doie by individual stores l really
nothling.

But, confldent in Our powers of con-
supiion, we scem to overlook the fact
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that the casEis very different when such a
stock is suddenly put upon the market at a
sacrifice in a community. whose purchas-
ing powers at the very best can ouly h
looked upon as limited. Because the evil
effects of selling off bankrupt stocks for
'what they will fetch are neutralized by the
large consuming powers of this locality,
and thus the unfair competition of these
stocks is reduced to a minimum by the
size of the field they enter, we are too apt
ta forget that in smaller markets these
mitigating circumstances do not exist, and
that theefore the amount of injury donc
to the retail trade of a sniall community
by the sacrifice of a bankrupt stock, pur-
chased at a small percentage in the dollar,
cannot be estimated by, the standard
applicable to the same stock when offered
in a large town or city.

The sudden marketing of such a stock as
this may mean the lass of the entire
season's trade to those storekeepers 'in the
locality who are paying one hundred cents
in the dollar. Their circle of custom is a
limited one, and one whose wants are
easily supplied. Tempted by the prospect
of obtaining goods under their legitimate
value their customers are proue to pur-
chase so heavily of the slaughtered stock
as to Bll their requirements for the season
and thus the honest storekeeper is com-
pelled to retain bis goods untouched upon
the shelves, simply because the local de-
mand is exhausted. Should it bappen
thîat lie la not sufliciently strong to carry
this load, lie is driven ta assign also, and
by the forcing of bis stock upon the
market in its turn, to increase the odds
against bis neighbors and cause still
further disasters.

Even should the selling off of bankrupt
stocks not entirely swamip the local 'de-
mand, it is certain to materially decrease
it; and that too, often in thbedirection of
the most profitable staples. Another point
is that these stocks are usually sold for
cash, andlconsequently the available ready
money of the locality is absorbed with the
natural result that the buyers are com-
pelled to make their storekeeper wait.
He in turn nust obtain delay from bis
wholesalers, who in consequence begin to
look upon his account with suspicion.
Should they press him, lie must either oh-
tain a loan at usurious interest from sote
local money lender or else give up the
struggle and assign, and probably the lat-
ter decision is really the wisest in the long
run for, if ho be successful in' obtaining
financial assistance to tide over bis difli-
culties, it is usually only at the cost ol
tying round bis neck such a inillstone o
interest as must eventually sap him of his
resources.

IL may be claimed that the sacrifice ofa
bankrupt stock is an advantage to the
purchaser,;ifto*no one else, since by- thiî

means he obtains bis goods at a lower
cost and acquires the habit of paying cash;
but this contention will hardly bold water.
In many cases ho is tempted ta purchase
beyond. his needs simply because the
prices appear low, forgetting the axiom
that nothing ls cheap which we do not
want, and thus will often overload himself
with goods which become dirty and shelif
worn before they pass into use. Again,
most purchasers at these sales find after-
wards that the prices they paid are quite
as high and perhaps higlier thai those
charged il other stores. The ingenious
dry goods man wlbo cut up his unsaleable
seven cent prints and sotd them readily ut
the twelve cent "remnant" counter was
too keen a judge of bumian nature not ta
bave found imitators, and similar tactics
are often indulged in at these sales of
bankrupt stocks in order ta make the rush
of credulous buyers pay a larger profit to
the shrewd speculator. In fact some of
these sales bear a close resemblance to the
familiar I mock " auction, and the sup-
posed bankrupt stock la really a collection
Of show'y job lots Of loaded cottons, shoddy
tweeds and other cheap imitations of
genuine fabrica wbich are palmed off an
the buyer at prices above their reai
value.

If then it be conceded that the sacrific-
ing of bankrupt stocks forms a distinct
injury ta the mercantile community of the
locality in which it takes place, it behooves
us at once Vo seek a remedy. It ls per-
fectly Ovident that a sale of the stock is
necessary in order ta recoup the creditors
for a portion of their losses, but could it
not be fixed as a rule that this sale shaould
only take place in a large city wher its
evil effects would be minimized ? ve
acknowledge that this would involve ont-
lay for rail freight and packing, but would
not this small loss be au inconsiderable
factor in comparison with the damage ta
local interests that its sacrifice upon the
spot would cause ? Such a course would
in the long run benefit the credibors as
ivel, since it la lardly likely that the in.
solvent would be their only customer in
the district and consequently they bave a
direct interest in maintaining the creditof
their customers and in keeping their field
of operations intact. If then the advantage
be mutual why should not this course be
followed ? The removal of the unfair com
petition of bankrupt stocks would have a
most beneficial effectupon the trade of the
smaller business centres since it wotuld re-
move what of late bas grown ta the di-
mensions of an evil. lithe merchants in
small trade centres are to have an equa
chance ai success with their competitors in
the larger markets it is evident that som
means of lifting the present incubus, o
bankrupt stocks from their aoulders i

, imperatively called for., It now reinain

with the retail storekeepers themselves to
put such pressure on the wholesale trade
as will induce them 'to accede to their re-
presentations and in future to confine the
slaughter of bankrupt stocks exclusively
to those markets where the consiumptive
power is sufficient toreduce the harm they
do ta a minimum.

FREE LUMBER.

The placing of lumber on the free list as
proposed by the present United States
Congress. cant fail, should the mensure
carry, ta influence favorably the value of
Canadian timber limits. IL is Î þeiily
asserted that considerable Americancai-
tal ls now being placed in the hands of
banks or invested in readily available
securities for Vhe purpose of investment in
lamber properties, and that its owners are
awaiting the decision of Congress upon the
proposed free admission of Canadian lum-
ber before they decide whetler ta invest
in Canadian white pins limite or ta seek
the yet vell wooded sections of the
Southern States.

The pine lands of the Northwestorn
States have for some years back been
showing unmistakeable signs of exhaus-
tian, and naturally lumbermon are aux-
iously on the look ont for fresi limite.
Pending a decision of the tarifr question
large purchases of Southern limits hava
already been made, but notwithst.nding
the amount of funds thus invested the
steady rolease of capital by the depletion
of. northern limits and the manufacture
and sale of their lumber, now aggregates
nearly twenty millions of dollars annually
inthe three pine producing states, and this
sum ls now seeking investment in desir-
able timber limita, preferably in Canada,
as it is needless.to say that Southern pine
is much inferior in size ta that of the
North, but failing a reliaf froin the exist-
ing duty, in Louisiana, Arkansas or Flor-
ida. About three years ago a Chicago'
lumber syndicate Look the pioneer step
in this direction by purchasing nearly 400
square miles in the interior of Louisiana
at an averago cost of $1.50 per acre, or
equal ta about15 cents per thouisand of
lumber in the tree. Next a Muskegon
firn bought about 300 square miles in
Mississil,pi at the same price ; and recent-
ly another company acquired 82,000 acres
in Louisiana and Arkansas. Another pur-
chase of 92,000 acres bas also been made
in Louisiana, and yet other tracts hlave
been acquired in Georgia and Florida.
These purchases were made in view of the

1 fact that the total amount of uncut pine in
Wisconsin, Michigan and Minnesota is

e not estimated to be more than 140,000
f millions of feet, and since the yearly outv

put is now 7-,500 millions, the limit of
s exhaustion will ho reached inside of
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twenty years and it will thon be necessary
to soek fresh lfields of operation.

Were the tariff on hintier abrogated,
Lhe current of inivestmenît would speedily
turn lu the direction of Canada, with the
natliral consegueice that tha value of
Canadian timber limits would bu en-
lanced, the wages of lunbermen and the
cost of supplies would move up nuar the
standard nowV paid across the border, and
Canadian lumberien would be conpelled
te face the coipetition of powerful and
wealthy Ailerican syndicatas with ample
resources and, a large market to back
thon. The ihandsone profit visible from
their standpoint in Canadian pine has
caused IL remarkiable change il tho atti-
tude of Ainerican lumnber mon on the
tariff question. in fact mny large oper-
ators in oastern Michigan have abandoned
thoir high tarifl convictions and have
become enthusiaslic for reciprocal freedom
in luimber an that the interest taken iii the
probability of being able te secure Cana-
dian pin ladas nay b said to have been
one of tho most powerful proselytizing
influences that the tarifl reformers can
boast of.

This ali tends to show that any aitera-
tion in tle tarifl would sinply raise the
value of timuber and timiber limits and
w'ould in ne way lower prices on the
Amenrican side. Witl ail this capital
roady te junp in, and secire ail the avail-
able pillo land lu Canada it is easy to seo
thiat frac lumber woild siliply meai ihe
pouring in of American firms into'our
territory and the consequent raising of the
villue of limits, wages, supplies, etc., Io the
'United States level. Amnply suppliod with
flunds ald vith large mîaufacturing con-
corne bohind them ready to talo their
pilne ILS fast as il coiuIld be eut, they would
oventially drive the Canadian inmbernen
fromi the fielid and depleto our forests no
less recklessly than lthey have their own.
indeed, the presenti U. S. tariff on limber
wears the appearanco rather of being a
protection toCLaadianu iiterests alsosince it
provents the inrush of Amnerican lumuber-
men into the country. If the ftarif be
revised lu the direction of free lumber the
Caînadian lumber interests iil ba coin-
pelled to commence a struggle for exis-
tence agalinst the energetie and powerful
syndicates of the United States that ivill
tax t.iir resourcos te the very utmnost.
We nced not refer iera to tha salutary
influence of Our ow'n export duty ou logs,
i zmeasure first recommuîenled in thase
eoliiuîmns.

TIHE ENGLISH BUDGET.
Considoration of the English budget is

of value to overy business muan, whatever
his nationility or branch of tratde. Eng.
land is Lie conunercial centre of Lie globe,
aind it is no exaggeration te say that the
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prices of the entire world, no matter in
what staple, are governed and fixed by
those current in the British markets.
These in their Luri are dominated by the
prosperity or adversity of the mercantile
coinmunity of thle country and, since they
filnd a faitlful reflex in the ebb and flow
of taxation, the result of the Govern-
mets financial operations for the year
indicates with astonisinmg accuracy the
course of general t-ade and May fairly he
relied upon as abasis upon whieh we may
found anticipations as te the future.

Under these circunstances it is satis.
factory to find that the English Budget ls
one of tle best that lias beau laid before
the country for the past sixteen years, and
Liat it indicates an increase of prosperity
in the past and seems te point te a generai
revival of trade in the future. The in-
creased revenue from stamps of over
$5,00,000 shows clearly the general pros-
parity of business, since, as was pointed
out by Mr. Gladstona, the sale of the penny
revenlume stamp (witlhout which no receipt
or cheque iu England is legal) is the most
accurate criterion of the volume of trade.
The total surplus realized was, in rouglh
figures, a little over $10,800,000; the best
shmowing in this respect aince 1874; but
the bare figures do not give any idea of
tie course of trade, and it is only when
we examine into the details that we find
how promising the budget is. The sale of
staimfps ani the duties from wines and
spirits are tle two inost reliable points by
which te guage tie year's business, and in
both these itemns there is a gratifying in-
crease. The income tax returns are legs
satisfactory ; but this is probably owing
to the graduai change in the methods of
doing business, the substitution of fluctu-
ating for tixed incomes, thle lower scale of
wages paid te Mercantile clerkis, and the
nîuminber of employés now doing their work
partly upon commission who pay this tax
onîly upon their actual salary.

Tbe mare fact that the national debt
has beau reduced during the year by
$13s,000,000 is suflicient te point out that
teic year just past lias been an exceptional
ee, and sinice Mr. Goschen commences
1888 with a further balance of over thirty-
seven million dollars in hand, it is evident
thalt lie will b able te pay off such hold-
ors of consols as nay choose to reliquish
their holdings rather than accept a reduced
rate of interest, without in aîîy way
tanpering with incoming funds. The
estiaintes for the coming year show a de-
creuse of two and a-half million dollars in
expendituire froin those of the one just
past, and a carefll review of the probable
revenjue disceloses an expected surplus of
nearly twelve million dollars. Frum this
surplus il la intended te use lalf in Laking
a p>eIy Off the income tax, the balance te
be raised by a series of minor taxes te be

levied principally on what may be fairly
termed luxuries. IL is proposed to levy a
ta of one pound upon every pleasure
louse, a duty of five pounds upon every
race herse, and live shilliis par dozen on
bottled wines. These new taxes fail ex-
clasively upon the rich, wbo will net feel
their burden, while the relief will bo most
felt by the class whose amall incomes fall
just above the line where the income tax
comes into force. In other words the
small clerk who receives a fixed income
just above the one hundred pound limit
will benefit by a reduction of the income
tax, while the funds necessary for the
purpose will bc contributed by a wealthy
class whose incomes are often net amen-
able te this tax at all.

Referring te the increased expenditure
necessary ro fortify ports and coal stations,
it la the intention of the Governrment to
utilize the revenue derived from the Suez
Canal shares held by them. These shares
pay an annual dividend of $2,750,000, and
it la intended on this security te raise a
loan of $11,500,000 to meet expenditure
under this head without imposing any
additional burden on the taxpayer. This
is a question in which Canada is interested,
as a proportion of thlis appropriation is be
expended in fortifying the west.îrn termi-
nus of the Canadian Pacifie lu British
Columbila in order te secure that end of
the transcontinental route froin any hostile
descent ln event of war. The construction
of the all-Canadian railroad lias naturally
made British Columbia an object of much
value in the eyes of the Imaperial naval
authorities, and it is now certain that a
considerable expenditure of Imperial funds
wilI take place within her bordera.

Taken all round, andi more especially
when combined with the successfulscheine
for the conversion of the consols, the
budget now under discussion is one of the
most' gratifyiig ever presented to the
British publie. It represents the largest
payment off the national debt for sixteei
yeara back, as welt as one of the largest
balances on hand for a still longer period.
Taken in conjunction with Vie saving la
interest upon consola, it provides for a
prospective reduction of twopence half-
penny in the income tax. Naturally such
a favorable showing la only possible under
prosperous commercial conditions. The
English budget is a faithful reflex of Eng-
lisl commerce; a good report from the
Chancelier of the Exchequer is one of the
most convincing proofs of inereasing
national prosperity; and since prosperity
in England means higlier prices and botter
denand for Canadian produce, of ail the
encouraging signs for the coming year's
business the improved tone of the Britiahi
markets is ene of the mnost reassuring.
Given an ordinary harvest in Ontario next
year we shall hava no cal te complain.of
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1SSS; and it is evident from the present
estimate of British wheat requirements
that England will be glad to take ail the
grain we can offer at an advance upon
present prices.

THE FISHERIES QUESTION.
If the ofBicial figures as to the disposi-

tion of the products of Canadian fisberies
are to be relied upon, it is evident that the
fears of those vriters who prognosticate
that the possible closing os the United
States markets to Canadian fish would
reasit disastrously to the Maritime Pro-
vinces, are altogether fallacious. The
statistics appear to warrant the belief that,
so far from the United States being able to
dictate to Canada as to what of our fßshery
products they will or will not take, the
Anmerican consumer is practically at the
mercy of the Canadian fisherman, and is
compelled to roly upon him absolutely for
his share of our fish products.

In fact Canada forms the sole source of
supply for the American market; and so
long as the ipresent policy of preventing
American fisiermen from poaching upon
our preserves is carried out, this condition
of affairs mnst continue. So long as we
are able te protect our fishing. grounds
from spoliation at the hands of Gloucester
fishermen, the gaine is practically in our
own bands. TLe American fisheries are
depleted by the destructive mthods prac-
ticed by their fishermen and they are now
dependent for supplies solely on Canadian
waters; so long then as we refuse to alloiv
themu to practice similar methods in our
waters and retain our fßshing grounds for
the use of Canadian fishermen only, so
long will they be compelled to purchase
their flsh fromn us, and from us alone.

We are aware that this view of the case
is not often dwelt upon, aven by Canadian
writers, and certainly not by our neighbors
across the border. They are always
anxious to point ont that ont of our total
expert of 870,805 quintals of cod, they took
165,075,and of the export of 108,402 bar-
rels mackerel, they-took 93,416 barrels;
but why ? Simply because they could not
obtain t1he supfly anywhere aise. They
must buy their ßsh in Canada or go with-
out; since the destructive methods prac-
tised by the Gloucestermen have long
since rendered their own fishing grounds
barren and iuproductive. The American
market will always be ours so long as we
have mackerel and cod to seli; provided
we inaintain as strict a guard over our fish-
eries in the future as we have in the past.
It is now abundantly evident that should
Congress impose any additional duty ûpon
Canadian fish with the idea of thereby
helping the Arnerican fisherman, the duty
will simply be added to the price and will
be paid, as it is now, by the consumer.

Take simply the price ôf cod in the

United States to.day, and compare with
that of two years ago, and it is evident
at once that this is the case. The catch
in Canada is practically the sanie now as
then, but, owing to the American fisher-
men being forciblv prevented from fishing
in our waters, the amount available is so
much less that the consumer is compelled
not only to pay the amount of the protec-
tive duty imposed upon Canadian fish, but
aiso an advance in price of at lenast two
dollars par quintal. In- the case of mark-
erel a similar condition of affairs is niani-
fest. The demand for Canadian mackerel
bas never been better than now, and cou-
sequently not only is the American con-
sumer paying the extra duty imposed by
his own government, but also an advance
of nearly 100 par cent. f. o, b. in price over
last year's rates. la not the fishery ques-
tion then solving itself ? -

Canada, li short, holds the key of the
situation; and, if the present vigorous
policy of the Governinent be maintained
and the American fishermen be rigorously
prevented from poaching in our waters,
abe will continue to do so fron this out.
If the United States require fish, must
either comea to us for it or take it out of
our waters. If the latter be prevented and
poaching rendered impossible, they must
buy it in the Canadian market and pay
the market price therefor. This is really
the. whole point of the question. Free
trade and free fisbing would be far more
likely to do harm to our inierests fhan
guarding our own rights and risking in-
creased duties orretaliation. The increas-
ed duies the American consumer must
pay in the long run, together with a band-
somte profit to the Canadian fßsherien, and
retaliation would prove too expensive a
luxury to be indulged in te help the in-
terests of a snall class of fish dealers. So
long'as we guard strictly what we have,
the fishery question is practically solved,
but if we yield to cœrcion or cajileiy, we
shall soon have to lament a similar condi-
tion of our shore fislheries te that which
the cupidity of the Gloucestermen bas
brought about in the United States.

AUTOMATIC SPRINKLERS.

The phenomenal freedom froni fire
losses shown .by the Mill Mutuals (uring
the past twelve Montha as naturally di-
rected a great deal of attention to the safe-
guards .against fire they insist ipon before
assuming a risk. When it is reniembered
that during an exceptionally disastrous
year for ordinary fire companies, like the
one just past,their bosses amounted toi under
sixteen per cent., it is eviden' that a valu-
able lesson la to be drawn fron their
method of inspection and their demands
as to what ire extinguishing appliances
must be present on the promises they in-

sure. But of late there bas been a ten-
dency to overrate the efliciency of these
appliaices, and especially in the ýcase of
sprinkler risks there bave beau granted
insurance rates altogether out of propor-
tien to the amount of protectior that these
devices really afford. UJnderwrters seem
to have placed such implicit faith in the
representations of manufacturers of these
appliances as in many cases te grant ridi-
culousily low rates on sprinkler risks, and
the natural resoit has beau that a number
of heavy losses have beau made, and, as a
consequence, the word "sprinkled " is now
no longer suci an infallible argument in
favor of the acceptance of a risk, no matter
bow dangerous in its inherent hazard, as
it was before bitter experience proved that
the sprinkler system ofton turned out to
be ineffective at the very moment when
its eficiency was inost sorely needed.

The îeal fact seems to be that these
sprinkler systems are simply adopted, in
in many cases, for the purpose of lowering
the cost of insurance; their eflicacy in
time of fire being a very secondary con-
sideration. As a consequence both the
plant and materials are often of poor
quality and not Bltted up in a workman-
like manner. The frequent careful exan-
ination which is necessary to maintain the
equipient li such a condition of efliciency
as to render its operation, when occasion
arises, an absolute certainty, is entirely
neglected, and the risk taken at sprinkler
rates is, so far as the ire hazard is con-
cerned, muerely an ordinary one and should
be only insured at ordinary rates.

It must be remembered too that even
should the plant be of excellent quality
and properly erected, there are frequent
contingencies that arise ihat will destroy
its usefulness as a safeguard against lire.
In this climate the danger of freezing often
destroys the usefulness of sprinkler plants
for weeks at a time. Even in New York,
five sprinkler systems were disabled by
frost in one week alone. Again, tbey are
very apt te be tampered with by careless
or nialicious employes, and, in one in-
stance at ail events, the existence of a
sinall leak caused the water supply to be
turned off at the very monent when the
fire occurred. Valves te may fail te act
or goods be se piled as to prevent the free
action of the water, and sometimes the
water pressure is to slight te render the
service eilicient. These are ail evils of the
sprinkler systen, against which it is im-
possible te maintain a constant watch, and
bence we may draw the moral that the
advantages .f sprinklers are far less prac-
tical than theoretical, and that their
Wvorth as fire extinguishers lias been much
over-estimated.

No doubt the automatic sprinkler, pro-
perly eqnipped and maintained, is one of
the best protective appliances yet discover.
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cd. 'Jhe meere fact tait the mii mutuals
reduced tlicir rate on textile minlls protect-
cd with sprinklers by one ltf is quite
sufficient proof of this. But underwriters
are apt to forget that if is only the cou-
titant, thorough, inspection of the syatein
naintainîed by these associations that

gives tiei tlicr value. Under the lax
and porfuict'ory inspection prevalent in
only too iniîny of our towns and villages,
the advantages of sprinkler plant dwindl
et once, and hecome too oftei the cause of
neglecting the eflicieicy of other lire ex-
ingnishiing appliances in conscquence of

the conitdenc engendered by tLheir poss-
ession. If this ride of constant inspection

e forgotten, the uniderwriter who pins his
faith to sprinkler risks is very apt to sui-
for severe lois, and thein to blainhethe in-
elliciency of a means of protection simply
becaise lie lias not. insisted upon its being
iaint aincd in an operiive condiLion. If
the inderwriter or inîspector perforis his
duty, tlie sprinklcrs will do theirs, but if
lie noeglects to sat.isfy limiîself ait, short in-
tervals of their operative condition, lie hlas
only hinself to blamne when the loss
occunirs.

SATlrEENS AND GINGIIAMS.
New cottons are inow coinencing to ap-

pear gradually upon the connters and aie
attracting more attention day by day, but
iiitil a spell of wari sannny weather shall
inlt the snow and ice froin our streets
and thereby give an impetus to the pur-
Chase of snmmoîner goods, tiey will continue
to be more the sujcect of a feiiîine curi-
osity as to the probable bout of fashion
liian ii any sense saluable fabrica.

l'lie new ginghamus show a narked tai-
proveient in weave and finish, and are
more elegant and expensive than any
cotton goods brouglit into this market
heforc. They are lis soft and fine as a
taffeta silk, and in fact in the fluer quali-
ties so closely reseiible silk as to bec with
dilicilty distinguishable fron il, For
iorning dresses fine check patterns in

black and white, indigo and whito, azure.
and white, and gray and white, are mucli
fanîcied, and are intended to be muade up
with white enbroidery. The lace ntriped
and fdgured lines are shown in a variety of
beutiful colors aind shiides. They can be
purchased i stripes uid plain colors for
conbination; in sets of stripes of two
widlths', or for plain costumes of hair line
stripes or solid color. A novelty is shown
in the shape of stripes of two delicate
toues of the saine color, one sligltly paler
thanii the other, intoided to be separated
in% the conbination by lace or embroidery.
In pretty rose tints and pile turquoise
blues these coibinations tre very pretty
and etectivo, and for uiieter tastes two
shados of silver gray should sel] well.
Thelc most costly ginglians are in ricl

edfective plaids of cream blocks and deli-
cate colors, In one case the cream ground
is figired witl a single tinly palm leaf in
briglit colors and having the effect of Cm-
broide y oI the goods, and in another we
have raised crescents one within the
other. These two patterns exactly re.
semble plusli figures on a silk ground, and
would scarcely at first sight be taken for
cottons at al],

Sateens are perceptibly more showy and
striking in pattera than last year, but the
printiig is more artistie and the finish of
the goods as beautiful as foulard or satin..
'T'le najority show largo showy designs
Of rings, blocks and otlier odd shapes
whici, altlough very striking when shown
in the piece, are sonew'hat trying to most
figures. Still there is a fair percentage of
small patterns in flowers, stars, dots and
rings, and for the better class trade these
will undoubtedly sell best, but it is evident
that the tendency, as yet, is towards more
pronounlced patterns and more showy
colors, anid thre is a feeling for bright
cardinal either in solid color or in coinn-
ation with white. In nourning hnes we
find poîngee ginghams which closely rè-
semble sateens, except in a more silky
finish. These corne i black with scattered
white figures, and are intended for those
who wisli for black in a high class cotton
fabric.

Indian, Eastern and Egyptian fancies
are now furnishing designs largely for
salcons and ginghams. The patterns are
showy, but not particularly appropriate,
and in sorme cases have a decidedly wall-
papery appearance, One new design
slowed two Coptie O's interlaced in various
contrasts of color on a cream ground.
Another sliowed striated shells in sert on
garnet, and anuother groups of w-heat cars
in straw color on ultranarine bilue. Il
smaller patterns, set figures, chintz leaves
and fiowers and circular disks nrranged in
graduated crescents are ollered. li all,
hiovever poor the pattern, the beauty of
the finish anid the delicacy of the olors
anud printing la nost noticeable. Each
manufacturer lias striven te out-do lis
competitors. and hence we have now cot-
ton fabrics thnat possess all the lustre and
sheen ofsilk at prices that secen absurdly
Cap when Compared with the aunent of
artistic taste and mechanical skill required
for their production.

TRE ATLAS ASSURANCE 00.
Tho annual report of thie Atlas Assurance

company for the eightieth year of its exist-
ence betokens an amount of inatorial advance-
nont thaît casts into the shade flic progress of
mnany a younger competitor. in botl its life

and fire departments the Atlas sliows flic in-
flmuence of skillfIl and conservative maunge.
mient. The report, whichi will be found in

full in another column, shows an increase in
the premium income on ltfe risks of $65,000
over that of 3886; and in the case of fire risks
the company can boost of an increase of
$73,400 during the twelve monlis. Tho
ratio of lire losses te fire premiums is now
only 40 per cent., while in the year preceding
it renched 64.3 per cent. Thiis s a figure that
few companies on this continent eau equal,
and ts one whieh evidences that its risks have
been selected with due canre. The fire fund
lias been increased by $113,000, and now
reaches the unusual amount of $1,000,000 or
$277,000 more than the total fire premiums.
The life funds stand et $7,000,000 and the
total assets at $9,2'75,000 in round figures.
This alone would form an excellent showing,
but wlien we add ta this the fact that a divi-
dend of net !css than 20 cent. lies bece
earned upon the paid-up capital during the
year, we cean estimate how well the business
of the company bas lice managed. It is
abundantly evident that the Atlas does not
belie its name, and that its shoulders, like
that of its classical namesake, are broad
enougli to bearthe ins urance burdens of the
world. The companny's business in Canada is
is making substautial progress under the
management of Mr. L. Il. Boult and lits associ-
ate, Mr. Owen Murphy, M.P.P., and ex-miayor
of Quebec.

CioiP reports front the United States show.
that winter whcat ts in the most backward
condition of any spriug in the pastfive years.
During February and March the country has
lad ample surface rains, but very, general lack
of sunshine. March has been a general dis-
appointment. te farmers and practically no
farim work lias been done. In Dakota there
will bc fess spring whîeat sown tham uisual,
althotgli in Northiern Dakota the ground is in
fair condition. Minnesota lias laid severe
blizzards and with - the most favorable
weatlier spring sedling will be very late. The
trying March weatlier bas also ligitened the
prospects of the anticipated large average of
oats. Last ycar the bulk of the crop was
seeded et this date, while this year nothing
lias been donc. Further backward weatler
will tend to greatly eut the crop of 1888
short. le California seeding is practically
over, and conditions are generally good.
Texas bas hlad abundant rains, and promises
the finest crop of winter wheat in lier history.
Inl Tennessee and Kentucky the promising
crop lias been seriously injured by the Min-
nosota blizzard. The samie s truc, only more
so, in thel whcat centres cf Ohio, Irdiana and
Illinois. Michigan has been more protected
by sniow, and in Kansas the prospect is good.
Crops are suffering only from lack of reserves
of moisture. Missouri promises a fair average
crop.

Tne Winnipeg Free Press announces that
the estate of Max Goldstein, clothier, of that
city, lins been sold by the Sheriff to satisfy
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the $7000 judgment in favor of ii wife as ber
dower claim. The stock was knocked down
to L. Vineberg on bis behalf and it is sup-
posed the business will be continued by Gold-
stein in bis wifo's namne. Provious to *the
sale, the claims of several of Goldstein's
Winnipeg creditors, whose judgments follow-
ed that of Goldstein's wife, were bought up
by hlm at fifty cents in the dollar in-order ta
hold control of the stock. The Eastern
creditors of the estate, whose judgments corne
in later, get nothing. The paper to the
amount of $12,000, which Goldstein lied en-
dorsed for Colin, bis father-in-law, will also
bu completely worthless. Goldstein bas thus
obtained possession of $20,000 worth of goods
at a fraction of te original cost, which will
enable him to seli at a figure with which
honest traders cannot compete.

As was expected, the decision of the judge
in the case of L'Abbe versus several butchers
who had given promissory notes ta L Banker "
BIickman for a supply of ice during the ap-
proaching season from the Butchers' " Ice
Company, and were suied upon them by the
first mentioned gentleman, to whom they iad
beenl given by fficktnan's contractor as col-
làteral security for a loan of $500, is taint the
notes were procured by false pretences, and
that therefore they are valueless. The learned
judge made some scathing remarks upon
Rickman's methods of doing business, declar-.
ing that in bis opinion ic signatures' were
obtained surreptitiously, by false pretences,
and that tbey are the ouicome of fraud. The
Montreal public have liad their eyes pretty
well opened of late to this so-called c bank-
er's " style of business, and the general im-
pression seems ta b taint lie will fnd very
few customers in future in titis city.

TuE annual meeting of shareholders of the
Canada Northwest Land company ias .been
held at Edinburgh, the chairman Sir George
Warrender, presiding. The annual report
which was presenfed was satisfactory. The
sales of farm lands last year showed a marked
improvement, and the magnificent harvest is
expected to have a most favorable effect, and
a largely increased immigration is predicted.
The total sales of farm lands were 19,11 3
acres, as compared with 8,213 acres in 1886.
Of this amotint 6,852U acres were in suspense
at the end of te year. The sum of the nett
proceeds of sales of town and village sites was
was £4,292 8s. The receipts from land sales
w'as £32,233, of which £13,178 was written off
land accoaunt, and the balance in band at the
end of the year was £12,172. During the year
2,507 shares valued at £42,535 were accepted
in paymîent of lands.

Tus Bankers' Association of Buffalo lias re-
solved to charge a discount on ail Canadian
bills deposited of two per cent. The new rule
will go into force immediately. The cause of
this la that tie baniks are taxed on their de-

posits, and the money taken in înust bc sent
ta Canada in exchanges. The usual custom is
ta ship $1,000 et a tine and the banks must
lose the interest on that amount. The new
rule doces not apply to Canadian silver,thougi
in this country there is a discount on United
States coin, Financiers and brokers in
Toronto state that the effect of tic decision
will bc ta drive Canadian currency out of the
United States and force people to take thte
precaution of getting their money exclanged
in Canada before leaving for flic other side.
Merchants ta avoid the tax while paying
accounts in tIe United States will do so en-
tirely by New York drafts.

Tus death from paralysis of the lon. John
Hamilton removes a vory well known figure
frot Montreal's commercial community. He
was the third son of Colonel George Hamilton,
of Hawkesbury, and was born at Quebec in
1827. le was a member of the groat Itumber
firm of Hamilton Brothers, of Hawkesbury,
was a director of the Bank of Montreal and
other mercantile and nanufacturing corpora
tions, and for somue time was president of the
Merchants Bank. Fron 18G0 ta 1867 he
represented the Inkerman division of Lower
Canada in te iold Legislative counîcil. lu the
latter year he was called by royal proclama-
tion to the newly constituted Senate of
Canada, a position ie resigned in May of lest
year.

Tmi United States Goveinment have given
varning notice in the lBritish Columbia
papers ta those about ta engage in the scal
fishery on the subject of the laws of flic United
States on sealers and the penalties inflicted by
those laws found killing suals in any part of
Behring Sea. Tîhe Government of Canada
have also warned thle sual fishermen of Cana-
da against going in armed vussels, as itwould
be higlhly detri mental ta the negotiations nowv
being conducted betweenî Great Britain and
tle United States in respect ta killing scals
on that sea. No warning, however, has' been
given by the Canadian authorities ta vessels
about ta prosecute peacefully their business
in taint quarter.

Tr demand for canned lobster bas in-
creased materially of late both for local and
foreign accoutnt, Nuinerous sales have been
made of small quantities, and deliveries uîpon
these purchases have served ta lssen tlie
available stock and strengthened thle market
for remaining goods. The prices realized in
New York are$1 50 for standard 1-lb Provincial
brands, and $1 800$1 85 for fancy stock.
Confidence is strongly entertained in the
future of these goods, as the pack the coming
season will undoubtedly be muich smaller titan
usual, and with the United States and Great
Britain dependant. largely upon Canadian
supplies, many in the trade do not hesitate to
predict an appreciation in value before the
season closes.

TitE huskless oats swindile has been exten-
sively worked in flie vicinlty of Belleville,
Ont., during the past two years. ¯Last year
the sellers îedeemed their promise to pur-
chase the product of the onts sold et $10 pur
bushel year before for $7.50 per busiel, but
paid for them in the notes of those farmers
who bouglt lest year on the strength of the
seeming good faith kept with the buyers of
the previous year. There are no purchasers
now, however, for lest year's product, and the
dupes tire seeking to have their notes voided.
These, it may be added, have been sold te
shavers in Belleville et a considerable dis.
count and thera is trouble ail around. The
amount involved is from $30,000 to $35,000.

Tuu severe depression of the fishing indus-
try is causing the sprend of the emigration
movement among the fishermen on the coast
of Scotiand. Several pioneers have just left
Morhy Firth for Halifax to ascertain flic
prospects for settlement in Nova Scotia. If
that province is nîot thought favorable the
pioneers intend ta visit Britisli Columbia. A
party of highly respectable Scotch farners
also lcft Glasgow for the Commercial Coloni-
zation Compauy's colony at Langenburg in
the North-West. Several parties of selectel
child emigrants are leaving this week.

TuEns are still complaints in Winnipeg
wholesale trade circles as to the slowness
with which paper is inet, but only for large
amounts. Small dealers are reported to be
paying up better than previously. Farmers'
payments have been fer ahead of lest year.
The paynents of interest on and flic wiping
out of mortgages on farms have been well
mot and agricultural impleient deIalers have
laid exceptionally good reason for congratula-
tion, many back accounts having been wlped
out.

Mi. W. CAsE, an oil expertof Pennsylvania,
who lias returned from several weeks' ex-
plorations in lte Riding Mountain district,
south of the Vermnillion River, and eighteen
miles from Lake Dauphin, says at a, deptl of
fifty-nine feet lie found oil in considerable
quantities. Mr. Case brouglit a vialfull with
hlm as a sample. It burned so freely that
many of the settlers took quantities home to
burnl in thicir own lamps. A company will be
organized at once to proceed out with the
necessary machinery before the spring tihaw
sets in.

INEruAo of two vessels plying between
Port Arthur and Owen Sound, as was the case
last year, there will bu three, the Campana
taking the place of the ill-fated Algorna, until
such tine as the new steel ship being built
at Scotland is completed. Besides this,- two
steamer$ will run from the Soo to Owen
Sound, making close connection with all
the trains leaving tiis point. These advances
on te part of the Canadian pacifie Railway,
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togethcr with those of other companies, point
ta a brisk and voluminous trade at tlc Seo
utlrin. tli season of navigation of 1888.

Tu mines of Nova Scotia yielded a good
return tast year. Therc were 1,502,611 tons
of coal raised, 231,362 ounces of gold inlîîed,

That is the policy of
the Government to-day, and any measure that
they can moake to carry it forward will bu
taken.

Some idea of the vessel's
size and capacity can bu glearned froin the
faut that SLe can carry over 1,000,000 gallons
as a cargo. The new craft is 310 feet in
lengtlh, 30 reet bam and 25 Icet depth of
hold, and registers 2,881 tonls. About a
dozen slnilar vessels have alreidy been built
in Europe, especially for earrying petroleum.

Fe i known hure in railway and steuship1)
circles that Che Doninion Cabinet bas pretty

Their mnemorial states that
Canadian manufacturera shipped ta New
York in 1883 less than 5,000 casks, and in
1887 fle quantity liad increased ta 138,000
casks. This year i t is estimated that 200,000
casks will go forward.

ABoUr 700 men iii all, belonging te te
different trades unions l lliinmilton, are af-
fectel by lthe present lock-oIti. A joint meut-
ing of fie Board of Directors of Chie Buildera'
Exchange and Architects of the city bas
been lield, when it vas decided to request the
various unions affected by the present lock-
ont to send a deputation of three members to
a meceting at whiili flic hBoard of Directors of
the Exchange will endeavor ta effect a settle-
inent.

" RETUrNs froI llritibh Coluinsbia show that
ite.yild of gold last year was valued at
S03.709. Reports indicate that greater
efforts vill bu made during the present year
than in any previous year in Chu history of
the province to develop the placer mining.
The yield ot coal is the hlrgest Of any year
since Confederation. The home demand was
larger, and the exporta to the United States,
especially to California, considerably in-
cretased.

As was expected, tle faliure of Ulrie Ger-
main & Frere, of Quebc, bas brought down a
nuinber of other firms whtose names were ou
their paper. Edmond Juîllien, Cnrrier, of
fedleyville, lias assigned, and P. Michaud &
Co., tannera, of Litchevrotiere, have suspended
owing sumlue $15,000, for which they bave only
$3,000 worth ofassets to show. la both these
cases ft exchange of accomodation paper
with the Germains in the cause of failure.

WiriiEao grain dealers ivill shortly with-
draw ail their buyers in Manitoba except at
pointa where there are elevators. This action
i due ta the breaking up of lcads, which

leads tu light doliverics, and so renders it un-
profitable tu dealiers ta omploy a large staff of
buyera. As yet deliveries have continued
very large in volume for the scason. For the
lait fewv days the deliveries at Winnipeg have
averaged thirty thousand bushels daily.

THE delegates who weint frum Meafoid,
Ont., ta interview the Government ta solicit a
grant for a harbor, have returned. They re-

port a willinguess on the part of the Govera-
ment ta give $5,000, provided the town raises
$3,000 more. At the last meeting of the
counit it was decided to submit a by-law ta
the ratepayers with a view tr raise the re-

quired amount. The projects meets with a

good deal of favor and will likely carry.

THt statements made by a momber for an
eastera constituency wio undertook to in-
struct the House upon the reciprocity
question are not founded on the actual con-
dition of the tariff.

Tis tire luses in Boston for the year 1887
aru shuwn ta have beau proportionately
lower than those of any other American city.
While the insurance mon of New York,
Chicago, Philadolphia, St Louis, Minneapolis
and other cities figure up their net lasses as
the result of their year's operations, the
Bostonî insurance mon can show that their
companies have made considerable gains by
their business.

A ST. CATIlARiîEs despatch says: Experts
fromt the Penusylvania coal ragion visited
Smithville to-day and examined the alleged
coal fini there. The pronounce the deposit
an excellent quality of anthracite, but il la
ouly .a vein and docs not exceed eight incles
l thickness. They doubt whether it would
pay to work it, and probably the idea of
mining operations, so fer at teast as coal is
concerned, will be abandoned.

Tua London Jndez comes out with the
following offer:. -9 It now being the fashion
of nowspaper proprietors to convert their
publications into insurance policies, we, in
order not to be outdone lu enterprise and

liberality, hereby give 'notice that if a sub-
scriber ta the Inidex, or anuy person having the
current nimber In his possession, is struck by
liglitning, we agree ta bury hlis or her next of
kfn frac of charge."

PalVATE advices by mail speak rather dis-
couragingly of the prospects for the nutmeg
crop in Bandu. It is said that the, hurricane
of Jan. 2d1 was followed by one of still greater
violence on the 1oth, during which hundreds
of trecs we'all filfed with fruit wore blown
downi, besides which a large percentage of il-
most ripe nats wvere blown off, and a shortage
in the crop for firai six months of the year la
predicted.

Trim work of taking out phosphate lias been
going oi at the mines in tlue Bulcinghanm
district during the winter, and lindredls of
tons are now ready for shipiment. The
miners expect ta have a good market this
season for all they can turn out. The new
English compauy are making improvements
in the old Union mines, which will enable
themr ta increase their output this stummer.

LATE gales have made havoc with Nova
Scotia and New Brunswick shipping, and as a
consequence heavy demunds'are being made
on the Halifax and St. John companies, associ-
ations and agencies, sa that additional calls
are neccssitated, and the result will be that
sone of the companies .will go ont of the
business. The winter of 1887-88 will b a
menorable one to marine underwriters.

CoAi shipments from the Cape Breton ports
have already bagua. North Sydney is lecar
of ice, and Cow Bay, Little Glace Bay and Big
Glace Bay are waiting for tonnage to com-
mence shipments. There la considerable on-
quiry for ca vessels for the St. Lawrence,
Newfoundlaud and American ports. Freighits
rule higher tihan last year, and vessels on the
berths are having quick derpatch.

Tia business failures occurring througliout
the country during the lait seven days, as re-
ported ta Dun, Wiman & Co, number for the
United Stafes 179, and for Canada 42, or a
total of 221 failures, as compariel vith a total
of 243 lait week and 228 the week previous
ta the last. For the corresponding week in
1887 the figures were 223, boirg, 106 in the
United States and 27 in Canada.

PaOz»LE should carofuilly examine aIl ten
dollar bills that may he tenderei thcm, fromt
the fact that a large uimber of $5 bills raised
to $10 have. been discovered in circulation.
They were principally on the Imperial Bani,
with a few on the Traders'. Recently counter-
fait $5 United States silver certifieates have
bon sont into circulation, b aides a large
number of $2 bills.

Tac reports of the results of the seal fishery
are commencing ta arrive. The steamer

Esquimaux is reported with 15,000 seals on
board, and the Engle -witb 10,000, while
40,000 seals have been taken at Partridge
Point and 18,000 a the Horse islands. Tho
Terra Nova has few seals. Six steamers
passed Cape John yesterday, and their pros'
peot ofseals was good.

MEssRs. Ciaii & Frs, whose systemn of
electric lighting is shorn ta good advantage
in our Ste. Cunegonde municipality, are offer-
ing to liglt that large portion of Montreal not
covered by the Royal Electric Co., et a cost
not to exceed what is paid the gas company,
guaranteeing 150 ier cent. more light. This,
surely, is a most acceptable offer.

A vsua important decision is that of the
IU S. Treasury that tin cans containing filsh
which are exempt fromn duty under the act of
March 3, 1883, are iaso entitled to free entry
under.the provision in said act for the usual
and niecessary covering.

Tus share of Canada's export trade done by
tha province of Ontario was 34.44 per cent. in
1885, 34.03 per cent. in 188G and 35.56 per
cent. in 1887. That of Québec was, in the
year 1885, 43.50 per cent., in 1880, 43,0 per
cent, and in 1887, 44.72 per cent.

Such being the case. lie must
admit that lie was in error when lie stated
previouisly that I the falling off of the output
of lumber la due to the scarcity of it In a
slaughtered forest."

I am surprised at his remarks on trans-
portation. Ie surely must know botter than
lie pretends ; if not I will enlighten him. He
compares freight charges of .railways and tug
boats but does ha forget that railways run
every day while- his tugs only go when
chartered witlh fut loads? That railways run
winter and sumner, while bis pet lug boat la
a summer bird only ? He claims that
whereas railway charges on a barrel of flour
would be a dollar, charges by tugboat would
only be eighty cents, and I suppose ha is
right, liroviding the railway and the tugboat
are not each.confined ta the sae number of
miles-but probably lie expects the railway ta
carry a barrl five hundred miles ta his tug-
boats fifty miles, and then would calt this a
fair comparison. My experience of the
matter la lhat a barrel of flour cean b sent by
rail oae hundrcd miles for thirty cents, and
Vith this in view vhere can you get any

steamer or tug ta equal it?
He says he cannot agree with me wben I

say Il would b rl orso for our formera if we
had fewer lumberrnen, yet he alsO says, they
will depend on operators ta purchaso their
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hay, eats and gransfed beer; tley: will aIlIow
their sons to hire out during fhe winter for
the falce of L few dollaro, and tlhese lads
growing dissatisficd ivitl ioumte, think they
wouid like a iarger firid, Crch Is the West.?
lie thon isksp, u What tlin has fhie fanner ta
gain out of the operaltionE ?" I truly is dis-
learteninîg when one slriles at arguer like
Mr. P. 0. Byram. lie irsit adnits that the
lumuiiberiman providEs a market for ftarm pro-
duce, that he gives empeloymeit to farmers'
sons it a period of lte year wien IL portiOnî of
the i i hp on any farm iinot be profitably em-
pl>Yedl therein ; ail yet, a'fter aI tllthis, he asIks
what thie firitner lias to gain out of the
operaition.
