-IT is said that the following test will dtstinguish cottonseed
oil from olive oil: Take pure colorless nitric acid of 1.40 den-
sity and mix It with half the quantity of ail lu a test tube closed.
with an India rubber plug. After shaking it for several seconds,
allow.the tube to rest lu a vertical position for five or six min-
utes. If olive oil is present the liquid is at firet pale. and color-
less, changing to an ashy gray with a light yellowish hue. A
coffeë brown color will be seen if cottonseed oil is present. The
reaction 1s delicate enough to detect an adulteration of 5 per
cent, of cottonseed oil.

-THE whaling schooner Eva of New Bedford has been spoken
homeward bound from Hudson Bay. She has been out fifteen
months, and had 240 barrels oil and about 6,000 pounds of bone.
Her captain reports that the past season lu Hudson Bay has
been unprofitable for the whaling fleet, few whales having been
taken. The Eva has on board portion of the crew of the whaling
barque Desdemona of New Bedford, which was lost.

-VICît-CONsUL GENIRAL WASHINGToN, writing ta the De.
partment of State from Caira on the prospect of the cotton crop
of Egypt, says the present season's crop promises ta surpass ail
previous years in quality. According ta statistics compiled by
the finance departnent, there are under cultivation this year
about 1,050,000 acres, as compared with a little under 1,000,000
acres last year. Last year's crop amounted ta about 520,000,000
pounds, so that, on the basis of area alone, a crop of 550,000,000
iounds la probable ths year.

ed and shipped ta Alexandria, but buyers refuse ta pay thie prices
asked.

-NEw York city la waking up tc the fact that lier export
trade has been steadily declining for several years, wliilo lier
import trado lias increased. The Springfield Republimau says
that v&asels coming to New York with foreign cirgoes, go in
ballast to Jersey City, Plilladelphla or Baltimiore for their retorn
burdens, prlucipally becau e New York has failed to provide
the facilities which the export trade demands. The blane for
this state of affaire is said ta rest, tirst with the dock departmient
itself, whiclh hlas sutlered from toc nucli politics, and second
with popular indifforeico-that dry rot affecting so niany of aur
public concerna.

-A JAIANEs1 paper gives an interesting account of railway
developient lu Japai, fromi 422 miles in 1886 to 2,243 miles at
the close of 1895. The tirat railway in Japan was constructed
between Tokio and Yokohaina, the distance being 18 miles only,
There are, besides, about 2,000 miles of railways whici are now
in course of construction and 2,000 miles under survey-a total
of more than 6,000 miles altogOtlher. Considering te vLriuils
circuinstances rolating ta railway construction such as thie
linited number of workmen, the difliulty of arranging imaterials,
&c., Il itay be estimated that only four or (Ive liindred miles of
railway per year cai be constructod, and it will take noarly ten
years ta comuplete them all.

-TIERE la little ground for hie fear entertained in some quar-
ters that thIle mports of gold have ceased, says the New York
B1ullotin. The late rise In excliange was due to a special de-
mand fcr bills ta cover soine five millions of naturing sterling
loans made about three monthis ago, pouding the extreme strin.
gency in the money market. Those advances have now been
liquidated, and the exchange market la returning ta the ample
supply of export bills which caused, the late influx of gold. At
the moment thera la net sufficient ocean carrying capaciy for

receiving all the produce awaiting shipment. A few days may
remedy the blockade whon gold will again flow into the country
in its.late volume.

-A LARGE public meeting was held at Cape Town, Souti Af-
rica, the other day, the object of which was to protest the im-
position of duties upon articles of food. After the meeting a
crowd of 8,000 men bearing torches marched in procession to the
residence of Sir J. Gordon Sprigg, prime minister and treasu-
rer of Cape Colony, to whom the spokcsman stated the 'abject of
their coming: The Premier addressed the crowd saying that it
would be impossible ta abollsh the duties Immediately, as the
convention with the Orange Free State required one, year's no-
tice of its abrogation. After an hour's talk, the crowd hoted
and sang songs suggestive of langing the Premier. The scene
wa.s very liapressive and dramatie.

times past. When she succeeded "Sailor William," as
he -was commonly termed-as her grandfather was
called, "Farmer George"- there was a quiet but
powerful movement going on all through England in
favor of a republican form of government. The sean-
dalous life of George IV, who might have been styled
"Dude Geožge," from his sartorial to say nothing of
his other tastes,- had profoundedly affected the people.
Anotber such reign as his vould have shaken the Brit-
ish monarcby to its foundations.. William IV irritated
the more reflective classes by his incompetence. The
people were asking,-What ought a British monarch
be, to be worthy of his exalted position? The ruler
of the time, vas not a satisfactory answer. Hence in
every town there were republican clubs; iany even of
the public and private schools had branches of these
societies and subscribed to the organ of the movement,
edited by Linton, a celebrated artist. England's des-
tiny as'a monarchy hung'upon tle character as a ruler
of the young Queen. Ere she had ripened into mature
wom-anhood, England récognized in her an embodiment
of its ideal of a British monarch, and the repablican
clubs died out. Queen Victoria was seen to be the
antithesis of ber naughty uncle; she fully redeened
the throne from its degradation under George, and the
silent contem pt felt for it under William. The nation
having been relieved of the terrible burthen of war,was
burning with enthusiasm for political and social re-
fornis, out of which came the Reform Bill of 1832, the
demand for popular educatiôn, the philanthropic move-
ments associated with the name of Earl Shaftsbury
and the agitation for schools of Art. These impulses
~we'ré heightened 'in force by -thie sympathy of the
Queen. Every movement for the betterment of the
people was known to be stimulated by the Monarclh;
she made ail Britain throb with pride at having a
Sovereign who vas, practically the leader in ail
national enterprises that redounded to the nation's
honour. The Queen justified monarchy before its
enemies by displaying what splendid services it could
render to the whole people.

As a contrast to this we have the monarchy of Rus-
sia. Nicholas III has absolute power over ail persons
and affairs in bis vast dominions. But the system he

represents is a scandal to monarchical institutions,-
the system not the man, for what the man is as a
ruler, the systein nmakes him. The Russians have an
even more democratic local government system than
we have; so far as local affairs go, they bave County
Councils and parish Councils with wide powers-if we
may say so, in a very narrow sphere. But frônm ail share
in the imperial goverament the people are excluded,
The government of the Russian .Empire is one man.
He lias Pri.vy Conncillors and Ministers and Bureaus,
but every official is practically the slave of the Czar.
He is an Autocrat holding the lives of millions in his_
hands, but for this privilege lie pays by his own life's
being in hourly jeopardy from conspirators whose
machinations compel him to be guarded as perpetually
as is the worst malefactor in bis realm. Reflecting on
the tremendous power this one man wields, and the pro-
tective forces and plans necessary to gua'rd him froin as-
sassination,ve may justlyregardtbe position of the Czar
of Russia as a scandal to the monarchical system. By
the whim, the momentary passion, the persoual am-
bition or folly of Nicholas III, Eurjie could be set
ablaze with war. . Not yet, but in time, there vill dawn
on Russia a revolutionary epoch vhich will shake
every throne in Europe-except one, unless indeed the
young Czar bas wisdomenough and courage enoughi to
follow on the liues of his predecessor-who emanci-
pated the serfs-by a policy tending to -the -emancipa-
tion of his whole people from their political serfdom
Then would monarchy in Russia be placed on secure
foundations, and every hand inthe Empire be ready to
guard the monarch's.life..

A system liaving a'iiany points in commonwith Ru.,
sia prevailsin Turkey. In the former it is to some.ex-
tent tempered in tyranny by a low form cf Christian
civilisation; in the latter we see autocracy in its most
revolting form as a result of its operating under the
inspiration of a religion which deifies the sword. To
speak of the massacre of Armenians by order of o the
Sultan as "unnatural," is a mistake; those inurders'are
more natural than would be the protection of tiese
people bya MahoMmedan ruler. Christianity. in Tur-
key is treason to the State. If it were to spread, * it
would destroy the State as now organized and estal.

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lished. Constantinople represents the victory of Ma-
hommedanism over Christianity, for that city was once
the rival of Rome as the cliief city of Christendom. It
is still held in reveorence by Russians, and is looked te
as the future centre of the Greek Church where the
standard of St. George will again float over St. Sophia.
The Turks "feel in their boues" that the Cross threa-
tens I oclipse the Crescent, and, as the Sultan is the
supreme ruler of the chief anti-christian power, lie lias
no conpunction whatever in trying to purge his Em-
pire of subjects who cannot he loyal and retain their
faith. But what a terrible display of the worst possi-
bilities of the monarchical system does this religions
position of the Sultan compel him to make ! He too
is in terror of his life and from bis own household. For
him and the system lie represents there is no hope as
Lere is for the Czar and Russia, for constitutional re-
forms, and civil and religious liberty are not only alien
to, but distinctly forbidden by the Mahonmedan reli-
gion. Monarchy with all its possible evils has this
advantage over a republic,-it is adaptable to any peo-
ple, while a Republic is wildly impossible in countries
like Russia and Turkey; and the British Empire de-
monstrates Lhat under a monarchy there may be a de-
grec of stability, of unity and freedom enjoyed, greater
and more permanent than was ever known in any re-
public. Canada knows this too well to run any risk
of coming under sucli a ruler, as, say Mr. Bryan

THE MOLSONS BANK REPORT.

The annual meeting of the Molsons Bank, held on
12th inst., passed off- in the usual satisfactory manner.
The Report was too agreeable to excite any criticism.
To the shareholders generally it will cone as a sur-

prise, for the conditions of business have certainly not
been favorable for making net profits. We say noet

profits for the ditterence made by depression of trade to
bankers is largely caused by the difference between the
larger or smaller extent of bad debts that have to he
Vritten off ont of gross profits.

In the past year the bank cleared $224,084 whicl is
11.20 per cent 0on the paid up Capital. This was dis-
tributed by two half-yearly dividends of 4 per cent
each, a bonus of one per cent and a transference of
$25,000 te Rest, leaving $19,084 to he added to the
balance at credit of Profit and Loss, which bas been
carried forward to the anounut of $62,652. When the
$100O0 was added te the Reserve Fund in 1894 we
were disposed to regard that as the final addition te be
mnade ont of profits te that fund, as, for its great pur-
pose of acting as a bulwark te the Capital the suin of
$1,300,000 is certainly ample tò safeguard $2,000,000 and
leave a wide margin te supplenent any deficiency in the
dividend fu nd. hie Board lias however deterinred u pon
still further enlarging the Reserve Fund, as this year
it has received an addition of $2,5,000 by. which it is
raised te $1,400,000. The question of making the
normal dividend of the bauk ton per cent. is raised by
the continuons net earnings for several years providing
for this, and we are inclined te bolieve .that the share-
holders ata rgo would profer a higher dividend te an.y
further incrase of- the Roserve Fund, althougli there is
force in the President's reiark that, " a bonus is al-
ways safe,

JRNAL OF COMMERCE.

The interest bearing deposifs of the Molsons Bank
have increased about one million dollars since 1894, its
Current loans by $600,000, active business having ex-
panded in a smaller ratio than resources as in other
banks, a condition which ere long will cause the in-
terest on deposits te be reduced. Mr. F. Wolferstan
Thomas is entitled te hearty encomiums for the grati-
fying results achieved during the past three years of
depression. He bas a very able counsellor in President
Molson, and in Messrs. Elliott and Durnford,two zeal-
eus and efficient officers.

THE STEAMSHIP CANADA.

L

It is a happy omen for the future prosperity of our
shipping interests that the noblest speciien of marine
architecture ever in Dominion waters is the Canada,
which bas just made lier maiden voyage from Liver-
pool te this port. Canada is proud of lier namesake, as
well she may be when the new steamer's àchievement
is considered of a first voyage which was shorter than
any before made between Liverpool and 'Montreal.
Maiden trips are not regarded as a test of a vessel's
speed, it is not wise te attempt this, se -we may ex-
pect the Canada te work up te -a still higlier standard
than she has set up. She was built at Belfast and
launched on 14th May for completion wlien afloat.
At 6 p.m. on lst October the new engines began te
speed the Canada westward froin Liverpool, and on the
9tl October they were at rest in this port. The time
occupied between the wharf on the Mersey and the one
on the St. Lawrence, was 191 hours exactly. Had
the Canada carried the mails they would have reached.
Montreal at the saine time as those brought by the
Britannic sailing from Liverpool a day carlier, which
demonstrates the feasibility of the St. Lawrence route
for as fast passages as those made te and from New
York when vessels of the riglt class are provided.
Had the Canada met with more kindly treatment by
rude Boreas and not been delayed by a fog she would
have reached here a day earlier. This belief is justified
by the record of lier daily work. On the 2nd and 4th
the average distance covered was 315 miles ; then "she
warmed te lier work" and on the Oth and 7lth made an
average of 405½i miles, which, with all deference te
•those who wish te rush through the ocean billows at
the speed of- a lightning express, we regard as quite as
fast as it is desirable-to propel a passenger steamer.
When that rate of speed is attained as the average of
the trip from bore te Liverpool we may well "rest and
he thankful," until soe power is acquired te " over-
rule the motion" of the Court presided over by
Neptune.

The Canada is a twin screw with a gross tonnage of
9,000 tons. Her length is 510 feet, 58 ft. beam, and

. depth of 36 feet. 'The Saloon is on the hurricane dock,
and seats 200 passengers, the -light being mainly
supplied by a glazed dome. In _the panels are the,
heraldic shields of Montreal, Quebec, Toronto, Liver-
pool and the Dominion. The electrical fittings are
equal te any found on çoçein steamers. On the saloon
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ddék is the dining-room and 29 staterooms with an

auiliary dining-room, the two rooms being able to
seat 256 passengers at meals. On the sanie deck is a'.
ladies' room, library and sbioking room, each of -them
furnished with every convenience and luxury. On the
deck below is a second room, first and second class state-
rooms, officers' quarters and other accommodation. The
steerage section is well arrangea with deck accommoda-
ion. To experts in mechanisu the most interesting, and
to the passengers and crew, the most important feature
in the Canada is the machinery, the weight of which is
1,152 tons including two bronze propellers each with
three blades and 26 auxiliary engines. The speed is
derived from two sets of triple-expansion engines,
working at a pressure of 175 pounds. Nine engineers
and fifty stokers are employed. The coal capacity is
2,700 tons. The Canada is provided with a cellular
system of water ballast, enabling lier to cross, when
necessary, without cargo. She is 40 feet shorter than
the îifajestic or the Teutonic but has one foot more
bean; these dimensions show ber to be the largest ves-
sel, save the Great EFastern, ever sailed up the St. Law-
rence. The funnel stands 100 feet above waterlevel,
and the Captain when on duty is 50 feet above the
water. - The life-boats are ample for all emergencies.

High as lie is perched when on duty, lie is not as
higli there as he stands in his profession, for Captain
McAuley as an " able seaman" occupies a distinguished
position. During 25 years' service in the St. Lawrence
trade lie met with no misfortune, and lie built up for
the Labrador lier high reputation for speed and ex-
cellent service. Mr. Moore is second in command, and
Messrs. A. Lapsley as chief engineer and A. Latimer,
chief-steward, are officials worthy of service on- the
Canada, which is high praise. Among the passengers
were Mr. John Torrance, representing the -Dominion
Line, and the Hon. A. W. Atwater, Provincial Treasu-
rer. At the usual meeting of the passengers when near
port, Mr. Atwater made a speech in which lie paid elo-
quent 2ompliments to the builders, the owners, the
Captain, and officers of "Canada, the queen of the Can-
adian fleet.

Splendid as was the success of the Canada on lier
naiden trip, shewill have no easy task to far outrun with
the favorite vessels of the Allan Line, the trip records
of which show that they will be able to rua lier a hard
race in speed and popularity. It is now proved that so
far as saving Lime goes there is nothing gained by
Canadians going to New York for an Atlantic voyage,
and those who dislike the sea can now embark at Ri-
mouski and be only about 4 to 5 days on the water,
the Parisian having gone froin land to land in 4 days,
17 hours, as:we learn from-the owners.

Thc owners of tie Canadà'inforin us that "it is al-
most certain sihe can take 24 hours ont of the best f the
Allan steamers, the Parisian's best record to Quebec
being 6.30 p.m. Friday, while sie arrived there Friday
morning at 5.30. She will certainly beat the twelve
hours under favorable circumstances."

The owners of the Canada-have a vessel of which not
they only, but all Canadians may be proud. We wish
the new steaier as long as she is " walking!1 or
ratier running-"' the waters like a thing of life," bon
voyage aid every success.

TEA.
After ils suiner lull tt tea market is now pro-

gressing favorably towards activity, whîile the demand
for coffee, especially in the United States, coupled witi
adverse crop reports, has been strong enougi to cause
a rise in price of le to 1ie per. lb. Coeffee is a much
more popular beverage in the United States thlan tea.
owing-to the large German element, and the consump-
tion of coffee is greatly in excess of the tea. The
difference is more marked of late, the demand for
tea being much less the present season. A ship which
arrived at Tacoma, Washi, on the 12th f rom Yoko-
hama, bears tidings that this season's tea exportations
to the United States have aggregated searcely half last
year's. " The demand has been light," it says, " wing
to the unsettled business conditions, and several steam-.
ers have arrived with only partial tea cargoes, vhile
last year during the summer they carried tea almost
exclusively." Our direct advices from the Yokohama
Chamber of Commerce, under date of 21st ulit., show.
that the total export of tea from 1st May to date was
19,357,852 libs., of 'which about 14 millions was for the
United States, the rest for Canada. Last season over
20ù million lbs. was shipped to U.S. Although tie
amount sent to Canada has also fallen off, the decline
is relatively small'compared with the United States.
Though the demand is now increasing, exportations
will be delayed for some time because the floods have
interrupted shipments of tea froi the interior to
Yokohama. The purchases at Yokohama between the
12th and the 21st amounted to 4,152 piculs. The sup-
plies have been arriviug very slowly and stocks are
now considerably reduced. Consequently holders are
firm. The pr'ospects are that shipments to coast cities
will be very large in November, making exports tp
this country heavy all the winter.

Some of the Montreal tea dealers favour an impor'
duty on teas from all countries, and an additional ten?
per cent on teas imported froin non-producing conn-
tries. They claim that the countries using the best
teas have dn import duty varying from eight cents per
pound, in England, te 48 cents per pound, in Russia,
the latter country importing the finest- teas that are'
produced, having buyers in Foochow and Hankow
evei-y year ready for the opening of the markets. Unïtil,
England lost control of the tea trade from the places';
of growth sie as Russia's only competitor' for th.
first place. Thôse who favour the duty hold that i
will improve the character of the goods imported;"
arguing that'importers wili not purchase teas that pa'
a duty equal to their purchases or more. 'To-day there

.are teas (and vile they.are) sold in China' and Japant
and i& ited 'intj Cadda d theUJnited"States
whiéh are deâr at 'seven' cents' a. piound. If
a diîty 'of, say 5:or 10 cents 'per lb. wene placed
upon thése teas they would never lave tih countries
where grown; for no one will'pay say a 5 cent duty n
a 7 cent tea when the duty would bc the same on a 20
or 50 cent article. To clinch their argument Lhese
dealers point out that wvhen Canada had an iiport duLy
On toas some yeárs ago the'teas were 6f a 'much. bigher
grade thai now. Til e, poor teas ahie occasio ialli
find their way te England cone in bond aré reex prted
in bond t6 Canada, the English' merchant thus avoiding
the duty of 8 cents a lb. whiich would otherwise be col-'
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lected. Blended teas in pounlds and half pounds and
full packages are allowed to be put up in England in
bond under the supervision of the Governinent and ex-
ported to Canada, duty free. Some importers here
com plain of this, maintaining that Canada should have
the beiefit of the labour, etc., involved in blending
and packing.

THE GRAND TRUNK MEETING.
The meeting of the Grand Trunlc Railway Co., already-re-

ferred to, appears ta have been satisfactory and harmonious.
A more representative meeting lias probably never been held
in the Conpany's history. Sir Charles Rivers-Wilson said
that in Mr. Hays-they probably had the best manager that
could be found, and- that if an error had been comitted in
securing the services of an American lie wished the Company
could cominitt iany such errors. Continuing, the President
said that the Grand Trunk was in a certain sense an Ameri-
can line, that the natural terminus ivas Chicago, and that, be-
sides, sentimental considerations would not be allowed to
override their best interests. Thougli a few of the chief
offices were filled by Americans, the mass of employees
would be recruited fron Canada and England.

The fixed policy of the Board is te be a policy of waiting,
pending expected improved conditions. Ther are, he said,
symptons of returning confidence in trade, both in Canada
and the United States, and this confidence ivould be increased
when the' U.S. elections are over. Sir Charles at the sanie
time adnitted that the present policy inust be an experi-
mental one. le is convinced tbat the existing conditions are
exceptional and transitory, hence no scheme for the recon-
struction of the capital of the company bas been considered.
When the fixed charges had been earned, the Board, he said,
would be prepared to submnit a proposal to remove the in-
cubus of accunulated debit balances in conformity with cer-
tain precedents. He believes that "the duty on coal will lie
removed." Would it not be well to turn an eye to the
connnissions on coal also ? The worthv President and bis
chief officers have undertaken more than herculean tasks,
and it goes without saying that they have the bearty good
wishes of moro than the shiareholders in their labours.

GERMAN TRADE AND COMMERCE.
Li lung Chang's visit to the Gernan Empire is the sub-

ject of a portion of an official report to the Ainerican State
Departmnent by Thomas Ewing Moore, Commercial Agent at
Welmar, upon Germnan trade in 18U5, which will appear in
the October issue of United States consular publications.
Mr. Moore says: " GOrmany entertains great hopes just now
of establishing closer trade relations with China. The pres-
ence of Li lunig Chang in Germany, the obvions tendency on
the part of the Government to enter into closer touch with
the Western civilisation and trade relation, and the time the
Viceroy bas devoted to inspecting German manufactures and
methods would seem to confirn the German impression that
bis mission is less one of ollicial etiquette than looking to
the establishment of commercial relations by the introduc-
tien of Western enterprise into the Empire of China. The
Chineso Government has just completed arrangements
whereby one lundred Germnan officers have been engaged as
instructors for the Chinese army, witl a view to effecting its
reorganization. Germany's trade witb China shows a steady
development." Of Germantrade iii general Mr. Moore writes:
I"It is beyond doubt that in 1895 the Germans succeeded in
opening up new markets for their produce and manufactures.
In some parts of the world wliere Englisli goods formerly
reigned supremno and where England controlled the import
market almost entirely, the Germans have proved themselves
successful-competitors and their trade bas assuned propor-

tions sufficiently large to create uneasiness in English trad
circles." Germany's total exports for 1895 were valued at"
$814,983,400,an increase over those of 1894 of $88,726,400. An
increase was shown in the amount and values of the export of
every leading article of production, save sugar alone. The
value of Germnany's imports in 1895 was $1,010,571,800, fall-
ing below those of 1894, whicb amounted to $1,019,942,000.
The trade between Germany and the United States is in
favor of the latter country, although the totals are not given
in the report. Gold coin to the value of $5,760,000 was in-
ported into the United States in 1895, against $19,468,000 in
1894, and $1,028,000 of gold bars in 1895, No bars were im-
ported in 1894. Raw and bar silver to the value of $95,000
were i'mported from the United States in 1895, against
$266,000 in 1894. No exports of either gold or silver to the
United States in 1894 or 1895 were mentioned in the
official statistics.

U. S. FOREIGN TRADE.

Our neighbors are exercised over the statistics of their
foreign commerce for the current fiscal year. It appears
tbat the people of the United States have paid less per head
for customs dues during the past three years than at any
time since the war of Secession. This, they say, is partly
due to the small volume of imports, but partly also te the
reductions in duty effected by the present tariff law. The
average ad valorem duty on all classes of imports was 23.49
per cent for the fiscal year 1898, 20.25 for 1894, 20.23 for
1895 and 20.67 for 1896. It is looked upon as remarkable
that the year 1894, while the McKinley tariff was in opera-
tion, was the year of smallest customs receipts since 1865, the
lowest average ad valorein rates of duty and t.he lowest per
capita charged upon the country. The duties collected were
$199,143,678 in 1893; $129,558,892 in 1894; $149,450,608 in
1895, and $157,013,506 in 1896. The charge per capita was
$2.97 in 1893, $1.89 in 1894, $2.14 in 1895 and $2.20 in 1896.
The smnall collections in 1894 were due partly to the business
depression, but the low rate of duty per head is attributed to
the combination of this cause, (wbich arrested dutiable iini-
ports), with the heavy importations of sugar free of duty in
anticipation of the restoration of duties under the present
law. They do not see that an almost prohibitive tariff woi-ks
that way. "The Wilson bill operated to make the last year
under the McKinley law apparently a year of light burdens
for the importers of foreign goods. The fact that the restor-
ation of tie duty on sugar affects more than 10 per cent of
the present volume of imports explains the increase in the
charge per capita over 1894. The low rates pi evailing on
other dutiable goods are indicated by the fact that the per
capita charged and the average rate of duty are less, in
spite of the duty on sugar, in 1896 than for any of the years
between 1864 and 1893."

THE MERCHANTS TELEPHONE 00.
It is gratifying to note the progress made by the Merchants

Telephone Co., in popular favour as indicated in the Presi-
dent's report at the shareholders meeting held last 'week.
The large number of new telephones placed by the company
during the year, together.with the handsomne surplus of $19,-
000 made the shareholders fel very cheery and hopeful.
This very creditable showing is nothing to be surprised at
when one considers the excellence of the telephones, whieh
have only te be used once toe used always. This is no
doubt largely owing to the metallic circuit which has been
used'by this company from the first and which the Bell Co.
bas ne mer bea able te adopt. There is little if any difficulty
in hearing messages over the Meichants' line, which in
clearness could not be improved upon. At the shareholders'
meeting it was unanimously agreed te negotiate a new loan



of 45,000 for the purpose of extending the operations of the

company. Mr. F. X. Moisan has been re-ele-ted president,
Mr. A. S. Hamelin is vice-president, and Mr. L. E. Beau-

champ, treasurer.

CAPITAL APPLICATIONS IN ENGIAND.

A decided lull has taken place in the number of appeals
for new capital in England during the past two months, but
previous to that the applications were on a very large scale.
Two foreign loans of considerable amount have been issued,
and altogether the total sum offered for subscription in the
quarter reaches the substantial amount of £41,287,000. This
is £7,000,000 less than the total for the \June quarter, but
with one other exception is larger than in any quarter since
1892. The subjoined statement shows the amount offered for
public subscription in each quarter :

It will be seen that in the nine months of the current year
more capita! bas been applied for than in any whole year of
the three shown in our table. No doubt the total will be
further swollen by a substantial amount before the end of
the year, as the present lull is due principally to the advent
of the holiday season, though a new factor in the shape of
dearer rnoney has appeared, which may have an effect' in
keeping back some issues that would have stood more chance
of success had money remained the drug it has been for
nearly three years past.

ITALIAN PETROLEUMS.

In a receut issue of the Koniteur des Produits Chimiques
C. Flauvet specifies the characteristic properties of the best
known Italian petroleums, which are attracting considerable
attention just now. He states that the most important oil-
bearing districts in Italy are Montanaro de Piacenza, iRivan-
ozzuno, near Voghera, Zocca-Casanria, and Giovanni-Incarico.
Montanaro oil has a specific gravity of 0.7849 at 15Q C., and
yields 44.7 per cent of light oil, 19.8 per cent of a slightly
heavier grade used for naphtha lamps, 22 per cent of kero-
sene and 14.4 per cent of lubricating oil. The crude oil is
froni H... 8. Rivanozzuno oil has a specific gravity of0.9132,
and yields correspondingly beavier distillates. Zocca-Cas-
aunria oil is bituminous, having a specific gravity of 0.951.
About 3G per cent of burning oil and a good deal of black
residuum suitable for varnish making are obtained from it.
San-Giovanni-Incarico oil is a bitumen of speciflc gravity
0.974, and contains mucli sulphur. A burning oil, of speci-
fic gravity 0.921 and flashing point of 85Q 0., canbe obtain-
ed from it.

THE DISCUSSION.

The President having intinated that the directors were pre-
pared to answer any questions and give any information which
the siîareholders miglit desire, Mr. Joln Crawford congratulated
tie directors on the statement they had submaitted to the meeting,
and said that, under all the circunstances, he considered that a
profit of $224,000 on a capital of $2,000,000 was entirely satisfac-
tory. Now that tise Rest Account had reached $1,400,000, he was
of opinion that the time iad arrived when there should be taken
into consideration the propriety of chianging from .the bonus sys-
ten to that of regular dividends, He would like ta know what
the policy of thie baik was likely to be in this direction. He
isked a number of questions regarding items in the general state-
nient, whici were replied ta by tise prosident and the general
manager, and thon went on to speak of tise fast Atlantic service,
naintaining that the day for subsidizing steamers vas passed.

The system hiad answered very woll in the past; but now. was
tie Uie for iusbanding the resources of tie Dominion for other
pressing enterprises, instead of those we liad been coaching
along for sa mlany years. He considered that the best subsidy
for tise fast Atlantic service would be thle bringing, properly
and liberally, ta tise different ports of the Dominion, of the pro-
ducts of the Iloid and the mine.

In replying ta Mr. Crawford, the president said:-Mr. Craw-
ford proposes that, instead of paying a bonus, a dividend should
be given. On this, I think tise directors entirely disagree with
hii. A dividend should not be based upon tie largest earulngs
of any particular year. A dividend should be regular. If good
timos coite, tien a bonus may bo givon. When a bonus is earned
it will be pald. A bonus is always safe; you can glve it when
earnîed, and withold it when not earned. As to parallel columus
i tie lfinancial statements, their introduction is uncalled for and
would be of no bouctit. Mr. Crawford characterizes tise general
statenient as a bald ana; but I tlink that it ls as full, or probably
fuller, than thit made by any other batik in tise Dominion, and
whn a sharoholder cones here lie can get any further informa-
tion he desires. With regard to directors of banks retiring at
tie and or three years, I don't see why a director, at tie end of
that poriod, should be no longer lit ta taire part in the manage-
ment of a banking institution. If such a rule liad applied, we
should have lost the services of our late President, Mr. Work-
man, whîo was our president for ten yoars, and I do not think
that anybody li particular thoughît it would have basn desirable
ta replace himî fron any such cause as Mr. Crawford suggests
wouild niako suci a chauge desirable. Mr. Crawford also has
spoken about steaniship subsidles and other mnatters witlh whicli
I don't consider we have anythiing ta do. le says that the direc.
tors are aptto boguided by tue prosident; but I don't think thatit
is so. Of course, naturally the president is expected to give more
time and attention to the affairs of the bank, and ta b in more
frequent communication with the cashier and other ollcers than
the genoral body of tise directors. .We have our meetings twice a
week; our directors are punctual in thoir attendance, and no in.
formation is witlhhéld from them. I think It is a mistake ta
imagine that the president rules everything. There may bc a
bank here and there whiere lie bas a little more deference shown
te him, but 1 don't think it is tei rule. Our business lias been
conducted for a great nany years, and I aum prouîd te say that it
has been'successfully carried on. Since tie establishment of the
batnk, forty-oei years ago, as a joint stock bank, we have paid
an averaige dividend of 7 8-10 per cent., which I thinki
is very satisfactory, and speaks well for tise genorail
manageient of tie institution. Mr. Crawford asked
whiat tie policy of the bank was going to be. It has no
settied policy; it has ta be guided by circumstances. The direc-
tors got the best information they can as to wItat is going on, and
use thsir own judgmnîit as beat they can, Wo endeavor that tie
bank shall be botter than we, represont it, and I may say that
sucli is the case. We want tio batik ta be bottersthan we show
it, and I think that wion I and others are gone, it wil be found
that tiis is so. I do not say this boastingly, but it lias been
drawn out by the nature of Mr. Crawford's reniarks. I would
move the adoption of the report.

'The motion was seconded by Mr. S. H. Ewing and agreed ta
unanimously.

TiE DIREcTORus TIIANKED.

Mr. A, F. Gault thon moved:
That the thanks of tise shareholders are due, andi are hereby

tendered, to the president, vice-president aud directors of the
banik for their attention ta its intereste during the year just
closed."1

In making the motion, Mr. Gauit said that, having been ati6ne
time a director of the bank, he could speak of the manner in
whici the directors gave their attention to the affairs of the ,in-
stitution. Every minutia was gone into, and the shareholders
could feel that any business coming before the bank was attended
to in a thoroughly businesslike way. He considered that the
financial statement which had been submitted was a satisfactory
guarantee that the interests of the bank had bean well looked
after. There were very few institutions that could show a better
resuit than hiad been shown that day.

The motion was heartilyseconded by Mr. H. Barbeau.
The president briefly expressed the thanks of himself and his

co-directors, and expressed the opinion that tie name of the Gen-
oral Manager, Mr. F. Wolferstan Thomas, should b included in
the motion. le spoke highly of the induetry and ability which
Mr. Thomas hai always displayed in the interests of the bank
during the twenty-seven years that lie had been connected with
it.

Mr. John Crawford also eulogized the services of the general
manager, wio requested that his name be in no way mentioned
in the resolution. It had always been his desire that votes of
thanlis should not be presented to himself and colleagues, who
were paid for their services to the bank. He spoke very highly
of the staff connected with the institution, and mentioned that
Mr. Elliott iad been there, In one capacity or another, since the
inception of the bank; Mr. Durnford, the inspector, had been
thers for sixteen or seventeen years; 1r, Mark Molson had been
there for seventeen years, and many others had teèn a very long
time. -He thought that the staff might be termed a very well
satisfied, zealous and eillaient one.

Tie motion was agreed to unanimously.
The scrutineers thon reported that the old board of directors

iad been re-elected, viz., Messrs. Henry Archbald, .I. P. Cleg-
born, S. H. Ewing, S. Finley, J. H. R. Molson, W. M. Macpher-
son (Quebec), and W, M. IRamsay.

At a subsequent meeting of the directors, Mr. J. H. R. MoIson
was re-elected President, and Mr. S. JI.

News fron outseido markets lias
beau generally encouraging, though at
timres conftintlng. lia London console and
other IglIt edge" securities have been de.
prOssod on accoaunt of the continuedl gold
exporte and an expected further rise in
the bank rate. Amorlean secuirities have
held up very wall on the unanimîity of
cable, advices as ta the prospects of Mc-
Kinley being elected next montht. l New
York stocks have been irregular, A pri.
vate despathli sahi the market le now l
such a sensitive condition that hope and
foar succeed aci other very frequently,

Reading securities have recovered, and the
Grangers have ail been strong. These
ronds are carrying a large tonnage of grain
at the present time, but not at rates which
givo satlsfactory returnis. Money le in bet-
ter supply. While strength is a feature of
the present situation, it would be unsafe
to make predictions concerniug the imne
diate fiture of the market as it le handled
by local operators and Influenced constant-
ly by the news of the hour. The local ex-
change market is quiet. Rates are as fol-
lows: Botween banks - New York funds
par ta 1-16 premium; sixties, 836 to 8 7-16;

of somewhat better prices and demand.
The near approach of the close of naviga-
tion lias of course something to do with
this, so lias the announcement thatwinter
rallway freight rates are soon to go into ef-
feet, but it le conceded that spart fron these
influences, an improvement in general
trade is perceptible. For one thing,'it le
believed that the spring trade will be
pretty well over before the proposed tariff
changes of the new government go into
effect, and even then they are not likely ta
be as sweeping as many had feared. Mr.
Laurier's declaration, repeated on the
" Canada " yesterday that the tariff will lie
"reformed and not revolutionizad," le
looked upon as being significant of this.
Already deputations, including one from
the local Hardware Association, have
waited upon the Government, asking thiem
ta postpone the time of the "reformed"
tariff going into effect until after spring
trade was over. While these requests
have been promised the usual "considera-
tion," nothing defluite has been decided,
although it ls believed that the request
will. be granted. A favorable feature has
been the improvement In collections re-
ported by sone dry goods men, while price
advances have been noted in almost every
line, as will be seen by a reference ta our
.market reports. One of the principal ad-
vances was lu bides, and this lias had the
effect of strengthening both leather and
boots and shoes. The Amerlean markets
have largely influenced this advance, they
having comparatively emall stocke now on
hand. In groceries, the features were the
sales of salmon, and enhanced values of
dried fruit on account of short crops. Other
linos were generally stronger and fairly
active.

BoO.rs Ann StoFs-A fair sorting busi-
ness is being done and manufacturers are
busy on spring samples. The advancing
prices of hides and leather foreshadow in-
creased prices in this line, and in fact it is
said that advances ranging fron 25c ta as
high as $1 may take place. Collections
generally are considered satIsfactory.

CEMENT-Tie demand is now quite
brisk as the season of nay.igatlon draws ta
a close, and as stocks are only liglt,prices
hold flrn. This week's arrivals were
comparatively smali, comprisini4,185 bris.
Englisli cement, 5,180 Belgian, andoly
8,000 fircbricks. Quotations are : En islh

Manufacturers are fairly busy, while city
and suburban retailers report business as
fully up ta the average. -Altogether,
prospects, in this line, seem ta be brighter
than for some time past. A New York
dispatch says: The dull condition of the
market noted in recent reports lias again
been the most prominent feature in the
past week in the cotton goods division,
business, as Election Day approaches,
appearing ta shrink within the narrower
limits rather than tending towards ex-
pansion. Buyers who would not take
risks earlier see ia inducement ta do so
now. There is no immediate influence in
view, in their opinion, ta enhance value of
merchandise, and three more weeks of
waiting is not ta them a serions matter.
Sellers apparently, do not regard it as very
serious either. Stocks are limited now,
and there can lie nio inaterial accumulation
neanwhile. Prices are stili low in com-

FLoUit-The market for both Ontario
and Manitoba flours keeps very strong,
presumably In sympathy with the higher
prices that are being paid for wheat. Dur-
ing the week some good-sized sales have
been made in both grades for export and
cnquiries are being received-from Austra-
lia as well as England. Straight. rollers
are now quoted at $8.80 to $4, an advance
on last week's quotation. The meal ma•-
ket ls very strong, although there is not
much business doing, while for feed there
la a moderate demand at steady priceq.
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Young Ilysons at 9c, F. O. B,, London.
There le a good denand for better qualities
Japan tees and prices hold steady. Coffee
maintains the late advance of le to1ý4c
per pound. S. O. rice shows an advance of
20e pur busiel on rough rice, being now
saleable in Charleston at 90e. News fron
Yokohama je to tise effect that this season's
tea exportations have aggregated scarcely
half that of last year. The demand bas
been liglt, owing to the unsettled business
conditions. Just now the demand is In.
creasing, but exportations will be delayed
for sone time becauso the floods have
interrupted shipments of tea from ihe
interior to Yokohama. According to the
latest Japanese papers only 353,000-pounds
of tea were brouglit te Yokohama between
September 1 and 15. This shows a
decrease of 530,000 pounds In comsparison
witl the latter Iailf of August.

Glass bas furthef erad-
vanced, and le now quoted at $1.25 for first
break, $1.85 for second and $2.80 for third
break. :A fair amount of business is re-
ported iný ail these lines, also in geoserai
paints, at steady fig*ures. Collections are
fair, with:roomn for improvement in soie
sectiond.

PETRoLEUM--Business continues qulte
active and prices are firm at about tie fol-
lowing range: Canadian refined, l54c to
163c; American, P. W. 19e to 20c;

PRoDUcE AND PntovisroNs-The cheese
market, locally, is in a fairly satisfietory
condition. Business, generally, le not very
extensive, but prices have a contitiuilly
advancing tendency. Cable reports speak
of higher markets in England, and it le
s-àd that the range there is now 49m to 50s.

TELIPHONES ON RAILWAYS.

The Philadelphia Record says: A rail-
road without a Morse telegraph instru-
ment in any of its stations or offlices, net
even the most unimportaat, is an uncom-
mon sight la this country, so muchso that
most railroad mon would call it a curiosity,
says the Railroad Gazette, but suci, it ap-
pears, is te o ethe character of the new
Queen Aune's Railroad, extending south-
eastward from Baltimore across Maryland
and Delaware, east of Chesapeake Bay.
This road is about -50 miles long, and i is
intended te use the telephone for ail com-
munications for which .a letter by train
would be too slow. Telegraph operators
anid the Telographers' Bretherhood will
evidently find the ulimate ln that region
rather chilly. The use of the telephone
for ail necessary instantaneous communi-
cation is not entirely unknown ln this
country, however, for It has been lu prac-
tice some time on the short Boston, Revere
Beach & Lynn Road, where train orders
were sent by teleplione and- perfectly sat-
isfactory written copies and records were
made. The Suffolk & Carolina Road ex-
tending 40 miles southward from Buffolk'
Va., has depended on the telephone for'10
years. It is fair to say, however, that the
number of train orders lssued on that road
is not very large. Only two regular trains
are shown in the Odicial Guide, and the
leeway way at the meeting point is eight
and one-half hours ; that la te say, the
north-bound train meets itself at the nor
thern terminus, arriving at 9 a.m., and
golng back at 5.80 p.m. The foregoing
suggests the peculiar value which the
telephone will have for the' Chinese, who
are likely te build more or Iess railroad
during the next few years. For the last
half century the telegraph has been uni-

versally look ed upon as an indispensable
adjunct, If not an integral part, of the rail-
road, and it la conceivable that this fact
might be one of the influences retarding
the establishment of railroads in China, for
the great number of characters in the
Chicago alphabet makes it Impossible to
send messages by telegraph except by
what is practically a cipher. That is, the
Chinese characters are numbered and the
numbers telegraphed-obviously a most
clumsy practice and very slow. When the
question of employing natives lu respon.
sible positions comes to be considered
thore is a still greater diffliculty in the fact
that men of ordinary education are net
sufficiently acquainted with the written
language te do business by means of
written messages. This, of course, la a
great obstacle lu operating trains by tele-
graphie orders, for educating Chinese, It
is said, will nt work for a railroad in the

- train service.

PETROLIA CLAIMS TEE HONOR.

Under the heading "First 011 Well ever
pumped by Electricity," the Paint Oil and
Drutg Reice ln a recant issue says: " H.
F. Reynolds, agent for a Cincinnati Blec-
tric Company, attached a flve-horse power
motor te the oil well on the Wm. McComb
property in Lima, O., owned by James
Munsinger. The power was furnished by
the Electric Stredt Railway, and when the
current was turned bu, the little machine
set the walking beam lu l motion in short
order. The experiment for that's what it
was, reported a great suedess,and promises
to do away with steam power in the oil
fdelds. It is claimed that oil wells can be
operated with electriclty for one-third the
cost of steafn power. An oil man, who
was present when the well was in motion,
predicts that most of the wells lu the

Ohio and Indiana flelds will be operatod
with electricity within the next year or se.
The well is the first one ever operated by
electriclty."

Commenting on the above, the Petrolia
Advertiser draws the attention of the Chi-
cago Où Journal to the fact that the,
Petrolla Electric Light, Ileat & Power
Company have been successfully pumping
a group of seven wells for Messrs, J. & J.
Kerr, of that town, since-Tuesday, July
21st last. Consequently the Lima wall la
late ln the fdeld, and Petrolia, Canada is
evidently entitled to the honor of .having
the " flist oil well ever pumped by elec-
ricity." .

TO BASE BURNS.

Spirits of turpentine applied to a burn of
either the drst, second or third degree will,
it ls claimed, almost at once relieve the
pain. The burn wlll heal very rapidly,
much more so than by any other treatment
that bas come under my notice. I apply

'the turpentine as follows : After wrapplng
a thin layer of absorbent cotton over the
burn I saturate It with the turpentine and
thon bandage. The common commercial
article is the one I use, as* It is generally
found in every house. BeIng volatile, it
evaporates, and it is therefore necessary
to, keep the cotton molstened with lt,"
When there are large blebs I open- thor
on the second or third day. It i best to
keep the spirit off of the healthy skin if
possible, as sometimes pain is produced by
its action. As I can dnd no mention of
this treatment ln the books I have, I take
the liberty of sending this note, so that
others who have greater opportunities may
test the value of this treatmont.
