EarL * NELsoN oN ExcrusivEness.—Much
has been mude by the Sectariun pupers of the
action of the Chaplain of the Church of England
at Bel Alp, touching Rev. Newman Hall; and
the Christian World having given an extract
uuder the title of the Exclusiwweness of Catholic-
ity, Barl Nelson answers in Church Bells u~
follows :

* Bat the so-called excommunication of Mr.
Newman Hall is of a more serious character,
and brings us at once to first principles, [ be-
lieve Mr. Newman Hall was not publicly repuls-
ed, but had written to know 1 he would be
allowed to come. In this case the poor curate
could be in no way blamed, as he wus acting on

the distinct orders of the Church :—'And there'

until such time as he be confirmed or ready and de-
sirous to' be confirmed’ If a Non-conformist
minister or layman was to present himself with
other communicants, 1 do not think an» priest
would go ont of his way to rerel him, but when
formaliy asked, be would be bound to act upon the
Church s rule.

In a case which enme under my own notice,
& Nonconformist luyman did present himself,
and received the Sucrament; bt on the priest
inding it out he considered it nevessary to sve
him abouat i1, and was very pleased that he did
80. When he wus 1old that the one thing that
had kept him buck was our wane of discipline,
and the fuct that any vne who chose could come
to Holy Communion, be was agreably swoprised
when told 10 wis oot =0, and willongly he eon-

-jsented to be conjirmed

There can finve beva 1o dosire to pronounce
Mr. Newman Hall unworthy, or even to keep
him from Communion because of his belonging
to u noncontorwing body, but =imply becaunse
he wuas not prepared w comply with the
Church’s rule; and it might faurly be argued
that one whu professed himselt wiliing to com-
piy with the invitation thus to deaw near ~hould
go a step further and bo wilbnyg toreck Confirm-
alion at the Bisbop's hunda. 1 am glud o0 refer
10 this, becauae it is ripht to offer explanations
when offence is taken, and to bring the propos-
ed offence toits real and reasonable proportions.
We have not imposud this rule specially against
Noneonformists, bat they have, by leaving the
Church, lost an apostolic vrdinance which has
been intrusted to the Church from the begin-
ning. This 1 curiously exemplitied in the past
and present position of -the Wesleyans. In
Wesley's time they were baptized and tanght
their Catechism, and brought to the Bishop to
be conflrmed, and, as Wesloyans, they received
the Holy Sucrament according to Wenley's rule.
We have erceted no new impedimonts ruinst
thom,but thoy,having drifrod away from Church
ordinunces, have put this impediment in their
own way. Thne Creeds und the Sueraments and
ministry of the Church we huve inherited from
the first introduction of Christuoity amongst
us, and cannot diminish or in anyrway wnjure the
sacred trust committed to our care; bul apart
from these essentials there 18 po exclusiveners,
but an individaul treedom of mothud and
thought 50 long as people do not seek to proas
their special views upon othors; which far ex-
ceeds the so-culled liberty of any of those who
have drifted away trom our Communion.”

Nore It.—Atthe eighth Tiienniul Dioceszn
Synod at Cape Town, lutely held, a letter was
read from the Archbirhop of Canterbury, as o
a decluration from Convocation on  the subject
of tho unity ot the Charch ol Africa with the
Chuarch ot Englund  Discouraging such au ap-
peal the Archbizhop wrote:

Notes oNn AMERICAN CHURCHE HiroRy.

We have lately been fuvoured with a course
of lectures on the History of the American
Charch. The course consisted of five Jectures
delivered, at the request of tke College Council;
by tbe Rev. Joreph Hooper, M. A, of Newport,
Vermont, and Rector-elect of Mystic River,
Connecticut. Mr. Hooper has many quulifiea.
tions for the worlk so undertaken. Descended
an he is from Dr. Chandler and Dr. Beryan, and
connected as he is with Bishop Hobart he is by
family ties closely united to many of those of
whom he rpoke. o is already known as the
author of an essuy of counsiderable merit on
Bishop Seabury. Ho bas made many original
researches, and his matter was in many cases
absolutely new. He is eloquent and impressive
in delivery, and his enthusiasm is unmistake-
able and inspiring.

It is hoped that the lectures somewhat am-
plified muy be published in & separate form,
Limits of time preventad usfrom haviug all the
materials presented. The lectures took place
on the evenings of Oct. 12, 13,19, 20, 21; inthe
College Hull on the first evening and ufter-
wards in one of the larger Lec ure Rooms.

In the first lecture the cra of Coloniration
was dealt with, beginning with Honry VI1I's
patent to Cubot of dute Murch 5, 1496, Parti-
culars as to charges made for the New-found
Isle were given. It was noted how asa rule
chaplains were placed on board in the caso of
various expeditions. The illfated expedition
of Sir Hngh Willonghbv, in 1553 was alluded to
in pussing. Alsoin 1578 Bir Francis Druke’s
voyages, his chaplain the Rev. Francis Fletch-
er; this lust named i8 suppored to have held
the firat Anglicanservice in the North Americun
Continent. We have alro in 1578 Martin Fro-
bisher his chaplain * Maister Wolizll.” Thon
we have in 1583 the expeditions of Sir Hum-
phrey Gilbert and his tragic fate so touchingly
narrated in the woll known poem of Longtellow,
We have in 1584 Sir Walter Raleiph’s patent
for Virgisia in 1585 the Colony of Roanoke in
1606 the foundation of the London and Plymouth
Corpuuies. In 1607 the Popham Colony on
the coast of Maine with the Rev. Richurd Sey-
mou: ; a little later we bave the Virginia Col-
onyof James Town and the Rev. Richard Bunt.
The cave of Knglund for the religious needs of
her children on her trading vessels and her
voyages of dircovery and in these colonies was
shewn Like a thread of light it secmed to run
through varied enterprises und prevented them
from buing mere seeking for gain and conquest,
The efforts of mon like the Ruv. Richard Huk-
luyt, Sir Ferdinando Gorges, Sir George Pop-
bum to carry the word of Gud to the Heuthen
in these 80 great countryes” were cleurly and
fully detailed.

The title of the second lecture (October 13),
was * The Church of Englund in the colonies.”

The growth of Virgiuia in the early part of
the seventecoth contury was traced, mention be-
ing mude of the Rov. Richard Bucke, a gradu-
ate ot Oxford and a “verie good preacher;” we
have records of communion, marriuges, bapt
irms and burials, Omne of the ‘Apostles of
Virginia® was Alexander Whitaker. By him
Pocshontas was instructed and baptized. He
was drowned in 1617, Oan July 30, 1619 the
first elective body convened upon this continent
met in the “ Quire of the Cbhuarche” at James
City. At this meeting a prayer was offered by
Mr. Bucke. Iittorts were mudo for the conver-
sion of the Indians.

From 1609 to 1620 we hoar of several voyages
10 the New England coust under the auspices of
Sir Ferdinando Gorges nud his associates; muny
sttempts at settlement were made, 1n 1607-8

during the winter the familiar words of the
prayer bnok were heard in the little chapel in
which Richard soymour officiated at the month
of the Sagadahoc. In 1620 wehave the Leyden
pilgrims lan”ding at Plymouth, not altogether
denying the authoritv of the Church, but s -ek-
ing for a place wherein to establish a kind of
Theocracy. The Leyden articlos of 1418 guard-
edly admit the authority of the Bishopsin
Hngland There were churechmen amongst the
getilers at Plymouth. The Rev. William Mor-
rell, however, who arrived in 1623— the first
ecclesiastical Commissioner for New England,”
[saw no opportunity for the exercise of his min-
intry; he remained a year but could not rosist
the tendency to separation and vetived to Eng-
land ; he cameout with Robert Gorges.

In 1621 woe have the grunt of Mariana which
coincided to a certain extent with New Hamp-
shire: the company of Laconis was organized
in 1623 and thix Iater resolved itself into a
echurch settlement.

From 1623 to 1630 we have sottlements of
churchmen at Shuwmut (Rev. Wm. Blaxton),
Mishawum now Charlestown (Thomas Walford),
and Noddle's Island, now East Boaston, (Samuel
Mavericke). The arrival of the Governor and
Companv of Mussachusetts Bay «as also noted
(1630) John Winthrop and John Fuodicott being
the leading mon, '

The case of John and Samnel Brown at Salem
was referred to. These brothers being faithfal
members of the Church of England complained
of the matilation of the services by certain of
the company who were in Orders, and who al-
though they denied that they had separated
from the Charch of Englund bat only from the
corrapti- 8 and dirordera therenf—thus practi-
cally nsing just as much of the Church's services
as they thought fit. TFor protesting against
these ministers, the brothers Brown were sent
out of the colony.

Turning to Marvland we have in 1635 Rav.
Richard Jumes at [ule of Kent; a large number
of the ' Pilgrims of Maryland’ were membars
of the Church of England. Wae have the fouud-
ing of the Colony of Maryland in 1634 asa
R man Catholic scttlement with an act ot Tole-
rution for others. We have notices of official
clerical duties performed by the Rov. Wm.Wi.-
kinson, ‘clerk,’ who did however engage in
trade for his support. In 1675 we find three
clergy in this colony. '

Turning to New York the discovery of the
island of Manahatta or Manhattun and the river
Hudron by Henry Hudson, an English Church-
man was noted. The Datch reaped the benefit
of his discoveries, und though Hadson roceived
the Sucrament before his first voyage the faith
of the national Church of Holland wax introduced
in to New Amsterdam. There is little concern-
ing the Charch in the account of the first col-
ony of Walloons and Dutch, who founded Fort
QOrange. Woa huve in 1664 the surrender to the
Iinglish, liborty of conscience being guaranteed
by the conguerors,

The Rev. Nicolaus Van Rensselaer was men-
tioned—ho was cccentric and seemed to oscil-
late between oar Church and the Dutch. We

have in 1678 the Rav. Charler Wolley who
luboured as chapluin at New York and Fort:
Jumes, und whoin 1701 wrote a ' Two yeurs'
journal in New York and part of tho Territories
in America.” We huve also Dr. Gordon, Rerv. |
Josias Clarke, and Ruev, Juhn Miller who claim- '
ed to be indncted into the living of New York
in 1694, In 1697 Trinity Church wus tounded. .
Mention was alsc maude of the Huguenots in
New York.

In Pennsylvania the charter granted in 1681
provides for the Church of England services,
and in 1698 we find Mr. I. Arrowsmith. school-
master, writing to Governor Nicholson com-
plaining of the little encouragement given to’
our Church and expressing the desire of some.
¢ nsiderable number to receive the Sacrament. !
The Rev. Richard Sowell, of Maryland, visited ‘

munion. The first incambant of Philadelphia
was the Rav. Thomas Clayton who in Keith's
Journal is reported to have baptizei & coasider-
abie namber of converts to the Cburch from
Quakerism. The first Christ Charch in Phila-
delphia wa= bailt in 1635, and in 1727 the pre-
sant venerable edifice was founded.

In Dilaware we have the settlements of the
Swedish Charch, in the old Swede's Chureh,
Wilmington, Dalaware; the liturgy of the
Church is now used by the members of the
American Church and set apart for use in 1698,
Wa have the names of Jonas Frabitios, Andrew
Pordman, and Briec Biovck, and Jonas.Auven in
conjunclion with the Swedes' settlemens.

In New Jersey, in 1664 we have a patent
granted to John Lord Berkaley and Sir George
Carteret. We have in 1695 St. Peter’s Chureh,
Perth, Amboy, and the name of the Rev, Ed-
ward Portlock as the pionser of churgh work
in this stata. We huve afterwards the work of
Koith and Talbot, and in 1703 the founding of
St. Mary's Church, Barlington, N.J.

Reverting to Virginia we find the Rev.James
Blair acting as Commissary in 1700. Efforts had
been made to found a- college, and the will of
Robert Boyle supplied farther mezns, the vesult
wa« the founding of William and Mary College
in Virginia. We have also in Muaryland the
work of Commissary Bray, 1696 ; he made it a
condition of his acceptance of this office that
thoro shounld be a provision of parochial libra-
ries for the clergy. The Goveraor and sssem-
bly of Maryland had upunimously agreed upon
a petitionary act for the sppointment and sup-
port of a “superintendent commissary or suf-
fragan.” Dr. Bray was sent out as response Lo
this. Throngh Dr. Bray's exertions the num-
ber of clergy in Muaryland increased to 16. He
was practically the founder of the S5.P.C.K.
aod also of the S.P.G. Dr. Bray also strove
snccessfully to promote a higher discipline
amongst the clergy.

Thers would
scem to have been a want of diligence and care
in regard to this matter throughout, and it
see.ns unfortunate that so mach time was Jost
in pressing enquiries u8 10 Bishop Perry's de-
cision,

Boarp oF Missions.—At a meeting of the
Board of Home Missions, held on Qect, 19th, it
was ordered ¢ That a circular be sent to all the

parishes, shewing the necessity of increased
contributionr: there beirg no money in hand
to pay the next quarters salaries of the clergy.
Also that the Report be iseued at the beginning
of the year, and that no subscriptions not re-
ceived by December, 31st, 1887, wili appear in
the Report, Accordingly the Secretary has is-
sued a circular embodying the resolutions and
the following fucts and suggestions:

1. That with some exceptions the parishes
have shewn a steady decrease in the amount of
contributions to B. H. M. for some past.

2. That in conrequerce of this there are at
the preaent time no tunds in hand 10 meet the
Bowd’s liabilities at the end of the year.

3. And tbat, therefore, unles® the contribu-
tions are greatly increased, the grants to be re-
vised next ycar will have to be reduced, and
the clergy will lose purt of their income.

Believing that the Church people of this Dio-
cese Will not allow this to take place, and that
it the matter is set fairly before them they will
raise their subscriptions sufficiently to place
things on a better footing, the Board offers the
following suggestions :—

1. That tbe locul Committee in each parish
be rcvived, and that meetings be held 10 con-
sider how in each parish the contributions may
be increased.

2. That a thorough personal canvass be made
by the clergyman, or some one deleguted by
him, and that every member of the Church be
seked to contribute. The Board has reason to
think that in many parishes this is not done.

_3. That in purishes where difficulty is expe-
rienced in obtaming subscriptions, a deputation
should be asked for, to lay the matter betore
the parishioners.

_ 4. That where practicable, a Women’s Auxil-
lary be inauguiated in each parish, whose et-
forts should be divected towards this object.

This Circular is to be sent (o every clorgy-
man und churchwarden in the Diocese and to
the delegates 1o Synod. The Buard earnestly
presses the vital question upon the attention of
the Church, in the hope of a largely incrensed
amount being sent in by 31st December.,

‘Synop —Continued.

On the afternoon of the 19th ult., the ques
tion of the divisien of tho Divcere came up,
under the Repourtof the Committee appointed
in the Synud. Itexpresred sutig'action 4t the

onntributiony towards the endowment of the
Ottawa dincese, and the hope that the work
of completinge the endowmeont will be prose-
cuted with vigor. Fifteen years ago the Com-
mittee declared that a division was necessary.
If it was necessary thenm, a division is tenfold
more neeessary now; hutif the work is to be
done, it must be by the more aotive co-oper-
ation of clergy and laity with the Committes.
For some reason the clergy who, fifteen years
ago, were enthusiastic in their desire for a
division, seem to be indifferent or actually
oppnsed to a division now. The Crmmittee
felt that the hearty support of the Synod is
due to a work which was initiated by the Sy-
nod. with every evidence of nnanimity, and
which shoald be either promoted with vigor or
be ubundoned as a mistake. The Committee
guggested that the Bishop hold meetings in
every Raral-Deanery to convince the people of
the necesrity of a division of the dincese, and
that he organize a regular canvass to ruise the
endowment,

The Bixhop made a few remarks, saying that
a divivion of the diocese wan noceasary. This
he might be able to preside for a few yours
longer over it in ite present<hape, bat he wonld
like verv much to see the division made bofure
he passed away. ‘

Section ix, elause 3, of the Canon on Ves-
tries, was amended by the addition thereto of
the following words: “Provided always that,
in any case of such new appointment by the
cloergyman, such clergyman may, if he thinks
fit, insteud of a vestry meeting being called for
the purpose, nominate and appoint another
Churchwarden during divine serviee on any
Sunday within the time specified for making
nuch appointment.’

A motion to the effact that the Loord Bishop
he re.pectfully reque~ted to issne a pastoral
nrging upon the members of the Church in this
Dincese to ubstain from the many questionable
moden of raising money for religious parpones
which are so common now-a-days, crosted con-
riderable discussion, in the course of which the
Bithop remarked that he had always frowned
upon the practices complai: ed of and did his
bext to gbute them, but without effect. He
had no objection to muking another effort
however, and therefore hnped that the motion
wounld pass ananimously, which it did.

Orf the endowment of §12 0U0 raised
some time rinee for the Sisterhooud, the mem-
bers of the Order propose devoting &7,608, ur
sufficient to purchase a building site, to the
cuuse of the hoxpital, but in additiom to this, at
least douule that amount will be required to ac-
complish thig desirable object. Women of ull
denominations are admitted to the hospital,
and, though it is supposed by some that it
benefits are confined to members of the Church
of England, as & matter of fact only four per
cent. of the inmates it hus hitherto eontuined
are of that denomination. A namber of the
pationts, generally six, have been nursed aund
wreated free of charge. The only expensex paid
in connection with the howpital are the wuges
of the covk und laundresses.

The Committee on revision of the Canons
laid on the table a pamphlet containing the old
canons carefully revised, and ruch new ones a8
they deemed pecessary.

THURSDAY.

The Synod reassembled af 10 a.m. After the
usual opening, on motion of the Dean, seconded
by Rev. E. S. W. Pentreath, the Bishop was
asked to nominute Committee on the Metropo-
litical See, Credentials, Sunday-schools, St.
Jobn's College and S.P.C.K. Church Deposi-
tory.

Rev. Mr. Pentreath read the report of the S.
P.C. K. Depository Committee, which was
adopted, and the Executive Committee recom-
mended to arrunge, in their discretion, for the
sum of $200, to be placed at the disposal of the
Committee. This recommendation was made
in view of the desirability, shown by the report
and empbasized by Rev, Mr. Pentreath, of pro-
viding a larger and more varied stock. Refor-
ence was mude to the action of the Pravinciul
Synod, making the Depusitory no louger a pro-
vincial, but a Diocesan institution.

BUNDAY-SOHOOL REPURT.

Rev. Canon Coombe- presented the report of
the Committee on Sunday-schools, which wan
as follows :

Your Committee beg to report that their
work done falls in the main under the following
three heads:

1. Lnst year and this they have recommended
throughout the Diocese Lthe observance of the
Sunday suggested by the Church of England
Sunday-schoo! Institute, as o day of speciul in
tercession for Sunday-school work in the Church
throughout the worid.

2. That they huve urged the reestablich ment
of a Sunday-school Arsociation for the Diocese
of Seikirk and St Johu’s Cathedral, as a prelim-
inary step towards encouraging sand promoting
similur usnociations wherever practical through-
out the Province,

3. That they have collccted statistical infor-
mution con erning Sunduy-sechool work in this
Diocere, and huve propared u special report of
the same us a basis on which their successors
on the Committee may work,

1. Oo the first head your Committee are glad
to say that the duys of intercessivn were pretty
genoruliy obset ved, und that this anoual pre-
sentation of the claima of Sunday-school work
hus not been without fruit in awukening inter-
ert on this question. This year special prayers
wera drawu up by the Committee aud sent to
the clergy.

2. On the recond bead a Sunday-school has
been formed in Winnipeg under the name of
the Winripeg School Union, 4nd is in associa-
tion with the Cburch ot England Sunday-school
Institute. The Union will cheertuily give any
intormation in its power on the suhject of help-
ing on Sunday-school work by meuns of such
association.

3. As to the third head, yonr Committee sent
out a form asking the clergyman of each parish,
or superintendent of the Sunday-school, the
pumber of teachers and scholars ; the course of
lessons and hymns used, i1t uny ; whether any
special service was held in the year for Sunday-
schools ; whether any contributions were muade
by the rcholars ; what were the principul diffi-
culties in the way ot Sunduy+chool work, An-
sweirn were received from iwenty-three school ;

total number of teachers 156 ; total number of
~cholars 1,523; in both cases about two-thirds
are females. Speciul courses of lessons are used
in seventeen 5 hooly; though there is a great
variety in the courses adopted; five using
tho Internationsl series ; three the Chureh of
England Ipstitate lessons ; and three the Evan-
gelical Churchman lessons, Many difterent
hymn books are aiso used ; the three most com-
monly used being Moody & Sankey’s Gospel
Hymans; Mrs. Carey Brock's Children’s Mymn
book; Hymns Avcient and Modern. Special
services are held in nine schools; and special
collections taken up in eleven scbools. Libra-
ries are used in eleven schoals,

Difficelties—principal difficalties felt were
(a) getting efficient teachers; (b) want of in-
terert on the part of parents in home lessons ;
(¢) distance of scholars from the Church; (d)
irregular attendance. In one case the chief
difficalty was said to be the want of a clergy-
man ; io another the want of spiritnality of the
members of the Church,

The report was adopted on motion of Canon
Coombes, seconded by Mr. Brydges, and or-
dered to be printed, as well as the preceding
oue, a8 an append.x to the Synod report.

Reports were presented by the several Raral-
Deuns, showing the condition of the various
charges under their supervision; namely:
Rev. 0. Fortin, Raral Dean of Selkirk; Rev.
T. Cook, Rural Dear of Marquette (a verb.l
report); Rev. W. A. Burman, Rural Deua of
Brandon ; Rev. A. L. Fortin, Raral Dean of
Lisgar; Rev, Murk Jokes, Rural Dean of
Minpedoss. On motion of Dean Geisdale, se-
conded by Mr. C. J. Brydges, thewre reports
were referred to the executive committee for
consideration.

There
were mtdo by mombers of the congregution,
and, although inexpensive, add greatly to the
look of the Church. The chorul eucharist will
long be remomberoed by thoss who had the pri-
vilege of tuking their part init. All the ser-
vices wore most hearty and helptal.

St. Mary's.—Tne chief event has certainly
been the Thank-giving to God for the Harvest,
much interest wus avoused over the Festival
and many willing bands, casme forward at the
request of the Restor to prepars the Church tor
the rervices. The opportunity was taken for
permanently beautifying the Bunctuary. A pair
of curtains for either side of the Aliar, a rich
white Dossal and Orpbreys, a gradine to huld
the Cross and flower vases went far to make a
surprising change for the better. We have been
promised a silk D.ssal to take the place of the
white one on ordinury days, and hope to have
it bung up forthwith. An excelient congrega-
tion were present on the day and a most im-
pressive service was rendered. The new hyma
books were most acceptible, The Rector preach-
ed on ** Words from a grainof wheat.” Atthe
Holy Eucharist 14 communicated and she offer-
tory awmnounted to $10.

Nawammo,—St. Paul’s—The Confimation at
St. Paul's Church by the Bishop of the Diocese
on Sunday evening, Sept. 2bth, was witnessed
by ome of the largest congregations ever seen
in the Church. The service was of the heart-
iest character and the address of His Lordship
to the Coufirmees, who were all Sunday school
pupils, and who have so long been under the
care aud insuaction of the Rector's daughter, l
Mi ss Good, together with the memorable ser-

mon delivered subsequent to the ad ministration
of the solemn rite, will not sooun, we hops, be
forgotten, whilst the fruit thereof we believe
will be seen after many days.

Norra Saantoax —Holy Trinity—The Har-
vast Festival was held on Thuraday, Sep tember
220d. Morning Prayer and Holy Com munion
were at 11 o'clock. The Church had been beau-
tifully decorated by Mrs. Gregory, Mrs. Pagden
and Mr. D. Kerr, and a large congregation, in-
cluding many visitors from Victoria., joined
heartily in the service and listened with atten-
tion and in‘*erest to an excellent sormon by the
Lord Bishop of Columbia.

The Venerable Archdeacnn Scriven aud the
Rev. Mesars. Taylor and Davis were also pre-
sent, and with the incambent took part in the
gervice, _

The offertory after the service amouanted to
more than $20, and is to be devoted towards
the purchase of a bell for Holy Trinity Church.

CrexaINus.—The Bishop of Columb’a visited
Chemainus on Monday, Sept. 26th and was met
at the station by Mr. H. Crofe. M. P. P. The
Bishop’s visit was with reference to the appoint-
ment of a Clergymaa for the Mission distriot of
Chemainus and Salt Spring. The Clergyman
will be the Rov, H. Kingham, who will reside |
at Chemauinus, and give services on alterdate
Sandays on Salt Spring Island. He will have
charge of Chemainus, Uranberry and Cedar Dis-
tricts as wellas Sult Spring and varions aijaceat
Islands. Thnis will be an extensivs anli iater-
enting Mission. Mr. Crofihus generously given
6 town lots in an eligible position for Church

-and parsonage.

The Bishop also visited some of the families
and found a strong desive for a resideat Clergy-
mae,

At the meeting, on Tuesday the 27th Sept.
the reply to the propnwxal of the S8ynod of Ru-
pert’s Land, through its special delegation re-
ferred to a few week puast, was brought up and
adopted by the Executive Commiitee, express-
ing & hearty co ocurme.ce in the proposal to
furm a General Synod.

The Bi~hop announced the apnointment
of Mr. Kingham, of St. Au.usine’s C.l-
lege. Canterbury, to tuke charge ot the districts
ot Chemainus and Salt Spring now vacant.
Mr. Cronsddaile reported that the meeting of
Luity to confer on the subject of the General
Kndowment Fund had been postponed till
the return of Hon. J. W, Trutech to Victuria.

THE WEEKLY MISSIONARY.

To the Bditor of the CHURCE GUARDIAN:

Sir.—No agency can in the~e days promise
5 richer harvest for souals, for God, and His
Church, than the weekly visit of a carefaliy
edited Church paper, to every household in our
Parishes. The Press is pouring its products of
every character like a flood into every home;
much of which is of most deleterions inflaence.
Simply as a corrective, a Church paper has be-
come a necessity to the Church family, for
otherwise the minds of the old will become
warped, and the younger minds will be poisoned.
Intelligence is the first demand of the vimes if
we would expect any department of human
enterprise to thrive. This is preeminently
true in reference to the Chuarch of Christ, assal-
ed as it is, by foes without and misguided and
misguiding teachers within. Tracts as an
effective agency have by altered circumstances
been practically supseded. The old flint lock-
gun was fitted to its day, but it would only
provoke ridicule to put-it against the improved
weapons now in use. Active workers may
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well open their eyes to the importance of pro-
moting the circulation of the volume of Tracts
which compose each issue of the Weekly Church
Press. While you may, Mr. Editor, hesitate
to push your paper from motives of bumility,
there is another aspect connected with “the
"folded talent in the Gosrpel” which would gseem
to absorb &)l others. You may well, therefore,
urge that co-operation vpon clergy and laity in
the interests of the Church of God. We have
the following ideas:—

1, That bere is & work for fresh-bearted Con-
firmation candidates to take up under Pastoral
guidance; thus providing in every neighbour-
hood the later and more effective substitute for
the absolute Tract distributor.

2. That no Guild or parish Acsocia‘ionis
complete if it bave not its agency for the cir-
culation of the Cnurch newspaper.

3. That no Church or Vestry notice board
is rightlv employed if it have not the placaras
of the Church paper continuoasly and eon-
spicuonsly .posted.

4. That no Pastor or Churchwardens are
alive to their responsibilities or opportunities
who are not keenly impressed with the prim-
ary importance of this agency for parochial
vitality and Church life.

5. That by means of handbills, advertise-
ments in local papers, and many other like
contrivances, the Church newspaper affords a
rallying point for the well-directed energies of
Clergy and Laity, Church officers and Teachers
and Parochial Associations,

6. That the circulation of a pon-partiran
Church periodical is the first Missionary duty
of every member of the Church, which being
dircharged, tbe prayers so often offered will
not under the Divine blessing upon the means,
return void, viz: “Thy Kinglom come.”

7. That scarcely a Parish or Mission can be
found which bas not many or all of these
talents wrapped up in a napkin awaiting the
electric touch of some earnest sympathetic soul

Will not each one of your reuders who pe
ruses-this be such, and open the mine of Charch
life and progress heretofore undeveloped and
unemployed in sympa‘hy with your admirable
dircharge of your trust in the conduct of the
“CrurcH GUARDIAN.” Yours,

A SOLUTION,

Sir,—Under the above heading there is a
paragraph in your issue of @ctober 19th, in
which it is said that Professor Sayce has in his
recent Hibbert Lectures on the Bubylonian Re-
ligion, thrown light upon the derivation of the
names Moses, Joseph and Saul, which bave
hitherto perplexed Bible commentators. Ac-
cording to the learned Professor all the names
are of Assyrian or Babylonian origin, and two
of them are connected with superstition and
false worsbhip. Joseph is said to be ¢ derived
from Asip,” an enchanter. In Saul the Profes-
sor wees the Bubylonian deity ¢ Sawazl.” And
Moses is derived from the Assyrian *Musu,”
signifying ** first-born, eldest, doable, or twin.”

The suthority of the Deputy Professor of
Comparative Philology in the University of
uxford is very great, but that of the Bi-
ble greater, evon in this matter of the deri-
vation of names. And I munst confess that
I do not see how in regard to two of the names
in question the two authorities can be made to
hurmonize, or why it is necessary in any case
lo go s0 far in quest of a history and meaning.

What further solution of the name of Joseph
is needed than that which the writer of the
Pentateuch gives? ¢ And she (Rachel) con-
ceived, and bare & son: and said, God bath
taken away my reproach: and she called his
name Joseph (or Yoseph, i.e., adding, or he will
add, for the active participle and the thu d per-
son sipgular of the future of the causative ot
the verb Yasaph, to add, have the same form),
saying, tbe Lord and ( Yoseph) unto me another

son.” Gefl. xxx, 23.24. On what grounds,
philological, exegeticsl;, or historical, are we
asked 1o set aside this simple and nstural ex-
planation, and associate the name of the Patri-
arch with the enchantments and divinations of
Asayria ?

Why, again, should we look in this direction
for the origin of the name Moses, which the
writer of the Boek of Exodus exprersly eon-
nects with the rescue of the bearer of it from
the waters of the nile? * And she (Pharoah's
davghter) called his name Moses (Hebrow. Mo-
seh) and said, Becaure I drew him (Heobrew,
Meshethihu) ount of the water.'—Ex. ii, 10. In
its Hebrew form tho name of the great legisla-
tor (Moskeh is identical with the active partici-
ple ot Mashah to draw.) But Pharoah’s daugh-
ter spoko Egyptian, not the Hebrew language.
And we can scarcely be wrong in following
Josephus, and deducing the name from the two
Egyptian words, Mo, water, and ousie, to de-
liver. Ite meaning according to this derivation,
‘“saved frcm the water,” has to a Christiun
mind this immensc advantage over the solution
offered by Professor Suyce, that it does not
ruthlessly reject or ignore the Bible narrative,

The name Saul occurs first in Genesis xxxvi,
37, as the nume of one of the Kings of Eden.
It was borne again by one of the sons of Simeon
(Gen. xlvi, 10), ;rom whom weredescendel the
tamily of the Sheulites, and by one of the sons
of Kobhath, as well as by the irst king of Israel.
No intimation is given as o its derivation or
meaning. In its Hebrew form (Shaut) it ix
identical with the passive participlo of Shaal,
to ask. And is not its derivation from this rest
with the meaning ‘‘acrkod for,” much more
probable than the solution of Professor Sayce,
which deduces it from the Bubylouiun deity
Suwal ?

Solutions such as those of Professor Sayce.
suggest some interesting and important ques-
tions a8 to the relations beiween the Hebrews
und the peoples on the east of the Euphrates

from the time of Abraham, and to the later

years of the kicgdoms ot Israel and Judab, and
the tendency of the solutions themrelves,

The ‘‘Teuachers’ Asssistant” is now an
assured success. lIn the language of our Amer-
ican friends, it has ** come 10 stay ; "—and the
Cuommitiee in irsning the first pumber of &
second volume, tuke the opportunity of thank-
ing the Bishops, Clergy, and other 8. 8. workers
to whose prompt sud generous support that
stecess 18 80 lurgely due.

The experience of the past year, and the kind
suggestions of many friends, buth clerical and
lay, will, we trust, enuble us to make this sec-
ond volume better and more helpful thun the
firat one, .

Notes on the Prayer Book Lessons will, hence-
forth, tform a regulur part of each vumber, and,
without increasing the price of the paper, extru
puges will, from lime 10 time, be adued as oc-
casl0n may require.

We confidently sppeal to all those who re-

duly constituded Church authority, as a desider-
atum in our Church Sunday schools, to aid us
in placing “ The Teachers’ Assistant™ in the
hands of every S. S. Teacher in the Canadian
Church.

We heartily endorse the appeal of the Com-
mittes, believing that no better means oan be
found for inoreasing the interest in perfecting
Sanday-school workers in this Hoolesiastical
Province than a uniform system of teachiug ;
and we do feel that those who from whatever
reason use Schemes and Assistants which ignore
the Church’s system and year, are doing a
gross wrong to the Church and to the little
ones of His fold. Wa are glad to know that
the Leaflots have now «ttained a circulation of
over 14,000 copies weekly, and are used in every
Diocese of Canada. Thoy have boen recom-
mended by the Diocesan S. S. Committees of
Toronto, Montreal, Ontario nnd Huren. Niag-
ara and Quebec, whieh have no Diccesan S, S.
Committees, have largely adopted them; and
they are used in wmauy Snnday-schools in the
Northwest. In Torooto Diocese they are to be
found in 80 per cont. of the Sunday schools
which use any Leaflets. ‘They aresupplied at
the low rate of sixz cents per copy per annum,
and tho publishers say thev are therefore
cheaper thin any other Church S. S. Leaflets in
England or America.

In using them the Sunday-schools of the
Church in Canada are brought into barmonious
action with thoee of the Church in England,
and it might bo said with the Chuarch through-
out the world ; for we fancy that in most Colan-
ial dioceses the C E S. Institute is finding or
has found & place—and in this respect the plea
of numbers advanced in former years in sup-
port of the International Series loses its
force.

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WOLVERHAMPTON CONGRESS.

We take the following from the very able
Presidential Address of the Lord Bishop of
Lichtield, at the opening of the lute Church
Congress at Wolverhampton. (The italics are

ours) :—

“Touching upon the relation of Science to
the Bible, the Bishop acknowledged with thank-
fulness the growing recoguition of the fact thut
{here is nothing—there can be nothing—anta-
gonistic between Science and Revealed Truth;
and His Lordship then proceeded to dwell upon
the Church's practical work in the following

eloquent words :—

But we stand face to fuce with a more real
enemy than Science in the sin and ignorauce
of a tallen world. . E

Tt is wel for us at such a gathering as this
to be reminded of our unceusing call to engaye
in that spiritual couflict. It is one of the chief
objects ot our Church Congress that we should
take council together how it may best be done
—to compure our experiences, our successes,
and our taulures, and to encourage one another
in the work which Gud has given u to do,

It is impo~sible to louk around, oit,!)e[- 4t tho
state of our own country or ot foreign 'lun(ln‘
without buing drawn to the consideration of
anuther greal question which presses itsolt
upon us—I mean the que~tion of Christian Re-
union : in what way—ou what terms—by what
means the great baptized brotherbood in Christ
may be brought to fight together under their
common Lord.  Will the time ever come whor
“EKpbraim shall o longer euvy Judah, and
Judah shall not vex Ephraim 2" This rubject
hud a very tull dixcunnion in Congress of twenty
yeurs 8g0, and gave rise 10 Lh_e Home Renmon
Socie'y, which still pursues its peaceful work
unde: the Presidency of my noble triend, Lord
Nelson, 'who through thest iwently years h s
laboured lovingly aud indofatigably in this
great caunse. .

But Ifeel sare that the |
great majority of Churchmen have only the
ated from us; our hecart’s desire is that we
might indeed be one. Whut would England
be, what might it not do for Christ, if in the
face ot the growing power ot evil ut home and
abroad, and in the prospect of the coming :
Autichrist, we were all of one heart and of one
mind, “‘holding the faith in unity of spirft, in
the bond of peace, upd in righteonsness of life 7"
In these very words the Church of England
offers up her daily prayer for Home Rennion.
And the answer will surely come. [t will not
be by any watering down of creeds. nor by any
fusion of incougrious elements, nor by any
faithless compromuse on the vne side or the
other. Perhaps we must look to affiliation
rather than to comprehension. But our great-
est hope lies in the law of epiritual attraction.
There is no more certain tact in the recent his-
tory of the Church ot England than the deepen-
ing of its spiritunl life, and the increase of its
spiritual power  Hven now that power is
muking itself folt in the gathering in one by
one of many from the ranks of Nupconformity,
wenry of political dissentions und of the strife
ot tongues, ln this power lies our strength
and out huope. Wherever the Spirit of Gud is
most maunifestly working, there His children
will seek their spiritual home. The Church of
England itrelf bar suffered in pantdays fiom
the operation of this very law. We must
never forget that we owe to it, in & large de-
gree, the very existence of English Nuncon-
formity. It iy true that the cuuse no longer
remainy, Amidst all vur wealkness und short-
comings, no one can refuse to confess thut the
spiritoal tone and ministerial earnestness of
tbe Churcb is at least as high s that of any
religious commauity in -Euglund, But asit
has been well ~uid by a recent historian of the
Irish Church, ¢ Religious divisions survive their
causes, and continue to exist long after the
original grounds of ditfferences bave disap-
peared.”

It may seem, porhaps, that these hopes are
but idle dreams in the fuce of the husuliry
sbown towards the Church, and of the untiring
efforts of the Society which lubours with such
disintererted enthusiasm tor the liberation of
the Church from State control. There is un
uppenriance of generous sympathy io the very
title of this organmzation which reminds us of
the well-knows fetter of the Hinperor Juhan
to tho Christianus 0! Edesss, when, in & moment
of rugs, he proceedod to cuntigeate the whole
property of that Church:—'1 show myself,”
he suid, “the true trend of the Galuwcans.

at the present time! ‘“Remember,” he says,
in writing to Pope Engenius, 'Remember, be-
fore all things, that the Holy Roman Churob,
over which God hath set thee, is the mother of
Churches, not their mistress ; and that thou art
not the ruler of Bishops, but one of them.”

It is said that after the Vatican Council a
gieat ecclesiastic of the Roman Communion
excclaimed, “Thank - God, we have done with
history!” The Churck of Englaund has no de-
sire or need for any such deliverance. She
bas nothiag to fear from history. It is tv
history that she makes her appeal, a8 we shall
hear in our disscussion this merning; Zo its
earliest chapters written in the Acts of the dpos-
tles. and tn their KEpistles to the Apostolic
Church; to the Apostolic Fathers. and to the
Church: of their day; to the Aisrory of nineteen
centuries, even with their chequered story of
succers and failure, ot victory and defeat.
Through them ail she fearlessly traces the oN-
BROKEN continuity of her Apostolical descent,
und her faithtul maintenance of the Creeds of
Christendom. Days of darkness—times of dis-
sension—waves of error—storms of doubt—
through all these she has passed, beanse in her
constituents she is human; but has passed
through them wafely because in her origin she is
divine; the treasure is in earthern vessels, but
the excellency of the power is of God. The
power of revival and restoration in the
Catholiec Church is a witness of her ungunench-
able life. In no branch of the Church has
that power been more convincingly manifested
thun in our own, and never more than in the
present day.

It may perhaps seem that in this hopeful
estimate I am forgetting the difficulties which
still disturb and divide us. It is well to cop-
sider what these difficulties really are. They
belong almost entirely to one or other of two
clasgses. They are questions of ritual or
questions of discipline. The former derive all
their importance, not from their mere ount-
ward manifestations, but from the significance
which is ascribed to them, involving consider-
ations of a higbhly metaphysical character as
to the method of the Divine operation, in one
of the great Sucraments of the Church. On
such a matter men may well differ in epecu-
lative opinion without apy real divergence in
faith. It is in reality above the reach of human
understanding, and beyond the powers of
buman language. There is no question as to
the Sacrament itself ; there is no hesitation as
to the truth of our Lord's own consecrating
words, or a8 to the reality of the blessing ;
the disputants on one side and the other draw

'near with faith and take the Holy Sacrament

to their comfort. But as to the conditions and
circurnstances under which our Blessed Lord
communicates Him-~elf to the fuithful soul; in
what sense and in what manner His words
find their fulfilment; is it wonderful that in a
matter sc far above our thoughts, men, when
they begin to inquire should begin to differ,
and that bumao infirmity should deepen that
difference into coatention and strife? Every
altempt to define- these mysteries too rigidly
must tend to narrow the limits of Christian faith.
Thore is no nuriowness in the Apustles’ Creed.
Revelation itself has left many mysteries un-
volved. A little self-restraint and a great deal
might draw together those who
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appear to be far apart from ove another. Even
now. one ventures to hope that the process has
begun. It has been not a little helped by such
meeting as this ; for it has been well said, that
to bring men together is balf way towards
making their " differences disappear. Forty
years ago the contention was as sharp about
the other great Sacrament. The last mutter-
ings of that storm have long since died away.
Men differ still, altbough they differ less, about
the operation and effect of baptismal grace.
But every little child of the Church is taught
to say and to believe, “Iu my baptism I was
made a member of Christ, the child of God,
and an inheritor of the Kingdom of Heaven.”
Our other difficulties are almost all bound up
in one great problem. the true relation of the
Christian Church and the Christian State. In
this complex question are involved our res-
trained and imperfect discipline, as well as our
limited power of action in causes ecclesiastical
and spiritual. It may seem strange to us, and
bard, that the great principle so often enun-
ciated should net be conceded, that spiritual
matters should be dealt with by spiritual per-
sons, and ecclesiastical questions decided by
ecclesiastical authority. The supremacy of
the Crown we lo%ally accept, as in accordance
with the will of Gud; but the supremacy of
Parliament is anotber matter. We may need
to be delivered from a Parliament, as we were
from a Pope. Bat the Church militant here
on earth cannot expect to be free from difficul-
ties of this kind, although we are notonly
entitled but bound to seek deliverance irom
them. The way to escape is not yet manifest.
1t may be hindered by impatience and self-will
on one side or the other—but it must come.
It may be that we are not yet prepared for it,
but we are making ready. The gradual de-
volopment of our Kcclesiastical Constitution,
and of our powers of self-government, has
wade considerable progress, although much re-
mains to be done. We sre lezrning, amidst
many mistakes, to manage our own affairs.
The day will come when we sball be permitted

to do so.

THE DESTINY OF THE ENGLISH
CHURCH.

The Bis- op of Durham’s sermon on the open-
ing of the Wolverhampten Congress was so
admirable and instroctive that we would gladly
reproduce its every word for the benefitof our
readers did our space permit. We must con-
tent ourselves with the following extract :

Is there not & senso in which it may be said
that God sets up His standard in this English
Church, that it seem~ to be marked out by His
hand as a rallying-point of the nations, and
that here is the most hopeful centre for the unity

Lambeth Jonference. Your President wassur-
rounded on that occasion by bishops represent-
ing the Anglican Communion far and wide, from
the British Islands, from the Colonies and de-
endencies, from the M ission field, from the
nited States. This was the first visible pre-
sentation of the Catholicity of the English
Church. Itis eminently fit, then, that we should
take up this theme in this same place to-day.
Just seventy years ago a famous French writer.
yearning for the unity of the Charch, and ¢)n-
ceiving the Papacy to be the only possible
centre of union ; appealed to Anglican ghurch-
men to take the initiative. Himselfholding ul-
tramontane views and speaking in no mesasured
terms of the position and character of the Eng-
lish Charch, he yet recognized in her a cconser-
vative character which might make her a leader
in the great movemeut of the future, Many
things have happened in these seventy years.

On the one hand, the Roman Church has
taken a step which, unless it be revoked, will
render union under ker banner an impossibility.
The doctrine of Papal Infallibility will appear
to English Churchmon a denial of history and &
stultification of reason. Whatever visions of
union on tbese terms may have been entertain-
ed by any Anglican in the past, they have been
dissipated by this one act.

Oa the other hand, the Aunglican Communion
bas grown with a growth which has far ont-
stripped human prescience. Her intensive and
extensive energies alike have been manifested
on a scale which bas few parallels in the his-
tory of Chrstendom since the Apostolic age.
In the treatise On the Pope, to which I referred
just now, much scorn is poured upon the Eng-
lish Church, and statements are bazarded which
even then only an imperfect knowledge ceuld
palliate, and which have been strangely folsified
by subrequent history. Two main charges
which the suthor brings against her aro her
sterility and her isolation.

this. The bistory of the past fifty years shall
answer it. The evidence of eyes and earsshall
answer it., The testimony of those who are not

members of our own ecommunion, even of those

Bat if this charge fails, what shall we say of
her isolation ? I not this isolation, so far as it
is true, much more her misfortune than her
fault ? Is sheto be biamed because she retuined a
form of Church government which had been
handed down in unbroken continunity from the
Apostolic times, and thus a line was drawn be-
tween her and the reformed Churches of other
countries ? Is it a reproach to her that she as.
gerted her liberty to cast off the accretions
which bad gathered about the Apostolic doctrine
and practice, and for this act was repudiated by
the Roman Church?

English race is no longer insular. The English
Sovereign reigns over one fifth of the whole
haman race, Ot what monarch or what power
since the world began can the same be said ?
The great American republic too—the most
rapid development on a grand ecale in the his-
tory of the world—is bone of our bone and flesh
of our flesh. Nor is it only within the limits
of English and American dominions that thc
influence of the English race is felt, British
vessels alone absorb more than three fourths of
the carrying trsffic of the world, and America
claims a large shure of the remsinder. Every
continent, almost every seas and every island,

swarms with English and American tourists
and travellers. Everywhere, for buriness or
for pleasure, English-speaking people are found.

Corresponding to this progressof the English
race is the spread of the Englich Church. Next
year, if it please God,will witness another meet-
ing of the Lumbeth Conference. The number
of the Anglican episcopate, from which its mem-
bers are drawn, is fast mounting up to 200.
This year is the centenary of the first Colonial
bishopric. We bave seized the oceasion to take
an®audit of the progress during this period. I
noed not trouble you with the statistics of the
increase. Itie sufficient to say that during the
present reign alone the number of our Colonial
and Missionary sces bas been multiplied nine
or ten fold, and that tho rate of increase has
been greuter in the later decadoes of this period
than in the earlior. The Anglican Communion
now comprises within her embrace Churches
establishod, unestablished, and disestablished.
She has flourishing branches in every continent
of the globe. She acknowledges as her sons
converts from the highly developed and imme-
morial religions of the Bast, and converts from
rude idol worship of Africa and the Pacific
Islands, The successor of St. Augustine is
coming to be regarded as the Patriarch in sub-
stance, if notin name, of the Anglican Churches
throughout the world. The proud title, Papa
alterius orbis, has a more rcal meaning now,
than when it was conferred many centuries
ago.

Nor is this all. With the ancient Cburches
of the East our relations sre becoming every
day moreintim:te. With the greater and more
flourishing communities woe are oxchanging
friendly intercourse; while the foebler Churches,
in Syria, in Armenia, in ligypt, arelooking to
us for instruction and for help. The premature
movement of Archbishop Wake in Queen’s
Anpe's reign is taking effect under his succes-
gors in Queen Victoria's. Archbishop Tait in
his later churges gave a prominent place to the
duties attaching to his office through these
wider relations of the Englikh Church ; and
they h .ve been largely developod under hissuc-

CessoT.

What then shall we say ? The Catholicity
has been restored to tho English Church in a
surprising way. Catholic indeed sho was potenti-
ally before in her doctrine and polity; but now
she is Catholic in fact, Catholic in her interests
and sympathies, Catholic in her resposibilities
and duties. Yet these world-wide rolationsare
almost wholly the growth of the present reign,
the growth of ourown lifetime. What may we
not hope in the future, if we respond to God's
call? Ifwe respond. The appeal lies, not to
the clergy aloue, though to them chiefly; but
to every loyal son of our Church. Here is my
reason for selecting this thome at such a gather-
ing as the present. Let this vision of a glorious
future be to every devout Anglican Churchman
to-duy an ispiration, as a similar vision was to
every devont Israclite of old. What then shall
be our attitude toward this great work which
lies before us ? How shall we consecrate our-
gelvus for the task ?

We shall not certainly relax our offorts for
the evangelisation of the masses at home. We
shall feel that any weakness at the heart must
impede the circulation and endanger the whole
mechanism of the body. We sball notforget
that we have special duties towards other Chris-
tizn communities living side by side with us.
Wo shall cultivate friendly relations, where no
principle is sacrificed. We shallavoid irritating
language, for we shall remember with shame
how largely their defection has been due to our
fault. Weshall be prompt to amend defectsin
our organization, and to ostablish effective tri-
bunals of discipline. We sball approach the
gettlement of these questions in the spirit of
concession, knowing that this spirit of conces-
sion—this epieikeia— is Christ's own attribute.
Above all, we shall beware of exalting metbods
into principles. We shall redouble our efforts
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to evangelire the heathen world. We shall re-
cognise the duty of the Church, as a Church. to
take a direct part in missionury work, while
yet we shall respect the voluntary agencies
which bave borne the burden and heat of the
day. We shall not lay the yoke of a rigid
uniformity on Sthe uecks of our converts. We
gball lay down ourselves as an aim not
the multiplication of Eoglish Churches on
a foreign soil, but the creation of native
Churches. We shall allow great latitude of
development in non-essentials, such as the form
of worship. We sball not impose our Articles,
or even our Praver-book, as u necessity, on na-
tive peoples. We shall act throughout in the
faith that they too, like the race converted to
Christ in the sges past, have some treasure of
their own, some spocial gift or endowment, to
contribute to the Hounse of God. Wa shall draw
clorer our intercourse with tho enfeeblid
Churches of the East, not 100 carefully scan-
ning their faults, whether in doctrive orin prac-
tice, but striving by education and by sym-
pathy to raiso them to a higherlevel. Thus
will tho Catholicity of our Church be at length
realized—a trus inspiration to ourrelves and an
untold blessing to mankind, ¢ All ye inhabit-
ants of the world, and ye dwellers on the earth,
sce ye, when He lifteth up an ensign on the
mountains.’

A young girl who has just left achool often
finds herself with few or no regular duties.
She has time at her dispossl. How is it to be
spent ? Selfishly ? Lessons which lead toself-
culture, with fancy work, chit-chat, and gay
social life, may be well enough for a part of her
time ; but ought not the remainder to be given
to others?

The mother needs the daughter’s assistance.
Little by little, household duties and responsi-
bilities can be assumed. The younger children
need the sister’s help and loving thoughtful
veas. The brothers want a sister alwaysready
to sympathize, and to enter into their parsuits.

The father is fond of his daughter’s presence,

and justly claims certain of her hours. Mach
joy, gladness, and relief a young girl fresh

from school can bring into the the home
circle, and surely she ought there to do what
she can. "

Bat more than this. The education, the
mausiosl talent, the gift of languages, the train-
od pen and cultured tongue, the well-stored
mind, should be used for others outside the home
as well as well as within it. Tbere are poor,
tired, sick, lonely and tempted ones all around,
who need some of the freshness, some of the
cheer, some of the chasteness, some of the
strength, of a girl's life

*“But what can I do? How shall I begin?”
are questions often asked. Be filled with a
strong desire to do something, and the way will
be opened. * Do that which lies nearest you.”
In the Sunday school and in the sewing schools
are classes waiting for a teacher. Not very far
from your home stands a hospital. Here are
many sick and suffering women and children,
to whom the hours seem like duys. The day
seems endless; and yet, when night comes,
there is a longing for the day. How tedious to
do nothing but lie stilll How doubly tedieus
when friendless and alone! Intp tie wards
and among these tired ones a young girl, with
bright and smilling face cun bring the grateful
sunshine with her. Perbaps she is not fully
equal to advice and practica sympathy; bnt
she can give bunches of flowers to one and
another, or some golored picture-cards, or books
collected from more fortunate people. She can,
after speaking & cheery word to the differeat
patients, sit down among them, being careful
that each can see her confortably. Thep, for a
half hour or more, she can read some happy
story or bit of iuformution. Neither the women
nor the children will enjoy a long-continued
reading, but will be enlivened by clever anec-
dotes, narrative and other poetry, adventures
of travellers, and the like. A few moments
should be taken for reading a passage from our
Saviour’s life, and cne of His comfortimg mes-
sages should be given, to be thought over until
another visit.

There may be a girl in the ward who is able
to use hand and head. To her can be brought
some pretty piece of fancy work, and she can
be taught to do it. One poor deformed girl
lying in a tenement-house was taught by a lady
how to crochet a purse ; silk was given her,
and then hours flew by, her thoughts and hands
busy over the purses to be sold to buy a surprise
for her mother.

From these fow suggestions, it is certainly
seen that young girls can find many opportun-
ities for devoting themselves to others, not only
in their own fumilies, but also fur those saffer-
ing, unlearned, and neglected ones who need
help, cheer, and sympathy. Will not every
girl and young woman try to do something, as
God means that she should do—trying to learn
that the only way to follow Christ is to serve
Christ ?

A TALK WITH GIRLS.

We are thinking, more or less, now, of what
we shall wear, what we shall buy, for the com-
ir g season.

It is always a serious question what to buy,
and how to have what we buy made. There
in a principle that oan ba laid down that will
apply with eqaal force to every girl: Bay only
what is suitable to your position. Nothing is
in worse taste than an overdressed person, or
an extravagantly dressed one. Our friends
know whether we can afford to appear in
clothes they see us wear. If these are more

costly than we should wear, they must feel a
perfect contempt for us. Qur clothes reveal
our character, A daughter who appears in
clothes more costly than those worn by ber
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mother, or more exzpensive than
her father can afford, is going about
with a placard on which is the
word, in very plain letters, SELF-
FISH.

A young girl who appears in
clothes that cause people to notice
them and comment upon them,car-
ries the word UNREFINED in
plain sight.

Nothing shows g0 clearly the
thoroughly refined, unselfish and
gensible young girl as simple, un-
assuming attire, in harmony with
her family's position.

THE CHILDREN'S GUILD.

I could but regard it as & call
from God when my Sunday school
class asked me to give them some
Church work to do, adding, * Not
in Lent only—that's too short, but
all the time.” '

After talking it over with our
pastor, we asked all the little girls
who wished to do so to join us. We
met at first on Saturday sfternoons,
but afterward changed the day to
‘Wednesday. The children come in
after school and stay as long as
they choose. If any member will
pledge herself to work twenty min-
utes a week at home, s®e need come

only ounce & month, but all prefer to
attend the meetings, '

From September until almost
Chritsmas we dress dolls, make
candy-bags, scrap-books, tidies,
marble-bags, work-bags, ete., and
send a box to some mission school
for Christmas. From Japuary
until July we make dolle’ alothes
and fancy articles, which are sold
at a lawn party given about the
first of July. The proceeds of this
sale are given to the Bishop for use
in the missionary work of the dio-
cese. The children also bring
many Church papers and magazines
which are sent to missionaries

I believe that some such work
can be done in every town and vil-
lage in the land. Do not fear to
begin in a small way. Itis not
necessary to look far abead or to
plan great things. God will open
the way step by step. If we dothe
first little bit of work that comes
to hand, when that is faithfully
done, ‘broader fields will open be-
fore va. The children will almost
outstrip our lead, and richest bless:
ings will crown our labours.

But the establish-
ment of Lthe Society for the Propu-

gation of the Gorpel wus such a

pbenomenon as England had never

witneseed before; it was a public
recognition, on the part both of

Churcb and Crown, of the respons-

ibility luid upon England by her

foreign possessions und by her

position in the world; it might

even be regarded as an anewer to

yrayor.  1n the Just edition of the
: i’mycr book,dating unly from 1662,
thete had been introduced the
‘Pruyer for All Sorts aud Couditinns
of Men’; in thut prayer Evglishmen
bud been tuught 1rom ouwe end of
the kingdom to the other to pray
continually that God would be
pleared o muke his ways known
unto mankind; hia raving health
unto all nations. How could such
u prayer bo urued honertly without
rome practical result 2 Tho rerult
may fairly be suid to have beenihe
estubhishment o the tirst Suciety in
Engiand for the propagativn ot the
Guspol of Christ,”

Nouswici Cuathedral Pulpit was
occupied on the Centenary day by
the Rev. F.W. Polly, luto Principal
ot St. Johin's Collego, Qu'Appelle.
Tho sermen has been printed, and
contains many usetul and esloguent
pucenges, Atter & dereription of
the Church's work in the Diocese
of Qu'Appelle, he addds :—

“ Weo may not have been, as S,
Poler wus, €ye Witnesses of tue
majesty of Christ. We may not
have witnessed the majosty ot Div-
ino suffering vn the Crouss, nor the
majesty of flis miracles, nor the
majosty of lis Resurrection; we
may not, in a literal seusv, have
ocompanied with the Lord Jesus,
but weo have been eye-witnesses in
another sense: we have witnessed
the mujesty of Divine Grace, and
we have scen bow it can melt the
souls of men, how it can soften rug-

ged and stony hearts, and how it
can touch men whom it seemed
imypossible to touch, andover whom
we may have lamentedwith an ex-
ceeding bitter cry. And we, es-
pecially, who have laboured in
other vineyards of the Lord, have
indecd known how the majesty of
the Cross, tho old, old story of the
love of Christ, can win even utier-
ly abandoned men, and can convert
4 drenry wilderness into a garden
of the sonL.”

He thus appeals for the Society:

*The venerable Society for the
Propagation of the Gospel (whose
servant I once was, and whose ser-
vant I still would be, but for the
fuilure of my health) has especiul
oluims apon your bounty. It ap-
peuls to you as the oldest ot Mission-
ary Societies in Kngland. It ap-
poals to you on the strong ground
that it is the only Missionary
Society whose work lies, not
amobpgat natives alone, but also
amonyst settlers of BEuropean origin.
It appeuls to you on the grouud
that it works on thoroughly
Churchly principles, never inter-
fering between Bivhop and Clergy.
or planting an irresponsible com-
mitiee tonsurp his place.

“ And, lustly, it appeals to you
with untold force by the grandeur
of its past and present work, which
[ bave endeuvoured howevar slight-
ly, to indicate to-night.”

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Temperance Column.

~ WISE WORDS FROM THE

BISHOP OF BEDFORD.

 The Bishop of Bedford preaching
before the United Kingdom Rail-
way Temperance Union, at its
fifth Avcniversary on thc 9th Oct.
Iast, in 8t. Pancras Parish Chureh,

' London, England, based his dis-

courre, which was a very brief one,
upon the 21st verse of the 1l4th

" chapter of the Epistle to the Ro-

mane, “It is good neither to eat
meat nor to drink wine, nor any-
thing whereby thy bro her stum-
bleth, or is offended, or is made
weak,” Sarely, he said, we had
here Soriptural authority enough
for every movement in favour of
Temperance and against the sin of
drunkenness. He thought no one
could for a moment pretend that he
knew of no weak brother who was
made to sturmble or full through
the indulgence of others. At the
Church Congress, from which he
had just returned, one of the sad-
dest things that was heard was the
way in which Englishmen—sol-
diers, eailors, and eettlers—were
hindering the cause of Christ, by
this sin of drunkenness in foreign
lands. If the natives whom we
sought to win for Christ saw those
who professed to live according to
the C}:)spel of Christ giving way to
intemperance, were they notlikely
to stumble ? In some parts of the
world Mahommedanism itself was
winning more converts than Chris-
tianity, just because its fruits seem-

. ed to the pecple to be better and

purer. It made people at all
events sober, and they not unnatur-
ally said, “Here is Christiauity,
which meakes people drunkards!”
This was a great disgrace to our
name as & Christian country. His
Lordship went on to answer some
objections which were brought
against the advocates of Temper-
ance by good people. He did nat
oare at all what objections were
brought by bad people or self-in-
dulging people, but there were
some who were neither one nor the
other, who did nevertheless find
fault with their work. One thing
they said was that by asking for a
ledge of abstinence from intoxi-
oating drinks they were slighting
their baptismal pledges. This, he
contended, was not common sense.

. A man in his baptism was pledged

to follow Christ, to lead a holy life,
and to renvunce tho world, the
flesh, and the devil; but there was
no special manner or form in which
he was to do any one of these
things, and it was no sin to ask a
man to pledge himeelf to abstain
from strong drink beause such a
ledge was not required at his
ptism. We had great princi-
ples laid down for ue by God, but
no minute rules as to carrying them
ont. He therefore thought it was
folly to say that the pledge of ab-
stinence was in any way contrary
to, or in apy way seemed to throw

" aslight upon,our baptismal pledges.

Then there were others who said
they were disposing of one of God's
greatest gifts. His own opinion
was that a great many things had

been said about fermented drinks|

which had much better not have
been said. He could pardon the
antagonism that had been aroused
by the misase of that which God
had given us, but at the same time
he was sure th t many had erred
in excess of the truth by denouc-
ing as sinfael in itself what was
only sinful in its abose; and he
would urge them to be on their guard
against the worse than folly of de-
nouncing the use of wine in the Holy
Sacrament of the ZLord's Supper.
Were he to do so, he would dread
lest he had offended the Lord, for
though he sllowed that it was an
open question what sort of wine
was used at the Lord's Sapper, and
although it seemed a doubtfal
question whether the wine was
wmixed with water, there was nothing
tv show that the Lord used unfer-
mented wine. Apart trom that great
consideration, he would considar
himself exceedingly presumptuous
it he ventured to condemn what
had been the universal practice of
the Church of Christ. Another
argument used against them was
that they were making tempor-
ance their religion. Ho did not
believe that. He knew there were
some men who knew no religion,
but were nevertheles- ardent ab-
stainers; bat they did not muke
temperance their relizion, and he
saw no signs of people professing
faith in the Christizu religion fall-
ing into such a stupid mistake as
of thinking they could besaved by
temperance. Bat what they did
believe was that temperance was a
blessed handmaid to religion, and
that it swept away the terrrible
hiondrances to religion. He did
not believe for a moment that there
was any peril of temperrnce being
put in the place of religion. He
thanked God for the temperance
movement, and the manifest bless-
ings it had wrought.

There were all sorts of schemes
before the country for improving
the coudition of the poor. There
were schemes of the Socialists, of
all sorts of philanthropic agents,
the plan for bettering the times,
the co-operative acheme for giving
the people a share in the protits of
trade (with which he thorovghly
sympathised), and schemes for pro-
moting laboar ; but he was certain
that if drunkenness could at once
beabolished, it would do a hundred
times as much good us all the other
schemes put together in improving
the condition of the people.” When
they found & very poor and miser-
able family, inquiry always showed
that there was drunkernoss on the
part of one or both parents, If
drink wasabol shed, not only would
nine-tenths of the misery and pov-
erty of the country be banished,
but we should be abls to shut up the
work-houses, lunatic asylums, and
prisons,
