“Deliberate well, then act with vigor,”
appears to he the wmotto of the Govern.
:nent in their Irish policy. The chiefl
Secretary has at length addressed .2
Memorapdum to the Irish magistrates,
remiuding them of their powers and
duties under certain Acts of Parliament
which ha enunerates, and which are
uctually in force.

Theso powers appear to'reach every
phase of the disorder under which Tre:
land ia labouring, and to be quite strong
epough to cope with the varieties of
ruffianism that have brouglt & reign of
terror over Irish life. They give the
local authorities of needful latitude for
the subjection of the lawlessmess that
Messrs Parnell, Dillon, Biggar, and their
vonfederats have created. As set forth
seriatim by Mr. Forster they are, indeed,
formidable; and leave one wondering
why with such autherity in hand, the
tiovernment should debate for an hour
the necessity of asking for fresh coercive
measures. One is surprised that such a
Memorandum as the Chief  Secictary
hag now put forth was not issued early
in the autumn. The energetic uss of
ull the powers permanently vested in
the imagistiates would assuredly have
gono far towsrds the prevention of out-
rages, and the growth of Boycottism.

There is one person in England whe
at all events has no idea thal conrcion is
neceg.ary for Ireland. 1lcis a elorgy-
man, a haronet, an ahsentee Irish land
lord, and an Englishman—about as hope-
less a combination as a Parnellite could
desire for denunciatlon. He is Sir
Cavendish loervey Foster, rector of
Theydon Gamon, in the lovely wilds of
Epping, in Essex. This reverend haro-
net hasan estate in  Louth, ono of the
counties supposced to be the worst in Ire
land. When the day eame, not long ago.
tor the collection of his rents, he sunt
instructions to his agents to deduct 10
per cent. The {enantz noanimously re-
fused to accopt it. “Nothing new in
that," perhaps  yon say. Patience!
They refusal to accept it bociuse they
dectared that their rents were low enough
already, their landlord a good and’ con.
siderate one, and the harvest sufficient
to cover his rightful demand. They
therefore insisted upon the agent taking
their rectsin full. A finer testimonial
to a landlord has never been presented in
our day : awd tho story des rves talling
with full emphasis at a time when the
papersare full of stories which imply
that the Irish peasintry have lost all
sense, not ouly of generosity, but even
ol justice.

You will have heard before this, by
telegraph, of the recult of the appeal to
the Court of Queen’s Bench on hehalf of
Mr Dale and Mr. Evmaght.

Scotin will rend and ponder M, Thomas
Brown’s letter on the coundition of the
Divcesan Finances. It has become a
vory serious matlor, and ono Lhat must bo
met abt once, secing that the Diocese
very largoly in debt, and that
sevornl  CGirants to Mis.fons ‘have to
be withdmwn altogether, aud others re-
duced inamount. It was hoped that the
stirring addiceses of tho Clerical Seere-
tary would have eo aroused the people
in the various Parishes that so v from
Crants having to be 1educed  wnil
Churches closed, tho incrsased suppost
received wonld have enabled the Doad
uot ouly to iucreass the prescut small
stiponda of the Clorgy, but to open new
"Missions, ond engage in noew  work.
Why it is that memhors of the Church
of Tugland in Nova Scetis, of equal
woalth with their Dissouting aud Ro-
man neighbours, should give Lui one
fourth or ono-half the swms given for the
support of Dissent and Rome, is hard to
understand,  That man in most comfort-
ablo circumstances throughout tho coun
try parts of the Proviuee and in some
casos busides owning valuable lamd and
slock haviug money invested, should
givo Lut a paltry dollar or two to the
support of Gov's Churcl, is asnd and
disoournging fact. IL must by due oither
to n want of knowledge ‘of the truo state
of the Churel’s Funds, or to anost-wil
ful disregard of tho elzims of Gop. -
Mer. Brown has et the objection thai
it is often a diMcult matter to give at
one time, ten, :five; or oven ome dollar,
by pointing  out that five, ten, or even
twonty-five cents weckly, can vory oasily
bo borne by.the great majority of Church
poopla ; and “that givivg these amonnts
in thia way, will ‘not only largely ia.
croase the suin total -of the gifts; but will
lead to due.régard being pail to the
Seriptural -injunction—“Upon tho- first
day of the weok lot overy eno of you lay
by kim instore as-Goo hath prospered
him” (1Cor. xvi,8). - = -
The writer, in tho past, opposed ' foa-
- turo of the Quobec Scheme which, in o
faco of prosent difficultics, he'feels calied
upon tosupport: It is plainly &' :part .of
that' schéme that' the money. from the
Turishos for the Reolor's exldry - should

Instead of 1,000 or $5,000 as at pre-
sont, repesenting not over ten conts for
vvery Church person iu the Diocess, or
one-half dollar for every Church family,
hy n systeinntic eanvasa, nn(_l"»i_i ;general
response, wo should __h-.l_volpﬁ_)t,less an
avernge than one dollar, aad-perhaps two
or Lhreo (why not 1), ora suiy in all, two,
lour,” or six {imes groater. than tho pre-
sent amount,

Yery little aystematized sffort has heou
put forth in our Tarishes to stimulate
the people {o give.  This must ha chang-
ed. Tha clergy must be fruitful in plans
to draw forth n portion of the subiance
which Giop has Lestowed upon men. It
came from Him; it belongs to Him;
and it should be used in advancing Iis
Church and Kingdom.

Tho sun of the wholo matter is simply
this: A erisis is upon tho Chuieh uf
Nova Scolin which must be promptiy
met,  Unless immediate offorts are made
to moot this Deficivney, wo shail suon
have a further number of Churches elosed
(thero ava ecven mow), and a furiher
numbor of Missions withouta Mi-signary,
Do the peoplo want this?

DISSATISKFIED PEOPLE,

people in the world. - Some pursons are
afflictad with chrounia grumbling, n dis-
ensed state which is hadly ameonable to
medicino, though,” in some cases, medi-
cine wonld cure it.

THE ‘METHODISTS AND UNITY.

“From the Nalivnul Church we learn
a littlo more abuunt divisiors and Wesley-
aniam ; thus :=-*It has been resolved by
those in authority amongat the varicus
Wesleyan Dbodies that A Methodist
(Feumenical Congress’ shall be held, in
imitation of the IMan-Auglican Confer
anco of Dishops, twice held at Tambeth.
Under tho circumstances, it was doubt-
lesy found a diflicult matter o lay down
any programme which would give a
prospeet of ealm diseussion. without any
remickable divergence of opinion.  We
find, howover, from the Watchrian, that
this has heen done, and it is interesting
to note the process by which it has heen
aceomplished,  “‘Dilfering o8 they (the
varivits Wesloyan denominations) do up-
ot qqnestions of polity and administri-
dain, iU was neeessary in the preliminary
siages Lo seeury the ecelusion from the
Congress of every fopic which eould rea-
sonzbly tend to bring into discussion the
stveral lines of demareation amongst the
vivig divisions of the Wesleyan fumily
Fhe necessary secwiity has heen taken.
2 buth sides the Atlantic the armupge-
wiculs aml agreenents are such that the
mo:t uorvously approhensive need antiei
patw no discord.” By such a drastic pro-
coss ps this, apparent unanimity for the
time may be secured; but, under such
conditions, we cau scarcely.. believe that
‘the Methodist (Eeumenics} Congress' is
likely to promote united action amongst
the various branches of ¢ the ‘great Wes-
leyan family.'"—. Chureh Bells.

So that the way our Methodist fiicnds
make a display of Unity is by keeping
inabeyance, during the time of meeting,
important differences which they would
noteare to give up.

Christinns of all names are gradually
leatn’ng that there is nothing superstiti-
ous or dangerous in the observance of
Christmas and the other festal dayse
which have bhceen ohserved from the
carliest times.

Nevertheleas there are a few objec-
tions still urged against Christinas
Thess we shall now briefly consider. 1t
is said that our Lord could not have
been born on Deecember 23th, for it is
not probable that the shepherds would
have been attonding their flocks on the
plnins of Bethlehem at that season of
thie ycar.

The probabilities, howevar, are all in
favor of the day. It is a groat misiake
to judge the winters of Dalestine by ow
own. Woshould go fora pumllel te
California, where there are but two
seasons, the wet-and the dry; and the
wet season is the winter.  Sheep would
find only a” very scanty pasturage there
onthe plains in the summer. but would
fire well in the winter; and the same
iz true of the Holy Land. Winter i~
the browsiug scason of flucks snd herd:
apon the plains and lower valleys, and
whe shepherds would experience no diffi
culty in spending night after night in
the open air.  This is abundantly prov-
ed by the researches of modornt Tavellors,
one only of whom we will quote: *“Sev
>ral weeks' dry  weather ganerally occur
between the middle .of Decomber and
the iniddlo of February.
