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The Secretary of State for External Affairs, the Hon-
ourable Mitchell Sharp, today announced that the Honourable Jack
Davis, Minister of the Environment and Fisheries, would lead the
Canadian Delegation to the United Nations Conference on th e
Human Environment which will be held in Stockholm June 5-16 .

The Stockholm Conference, to which something over a
hundred states are expected to send representatives, will be
the first large scale intergovernmental conference to be con-
cerned with the entire range of environmental problems . It
was established by the General Assembly in December, 1969 with
a mandate :

"to provide a framez,rork for the comprehensive
consideration within the United Nations of the
problems of human environment in order to focus
the attention of governments and pulic , opinion
on the importance and urgency of this question
and also to identify those aspects of it that
can only or best be solved through international
co-operation and agreement ".

The Vice-Chairman of the Canadian Delegation will be
the Honourable Senator Alan Macnaughton, P .C. The other Dele-
gates will be the Honourable Dr. Victor Goldbloom, M .N .A .,
1Iinister of State Responsible for the Quality of - the Environment,
Province of Quebec ; the Honourable William Yurko, M .L .A .
