This volume contains the eighth, ninth and tenth enneads, with two b oks of an

eleventh ennead.

There is no reference whatever to America in the first volume of 1498 ; but in this

continuation of 1504, beginning on the recto of folio clxxi and filling nearly the whole

of the next page, is a concise account of the discoveries made in the first and second

voyages of Columbus. Mention is also made of the voyage of Fedro Alonso Nufto.

On folio cLXViii is the passage supposed by some writers to refer to a relative of Chris-

topher Columbus :
" (quas Columbus iunior archipirata illustris cruento prcelio oppres-

serat)," etc. Complete sets of the work are very rare. Of the first volume copies a'e

not infrequently met with. The second volume, however, appears to be lacking in

most of the great public libraries, and even in the best known collections of Amer-
icana. Harrisse (Bib. Am. Vet., pp. 52-54) gives only a brief title of it, copied from

the Kloss catalogue, and adds the following remarks : "We regret to say that we have

never been able to consult that rare compilation, which is frequently quoted in his-

tories, where mention is made of Columbus and his transatlantic voyages. The eighth

This work, of which four hundred copies only were printed,

was originally issued in six parts, the first appearing in 1858, and the last in i860. It

consists largely of extracts from the four gospels and epistles. The manuscript from

which it was prinf'-H was wriften by Sahagun probably about the year 1563, according

to ScAor Ica^'jalceta. It was procured in the city of Mexico by the French traveller

Beltrami in 1826, who notices it in his work " Le Mexique" {Paris, 1830,) 11. 167.

After Beltrami's death in 1 8 54, it came into the possession of Biondelli, who prepared

it for the press, and added the Latin text. A grammatical sketch of the Aztec lan-

guage is given in the introduction, and a "Glossarium Azteco-Latinum " fills pages

427-553.

74949, supra. The great work of Sahagun, here for the first time printed, is a treas-

ury of information on all matters relating to the ancient Mexicans. It was originally

written in the Mexican language, and accompanied by numerous hieroglyphic paintings.

In 1576 and 1577, about thirty years after its commencement, the author made a com-
plete translation of the work into Spanish, and transcribed the whole into four folio

volumes, the Spanish and Mexican in parallel columns, with a large number of illus-

trations and hieroglyphic figures. This manuscript, the most important and valuable

of all, was long supposed to be lost. It is probable, however, as suggested by Seftor

Icazbalceca, that it may be identical with the manuscript now preserved in the Biblio-

tcca L.iurenziana at Florence, bound in three volumes. There are also extant several

other early manuscripts of the work, mostly fragmentary, one of which, in the library

of the Real Acadcmia de la Historia at Madrid, is entirely in Mexican. The work
was first brought to light, however, by the historian Muftoz, who in 1783 discovered a

complete copy of the Spanish version in the convent of Tolosa, which he borrowed

and had transcribed. From this other copies were made, one of which served for the

above edition published by Bustamante, who, however, took some liberties with the

text by omitting many passages and making various changes. The entire history in

twelve books was printed with greater exactness in Lord Kingsborough's " Mexican
Antiquities," vols. v. and vii., Londotiy 1830, also from a transcript of the MuAoz copy.

Of the

tliree other copies known to Seflor Icazbalceta, each one lacked the two unnumbered

leaves which belong between folios 9 and 10, thus leaving a deficiency in the text,

although the numbering of the leaves and the signature marks were full and regular.

appeared during the period of 185 1-6, beginning in Sept. 1850 with the small iz° issue

of 139 pp., by Chas. P. Kimball, containing somewhat over 2,500 names, and a meagre
appendage of general information. It is altogether a hasty and badly arranged publica-

tion, yet of sufficient interest from being the pioneer in the field, and from Its array of

city founders to warrant the reprinting which it received a few years ago. The next

directory did not appear till Sept. 1852, when A. W. Morgan & Co. issued an 8vo of

125 pp., wrongly called the first directory of the city. It contained a few more names
than the preceding, although better arranged, and with a fuller appendix of generalities,

including a business list. In the following month F. A. Bonnard published a i2mo
business register. The first really excellent directory was issued in Dec. 1852 by J. M.

F. Business Directory in 222 pp., prepared by Larkin & Beldcn, wholly

classified under business heads. In Oct. 1856 Harris, Bogardus, & Labatt appeared

with a meagre directory of 138 pp., which was eclipsed by the simultaneous publication

of Colville in 308 pp., containing about 12,000 names, with historic summary and a

valuable appendix. A peculiar feature of the latter consisted of fine type notes through-

out the register of names, with biographic and historic information concerning persons,

societies, and notable buildings.

From them may be gathered, that

the atten:pt to convert the natives of New Mexico commenced more than thirty yeats

before the year 1626, but was unsuccessful for the dozen first years. In about 1621 the

religious establishment was raised by the provincial chapter into a custoJia, and Benavides

was elected custodian of its provinces. An order of the Commissary S.mtander per-

mitted twenty-six ministers to be taken to those conversions. In -1627, their number
having been reduced by death to sixteen friars and three servants, a royal order, which
was carried to effect from the province of Santo Evangelio of Mexico, directed that

thirty others be added with the requisite assistants. The first five years of the adminis-

tr.ition of Benavides were attended with signal successes ; over five hundred thousand

persons were converted to the Christian faith, of whom over eighty-si.\ thousand received

baptism. This important work, which brought a numerous people under the royal

authority, the prosperous condition of the country, with the discoveries of mineral

we.ilth, induced the viceroy of Mexico, the Marquis of Cerralvo, to order him to report

thereon in person to the king. In consequence he repaired to court, and on that occa-

sion the memoir was prepared, as well from the experience and observation of the author,

as from a varied collection of authentic material afforded by the repertory of the Com-
missary General of New Spain."

He
afterwards made this Atlas, (which was in fact unfinished at the time,) the foundation

of the present great work, which contains 78 plates, and was published at the expense

of the Portuguese Government. It was not, however, completed, in consequence of

his death in the year 1S55. The Maps in this last Atlas are not numbered, except

those belonging to the original work, the numeration of which is no longer appropriate.

There are frequently several Maps on one sheet or page of the new series, and these

have been selected without any principle of sequence or order. There is no list or index

for the arrangement of the sheets ; butM.de Santarem communicated to the ' Nou-
velles Annales des Voyages' (1855, vol. 2) shortly before his death, a classified list or

catalogue of the several Afaf>s, and this may serve as a guide for arranging the sheets.

The sheets in this copy follow as nearly as possible the natural order of development

suggested by the titles to the four great divisions of the work, and take precedence

according to the relative priority of the earliest Map in each as numbered in the • Nou-
velles Annales.' Upon this plan the ensuing Index has been prepared. M. de Santarem

speaks of all the Maps enumerated in his list as ' published ;' but there are a few which
c.innot be traced. Many inexactitudes will be observed in his descriptions and notices,

— two or three of the Maps in the liat in the • Nouvclles Annales' are repeated more
than once. The headings to the engraved Maps, and the corresponding titles in the

list in the ' Nouvelles Annales,' are sometimes very dissimilar; occasionally the dates

assigned on the maps and in the list differ by a century. It would appear that the list

in the ' Nouvelles Annales' was very carelessly drawn up (probably in consequence of

illness), but it is nevertheless the only guide afforded to the intention of the author."

The index is in two tables, the first " Shewing what Maps (as enumerated in the • Nou-
velles Annales') are contained in each Sheet or ."late as arranged and numbered in this

copy," and the second "Shewing how each Map, as enumerated in the classified list in

the • Nouvelles Annales des Voyages,* may be found in the sheets of the present copy,

as now arranged and numbered."

(Jermany to study Mathematics. Being ota practical turn, he made many mathematical

instruments, according to the precepts of I'tolcmy and others, which were preserved in

his family. He next applied hin\selt' to Cosmography, and collected out of the best

authorities materials for a Terrestrial Glohe, in which he was assisted by his brother

Giulio, who engraved all the plates with his own hand. Observing that Africa was
imperfectly described, he set to work and compiled this Book with its 12 large maps
drawn by himself and engraved by his brother. He intended to publish descriptions of

the other parts of the World, but died about 1585, at the age of fifty-six. The present

work is therefore posthumous and was edited by Damiano Zenaro, who dedicated it to

Benedetto Zorzi, son of the Signor Aluise. The three excellent Tables of Contents

were made by Giovan Carlo Saraceni.
