The Nova ScoriA(a) This Society shall be known as
Savings, Loan and Boildixg Societv."

ill) The firat object of this Society shall be the forming of a
General Fund, by the monthly and other payments or eubecrip-
tions of its members on each share subscribed and held by them,
said payments being fixed by the rate of interest agreed to be
paid to said members when they subscribe, and by the pay-
ments of interest and other monies from persons not membera.

Members may pay in advance the auiount stated in the
propar table annexed to and forming part of these rules, accord-
ing to the rate of interest agreed on for any share or shares
which shall be denominated " Paid Up Shutes."

(c) The second oHect shall be to provide a safe and profit-
able Savings and Ii 'ir nt Fund for large or small sums of
money, both by the \, cnts of its members and also by loan*
to the Society by persons not members.

(rf) From the funds of the Society members holding shares
not paid up shall be entitled, subject to the conditions herein-
after contained, to receive an advance of money on said share
or shares so subscribed by them to the amount or value of said
share or shares according to said tables upon securing to the
Society the payments required under these rules to be made by



them oil Mid thtnt, by a inortgi(je of frwhoU or leawhold ot
penoiMl property, or on iny other ««urity, ml or pemnal,« may be agreed upon, and upon the like ascuHty there may
be Iiianed from aaid fundi moniea to peraona not membera aa
fiereinafter provided for.

(e) Any person or ptnons, or bodiea corporate, resident or
being anywhere, either within this Province or elsewhere out-
side of it, may, upon application, but sulyect to the provisions
herein contained, become members of this Society and may in
the event of their applying for an advance on their said shares
and having the same awarded to them, execute and give such
mortgage, bond or obligation, or other security or writing re-
quired of membero, receiving the amount of his or hor shares in
advance on any property situate either in Nova Scotia, New
Brunswick, or Prince Kdward Island, and shall he subject to and
bound by tlie rules of the Socisty.

(/) Whenever there are monies on hand which are not re-
quired to 1)6 advanced to members in accordance with the pro-
visions of Rule IV—(o) the Board may loan the same or anv
part of the funds of the Society to any person or peraons, o"r
Ixxly corporate, resident or being anywhere, either within this
1 rovince or not, at such rate of interest and for such time and
upon such terms as may be agreed upon, and upon property
situate in thie Province or in the Provinces of New Brunswick
or I'rince Kdward Island, without raiuiring any of such bor-
rowers to become members of said Society, and without reference
to or submitting said funds or loan to the acceptance or approval
of the members thereof, and may take and receive from such
borrower such mortgage, bond, obligation or other security for
repayment of such loan and irterest thereon, and in such form
as the Board or the Solicitor of said Society may require.

(d) Should the Boan' at atiy tim« deem it to be for the in-

terest of the Society, they shall be at liberty to require any
members holding shares on which no advance has been made,
and on which intereat is payable at six per cent, to withdraw
and cancel the same, and after one month's notice giver in
writing to that effoct no further interest shall be payable theie-
ou, but such shares shall fully participate, subject to the pro-

visions of Rule XVIII, in profit and loss to the time of with-

{«) For every share taken in the Society the sum of two
dollara per share shall he paid as entrance money at the time of
the application for the shares, and a like proportion for every
part of a share. Provided that the Board shall have power to

reduce or omit altogether said entrance fee.

(/) The monthly subscription or payment on eacl" share,

not paid up, together with any interest, arrears or other pay-
ments due in respect to said shares, shall be paid to the Treas-

urer ut the office of the Society at Halifax on the^rat Monday
in every month between the hours of 10 a. m. and 6 p. m. or at

such other time and place as may be appointed by the Board,
until the share be fully realized.

Provided that if any iueml>er lie in arrears in respect to hia
subscription or monthly payments or other monies due to the
Society for more than one month, every payment afterwaida
maile by such member, if not sufficient to discharge the whole
thereof shall be applied first in the liquidation of what shall be

It shall be lawful for the said Society, or the Trustees, Com-
mittee or Directors thereof to receive money on deposit or loan
from time to time, from any person or persons whether they be
members or not, and to give due receipts or obligations therefor,
«nd to pay such interest therefor as may be agreed upon, and
also to borrow money from time to time on debentures, and to
Msue debentures of such Society for any such loans or sums not
being less than one hundred dollars each, aa they may deem
advisable, and payable in the Dominion of Canaila or elae-
whore,not less than one year from the issue thereof, which
amount so borrowed or received shall bo for the use and on the
security and charge of the property and assets of the said
Society, and the shares and property therein of the members
thereof for the time being. Pbovidkd Always that the aggre-
gate of money deposits in the hands of said Society, together
with the amount of debentures issued and remaining unpaid
ahall not at any time exceed one half of the amount for the
time being secured by mortgage and owing to the Society added
to the net value of such property then owned by the Society as
ahall have come into itx hands from defaulting memliers or
mortgagors by forclosuro or otherwise.

and on such terms and conditions as may be agreed upon with'
out submitting the same to competition or consulting the mem-
bers in reference thereto.

(M Every appplicant to whom money is awarded oradvanceit
shall withm twenty days after such award take up the moupy
and give security according to Rule VI.

(e) The Board shall have power to advance to members on
tlie security alone of any share held by them on which no ad-
viince has been made. Tiiej may also at any time take security
upon personal property or any other security in addition to real
estate security for an advance to any member. They may also
take and receive as additional security for advances to its mem-
bers, the bond or obligation or other security of peraona not
niembere of said Society or mortgages or chirges on the real or
lieisonal property of such persons, and have such remedies against
such persons therefor as fully as though they were members of
said Society.

('0 In the event of an advance being made on the securily
of unadvanced shares, the holder thereof shall, notwithstanding
the assignment of the same to the Society as security for said
advances continue to make tiie regular payments thereon, as
though the same stood in his name, in addition to the shares
sulwcribeil by him in respect to which said advance is made and
such sliares on the security of which said advance is made shall
on their maturity or with.lrawal he applied to the repayment of
such advance if tire same lie not previously repaid.

(c) Should a holder of a share or shares' on which interest is
payable at five per cent, apply for an advance theron the Boanl
shall not lie bound to make such an advance, but may on his
withdrawing said shares issue to him other share or shares of
like or loss number at six per cent, interest, on which an ad-
vance from the funds of the Society shall be matle if required.

(li) In every case where the Board deem it necessary they
shall obtain the assistance of the Society's solicitor at the cost of
the member who may be desirous of selling, exchanging or re-
deeming his proiierty.

VIII.

Moelely May Call li Idrances.

If in the judgment of the Board any land or property upon
the security of which an advance has been made to a memlier in
respect of the shares held by him, is at any time depreciating in
value so as to endanger the safety of the security, whether the
same be caused by any act of the member or not, or if any such
member shall allow any taxes, rate.s or assessment made or
levied in respect to said lands or property, or any premiums of
insurance or renewal monies on any life insurance policy given
to said Society as a further security for the repayment of said
advance and observance and obedience to the Rules of the
Society, to remain due and unpaid for a space of six months or
more, the Board shall in either case be at liberty notwithstand-
ing anything 10 the contrary in the rules or regulations of the
Society to call for the immediate payment of the balance of ad-
vance and of all other monies iMyjble in respect of said shares,
as fully as though the said member were then in arrears and
default in his monthly or other payments on said shares, and
said Trustees may at once foreclose the aortguge or take such
other proceedings at law or otherwise for the recovery of said
balance of advance and other monies due by said member as
they raay at any time adopt in cases of members in arrears in
their monthly or other payments.

IX.

Parekaie aad Sale of rroperty .

(a) The Directors shall have power to purchase at anv
sheriff or other judicial sale, or any other sale, public or private,
any property upon which the Society has any mortgage, lien or
other encumbrance or interest whenever it is necessary in their

(') Whenever any property mortgaged to the Society eua-
Uins damage by Kre, the Trustees for the time being shall
receive the amount payable in respect of the damage to sustain-
ed from the insurance office in which such property has been
insured, and shall give a rei ?ipt for the same, which receipt
shall be a sufficient discharge to the person or persons liable by
virtue of any policies of insurance, io poy such money, or the
Trustees may, in their discretion, enter into an arrangement
with any such insurance company for the restoration of the
property in lieu of the receipt of the sum so insured.

(d) The money, so to be received as last mentioned, shall if
advisable be applied, so far as the same shall extern!, in repairing
the damage so aiiatatnetl, or the money shall bo applied in pay-
ment and satisfaction of the monies mentioned to be secured by
the mortgage deed, or other security, and the surplus (if any)
be paid to the mortgagor.

(e) The Society, or any of its officers shall be under no
obligation whatever to the mortgagors or ownera of the property
mortgaged to gifect or renew any insurance of said property,
even if said mortgagor or owner shall have requested the same
to be done and remitted money for that purpose, and although
said Society or its officers may have previously effected or
renewed insurance thereon from time to time.
