U-Boat Put Out of , Commission

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Ottawa, Sept. 28.—Canada ha* adopt­
ed the allied war loaf. Twenty per 
cent, of substitutes must be used with 
wheat flour. Announcing this '.policy, 
an official memorandum says:

"The Canada Food Board, afÇér fun 
consideration of the matteÇ,; bas 
adopted the policy of the allied toed 
controller^' resolution, as far as wheat 
products are concerned, and Will use 
the allied loaf. This means that 20 
per cent, of substitutes must be used 
with wheat flour.. The government 
heartily approves this policy. While 
the crops in Europe and the United 
States have been, considering every­
thing, excellent this year, and while 
there Is a sufficiency of food In eight 
to meet our tequlrements 
twelve months, nevertheless there is 
the greatest need for convervation, 
particularly in flour and wheat, for the 
purpose of creating a reserve sufficient 
against widespread unfavorable har­
vests, or other unfavorable food con­
ditions next year. The government 
therefore hopes the people of Canada 
will heartily and loyally assist to this 
end by using in their households the 
amount of substitutes required under 
the regulation."

Leave Coal Situation Alone.

A committee of five mem­
bers of council to deal with it, was 
recommended, but this proposal had 
tacked on to It a recommendation from 
the board of control that no such a 
committee be appointed because an 
arrangement had been entered into 
with the coal dealers of the city and 
the fuel commissioner which, It was 
thought, would accomplish satisfact­
ory results.

Changes in Asssssmsgft,
Aid. H. H. Ball; who has been chair­

Toronto's streets dotted all over 

with nicely-painted little sentry boxes 
and a policeman's head poking co- 
quetttehly out and wondering when 
the weather would moderate, wae “.he 
picture presented to council of what 
might happen if permission were 
given to the Toronto Railway Com­
pany to erect fare box shelters at five 
important corners in various parts of 
the city. The erection of *uch shel­
ters was a point of difference between 
the company and Its employee, and 
the former promised, with the city’s 
consent, to have them put in place. 
Council, however, felt that It would 
create a bad precedent and would 
open the way to all sorts of applica­
tions for similar obstructions on the 
city streets, which Xcould not be re­
fused if the present application wae 
granted. The opponents of the ap­
plication drew the picture of police­
men also applying for shelters to 
which they could run for protection 
in the case of a sudden shower or 
snowstorm, and there await the ar­
rival of their overshoes, raincoat» and 
other comforts before resuming the 
patrol of their beats. To forestall 
anv such a request as this/ by the 
police, it was decided not to grant 
the railway company’s request, but to 
refer it to the works committee for 
further consideration. So, for the 
present, it would seem the force would 
be Ill-advised If they, too, apply for 
shelters.

The recommendation to close part 
i-t Trinity and Mill streets, but that 
no buildings be erected on the closed 
portion of Mill street, was, contrary to 
expectations, passed with scarcely a 
word, other than a mild protest from 
Controller McBride.

Sept, 23.—The replies of prisons 
bently interrogated show that th 
of confidence between the Gern#m 
cers and men it becoming mutual. Offi­
cers complain of declining discipline in 
the ranks. Soldiers, whose loyalty was 
unquestioned a year ago, they declare, 
are now deaf to patriotic harangues.

“We can no longer have confidence In 
our men." said one officer. "Patriotic 
exhortations are now lost on them. They 
think more of their stomachs than their 
country.”

On the other hand, the soldiers 
that the officers think only of their 
safety when the line breaks under pres­
sure of the allied forces; that they leave 
behind for their own safety rearguards, 
who. during the early phases of the re­
treat, were sacrificed without knowing 
that they had been deliberately aban­
doned by the rest of the forces.

In the fierce fighting on the advanced 
line protecting the Hlndenburg position, 
officers remained In the rear, the men 
declare, leaving subalterns to keep those 
on this line from yielding or surrender­
ing. The resentment caused by the 
spread of this conviction among the rank 
and file prisoners is evidenced at the 
prison camps. German soldiers, under 
protection of French guards, stand no 
longer in awe of their officers, who are 
prisoners with them.

"The discipline spirit of our men is no 
longer what it was.” said a German 
officer. "At the first prisoners’ camp to 
which I was taken one of our men ap­
peared before me in a neglectful posl- 
tion and refused to rectify it, saying, 
We have no more use for all that he»a^ ’’

An officer captured in front of Laffaux 
in a quarry cave with a number of men 
complained that they had refused to use 
their machine guns when the French 
attacked, saying it was useless to fight 

When the men filed past the en­
closure where the officer was waiting 
to be sent to the rear he cried out to 
them, "Swine! Swine!"

A colonel taken with another group 
of prisoners had neither coat nor blanket, 
while many of his men had both. Thev 
all refused to give up anything for his 
comfort.

There are still many units in the Ger­
man army that fight with the utmost 
courage, such as those facing General 
Mangin s men west of the Chemin des 
Dames, and there are officers who still 
stick to their forces to the last minute, 
as shown by the number taken prisoner 
recently. But the proportion of the lat­
ter to the former in the front line is

The Globe is playing a curiouti 

game these days and its design is no*, 
to help the cause of public ownership. 
Indeed, It seems bent on 'throwing a 
monkey wrench into the machinery 
of the national railway system. On 
last Friday It proclaimed editorially 
that rates mus*, be Increased on the 
state-owned road's so as to enable 

•*’ them to meet operating expenses and 
«‘huge’’ fixed charges. To quote:
\ Railway fares and rates on all 

the state railways must be such 
as to meet no*, only operating 
costs, but all fixed charges. 
There is no equitable reason for 
the continuation of a system 
der which passengers are carried 
and goods shipped at less than 
cost, and the loss to the national 
treasury is made good by an ex­
cessive income tax or customs tax 
levied upon all the people, many 
of whom may never uae the na­
tional railways.

This is self-evident,'but there 
may be a disposition in certain 
Parts of the country directly af­
fected by the momentous changes 
that have taken place to load a 
part of #the inevitably huge fixed 
charges 'of the state-owned roads 
on the taxpayer. That Is no 
longer possible. Railway rates in 
Canada hereafter will have to be 
fixed a* figures that will enable 
the government railways to pay 
their fixed charges without having 
recourse to the public till.
This wae- plain language, but when 

The World pointed out its utter ab­
surdity The Globe began to back 
water. We asked how the National 
Transcontinental and Intercolonial, 
Which fell short of earning operating 
expenses by $6,000,000 last year, could 
in one bound not only pay working 
expenses, but Interest upon some 

V $300,000,000 of capital. The Globe en­
deavors to evade the point by stay­
ing that it used the phrase "fixed 
charges’’ and by asserting that neither 
the National Transtwitlnental nor the 
Intercolonial have any fixed charges 
to meet. It says;

The people of Canada have In­
vested $160,000,000 in the Nation­
al Transcontinental and $106,000,- 
000 In the Intercolonial, but the 
bulk of the money Is not owed 
to any lender, and there are no 
fired charges to be met. 

f As a matter of fact The Globe on 
Friday specifically declared that the 
Intercolonial must hereafter earn 
enough to pay interest and’sinking 
fund charges on the capital Invested 
If It then believed, as it now declares, 
that neither the National Transconti­
nental nor the Intercolonial had any 
Iflxedi charges to meet, why was 1*. so 

. vociferously bellowing its demand 
that
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Industrial and Scientific Research.
When the council for scientific and 

industrial research was founded a 
great many people began to wonder 
what there was to Investigate, and 
people Who have not learned to think 
are «till wondering. Enough has been 
done, as the report for the year end, 
ing March 31 last sufficiently indi­
cates, to show that the chief object 
of all our research Is a better way to 
live. Our present ways and habits 
are ignorant, wasteful, Inconvenient, 
and in a large degree painful, or at 
least disagreeable. Science can re­
veal better, more economical, more 
healthful ways, and the council exists 
for work on this pursuit, seven differ­
ent tines of activity being enumerated.

Grants in aid of special research 
work\have already been made and 
progressons been achieved with sev­
eral problems such as the research on 
tar tog in plants engaged In the de­
structive distillation of coal, wood and 
liquid products resulting from the 
manufacture of producer gas, The 
straw gas research alms, at the sal­
vage of 20,000,000 tone of straw burnt 
yearly on the prairies simply to get 
rid of It. Fog signal experiments 
foreshadow a new type of siren for 
use in the St. Lawrence. The pre­
vention of sulphite waste entering 
streams and rivers and poisoning the 
fish will be assisted by research which 
aims at reclaiming the sugar in it. A 
rust-reelsting wheat Is sought by an­
other effort, success in which would 
prevent such a loss as that of $19,- 
000,000 in one year in the prairie 
provinces from this cause.

We are ettll Judging things by 
money standards, and so It is well to 
understand that there are millions for 
the nation and for the people as the 
result of these researches. It wbuld 
probably be hopeless to try to have 
them carried on for the mere sake of 
gaining knowledge. Both piy-poses are 
served, however, and the cumulative 
effect of knowledge is remarkable, as 
one new discovery constantly leads to 
another.

Temporary committees havs been 
established to deal with ilex cultiva­
tion, c»W «tarage research, the 
Fraser River salmon question, plant 
and animal diseases and, underground 
waters for western plains. Other com­
mittees have been organized to deal 
with individual industrial problems, 
including hydro power development, 
potash and phosphates, nitrogen fixa­
tion, after-the-war us.t of munition 
plants, the utilization cf the ’Ignites 
of the western plains, industrial power, 
co-ordination of the technical societies 
of Canada, land classification and soil 
survey. The thoroly practical nature 
of the work in hand is apparent from 
these lists.

A special report on the briquetting 
of lignites appears pp. 15-19, and is 
of immediate Interest in view of the 
fuel situation. It is estimated jhat 
from every two tons of poor lignites 
carbonized by a process described, 
enough carbon can be obtained to fur­
nish, when treated, one ton of fuel 
equal to anthracite. The cost would 
not exceed $7 a ton, the value of by­
products being disregarded. A plant 
costing $400,000 could supply 30,000 
tors a year, and the product Would not 
co-t more than $11 a ton in Winnipeg.

two-act revue, Hitchy-koo,

■ays, “They’re off”—scene 
scene in almost kaleidoscopic rapld- 
lty—Just as the audience is enjoying 
fane, along comes the Unexpected 
novelty and away goes the whole show 
on a new tack, every bit 
and enjoyable as trie 
ceded It.

A splendid house greeted the popu­
lar comedian and his really fine com­
pany a* the Princess last night. In 
shows of this kind one expects so 
much from the company, and in 
Httchy-Koo expectations are realized. 
Clever people of more than ordinarily 
outstanding merit are scattered all 
about the program, and, as is not al­
ways the case when a show is headed 
by a star comedian, each one gets a 
perfectly good ctjance to make good 
with the audience.

Of -the feminine portion of the cast 
it may be said that they come well 
up to the promises of advance notices 
No one could deny their beauty, and 
as for their youth, every evidence 
would seem to substantiate all claims, 
and what more could one ask for? The 
costumes are bewildering In variety 
and number, and the fourteen or fif­
teen scenes that make up the two 
acts are as britliahtly designed and 
executed as could reasonably be ex­
pected. As Mr. Hitchcock says again, 
the music to toe regular sort of thing 
one expects of a revue, noisy and ev­
erything like that, but one song, “How 
Can You Tell," stands out from the 
rest as having qualities that should 
recommend it to people who whistle 
in the street.

One does not get too much of Mr. 
Hitchcock. He is a sort of a wander­
ing figure, moving in and out thru the 
show—not of It, but in it. Hie dry 
style of humor and eccentric appear­
ances are always welcome, but per­
haps hie best work is in the farce 
sketch, "Somewhere in Brooklyn,” 
which Is also one of Miss Ray Doo­
ley’s best scenes. Miss Dooley Is one 
of the show's biggest laugh makers. 
In “Dinner at Seven,” a clever kitchen 
skit, she provides the big laugh of 
the night with Charles Howard 
drunken chef and Pauncefort 
butler.

Rock-a-Bye-Baby" is very funny, 
but what is better-for the musically 
inclined, it has a most 'charming set­
ting, and a number of songs which 
are an graceful and attractive as any­
thing In recent years. The music is 
not the work of .an amatèur, and even 
the overture is worth hearing with 
Its opening melodic phrasee^Antaetic- 
ally orchestrated, and passing into a 
flowing movement in which the flute 
had a pretty part, the whole closing 
with an Ingenious use of the brass. 
The staging and costuming of the 
piece are really beautiful. Without 
exception the dresses are exquisitely 
designed and of the loveliest colors 
individually and in contrast.

A very pretty number in the first 
act is the duet “I Never Thought,” in 
which Edna Hibbard as Zole and 
Walter Lawrence as Alfred, take part. 
Mies Hibbard has a clear add reliable 
soprano which, too not of great power, 
is equal to all the demands made on 
It. She sang with excellent taste, and 
was very good In the third act in 
the dream song “My Own Light In­
fantry." “Fairy Tales,” sung by Louise 
Dresser as Aggie, Jefferson de Angelis 
as Jimmie an* aWIter Lawrence was 
another good number, and all the 
principals named partook with great 
spirit in the patter song, “According 
to Dr. Holt.’’ The plot of the piece 
Is not very Important. 'Alfred Is a 
rather Jealous husband. He makes a 
business appointment with a friend at 
a gay 'waywide Inn. His wife, Zole, 
turns up with Jimmie Jinks, the motor 
having broken down. Aggie Jinks 
also turns up. Alfred suspectai some 
one else than Jimmie has been with 
hto wife, and as Jimmie’s part has 
been concealed, he bids farewell to his 
wife and leaves for Detroit.

Her enthusiasm for the 
college career Is girlish and unaffect­
ed. Robert Phillips, who takes the 
part of Jervis Pendleton, “Daddy 
Long-Legs," Is In a class by himself. 
The pathos of the orphanage In the 
first act, the tempestuous revolt of 
Judy against the institution, cailled ‘ 
forth a round of applause. The trus­
tees were types often pictured, but 
passing away with kinder times.

The farm of Mrs. Semple forms the 
background for the third act. Mrs. 
Semple is a lovable, funny old char­
acter, ably portrayed by Leonora 
Braid ley. The beautiful love story as

Probably there never has been a 

more formidable persistent air 
sault than that the Rhine suffered 
from British airmen during the past 
week. Between Sept. 18 and 16, 34 
separate raids were made, 
went for the vital railway Junction 
triangle at Metz-Sablons, four against 
Courcelles Junction, seven against 
railways at AmivaJite, Ehrange, Saar- 
brucken, Kaiserslautern and Mainz, 
while heavy attacks were also made 
cn the enemy airdrome at Buhl, Bou- 
lay, Freseaty and Hagenau. Such re­
peated attacks in the same places 
were neepssary against the per­
petually renewed German repairs to 
machine production. In addition,.de­
structive raids were also made on the 
chemical and airplane factories of 
Mannheim, the Daimler works at 
Stuttgart and the dock sidings at 
Kairlsruhe.

Fifty-nine tone of bombs were 
dropped during five days, which equals 
more than half the total weights of 
bombs dropped during the whole pre­
ceding month. The material results 
are dearly shown in photographic and 
other records, and a large number of 
direct hits were obtained on all ob­
jectives.

British airmen continue to do luc- 
ceswful work In conjunction with the 
allied offensive in the Balkans and 
in Italy.

Besides maintaining all the usual 
patrols, they have attacked vigorously

After five days of almost perpetual 
rain and storm the week’s .air war 
culminated In a remarkable burst of 
fighting on the British western front 
a ad over Germany itself. Notwith­
standing unfavorable air conditions, 
from Tuesday to Saturday 'night, Bri­
tish airmen seized every opportunity 
to press home >the advantages gained 
in recent operations. In the intervals 
that were fine they took many flights 
and dropped more than 26 tons of 
booths on the enemy organizations be­
hind their lines.

On Sept. 15 improved weather pro­
duced very marked aerial develop­
ments and large numbers of enemy 
machines were encountered on the 
German side of the line. Considering 
the recent heavy losses the enemy 
countered In large formations with 
bitter combats;.

In two days’ fighting 32 British 
machines were reported missing, but 
72 German machines were destroyed. 
27 were downed and one kite balloon 
downed on fire, making a total bag 
of 100 enemy aircrafts in 48 hours. 
While these heavy battles were pro­
ceeding, British bombing squadrons 
were very active, dropping more than 
70 tone of bombs on military objec­
tives behind the battle line. On Sept. 
16 Brittah reconnaissance machines 
established the record of bringing 
back a larger number of aerial photo­
graphs than ever previously recorded 
In a single day’s work.

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London, Sept, 23.—Virtually the en­
tire Turkish • force is, or will be, Ac­
counted for In killed, wounded and 
prisoners, according to Gen. Allenby's 1
report. Hundreds of stragglers are 
being found wandering about In the 
mountainous country aimlessly, with­
out a leader or a purpose.

The Turks had seven divisions south 
of Nazareth ana west of the Jordan, 
but the exact total cannot be deter­
mined, owing to the weakness of some 
of the Turkish divisions, the totals of 
the different units varying The total' 
of 25,000 prisoner^ reported, however,
16 believed to be far less than the final 
count will show, as at last reports pri­
soners were still being -brought in.

The clean-up effected by Genera! 
Allenby, which is pointed to here as 
the quickest and most complete of the 
entire war, is Counted aa having de­
finitely deprived the Turks of Pales­
tine. In addition, besides the person­
nel of their army, the defeat has cost 
them an immense amount of war ma­
terial.

So far as Is .kndwn the Turks on 
this front only had four airplanes, and 
these four have been captured.

Seizure by the British of the cross­
ings of the Jordan at Jlpr-ed-Dameer 
on Sunday morning shut off the last 
avenue of escape to the Turks west 
of the Jordan.

Twenty-five thousand Turkish pri­
soners and 260 guns had been count­
ed up to. yesterday evening by General 
Alelnby’s forces pushing northward 
thru Palestlhe, according to an official 
statement issued today by the war of­
fice.

The war office announcement says 

that the 7th and 8th Turkish armies 
have virtually ceased to exist. The 
entire transport of these two armies 
was captured by the British.

Reports from the Palestine front 
this afternoon indicate that none of 
the Turkish forces of at leaslt 40,000 
men trapped by the British thru the 
seizure of'the last of the passages of 
the Jordan can possibly get away.

The victory of General Allenby la 
hailed as a model in conception ana 
execution. It is the most complete of 
any* yet attained by the allies in 
any theatre. General Allenby’s con­
summate use of cavalry Is especially . 
praised by military critics here. The 
immediate effect of the victory le the 
liberation of the Holy Land, for it Is 
anticipated that General Allenby will 
have little difficulty In entirely clear­
ing northern Palestine and be stole to 
relieve his communications by estab­
lishing a sea base at Haifa, whence 
the railway rune to Bedsan and Da­
mascus. Thus the whole Turkish rail­
way system in southern Syria Is con­
trolled by the Anglo-French forces in 
Palestine.

The Turkish disaster Is bound to 
have the most profound reaction in 
Constantinople and Sofia, and com­
promise the situation of-the Turks in 
Mesopotamia. It will likely terminate 
the Turkish adventures in Persia and

‘The primary object of boxing, as 
taught in the army fs to make skillful, 
self-reliant, hard-hitting men, rather 
than expert boxers. An efficient soldier 
must not only be trained in the techni­
que of offence and defence, but he must 
be charged with the proper fighting 
spirit. Experience to boxing develops 
that spirit. It develops a willingness 
and ability to tight at close quarters and 
to give and take punishment.

"Practice in boxing has an additional 
value, because many of the blows and 
movements taught the men to boxing 
class have their close counterparts in 
bayonet fighting. For example,—a left 
lead to the head Is very similar to a 
long point to the throat; a right hook 
to the Jaw or the body is like the blows 
with th# butt of the rifle. Of course, 
there are thrusts and parries to bayonet 
fighting that are different-1 from any 
lead, block or counter In boxing, but the 
principle Is the same, and the sequence 
of action, the body balance, and the 
ability to take advantage of openings 
in th# opponent’s defence developed in 

i boxing are fundamentally important for 
the' bayonet fighter.

Glencoe, Sept. 23.—The growing in­

terest in the western Ontario oilfields 
is shown by a recent visit of R. B. 
Watson, the well-kn-own mining en­
gineer, In behaif of E. P. Earle of New 
York, president of Nlpissing Mines 
Company. Mr. Watson made a spe­
cial visit to Glencoe and personally 
examined the Carman and several, 
others of the operating leases in this 
field.

As a result of the very favorable
