The packet ship’ Timer, from New
Guinea, reports Japanese war vessels,
four in number, 200 miles south of Min-
danao Island, which shows that all the
ocean routes are being patrolled by the
Japanese fleet, and that in all’ proba-
bility Admiral Togo is in complete touch
with the movements of the enemy. It
ig regarded here as doubtful if he Will
wait to strike until all the Russian fleet
is combined, and it is almost certain
that within a very few days he will
begin night attacks if not a fixed en-
gagement against those Russjan war-
ships now northeast of Singapore.

The best authorities here believe that
the Russian battleships under Rojest-
vensky will not attempt to escape To-
go's fleet. They have nothing to gain
by sailing thru the Pacific Ocean and
rounding Japan on the north. They
would be exposed to a series of <ea
mines and if not destroyed by them
would have no possible chance to €s-
cape southward if defeated in g battie.

WANT MUNICIPAL ACT AMENDED.

Ontario Municipal Association Ask
Government for Many Changes.

The executive committee of the On=-
tario Municipal Association met yes-

terday in the Queen’s Hotel for the
purpose of drawing up a memorial to
be brought before the legislature to-
day with reference to amendments to
the municipal act.

Among the more important changes
that the memorial will ask for are the
following: (1) To release municipalities
from liability for the registration of
voters; (2) to give municipalities power
to regulate the salaries of police mag-
istrates; (3) to give power to munici-
palities to appoint two residents as po-
lice commissioners, in addition to the
present board; (4) to give the right to
municipalities to inaugurate a munici-
pal street car service, provided no ex-
isting agreement with any company is
thereby violated; (5) to enable coun-
cils to construct conduits and erect tele-
graph poles and compel their use by
companies; (68) to give municipalities
power to expropriate any existing ga@
lighting or water plant; (7) that when
government buildings are used in part
or ‘whole by other than the governmens
itself they shall not be exempt, but mu-
nicipal taxes shall be paid for the part
occupiéd; (8) that when the municipal
act is revised in 1907, municipal officers
shall be appointed to act in an advis-
ory capacity with the revisers in re-
spect to those portions which rélate to
municipal matters.

The judgment of the court of appeal,
as handed out yesterday afternoon,
brings the management of the Toronto
Street Railway Company to bay, as it
has never been before,  The decision
of the court sustains the verdict given
gome mqnt)u ago in the court presided
over by Judgé Winthester. - That de~
cision fixed the culpability for the se-
ries of accidents which had moved
Crown Attorney Drayton to press ac-
tion, upon the management of the com-
pany. The Street Railway, determined
to fight to the last ditch, had recourse
to the court of appeal. The result is
defeat, and the company finds itself
directly arraigned.

This spells something, like a crisis
in the Street Railway's affairs. Never,
up to the present, have the company
been in the particularly- unpleasant
straits they now find themselves in.
They, not their employes, are held to
account for negligence, and a fine of
$10,000 to $15,000, which it is within the
power of Judge Winchester to impose,
is not to be contemplated with equa~

nimity, by even Manager Fleming.
Point Involved.

The judgment of the court of appeal
is on the case stated by Judge Win-
chester, raising several legal questions.
The real point at issue is whether. there
{can be any criminal responsibility of
a railway company for negligence in
| the opgrgtion of its service. This point
| is entirely novel, altho it had been
| before held, in the British Columbia
| courts, that a railway was eriminally
liable for negligence in not inspecting
| and repairing bridges.

In the present case Crown Attorney
Drayton indicted the company for their
negligence in the actual operation of
the cars on what he charged to be &
defective system. At the trial Judge
Winchester ruled in favor of Mr. Dray-
‘ton’s contention, and allowed the case

verdict of guilty. The court of appeal

Mr. Tufts (Conservative) called the
attention -of the house to speeches by
certain members of the opposition on
home rule for Ireland, and moved that

“In view of the conflicting statements
by various leaders on the subject of
home rule the house deems it expedient
for the member for Stirling burgh (Sir
Henry Campbell-Bannerman) to ex-
plicitly declare whether it is the inten-
tion to recommend to the electors of
the United Kingdom the policy of e¢s-
tablishing a parliament in Ireland.”

Sir Walter Plummer (Conservative)
seconded the motion. f

Sir Henry Campbell-Bannerman caus-
ticallyl congratulated Mr. Balfour on
his presence in the house to-night when
an abstract motion was up in voting “a
question which would not come before
this parliament.”

His Best Endeavors.

The speaker declined to give a direct
reply to the motion. He said it was
not necessary to relate the record of
the Liberal party, which for twenty
years had labored unceasingly to se-
cure good government for Iréland. He
said the principle underlying these ef-
forts was that self-government should
be granted.  Fe would endeavor to
bring this to a successful issue.

John E. Redmond declared that Ire-
land demanded home rule as a right
If’ there was the smallest reasonable
chance of success he would not hesi-
tate to advise his country to end the
present situation by an armed revolf;

ROUTINE. IN THE HOUSE.

Route of James Bay Railway Dis-
cussed—-Mr. Licas on Telephones,

‘

The afternoon session of the legisla-
Iture was taken up with the discussion
{of the budget. Mr. Harcourt, speaking
for the opposition, criticized the
;apeech of Hon. Mr. Matheson. The
James Bay Railway dispute was taken
;up by Mr. Hoyle on behalf of North
{Onterio, and the interests of Orillia
‘"were defended by Mr. Tudhope, East
 Simcoe.

In moving for a return of correspond-
ience between the jate government and
the James Bay Rallway Mr. Hoyle said
the issue he desired to raise was an im-
|portant one, inasmuch as the province
{had guaranteed the bonds of the rail-
|way to the extent of $20,000 a mile. ¥le
said the. Dominion government had
'given a gubsidy of $6400 a mile to the
railway, the understanding being that
the route should be ratified by the gov-

ernment. The original intention of the
company, he claimed, was to build the
railway thru the Townships of Scott,
+Mara and Rama, and he was fortified
by the opinion of George D. Grant, M.
P. for North Ontario.
Mr. Hoyle said the dispute would
serve as an object lesson. The legisla-
tors of the province should know all
the facts in the case before they acted
definitely. If not, the railways could
make certain agreements and then go
back on them.

Referring to the order-in-council he
sajd Mr. Mackenzie had said hig com-
pany had not asked for it. Ninety-nine
per cent. of the Townships of Scott,
Mara and Rama people wanted the
road there and he held petitions which
were very largely signed.

The main question was, should the
railway company be compelled to live
up to their original agreement?

Mr. Tudhope Replies.

In reply Mr. Tudhope of West Simcoe
| upheld the claims of Orillla and the
itownships jointly interested. Only 2000
people would be affected by the road
going along the east side. Rama was
already supplied by a part of the G- T.
R. [Its population was only 1238, of
whom 381 were Indians.

Mr. Hoyle was too grasping. The af-
fair was largely a federal ymatter, ex-
cept for the $20,000 per mile guarant2e.

A FREE IMPERIAL CONFERENCE.

Doubtless Premier Balfour is by this
time satisfied that he should have
allowed the fiext impérfal conférence to
asgemble, as in ordinary course it would
have done, in 1906 without inviting spe-
cial reference to Mr. Chamberlain's
fiscal reform agitation.

OCEAN LINERS IN DANGER.
Lucky Warning by “Wireless’ Pro-

bably Saved Kaiser Wilhelm IL
From Accident.

| New York, April 12.—Groomed for a
| record,the North German Lloyd steam-
| ship Kaiser William II. started dashing
across the sea from Cherbourg for this
post last Wednesday. On Saturday the
| sea, which had been comparatively

Early on Sunday morning the ship:
was in a swirling fog. The mist cur-p
tain was run up by a fine sun at noon
and disclosed the biggest and finest col
lection of icebergs the commander ever
had seen. Some were so close to the
ship that it was mnecessary to alter her
course several timeg to avoid collisim
with their submerged bulk, hidden un-
der sea,

Capt. Hogemann said he had never
heard of bergg of such dimensions be-
ing so far below the steamship lane,
and intimated that the prescribed
| course would have to be altered for a
while so that peril to liners might be
avoided. The béfgs were strewn across
the steamship lane as far as the «ve
could see, north and south. He and his
officers counted 30 bergs in all. Twenty-
two were between 20 and 60 feet tall
and. eight were between 80 and 120 feet
tall.

Recent Death of “Father of Free
Colonies” Recalls thie Incidents
Leading to Confederation.

London Daily Mail : To-day the mor-
tal remains of the nonagenarian Lord
Norton will be laid in their last resting-
place at Lea Marston Church, which
stands close by {Hams Hall ,in War-
wickshire,

The agéd peer had so much outlived
the generation which knew him best
that few will quite realize how vividly
interesting a chapter of imperial history
is thus brought to a close. Charles Ad-
derley was not gifted to any remarkable
extent with those platform arts which
lay the foundations of a great political
reputation. Straight and  simple in
style of speech. .careless, rather, as to
whether he won or missed distinction,

but deeply in earnest about many things
which tend nowise to the gaining of
popular applause, tho they make large-
ly for the sweetening of human life, he
missed greatness yet wopn universal
esteem, i
Some years ago I was his guest at
Hams Hall. He was over 80, yet full of

energy, and seemed to take a delight in
spending some hours of a summer after-
noon showing mie over the gardens
which surrounded his beautiful home. |
His memory of the past was fresh and
vivid, and, less than half his age, I felt|
myself carried back to times which
seemed almost historical as he spoke|
of his earlier political experiences and |
the men with whom heé had been brought
into close contact during an active poli-|
tical career.
Where Canada Was Born.

‘We lingered for a while on the broad
terrace of the hall ,admiring the soft
beauty of ‘the Warwickshire scenery.
Then quietly, and, as it seemed to me,
with special care, the old gentleman had
seats arranged, and we sat down. He|
looked at me for a few moments, and
his strong, kindly face lit up with a|
smile of proud remembrance.

“Do you know,” he said, “that you
are sitting on a spot which may some
day become famous enough to draw|
many pilgrims from far distant parts of |
the British empire?”

I expressed surprise and interest,

“It was just there,” said Lord Norton,
“that the ‘final draft was made of the/
PBritish North America Act. It created|
the Dominion of Canada, and laid down.!
the great principle that the British colo-|
nies shall be free,; seif-governing na-|
tions, and not mere dependencies of the
mother country. I was most earnestly|
convinced that this was the right pollch
to pursue; but there was great oppo-
sition froml a portion of the Canadian/
people, and my chief, Lord Carnarvon, |
doubted whether we should go on with |
the scheme, especially as:we knew that
there would be much’ opposition to it in|
the house of commons. |

“We spent an afternoon on this t
race earnestly considering it from every’
poing of view, and I pressed my opin-|
joiiilés strongly as possible, Lord Car-|
narvon acknowledged that I should|
have the hardest task in-piloting the bill|
thru the house of commons, but I did|
not shrink from that, tho it might have,
meant the ruin of my parliamentary
career. Finally, we agreed on the main|
principles, and then we sat down here|
and put the scheme into shape. I amy
proud of that afternoon’s work, and I}
fove this terrace because it is so close-|
Iy associated in my memory with what.|
I think was the most important work
of my public life.”

Beginning of Imperialism.

Lord Norton did not ‘mention dates,
but I think the scene he was recalling
must have taken place in the autumn
of 1866. He joined Lord Derby’s gov-
ernment in June of that year as under-
secretary of state fof the colonies, and
the British North America Act was
passed in 1867. I recalled to his mind
the vigorous opposition to the measure
by Mr. Bright and other prominent
Liberals,

“Yes,” said Lord Norton, “it was a
very anxious time for me. Bright was

would be rather a good thing, save us
the cost of defending them, and the
risks of being ‘drawn - into quarrels
thru anything they might do. I
thought, on - the contrary, that we
should hold them as free partners in
the empire, and that was the aim of
my policy. I did not believe that we
could bring them into union as we
have brought Scotland and Ireland.
Distance put that out of the question,
and with the astonishing example of
the United States before us, we had to
lay a foundation on which great na-
tions might be raised.

“I think my.views were a practical,
and, ‘I hope, a very sound compro-
mise between the idea of positive union,
or mere paternal control, and the
school represented by Bright, which
regarded the colonies as something of
an incumbrance. On the whole, I am
well satisfied; indeed, I may say, not
a little proud of the action I was able
to take.”

It was but natural to offer warm
congratulations to the fine old English
gentleman who thus recalled services
rendered to the state in the years of
his intellectual prime. He was full of
intense admiration for the work Mr.
Chamberlain was then doing at the
colonial office. Tho an unbending old
Tory, and one of the sturdiest oppo-
nents of “the Lord of Highbury,” in
the latter’s Radical days, there was no
reserve in his appreciation of the im-
perial spirit which animated the bril-
liant colonial.office administration be-
tween 1895 and 1905. As one who had
devoted some of the best years of his
life to studying the colonies. Lord
Norton was delighted to see a states-
man of the. first rank carrying on so
earnestly the work he had begun.

The 0ld Regime.

I met him again just after the Aus-
tralian Commonwealth Act had been
passed, and he recalled our former
conversation.

“Don’'t you think Birmingham ought
to be proud of its conection with great
imperial movements?’ he said. “ I
consider myself a Birmingham man,
and it was at what I call my.Birming-
ham home that the foundation of the
Dominion of Canada was laid. Now,
at Highbury, Birmingham, another
Dominion has been conceived and
brought to happy completion, and I
have warmly congratulated Chamber-
lain on his success. But he had an
easier job in the house of commons
than I had,” he added, as he recalled
the gloomy predictions and the bitter
denunciations against which he had to
struggle in 1867,

The old order is passing away. The
aged Duke of Rutland, better known
as Lord John Manners, is almost the
only survival of parliamentary men
who. were associated with Palmerston,
Peel, Russell,and Derby, or Disraeli
and Gladstone in their earlier days.
Lord Norton did not shine as a star
of the first magnitude; but if his work
