Proposed Appeal to Britain.

Upon these conditions becoming known to
American timber owners they memorializad
the Government of the United States to
make reclamation from Great Britain. Re-
presentations were made by the United
States to the Government of Great Bri-
tain, but activity in this movement was
deferred owing to the assembling of the
Joint High Commission at Quebee, to whom
the matter was referred by both Govern-
ments. The commission fafled to reach an
agreement, but just prior to its final ad-
journment a committee of the timber own-
ers, headed by Governor Rich of Michigan,
came to Washington and asked the Secre-
tary ot the Treasury to Invoke the retali-
atory clause of the Dingley bill which pro-
vided that if any country or dependency
should impose an export duty upon logw he
Secretary of the Treasury was authorized to
impose an additional duty of that amount
upon Canadian lumber, -

Decided to Put on the Screws,

Secretary Gage has had the question nun-
der careful consideration and it is learnad
that the. Administration has determined
to apply the retallatory clause by prohibit-
Ing the importation of Canadian lumber,
if in the construction of the Provinecial Act,
which will take effect In a few days, it is
12ade to apply to timber purchased by Am-
erieans prior to ‘the passage of that Act.
The Dominfon Government, therefore, will
have an opportunity of nullifying the On-
tarfo statute so far as Canadian stumpage
purchased by Americans prior to its pass-
age is concerned, but should no actlon he
tsken no more Canadian lumber will be
allowed to enter the United States,

No Scare at Ottawa, i

Ottawa, April 14.—Little notice 1is taken
here of the story from Detroit that the
United States Government will issue a pro-
clamation prohibiting the Importation of
Canadian lumber. The prohibition of the
importation of Canadian lumber would be an
extraordinary course. It is possible, though,
that the United States Government will de-
clare the manufacturing clause the equiva-
lent of an export duty, and, acting as au-
thorized by the permissive clause of the
Dingley tariff, raise the duty on lumber to
F’hat would be practically a prohibitive
aure.

Lumbermen in Toronto look upon the pro-
posal as a bluff on the part of Mr. Dickin-
son in the interest of Michigan lumber agi-
tators. Mr. John Waldle of the Victoria
Harbor Lumber Company says President
McKinley. would take no such step, as it
would injure his own people more thau the
Canadians. The t'me for the Dominion
Government to take action has passed, and
that Government had declared it would not
icterfere.

A leading Georgian Bay lumberman, In
discussing the matter, said that the United
States counld not take any deliberate action,
but would have to legislate, and that was
a most unlikely thing. “Why.” remarked
the gentleman, “it simply means cutting off
their nose to gpite thelir face.””

, REPORT ¥FLROM KAUTZ.

Additional Light Thrown on the
Complications Which Led to
the Late Fighting.
Washington, April 14,—The Cabinet meet-
fng to-day, which lasted longer than usual,
was devoted principally to the discussion
of the Samoan situation. A complete writ-

ten report coneerning the preliminaries
leading up to the hostilities, which was
made to the Secretary of the Navy by Ad-
miral Kautz, was read to the Cabinet by
decretary Long. It throws some additional
light upon the compifcations prior to the
admiral's arrival, the most important fact
brought ont being that the three Consuls,
American, British and German, at the time
of the admiral's arrival at Apla, had recog-
nized the revolutionists under Mataafa, The
Mataafa uprising arter Chief Justice Chain-
bers’ decision in favor of Malletoa Tanu,
the admiral Indfcates, was fomented largely
by the German Consul, who insisted upon
recognizing Mataafa as king. Chaos was
threatened, and the American and British
residents considered themselves in peril of
their lives., A massacre was feared, and
under these circumstances the American
and British Consuls joined with the Ger-
man in recognizing .the provisional govera-
ment under Mataafa, 7To Admiral Kautz,
upon his arrival, however, the British and
American Consuls explained that they had
been forced to this action by the duress of
the situation. The admiral at the confer-
ence aboard the P’hiladelphla, having satis-
fled himself that Chief Justice Chambers’
decision was in accordance with the Berlin
treaty, Informed the Consuls that they had
no power to violate its provisions, and with
the full acquiescence of the British and
American Consuls he issned his manifesto,
dissolving the provisional government and
Malieton was crowned king. The counter
proclamation of the German Consul and the
shelling of the native villages, as recounted
in the press despatches, followed.

They Have Surely Agreed.

Washington, April 14.—After hearing this
morning from the DBritish and German Em-
bassies, the State Department was enabled
to announce positively and finally that the
three parties to the Berlin treaty had agreed
upon the instructions to be given their Sa-
moan Commiss’oners, and that it was certain
that the commission would leave S8an Fran-
cisco on the 25th inst., for Samoa on board
the Badger.

General Lawton’s Command is Driv-
ing the Filipinos, But Not
Without Losses.  °

FIVE NORTH DAKOTANS KILLED,

Americans - Entered San Antonio
Without Resistance~Captured
Country is Very Rich.

Manila, April 14.—7.55 p.m.—Gen. Lawton
s marching north along the road between

the hills and the lake with the army gun-
boats Napidan and Laguna de Bay abreast
of his troops. The enemy Is retreating
northward, On Wednesday the troops
crossed the Paghanjan and concentrated
at Lambun at the mouth of the river. Af-
46f7 leaving two companies of the Four-
teenth Regiment to guard the entrance of
the river, the troops marched to Longas
and found it deserted. Furniture which
had been dropped In the flight of the na-
tives was scattered along the tralls lead-
ing into the hills, Maj or Welzenberger's
sharpshooters were sent toward Pactes An-
conteonia in the afternoon. They ran upon

a nest of rebels in some thick bushes,
which affordea a splendid covering. Five
men of the North pakota Hegimeut were
killed and two were wounded, two of the
former dying after having been brought to
Longas Church, where r'atber Mchkinnon
administered the sacramezt to them.
Rushed From Their Dinner,

The main body ot the American troops,
while at dinner at Longas, heard the firing
and advanced to the support of the sharp-
shooters, A scout from a hill saw the
f(tle fight and mauy whitecoats running
into the hills. The lLaguna de May at the
beginning of the fight suelled the hills, mak-
ing them too hot ror the enemy. The Am-
ericans entered Man Antonio at sunset with-
out meeting with any resistance. Twenty
unarmed prisoners, bearing coples of the
proclamation of the United States Uhilip-
pines Commlission, which they had some-
now secured, were afterward released and
sent outside our lines with bundles of pro-
clumations to~distribute,

The
weather was intensely hot and the lleuten-
ant was sleeping on deck, and it is sup-
posed that he fell overboard.

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STOWING OF HUMAN CARGOES.
A most ingenious device is the new wrin
kle for doubling the seating accommodation

In street cars. The Inventor of the device
clearly recognized the economy that might
be. effected if each passenger who - was
seated would support another passm:
ger in his lap. This idea was the germ of
his invention., But it would of course be
out of the question to request one passen-
ger to allow another to sit on his or her

lap. Such a custom would not only be the
cause of great inconvenlence, but it would
often prove extremely embarrassing. Un-
der these conditions the Inventor had to
wrack his brains and the outcome of it was
Lis patent lap seat. Ip the car that has
been fitted with the new device the old-time
strap passenger does not actually sit on the
lap of his friend who has been fortunate
enough to get a seat, but on a little round
suaucer that comes Into position over the
lap of the sitting passenger. The man who
devised this arrangement has a great head
on him, to be sure, but he has not yet ox-
hausted his subject. A Montreal contem-
porary has. been writing on the question
of ‘overcrogvding in the Montreal street
cars. It advises the company to give more
attention to the stowing of human cargoes
and recommends fhe distribution among Its
ccnductors of coples of ‘“Kenyon on Stow-
age,”’ the perusal of which might enable
them to display more of the skill of the
stevedore in loading the cars. A study of
the method of packing sardines might give
the inventor of the lap seat and the con-
Guctors some valuable polnters. We also
refer them to an Invention patented only
last week Iin a dozen countries. When the
lap seats are all occupled there Is still a
space of 20 inches between the two rows
of lap-sitters, The new invention Is a e-
vice for occupying this space with swiag
‘#eats, When not In use these seats are
up against the roof of the car. By manipu-
lating a string one may be pulled down
and the passenger then seats himself in a
regular swing. As soon as the passenger
gets up the swing seat automatically as-
cends to the roof. The mechanism for this
action consists of counterbalances running
down grooved channels between the wii-
dows on the outside of the car. But this

It
is nearly four months now since the people
vcted In favor of enlarging the St. Lawreace
Market. A plan has not yet been declded
on. At the same rate of progress, the work
will not be finished this year. And so it Is
with the chain ferry, which involves the ex-
penditure of a few thousand dollars. We
are not to have that till July, which, being
interpreted, means not this season. If
Mayor Shaw had any go in him, he wonld
have had a gang of men at work for two
months past, completing the approaches on
either side of the channel, especially on the
Island side. A sidewalk and bicycle path
from the south pier to the bridge at the
Turner Baths is thc most necessary part of
the chain ferry scheme. Get these walks
down, and any ordinary ferry boat run-
ning from Brock-street will fill the bill til]
the chain ferry is completed.
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A SITE SHOULD BE GRANTED,
No matter what other projects may be un-
dertaken for the establishment of consump-
tive sanitaria, the City Counecil should not
fail to ifiterest itself in the proposition of
the National Sanitarium Assoclation. This
body undertakes to expend $25,000 in build-
ing and equipment in Toronto, provided the
city will furnish a site. The association un-
dertakes to provide accommodation for poor
patlents, and the residents of Toronto will
naturally have a first claim on the institu-
tion. We doubt if the eity will ever be
able to acquire so useful a hospital at so
swall an outlay. As soon as the Couneil
is assured that the proposed sanitarium will
be a bona fide charitable institution, it
shonld have no hesitation in granting the
site _asked for. At any rate, the Counci]
ought to declare itself one way or another.
The Board of Control has had the matter
before it for two months, and a decision
is about as far off as ever. The gentlemen
connected with the proposed sanitarium
have a right to get a definite reply to their
request. The people of Toronto will un-
doubtedly favor the granting of a site for
so worthy a charity. The Board of Control
and the Council need, therefore, have no
hesitation in acceding to the request of the
association, but the site should be. given
only on the express understanding that the
institution will be open to the indigent, as
well as those who are able to pay,

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Greatest Flood in the Recollection
of the Residents of the Town ’
of Elora.

A COMBINATION OF ICE JAMS

Which Caused Much Damage to the
Carpet. Factory and Other
Establishments.

Elora, April 14.—(Special.)—The greatest
flood within the recollection of realdegts__(_».t
fifty years occurred at this point last even-
Ing between 6 and 7 o'clock. An lmmense
ice jam held just above Fergus broke loose
and joined forces with another jam a mile
or 80 below. This combination came on
with resistless sway, carrying everything be-
fore it. Huge pleces of ice, varying from

from bridges, flumes and dams, with the
accumulation of water caused by the melt-
Ing of the snow, together with the recent
rains, will give some idea of the causes for

such a flood. The water rose eight feet In
As many minutes. The grinding and crash-
ing, the swish of tree(f fce and the rush
withal was a wonderful sight. The damnge
to the carpet factory wuas very great. All
the outbulldings, the flume and the base-
ment, which contained much valuable ma-
chinery, are almost a complete wreck. -The
other factories and mills along the river
suffered alike, but to a less extent. At one
time it was tﬁou‘ht the bridge would go, as
all the braces had been swept away and the
ice was constantly being thrown against the
sleepers, With the exception of a local jam
in March of 1804, when the water rose four
fnches hlgher, this, as well as being the
' greatest tlood, was also the highest.

DAMAGE AT HESPELER.

Brodie’s Bridge Partially Destroy-
ed, But the Water Has Reeceded.
Hespeler, Ont., April 14.—The damage

from the high water in the River Speed

here culminated this forenoon in the partial

degtruction of Mr. A, W. Brodie’s bridge,
a structure spanning the river between his
miil properties just below the falls, which
was substantially supported by stone plers,
The great rush of water destroyed two of
these abutments and carried away two sec-
tions of the bridge, one of which struck the
large iron bridge on the highway with great
force and lodged there, fortunately not
moving the latter structure. The other sec-
tion was secured and sucgessfully hauled on
shore, Besides this us damage to the
bridge, Mr. Brodle sustained a considerable
loss in the partial destruction of the mason-
ry and timbers of the dam and the washing
out of the stone wall skirting the river. The
abutments under the town bridge have also
been considerably damaged. 'The water has
now receded, and it is ¢ ougxt the danger is
ost. The cars on the G,, P, & H. Electric
allway resumed thelr regular trips this
afternoon, '

Convocation Hall of Trinity University
presented quite an unusual and beautiful
appearance yesterday at noon,when a large
number of Invited guests met to witness
the ceremony of laying the cormer stone
of St. Hilda's College. The Countess of
Minto, who was the fair and distinguighed
mason at this solemn ceremony, arrived
at 12 o'clock, and was first recelved In
the Registrar's room by the Chancellor,
Bishop Sweatman, Provost Welch and
Mrs. Rigby, the lady principal. Here, to
Her Excellency were presented the ladiesy
of the Council of St. Hilda's, after which
quite an Iimposing little procession moved
up the aisle of Convocation Hall to the
dais. Chancellor Allan, in the richly gold-
embroidered robe of his office, led Her
Excellency to a seat of honor on his right;
next came the Bishop in scarlet robe, big
white bishop sleeves and embroidered stole,
accompanying Miss Mowat; following were
the ladies of the Council -of St. Hilda's,
among whom were: Mrs. Rigby, Mrs.
DuMoulin' of Hamilton, Miss Clara Brett
Martin, the first lady graduate of 8St.
Hilda's; Miss Constance Laing, represent-
ing the alumnae; Mrs. Sweatman, Miss
I'layter, with others. Provost Welch, in
full academics, sat on the Chancellor's left,

and on the platform were gathered a num-
ber of the clergy and the faculty of Trinity.

The Chancellor then presented an address
to Her Excellency, in which he welcomed
Ler on behalf of the Council of St. Hilda's,
He sald that the building, the corner stone
of which Her Excellency had so kindly
consented to lay, will be the first residence
for women proceeding to degrees in arts
in connection with any university in On-
toylo. It was a cause of the sincerest
gitisfaction that the first beginnings of
their new academic home should be grac-
ed by the presence of a daughter of a
noble house, which occupies so distinguish-
ed a place in English history.

Provost Welch, in the course of an ad-
mirable address, sald that the origin of
St. Hilda's College is to be sought for in
the spirit of progress and reform, which
is so characteristi¢’, of the present cen-
tury. During magtly years there was a
feeldng growing on*both sides~of the At-
lantic that it was a reproach to enlight-
ened people that the advantages of higher
edueation should ot be open to women
who desired to avail themselves of them.
At length a movement for the removal of
the reproach began, and, in spite of oppo-
sition and ridicule, went on and flourished.
Continuing, Provost Welch sald that the
church as a whole realized that their duty
extended to the daughters as well as to
the-sons of the church, and about 11 years
ago, at the instigation of his predecessor,
Dr. Body, they determined to open the
university examinations In arts to women,
and at the same time to offer to their wo-
men students the two distinguishing char-
acteristics of Trinity University. These
are: (1) That education definitely based
upon religious foundation is the only true
education; (2) that students should have
the advantage of residence in college, with
all that that means of corporate collegiate
life. A college, sald the speaker, is two
things: it is a society, and it is the so-
clety's dwelling place. A college is only
half a college unless it be a college to
live In. Provost Welch concluded by pay-
ing a high tribute to the Lady. Principal of
St. Hilda's, Mrs. Rigby. The Bishop then
addressed the audience, and the Chancel-
lor, in a brief little speech, again welcom-

Butter and Cheese.

The exports of butter from Canada for
the season of 1898 and 1899 show an in-
crease of 100,874 packages, as compared
with 1897 and 1898, which will not be ak
tered to any extent between now and
April 30, the close of the season.

The season of 1808 and 1899 is nearing a
close, showing the largest decrease In ex-
ports ever known since the cheese indus-
try of Canada was started, the deficit
amounting to 215,902 boxes, and this, 'added
to the decrease from New York, makes a
total decrease from Atlantic ports of 534,-
873 boxes, which will not be very material-
ly altered between now and the close of
the season, April 30. New cheese has been
contracted at Oc to 10c, and old has sold
at 1lc to 1llc.

LOCAL LIVE STOCK.

The run of live stock at the Cattle Mar-
ket was not what could be called a large
one, but in the present state of the mar-
ket, it was larger than was needed. It
consisted of 41 car loads, including 675 cat-
tle, 150 sheep and yearling lambs, 7 spring
lambs, 60 calves and 400 hogs.

These, together with 47 car loads on
Thursday, the bulk of which were not solll
on that day, made a total of 88 car loads
on the market.

The quality of fat cattle was generally
fair, but there were a large number of
rough cows and bulls which did not help
to improve prices that had a downward
terdency.

Trade was easy. On account of ‘the low-
er market reports from outside places, the
bad weather, the scarcity of space on the
beats, and the absence of a number of out-
side buyers, prices for all classes of fat
cattle were lower, especially for the inferior
grades, of which there were too many.

Export Cattle—Choice loads of heavy e
port cattle sold at $4.80 to $4.90, and light
exporters at $4.50 to $4.75 per cwt,

Export Bulls—Heavy export bulls of good
quality $3.75 to $4.00, light export bulls
$3.40 to $3.60 per cwt.

Loads of good butchers and exporters,
mixed sold at $4.35 to $4.50 per cwt.
