Crown's Case Opened.

He spoke of thé rare nature of this
case, hecause of the large amount involved,
and the fact that it was such a safe de-
pository as a bank that was robbed. He

Mr, Nelles, accountant of the bank. gave
similar testimony to that of Mr, Phepoe
regarding the keeping of the combination
numbers, ete. Witness had known Ander-
son for two years, and he would have giv-
en him a good character.

Adjutant-General Corbin Shows 2
Total Army of Close on
: 100,000 Men.

REGULARS NUMBER 64,586 MEN,

Than Half as

Volunteers’ More
Many—Reference to Anglo-Am-

erican Good FKFeeling.

YWashington, Nov. 1.—The annual report
of the Adjutant-General of the army, Brig-
adier-General Corbin, to the Secretary of
War was made public to-day. Gen. Corbin
sums up the military forces now in the ser-
Vice A8:

Regular army, 64.586; volunteers, 34,674;
total, 99,160. The regular establishment
consists of ten regiments of cavalry, seven
of artillery and 20 of infantry. The volun-
teer establishment consists of one regiment
ot cavalry, 24 of intaniry and a Porto Rico
battalion,

‘I'he distribution of these troops up to Oc-
tober last was as follows: In the United
States, 34,220; Porto Rico, 3363; Cuba, 11,-
157; Philippines, 82,315; 'en' route to the
P’hilippines, 17,008; -Alaska, 499; Hawalian
1slands, 466.

Gen. Corbin adds the following.to this
summary: ‘it is expected that by Decem-
ber 1 next all the infantry regiments,
United States volunteers shown above as in
the United States, will have sailed for the
I'hilippine Islands. These, with the troops
now there, will give a total strength of
2117 officers and v3,608 enlisted men.’”

The report dwells on the courtesies shown
our troops by the British Government offi-
clals while stopping at Gibraltar and else-
where, en route to the Philippines, and
says ‘' this international " courtesy will leng
live in the memories of both parties to the
spontaneous exchange.

A SHOCKING REVELATION.

Crown Prince of Austria Infatuat.
ed With a Woman Who Proved
to Be His Sister.

Vienna, Nov. 1.—A most remarkable reve-
atiorr -has now been -made In connection
with the death of the Crown Prince Ru-
dolph in 1880. It is positively asserted in
court circles that the Crown I'rince not
only comnitted suicide but also killed the
woman with whom he was infatuated,
Raroness Marie Vetsera. -At the time of
his tragic death it was plain that he had
shot away the back of his head with a
cavalry revolver, The woman to whom
he was so madly devoted that he was will-
ing to renounce a crown to become her hus-
band lay dead beside him, her body cover-
ed with wild flowers. It was publicly sup-
posed that she had voluntarily taken pot-
son, and the details, shown by investiga-
tion, were suppressed.

It iIs now asserted that on the night of
the tragedy the Crown Prince had an in-
terview with his, father, the Imperor.
Franz Josef, in which he once more pleaded
ito be divorced from the Crown Irincess
i Stephanie, so that he might marry the Bar-

to have confessed to the young mar“that
the Baroness was, in truth, the daughter
of the Austrian ruler.

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Vancouver Board of Trade Paid va
Compliment to the President
of the C. P. R.

AND  PATRIOTISM  BROKE . LOOSE.

The Guest of the Evening Had
Warm onrd- of Prnl;e for His
Working Staff,

Vancouver, B.C., Nov. 1.—The Board of
Trade banquet, given at the Hotel Van-
ccuver last night, will go down in local
history as the most remarkable and most
successful in the first twelve years of the
history of this thriving Pacific coast city.
It was given primarily in honor of Mr. T.
G. Shaughnessy, on the occasion of his
first official visit to Vancouver as president
of the C.P,R. It served, however, not
only as a banquet to the president but as
a means for the chief business men of the
‘tcwn to express their unswerving devotion
to the Queen, and their belief that despite
the reverse in Natal the British will ulti-
mately bring the Boers to their knees and
give the Uitlanders their rights In the
Transvaal. Every mention of Tommy At-
kins or the attack at Ladysmith provoked
wost enthusiastic cheering. This show of
intense love of the Mother Country six

thousand miles away from home was a
sight that those who were there will never
fcrget.

What Mr. Shaughnessy Said.

Mr. Shaughnessy, in replying to the toast
of his health, spoke in earnest praice of
the C.P.R. staff from Vancouver to Halifax.
