An extraordinary statement was 

made by Father Bench before the 
public service commission at Osgoode 
Hail yesterday afternoon, when he de­
clared that some of the lawyers who 
hung around the police courts were 
nothing more than vultures and 
thieves, since they gathered up huge 
sums from cases in. which foreigners 
were implicated, and then did noth­
ing for them.

TO UNITED STATES
Proposed Measure Would Per­

mit Only Blood Relatives 
of Prospective Citizens.

Washington, Dec. 2.—Immigration 
into the United State® would practic­
ally be suspended for two years under 
a bill submitted to the house immi­
gration committee today by its chair­
man. Representative Johnson of Wash­
ington. The measure would permit 
the admission only of blood relatives 
of citizens or aliens who had declared 
their intention of becoming natural­
ized, and the entry for a period of 
not more than six months of travelers 
and of "otherwise admissible” aliens 
from Canada, Newfoundland, Cuba and 
Mexico. *

The bill, Mr. Johnson explained, is ■ 
a tentative draft which will be the 
the-committee, he said, mighe fe incor- 
basls of committee discussions. 
Change, suggested by other members of 
committee, he said, might- be incor­
porated in the measure. Naturalization 
is not dealt with In the bill. Chairman 
Johnson explaining that this phase of 
the alien question lg taken care of

The clause permitting six months 
entry of aliens from Canada, Cuba end 
Mexico. Mr. Johnson said, is consid­
ered necessary to provide for tempor­
ary admission of workers in certain 
lines of employment.

Admission of blood relatives of citi­
zens or aliens about to be naturalized 
would be on application to the com­
missioner-general of Immigration, who 
would be Instructed to permit entry 
only when satisfied that it would not 
be In violation of immigration laws 
and that the applicant would likely 
prove a desirable resident of the United 
States.

Representative Johnson said he ex­
pected the immigration bill to be ready 
for the house early in the session 
which opens next Monday.

Trieste, Dec. 2.—The Italian fleet sta­
tioned at Pole steamed up the gulf of 
Quamero yesterday, manoeuvred in the 
bay before Flume, and then slowly pass­
ed very close to the mouth of the harbor, 
as In review. The fleet stood out In con­
trast to d’AnnunzIo's little fleet of one 
dreadnought, four destroyers and smaller 
craft, moored at the Flume wharfs.

Some of d'Annunzio’s soldiers on the 
shore emptied their rifles at the fleet, but 
no casualties resulted.

The whole manoeuvre was part of .a 
demonstration by the Italian government 
for the purpose of showing what 
sources it had at hand.

Much puzzled, and almost convinced 
that his suspicions against Hemingway 
had been fathered by desire, Oarroll 
dined in Florence and left that bustling 
little metropolis on the 8.40 tram.

- When Hon. W. J. Bowser 
v.as Conservative attorney-general in 
British Columbia and the Liberals 
were in power at Ottawa he put them 
in the hole in this way at every ses­
sion of the legislature. Will the Brit­
ish Columbia Liberals now play horse 
in the same way with the Ottawa 
government?

Premier Oliver went to the country 
on the principle of government con­
trol gf intoxicating liquors, but he did 
nqt disclose his program for Its prac­
tical working out. The Gothenburg 
or, government dispensary system, can 
scarcely be said to have had a fair 
trial on this continent, notwithstand­
ing experiments in South Carolina 
and Saskatchewan. Mr. Oliver will 
have to ~.aze a way, for we doubt if 
conditions in Sweden much resemble 
the conditions in British Columtya.

Finally, tbére is the huge financial 
burden under which British Columbia 
staggers. True, the federal govern­
ment i relieved the province of its 
guarantee of Canadian Northern 
bonds, amounting to eighty million 
dollars, but a good many other obliga­
tions remain, and It must require a 
large revenue to administer a pro­
vince vast in area, but scantily popu­
lated.

In a I°t of the big towns in 
Ontario like Sudbury, North Bay, London, 
etc., white girls are employed freely in 
Chinese places and gre taught to use 
opium, and become frequenters' in Chin­
ese resorts. Other drugs are givenV as 
well to white girls by the Chinese—mor­
phine, heroin, and cocaine."

White Girls as Balt.
"Wbat do you think of the different 

churches giving the Chinese individual 
girl teachers In Sunday school?"

"It Is absolutely wrong. It throws the 
Innocent girl up against the Chinese."

"What do you think of it. Miss Car- 
sop?"

"I do not think any church is justified 
in tempting the Chinese In that way. The 
Chinaman is not the only man who could 
be taught with a pretty white girl for 
bait."

Major Morrison: "The church baits the 
hook for the Chinaman with a white girl, 
and the Chinaman gets away with bait, 
hook, sinker and everything."

Miss Carson: “We certainly get a lot 
of girls out here who have been ruined 
by Chinese.

A Dublin, Dec. 2.—At the royal bar­
racks today the Countess Georgane 
Marklevycz, member of parliament 
for the St. Patrick’s division of Dub­
lin city, who was arrested two months 
ago, was tried by court-martial on a 
charge of conspiring between January, 
1918. and September, 1920, to organize j 
a “flanna eireann,” otherwise known 
as Sinn Fein boy écouta.

This organization has been charged 
with conspiracy to murder military 
police, with unlawful drilling, the 
carrying of arms, furnishing recruits 
to the Irish Volunteers, and generally 
promoting disaffection.

The countess looked extremely ill 
today. Newspaper photographers who 
took snapshots of her were held by 
the military escort, who confiscated 
the photographic plates. The news­
paper men were searched when they 
entered the barracks where the count­
ess Is being detained.

The countess today refused to recog­
nise the court, and the session was 
occupied with the examination of wit­
nesses 1er the prosecution.

1 London, Dec. 2.—The interim report 
bn the meat situation prepared by the 
governmental sub-committee on trusts 
and issued as a white paper, says 
that for a long time Great Britain 
must be dependent on South America 
for a great part of her beef supply. 
North American meat companies have 
nearly 60 per cent, of the beef output 
of Argentina: and Uruguay and 75 per 
cent, capacity of the meat works built 
jkr building in Brazil.

No complaint is made in the report 
of unfair trading on the part of the 
,United States companies beyond "se­
vere cutting of prices for the purpose 
of developing trade or clearing sur­
plus stocks."

The policy of the North American 
companies is the saqje today as since 
their entry into the River Platte Vade, 
says the report, namely, the continued 
reduction of the trade held by British 
companies. This policy, it is added, 
Involves risk of great dangers to the 
British.

“There Is no evidence of the été’si­
lence of either temporary or permanent 
combinations in the home-,grown meat 
trade or trade in imported meat from 
the dominions," continued the report, 
“but there is at least a tacit under­
standing between the United States 
meat companies, which gives them all 
the economic advantage® of an active 
combination."

These companies, the report de­
clares, are pursuing a policy of driv­
ing out _ the British companies, and 
the committee recommends that the 
government take steps to prevent the 
percentage of trade in foreign hands 
Increasing.

Ait the closing meeting of the Cana­
dian Independent Telephone Associ­
ation, held at the Carls-Rite Hotel 
yesterday, F. Dagger of the Ontario 
Railway and Municipal Board; said 
that the Bell Telephone Company 
was not keen tor rural business, as 
it did not pay, and If the independent 
companies could show that their 
service was efficient, but that they 
were unable to pay a reasonable re­
turn on their Investments, it would 
go far In satisfying the board as to 
the advisability of an Increase in 
the rates.

London, Dec. 2.—Premier Lloyd 
George stated In the house of com­
mons today that documents found In 
the Possession of Eamonn de Valera 
when .he was arrested in May, 1918 
would he Included In those which the 
government was about to make pub­
lic.
