In submitting the Eighth Annual Report to your notice, the 
Managers of the Orphans’ Home and Female Aid Society would 
express themselves in terms of unqualified hopefulness and 
comfort.

scThey now proceed to lay before you a General Statement of the 

present condition and future prospects of the Home.

In the month of July, 1858, a General Meeting of the Members 
of your Society was convened, in pursuance of a resolution passed 
at the previous Monthly Meeting. This General Meeting 
held for the purpose ol discussing the propriety of carrying out that 
part of your Society’s sphere of operations, entitled, “ Female Aid
Society,” and it was then and there unanimously resolved_
“ That however desirable it might be, to comply with the object 
under discussion, yet in consequence of the number of children in 
the Home, and the state of the funds, the members of the Society 
deem it advisable, to confine their operations, exclusively to the 
care of Protestant Orphan Children.”

Since the month of June, 1858, sixteen children have been 
admitted into the Home—fourteen have been apprenticed during 
the past year and one has been adopted. There has been 
death, an event that had been long anticipated, the deceased 
child, being when alive, of a weak intellect, and sickly constitu-
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fcion. The number of children at present in the Home is fifty-four ; 
and the Managers have much pleasure in stating, that most 
satisfactory letters have been received by the Secretary, from 
persons in the country, to whom children have been apprenticed, 
expressing themselves well pleased with the conduct of the 
children entrusted to them.

The Managers feel themselves under many obligations to Mr. 
McCann, who, with a kindness and liberality worthy of the highest 
praise, has offered to instruct the children of the Home in writing, 
without charge. Ihey would also gladly record the kindness 
of Mr. Sheppard, who has cut the Inscription in front of 
the Home, gratuitously. Such acts as these cannot fail to be a 
source of comfort and encouragement, inasmuch as they shew that 
the value and benefits of an Institution like the Home, continue to 
be still appreciated.

1 o say of Dr. Ogden that he continues to give his valuable 
services to the Home, the Managers consider to be the highest 
praise they can bestow upon him—his medical services, have as 
hitherto, been given freely, and gratuitously, not only to the 
children, but also to the other inmates of the Home.

The Matron, Mrs. Holmes, still continues to have the esteem 
and confidence of the Managers, and they take this opportunity of 
stating, that though suffering from a long-continued and 
indisposition, she has been invariably earnest and faithful in the 
discharge of her duties ; the general health and cleanliness of the 
children,and the prudence and economy displayed in the different 
household arrangements, afford ample proof of her superintending 
care and diligence.

Some needful repairs to the fences were ordered,and these have 
been completed, in a good, substantial and workmanlike

On the important subject of resources, of income and expendi­
ture, you are respectfully referred to the Treasurer’s Report, 
where these several items will be found in detail. The Managers, 
however, would here state in general, that the Income of your

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Society has not been materially lessened. Although the long»

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REPORT OF THE TREASURER.

In presenting the Financial Account for the fiscal year just 
ended, the Treasurer would respectfully beg leave to make a few 
brief remarks, which will no

First—With respect to the Income of the Society.-—It appears 
by reference to the accompanying List of Donations and Subscrip­
tions, that although the amounts contributed by individuals have 
considerably diminished, (in numerous instances fully 50 per 
cent., and in some few cases the whole,) yet the increased number 
of Subscribers of smaller sums have tended materially to remedy 
this—and it will be observed with pleasure that the total Amount 
of Income is scarcely less than that of the previous year. The 
Government Grant for the current year (Eight Hundred Dollars) 
has been received, and remains intact for future uses, together 
with the balance of $78 10 cents remaining in the Treasurer’s 
hands.

Second—The Treasurer has steadily kept in view the Legacy 
bequeathed to the Institution by the late Miss Janet Cameron, 
Which when received had been applied to liquidate the last pay­
ments due for erecting the Buildings, and she now has the 
gratification of announcing that an equal amount has been appro­
priated out of this year’s Income to replace it, by an addition to 
the Investment of Eight Shares of Gas Stock—making the 
now so invested, Two hundred and fifty rounds, or One thousand 
Dollars.

Third—The Treasurer is also pleased to be able to acquaint the 
• meeting that with the assistance and advice of the Committee of 

Counsel, an agreement has been entered into with Mr. William** 
Beeves, to lease him the land on Queen street, for a term of 
twenty-one years, at an annual rent of Fifty Pôunds, payable half 
yearly in advance. Thus the Institution will in future enjoy the 
advantage of this amount., as well as the Dividends accruing on 
the Gas Stock, which together will make from JE70 to £75 per 
annum, totally independent of all other sources of revenue.

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Fourth—In adverting to the promise made by Dr. Rees, so 
frequently alluded to in former Reports, but more particularly in 
that of the year 1856, the Treasurer regrets to inform the meeting 
that she has been unable to realize any funds from that source— 
and that very little or no hope is now entertained of its ever being 
available.

And lastly—The Treasurer has now to tender her resignation of 
the trust she has so long held, with pleasure to herself, and she 
hopes with advantage to the Institution—but the probability 
of her immediate removal to another sphere of duties render this 
step indispensable.

AND FEMALE AID SOCIETY.

The Annual Meeting of the Orphans’ Home and Female Aid 
V Society was held last evening in the “ Home,” Sullivan street. • 

A large number of ladies and gentlemen were present, and evinced 
a laudable desire to further the objects of this noble charitable 
Society. In one end of the room the children, male and female, 
supported by the charity were seated. They numbered about 
sixty, and were neatly and substantially dressed, and their 
generally happy and cheerful appearance reflected much credit on 
the management of the Matron, Mrs. Holmes.
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The proceedings were opened by the appointment of Mrs. 
Davidson Murray, First Directress, to the chair.

The meeting was opened by the Rev. Mr. Ilodge, with prayer.

THE REPORT.
T. P. llobarts, Esquire, then read the Annual Report of the 

Lady Managers of the Society. It appeared from the Report that 
since the month of June last, sixteen children had been admitted 
into the Home, fourteen had been apprenticed, one had been 
adopted, and one death had occurred. The number of children at 
present in the institution was fifty-four. The Lady Managers 
had much pleasure in stating that satisfactory letters had been 
received from persons in the country to whom children had been 
apprenticed, expressing themselves well pleased with the condct 
of the children entrusted to them.

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RULES and regulations

OF THE

ORPHANS’ HOME AND FEMALE AID SOCIETY, 

TORONTO.

Objects of the 
Society.

I. That this Corporation shall consist of all persons 
now on the List of Life-Members, as published in 
the Fifth Annual Report, who are hereby entitled to 
Life-Membership without being liable to further 
subscription, and of all other persons whose 
appear on the Subscription List as published in 
the Sixth Annual Report, as contributors to the 
amount of one pound currency, and that these are to 
have and enjoy all the rights and privileges of 
bership, so long as they continue subscribers of the 
same amount paid previous to the first Tuesday of 
February in each year, and no longer.

ir. That should any subscriber of one pound 
rency desire to become a Member of the Corporation, 
his or her name must be recommended by two Mem­
bers to the Secretary, at least one month before each 
Meeting of the Corporation duly held for the election 
of members, and that at such meeting his or her 
election be decided upon by ballot.

III. Before the Society or the Managers shall enter 
upon any of their meetings, the following prayer shall 
be used :

TV. The Society shall, for the present, limit its 
exertions to affording relief and support to friendless 
Orphans of all denominations of the Protestant 
religion, admitted under the regulations hereinafter 
provided.

V. The government of the Society shall be under 
the direction of twenty Managers, who shall he 
chosen annually at the General Meeting, on the first 
Tuesday in June in each year, and who shall assume 
their duties as soon as possible after their election.

VI. The Managers shall meet monthly, on the last 
Tuesday of each month, to direct all things necessary 
for the benefit of the Society. At all meetings of 
the Managers, five shall form a quorum, for the 
transaction of business of the Society. One of the 
Directresses shall preside at all meetings, and if they 
are absent, a presiding Directress shall be chosen for 
the occasion. The presiding Directress shall propose 
all questions, declare the decision, and shall have the 
casting vote. On tin requisition of any three of the 
Managers, the Secretary may call a meeting of the 
Managers at any time, giving at least twenty-four 
hours’ notice. Some of the Managers, in such order 
as they may determine, shall visit the house at least 
three times a week, to order all things necessary, and 
shall keep a minute book, in which they shall record 
their observations on the concerns of the house gene­
rally, to be laid before the Monthly Meeting. They 
shall investigate the management of the Matron and 
the conduct of the inmates, inspect their work and 
direct the domestic proceedings of the house. If a 
Manager is by any means precluded from fulfilling 
the duties of her office, she shall notify the Secretary 
thereof before the next monthly meeting, in order 
that a substitute may be named for the ensuing 
month. The Managers shall decide upon the claims

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of applicants for admission to the house, after a perfect 
investigation relative to the circumstances and situa­
tion of the claimant, and shall enquire respecting 
those persons who may apply to take any of the 
children as apprentices ; and being satisfied of the 
respectability and competency of such persons to 
fulfil the terms of the indenture of apprenticeship, 
shall make the necessary order for apprenticing.

VII. The Treasurer shall keep a register of the Duties of the 
Subscribers and Donors, and shall receive all moneys, 
and keep an account of the same and of the dis­
bursements ; an abstract statement of which shall 
be presented to the Managers at each of their monthly 
meetings, and a full statement, with the vouchers of 
all receipts and disbursements for the year, shall bo 
given to the Managers, to be audited by them, not 
less than eight days previous to each Annual Meeting 
of the Society. The Treasurer shall also inspect and 
certify the account of the Matron previous to each 
monthly meeting, and pay no bill without an order of 
the Manager at such meeting.

VIII. The Secretary shall keep a list of the Duties ui 
Managers, and give them notice of the Monthly 
Meetings. She shall commence the business of each 
meeting of the Managers by reading the minutes of 
the preceding meeting, and the statement of the 
Treasurer. In case of the sickness or absence of the 
Secretary, a Secretary pro tcm. shall be chosen by 
the Managers, from among themselves at such meet­
ing. The Secretary shall keep a record of the 
children’s names and ages, the place of their birth, 
the religious profession of their parents, and the time 
and circumstances under which each child enters 
and leaves the house ; and shall, at least once in 
twelve months, enquire by writing or otherwise, into

A School shall always 
form part of the establishment, and religious instruc­
tion of the Church of England shall be included in 
the daily education of the School.

There 
shall be such diet as may be approved of by the 
Managers or Medical Advisers. The hours of rising 
and retiring shall be at 6 and 9 in summer,and 7 and 
8 o’clock in the winter. The Matron shall pass 
through the dormitories after the hour of retiring, and 
see that the lights are extinguished and removed. 
The discipline shall be strictly parental in its 
character, and the order and decorum of a well-regu­
lated family shall be carefully observed. The Matron 
is to be particular in her attention to the clergy and 
strangers who visit the House, and she shall not be 
absent or sleep out of the House without permission 
from one of the Managers. Upon the representation 
of the Matron of the failure in duty of any of the 
persons hired, she shall be at liberty (with the consent 
of the Managers) to dismiss them from service. All 
cases of disobedience to the orders of the Matron by 
the inmates, to be represented to the Managers.

X. The objects of the charity shall consist of three Regulations for 
classes—1st. Orphans; 2nd. Children without a ôf children*'00 
Father ; 3rd. Children without a Mother* Preference 
shall be made of applicants in the above order. All 
applications for the admission of children shall be 
made in writing to the Managers (under cover to the 
Secretary), and must be approved of by them ; and 
the admission of the different classes shall be accord­
ing to the priority of the applications. The election 
of the candidates for admission shall be determined 
by the Managers at their monthly meetings, and to 
such an extent as the funds of the Society will admit.
Any of the Managers may nevertheless in their dis­
cretion admit children into the Home in the interim, 
subject to such approval. Children admitted into 
the Home shall remain under the care of the Matron 
for at least one year previous to their being ap-
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prenticcd, unless circumstances may require this rule 
to he deviated from.

Regulations for XI. Children are to be retained in the Home until 
cCM® they are twelve years of age, unless a particularly

good situation should offer for a child of an earlier 
age, when the case may be discretionary with the 
Managers. The friends of the children are allowed 
the privilege of procuring situations for them if they 
can do so on as favorable terms as the Managers. 
Subscribers to the Society shall always have the pre­
ference in the choice of apprentices. Children on 
attaining the age of twelve years may be apprenticed 
to such worthy Protestant families as give satisfac­
tory evidence to the Managers, by the certificates of 
clergymen that they are proper persons to have 
charge of orphan children. They may also be 
apprenticed to any trade, provided the same satisfac­
tory evidence be adduced regarding the character of 
those to whom they are to be bound. Each child on 
leaving shall be furnished with a copy of the Bible 
and Prayer Book, and be provided with a decent suit 
of clothes adapted to the season. No child shall be 
bound to a tavern-keeper or person keeping a board­
ing-house, and no female child shall be apprenticed 
to an unmarried man ; and lastly, it shall be particu­

XTI. The yearly subscription shall become due and

And the said donor, on the death, apprentice­
ship or removal of the said orphan, may nominate 
another in place thereof, so that such donor shall 
always be entitled to have one orphan in the house 
during the donor’s lifetime.

XIV. That the sanction of the Members of the Sale or Mort- 
Corporation,or a majority of them present at a General 
Meeting convened for the purpose, shall be necessary 
to the validity of any Sale or Mortgage of the Lands,
Tenements or Hereditaments of the Corporation, or 
of any part them.
