noudeement of the death of the shah at 
eleven o’clock last night, was made this 
morning.
. LONDON, Jan. 9. — The death of the 

bkah of Persia removes a picturesque ru­
ler, who was well-known to western Eu­
rope owing to his frequent visits, parti­
cularly to France. Durinj the visit'of 
1905 the shah and his suite made,a daz­
zling appearapee on the boulevards and in 
the music halls of Paris. * They Were 
treated as national guests and popular 
thusiaem was marked owing to the shah’s 
good nature and lavish charity. At that 
time his majesty looked did and feeble.
He invariably wore a royal costume with 
richly embroidered coat and ted,fez. .

The shah’s death comes at a time when 
European governments are engaged in, a 
struggle to strengthen théir position “in 
Persia. This struggle is due to the geo­
graphical position of Persia' ai ’a buffer 
between India and Rttisia’s southern pos­
sessions, stretching towards 'the 1 Persian 
tiulf. Still another international "flctbr 
has recently" been introduaw by Ger­
many’s . commercial and iVilwaÿ activity 
along the Persian Gulf. . , i , :S... «

The late shah was strongly.. pro-Russian 
and as a result Russian influence has been 
predominant at Teheran. An Anglo-Rus- r 
sian understanding ha* recently been nego­
tiated and the . announcement of its tefms 
is considered imminent. , By this agree­
ment Great Britain and Russia willicease 
their rivalry over Persia and unite in a 
joint policy.

At the same time, Germany has been 
extending her influence' in 'Persia.

LONDON, Jan. 9;—A leading Persian 
official here, in an interview today, said. .. 
he did not believe that internal trouble disorders are 
would follow the shah’s death, as the peo­
ple are devoted to the present dynasty.
Foreign controversies are not anticipated.

The British foreign office is in touch 
with the situation. Exchanges of views 
between Russia and Great Britain have 
brought about complete accord, by which 
they will act together in a crisis to main­
tain the status quo. Consequently, no 
fear is entertained that any other power 
will try to disturb the existing political 
conditions.

The personality of the new shah is not 
well known here, but his public declara­
tions favoring a liberal policy and the 
stitution which he has since signed are 
said to be satisfactory, though they do not 
indicate his capacity or policy. It is also

It is commonly remarked that any 
attempt by Germany to obtain political 
or commercial ascendance at Teheran, as 
is sometimes attributed to her, instead of 
being a wedge to drive Russia and Great 
Britain apart, would unite them in their 
Persian policies.

This was the sign that 
all was over, 
death reached the foreign ministers late 
this evening, but the public is still un­
aware of his majesty’s end. The streets 
are deserted and the city is in darkness.*'

The late Shah leaves many children, and 
will be succeeded by his eldest son, Mo­
hammed Ali Nirza, the Valiahd, or heir 
apparent, and governor of the province of 
Azerbaijan, who was bom in 1872, and 
who is now in Teheran.

The new Shah has shown strong force 
of character, and the general view is that 
a strong ruler at Teheran will be the best 
corrective to European intrigues.

Gloom in Washington
IfNew Dresderi China Notwithstanding the air of gayety that 

always prevails in Washington on New 
Year’s Day, when receptions that bring 
out the most distinguished, wealthiest 
and best dressed people of the city are 
held not only at the White House but 
at all of the cabinet homes, this New 
Year’s was one of the saddest that the 
capital has ever known. The railroad ac­
cident Sunday night near the city, in 
which over forty people were killed and 
as many injured threw many homes into 
mourning.

of a railroad wreck. Under the inter­
state commerce act the commission is not 
empowered except in a limited way to 
exercise any jurisdiction over railroads so 
far as the safety of passengers is concern­
ed, but under a resolution of congress it 
has authority to investigate and report 
on the use and necessity for block signal 
systems and appliances for the au­
tomatic control of railway trains in the 
states. It is under this provision that 
the commission will investigate recent dis­
astrous wrecks on the Baltimore and Ohio 
and Southern roads. It is probable that 
before the commission has concluded its 
"work congress itself will have undertaken 
legislation to confer upon the commission 
authority to conduct direct inquiries into 
all wrecks.

Later on he 
became connected with the press gallery, 
and was for a few years in the public 
works department.

The board of works last evening decided 
that plans and specifications should be 
prepared at once for a 600 foot berth in 
Carleton. A committee of the whole 
board was appointed with power to call 
for tenders and with instructions to have 
the plans on exhibition Jan. 14 and ten­
ders closed by Jan. 21 at noon. The di­
rector reported that the year’s working 
in the streets department had resulted in 
an expenditure of $742.44 aver the appro­
priations. Aid. Bullock occupied the 
chair and Aid. Hamm, Tilley, Sproul, 
Rowan and Baxter were present with the 
director, consulting engineer, harbor mas­
ter, superintendent of streets and com­
mon clerk.

The board then took up the discussion 
of calling for tenders for the new berth.

Engineer Peters said the plans would 
be practically the same as for the last 
berth.

Aid. Baxter favored settling definitely 
the kinds of timber to be used and the 
sizes permitted so that no question could 
arise in the Allure. ,

Some ^discussion followed as to what 
dredging the government should be asked 
to do. It was generally agreed that the 
dredging should commence at the end of 
the present berth and be continued in 
the direction of the harbor line, enough 
being left in the rear for the supports for 
the warehousè and railway line. It was 
also thought advisable to ask the govern­
ment to have the dredging done to a 
depth of 32 test below low water instead 
of thirty feet as in the last contracts.

Aid. Baxter pointed otit that the largest 
steamers would naturally berth nearest 
the harbor and would require the most 
water.

The director agreed in the suggestion 
to dfedge to 32 feet, adding that steamers 
could load deeper than at present if they 
had the depth.

The question of calling for tenders for 
construction of the 1,000 feet to the har­
bor line was also taken up. It was 
thought, however, that as a 600 foot berth 
would accommodate the largest steamer 
and as the amount of construction pos­
sible this year was contingent on the 
dredging, tenders for a berth of that 
length would be sufficient. The director 
said he saw no advantage in the city 
calling for tenders for timber at this time 
of year. It would be les^grouble to call 
for tenders for construction as it was not 
too late for a contractor to obtain all the 
timber he wanted.
