Family In Dark.
WASHINGTON, Aûg. 1.—The coal 

crisis dominates Great Britain, says the 
July Trade report of the United States 
Chamber of Commerce, in London. Af­
ter summarizing the history of the 
trouble in the mining industry, the re­
port cites the shipbuilding situation as 
among the adverse factors in British 
Industry. It points out that the ninth 
yard on the River Wear closed down 
this month, onlv seven berths out of 
53 being occupied. It says further that 
420 ships, totalling 777,179 tons were 
laid up on July 1, in United Kingdom 
ports.

The number of unemployed is 
1,221,900 which is 180,116 more than a 
year ago. The report also points out 
that the adverse trade balance has 
widened, as compared with last year.

The relic was recently purchased 
by the scientist’s eldest, Major Leon­
ard Darwin, and a few days ago was 
removed from Famborough In a motor 
lorry. Fred Goodchild, ot Fan»- 
borough, the late owner, has Just re- 
ceived a letter stating that the coffin 
had been cremated by the wishes of 
the Darwin family.

Darwin had it made by a local car­
penter from oak on his estate near 
Famborough, and many years ago H 
was on view at a local inn.

It is stated that Darwin’s body lay 
In the coffin for some hours after his 
death, but when it was decided that 
he should be buried in Westminster 
Abbey a more elaborate coffin was pro­
vided. An offer had been made by 
Professor Karl Pearson, Professor of 
Eugenics at London University, to buy 
the coffin and present it to the univer­
sity as a relic of the great naturalist.

TORONTO, Aug- 1—Hugh McClel­
land, president of the Victoria Wheat 
Growers’ Corporation, Australia, who 
is visiting Canada, expresses amaze­
ment at the efficiency of the Canadian 
methods of handling wheat shipment. 
He could hardly believe that a ship 
carrying 400,000 bushels of grain could 
be loaded within five or six hours, and 
was equally struck by the manner in 
which box cars are unloaded at eleva­
tors. In Australia, it appears grain Is

handled from farm to market'in sacks, 
and is also exported in sacks. If stored 
in elevators, the sacks are emptied into 
the “silos” by hand. It is transported 
in open cars with the sacks covered 
by tarpnutin. A three bushels sack 
costs 16d. The additional expense is 
considerable leaving out labor costs al­
together.

ZLabor Motion Defeated—Bill 
Amends Present Law— 

Benefit Payments.
\

LONDON, July 81—The unemploy­
ment insurance bill was passed by the 
House of Commons today after a Labor 
motion to reject it was defeated by a 
vote of 263 to 98. The measure was 
one of the most important projects an­
nounced in the recent budget presented 
to Parliament by Right Hon. Winston 
Churchill, Chancellor of the Exchequer.

The bill amends the present unem­
ployment insurance act and is intended 
to prevent unemployment benefit pay­
ments being obtained improperly. -

“DOLES” PROVIDED FOR.
The unemployment insurance act 

passed by the Labor Government of 
the late Premie*, Right Hon. Ramsay 
MacDonald, provided an elaborate 
scheme for payments to unemployed 
persons. These payments were com­
monly known as “doles.” The fund 
from which they were paid came part­
ly from the Government, partly from 
employers and partly from workers, 
who under the scheme were assessed 
certain sums to be applied to the fund.

The bill passed today empower^ the 
Minister of Labor to withhold 
ployment payments, under certain con­
ditions, and gives him power to inquire 
Into the circumstances of applicants 
for unemployment benefits, with a view 
of preventing fraud.

The Government hopes to save £400,- 
000 sterling (about $1,940,000) annually 
by the reduction of unemployment pay­
ments effected by this bil.

SEE WINDOW DISPLAYCOMPENSATION ACT.
“The Opposition have said,’* contin­

ued Mr. Carter, that the Government 
have been extravagant regarding the 
money spent. “Is it extravagant to 
spend money for something that will 
bring us great returns?” the speaker 
asked.

Mr. Carter also dealt at some length 
with the Workmen’s Compensation 
Act, mid the benefits to the workmen 
under its protection. “The lumber­
men of the North Shore of New Bruns­
wick have been fighting this act, but 
the Goyernment have refused to let 
the workmen suffer,” said Mr- Carter.

SAYS SURVEY PROMISED.
The speaker also mentioned the hy­

dro question and argued that its devel­
opment would greatly benefit the peo­
ple of the province. “When Premier 
Veniot was made chairman of the 
New Brunswick Electric Power Com­
mission, I immediately sent him a let­
ter requesting the survey to embrace a 
report on the possible number of cus­
tomers, the cost of construction lines 
and the approximate cost for monthly 
service in different parts»,.of Kings 
county,” Mr. Carter reported, “and the 
Commission replied that they would 
do this Immediately."

ROBINSON SPEAKS.
Senator Robinson spoke of the ex­

cellent qualities which he said Mr. Car­
ter possessed, “qualities that have made 
him a tower of strength in the cause of 
good government for years.” The 
speaker called attention to the retire­
ment of Hon. W. E. Foster from the 
Premiership and said that “when he 
retired for business reasons It was but 
fitting that the mantle of the Pre­
miership should fall 
of such a capable and hard-working 
member of the Government as Mr. 
Veniot.”

Before the names can be officially 
added to the list the revisors have to 

r(j check up each individual name and go 
through the whole 13 wards to see that 
the name is not already on the list in 
one of them.

The revisors board numbers three, 
and they have no money with which 

Ito secure clerks to help in the work, 
no appropriation being made by either 
the city or province to cover an ex­
pense of this kind.

The result, under the present circum­
stances, must be either that the lists 
will not be completely checked before 
the election, or the revisors must work 
night and day or in some way secure 
additional help in order to have the 
lists in order before the day of polling.
