The most 
sanguine Conservatives do not expect 
to gain any seats. Most of the Conser­
vatives expect to lose fifty seats.

The Liberals, who hope to rescue 
the strength in the House of both the 
Conservatives and the Laborites, be­
lieve that in the worst event they will 
succeed in ousting labor from its po­
sition of second strongest party in the 
House of Commons, if they do not 
actually gain an absolute majority. 
Labor Funds Depleted 

The Labor party’s funds are de- 
out pleted but voluntary helpers may par­

tially neutralize the lack of cash, while 
the anger of labor electors at the sharp 
practice of the Conservative Govern­
ment will likely prove a substitute for 
enthusiasm.

The Liberals expect to secure the 
votes of a wide section of the elector­
ate which voted for Conservative can­
didates last year in order to escape 
the coalition system by placing one 
party in power. They expect also to 
secure the suffrages of voters who 
equally dislike tariff reform on the one 
hand and the labor party cry for a 
capital levy on the other hand. The 
question remains what do the Conser­
vatives hope to gain.

Their one chance of success rests 
upon the hypothesis that Premier 
Baldwin’s claim that protection is the 
only possible remedy for unemploy­
ment will be accepted uncritically by 
a majority of the electorate. Mr. Bald­
win seems to have adopted the advice 
of a handful of militant protectionists 
who have insisted that the best pros­
pect of victory lay in a quick election 
on a vague programme.

It Is 
true that In ordinary speech both the 
Italian and the Yorkshireman make 

of those vowels which are the 
most pleasing in song, the tone-cramp­
ing vowels one hears elsewhere being 
conspicuously absent. For example, 
the Yorkshireman invariably renders

When the tone-cramping vow­
els have been eliminated, as they can 
be by effort and good teaching, what 
else have we which should lead us to 
suppose that Canadians are vocally dee 
fective? So far as interest in choral 
matters is concerned, this is already 
awakening and only requires to I>S 
gently stimulated.

William Le Queux has come for­
ward with another theory.about the 
Infamous Whitechapel murders that 
filled England with sensation and hor­
ror in' the later eighties of last «cen­
tury. The victims were all East End 
daughters, of joy, whose bodies were 
fiendishly mutilated, but the author 
was never brought to justice. Many 
rumors have got abroad about these 
mysterious London crimes. It was 
said at one time that the murderer 
sat a mad doctor, who has since died 
in an asylum.

Bitterly contested races, thrilling 
finishes and record breaking perform­
ances all went to make up the features 

of the Maritime Indoor Championships, 
which were held in the Arena last 
evening under the auspices of the Y. 
M. C. I. Tho meet was conceded to be 

of the best ever held in these parts 
and those in charge are deserving of 
the highest commendation.

Three new records were established, 
two by Frank Campbell who lowered 
the mark for fifty yards from five 
and four-fifths to five and two-flfths;

flat. The third record was established 
in the mile walk by Edward Yeomans, 
who covered the distance in 8 m. T-S 
secs, thus clipping 12 8-6 secs, from 
the former record.

All of the events were keenly con­
tested and the fans present were keyed 
up to a high degree of excitement by 
the magnificent efforts of the athlètes, 
who willingly gave their last ounce of 
strength In efforts to win.

Two of the greatest performances of 
the evening were the mile and three 
mile race*. In the former “Barney” 
Francis, Canadian outdoor champion, 
was given the race of his life by Bruce 
Winchester, who with a magnificent 
burst of speed dashed around the last 
lap and a half and literally flung his 
body across the finish line In an effort 
to wrest the laurels from the great 
Indian runner. As the runners tore 
around the last lap the struggle fdt 
position was apparent to all present 
and many thought that Francis had 
fouled Winchester. The latter made 
one mistake, had he reserved his mag­
nificent burst of speed for a few sec­
onds more there is hardly any doubt 
tHbt he would have won.

In the three mile race Norvel Lam- 
■ bert gave one of the greatest exhibi­

tions of endurance and grit ever wit­
nessed on a local track. Pitted against 
George Spragg, conceded to be one of 
the best distance runners in these parts 
he kept circling the" ring and although 
at times he seemed to be hitting heav­
ily and slowing uj^_ he determinedly 
hung on and after forty laps had been 
«reeled off he began to go forward 
rapidly taking a position behind 
Spragg. On the last lap he let out 
and dashed past the leader continuing 
down the rink until the lower turn 
was reached. Here It looked as if he 
would go off his stride and fall but 
he quickly recovered and came up the 
home stretch like a 100 yard sprinter. 
As he flashed across the tape a winner 
by a good margin he collapsed. Every 
fan in the building at this time were 
on their feet çheering the plucky lad 
and he well merited the ovation ten­
dered him. Spragg made a bad mis­
take. He finished strong and with ex­
tra endurance should have obtained a 
commanding lead before- the final lap 
and thus offset any sprint of his 
younger opponents. However, he de­
serves great credit for he led the field 
during almost the entire distance and 
it was largely due to his work that 
interest was maintained.

Survey Shows the Churches 
Near Empty and The­

atres Crowded.

New York, Nov. 17.—Attendance at 
moving picture shows on Sunday is 
many times larger than church attend­
ance, according to statements at a re­
cent conference of officials of the 
Lord’s Day Alliance.

A survey of 573 churches in the State 
showed a total attendance of 27,727, 
or an average of 48 persons at each 
church. At the same time in one up­
state dty two moving picture theatres 
on a single Sunday evening had a total 
paid attendance of 14,100. Figures 
not obtained at the twenty-eight other 
theatres in the same city. A survey 
of Whshlngton, D. C* showed an at­
tendance of 7,000 persons in 40 church­
es there, and 50,000 persons in attend­
ance at 40 theatres at the same time. 
The attendance at Bible classes in 
Pennsylvania is one out of every four 
persons, while in New York it is one 
oût of every twenty-one.

The Rev. John Ferguson, who spoke 
on the situation in New York State, 
said the alliance has a programme for 
the coming session of the Legislature. 
The fight for the passage of these laws, 
he said, must be waged against busi- 

lnterests worth $750,000,000, of 
which a third are in New York city. 
Sunday Baseball Condemned

Dr. Frank J. Niles of Syracuse, said 
the alliance will seek the repeal of 
laws permitting. Sunday baseball and 
Sunday moving pictures. He argued 
that the alliance has no objection to 
the way a man spends his Sunday, but 
opposes commercialised amusements 
because they require other people to 
work a seven day week. The man who 
asks to be amused on Sunday he char­
acterised as “a hog.” The idee of türn- 
ing out a Christian in one day a week, 
he said, Is bad enough, but to cut 
this short Is the present tendency.

“America is the land of opportunity 
because its civilisation is based on 
Christianity, and when you commer­
cialise Sunday, you stifle Christiani­
ty,” he concluded.

The local organisation for observing 
the Sabbath called attention to peti­
tions received recently urging that 
competitive shops be forced to close. 
Some of the objections stated were 
that shopping on Sunday Is a “bad 
habit handed down from one genera­
tion to another, depending upon po­
lice action for the entire obliteration of 
this habit."
