PENNSYLVANIA 
SEEKS REFORMS 

IN EDUCATION

Decided advances in education in 
Pennsylvania are looked for from the 
Constitutional Revision Commission, re­
cently in session in that state, according 
to State Superintendent Thomas E- Fine- 
gan and other school authorities. Article 
V. the proposed article to be submitted 
on public education, provides as follows:

Section 1—The General Assembly 
shall provide for the operation and main­
tenance of an educational system for the 
commonwealth. This shall include free 
elementary, secondary and vocational 
education for all the children of the 
commonwealth and for persons mentally 
and physically handicapped, free educa­
tion for adults in American citizenship, 
schools for the training of teachers; a 
system of public libraries, one or more 
state universities and such other educa­
tional institutions and agencies as it may 
determine to be wise and necessary for 
the improvement of the citizenship of the 
commonwealth.

Section 2.—There is hereby created a 
state council of education to be composed 
of such citizens of the commonwealth 
as may be appointed by the governor 
pursuant to an act of the general as­
sembly.

Section 3.—The state council of educa­
tion shall elect as their chief executive 
officer a stat commissioner of education 
and shall have such other powers and 
duties in relation to the educational sys­
tem of the commonwealth as the general 
assembly may prescribe.

I Section 4—It shall be the dut- of the 
i general assembly by appropriation and 
1 through general or special forms of tax- 
I ation to make adequate provision for the 
effective and equitable support of the 
educational system of the common­
wealth.

Section 5.—No money raised for the 
support of the educational system of the 
commonwealth, or any part of said sys­
tem, shall be appropriated to or Used 
for the support of any sectarian school 
or institution.

Section 6.—All funds derived from re­
ceipts of state forest reservations, from 
escheated estates in the commonwealth, 
and from all other property or money 
which shall in any way accrue, whether 
by act of Assembly, devise, gift, or other­
wise, and any other funds as may be 
provided by act of assembly shall be 
maintained in perpetuity and designated

Mr. Meighen proceeded to outline the 
policy of the new administration and 
of the national Liberal and Conservative 
platform.

of questions. These deal with every 
possible subject Travelers intending to 
go to Canada call up the bureau to in­
quire as to passport and customs regu­
lations; business men wanting tortmy or 
sell in Canada look to the bureau for 
complete details as to tariffs, banking, 
or commercial regulations; Intending in­
vestors inquire about Canadian securi­
ties; vacationists ask about trains and 
hotels In the dominion

A record is kept of all of these de­
mands for information and this record 
shows that New York’s interest in Can­
ada has been steadily on the increase 
since the bureau was established. Every 
month shows an increase in the number 
of questions asked, and proportionately 
every month the value of the bureau to 
the dominion has increased.

Bureau of Information (New York Times.)

In the worst of a series of automobile 
and motorcycle accidents in the dense 
Sunday pleasure traffic one little family 
in Queens almost was annihilated yes­
terday.

Samuel Abramowjts, who lives in 
Woodhaven, was crossing the street in 
front of his home at 7,610 Jamaica av­
enue with his wife and two children to 
buy ice cream for the family in a lit­
tle shop across the way. His wife was 
holding the baby in her arms, while with 
one hand She clutched the older child, 
Rose, aged 6. Pleasure cars were speed­
ing past, and the Abramowitses waited 
several minutes for their chance to get 
across. Finally the father thought he 
saw a safe lull In traffic and gave the 
signal. They had gone but a few yards 
when neighbors suddenly screamed a 
warning at them. Mrs. Abramowitz 
stooped and tried to lift Rose to her 
arms. The father attempted to snatch 
the baby to safety, but before either of 
them could act a touring car owned by 
Andrew Storms of 19 Lott Avenue, 
Union Course, and driven by Frank Phil- 
berg of 1,103 Jamaica avenue, Storm’s 
brother-in-law, was upon them.

Not one of. the little family escaped. 
Mrs. Abramowitz was killed instantly. 
Thé’ baby, despite the mother’s last 
frantic effort to clutch it closer to safety, 
was injured internally and cut about the 
head and body. Little Rose fared about 
as badly, getting internal injuries and a 
fracture of the left shoulder.

Two ambulances from St. Mary’s Hos­
pital in Jamaica found the little ones 
unconscious and, the surgeons said, dy­
ing. The mother was beyond help. The 
frantic father alone had escaped with 
minor injuries. His excited condition 
necessitated his removal to the hospital. 
The driver of the auto, excited after the 
accident, according to the police report, 
drove the car onto the sidewalk, where 
already a crowd of woman and children 
had collected. They screamed as the 
machine plunged into their midst. Sev­
eral children were knocked down and 
some received minor injuries.

There was wild excitement and indig­
nation in the neighborhood, and so great 
a throng gathered that police reserves 
were hurried our to preserve order while 
the driver and the car owner were taken 
to the police station. Both men, who are 
marine engineers, were held on technical 
charges of homicide.

The great unsettlement and uncer­

tainties recently prevailing in the prin­
cipal markets have been further com­
plicated by the extremely serious po­
litical developments in Europe, which 
have caused great disturbance in foreign 
markets and a sharp drop in exchange 
rates. Unsatisfactory domestic condi­
tions, especially with regard to money 
and transportation, have shown little or 
no improvement Conditions in the big 
iron and steel industries have continued 
unsettled as demand has been dull and 
traffic conditions are extremely bad.

Speaking broadly, conditions in tex­
tile circles show no change of moment. 
When prices are right it is said that re­
tail business is good, but attempts to 
dispose of goods at recent high figures 
are futile. Mills have named lower 
prices on certain brands of cotton goods 
and as these will be guaranteed up to 
October 15 it is believed that the mar­
ket will become more stable, thus stim­
ulating demand. Large Interests are 
tryinc to stop ruinous competition be­
tween first hands and speculative hold­
ers. Many of the latter have been forced 
to liquidate at extremely large conces­
sions, which in some cases depressed 
prices below the cost of production. 
This, it is feared, may cause curtail­
ment of production, whereas leading 
market factors are endeavoring to in­
crease production and bring 
cumulation of goods as the best means 
Of reducing prices.

Pittsburgh, Aug. 6—If the insuffi­
ciency in rail transportation were caus­
ing steel to grow scarcer the market for 
steel products for prompt shipment 
would presumably advance, but this is 
not the case: With the exception of 
sheets, steel products for prompt ship­
ment continue to show a declining ten­
dency. The plate market is particular­
ly easy, prompt plates being obtainable 
at $20 to $25 a ton less than was the 
case four months ago, just before the 
present period of transportation troubles 
began, from the inception of the “out­
law” rail strikes, on April 1- Structional 
shapes can be bought for prompt ship­
ment at substantially the same prices 

rule for shipment a few months hence 
or at mill convenience. •

While sheets for prompt shipment 
have advanced and thus constitute an 
exception to the general rule, the strength 
of the market seems to be due to the 
technical position. The Steel Corpora­
tion has been practically out of the mar­
ket as a seller for a long time, as it 
opened its books for second half busi­
ness with manufacturing consumera 
hitherto its regular customers on April 
18 and soon sold the prospective make, 
while manufacturing and transportation 
difficulties have caused the corporation 
to be oversold. It must carry some ob­
ligations over into the hew year. As to 
the independents, their universal- rule 
seems to have been not to sell beyond 
the third quarter of the year, and as 
they were well sold up weeks ago for 
the period, of which only sixty days now

the sincerity of the British government 
in maintaining the embargo placed many 
years ago on the importation of Cana­
dian cattle on account of disease, was 
thrown down by Him. Manning W. 
Doherty last night at the cloee of a 
lengthy speech, following a dinner given 
the Imperial Press Conference delegates 
by the Ontario Agricultural College.

Mr. Doherty said that the suspicion 
of pneumonia in Canadian cattle had 
long since been wiped out and the health 
of Canadian cattle proved.

A crowd of several thousand which 

gathered when, smoke poured from the 
upper floors of an eight-story loft build- 
ing at the north-cast comer of Lafayette 
and Walker streets,saw a man hang for 
nearly five mfinîtes from the ledge of a 
fifth-floor window and then drop through 
a steel-framed glass canopy over the 
building’s entrance, .missing by a few feet 
a net which firemen had hastily got into 
place.

fire. They saw the man fall to the street 
and looked for others to follow, but 
police and firemen; soon learned that all 
of the 100 or more .workers on the upper 
flora liad escaped, leaving! Benjamin 
Finkel, 21 years old, an assistant shipp­
ing clerk, trapped in the rear of the fifth 
floor. r.

Unable to reach the fire escape on the 
Walker street side of1 the building Finkel 
apparently followed the north wall 
around to the front The intense heat 
and thick smoke, drove him back out 
the window, from which he hung while 
those beldw were powerless! to help him- 
Finally the flames reached l the window 
and he was forced to drop.

Those who witnessed hisrplunge turn­
ed their heads away when they saw that 
its course led directly into .the canopy, 
fastened on both outer ends with two 
sharp spiked iron standards. But Finkel 
missed these and the resistance of the 
shattered glass broke his fall- -

He was taken to Volunteer Hospital 
in an1 automobile, where it was said last 
night that his condition was favorable.

As Finkel was falling, firemen of En­
gine 81 had reached the sidewalk with a 
net. They were responding to the excited 
cries of onlookers after a member of the 
engine company from the firehouse at 
Lafayette and White streets, dispatched 
the appartus. A first alarm of fire was 
turned in, bringing other apparatus, and 
then a second alarm which called deputy 
chief “Smokey Joe” Martin

The flames spread rapidly to the sixth 
floor, occupied by the Lufkin Rule Com­
pany, manufacturers of tape measures. 
According to " chief Martin, the rapidly 
sweeping flames had their source in a 
large stock of celluloid, and inflammable 
material.
