London, June 15—(Associated Press)
—The appearance of the German sub-
marines off the .‘.gnerican coast is an in-
teresting development from whatever
point of view it is studied and oppor-
tunity was given this week to Archipbaid
S. Hurd, a British naval writer, to ob-
tain from the British first sea lord, Vice
Admiral Wemyss, his opinion upon this
new departure on the part of the Ger-
mans ang its effect upon the naval situ-
ation generally. g

“This deveiopment should not; be
taken. very seriously,” Vice Admiral
Wemyss said, in reply to a general in-
quiry as to what importance he attach-
ed to the German sinking of shipping
off the American coast,

“If I were intlined to bet, I should say
there has not been more than one sub-
marine off the Americap coast. I may
be wrong, but" that js the impression I
have formed. That' cenclusion fits in
wl:th my interpretation of the enemy’s
object.

i The enemy has merely made a de-
‘mstration with the hope. of causing
us to decentralize our efforts to put
down the submarine. His object is to
frighten the American people in the hope
that they may exert their inflience on

their naval authorities. |

“You will remember that Napoleon |
declared that ‘exclusiveness of purpose |
is the secret of great successes and of |
great operations” Now, if the Germans |
could cause a dispersal of naval force
this demonstration off the American
coast would achieve its purpose.

“I hold firmly to two principles. As |
chief of the staff I believe firmly in de-!

centralization in. administration, but 4s
chief of staff I also believe as firmly in
the centralization of effort against the
enemy. I think it was Admiral Mahan
who said that the great end of a war
fleet is not to chase, nor to fly, but to
control the seas.

“Now, with that statement in mind,
glance at an ordinary school atlas, if
vou have not got what the Germans
would call a ‘war map’ handy, you will
observe that the Central Powers have
formed a block in Europe running down
from the North Sea to the Adriatic and
to the point where the Dardanelles de-
bouches into the Mediterranean. Any
submarine, to reach the American coast,
has to pass either to the north or south
of the British Isles or along the Medi-

terranean where Gibraltar stands sent-;

inel over the narrow exit.
“i‘hat atlas ¥s illuminating.

§ ith the submarine campaign. We
must fight the U-boat in the narrow
seas. In other words, we must central-
jze, concentrating all our forces in what
is really the decisive area.

“The Germans, you may be sure, have

been studying the-charts and in sending
ane of their so-called submarine cruisers
to the American coast, they thought to
raise an outery in the United States
against the policy which is being pur-
sued of fighting the submarines in the
narrow seas.

“Well, I judge from official informa-
tion and cable despatches in the news-
pepers, that they have already failed in
their purpose. It looks as though they
had merely brought the war home teo the
American people, reminding them in
this drastic way that the seas are all
cne, and that they have a common in-
terest with us and the other Allies in
conquering the power which invented
this modern form of piracy. That rep-
resents another defeat for the Germans.

“We shall have to wait on events be-
fore final judgment can be formed as to
whether the enemy will persist in this
new policy. I am not inclined to take
the business seriously. It cannot be
gerious in relation to the immense vol-
ume of sea traffic between the United
States and Europe.”

Geneva, June 15—The Neueste Nach-
richten, of Munich, says the ‘Tyrol has
begun to suffer fron} famine, both among
the civilians and the troops. The Ba-
varians therefore have sent ‘from their
food reserves 8,500 tons of potatoes and
80 tons of sauerkraut to the sufferers.

Fears The Results of Economic
Warfare

NUCH HARM ALRGADY DONE

Endeaver - to -Induce  Allies' to
Abandon Such a Policy

Lonflon, June 15—The Westminster
Gazette publishes & summary of “the
economic war,” issned by the Royal In-
stitute for Navigation and Commerce in
the University of Kiel, with a general in-
troduction by .

WONENS COUNCL

Brantford, Ont., June 15—At the ses-
sion of the National Council of Women
yesterday afterncon, when the question
of the withdrawal of the 1.O.D.E. from
the council if ‘they did not refuse to al-
low German women to be affiliated with
them in the international cduncil, and
the election of officers came up, the
meeting was declared to be a secret sit-
ting, and the press was debarred.

Following the secret session, an official
statement was given to the Canadian
Press. - It ‘'was stated that there was
nothing to report, as the. werk of the
international council bad been entirely
in. aheyance -sinee the- beginning-of the
Y " the following.  resu
passed, to be sent - afterwards by the
secretary of the Natiomal Council of
Women' to-the secretary of the L.O.D.E.

“That the work of the women in in-
ternationally ‘organized  associations
(with the exception of the Red Cross)
since the beginning of the war has been
in abeyance. The National Council of
Women is in exactly the same position
with regard to its international affilia-
tions as the Y.M.C.A., W.C.T.U,, the Y.
W.C.A., the International Council of
Nurses, and the International Suffrage
Alliance, and like these international as-
sociations, the National Cauncil® of
Women is waiting until the war is won
before pronouncing an its policy. - One
fact is certain, and that is that the Na-
tional Council of Women will act in
harmony with the other national councils
of women of the British Empire.”

The question of immorality in board-
ing houses, with a need for provision for
girls, so that they could meet men
friends under moral conditions, was also
discussed. “Protect the girl and you
will protect the boy,” commented one
delegate, who favored, as did the con-
vention, the organization of a voluntary
women’s patrol to assist the young men
and girls in a friendly way.

This, it was suggested, would be the
opening wedge for the appointment of
women polioe.

‘Act In Russia

A Cable From Tokio Says Entente Gov-
ernments Press Japanese to Pursue

‘Ihis Course -

Tokio, Friday, June 7—(By the As-
sociated Press)—The Entente govern-
ments of Europe are bringing increasing
influence to bear to induce Japan to in-
tervene in Russia. Among the several
officers who have arrived in Tokio to
consult with the general staff is Major
Pichon, who was head of the French
military mission to Russia and whose
recall was demanded by the Bplsheviki.

Major Pichon is striving for interven-
tion in Siberla as a military necessity
with the same energy that he opposed
Roumania’s entrance into the war as an
ill-advised step. Major Pichon formerly
was military attache at Bucharest. Ap-
parently Japan is divided on the ques-
tion of interventien, but the army is
undergoing severe training. Regiments
frequently are heard tramping through
the streets of Tekio at night on their
return from long marches and manoe-
uvres. The partisans of intervention are
finding support from A. L Konovaloff,
formerly minister of trade and industry
in the Russlan provisional government,
and especially from Jules Destree, who
was appointed Belgian minister to Pet-
rograd in August, 1917. M. Destree,
who is a Socialist, arrived in Japan
after vainly seeking to return to Europe
across Finland. He suffered great hard-
ships in_his journey and lived for sev-
enty-five days in a railroad car.

“It is urgently ifnperative for the de-
fense of the interests of the Entente that
there shall be a liberation of the Rus-
sian people from Germanic domination,”
M. Destree declared. “The trans-Siber-
ian railroad is the only remadining com-
munication with the outside world and
this could be destroyed at any time by
the German prisoners of whom there are
20,000 under arms in Siberia. I saw
armed German%la,t every station, osten-
sibly allies of the Bolsheviki. The de-
struction of the trans-Siberian railroad
woudl mean the complete abandonment
of Russia to the Teutonic.”

INDUA READY 70 00

London, June 14—(Via Reuter’s Ot-
tawa Agency)—The Maharajah of Pa-
tiala, who is representing the princes of
India at the imperial war cabinet ses-
sions, interviewed by Reuter’s said that
what India has done was only a fore-
cast of what she will de.

German propaganda had been active
in India, he said, but India would have
none of it. 'There was no country in
the empire where British rule was more
valued and loved than in India, and it
was absolutely essential for India’s wel-
fare.

APAN TO BUILD SHIPS

Eondon, June 16—(British Admiralty,
per Wireless Press)—One of the emter-
prises which will be taken up and car-
ried to completion after war will be &
tunnel under the English Chammel, Sir
Arthur Fell, chairman of the House of
Commeons channel commmittee, speaking
at a meeting in London, explained the
importance of such a railway between
England and Frante.

Drops to Sixth Place Among the
American League Batters—

Chicago, June 15—“Babe” Ruth, Bos-
ton pitcher, whese hitting was the sen-
‘sation of ‘the' American League, and re-
sulted in his playing in the outfield, so
as to add hitting strength to the Red
Sox, ran into a slump in the last week.
He bas dropped to sixth place among
the batters who have played in twenty-
five or more games, according to aver-
ages published today.

Burns of Philadelphia, has batted his
way into the lead with a mark of .359.

Thrust At Paris

Amsterdam, June 14—A prominent
neutral furnishes an interesting account
of the manner in which the present phase
of the German offensive was begun by
the troops of the Crown Prince. He says
that immediately after the offensive
against Amiens and the Channel ports
the new offensive was launched by von
Moltke, through his influence with the
Kaiser, over a protest of Hindenburg.
The former chief of staff is said to have
outlined the foremost object as Paris,
an idea which Hindenburg opposed. The
latter’s view was.that Paris is not, as it
was, in 1870, the heart of the enemy’s
resistance. Von Hindenburg is said to
have insisted that England had replaced
France, and that London was the strate-
gic point for the Germans.

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* PARIS IS SAFE.

The drive on Paris has failed, and it
is now predicted that the Germans will
strike a terrific blow against the British
front near Amiens, in an effort to break
the line and reach the Channel ports.
The generally expressed view of the war
correspondents is that having failed to
reach Paris the enemy will try even
harder to gain success elsewhere before
the Americans can save the day. But
for the moment there is a lull.

1t is at least satisfactory to know that
Paris is safe,and that the Germans hgve
suffered very heavy losses without gain-
ing material advantage. They have been
using up their reserves at a rapid rate.
If Gen. Bridges is anywhere near right

.im_saying thet the flow of troops from
the United States is at the rate of a
quarter of a million a month, we can
uifderstand why Germany must strive
without delay to smash the French or
British army and gain the chznnel ports.

The general situation is better than a
week ago. While the enemy has gained
some ground, he has failed to attain his
objective, and while this must depress
his own troops it has exactly the oppos-
ite effect upon the; French and their
Allies, whose confidence irf their ability

“to hold the line will be stronger than
éver. There is also greater confidence
in' Gen. Foch, who has come out of this
affair with fresh laurels. His leadership
commands the fullest degree of confid-
ence.

A resamption of desperate fighting
within a few days or at any moment
may be anticipated, but there is a feel-
ing of great relief that the drive on Paris
has been stopped. The Germans have
once more miscalculated and must try
another f)lan.

OUR NEXT FORWARD STEP.

What steps are necessary to enable the
eity of St. John to take advantage of the
provisions of the new act relating to vo-

cational education?

The answer is found in Sections 4 and

8 of the act itself. Section 4 says:—

“In cities and incorporated towns ihe|

board of school trustees may apply, on
the ‘recommendation of the common
council or town council, as the case may
be, and in- districts where the school
trustees are elected the ratepayers may
at any annual meeting, by resolution, re-
quest the trustees of such school dis-
tricts to apply to the vocational edu_ca—
tion board for power to establish, equip,

and maintain a vocational school, setting |

tional education in New Brunswick has
just been issued in booklet form, and the
act itself is also available in printed
form. Copies should be secured by every
citizen interested in -the promotion of
educational training. Application to
Mr. Fletcher Peacock, secretary of the
committee will ensure receipt of copies.
Every locality should take full advantage
of the provisions of the act, and the city
of St. John sheuld take the lead.

CONCERNING RUSSIA.

The Russian problem - continues to
puzzle . the Allied countries. It is not
easy to see what can be done to offset
German influence. The country is torn
by factions, and none is powerful enough
to make headway against Germany. The
Bangor Commercial says:—

“There is no question of the efficient
manner in which) Germany has handled
the Russian situation. It steadily
subjugating the country and aims event-
ually to draw a great man-power from
Russia. If it brings about the restora-
tion of a monarchy it will have consid-
erable claims upon the new rulers that
it puts in office. Evidently there is but
one way that the Allies can make any
gains from Russia and prevent the cul-
mination of the Teuton plans, and this is
through the action of Japan and China
striking from Siberia. This has for some
time been evident and a few weeks ago a
despatch from London stated that action
for the relief of Russia was in con-
templation but such has not been taken
and the time is growing shorter every
day.”

Weighty assurances have been given
this week that Japan is ready to do
whatever is necessary to prove the sin-
cerity of her desire for Allied victory.
There has been evident reluctance to in-
tervene in Siberia, but we may be coming
to that soon. There would be peril for
the world in the subjection of Russia to
German influence, and it must be pre-
vented by Allied action, but whether in
the near or farther east is not yet de-
termined.

NEW FOOD VALUE.

A new unit or standard for the valua-
tion of foods has been fixed upon by
Professor von Pirquet of the Vienna
University’s children’s clinic. It is one
grain of mother’s milk of average fatty
content, which he terms “Nem,” the init-
ial letters of “Nahrungs-Einheits—Milch”
(standard nourishment milk). A thous-
and grams, or about one litre, of this
milk, is used for comparison.

Along with his new unit, Professor
von Pirquet has also invented a new me-
thod of arriving at an individual’s food
requirements. This consists in measur-
ing the length of the individual’s trunk.
Experiments carried on with sixty chil-
dren showed an accelerated growth, to-
gether with a considerable saving of food,
which reached as high as thirty per cent.
in some cases. |

Professor von Pirquet has arrived at
certain striking conclusions as to fats and

albuminoids. He considers a very small
albuminoid proportion adequate—as lit>
tle as ten per cent. of the total nourish-
ment—and that fats can be totally dis-
pensed with, providedl that two and one-
‘half times the usual quantity of carbo-
hydrates be included in the food.

Professor von Pirquet, in common with
'many European physicians, considers the
prevailing system of calories false and
useless.

In 1884, when he was seventy-one years
of age, John Jacob Astor made a tenta-
tive distribution of his estate by trust
deeds. The direction of his estate was
placed Jargely in the hands of his eldest
son, William B. Astor, but much of it
was tied up in trusts for the benefit of
the children of William B. Astor. Henry
Astor, who died on Friday, was one of
his ‘sons, the other two being John Jacob
Astor, the father of Baron William Wal-
dorf Astor, and William Astor.

When John Jacob Astor, founder of
the family, died in 1848, a share of his
fortune was inalienably in the hands of
Henry Astor. William B. Astor, who
probably became the richest of all the
Astors before or since, disinherited his

| son Henry, because of objections to his
| marriage, but lacked the power to de-

prive him of the fortune which John
Jacob Astor had provided for him.
William B. Astor, wkose fortune was
estimated at more than $100,000,000,
died in 1875, dividing his estate between

{ the two sons he recognized, John Jacob

Astor and William Astor. Had he re-
tained the good-will of his father, Henry

| Astor’s share in this estate would have

been in the neighborhood of $30,000,000,

{and he would have probably been at
. his death on Friday one of the richest

men in America. Other members of
the family followed the example of Wil-

! liam B. Astor in cutting off Henry from
. their fortune.
| was in the will of William Astor:—

The following varagraph

“It is my will and intention that
neither my brother Henry, nor his issue,
shall, as my heirs-at-law or next of kin,
receive any portion of my estate, and
any portion to which he or they would
in any cotningency be entitled I give to
the trustees of the 'Astor Library for
the corporate purposes of the said in-
stitution.”

In 1869 a rearramgement was made of
the Astor estate by consent of the heirs;
of John Jacob. Astor for the purpose of

Astor, consisting almost solely of New
York City real estate, was set aside.
Henry Astor did not receive with the
trust the power of disposing of the prop-
erty by will, and, as he died without
children, the property goes to the de-
scendants of his brothers and sisters.
Those who receive the property held in
trust for Henry Astor will be the first
outright possessors of it after the orig-
inal John Jacob Astor.

The value of the property today is
estimated at between $10,000,000 and
$20,000,000. Administrators of the trust
said that the property was in so many
parcels of varying descriptions that it
would be extremely difficult to make an
estimate of its value, and that it could
only be said that it ran into millions.

Henry Astor, after his marriage at an
early age to Melvina Dinehart, the
daughter of his father’s gardener at West
Copake, which caused his estrangement
from the rest of the family, lived for
the most part the life of a farmer on

Nations Arranging to Check Werk
Germany Already is Deing

Washington, June 18— (Associated
Press Correspondence)—While the Al-
lies are engaged in the struggle with
German autocracy, the problem of meet-
ing industrial aggression after the war
also is receiving attention.

France is debating regulations to com-
pel registration of nationality by manu-
facturers and trades people, so that the
nation which has borne the brunt of the
German assault may not unwittingly
send gold to provide funds for another
war. Italy has issued a decree requiring
declarations of nationality. Others of
the Allied countries are discussing sim-
ilar measures, despite opposition in some
official quarters to anything savoring of
an “economic war after the war.”

German duplicity and intrigue reveal-
ed in the last four years have strength-
ened fears in European countries that
Germany may attempt to market her
goods when peace comes by means of
“masked exports,” giving the impression
that they originated elsewhere., Official
despatches, quoting financial writers, say
that it is to be expected France for some
time after the war ends will be de-
pendent upon imports, because the most
important industrial districts have been
devastated by the invaders and in order
to prevent unwitting buying of enemy

With regard to the personal register, it
is the intention to make one for each
community, containing the names and
addresses of all the inhabitants, their
birthplaces and the names of their par-
ents. All storekeepers shall hang in
their shops a sign plainly stating their
rationality. On the basis of this per-
sonal register, a trade register shall be
kept, as in Haly, Spain, Sweden, Nor-
way, Denmark, Switzerland, Hungary
and Germany.

German goods. Economists have pointed

Writers in neutral European countries
have pointed out that such international
protective system would do away with
all suspicion regarding the origin of
goods, make access to the big markets
easier and protect them against being
monopolized by the more powerful states.
