Toronto. Jan. 13—Prompted by fears of
a conspiracy among railway employes in
various parts of the country, where goods
in transit have been pilfered, the Canadian
Manufacturers’ Association is taking steps
to prevent further losses,

During the last few months, complaints
bave reached the head office of the asso-
ciation that large quantities of boots, shoes,
liguor and kindred commodities that can
be put into immediate use, have been
stolen while in transit, and investigations
made in Toronto, Winnipeg, Saskatoon
and other places are said to have shown
that railway men have conspired to rob
the manufacturers.

Pilfer-proof boxes and a special kind of
nails, which are being made under the di-
rection of the Canadian Manufacturers’
Association, are likely to be generally used
in future by shippers of goods such as
those which have recently been stolen.

The Freight Delaye Association is -also
taking up the question of freight delays.
Figuring that prompt and efficient service
is as important as the question of rates,
the secretary has wddrme:l letters to sev-
eral thousand members asking for epecific
evidence.

(Special to Times)

Halifax, N. 8., Jan. 13—Steamship Ura-
nium, ashore at Chebucto Head, is in the
same position as when 'she struck the
rocks last night. An attempt will be made
to pull her off at 12.30 today, hightide.

While the Scotsman was trying to put
an official of the Canadian Northern on
the Uranium, she got caught in' the suc-
tion of the latter’s propellor and was very
nearly pulled on the rocks. It was with
great difficulty that this was avoided. It
took fully half an hour to get the Scots-
man ouf of her dangerous position.

Pilot John Holland' went aboard the
Uranium this morning at 7.30. He reports
that No. 1 bulkhead (peak) ie stove in
and that there is two feet more of water
in than last night.

The opinion of those on board the Urani-
um is that the steamer will be gotten off
all right. The life boats will be held in
readiness in case of emergency. The water
about the ship is very deep.

Contrary opinions are expressed at the
scene of the wreck by captains and others
as to the probability of the Uranium be-
ing pulled off the rocks successfully. There
are those who are strongly of the opinion
that the steamer will not be freed. Some
of the crew say that there were three dis-
tinct bumps before the ship came to a

stop, which leads the belief that ehe struck
three rocks before finally settling down.'

Great Arbitration Proceedings in
England End— Decision. Sends
Down Stgck Price

Lon@on, Jan. 13—The Britisht govern-
ment is to pay to the National Telephone
company of the United Kingdom $62,576,-
320 in respect of the transfer of the com-
pany’s system to the ‘state, according to
a decision just received by the railway
and canal commission sitting as a court
of arbitration.

All the telephones in' the British Isle,
passed into the hands of the state on Jan-
uary, 1912.° The National Telephone Co.
originally claimed $105,000,000 for its in.
trests, but during the trial just ended,
wh}ch has lasted seventy-three days, this
claim was reduced by many millions by
way of agreemeént. It had been expected
by the London Stock Exchange, however,
that the National Telephone Co. would re-
ceive from $80,000,000 to $90,000,000. The
stock of the cmopany, which at one time
stood on' the list at 162 and which had
beea at 141 for 'some time, immediately
upon the announcement of the of the
award, fell to 109. The arbitration, both
a8 to the amount claimed and the length
of the hearing has been been one of the
biggest in thewhistory of the country.

Dr. MacVicar first referred to the pleas-
ure of seeing childrén playing even in the
streets and particularly mentioned the
merry faces of the children in Japan and
Chin." He spoke very earnestly of child
life, first when the darker side was pre-
sented and then of the lighter side.

Some peoplé had ‘said that there were
no neglected children in 8t. John but it
was only necessary for these people to go
about with their eyes open and they would
soon learn differently. He spoke of the
early ideas of correcting faults in children
by building reformatories and houses of
correction for those convicted of crime.
This he thought''was a great mistake for
in many cases the children were hardly.to
blame as they were doing things which,
if not actually taught them, were merely
imitations of what they had seen their
elders doing, "

Dr. MacVicar told of many instances
where cHildreén™Who on account of lack
of home ‘training and becatise their par-
ents were jrrespomsible, had not a proper
start in life. “If we are looking forward
to a greater St. John,” said the speaker,
“we should at onhce take hold of the prob-
lem of providing a proper training for the
children whoge parents will not assume the
responsibility of properly bringing up their
children. We cannot delay in getting
passed legislation that will cause these
children to be cared for.”

He referred to reformdtories as in many
cases being considered simply as jails by

4 the boys, but he thought that the boys

should be given more liberty amd more
reliance -placed on their honor. He be-
lieved that the Boys’ Industrial Home at
East St. John was a fine example of what
a reformatory should be and he was great-
ly pleased with, the results of the system
there.

The new ideas of child training were re-
sponsible for the doing away with many
of these houdes of correction and the sense
of honor was being developed in children,
convicted of crime.

Dr. MacVicar spoke of many cases of
children’s crimes, which had come to his
notice, and in almost every instance it was
believed that had the children been prop-
erly trained and had their sense of honor
been developed the crimes would not have
taken place.

Referring to the bright side of the pic-
ture of childhood, Dr. MacVicar spoke of
the spirit of play, which was present in
all children, and he believed that this wes
in need of development. The love of play
should be present in all human beings and
he spoke particularly of the good derived
from games and athletic contests. Foot-
ball, baseball and other gimes helped to
round out the muscles as well as to teach
one to act and think quickly and also to
control himself.

In -conclusion, he said that there was
need of deeds as well as prayers in order
to bring about the necessary conditions
under which neglected children would be

properly trained.

CANADA'S REVENUE A RECORD

But Berden Has Thrown Promises
" Aside and Made Great Increase in
. Expenditures

Ottawa, Jafi. 12—Canada’s revenue for
three-quarter of the current fiscal year up
to the end of December has been $124,577,-
556, an increase of $25,085,609 or nearly
26 per cent., as;compared with the corres-
ponding nine months of 1911.

If the same rate of increase is maintain-
ed for the next three months the total
revende for the year will, it is estimated,
pass “$170,000,000 mark.

The increase has, of course, been largely
ir customs revenue, which for the nime
months has totalled $84,747,008, an increase
of $20,643,019.

Excise revenue hag totalled $16,198,474,
a» increase of nearly $2,000,000. Post office
revenue shows a gain of $1,100,000.

The revenue for last month totalled $14,-
142,180, an increase of $2,546,081 over the
preceding December.

The expenditure, also, shows a consider-
able increase, under .the new administra-
tion. ¥or the nine months the expendi-
ivre on revenue account totalled $67,001,-
575, a jump of $12,697,704 over the corres-
ponding period of 1911. Tt is by far the
largest jump in ordinary expenditure for
any nine months in the history of the
dominion and certainly does not jibe'with
Premier Borden’s pre-election promises of
economic reforms that would reduce
‘‘wasteful” Liberal expenditures by $10,-
000,000.

On capital account the outlay for the
nine months has been $22,670,103, an in-
crease of $3,626,749.

The net debt of the dominion at the end
of the year stood at $304,194,456, a decrease
of a little over $9,000,000 during 1912,

"There is to be no abandonment of food
taxes, says the Pall Mall Gazette.

Food taxes are to be relegated to a sec-
ond election, says the Daily Telegraph,
which invented this alternative to the now
discarded referendum.

The immediate outcome is the dropping
of food taxes and the definite postpone-
ment of Imperial preference, says the
Birmingham Post, which is credited with

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THE PARCEL POST

Canada is about to experience a Vigor-
pus agitation for a parcel post system &im-
ilar to that which has been inaugurated
in #he United States. Already one of the
big express companies in the States has
reduced its rates to meet the mew com-
petition. This leads the Toronto World
to observe.— »

“The express companies in Canada will
continue to maintain their present rates
s0 long as the Dominion Government
charges sixty-four cents for carrying &
package ' weighing four pounds, and refuses
to accept a package weighing more than
four pounds at any price. When are Can-
adians to get relief?”’ i

The World points out that “Postmaster-
General Pelletier could begin a parcel post
gervice tomorrow by changing the “regula-
tions Tespecting fourth-class mail matter;
he could increase the limit of weight from
- four pounds to eleven pounds, and reduce
the rate from eixteen cents a pound to
eight cents, or even six.” =

The conference committee of one hun
dred of the Toronto Board of Trade last
week discussed e resolution urging the
Dominion government to make improve-
ments in the parcel post system. It was
pointed out that while parcels up to e{wen
pounds were now entering Canada from
the United States the limit here remained
five pounds. The setatement was made
that Canada is probably the only civilized
country without an adequate system of
parcel post.

Of couree the proposed reform will be
opposed. The Retail Merchants Associa-
tion of Canada last week sent a delega-
tion to Ottawa to interview Premier Bor-
den, and among other things they pro-
tested against the inauguration of a par
cels post eystem, which they contended
wotild mean the taking of money from the
Dominion treasury for the benefit of a few
mail order houses. They will have sup-
port from other oom:xn’roial organizations
and from the express companies, and the
government will find itself called upon to
decide whether the existing conditions or
the change asked for would be of great-
est good to the greatest mumber. In the
United States they appear to have ans-
wered that qiestion to the satiefaction of
the greatest number.

BANKRUPICY LAW

There is & movement on foot, having
lately been started in Toronto, to secure
a uniform bankruptey law for the Do-
minion, with a bankruptey court in each
province. The Toronto correspondent of
the Montreal Financial Times writes:—

“Phe attitude of eome of the biggest
manufacturers in this city and of busi-
ness men generally to the proposal laid
before the Ontario Bar Association by Mr.
James Bicknell, K. C., that a bankruptcy
court should be established in ‘each prov-
ince and that the insolvency laws ehould
be made more uniform, would eeem to
show that should legislation along this
line be introduced it would receive ex-
ceptionally strong support. Because the
liquidation of eseets; especially in On-
tario, has in the past proved most unsat-
isfactory, the matter is ome in which the
liveliest interest is taken. Most of the
businese men, interviewed by The Finan-
cial Times aggreed that probably the great-
est flaw in the present insolvency law is
the totally inadequate punishment meted
to dishonest debtors.”

It is claimed that a Dominion law can
be enacted, “as the British North Am-
erica Act empowers the Dominion parlia-
ment to provide for the establishment of
additional courts for the better adminis-
tration of the laws of Canada.” It is ex-

pected that a copy of Mr. Bicknell’s ad-|

dress will be sent to the minister of just-
ice, and that the legal associations of the
nine provinces, besides the various mer-
cantile and manpfacturing associations of
the Dominion, will be asked to endorse
and further the proposal in every way
possible. A number of high court judges
in Ontario who were interviewed express-
ed the view that something should be
done to improve the bankruptey laws of
Canada, and Mr. Bicknell contends that:
“If it be true that unmiform commercial
laws would be in the best interests of Can-
adian commerce, then it i equally true
that these laws referring to insolvency
throughout the Dominion should be uni-
form.”

The sanitarium and the proposed Chil-
dren’s Protection Act will be two very
important matters to be considered by
the municipal council next week.

‘Local authorities are
given compulsory powers to remove or
alter existing buildings and to acquire
land subject to compensation for injury,
but when property is enhanced in value
any local authority is entitled to recover
one-half the amount by which the value
of the property is enhanced.”

THE 1912 WHEAT
CROP SMALLER
THAN THAT OF 1811

Ottawa, Jan. 10—Final estimate of the
yield and vaiue of the principal field crops
of Canade for the season of 1912 are is-
sued today by the Census and Statistics
office of the Department of Trade and
Commerce. Upon a total area under field
crops of 32,474,000 acres a harvest has been
reaped, the value of which, calculated at
average local market prices, makes a total
of $500,487,000. The area under wheat last

els of the value of $19,626,000.

By comparigon with 1911 the results of
last year’s harvest, both as regards total
yield and value, are upon the whole in-
ferior. The average prices realized: for
most of the crops were somewhat less,
whilst the yields from wheat, rye, peas,
beans and corn for husking were also low-
er. On the other hand oats yielded about
13 1-2 million bushels more than in ]911,

URANIUM STRISES AT

HARBOR F HALFAX

to Halifax harbor today and landed in
safety. 'The ship hangs by her bow on'a
reef at. Chebucto Head, The captain’and
his crey are stil laboard, hoping to float
her. 'Fhe steamer struck on-the ledge in
a heavy fog while the captain was. man-
oeuvring for a pilot. -

The stranded ship struck bow on when
the tide was half high and in the middle
of the afternoon her bow was eix feet outI
of water, with seven fathoms of water,’
amidships and seventeen fathoms at the '
stern. :

The number of passengers oh board
was 880, of whom 640 were for New York
and 240 for Halifax. Of these 100 were
cabin and the remainder steerage. It was!
expected that the crowd would be off the
steamship by 7 o’clock this evening, but
they got clear of her by 5.

The Lady Laurier took the women and
children first, and then the men 'were
transferred to the Bridgewater. The wind
was heavy from the southwest and the
Uranium therefore is protected by Che-
bucto Head. - Had the wind been in- the
opposite direction the ship would have
been fully exposed to the sweep of the
whole Atlantic and must have broken up
almost at onhce.

She will be in terrible’ peril whenever
the wind does change. Captain Eustace, |
of the Uranium, is convinced that he will|
get his eteamship off and at first objected |
to entertain a proposition to disembark ;
the passengers. 'An attempt will be made
to float the stranded steamship. The
wrecking eteamers are still standing by. |

The nationality of the passengers is Rus- |
sian, German and Austrian. The Uramum
has 500 tone of cargo for New York and
200 for Halifax.

N STATE OF MAINE

Measure - For The Legislature: Backed By

Grange,. Automobile and Hotel Interests—

Its Provisions

(Augusta Correspondent Bangor Com-

mercial.)

A mass of important measures appeared
at Thursday’s session of the legislature.
Two of the highway bills under which it
is proposed that the receipts of the $2,000,-
000 highway bonds, authorized at the elec-
tion last September, shall be expended,
were introduced in the house. One was of-
fered by Rep. Scates of Westboro and the
other by Rep. Butler of Farmington.

Mr. Scates’ bill has the endorsement of
the state grange, the Maine Automobile
association and other organizations. It
represents, so its advocates ‘declare, more
than a year’s study of the problem of
Maine’s highway needs and the highway
laws of other states.

The framers of the bill say they have
kept two objects constantly in view: the
total elimination of politics and the adop-
tion of a method of distributing the money
which will prevent wasteful expenditures.

The bill provides for the creation of a
state highway board of three members to
be appointed by the governor, so arranged
that the term of office of only one mem-
ber expires in any one year. The salary
of a member is $500. This nominal salary
will prevent men seeking office for the
salary. The board, with the comsent of
the governor and council, is empowered
to select a state highway engineer and such
other engineers, supervisors and assistants
on such time and terms as may be for the
best interest for the state, the object be-
ing to have the department conducted ex-
actly the same as any other great business

Two Classes of Roads

Two classes of roads are to be estab-
lished, both of which shall receive state
aid. The first are to be known as “state
roads” or main thoroughfares, and are to
be laid out by and constructed wholly
under the supervision of the highway
board. They ehall be continuous routes
i through the state as well as accommodate
lthe greatest volume of business, agricul-
| tural, manufacturing and tourist on the
“smallest possible mileage, and such system
ishall be interlocking. That is, the sys-
tem of one county must connect with those
of adjoiningg counties, eo as to.make a
continuous route. At the same time, the
!east and west systems must be connected
tby routes running north and south, so
| that the public may travel from one ays-
[tem to another.

The state must bear at least one-half the
cost of such main thoroughfares and as
much more as will be equitable and just,
and may, in some instances, bear the whole
cost. The municipalities through which
they run are to bear such part of the
cost as is equitable and just, in no case
to exceed one-half the cost. Once all or
any part of these roads are constructed,
the state is forever to maintain them and
the bill provides the patrol system of
maintenance shall be adopted; a man
given a certain section to look after, de-
voting his whole time to the work during
the time the roads are not covered by
snow. -This system will develop in a short
time a corps of men who will become ex-
perts in road maintenance.

State and Roads

These are to be roads which acerof local
importance only. Municipal officers of
the different towns are to designate a sys-
tem of roads within their juriediction as
would best serve outlying communities,
connect adjoiningg towns and villages and
facilitate travel in reaching markets, rail-
road conection and state roads. These
state aid roads while designated by the
municipal officers, must receive the ap-
proval of the state highway board before
they are accepted and the board has the
authority to accept all or any part or re-
jeet all or any part of them. Under the
old law, only one road leading into a town
or village could be designated as a state
aid road. Under this bill every road lead-
{ing into such municipality can be desig-
jnated as a state aifl road and receive aid
from the state. The present sliding scale
of giving the smaller towns a larger pro-
portionate amount of the aid than the
larger towns, has been adopted. Within
certain limits towns applying for state
aid for state rodds, the board shall appor-
tion from state funds for each dollar ap-
propriated by the town the following:

Towns having a valuation of $200,000 or
less, $2 for each $1 appropriated by the
town.

Towns having over $200,000 valuation
‘and less than 31,000,000 are to receive $1
'state aid for every dollar abpropriated.
Towns having over $1,000,000 and less
ithun $1,200,000 will receive $.92 for each
idollar appropriated.

! Towns having $1,200,000 valuation and
;lvss than $1,400,000 will receive $.85 for
lcu(-h dollar appropriated.

Towns ‘having over $1,600,000 in valua-
tion will receive $.75 for each $1 appro-
priated. |

To unincorporated townships the state
gives 81 for each 66 cents appropriated.
The ‘proposed new law is much more fav-
orable to the smaller towns than the old
one. Under the old law a town having
a valuation of say $800,000, by appropriat-
ing $400, could receive $400 from the state
and no more. If it appropriated $4,000, it
could receive only $400. 'Ehe bill provides
that once in five years any town can ap-
propriate five times its annual amount of
state aid for that year, but a bonus of 25
per cent. for making the larger appropria-
-tion.

An Example

A town having a valuation of say $800,-
000 may once in five years appropriate

only the same amount, $2,000 from the
state, but a bonus of 25 per cent, or $500
making the total state aid received $2,500.
This i3 to encourage towns to eliminate
the present patchwork policy. After any
gection of these state aid roads are com-
pleted, the road comumissioner must go
over them every two weeks and make
all necessary repairs, and follow such other
instructions as the state highway depart-
ments shall direct. Once a month he must
report to the state highway board what he
has done and the cost of the same. If the
road commissioner has followed the law
and the instructions of the highway de-
partment at the end of the municipal year,
the state is to reimburse the municipality
for one-nalf the cost of maintenance. If,
i however, the work is not done in a man-
Ener satisfactory to the highway board, the
jtown is debarred from receiving any state
assistance.

For Maintenance

{  The state roads or main thoroughfares
|are to be maintained wholly under the
| supervision of the state highway board
rand at the expense of the state, the muni-
cipalitics having nothing whatever to do
with their maintenance. The state aid
roads or roads of local importance are to
be maintained by the local road commis-
sioners under the direct supervision and
instruction of the state highway board,
and the state is to bear one-half the cost
provided the work is done to the satis-
faction of the highway board.

The right of eminent domain is given
the board for taking of land and material
for highway purposes. No state money
shall be expended in thickly settled por-
tions of towns or cities of 2,500 or more
population. The board determines such
sections. The width of wheel rims that
can be used on improved state roads is
to be determined by the board but one
years notice must be given before the law
becames operative. The board also has
power to regulate load and speed of mo-
tor trucks on improved state roads. When-
ever the construction of a state road in
any town is undertaken, it shall be in a
section of not Jess than one mile in length,
provided such length of road lies in such
town.

Whenever the town shall neglect to

maintain or improve a state aid road, the
board may make the necessary repairs and
the cost of the same shall be assessed
against the town. Work must be begun
for the permarent improvement of the
ircads on or before June 1 of each year,
|or the town forfeits the state aid. The
!names of such towns as lose their state
iaid for any reason, shall be published in
| one newspaper, at least, in the county in
{ v-hich they are located, and the reason for
!their losing their state aid given. The
| services of an engineer shall be fumis}_\ed
]i'ree by the state to any town requiring
;them.
{ The bill contains an enabling act where-
| by counties may vote money to augment
the amount received from the state for
{the construction of roads in the county.
| The money to be voted by direct assess-
ment on the property of the county or
by the issuance of bonds. The county com-
! misgioners may call for such a vote in
‘their county and shall be obliged to, on
petition of five per cent. of the voters in
the county. taking the last gubernatorial
vote as a basis.

All vehicles on wheels are to carry at
least one light one hour after sumset un-
til one hour before sun rise. The placing
of turf in the traveled part of highways
is prohibited. No advertising signs shall

five times $400 or $2,000, and receive not |

be erected within 500 feet of crossings of
ways or intersections of roads.

' An Equalizing Board

The highway board and the govermor
and council is comstituted an equalizing:
board to see that 'all money under the
bond issue is equitably expended in the
several counties, and whenever the amount
called for under this act by the different
towns in the several counties, exceeds such
equitable amount, the board shall make
such pro rata reductions as will limit the
amount that can be equitably received
by the county.

The bill authorizes the issuance of $2,-
000,000 worth of bonds on such time and
terms, not exceeding 30 years, as the gov-
ernor and council may determine, hypoth-~
ecating ‘the automobile license fees first, to
pay interest on the bond issue, and sec-
ond to redeem the bonds as they annually
mature, but not more than $500,000 can
be issued in any one year.

At dangerous turns wheunever the bushes
in the highway or on private land ob-
structs the view at sharp turns or ap-
proach to railroad crossings, the board
shali cause their removal. The present of-
fice of the state highway commissioner is
abolished and the present law repealed,
and all existant contracts are to be takeu
over by the new board.

The Butler Bi'l

Mr. Butler’s bill provides for the crea-
tion of a state highway commission and for
the issuing of state highway bonds. Ma-
ckinery is provided for the commission and
an interlocking system of state highways
is established. The bill provides for state
aid for important county and town high-
ways and also for the continuous mainten-
ance of all highways to the improvement
of which the state has contributed, or
shall contribute in the future. The $2.-
000,000 bond issue is to be distributed
equitably among the several counties.

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THE NEW COTTON FABRICS IMITATE THE WINTER ONES

Voile With a Jacquard Design Will Be the Novelty for Spring and Ratine
Will Again Be Popular in Various Weaves— Cheruit Shows Oriental Sashes
—These Wil IBe Drawn Over the Hips and Tied at the Sides—Worth Insists

Upon Angel Sleeves.

We have rather a good method in Am-
erica of going slowly on new fabrics until
the public gives a verdict and then multi-
plying the product. This has been the
vage with ratines and with rough weaves
of all kinds.

«over here. "

Whatever we are wearing now ie of

There ‘are also cotton voiles with deep
agaric borders’ in.colors or plain, which
will be used as an edge to tunics and for
the hem of the skirt, and also for that
deep Oriental eash which Cheruit intro-
duced six months after the pannier. As
for crepe de chine, plain, striped, with a
Persian pattern or a jacquard design,
there will evidently be no end of it.

$300 for a gown at her dressmaker’s on
Tuesday will see its exact copy for $50.50
in a shop window on Wednesday. It is
in the material, and 'in this only that a
woman can hope to be exclusive in her
choice of clothes.

America neither makes nor imports large
guantities of the French fabrics at the
time when they are new and desirable,
and so the woman who wears a cutaway
suit of matelasse in October knows that
she will meet a hundred like suits in cut
but probably not two in that fabric. The
exclusive importers of materials bank
heavily on this fact and allow the dress-
makers who have a rich clientele an ex-
perimental handling of short lengths of
remarkable weaves that cannot be gotten
in this country. It is aleo for this rea-
son that a woman pays more for the fab-
ric she uses than for any novelty in style.
She has learned this expensive lesson at a
large cost and the importers have taught
it to her. ;

But are there 80 few' novelties in etyle,
you ask. The answer is that there are
more novelties than the average woman
cares to keep up with, but the present
wholesale method of copying a new cut
that is shown in Paris destroys a novelty
as soon as it is out. The mills evidently
in America cannot work as rapidly as
the tailors and dressmakers do, because
they do not supply novelty material until
a year after its birth. Possibly there is
more secrecy between'the manufacturers
of the two countries and we are not able

choose to sell their products to America
in the wholesale way that the Paris dress-
makers do.

PREVING ON WEAKNESS
OF PEOPLE FOR DRUGS

Cases Coming to Light in Pars
Show Large Illicit Trade

Paris, Jan. 13—The police are investigat-
ing the case of a young woman ‘dead from
the effects of cocaine poisoning. She was
found dying in a hotel of the Saint-Georges
quarter, and was conveyed to the Laris-
boisiere Hospital. It was found that in-
jections of cocaine had been made in the
thighs, and it was afterwards learned that
the young woman, who was identified as
Yvonne Bock, 27 year of age, a native of
Brest, had, expressed the intention of com-
mitting suicide by means of an excessive
dose of cocaine.

The first results of the police investiga-
tion -have been the arrest of & man named
Jarzuel, whose address was found among
the papers of a young chasseur of one of
the large restaurants, and who is known
as being able to procure cocaine—as too
many of them regularly do. This man was
formerly a hack-writer for the press, but
he seems to have abandoned letters for the
more lucrative trade of secretly selling
drugs. He lived alone, but was daily visit-
ed by young men and girls, and the pro-
prietor of the house had already threaten-
ed to give him notice, as he feared he was
engaged in some illicit business.

It appears that Jarzeul had a very large

circle of customers. His trade was so no-
torious that it is impossible to imagine it
was unknown to the police, and the only
point to be elucidated is how Jarzuel con-
trived to secure sufficient quantities of co-
caine to satisfy the nightly demand.
A similar strange indulgence appears to
have been extended by the authorities to
Lestringuez, a poet. Inquiries at Rouen,
where he was garrisoned, elicited the in-
formation that while performing his mii-
tary service Lestringuez rented a single
room, furnished with a bed, table, and a
few chairs. Here he used to receive soldier
friends in mufti, and all would remain
shut up for hours in silence. Lestringuez
then fell ill, and at the hospital, the cause
of his sickness was quickly discovered, but
the only. step taken was to forbid soldiers
to have rooms outside the barracks.
