HOME FOR IMBECILES

Seafield House, Formerly a Con-
vent, Now Under Reconstruction,

Damaged to Extent of $100,000

Liverpool, Sept. 28—Militant suffra-
gettes set fire to Seafield House at Sea-
forth four miles ‘to the northwest of
Liverpool, during last night and caused
damage estimated at $100,000.

The members of the “Arson squad”
left a quantity of suffrage literature
strewn about the lawns. The building
which was formerly used as a convent,
was undergoing reconstruction at &
cost of $180,000 and was to be turned
into a home for imbeciles. The entire
insfitution is valued at nearly $1,000,-

BIG EARTH SLIDE IN
CULEBRA CUT

Panama, Sept. 28—A movement of
the east bank of Culebra cut, north of
Gold Hill, Saturday cast 200,000 cubic
yards of rock and earth into the Panama
Canal. The debris extends across the
cut for a depth of several feet.

This slide will not affect the flooding
of Culebra cut in October, because it can
be removed readily by dredges, but it
may indicate the beginning of a general
movement of a similar nature at' the
south end of Gold Hill, where several
million cubic yards of earth are in mo-
tion, and thus delay the opening of navi-
gation.

FOR FREEDOM

Real Battle Commenced T.

BEFORE GOVERNOR

Both Sides Confident — M., fle
Carried to Supreme Court—

Concord, N. H, Sept. 283—Harry K.
Thaw’s’ real fight for freedom began

today with the opening of the extradit-
ion hearing by Governor Felker, counsel

WAR AGAIN

IN BALKANS

Carnegie Hero
Saves Ten
More Lives

Gallant Rescue of Crew
of Wrecked Schooner—
. Two Women on Board

(Canadian Press)

Edgartown, Mass., Sept. 28—The five-
masted schooner Marcus L. Urann, with
coal from Sewalls Point, Va. for Bos-
ton ran on the dangerous. Skiffs Island
Shoal in Musket Channell yesterday.
For several hours Captain Benjamin
Thomas and his crew of eight, together
with the wives of the captain and the
steward, were forced to remain on their
vessel in a heavy southerly gale until a
lift in the dense fog this afternoon dis-
closed their presence to those on ‘shore.

Capt. Levi Jackson, holder of a Car-
negie medal ' for life-saving  exploits,
dashed out of the harbor on his auxil-
jary fishing schooner Pricillia II, pur-
chéised, in part, by money from the Car-
negie hero fund commission, but was
unable to bring his little boat alongside
the big coaster. Jumping into a dory,
he was the first to board the Urann,
and handling the oars himself helped to
transfer the women and the sailors, two
by two, to the Priscillia, without mis-
hap. Most of them brought along their
personal belongings.

CANADA' FACING
A MEAT  FAMINE

Reduction in U. S. Tariff Diverts
Large Shipments of Beef Across
the Border—Prices Advancing

Montreal, Sept. 28It is asserted in
Montreal that over 100 carloads of live

{beef have ben shipped from Montreal
during the last three weeks to  United

States cities. Thirty-four carloads were
bought last week in the local market for
shipment over the line. The buying has
so cut into the local packers’ interest
that they threaten, if American buyers
continue to take the supplies offered
there, to stop purehasing at the stock
yards and secure their future supplies
through agents in the country.

In anticipation of the duty on live
beef being reduced from 27% per cent.
to ten per cent. United States buyers
from New Jersey and New York con-
cerns are offering inducements to cattla
drovers to tie up their cattle for United:
States markets. They have impressed
many drovers and it is believed that as
soon as the new tariff becomes effective
train loads of beef will be going over
the line each week from the Montreal
and Toronto markets,

This invasion by United States buy-
ers has caused the price of meats to
advance from 25 cents to 85 cents a cwt.
and a further rise is expected. Few
good cattle are coming to Canadiam
markets, but United States buyers seemy
content to take the common grades fon
which they are paying three and one-half
cents to four cents per pound. Thesq
are mostly what are termed in Montreal
as canning stock.

If the United States continues to
draw meat supplies from Canadian mar«
kets Canada will face a meat famine,
ag supplies are none too plentiful nowy
and prices during the last year have
averaged the highest ever known.

Reports from southern Canada state
that agents of American concerns have
for the last fortnight been going through
the country buying cattle and having
them held for shipment as soon as theq
tariff is reduced.

Albanians and Servians
\n Battle

200 SERVIANS KILLED

Servian Fort Captured by 20,000
Albanians—Australia and Bal-
garian Officers in Command—
United States Will  Take a
Hand

(Canadian Press)

Vienna, Septi' 28—In a fierce battle
today between Servian troops and Al-
banians on the new Albanian frontier,
200 Albanians were killed, according to
a despatch o the Neue Frie Presse. The
fighting is' reported to have occurred at
a place bétween Dibra and Jakova
where many of: the battles between the
Servians and Turks were fought in the
recent Balkan war. The encounter was
brought about by an attempt of several .
thousand Albanians %o penetrate the |
territory captured by the Servians from
the Turks. They were repulsed. !

The Servian troops lost one captain
and a considerable number of men. They
have since been reinforced. A

United States Interested

. Washington, Sept. 28—State depart-
ment officials said today that the report-
ed seizure of the American mission '
school at Koritza, Albania, by Greeks,
would raise an important diplomatic
question, as the status of American in-
stitutions in Albania has not been de-
termined under ‘the new territorial de-
Hmitations growing out of the war be-!

Servian Fort Captared

Belgrade, Servia, Sept. 28—The Ser
vian fortifications of the town of Dibra,
Albania, were captured today by a force
of 20,000 well armed Albanians, accord-
ing to a report here. Servian reinforce-
ments were hastily despatched to the as-
sistance to the garrison.

The Albanians were said to be led by
Austrian and Bulgarian officers.

SAYS McGARTHY WAS
KNOCKED OVER WHARF

here.

Boy Named Doyle Saw Encounter Be-
tween Victim of Drowning and Com-
panion—Result of Quarrel

A new light' on the drowning of
Charles McCarthy off Lower Cove slip
Friday has been supplied to the police
by a fifteen-year old boy named Doyle.
If true, the new evidence will probably
lead to a court sequel to the case.

Such has been the certainty that Mc-
Carthy met his death by accidentally
falling off the dock that Coroner Berry-
man, asked by the Times whether an
inquest would be held, replied:

“Oh, no, we're not going to hold an
inquest into that.”

But the boy Doyle comes forward
with a statement which, if true, points
strongly to manslaughter instead of ac-
cidental death.

The boy says that he saw McCarthy
and another man walk up towards the

slip quarrelling violently, When they
reached the slip he saw McCarthy take

off his coat as though to fight the other
man, who lashed out with his fist,
knocking McCarthy, according to Doyle,
over the edge of the slip into the water.

Then the other man disappeared. The
police are investigating Doyle’s story.

McCarthy’s death would seem to need
some explanation, as ordinarily he could
take good care of himself in the water.
On one occasion he showed his ability
as a swimmer by rescuing another man
and supoprting him in the water - for
forty-five minutes before help arrived.

When McCarthy’s body was recovered
a bruise on the back of the head was
noticed.

The funeral of McCarthy was held at
2.80 from O’Neil’s undertaking parlors
to St. Peter’s church, where Rev. Father
Groggan conducted the service. Inter-
ment was made in the Catholic ceme-
uﬂl

SERVICE FOR WOMEN

Department of  Agriculture  Asks
Suggestions From Wives and
Daughters of 50,000 Farmers

David F. Houston, secretary of agri-
culturey within the next few days will
address a letter to the women mem-
bers of 50,000 farm households through-
out the United States, requesting them
to give him information as to how the
Department of Agriculture can best
serve the needs of the farm women.

These letters will be addressed “To
Housewives on the Homes of the Offi-
cial Crop Correspondents” and will be
sent to the full list of Crop Correspond-
ents for transmission to the women
members of their households. With
each letter will be supplied a return en-
velope in which the women can forward
their suggestions.

This inquiry results from the receipt
of a letter addressed to the secretary
in which the writer said:

“The farm woman has been the most
neglected factor in the rural problem
and she has been especially neglected
by the national Department of Agri-
culture.”

This letter was written not by a wo-
man but by a broad-minded man so
thoroughly in touch with the agricul-
tural and domestic needs of the country
that his opinions have great weight.
Following the receipt of this letter, the

secretary determined that the best way-

for the department to learn how to give
these women the fullest possible aid and
service which their important place in
agricultural production warrants, was to
write to the women themselves and ask
them to miake their own suggestions.

In the letter these women are invit-
ed to give individual answers to the
letter or to discuss the matter in their
ehurch ‘societies or women’s organiza-
tions and submit answers representing
the coinbined: opinions of the women of
their entire communities. The, answers
are requested not later then November
15 and this date is set because it will

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CORRECTING MR. BORDEN

Premier Borden is not to be permitted
to humbug the Canadian people if the
London Daily News can prevent it. Mr.
Borden has been trying to make the peo-
ple of Canada believe that an increased
burden has been imposed on the tax-
payers of the mother country because
the Canadian senate threw out the Bor-
den navy bill The London Daily
News promptly takes issue with Mr.
Borden and says:—

“We have again and again pointed out
that the result of his own policy was to
increase the burden of armaments of the
British tax-payers. It thrust upon the
people of these islands the heavy task of
manning and maintaining three unne-
cessary dreadnoughts and threatened to
launch us once again on a wild career
of unlimited naval rivalry.”

While it is important that Mr. Borden
should not mislead the people of Canada,
it is also important that he should not
be permitted to mislead the government
and people of the United Kingdom, in
relation to Canadian sentiment on the
navy question. The people of Canada
are quite as loyal to the King as are the
people of York or Devonshire. 'They are
ready to bear their share of the burden
of Imperial defence, but they will not
accept the brand of inferiority and be
content to hire their fighting done. Mr.
,Borden’s talk about Canada having a
voice in the affairs of the Empire must
assume a more definite form. What
share could Canada possibly have in |
shaping the foreign policy of the Brit-}
ish Empire at the present time? 'The
British government would simply smile
at the presumption of Premier Borden,
or refrain from doing so because the in-
fluence of Canada would be sa extremely
small as not to be worth thinking about.
Flag waving may be’ useful for tory

, party purpeses in Canada, but this mat-
ter of Canada’s relation to the Empire is
not to be settled by a Borden speech
or u Borden Club resolution. Canada’s
share in naval defence will be the es-
tablishinent of a Canadian navy, built
as far as imssible in Canuda and manned
as far 'as possible by Canadians. Any
other policy would humilinte Canada
and introduce serious difficulties into
he relations between Canada and the
rest of the FEmpire.

T'he solution being of the
same temperature and consistency as
the lymph in the blood, none of the
natural ingredients which make up the
blood are taken up by the solution of
salt,

After allowing *he hlood to flow
thirough the tubes for a given time, a
specimen of the saline solution is taken,
and then it is but a simple matter of
chemical analysis to find what peison or
foreign substanee is present in the sys-
tem of the patient.

London, Sept. 28—A proposal to make
the Aszores archipelago an international
neutral zone is under consideration by
the -American, British and German gov-

OCONEE AND TUG
<IN COLLISION
LAST. EVENING

On her way up river last evening the
Oconee came into collision with the tug
Winnie, which was on her way down
river at the time. The accident oc-
curred about 8.15 o’clock, just as the
boats ‘were opposite Hog Island and just
before the Oconee arrived ‘at Palmer’s
whart, : :

The night was very dark and Cap-
tain Flewelling of the Oconee when ask-
ed about the affair by a Times’ reporter
this morning said that he and the mate
were in the wheel house at the time and
about five minutes before the accident
took place he saw a red light in the
distance and knowing from that that
some vessel was approaching he put the
helm to port thus shewing his red light
and expected the captain of the ap-
proaching vessel to put his helm to port
also. Captain Flewelling said he was
"making for Palmer’s wharf, expecteing
the other captain to keep outside and
pass on the ‘port side which would have
been the correct side according to the
right of way laid down by law. Just
as the boats were about to pass the tug
Winnie, which the approaching vessel
proved to be, seemed to think she should
pass on the other side and swerved
crossing the bows of the Oconece. Cap-
tain Flewelling as soon as he saw that
a collision was inevitable gave the order
to the engineer for full speed astern but
it was too late and before the speed of
the Oconee could be lessened to any ex-
tent she struck the tug amidships mak-
irg quite a gash in her side and tearing
away part of about. four feet of her
guard. Fortunately the Winnie being
light, the accident was not as bad as-it
would otherwise have been, and was
pushed aside by the impetus of the
shock, not however, before the stem of
the Oconee was badly twisted causing
ler to leak. The Winnie proceeded to
the city without further mishap and will
probably not be laid up for long. The
Oconee, however, was more seriously
ipjured but proceeded to her destination
at Hampstead and made her trip to the
city this morning arriving at Indian-
town nearly an hour latec and leaking
badly, the crew  having to work the
pumps on the way down. It is not like-
Iy that she will make her trip up river
this evening unléss temporary repairs
can be made, :

Although the passengers and crews
were badly shaken up by the collision
no other'damage was done besides that
sustained by the boats. !

Captain  Colwell of the Winnie re-
fused to give any account of the acci-
dent when seen by a reporter this morn-
ing.

AUSTRALIAN FiSH
CARRIES A HEADLIGHT

Sydney, N. W. A, Sept. 28—A new
species of fish having the appearance of
an electrically lighted ferryboat has been
secured in the Australian bight at the
great depth of 850 fathoms.

This curious fish, which has 53 bril-
liant light organs on either side of its
body, which itself shines llke a mirror,
has been named the tudor. It was hauled
to the surface by the trawler Endeavor,
and will be placed on exhibition at the
Australian Museum at Sydney.

More than a hundred other entirely
new varieties were obtained, all the spec-
iinens inhabiting these submarine depths
being more ot less luminous.

Several fish of a jet black color with
a skin like velvet studded all over with
scintillating encrustations of bluish light,
were also obtained some being shaped
like a pair of bellows.

The matter of the allocation ‘of berths
on the harbor front was discussed at
noon today et a meeting %members of
the common council and representatives
of the shipping companies, but no defin-
ite action was taken regarding the ques-
tion. Tt was decided on the suggestion
of the mayor, that since Commissioner
Schofleld would be back at his duties
on Monday next the matter be left over
until that time. Those present at to-
day’s meeting were "Mayor Frink, Com-
missioners Agar and Wigmore, H. C.
Schofield, J. T. Knight, P. Wy Thom-
son and H. C. Grout.

The mayor explained the purpose of
the conference, saying that it was be-
coming a8 much of an annual affair as
providing suits for the police force. It
had been the custont‘tn the past to allot
berths about this e of year and it
was just as well fo an early under-
standing as to those which the different
steamship companies wotild occupy this
winter. He said appleations had been
received for berths this year as usual
and the matter must be dealt with.

Mr. Knight took objection to the
present mode of allottment of berths. He
did not faver it, but thought that all
steamship lines should come to port on
an equal standing. Last year steamers of
his. company coming -to port had heen
compelled to lie in the stream although
there were vacancies at berths allotted to
other lines. He did not think that this
should be allowed to continue, but
thought that the harber master should
be empowered to make an allottment by
the ¢puncil.

It was the opinion ‘of others present,
including Commissioner Agar, that this
scheme would hardly be found prac-
tical. .He said that there was bound to
be more or less congestion, but because
of the effort of the different companies
to work together without friction, any
grievances should be easily adjusted,
Mr. Schofield said that it would be a
very difficult. matter for the harhar
master to carry out the arpangement
proposed by Mr: Knight, and Mr. Thom-
son ‘agreed with this as did Mr. Grout.

When the history of the present tariff
struggle is written, credit will have to
be conceded to nearly all the Democratic
senators and members for resisting the
temptation to put local interests above
the general welfare. In the discussions of
the tariff question heretofore allowances
had to be made for the pressure of local
beneficiaries upon Democrats, who in
principle repudiated the doctrine of pro-
tection, but in practice found it difficult
to make their votes harmonize with their
speeches. ;

re ensational episode than the me-
ri¢ rise from novice to championship
aer of Gilbert E. Tomlinson, a fif-
n-year-old schoolboy from Philadel-
ia.

Totally unknown a few months ago,
s lad, who is serving his first term
the competitive fleld, suddenly and
xpectedly stepped into the limelight
fame, breaking a classic record, cap-
.ng a national title and defeating
erans thought invincible in their
osen events.

-
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It was the one-mile championship
which gave the earliest inkling of his
real caliber.. He had previously per-
formed creditably at home but none
considered him even a possible factor in

the. tests of National supremacy. Nev-
ertheless, at Steeplechase Park, he gave
Bud Goodwin the race of his'life over
the long course, forcing him to lower
the record eighteen seconds and him-
self finishing close on 48-5 seconds un-
der the old standard.

Even then the majority conceded him
no chance against the big Mercury
Footer in the other races, but the plucky
youngster had a surprise up his sleeve
and he sprung it at Travers Island two
days later, capturing the Hhalf-mile
championship from Goodwin and sev-
eral other stars in convincing manner.

It is probable, too, that he would have
taken the quarter mile title had he not
felt sure that Goodwin was the only
man he had to beat. He watched the
latter all the way, paying no attention
to the others and so allowed Wheatly
{o secure a ten-yard lead before he no-
ticed it. Then it was too late. They
were rounding on the last lap and, al-
though he gained hand over fist on the
spurt home, the distance was too short
to close the gap:; Wheatly touched out
three feet in front.

There is no doubt in the minds of ex-
perts that we have at last developed a
distance swimmer, who will prove a
world-beater if he lives up to expecta-
tions. A boy who begins to break rec-
ords at fifteen should be a wonderful
performer by the time he blossoms into
the full strength of manhood.

For the rest, Tomlinson is eminently
fitted for the sport of his adoption. Pos-
sessed of exceptional natural ability,
strong, wiry, gritty, a cool competitor
and with endurance to burn, he has
every qualification to succeed. Further-
more he has already acquired a fine
crawl stroke in which the ' negative
movements of recovery offer practically
no resistance, so that he travels through
the water without check and hardly stir-
ring a ripple. His action appears effort-
less.

Partisans of the crawl stroke are re-
joicing over Tomlinson’s splendid
achievements and predicting freely that
the man has finally been unearthed who
will before long demonstrate that the
new stroke is best for the distances, as
well as the sprints, a thing not a few
leading watermen still refuse to admit.

HIGH SPEED. DENTISTRY

(London Letter)

Attention is nowadays being paid to
children’s teeth, and many education au-
thorities are appointing ‘dentists to treat
scholars. - The Metropolitan" Asylums
Bpard a year or so ago appointed a den-
tist to attend Queen> Mary’s Hospital
for Children, and now he gives an ac-
count of his work, explaining that at
every visit, lasting .an:average of three
hours and a half, the sees 64 children.
During this visit he 'stops five teeth,
scales two, and extracts 17 permanent
teeth and 48 temporary teeth. This
must, indeed, be a notable record in the
way of dental treatment. The dentist
himself thinks so, for he feels it neces-
sary to explain how it is that he gets
through such a large amount of work
in the time. Organisation is the reason.
Not a second is lost. He has four
nurses, \who have to marshal the chil-
dren in readiness for the dental chair,
so that when one patient is out another
automatically steps forward, and so the
process goes on without a halt. The
dentist has one nurse to sterilize his
instruments, so that his whole time can
be devoted to actual professional work.
At times he has to attend to children
in the wards, and to prevent delay he
gets the ward sister to place cards out-
side the beds so that at a glance he can
see where his patients are without wast-
ing a second in looking about or in ask-
ing who is who. If all dentists could
work at the speed of 64 cases per 8%
hours it would soon be possible to get
ths teeth of the juvenile population in
order.

Japan, surely, must be a mirage cre-
enchantment. Nothing so
beautiful could be real Take the west
coast of Scotland, bathe it in Mediter-
ranean light and sun, and let its waves
be those of the Pacific Take the best
of Devonshire, enlarge the hills, extend
the plains, and dominate all with the
only perfect mountain in the world—a
mountain that catches at your breath
like a masterpiece of art. Make the
copses woods, and the woods forests. For
our fields with their hedgerows substi-
tute the vivid green of rice, shining
across the gleam of plains
Everywhere let water flow; and at every
waterfall and cave erect a Jittle shrine
to hallow the spot Over the whole pour
a flood of pure white light, and you
have a faint image of Japan. Perhaps
it is not naturally more beautiful than
the British Isles—few countries are. But
it is unspoilt, or almest so. Osaka, in-
deed, is as ugly as Manchester, Moji
is worse than Liverpool. But these are
small * Blots. For the rest, Japan is
Japan of the Middle Ages, and lovely
as England may have been when Eng-
land could still be called merry.

And the people are lovely, too. I do
not speak of formal beauty. Some may
think, in that respect, the English or
the Americans handsomer. But . these
people have the beauty of life. Instead
of the tombstone masques that pass for
faces among Anglo-Saxons, they have
human features, quick, responsive, mo-
bile. Instead of the slow, long limbs,
creaking in stiff integuments they have
active' members, for the most bare or
moving freely in their loose robes. In-
stead of a mumbled, monotonous, ma-
chine-like emission of sound they have
real speech, vivecious, varied, “musical.
Their children are the loveliest in the
world; so gay, so sturdy, so cheeky, yet
never rude. It is pure happiness merely
to walk in the streéts and look at them.
It is a pure happiness, I might almost
say, to look at anyone, so gay is' their
gréeting, so radiant their smile, so full
of vitality their gestures. I do not know
what they think of the foreigner, but at
least they betray no animosity. They let
his stiff; ungainly presence move among
them unchallenged. Perhaps they are
sorry for him; but I think they are never
rude. I am speaking, of course, of Old
Japan, of the Japan that is all in evid-
ence if one lands, as I did; in the south,
avoids Osaka and postpones Yokohama
and Tokio. It is stil the Japan of feud-
alim; a system in which I, for my part,
do not believe; which in its essence, in
Japan, as in Europe, was harsh, unjust,
and cruel, but which had the art of fost{
ering, or at least of not destroying,
beauty.

J apanese Feud&ﬂnm

,And in this point feudalism in Japan
was finer and more sensitive if it was
less grandiose, than feudalism in Eur-
ope. There is nothing in Japan to com-

: pare with the churches and cathedrals of

the west, for there is no stone architec-
ture at all. But there is nothing in the
west to compare with the living-rooms
of Japan. Suites of these dating from
the sixteenth and seventeenth centuries
are to be seen in Kyoto and elsewhere.
And till I saw them I had no idea how
exquisite human life might be made.
The Japanese, as is well known, diseov-
ered the secret of emptiness. Their rooms
consist of a floor of spotless matting,
and walls of paper. But the paper walls
in these old palatial rooms, are master-
pleces by great artists. From a back-
ground of gold leaf emerge and fade
away suggestions of river and coast and
hill, of peonies, chrysanthemums, lotuses,
of 'wild geese and swans, of reeds and
pools, of all that is elusive and choice in
ngture; decorations that are also lyric
poems, hints of landscape that yet never
pretend to be a substitute for the real
thing. The real thing is outside, and as
a rule it will not intrude.

Where we should have glass windows
the Japanese have white paper screens.
It is as though they felt it bad taste
to be at once out of doors and indoors.
But draw back, if. you choose, one of
these screens, and you will see a little
landscape garden, a little water, a lit-
tle bridge, a tiny rockery, a few gold
fish, a cluster of irises, a bed of lotus,
and above and beyond, perhaps, the
great woods. These are royal apart-

- ments; but all the cost, it will be seen,

is lavished on the work of art. The
principle is the same in humbler homes.
Mr. Okakamo has described, with the
eloquence of which he alone has the
gift, the choice simplicity of the tea-
room, and its eloguence of symbolism.

People who could so devise life, let
us make no mistake, are people with a
fineness of perception unknown to the
west, unless it were once in ancient
Greece. The Japanese indeed, I sus-
pect, are the Greeks of the East.

‘Their Theatres

In the theatre at Kyoto this was curi-
ously borne in upon me. On the floor
of the house reclined figures in loose
robes, bare-necked and barefooted. On
the narrow stage were one or two actors,
chanting in measured speech, and mov-
ing slowly from pose to pose. From

1 have seen nothing so like what a
Greek play may have - been, though
doubtless even this was far enough
away. And still more was I struck
by the resemblance when a comedy :suc-
ceeded to the tragedy, and I found the
young and old Japan confronting one
another exactly as the young and old
Athens met in debate, o th d
years ago and more, in the “Frogs” of
Aristophanes. The theme was an ascent
of Mount Fuji; the actors two groups
of young girls, one costumed as virgin
priestesses of the Shinto cult, the other
in modern European dress. The one
get were climbing the mountain as a pil-
grimage, the other as a lark; and they
meet and exchange sharp dialectics (un-
intelligible to me, but not unguessible)
on the lower slopes. The sympathies of
the author, like those of Aristophanes,
were with the eld school.

The playwright had at least Aristo-
phanes’ gift of lampoon, though I doubt
whether he had a touch of his genius.
Perhaps, however, he had a better
cause. For, I doubt, modern Japan may
deserve lampooning more than modern
Athens. For modern Japan is the mod-
ern west. And that—well, it seemed to
be symbolized to me yesterday in the
frain. In my carriage were two Japan-
ese. One was loosely wrapt in a kim-
ono, bare throat and feet, fine features,
fine gestures, everything aristocratic and
distinguished. The other was clad in
European dress, sprigged waistcoat, gold

watch-chain; a coarse, thick-lipped face,
a podey fizure. It was s hot Julv dav.

and we were passing through some of
the loveliest scenery in the world. He
first closed all doors and windows, and
then extended himself at full length and
went to sleep. There he lay, his great
paunch sagging — prosperity exuding
from every pore—an emblem and type
of what in the west we call a. “suc-
cessful” man. And the other? The
other, no doubt, was going downbhill
Both, of course, were Japanese types,
but the civilization of the west chose
the one and rejected the other. And
if cilization is to be judged, as it fair-
ly may be, by the kind of men it brings
to the top, there is much to be said for
the point of view of my Tory playwright.
It is, however, the constant error of
all times to think to escape the evils of
the new . by reverting to those of the
old. The way is always forward, not
back. Forward, in this age, from feud-
alism, through plutocracy, to a demo-
cracy that will select for “success” nei-
ther the barbarian soldier nor the de-
civilized man of commerce,.but the art-
ist, the man of science, and the saint.

Magistrate Does Not Like The

Combination

THREE IN' MiXx-UP

Trouble Started Over Mill-Strike
—Knife Was Drawn — Men
Get Off by Signing Pledge

Because one mill striker called another
man a “scab” three men were in the pol-
ice court this morning charged with
fighting. Back of the rail stood a crowd
of interested millmen.

The men were: Walter McKeowan,
Hartley London and - Henry. McCann.
| They were charged with fighting and
otherwise creating a disturbance at-the
corner of Bentley street on Saturday
night.

Denis Keneally, testified first, said
that he had been carrying water from
his yard to his house, which was about
33 feet away from the road, when he
heard McCann talking loudly to McKeo-
wan. Then he saw McCann hit Mec-
Keowan a blow on the jaw, knocking
him senseless to the ground. -McCann
then went into his house, nearby, and
came back flourishing a large knife. He
said to witness “You’re in this—TI’ll cut
your guts outl” Witness heard Mec-
Cann’s wife say “I hope he’ll get the
worst of it” The foregoing happened
between six and seven o’clock. McCann
cressed over to London and threatened
him, whereupon London knocked him
down.

McCann here asked the witness:
in my hands?”

Witness—“I would.”

The witness stated that to the best of
his knowledge London .had been a mill
worker before the strike, but was now
a stevedore, that MeCann worked for
John Bryce, who contracted with War
ner’s mill for kindling wood, and that
McKeowan was employed in the sewer
department of Fairville,

John Shea was sworn and testified
that on Saturday evening he had been
talking with McKeowan when McCann
came up and began threatening a friend
of McKeowan’s named McAllister who
was standing near. McKeowan inter-
fered, witness stated, and McCann there-
upon knocked him down and out. He
had seen a knife in McCann’s hands af-
terward. y :

Magistrate Ritchie asked MecCann
whether he had the knife in question on
him, McCann showed a small-bladed
pocket-knife and the witness -said that
the ene he had seen McCann flourishing
was larger and had been open.

Magistrate Ritchie — “What was the
reason for the quarrel? Had they been
drinking?” - | Pe it

“Yes, they had all beén drinking.”

-Magistrate Ritchie—“Ah! Now we’re
getting to the bottom of it.

McKeowan testified in pretty nearly
the same style. Then London was call-
ed. After he had made a short state-
merit McCann asked him:

“Did you call me a ‘scab’ Friday
night?”

You've been
working inside the mill taking the place
of one of the strikers.”

The Judge—“Do many do that?

Witness—“Yes, quite a few:”

In answer to questions the witness
stated the strike was not nearly over
yet. McCann had been working in
Warner’s mill.

McCann on the stand denied he was
a scab and said he had been working
for his employer inside of the mill at a
piece of work which could not be char-
acterized as mill work.

After some consideration and'a
lengthly dissertation on the evils of
strikes and drink, Magistrate Ritchie
honorably discharged McKeowan and
dismissed McCann and London on their
promising to sign the pledge for one
year. McCann was also given a sus-
pended sentence of $20 fine.

SLVER GREY FOX
CAPTURED AT MUSQUASH

Roy McCluskey, of Musquash, one of
the best known guides in the county, has
in captivity a fine silver grey fox, half
grown, which he ecaptured yesterday.
He had set a trap. in an oat field to pro-
tect his oats from raccoons, and the sil-
ver grey fox came along to investigate.
The fox put one paw in the trap and
withdrew it al] except one toe. When
Mr. McCluskey came along a little later
the animal was gecurely held, and had
not been at all injured.
