Asked about Jennings testimony that 
Hamon had told him he spent money 
indiscriminately with the Oklahoma 
delegation the witness replied “If Jen­
nings said that, he lied. There was 
not a dime spent on that delegation.”

Asked about Wilson’s testimony that 
Hamon had told him he had given 
Daugherty $25,000 for Harding’s cam­
paign expenses, Dyche said Wilson 
was a “reputable gentleman.”

“I would believe Wilson’s statement 
that Hamon told him that," the wit­
ness said, but I would say he was kid­
ding him.

Pulp and paper manufacturing and 
mining continue to demand more and 
more power, and the harnessing of the 
country’s streams will go on at an in­
creasing pace to meet their require­
ments. The Department of the Interior 
in a recent report shows that the 
energy produced by water was 
3,228,000 H. P. at the end of 1923, 
while in 1912 it was only 1,446,000.
The increase in 1923 alone was 255,000 
H. P., and it is estimated that during 
the present year more than 900,000 
H. P. will be added, more than half 
of it in Northern Quebec.

A pleasing feature of this is the ex­
tent to which Canada year by year 
becomes less dependent upon imported 
soft coal. In developing our own re­
sources we are keeping a vastly in­
creased amount of our money at home.
This makes for Canadian prosperity.
To patronize our own local shops and 
industries is another great means of 
building up our communities. To keep 
the greatset possible amount of our 
money in circulation where we liv 
and we can get good value by doing 
so—tends to prevent the native sons 
from going elsewhere to seek employ­
ment, and when we build up a pros­
perous eommiinity we serve ourselves 
and Canada at the same time.

MUCH ACCOMPLISHED
Municipal Homes and jails receive ! formatory institutions, and Dr. Rob- 
thelr population. In the course of less erts gave the figures from a score of j 
than a generation, providing the sys­
tem of medical school Inspection and 
the following up of public health nurs­
ing and clinics continue, said Dr. Rob­
erts, a reduction of fully 75 per cent, 
will be made in these several popula­
tions.

Referring to the work of general 
sanitation, Dr. Roberts spoke of the 
prompt handling of the typhoid epi­
demic at Edmunds ton. In Cochrane,
Ontario, from the same cause, they 
had five times the number of deaths, 
and the epidemic continued <or some 
months, while Edmiindston was clean­
ed up inside of six weeks.
Smallpox Cases.

As to smallpox, there were but fif­
teen cases in the province last year, 
capable if not looked after of causing 
as many epidemics. A few weeks ago 
an outbreak of smallpox visited a large 
portion of Ontario, due largely to laxi­
ty in vaccination.

Coming to vital statistics, Dr. Rob­
erts declared that keeping a record of 
births, marriages and deaths, and re­
porting communicable diseases, lies at 
the foundation of all public health ad­
ministration. Annually, 20,000 separ­
ate certificates of births, marriages and 
deaths are handled at the departmental 
office. They are carefully compiled, 
and it is a tribute to the accuracy and 
completeness of the collection of these 
certificates that not one asked for 
since the beginning of 1920 has been 
found missing from the files.

erts said that whereas in tne first two 
or three years of the department’s his­
tory, he had to be content to quote 
results obtained elsewhere, he could 
now give results actually being 
achieved in our own province. It had 
been charged that the Health Act is 
unpopular, that the results do not 

'warrant the expenditure, that the 
municipalities have been prorioimced 
in their opposition, and have spent 
hundreds of thousands of dollars for 
which no benefit has been derived; 
and that the work of the department 
should be made more appropriate for 
the needs and the ability of the prov­
ince to pay.

As to the expenditure, last year’s 
estimate was $70,634. Subtract from 
that $16,607.60 for hospitals and a rev­
enue of $11,293.60, and the net expendi­
ture would be $42,733, or a trifle over 
ten cents per capita. The speaker cited 
tjie case of a man whose child is taken 
ill of diphtheria, and who engages a 
doctor and nurse and pays a large bill 
cheerfully ; but who, when an organiza­
tion springs up that has as its object 
the protection of his child from diph­
theria, and asks him to pay twenty- 
nine or thirty cents per head of his 
family, government and municipal ex­
penditure taken together, immediately 
protests and charges that there is a 
waste of money. Surely, said Dr. Rob­
erts, this is not consistency.
Sanitary Inspectors.

Referring to sanitary inspectors, he 
said their annual stipend only 
from $50 to $300, according to district 
and services performed. Some of the 
municipalities objected to the compul­
sory appointment of these officers, and 
the appointment was made permissive, 
but they found it cost more the other 
way and are returning to the original 
method. These inspectors report 
monthly, and thus it is known what 
they have done or not done.

Taking up the matter of medical in­
spection of schools, Dr. Roberts urged 
that more attention .be paid to the 
school houses. Of 853 visited last year 
484 were found to have good sanitary 
conveniences, 224 fair and 146 bad. 
As to general cleànliness and repair, 
405 were classed good, 418 fair and 80 
bad; while 507 Were found without 
cloak-rooms.

During the year the medical inspec­
tors examined 44,247 children. Of 
these only 11,625 were normal, or about 
25 per cent, of the whole. This meant 
that 32,622 children were suffering 
from one or more physical or mental 
deficiencies. They constitute the raw 
material from which the General Hos­
pitals, Provincial Mental Hospitals,

ease; and of the terrible effects' upon 
innocent children. “Fires,” he said, She and Companion Rob 
“are burning insidiously at the very 
foundation of our New Brunswick life, 
and yet our friends upon the Opposi­
tion benches continue to assert there 
is but little need of all this organiza­
tion and expense.

They are carrying upon their shoul­
ders a great responsibility, to put any­
thing in the way of the progress of 
such a work.”

Referring to the venereal disease 
clinics at St. John, Moncton, Chat­
ham, Bathurst, Campbellton, Edmund- 
ston, Woodstock, Fredericton and St.
Stephen, Dr. Roberts said 6,026 treat­
ments were administered last year, 
compared with 3,26(9 in tne previous 
year, showing that the work is getting

foothold; but as yet it has only be­
gun, and he desired to have a provin-

Dr. W. F. Roberts, made a remarkable speech this afternoon— 
remarkable in the subjects which it covered, the ease and fluency 
of delivery and for the evidences of much careful thought and 
preparation. Such topics as immigration and a policy necessary 
for the future of New Brunswick, prohibition, as well as the ac­
tivities of his own department, were all dealt with compre­
hensively.

His clear-cut sentences upon the present prohibitory law and 
his emphatic statement that it was being enforced in New Bruns­
wick as well as in any other place must have caused some thinking 
on the part of those who know how sincere this member of the 
Government is in his stand for temperance.

Hon. Dr. Roberts did not fail to point out that in his admin­
istration of the Health Act he had been met by much opposition 
of a political character. He dwelt at some length upon the propa­
ganda of the Opposition against his Department and then spoke 
with telling effect of what had been accomplished by the health 
regulations towards conserving life in this province.

His speech wa$ long, perhaps too long to be fully effective, 
but-it was complete, interesting and full of that vigor and force of 
which Dr. Roberts is capable.
