Ottawa, Oct, 28—After a day of dis-
cussion of the clausés of the Grand
Trunk bill in which the House showed
little interest, Hon. McKenzie King got
to the political crux of the situation by
submitting an amendment to the effect
that the agreement shall be submitted
to and subject to ratification of parlia-
ment. This was lost on a standing vote,
forty-six to twenty-nine. It may be
noted that it is on this point that the
fight is likely to be waged in the Sen-
ate and the unwillingness of the gov-
~rnment to consider it now may mean
that they have done something on which
« # will have to take back water later
on, as there is a strong party in the
Senate which will insist on this very
safeguard.

After the amendment was lost Mr.
Robb (Huntingdon) pointed out that
the government had just refused the
people of Canada, who were the coming
shareholders, if the Grand Trunk agree-
ment went through, a right whith Sir
Alfred Smithers had secured for his
shareholders as the agreement was not
valid until ratified by them.

Immediately afterwards Mr. Denis
moved an amendment which would
mean the acquisition of the capital stock
of the road, with no exception, at the
present four per cent guaranteed stock.

In a very strong speech Mr. Fielding
said this affected the whole question as
there was the gravest objection to the
measure. This stock should be arbit-
rated. It was even more dangerous than
the other, as it had a market value of

Attendance in Parliament—Hint |

London, Oct. 26.—Last week’s defeat in
the House of Commons and the serious-
ness of the country’s finances revealed in
the revised estimates submitted to par-
liament yesterday, showing that the esti-
mated deficit for the year exceeds £44-7',-[
000,000, instead of £250,000,000 as fixed
}in the budget, seem to have induced the
) government to yield certain reforms long

demanded by the press.

Foremost among these demands was
that for a return to cabinet responsibili-
ty and also more regular attendance of
the prime minister in the House of Com-
mons. The former apparently has been
granted in the announcement of a return
to the peace time form of cabinet, where-
by all the ministers will be responsible
for the decisions taken, instead of the
few ministers forming the war cabinet.
With regard to the second demand, an
inspired statement was issued last night
to the effect that as soon as his duties |
in connection with the peace conference
are ended, the premier will revert to his
old practice of personally answering ques-
tions in the House. He will begin by do-
ing this once a week, and later may at-
tend on two days.

The cabinet yesterday drafted a mo-
tion which will be proposed by Right
Hon. Austen Chamberlain, chancellor of
the exchequer, on Wednesday, “that

upon the trade and industry of the na-
tion of the enormous financial burdens
resulting from the war, promises 7 dts
hearty support to the government in
ireasonable proposals, however drastic,
| for the reduction of expenditure and the

{diminution of debt.”

It is expected that the debate on this
motion and the amendments moved by
the independent Liberals and Laborites,
will extend over at least three days. The
Laborifes advocate a levy on capital and
the reversion to the state of all fortunes
made as o result of the war.

The Irish question still provides the
government with a difficult problem, and
it is said that the cabinet committee hav-
ing the matter under consideration will
not likely be able to present a satisfac-
tory scheme in the limited time now
available.

with the formal ending of the war.

The war cabinet has been changed in-
to a peace cabinet, announced Right
Hon. Bonar Law, by inviting the fol-
lowing to become members: Lord Presi-
dent of the Council, Lord Lieutenant of
Ireland or chief secretary for Ireland,
Lord Chancellor, Home Secretary, the
secretaries of state for Yoreign affairs,
the colonies, war and air, and India,
First Lord of the Admiralty; Secretary
for Scotland; President of the Board of
Trade; Minister of Health; President of
the Board of Agriculture; President of
the Board of Education; the ministers of
labor and transport; Lord Privy Secl,
and George Nicoll Barnes, minister with-
out portfolio.

Financial Statement.

Chancellor of the Exchequer Chamber-
lain laid before parliament a white
paper, in which he gives his proposals
for making up the national balance sheet
in normal years. The estimated revenue
is given as £800,000,000. In this are in-
cluded £290,000,000 derived from cus-
toms and from customs and excise dut-
ies, £460,000,000 from the international
revenue, £43,000,000 from the post office,
and £13,000,000 from other sources.

The estimated expenditures under post
bellum conditions are composed of
£373,000,000 for consolidated fund
charges (public debt service), £135,000,-
000 for the fighting force, £246,000,000

revenue services,

The chancellor declared that the ex-
penditures for the fiscal year 1919-20 will
reach £1,642,295,000, or £191,195,000 more
than was estimated in the budget laid
before the House, while the revenue will
attain £1,8,168,650,000, which is £32,450,-
000 less than was estimated in the bud-
get. Thus the deficit on this year’s bud-
get will amount to £473,645,000.

FVE ARRESTS IN-
MURDER CAGE

Pelice Reund' up Men in Three
Cities for Slaying of Youth

Recover $50,000 in Bonds—De-
tectives Say Boy Was Killed by
Gang for Whom He Stole—

New York, Oct. 28—With the arrest
of five men—two in Chicago, two in
Bridgeport, and one in this city—the po-
lice announce they have solved the mys-
tery in the murder of Benjamin Binko-
witz, a youthful Wall street messenger,
who disappeared with $173,000 in bonds,
and whose mutilated body was found

Mrs. Arthur Giles Chased Out of

Brantford, Ont., Oct. 28—Mrs. Arthur
Giles, an English woman, aged thirty-
eight years, was stabbed to death in
Market street, a busy thoroughfare, at
4.45 yesterday afternoon, and it is alleged
that .the murderer is a colored man
named George Jones, aged twenty-six.
The affair took place in the presence of
witnesses of both sexes.

Beaten into, insensibility by Roy
Thornton, a local traveler, who wielded
his umbrella on the head of Jonmes, the
latter was promptly arrested. Jones, it
is said, had gone across the street to the
home of the woman, chased her out and
followed her, when he inflicted the
wounds with a long knife. He had been
paying attention to the woman and the
police allege that they had eloped some
six weeks ago.

The victim had three children. Her
husband said last night that Jones had
given his family a lot of trouble. Thorn-
ton beat Jones so badly that Jones was
placed in the jail hospital ward.

ON-COMING WINTER
MAY SAVE RUSSIAN
CAPITAL FOR REDS

Doubted Now That Yudesitch Can
Capture Petrograd—Success for
Seviets Reported

London, Oct. 28—Winter is coming to
the aid of Bolshevik troops in Petrograd,
and the ability of General Yudenitch to

capture the former Russian capital be-
fore cold weather puts an end to his
campaign seems doubtful. Sqviet forces,
fighting desperately against %he north-
western Russian army, have succeeded
in recapturing Tsarskoye-Selo and Pev-
lovsk, south of Petrograd, and appear
to be in a position to prolong the de-
fense of the city indefinitely.

Yudenitch troops are reported to have
fallen back along the front south of
Petrograd, but unofficial reports seem
to indicate they have moved nearer Pet-
rograd on the line running from Gatch-
ina to Krasnaia Gorka.

Furious fighting is going on in and
around Kiev, which was taken last week
by General Denekine’s forces. At some
points the Denekine troops have been
forced to retire slightly.

Lettish troops are now holding Duna-
munde, below Riga, and have maintain-
ed their control of the right bank of the
Duna River.

Moncton Transcript Says Liberals
Share inVictery —Toronte Globe
Points to Unionists’ Efforts and
Says Old Parties Are Out of
Touch With Ceuntry

Fredericton, Oct. 28—(Canadian Press)
—Complete returns from Carleton-Vic-
toria county by-election show that Thos.
W. Caldwell, United Farmers’ candidate,
has a majority of 8,540. There were 9,702
votes polled. Caldwell got 6,621 and
Lieut.-Col. W, W. Melville 3,081, the in-
dependent Unionist candidate thus losing
his deposit.

By counties the vote was:

Carleton—Caldwell, 4,662;
2,332.

Victoria—Caldwell,
751.

Colonel Melville carried only four of
the polls in the two counties. Three of
the four were Woodstock, Perth and
Andover, where Hon. Arthur Meighen,
minister of the interior, spoke in the
two days he was in the constituency. An
analysis of the vote shows that fhe peo-
ple in the towns voted against the farm-
ers’ candidate very largely, irrespective
of political affiliations-

Liberal Share in Victory.

Moncton, Oct. 28—The Moncton
Transcript, Liberal, says that the vic=
tory in Carleton-Victoria county is a
Liberal-Farmer victory and that the full
strength of the large English and French
speaking vote was cast against the Con-
servative party.

AT OPENING OF
INSTITUTE HERE

Some 250 Women of Province at
First Session

VERY SUCCESSFUL START

Hon. Mr. Foster and Mayor Refer
to Franchise for Women and
Other Important Matters—
Hearty Welcome — Excellent
Report on Activitles of the Year

Although the weather was not encour-
aging, it did not dampen the ardor of the
local members and delegates to the Wo-
men’s Institute whose convention for
New Brunswick was successfully opened
tfis morning in the Congregational
church, Union street. About 250 women
were present. Miss Hazel McCain, sup-
ervisor of women’s institutes, presided,
and made a fine impression as a speaken
of interest. She submitted her report for
the year which showed a large increase
in membership and a satisfactory condi-
tion as to funds.

This afternoon a demonstration on the
flax industry and vocational training will
be given. Solos will be sung by Misses
Louise Anderson and Valde Fenton. Mrs.
Muldrew of Ottawa will address the
gathering tonight and Miss McDougsll,
supervisor for Nova Scotia, will speak
on federation. In the entertainment hcur
Mrs. A. C. Wilson will give a reading
and Miss Katherine Gallivan a solo. A
demonstration of the proper conduct of
a business meeting on,Z parliamentary
rules will be given tomorrow. In the at-
ternoon Mrs. W. E. Foster will entcrtain
the members at tez at the Manor House.

Hon. W. E. Foster and Mayor Hayes,
accompanied by their wives, were pres-
ent at this morning’s session and gave ad-
dresses of interest.

Morning Session.

An orchestra led by Miss Lynch play-
ed pleasing selections at the opening of
this morning’s session. Miss McCain
introduced His Worship Mayor Hayes,
who delivered an address of welcome.
He referred to the good work the Wo-
men’s Institute was doing and congratu-
lated them upon their success, Women
had found new strength in the process
of war, he said, but the war was over
now and new issues must be faced. We
were living in a new world with new
ideas and new problems. The power
that women had shown themselves to
be in the recent war would be helpful
in solving the problems of peace. The
grant of the franchise to them had
shown that they were recognized, that
their work was appreciated and though
it meant the upsetting of old ideas they
would show themselves a force which
would undoubtedly be for the better-
ment of the country. He hoped the ses-
sion of the institute would be both profit-
able and interesting.

Hon. M. Foster’s Address.

Mrs. David Martin of St. Leonard’s
N. B, made a happy reply on behalf of
the visitors. The chairman then intro-
duced Premier Foster, who delivered an
address which made a strong appeal. At
different periods he was interrupted by
applause. Mr. Fotser said:

“You are well aware of the urgent «p-
peal which went forth for the produc-
tion and conservation of food during the
last year of the war in order that Great
Britain might not be starved into sub-
mission and the cause lost to us by the
lack of food for our soldicrs. For the
splendid success of this I feel there arc
many in this cohvention who contribut-
ed nobly their part; not only by the as-
sistance directly rendered us as fathers
and brothers, but vy the spiendid work
carried on not only by the eonservation
of foodstuffs alone, but by tcaching
others the means by which perishable
food stuffs could bhe canned, preserved
and dried.

tures showed a gross total for the finan-
ritl year 1919-20 of £500,000,000 instead
of the total of £440,000,000 originally
estimated- The receipts from the sale
of materials and from payments by Ger-
many for the 'army of occupation
amounted to £95,000,000, making the net
total expenditure £405,000,000. The
original estimates placed the receipts at
£153,000,000 and gave the net total ex-
penditure as £287,000,000. Thus the final
figures show an in e over the esti-
mates of £118,000,060.

TThe increase in the appropirations is
explained as due to delays in demobili-
zation, the raising of pay of soldiers and
decreases in receipts caused by the de-
ferment of payments by Germany for
the army of occupation.

The approximate cost of the recent
railway strike to the British treasury
was £10,000,000. The publicity cam-
paign against the strike cost the gov-
ernment more than £32,000.

EPISCOPAL CONVENTION

Bishop Gailor Will Head Episce-
pal Council —Reject Clemency
Plea for Political - Prisoners—

Urge Justice for The Negro

Adjourning to meet in Portland, Ore.,
in 1922, the Triennial General Conven-
tion of the Protestant Episcopal Church
in America on last Kriday, meeting in
Detroit, ended the most momentous ses-
sion of its hiStory.

Prominent men of the FEpiscopal
church cite the following action, as
1x.nzu-king progress along four general
ines:—

- F@rst, the almost complete re-organ-
xfatmn of the church through the crea-
tion of an executive council and the

|granting of increased powers to prov-

incial synods,

Second, the broadening of the Church’s
outlook on social matters, industrial
questions and international affairs,

Third, the gerferal approval
movement toward church unity by
amendment the church constitution to
make possible the proposed concordat
with the Congregational church where-
by ministers of that church may be or-
dained in the Episcopal faith, these
amendments also making. possible sim-
ilar agreements with other denomina-
tions. :

Fourth, the broadefiing of the worship
of the church by the revision and en-
richment of the Book of Common Pray-
€er,
Overlooked in the press of final busi-
ness, the proposal of the Board of Mis-
sions that it be authorized to co-operate
in the Inter-Church World Movement
faileq to obtaip action, although almost
unanimous approval of the movement
was voiced by the delegates.

Great interest was shown today in the

se}ection- by the House of Bishops of
Bishop Thomas F. Gailor of Tennessee
as chairman of the new executive coun-
cil which will handle the business of ihe
church after January 1 next. Bishop
Gailor will hold office until the next
convention. He becomes by virtue of
the office executive head of the church,
Bishop Daniel S, Tuttle of Missouri re-
maining its ecclesiastical- head as pre-
siding bishop, although eventually the
two offices will combine,
_ Believing that the ministry of healing
is a mission of the church and that its
inclusion in the work of the church will
add to and help hold the presept mem-
bership, the convention appointed a com-
mission to inquire into the question and
report at the 1922 meeting.

The House of Bishops referred to the
council an investigation of work among
negroes, and a suggestion that a confer-
ence of racial representatives be held in
each large city to consider greater social
Jjustice.

A resolution asking “discriminating
executive clemency” for “political pris-
oners,” including conscientious object-
ors, introduced by Bishop Benjamin
Brewster of Maine, was adopted in the
House of Bishops but almost unanimous-
ly voted down by the House of Deput-
ies.

The Rev. Arthur W. Moulton ,rector
of Grace Church, Lawrence, Mass., was
clected by the House of Bishops to be
Missionary Bishop of Utah to replace
the Right Rev,"_l‘ﬁomas J. Garland, Suf-
fragan Bishop of Pennsylvania, who de-
clined the electjon.

Wils neck
outstretched, mouth open, and fist
clenched, he looked at the dog with naie
and ferocity. ‘

#1 have seen children, nardly cdloth-
ed, hollow-cheeked, and with forms like
shadows, on their knees in the street try-
ing to pick from between the paving
stones grains of wheat that had fallen
from a torn sack. 1 have seen heforc
bakeries men, women and children,
stretched on the cold stones, awaiting
through days and nights their turn to get
their meagre ration of bread, and then
often falling exhausted and dying at the
door steps before they received -it.”

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AGAIN THE FARMERS.

The rudest jolt in the by-elections
vesterday was given to the tory 'ma-
chine in Carleton-Victoria, in this prov-
ince. The Liberals decided not to nom-
inate a candidate to oppose the man
named by the farmers, who had been a
Liberal before the United Farmers came
into the field in this province. There is
food for reflection for the Hon. B.
Frank Smith and his friends in the re-
sutt of yesterday’s voting. We know
now why he did pot accept a nomina-
tion himself, but even he could hardly
have anticipated such a landslide to the
farmers’ candidate. Mr. Smith lectured
the farmers, assured them of his lasting
friendship and implored them to support
Col. Melville. They replied by electing
Mr, dwell by more than three thous-.
and majority. Toryism in Carleton-
Victoria has gone by the board.

Nor can the Liberals say that they are
not affected by the change that has oc-
curred. There will be no more straight
fizhts between two parties, roused to al-
most savage bitterness against each
other. There are now three groups, of
which the farmers are today very much
in the ascendant, and future political
contests will take on an entirely new
complexion.

Union government also received a jolt
yesterday. The visit of three members
of the government to Carleton- Victoria
did not save the day. In Glengarry-
Stormont and Assiniboia the farmers al-
50 won, and there is thus a net loss of
three seats to the government. The
Unionist candidate won in Victoria.
Quebec Fast remains Liberal, Mr. La-
pointe baving won a very decided vic-
tory. Thus the farmers got three out of
five seats, and neither of the old parties
made any gain, except that the farmer
candidates are more in sympathy with
1.iberal than Conservative policies.

Yesterday’s result, following the great
turnover in Ontario, shows that the
farmers will bulk large in the next fed-
eral elections. The next parliament will
doubtless have a strong farmers’ party,
and the old parties must look to their
laurels. If they believed the farmers
could safely be ignored they have their
answer. An agrarian political move-
ment is in full career, and it would be
folly to attempt to predict what it will
mean in the matter of national policy
during the next few years. There is al-
ways the possibility and the danger that
a new party will be carried away by its
success and go to extremes; but the
farmer is not a radical, and his chief
temptation will be along the line of class
legislation. With four parties in the field, |
however, for labor must also be taken
into the reckoning, there will be a check
upon the ambitions of any one of them.
1t would be an interesting situation if,
after the next federal elections, no one
party would be strong enough to form a
government; yet that is what has hap-
pened in Ontario.

The feature of the grocery markets
this week is the arrival of new dried
fruits and southern rices. New seedless
raisins are selling slightly easier than
the old crop. A shipment of evaporated
peaches also arrived this week. New

On M. wunole, however, grocery
commodities are steady and strong this
week. Teas and coffees continue very
firm.

Toronto,

Prices of groceries are for the most
part steady this week, changes being very
few number. The receipt of new
California raisins has resulted in slight-
ly easier quotations on the new crop as
compared with the prices old crop rais-
ins were bringing. New southern rice is
also for sale on the market this week.
The rice is of very fine quality and the
figure at which it is selling is fairly reas-
onable, considesing the higher quotations
that have been ruling on top quality
rice. News of damage to the rice crop,
by heavy rains, however, is likely to in-
fluence prices to stronger levels, as no
doubt supplies for this market will be
curtailed. New apricots and prunes
from California have not yet 'arrived,
but a car of dried peaches reached To-
ronto dealers this week. Prices on all
these fruits are likely to be high and
considerably above the opening prices
of a year ago. The sugar situation is
still acute and supplies are in very lim-
ited quantitjes. Some refiners and whole-
salers express the opinion that there will
not be normal supplies of sugar until
after the New Year. There is an ex-
tremely heavy demand for sugar just
now. Prices are likely to remain at
present high levels, aw quotations on
raws are very strong. The movement
of new canned goods {o the retail trade
is very active. Prices are strong at the
opening figures. Rolled oats in bulk are
offered at a lower figure this week, $4.9C
being the quotation on bags of 90
pounds. No changes are reported on |
package lines. Crisco has advanced an-
other 20 cents, the price for ones and|
threes being $12.65, and for fours and|
sixes $12.50. Cigarettes al'o show new |
advances this week, two well-known lines ;
advancing to $14 per thousand, another |
kind selling at $12.50 per thousand. Teas
and coffees are very strong with prac- |
tically no changes in quotations as com- |
pared with a week ago. Spices, too, are |
very strong and in active demand.

In produce lines fresh meats and pro-
visions still rule at the easier prices, in-
augurated a fortnight ago. In fact, in
some instances slightly lower figures
prevail. Cheese, eggs and butter are
stronger, largely because of increased de-
mand. There is a good demand for fish
at steady prices and receipts of poultry
are fairly heavy. Ontario potatoes are
offered slightly lower this week at from
$1.756 to $1.85 per bag.

An advance of three cents per gallon
has been made effective for fancy mo-
lasses. This is in definite accord with

CANADA GOOD MARKET
FOR AUTOMOBILES NOW

The “A” industries are still doing the
bulk of the buying as far as machine
tools and supplies generally are concern-
ed, says Canadian Machinery and Manu-
facturing News. In this case the HA
industries take in the automobile and
agricultural shops. There must be a
very large market for cars in this coun-
try now, and prospects of tremendous
sales in the spring, as the matter of sell-
ing takes very secondary consideration to
the problem of production now. Plants
that have been in existence only a short
time are already planning to what ex-
tent they will build their extensions, and
all this means that there will be a big
market for tools and supplies.

The steel strike in United States has
had the effect of slowing down the de-
liveries of material to this country, until
at present it can be estimated as about
35 per cent. of normal, and slower in
proportion. In some cases, though, ma-
terial comes through well, as one of th
shipbuilding concerns got a nice tonnage
of plate across that only went ta.the
mills in the middle of September. But
the recovery of production at the mills
themselves is slow, and business is piling
up at the mills, although it must be said
that the trade in general is giving every
leniency to the mills in the matter ¢
deliveries.

The general development that is tak-
ing place all over the country is reflect-
ed in many ways. For instance, the sale
of motors—small sizes, from one to thir-
ty horse-power—is very brisk, the de
mand coming from small shops all over
the country, in a diversified line of busi-
ness. Deliveries used to be made almos!
at once out of stock for any of these
motors, but now it is a matter of foyr to
six weeks before deliveries can be made.

In Victoria, Dr. Tolmie, minister of
agriculture, was re-elected by a majority
of 2,100 over T. A, Barnard, returned
soldier and Labor candidate.

Motherwell lost his deposit in As-
siniboia. Gould had a majority of 3,727
in seventy-seven polls. In Glengarry-
Stormont, Kennedy, U. F. O, led over
Hervey, Unionist, by about 300 ma-
Jjority.

Woodstock, Oct. 27—Thomas W. Cald-
well, candidate of the United Farmers’
party, was elected to the house of com-
mons as the representative of the con-
stituency of Victoriz-Carleton in the by-
election which was held today to fill the
vacancy caused by the resignation of
Hon. F. B. Carvell on the latter’s ap-
pointment as chairman of the dominion
railway board. Opposed to Mr. Caldwell
was Lieut.-Colonel W. W. Melville,
Unionist nominee. There were no other
candidates, the Liberals having decided
against putting a man in the field and
Mrs. Adney having failed to file her
papers.

Returns are incomplete tonight but the
fizures received from the various polling
places which were available show a total
of 6,925 for Mr. Caldwell and 8.042 for
Colonel Melville, giving a majority of
3,883 for the farmers’ candidate and in-
dicating that his opponent may lose his
deposit. Another unofficial count, not
quite complete, makes the majority 8,590,
but the United Farmers claim a majority
of 5,596. Colonel Melville’s only major-
ities were in the towns of ‘Woodstock and
Andover.

About 8.80 p.m. Mr. Caldwell arrived
in Woodstock and proceeded to the Uni-
ted Farmers’ hall, which was packed with
his supporters. T'he cheering was terrific
and when it had subsided Mr. Caldwell
stepped on to the platform and, in a few
remarks, he said, that he was the proud-
est man in Canada tonight, not because
he was elected, but because he got his
majority through a clean fight, where not
a dollar was spent to catch a vote. He
repeated a statement that had been used
against him that the farmers in the two
counties had not chosen him as their
representative and his denial of the state-
ment was plainly seen by the majority
given him. He wished to thank all who
had woted for him, also those who had
done so against him. He was feeling
tired, he said, having spoken nearly every
night for the last week and at not one
meeting was he ever interrupted. Con-
cluding amidst cheers he again thanked
them for their confidence in him.

Mr. Caldwell was followed by Mr.
Margison, who said the result was no
surprise to him. It showed that the
farmer was not so little a man or such
a mean one as some would have it under-
stood. Mr. Caldwell’s election was run
without money, rum or dinners being
given to any one.

After a general handshake all round
Mr. Caldwell and his supporters walked
up Main street to the post office where
the victorious candidate addressed for a
short time a large crowd of people who
received his remarks with tremendous
~heering. A large bonfire was lit in
Main street.

be developed, and that as a means to this
end continuation work in rural schools
be encouraged, ond that every induce-
ment be offered to rural pupils to attend
these schools until such time as atten-
dance to the age of 16 years be madc
compulsory.”

«)hat, inasmuch as the prevailing em-
phasis on competitive methods in indus-
try and commerce has tended to a weak-

“Resolved, that this conference expres-

Exchange Coal for Potatoes.

Berlin, Oct. 28—A Polish-German
economic agreement has been signed, un-
der which Germany will deliver to Po-
land 75,000 tons of coal monthly, in re-
turn for which Poland will furnish Ger-
many six million hundred-weight of po-
tatoes at stated intervals at sixteen
marks per hundred-weight. The pota-
toes are to be delivered at the border.
In addition, Poland is to supply from

seventy to eighty tons of mineral oil
and other bituminous products, a mil-
lion litres of spirits and a large number
of geese.

Buy Site for New Building in West
End — Vocatienal Committee
Appeintments and Other Business

the school board appointed to the vocati-
onal training -committee Mrs. W, Kd-

mond Raymond, as a home-maker, and
Alexander Wilson, representing capital,
replacing Mrs. C. Sanford and W. K.

Other 'natters
taken up at the meeting were the ap-
pcintment of -Emerson Rice as teaenir
of grade IX in the high school, the
authorization of committees to negotiate
for the buying of a site for a school in
West St. John and on the need 1or a
new school in the north end. A report
was read on the opening of n=w rooms
to relieve over-crowding and one trustee
iwas of the opinion that the accommo-
dation should not have been of a tem-
porary nature only. The qu=stim of the
transportation of the children on Navy
Island to schools in west St. Joha, was
discussed and the visitors were authorized
to deal with the matter.

Dr. A.,F. Emery, wne chairman, pre-
sided and other trustees present were:
Mrs. E. R. laylor, Mrs. Richard O’Brien,
M. Coll, G. E. Day, H. C. Smith, G. H.
Green, T. Nagle, E. R. W. Ingraham, J.
P. D. Lewin and Dr. H. S. Bridges, sup-
erintendent of schools. :

The appointment of Mrs. Raymond and
A. Wilson to the vocational training com-
mittee was unanimqusly agreed to. Mr.
Green drew the attention of the meeting
to the fact that there was no representa-
tive of the city council on the committee.

Two applications were received for
the position of teacher in grade IX,
vacated by Miss Clara Hay, those of
Harold Drummie and Emerson Rice. It
was said that Mr. Drummie, who was
filling the vacancy, had understood that
his appointment was permanent and had
given up other employment to accept it.
It was also said that his former place
was still open for him. Dr. Bridges re-
commended the appointment of Mr.
Rice because of higher scholastic qualifi-
cations. On Mr. Day’s motion, seconded
by Mr. Lewin, Mr. Rice received the ap-
pointment. On Mr. Green’s motion,
seconded by Mr. Smith, Mr. Rice’s salary
was fixed at $1,250.

It was decided on Mr. Day’s motion,
seconded by Mr. Smith, that the recom-
mendations of the committee considering
the publication of tne school trustees’
report be carried out when time is op-
portune. The recommendations were
that a yearly report should be issued as
had been done previous to 1914, that es-
sential statistics for the interventing
years be incorporated as well as the re-
port of Dr. Mabel Hanington, medical
inspector, that 100 copies be presented
to her, that some elaboration of illus-
trations be included and that the annual
report be made separate from the report
containing the essential statistics.

Overcrowding Relieved.

A report was read by Mr. Coll which
had been drafted by Dr. Bridges and
referred to the extra classrooms opened
to relieve the overcrowding. The report

House for girls from St. Peter’s and St.
Vincent's were rented for $250, heat and
janitor serive provided, and that the St.

WATER POWER
MHUVINL‘E

(Moncton Transcript.)

Premier Foster has announced that hi¢
government will submit to the next se?
sion of the legislature a bill to provid/
for and encourage the development ol
the water powers of the province. While
details of the bill are of course not
forthcoming, we are told that it will be
based on the principle that the water
powers of the province belong to the
people. Encouragement will be offered
to private enterprise to develop water
powers, subject to certain broad condi-
tions designed to protect the public in-
terest; and provision will also be made
for public development and operation—
presumably as a joint enterprise of in-
terested municipalities and the provin-
cial government.

It is high time the question of water
power development was taken up seri-
ously by the people of this Pprovince.
Other ‘provinces have gone ahead with
water power development onian extend-
ed scale, and it is precisely in the areas
of water power development that we
have the most conspicuous examples of
industrial progress. Cheap power at-
tracts industry, and cheap power for
manufacturing purposes is an obvious
need in this province. In Ontario, Que-
bec and even in Nova Scotia there were
| water power plants supplying electric
| powers at rates as low as $15 and $12.50
per horse power before the war, while
at the same time small consumers in
certain parts of New Brunswick were
paying anywhere from $150 to $300 for
power generated by steam plants,

The preserit government has had a
survey made of the water powers of the
province, in conjunction with the ft‘dEra](
government, and should now have in its
possession much information showing |
the character and possibilities of our |
water powers. The most important |
water power in the province, the Grand I
Falls, was leased years ago to a com- |
pany which, while it has spent some |
money on development work, has not |
produced power for distribution. The
present government in a short time now |
will be able to cancel that lease, and;
it may be possihle to provide for the de-

BETTER RACING
AND N0 GAMBLING

(Toronto Globe.)

Strange evidence is being given in the
west before Dr. J. G. Rutherford, the
commissioner who is conducting the in-
quiry into horseracing and betting. The
west is usually well in advance of the
east in many movements for political
and other reforms, but it appears that
the extraordinary /opinion is prevalent
among a number of men in that pro-
gressive section of the country that
gambling is not essential to horseracing.
The manager of the Brandon Fair As-
sociation is quoted as saying that the
executive does not want betting in any
shape or form at the race meets in con-
nection with the fair. Since it was abol-
ished, he said, much greater interest has
been taken in horseracing, and the sport
has been cleaner.

In Regina similar testimony was
forthcoming. D. T._Elderkin, manager
of the provincial exhibition, where flat
races are not unknown, expressed the
opinion that there was no demand in
the city named for betting on the events,
either by the parimutuel system or the
book-making plan. Racing was just as
good, he declared, since the abolition of
gambling as when race patrons were
ziven a legal chane to back their judg-
ment. Prominent horsemen, according
to the despatches, also gave evidence as
to the necessity of continuing racing if
the thoroughbred horse was to retain
his speed and all the qualities that hate
endeared him to a great section of the
public. It is added: “Those who spoke
for the horse remained silent on the bet-
ting proposition.”

Wonderful people these, but quite out
of touch, of course, with what the rac-
ing men of the enlightened east consider
is good for the thoroughbred and other
things—racetrack dividends, for in-
stance. To these it must have comne
rather as a shock to find that there are
men in Canada who like horseracing and
who not only say that it can be carried
on without betting, but that it is
cleaner so.

There were seven men in the National
League who batted more than .300 in
over 100 games, and fifteen in the Am-
erican.

In the matter of individual batting
figures, before the season just closed, the
champion batsmen of the Natiomal
League had only twice bettered the
mark attained by the American League
champions in the same year. In 1905
Cy Seymour, of Cinicnnati, led the Na-
tional League with .377, ~ while Nap
Lajoie, leading the American League,
scored .329. In 1908 Hans Wagner had
a comfortable margin over Ty Cobb, the
figures being 354 and .324. There were
two years in which the scores of the
leading hitters of the two leagues were
tied. Wagner and Lajoie made the same
mark of .355 in 1903, and in 1907 Wag-
ner and Cobb were tied at .350. Ty
Ty Cobb’s high figures of ..420 and .410,
made in 1911 and 1912 respectively, have
never been cqualled by a National
League player since the American
League came into existence.

KT KANGAROL
WITH AUTCMOBILE

Australian Ranchers Can Now
Protect Their Crops With Ease

Three sturdy automobiles, each bear-
ing several men armed with heavy rifles,
speed through the Australian landscape.
They came from Adelaide, South Aus-
tralia, and head northward toward the
heart of the plain which extends in un-
broken dreariness for hundreds.of miles
in that direction. The lookout in the
leading car scans the horizon with a
field-glass. ¥

“There they are!” he calls out, point-
ing to = slight rise. The heads of a few
kangaroos are plainly visible above the
salt brush, which grows beyond Burra
Burra, the jumping-off place of civiliza-
tion.

The whirr of the engines must reach
the animals’ sensitive ears; for they take
to fllight with tremendous bounds. At a
distznce of 800 yards they stop.

The automobiles continue in their wild
rush over the rough ground, and now
the hunters let their rifles speak.

One of the animals is wounded. The
remainder of the herd, keeping well to-
gether, leap away in one direction, while
the wounded animal hops with terrific
speed in the opposite direction. The
nearest car takes up the pursuit, and for
three miles continues in its course, par-
cllel to that taken by the wounded kan-
garoo. The brush becomes thinner and
the hunters head their car in a straight
line for the animal, which shifts its
course to an angle that brings it directly
across the path of the oncoming car.
A wel laimed shot ends the flight.

Now, back to the pursuit of the rest
of the herd. After o drive of a few
miles the animals are sighted. At a dis-
tance of fifty or sixty yards the hunters

openr fire, killing four of the animals.
The fifth, a young kangaroo, takes to
the open country. The hunters have de-
cided to catch it alive. As fhey ap-
proach their prey, one of the hunters
creeps forward on the runningboard,
seizes the kangaroo by the tail, and man-
ages to hold on to both car and animal
until the car is stopped.

Each year, during the prolonged
drought in the Australian bush sections,
the kangaroo becomes a pest in the
farming sections, great numbers invading
the ranches and destroying the crops.
Before automobiles were pressed into
service, kangaroo-hunting was almost a
hopeless job.

The members of the typographical union,
which prints THE LITERARY DIGEST and

City, presented demands to the employing

printers on October 1st which were so radical
that they could not be acceded to.
