Avpaxy, N. Y., June 24.—The court of
appeals’ decision in the sugar trust case
—the North River Sugar Refinery Com-
pany—was handed down to-day. The
decision was written by Judge Finch,
and in it he says: The judgmentsought
against the defendant is one of corporate
death. The state which created it asks
us to destroy, and the penalty invoked
represents the extreme rigor of the law.
Its infliction must rest upon grave cause
and be warranted by material miscon-
duct. ;

Two questions open before us : First—
Has the defendant corporation exceeded
or abused its powers; and second, does
that excess or abuse threaten or harm the
public welfare. We find disclosed that
it has beoeme anm .intregal part and ele-
ment of a combination and dictates the
extent and manner and terms of its
entire business activity. All its
stock is in the central association,
dominated by a hoard, and consist-
ing of only 11 individuals, who
took and distributed to iis own stock-
holders certificates of the board, carry-
ing a proportionate interest in what it de-
scribes as its capital stock. It has lost
the power to make a dividend, and
is compelled to pay over its mnet
earnings to the master whose ser-
vant it has become. Under the
order of that master, it has refused
to refine sugar, and by so much has les-
sened the supply upon the market. It
cannot stir unless the master approves,
and yet, it is entitled to receive from the
earnings of the other refineries, d

Concluding, the opinion says: “The
defendant corporation has violated its
charter and failed in the performance of
its corporate duties, and that in [respects
so material and important as to justify a
judgment of dissolution. Having reach-
ed that result, it is needless to advance
into the wider discussion over monopol-
ies and the problem of political economy.
QOur duty is to leave them until some
proper emergency compels their consid-
eration, without either approval or disap-
proval of the views expressed by the
court below. We are enabled fo de-
cide thatin thisstate there can be no
partnerships of separate and independent
corporations, whether directly or indi-
rectly through the medium of a trust; no
substantial consolidation which avoids
and disregards the statutory provisions
and restraints ; but that manufacturing
corporations must be and remain several
as they were created, or one under the
statute.” The judgment appealed from
is affirmed with costs. All of the court
concurred.

lA. G. BOWES. H. CODNER
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ENGLISH E!POSWIIJN.

The teaching of English composition
in the schools is a matter of the very
highest importance, because unless a
child learns to express himself clearly
and intelligently with his pen a great
part of his education is virtually lost to
him. That the teaching of English com-
position is not well done is evidenced
by the fact that the number of persons
who are able to write well is extremely
limited. Even our colleges fail to turn
out many students who are gifted
in this respect, although it ought
to be the easiest thing possible for
everyone to write at least intelligently
and clearly. The system of teaching
English composition appears to us to be
altogether wrong, inasmuch as instead
of young persons having their attention
directed to descriptive writing they are
required to deal with themes of a philo-
sophic or semi-philosophic character,
which require a great deal more thought
than they can possibly bestow upon
them. The subject for the Douglas
gold medal last year may be
taken as a case in point for the
purpose of illustration. The young men
who attended the University of New
Brunswick were required to take for
their theme “The effect of the teachings
of Edmund Burke on the governments
of modern times.” Such a subject might
be proper enough for the consideration
of a man who had given years
to the study of history and to the
science of government; but to take a col-
lege student whose opportunities are
necessarily limited by his age, and re-
quire him to deal with such a subject is
perfect nonsense. The result of the sel-
ection of such subjects is that students
are forced to seek for outside assistance
and apply to books from which to cull in
whole or in part the essays which they
give as original. A notorious instance
of this occurred only a few years ago
when astudent who won the Douglas
gold medal stole the ‘production which
he passed off for his own, almost bodily
from a published book, the discovery of
his theft being actually made prior to
the time when the prize was awarded.
That student is now an official under the
government in connection with the edu-
catonal system of this country, having
1o doubt used his successful theft of the
works of another man asa lever to ad-
vance himself into a good position.

The other day in Carleton, Mr. Mont-
gomery gave an excellent illustration of
how English composition ought to be
taught. A prize had been offered for
that subject and instead of giving the
boys some abstract theme to write upon
he required them to sit down and give a
description of the fire which had recently
destroyed Adams & Gregory’s mill.
Everybhody in the school knew about the
mill and about the fire and was interest-
ed in the subject, and every boy conse-
quently was able to write something in
regard to it, intelligently and briefly.
The essays were all written under the
teachers eye so that there was no
possibility of there being outside help
from any quarter, and it must be con-
fessed that they were all very creditable
to the young men. The prize was won
by & son of John V. Ellis who no doubt
will make his merk in the future asa
reporter and descriptive writer. But al-
though his essay was the best, there
were others of almost equal merit show-
ing that the ability to write clear de-
scriptions of events passing under the
notice of school boys is by no
means confined toone or two but is
pretty general, atall events in Mr. Mont.
gomery’s school. If other teachers would
follow the example of Mr. Montgomery
in this respect we should have better
work in the line of English;composition.
Even the University authorities might
take a leaf out of his book, for we are
well assured that the students
who fcompete for the Douglas gold
medal would be much better employed
in writing a description ef the parlia-
ment buildings or even of the town
pump than in dealing with some
abstruse theme in regard to which
they have no knowledge except what
they derive from books.

SPELL IT WITH A “U.”

1t is reported that during the last
session of Parliament the attention of
the Secretary of State was called to the
fact that the word “iabour” was spelled
“labor” in the Labor bill. Instructions
have, therefore, been issued to the Su-
perintendent of the Government Printing
Bureau at Ottawa that hereafter in all
Government documents and publica-
tions the spelling of such words as favor,
honor, labor, etc., must conform to the
English usage, that is with the “u.”

Life is too short, time is8 too valuable,
and paper and 1nk are too costly to ad-
mit of the use of any superfluities in the
expression of our ideas. When St. John
was young, and that was only a trifle
over one hundred years ago, one of its
poets wrote of the skipper on one of its
little coasters :—

Farewell, he sayd, my Mary Anne,

And thenne he sayled away,
To yo pleasaunte towne of Dygbye,
Faire Dygbye, ower ye bay.

But were his words any more em-
phatic than they would have been if
written as we write, that is so far as
custom will permit, without the use of
superfluities > As the world grows old-
er men grow more and more {o recog-
nize the brevity of their lives. We have
no time for prolixity, even in ortho-
graphy, It is said that the space
occupied by the ‘“w” in such
words as labor, honor, humor
ete., in the London Times during a single
year, if paid for at the publisher’s regu-
lar advertising rates would bring him
something more than one thousand
pounds. Two or three hundred years
ago a dissertation on the most trivail of
subjects sometimes extended over five
or gix hundred folio pages, in the perusal

of which one was compelled to spend
weeks in gathering a few particles of
wheat from mountains of chafl.  Concen-
tration is what the world demands in
learning, labor and enjoyment. Nearly
everything that a non-professional man
requires to know, can be . found between
the covers of an encyclopedia, supple-
mented, of course, by a newspaper.
History, biography, travel, /treatises on
scientific subjects,—all are brought with-
in the narrowest compass, for unlike the.
man of one or two hundred years ago,
the men of two day will not be content

-Fwithout knowing something of every-

thing, and if such atask is tobeac-
complished they have no time to waste.
We may not see the day, but it will
come when verbosity will be unknown
in law and literature, when facts and
fancies will be expressed in a terse and
suggestive rather than [an exhaustive
manner; in fine, when men will husband
their time, in which their words are in-
cluded, as carefully as they husband
their wealth.

But for the present “in all government

“U” will be used in spelling such words
as favor, honor, labor, etc. This
means for the clerks during =&
year the equivalent of a pen
stroke somewhat longer than the
Canada Pacific Railway, the use of
geveral gallons of ink and reams of paper,
and a degree of imbecility on which the
reader may place his own estimate.

MR. LAURIER'S LEADERSHIP.

The Toronto Globe’s indorsement of
Mr. Laurier as Liberal leader is probably
only a parting word from Mr. Cameron
who severs his connexion with the Globe
in a week or two. It is impossible that
the Liberals of Ontario can stultify them-
selves much longer by following the
leadership of a Frenchman who was in
sympathy with the Riel rebellion, and
who places the interests of his church
above the interests of the state. Mr.
Laurier may be a very good second or
third man in the Liberal ranks,butitwas a
grave mistake to make him leader in the
first place, and to continue him in that
position would be a still greater error.
The thing that the Grit party needs most
is loyalty and patriotism and unless it
acquires a large stock of these necessary
articles it cannot hope to be successful
in winning the support of the electors.

NOTE AND COMMENT.

The Sun informed its readers yester
day that 8ir John A. Macdonald had
taken his departure for England. - It
tells its readers to-day that yesterday
Sir John received a couple of delegations
in regard to important business matters
at Ottawa. As Sir John A. Macdonald
cannot well be in two places at once it is
probable that the Sun’s statement of
yesterday was incorrect.

The United States House of Represent-
atives refuses to concur in the amend-
ments of the senate to the silver bill and
the matter will have to be dealt with by
a conference of the two Houses. The
principal amendment which the senate
added to the House bill was that authoriz-
ing free coinage of silver, without limit.
This was more than the House of Repre-
sentatives could stand, hence the refusal
to concur.

It is said that the English Syndicate
scheme for absorbing all the cotton mills
of Canada has fallen through having
failed to obtain the necessary support for
that purpose. No one need regret this
result for the carrying out of such a
scheme might injuriously affect localities
which now possess cotton mills which
might be closed by the syndicate asst-
perfluous. A little healthy competition
is best in such affairs.

Lieutenant Governor McLelan who
died in Halifax to-day was comparative-
ly a young man, having not yet
completed his 66th year. Mr. McLelan
has been in public life for 32 years,
baving been first elected for Colchester,
in 1858. He was a strong opponent of
confederation but finally made his way
into the cabinet in 1881. He was a
man of good ability, and there will be
general regret at his loss.

NAIL MAKING AT FOSTER'S FAC-
TORY.

A New 'h of the Con-
verting Cofls of Wire Into Kegs of
Nails,

Machinery in motion has an attraction
for most everybody. Interest is always
awakened by the products of inventive
genius in the shape of labor saving ma-
chinery, for manufacturing -articles of
necessity and every day use.

One of the most interesting things in
this line is the manufacture of nails, and
any one who had the privilege of going
through a nail factory and seeing the
machinery there at work will not forget
it soon. A Gazerre reporter visited
Messrs. S. R.!Foster & Son’s nail and tack
factory on Georges street this morning
and was kindly shown through it by two
of the foremen, Messrs, William and
Fred Dunham. The only objectionable
feature about such a tour is the noise,
which at first seems almost deafening.
Here on the second flat of the large
brick building were between .40 and 50
machines in rapid motion and being fed
with little sheets of iron and steel by
men and boys. Chomp, chomp, chomp,
go the machines from morn till night,
and one by one the nmails fall
into boxes by their sides. The story of
a pin is not far ahead that of a nail. From
the glowing farnace in the rolling mill
the unwieldy chunk of iron isrolled in-
to sheets of varying width and thickness.
The sheets go to the shears in the nail
factory and are clipped up into pieces of
the same width as the length of the nails
it is to make. These little pieces from 9
inches to a foot in length are heated just
enough - to make them blush for
the manufacture of the larger nails.
The operator in feeding the . nail
machine holds the small pieces of iron
or steel attached to” a handle and after
every cut of the machine turns it over.
Over and over [backward and forward
the little sheet is turned and faster than
you can count, the machine :bites it off
piece by piece till all but an inch or so is
left and nearly the whole piece has been
converted into nails. The heaviest
machines require an operator for each
but some of the machines for making
smaller varieties of nails, which are cut

. from the cold iron or steel, are managed

with automatic feeds so that a boy can

keep four of them going, his work being

to supply the automatic feeder with the

material to keep the machines at work.
MAKING NAILS FROM WIRE.

Wire nails are now becoming quite ex-
tensively used, but until recently these
had fo be imported. Always to
the front, Messrs. Foster & Son have
lately introduced the business here and
they will soon have six machines at work
in their establishment, converting wire
into nails. These machines have a capac-
ity of from three to fonr hundred pounds
of nails a day each and make all the
different sizes of wire nails from a § brad
to a nail of 3 inches in length and over
an eighthfof an inch in diameter. The
business is a new one, but the Messrs.
Dunham, who have charge of these ma-
chines, now understand them so well
that they can be operated without any
trouble. The steel wire out of which
these nails are made is coiled up on a
reel in front of the nail machine. The
latter draws in wire to the length of the
nail being made, catches it in a vice,
the grip of which makes six scores on
two sides of the nail near the head,
and at the same instant the end of the
wire protruding] an eighth or sixteenth
of an inch from the vice is struck asharp
blow with a spring hammer and the
head of the nail is made. Instantly the
vice looses its grip and the wire feeds in
the length of the nail when quick as a
flash two cutters close in on it from the
sides and 1n doing so cut the wire clear
and point the nail with the one
pressure. A light tap from anoth-
er spring knocks the nail clear and
another  follows in the same
way. So nicely are the machines adjust-
ed and so rapidly do they do their work
the coil ot wire is kept steadily unroll-
ing and the nails follow each other from
the macnine more rapidly than the tick
of a watch. Afier the nails come from
the machine they are milled; that is
they are turned into a big cylinder with
a quantity of saw dust, in which they
are whirled around until they are
worn perfectly smooth and are as bright
as a new tin pan. An ingenious con-
trivance is attached to the milling
cylinder in the shape of a suction fan.
When the nails are sufficiently polished
and it js necessary to remove the saw
dust from among them a valye is opened
and tbe suction fan soon sucks all the
saw dust from the cylinder and deposits
it in & box just above it. The polished
nails are then removed perfectly clean
and free from dust and put up in kegs
ready for sale. Other nails just from the
machine ‘are put into the cylinder,
a slide is opened and the sawdust
shoots down among the nails again and
on the ‘polishing process goes, the same
sawdust being used over and over again
till it becomes too dirty and is condemn-
ed to the furnace to be replaced by some
fresh from the sawmill, These wire nails
are becoming very commonlyjused for fine
work such as putting on mouldiings, ete,
their main réecommendation being that
they will not split the wood as easy
as other nails. The firm received
ten tons of wire from Montreal a few days
ago for making nails of this kind, and
the Canadian make of wire is preferred
to the imported article.

When gll the wire machines are in
position there will be 50 machines in the
establishment turning out allsorts of cut,
wrought and hammered nails from
the smallest tack to spikes of 9
inches in length. A 5 ton spike
machine for making 8 to 9
inch spikes has lately been putin. The
weekly turn out is about 700 kegs of nails
of all sizes, and all the material used is
made in Canada and most of it in this
city.

To B LavNceED NEaT WEEE.—A new
schooner of about 120 tons register will
be launched at Stony Creek, Albert Co.,
some time next week. She will be
called the H. R. Emmerson and is owned
by James Wright and others. Captain
Charles Bishop will command the new
craft. She will come here to load lumber.
Robert O’Brien of this city is at present
making the blocks for the Emmerson.
The managing owner, James Wright, is
in the city,
