COUNTING THE COST.

Summing Up the Loss hy the London
Fire—Great Mass of Ruins.

London, Nov. 20.—A' number of fire
engines this morning are still playing on
the smonldering ruins marking the scene
of the great fire. ' It is Impossible to ac-
curately estimate the amount ‘of damage
done, but the direct damage, exclusive
of the immense indireet loss to trade
will probably be about $10,0000,00. Con-
sols and India 3 per cents have fallen
heavily on the belief that the losses will
necessitate ' ‘heavy sales by insurance
companies, and most insurance compan-
ies’ shares have dropped 10 to 30 points.

The Hvening Standard, in its finan-
cial article, says it is believed the bulk
of the fire losses fall upon the Ameri-
cam insurance companies.

The last flames disappeared by 11
o’clock this morning, but as this mes-
sage is forwarded water is still Leing
poured on the red hot masses of ruins
The harued distriet is surrounded by
enormous crowds of people and the rail-
roads are running excursion trains from
the country. ;

About 300 firms are engaged in seek-
ing for new offices. An official report
says the cause of the fire is unknown.

In . considering the ques-
tion it is necessary to take into account
our great public debt and the heavy
yearly burden it entails. We must also
c¢onsider the effect of the present neces-
sarily heavy taxation on our industries
. and the:danger of materially increasing
the load. No- poliey more readily lends
itself to extravagance than the granting
of local favors at gemeral expense, and
our railway policy must be free from
that unfortunate and dangerous fault.
Subsidies must b2 paid and the money
given the railway builders must be taken
from other industries. 'The provinces
may occasionally find it advantageous to
subsidize a railway corporation—to pay
a part of its fares and freight rates in
the form of a bonus. ' In sueh local af-
fairs the people on the ground are the
best judges as to the prospects of receiv-
ing ‘returns for their outlays. . Should
the people of British Columbia decide
to adopt a more advanced policy and
build and manage  their own railways
there will be a chance to verify the

Highlanders, and they, in 1881, were amal-
| gamated with the “Seventy-tifth, under the
latter’s title, into one 'terrltorial'reglment.
| The old name of the Ninety-second was at
first forgotten, but was later to reappear
a8 ‘more signiticant of the deeds of the
newly-.tormed regiment, . The union of the
regiments took place at the Strada Reale
barracks, Malita, and the force at first bore
the title of the Strada Heale Highlanders,
while a popular conundrum among military
folks at the time was, *“*What is the differ-
ence between the Ninety-second and the
Seventy-fifth,”” the answer being, ‘“I'he first
are real Highlanders, but the others
Reale(y) Highlanders.”” Of the two regi-
ments, however, the Seventy-fifth is "tne
older, having been Taised before'the au-
tomn of 1789, or seven years before the
original Gordon Highlanders were formed.
The regiment had its first taste of glory
in India, wHere it was immediately order-
took part in the siege and capture of
Seringpatam in 1799, and remaining there
until 1806. In 180Y the designatlon and
with it the uniform of the regiment was
changed from the Seventy-fifth Koot, which
was retalned until 1862, when it became the
Seventy-fifth Stirlingshire, in rémembrance
of its origin. The regiment, unfortunately,
did not have any opportunity to take part
in either the Spanish or the Waterloo cam-
paigns against Napoleon, but it served with
great distinction in the Katlir war of 1835,
and during the Indlan Mutiny, where 1t
took part in the siege oand capture of
Delhi, and in the famous march to the re-
lief of Lucknow in 1857, immortalized by
Tennyson’s poem written in memory of
Princess Alice. In 1863 a monument wasg
erected on a commanding prominence_ in
the cemetery of the city of BStirling, Scot-
land, to the memory of the 8 officers, 13
sergeants, Y corporais, 3 drummers, and 216
enlisted men of the regiment who fell in
the mutify. The Kgyptian campaign of
1882 found the Seventy-fifth, as the newly-
united First Battalion of the Gordon High-
landers, marching side by side with the
Seventy-ninth, the Iorty-second, and the
Seventy-fourth, thus forming a genuine
Highland brigade, under the command of
Lieut.-Gen. Sir K. B. Hamley. At the
