Michael Weazel, reported by Detective 

Killen for doing business without a lic­
ense in the city, appeared in court this 
morning to answer the charge.

Rockland, Me., Sept. 3—A record three 
knots faster than that of any ship in the 
United States navy was scored by the 
Bath bqilt torpedo boat destroyer Flusser 
in a standardization trial, the first of her 
official acceptance trials on the Rockland 
mile course. Her fastest mile was made 
at the rate of 33.7 knots an hour, while 
another was at the rate of 33.4 knots. The 
average of her five top speed runs was 
32.7 knots. The British destroyer Swift has 
a record of nearly 36 knots.

Pres. John S. Hyde of the Bath Don 
Works, the contractors, said he was very 
proud of the result and feels that his firm 
has set a mark that will not soon be 
equalled by any other yard. The Bath Iron 
Works also have credit for the fastest bat­
tleship, the Georgia, whose mark is 19.26 
knots and the fastest scout cruiser, the 
Chester whose record is 26.52 knots.

As fog set in so thick they could not 
see the marks the 20th run was omitted 
but this did not interfere with the trial 
as the last run was to have been at low 
speed. A shaft horse power of 14,400 was 
developed, Capt. Chas. W. Dingley of 
Bath was the navigating officer and Chas. 
P. Weatherbee was superintending engin­
eer. The Flusser is equipped with Parson’s 
turbines. She will be ready for delivery 
Sept. 28.

The Flusser left yesterday qn her water 
consumption test of 24 hours at 16 knot 
speed.

New York, Sept. 3-Thai Ferdinand 
Tinney Earle narrowly escaped being shot 
to death at hie country estate, Earle 
Castle, near Monroe, N. Y., early in 
June, when Ballard Dunn, a newspaper 
nan of Chicago, found his sister, Miss 
ertrude Buell Dunn, living under the 
ame roof with the man who achieved 

notoriety by casting off his first wife and 
her child to marry Miss Julia Kuttner, 
whom he described as his soul mate, has 
come to light, following the publication of 
the story of the artist’s latest attachment.

Hearing that his sister had entered in­
to a compact with the artist, Mr. Dunn, 
according to friends of Earle who supply 
the information concerning his latest es­
capade, took a fast train out of Chicago 
and reached Monro. He had telegraphed 
his sister that he was coming, and his 

‘messages had caused much alarm in the 
iEarle household, where the young settle­
ment worker had only been known to the 
servants as the artist’s stenographer.

Mr. Dunn was met at the railroad sta­
tion by his sister. Miss Dunn tried to 
convince her brother that Earle had not 
lured her to his home.

“If there is any one to be blamed, Bal­
lard, it ia I,” she told him. “I was the 
aggressor, and Mr. Earle did not seek me 
’out.”

Shaking with sobs, Dunn pleaded with 
bis sister to return with him to Chicago 
He told her that her aged mother and 
father were waiting to forgive her if she 
had committed any wrong. She turned 
« deaf ear to all pleas and told her broth­
er of the ideal life which she and the ar­
tist had planned.

Earle was brought face to face with 
Dunn. After an interview, filled with 
dramatic incidents, Dunn reached to his 
hip pocket and, facing the artist, said:—

“Earle, you are a contemptable coward, 
land I consider it my sacred duty to rid- 

,J die your body with bullets!” -
Without a tremor in his voice, Earle, 

walkirig two steps nearer Mr. Dunn, said: 
ÿ “If you feel that way, Mr. Dunn, I am 
here and you may shoot.”

Miss Dunn leaped into his arms, knock­
ing him back into his seat, “Don’t do 
that, Ballard'.’’ she screamed.

Touched by his sieber%etraage mfbtii- - ■ 
ation for the man Dunn broke dowd and 
begged his sister to return with him to 
Chicago for a few days and promised her 
if "she then desired to return to Earle’s 
home he would offer no further objection.

The three finally reached a com­
promise, Miss Dunn said she would go 
home for two weeks provided Earie 
woufd accompany her. Mr. Dunn agreed 
and the three took the first train to Chi­
cago. After spending a fortnight with her 
parents Miss Dunn, it is said, succeeded 
in convincing her relatives that Earle had 
been greatly misrepresented in the news­
papers. She insisted that only through 
constant companionship could the artist 
end herself realize their highest literary 
and artistic ideals.

At the end of the fortnight, Earle and 
Miss Dunn returned to Monroe, where 
they remained in seclusion until their de­
parture.

Chicago, Sept 2—Won over by the affec­
tion 'displayed by the Countess Gizycki for 
her three-year-old daughter, Felicia, in her 
patient search for the kidnapped child, 
the Czar of Russia has officially returned 
the little girl to her. An imperial order 
has been received in this city announcing 
that the child would be protected "while 
ih the possession of the mother whether 
in Russia or on foreign soil. Medill Mc­
Cormick, cousin of the Countess, confirm­
ed the news of the receipt of this almost 
unprecedented mandate.

The child was found several months 
ago by the mother but she was in fear 
that Count Gizycki, from whom she had 
separated, would steal Felicia again.

At the same time of the recovery ôf the- 
little girl* it was said that Robert 8. Mc­
Cormick, an uiicle ' ofv the countess and 
former ambassador to Russia, through his 
connection with the diplomatic service 
had been able to reach the Czar, and that 
Nicholas had personally interceded with 
the count. It was also asserted that H. 
W. Patterson, her father, had paid a large 
sum of money for the return of the <ibild.

The countess, now that she has no fear 
of losing the child, will remain in Chicago 
indefinitely. In the fall she will open a 
residence in Chicago or go to the home 
of her mother in Washington.

“The matter has progressed so far that 
I can say that the kidnapping and con­
cealment of the countess’s child were ex­
ceptional,” said Medill McCormick.

“On that account, and inasmuch as the 
regular tribunals had no jurisdiction in 
the matter the czar deigned to intervene. 
By imperial command he /restored* the 
child to the countess’ possession, and he 
has ordered that the mother be protected 
in Russia or abroad.”

LATEST HEALTH PLAN
STOCK MARKET

Toronto, Ont., Sept. 3—(Special)—A 
new stock exchange to be known as the 
Dominion Exchange, Ltd., is in course of 
organization. It will maintain branches 
in a number of cities of Canada.

J. R. Roaf, of 18 West King street, 
counsel for the concern, has secured a fed­
eral charter and is now engaged in draft­
ing regulations which win be passed upon 
as soon as organization of the eojnpany 
has been completed. It is understood that 
several leading business men of this city 
are promoting dhe exchange.

It is intention of the new exchange, ac­
cording to Roaf, to open branches in To­
ronto, Montreal, Winnipeg, Halifax, Co­
balt, Vancouver and perhaps other cities.

New York, Sept. 3—In order to elim­
inate all danger of infection from dirty 
milk bottles and to place the distribution 
of whole milk on a strictly sanitary basis, 
the New York Milk Committee, in its 
en infants’ milk depots is using for the 
first time in New York city a single 
vice paper milk .bottle which it instructs 
its patrons to‘ throw away as soon as it 
is emptied of milk.

Milk dealers in the city have long talk­
ed about the single service container, but 
none of them had dared venture its sale. 
The milk committee, which considers its 
depots as experimental stations in the dis­
tribution of milk, willingly undertook: «he- 
task of adopting the paper bottles, with 
the idea of ascertaining whether they 
really practical. The results, so far, have 
been most satisfactory. Each mother who 
has used the bottles has been instructed 
in their use of the doctors and nurses at 
the. depots. , „

The bottles are of paraffined paper and 
are distributed iù -pint sizes. An opening 
in the top of about one inch in diameter 
is fitted with a wooden plug,fitted in over 
a parrdffine slip. As the bottles are steri­
lized when distributed and as they are 
never used after the first time, they are 
proving of material aid to the milk com­
mittee in its programme of clean milk pro­
duction.

The cost of the bottles is about 1-2 a 
cent each in wholesale lots; but -this is, 
if anything, less expensive than the cost 
of glass bottles, freightage on glass bottles 
breakage, washing, etc. Big dealers esti­
mate that the life of a glass bottle is less 
than fifteen trips.

Toronto, Sept. 3—Dr. Jdhn Seath, su­

perintendent of education for the prov­
ince, will sail from Montreal in a few 
days to visit centres in Germany, Prance 
and other European countries for the pur­
pose of studying technical schools there 
and making a report to the government. 
He goes under instructions from the min­
ister of education, who has taken a great 
deal of interest in the subject of technical 
education. Dr. Seath made a special re­
port on technical education after investi­
gating the schools of the United States 
several years ago, and his opinions there 
expressed are still quoted and highly re­
garded.

It is intended to make special enquiry 
into the application of technical instruc­
tion to elementary as well as to second­
ary sdhools, and also into the utility of 
special coursés of study adapted to local 
industries. The financial support of 
schools for technical training will likewise 
be carefully considered.

The policy of the government in regard 
to technical education has already been de­
veloped this year by the establishment, at 
the Ontario Agricultural College, of 
courses for teachers in horticulture, agri­
culture . and the industrial arts. The dé- 
partment is also issuing two elaborate cir­
culars on technical instruction, one deal­
ing with elementary industrial arts in the 
public schools of villages and towns, and 
the other dealing fully with agricultural 
and horticultural courses of study in rural 
public schools.

out Japan's consent.

Must Borrow from Japan.

Another significant provision is that, 
should China build the Kirin railway east, 
she must borrow half the required capital 
from Japan, thus insuring Japanese con­
trol of an important branch from Japan’s 
main line toward Vladivostock.

China is compelled to transfer the Taia- 
hiqJiao-Newchwang line to Japan.

Japan's right to work the Fushun and 
Y entai collieries is conceded. China is 
forced to agree that all other minps along 
the South Manchurian and Antung rail­
ways be worked conjointly by Japan and 
China.

In view of the Yalu timber agreement 
experience this means Japanese absorbtion 
in disregard of the opeiÎT door and equal 
opportunities pledge given to the world. 
Japan absolutely refused to discuss her 
determination to absorb China's sov­
ereignty by flooding the Antung zone with 
troops. This refusal demonstrates that 
China was fully warranted in opposing to 
the last Japan’s reconstruction demands.

Japan also refused to discuss the ab­
sorption of sovereignty along the South 
Manchurian Railway, which is far greater 
than ever charged against Russia. Her at­
titude is in glaring contrast with Russia’s 
recognition of China’s sovereign rights in 
the recent Harbin agreement.

(New York Herald.)
Pekin, Aug. 31—An agreement on the 

long standing Manchuria issues was reach­
ed today and will be signed probably to­
morrow. The Japanese demands are a re­
newed illustration of that nation’s de­
termination to place her tentacles on Man­
churia and absorb its riches.

Throughout the negotiations Japan’s at­
titude was unyielding and aggressive, and 
the Chinese negotiators, powerless, were 
compelled to accede on all material points, 
realizing the necessity of peace at any 
price with their belligerent neighbor.

Japan concedes China's nominal sov­
ereignty over Hsiento, but makes condi­
tions absorbing practically all the admin­
istrative power.

Must Declare Open Ports.

China is compelled to declare four open 
ports, where the Japanese are given ex­
clusive jurisdiction over all Core ans and 
also jurisdiction in criminal cases involv­
ing Coreans throughout the rest of the 
district. The opening of the ports is not 
warranted by any commercial need. Con­
sular representation by other nations is 
most improbable. Hence it means Japan­
ese control of the settlements and Japan­
ese jurisdiction over 
Habitants in the whole district.

Touring the West
Professor Shaw is the central figure of 

a party of seven prominent United States 
agricultural editors and journalists 
a*-e touring the Canadian west, n»'- 
automobiled through the fanning districts 
adjacent to the city, and saw field upon 
field of waving grain, ripening to a goldèn 
hue, beneath the warm, bright sun and 
brilliant azure of perfect harvest weather. 
In a corner room of the club where the 
party wfere being lunched after their drive, 
Prof. Shaw, physically frail, but his 
bright eyes twinkling, and his thin, 
thoughtful features aglow with enthusiasm 
over the prospect of the land he was vis­
iting, talked of the Canadian west as the 
ultimate bread producer for the millions 
now swarming the prairies of the western 
state, the new and almost inexhaustible 
substitute for the fast failing wheat lands 
to the south.

Professor Shaw based his statement on 
statistics he produced to show an alarm­
ing decrease m yield per acre in the west­
ern states. That thore is still an immense 
crop acMagii he did not deny. That there 
will even be a larger crop in the western 
states this year than for some years past 
he was quite willing to admit.

“Since the virgin soil of the western 
states was broken over 20 years ago,” he 
said, “the yield of wheat per acre has de­
creased from 25 bushels per acre to 12. It 
is quite true that there is a large crop this 
year—in fact larger than for some, years. 
But, as I say, the yield perUcre is de­

creasing and the population is rapidly on 
the increase. I can see no other result 
than that the United States must ulti­
mately buy wheat from Canada. The 
age in the western states is limited. In 
Canada only the fringe has as yet been 
touched upon.”

“Within what period do you believe 
this will come about?”

“I am quite sure in not more than ten 
years.”

President Shaw was quite conclusive in 
his statements. Notwithstanding the fact 
that the effoits to instruct the farmers in 
the western sates on preservaion of soil 
fertility were producing results, he fore­
saw no other result than that the spring 
wheat fields of Minnesota and the Da­
kotas, and the Winter wheat yields of the 
more southern states, would ultimately 
fall short of the demand of the fast grow­
ing population. 1

The professor’s statements are remark­
able in the ( face of the recent increase in 
the duty on wheat entering the United 
States from 25 cents to 30 cents per 
bushel. He believes, however, that the 
people across the border will see to it 
that they have a government in power 
that will cancel the increase when they 
are compelled to buy grain from Canada.

“Do you think, in view of the - fulfill­
ment of your prophecy, that the increase 
of duty on wheat to 30 cents was 
wise move?”

“I do. Personally, I heartily disapprove 
of it.”

C Toronto, Sept. 2—In a typical speech, 
full o£ humor, Lord Charles Beresford ad­
dressed 600 members of the Canadian Club 
today on two important factors of the 
ifiaperial question—trade relations and im­
perial defence.

In regard to the first mentioned topic he 
exhibited a strong leaning toward tariff 
reform in the old country, and pleaded 
that at least the question should be care­
fully looked into before any decision- was 
reached.

“Now. don’t run away with the wrong 
idea that because I am an Irishman I am 
talking against the government. I am not 
doing anything of the sort. If I wanted to 
talk against the government I would not 
have the. bad taste to come here and do 
it. Over here I’ll support whatever gov­
ernment is in power.”

The question before them all was how 
could the old country and the dominions 
across the seas got closer together 
There was nothmg aggressive about the 
imperial question. “We don’t want to be 
messing about with other people’s affairs, 
blit to look after our own, to hold what we 
have and improve it.”

One means of drawing nearer was the 
medium ot tfadë. There has been in the 
old country considerable debate on the 
question of fair trade, free trade, tariff re­
form, “and I believe.” he said, “the time 
has arrived when we should look into this 
question of tariff. I believe that we could 
make some sort of an arrangement by 
which we could help each other, some sort 
of reciprocity, and we cannot do that un­
less we have a tariff to keep other people 
out when we want our own people to come 
in.”

Foreigners dumped their surplus manu­
factures on Great Britain while they care­
fully protected themselves by a tariff. He 
admitted that it was a very sound busi­
ness principle to buy in the cheapest mar­
ket and sell to the greatest advantage. But 
when their people could not sell their 
goods, then he thought the, question of 
tariff should be looked into. Canada had 
advanced by leaps and bounds since 1878, 
when the tariff came into operation, and 
nobody had been ruined.

principal parts and the Cathedral choir of 
the day, the noted Coleman choir, uniter 
direction of H. S. Coleman, singing the 
choruses. The choir was stationed in 
what was one of the dressing rooms un­
der the old arrangement of the theatre, 
and so well did they do their part that 
they won from M. Mueller the heart­
iest praise. “Magnifique, magnifique,” he 
cried, as he greeted the local singers after 
the performance.

As for the audience which filled the In­
stitute auditorium, it was the first gath­
ering in St. John to hear opera and for 
fully three minutes after the last note 
had ceased to sound, stillness reigned, to 
be broken then by a grand outburst of 
applause, both showing how impressed 
were all by the new form of musical enter­
tainment and the excellence with which 
it was presented.

The Coleman choir was probably the 
most proficient ever connected with a St. 
John church. While few members of it 
are in the city, those who are here and 
the musical people of the day who attend­
ed the Fabbri concerts will recall with 
pleasure that scene from II Trovatore and 
wish that'it could be heard again as sung 
by Mme Fabbri and her company and 
the Cathedral singers.
