Her whole story seemed to be
sincere ; there was no effort at dissimula-
tion or dissembling,

““Mrs. Smith, you are here to answer
the charge of assisting in the murder of
your own son. Have you any objections
to stating to me what impelld’ you to
this act ?” ;

‘I had nothing to do with it, sir. IfI
could have prevented it I would. My
husband told me about an hour before he
did it that the Lord demanded a sucrifice
of us and that our boy bad to die. I beg-
ged him to spare my boy. I cried and
begged him to consider well what he was
about to do, but all the answer he made
me was that Jesas Christ had died for us
and the Lord had told him that our son
had to die for Hissake. He called my
boy out of the house and told him that he
had to die for our Saviour. The boy ask-
ed him if ‘the Lorl l:ad commanded us to
starve and Josiah told him “Yes.” Then
the little fellow knelt down and I knelt
down by his side and his father atood up.
He raised the knife, looked hard in the
boy’s face, and then drove the knife into
his breast. Oh ! it was awful, once it was
done !”

“What do you mean ? Do you mean to
say that the slaying of one of your child-
ren did not seem awful to youn ?”

“No ; I felt bad a little, but when he
told me what he was going to do, it did
uot seem 8o terrible. ‘It was only when I
saw the boy fall over and a great stream
of blood come spurting from the body that
1 felt how terrible it all was.”

‘“‘Had your busband ever been a religi-
ous mau ? Had he ever shown any symp-
wins of religious insanity "

‘“No, sir. He was not a religious man,
He believed in God, but did not follow
aoy religion. He took to reading the
Bible a great deal a few weeks before all
this happened, and used often to read me
all they say in the Bible about tbe sacri-
tice to the Lord. I begged him not to
read them 80 much, but they seemed to
have a terrible fascination for him. He
would read over and over again abount the
Lord commanding Abraham to sacrifice
his son Isaac, and how He sent a ram to
be the victim. He got to talking to his
old father, who is now seventy-eight years
old, and he said to him: ‘I am the
Lord.” His old father argued with him
when he saw the way he was going, but
it was no use, and my husband would go
on saying to him that he had God in him,

““ How long have you been married to
this man? Has he been a good husband
to you ?”

““This coming December will be sixteen
years, I Have no complaint to make
against him, for he has been as good a
nusband to me as a woman could want.
He was always kind to all of us, and did
all that he could to keep us from want-
But just before he did it he said that we
must all fast, and that he would not let us
eat anything. The boy asked frequently
f God had ordered us all to starve, and
he always said He had. If it had mnot
veen that my head was sort of dazed, and
if the boy had not given in at once, I
might have prevented the killing, though
he was mighty bent on it.”

“ How did your husband’s talk on this
subject of sacrifice affect you ?”

“Well, I used to feel that if the Lord
commanded me to starve or kill people, 1
would vot do it. Bus when he would talk
t? me and persuade me that a good wife
8.ould think as her husband did, I got so
as to think that what he said must be
right.”

** Do you ever think of your murdered
child ¥’

“ Oh, yes, sir; I often do. Iam always
thiuking of him, and I ean hear him at all
times asking to be brought in and laid on
his bed, and begging for a little water be«
fore he died. I have his face before me
all the time and I hear his voice in my
ears day and night.”

The woman continued with heart-rend-
ing details of the boy’s conveérsations with
his father. and his numerous attempts to
make his father go back to fishing after
he had given itup. She pictured in her
graphic but illiterate way, the sickening
details of her child’s death. Duriog the
course of her narrative, deep sobs would
interrupt her story, but they seemed to
be more the result of emotional excite-
ment than any natural grief of a bereaved
mother.

Whitney shows that an advance of ex-
actly sixty per cent has taken place in
one year. Men's wages, he says, ‘‘are
also 856 per mynth higher on the aver-
age.” He mentions the comparative
cost of other items which play an im-
portant partin the lumber business,
and sums up as follows,—

‘‘The general result is that provisions
are higher thab nsual and the expenses
of operating it the woods are conse-
quently heavifr than those of last sea-
son. This gractically wipes out the

margin of prafit upon which the opera-
tors calculate.”

When Mr. Snowball protested in the
House of Commons at Ottawa against
the protective tariff of the present Gov-
ernment on the ground that it would
cripple the lumber business, Mr. Whit-
ney was among those who professed dis-
belief in his predictions.. He belunged
to the class who could not see that
when the lumberman—the chopper and
teamster—was forced to pay from
twenty to forty per cent on his blunkets,
his clothing and other necessaries, he
must have increased wages to give to
the mannfacturers. Now, however,
Mr. W., and others in his line of busi-
ness, realise the sitnation. They see
their “‘margin of profit” melted away.
The man who must have his sixty per
cent advance for his team, as well as he
who requiries his $5 a month advauce
on former wages, cannot protect the
manufacturer for less; and those in the
lumber trade must pay. According to
Mr. \yhitney, the only hope of the
latter class is that the weather may
favor them ‘“‘and the market climb up a
notch or two on the other side.” In
other words, Mr. Whitney is candid
enough to give the Sun—the special
organ of the N. P. in New Brunswick
—the unwelcome assurance that only
the hand of Pruvidence and a further
rise in prices in free-trade England can
save the lnmber trade of New Bruns-
wick from the dire effects of the Can-
adian National Policy. We congratu-
late this N. P. Goliath of Miramichi on
his candid repudiation of the false
policy by which he was once deceived.
His example will, uo doubt be follow-
ed by others who are in a sufficiently
independent position to say what they
believe. Wealways knew Mr. Whitney
was ill-at-ease in the protectionist camp
and we welcome_him back to the more
congenial ranks of those who hold that

At 4 p .. a departure was taken from
Cape P ne bearmg E 3 8. mag; distant
the weather being fine, ' A course was
shaped WV, by N, mag., and at noon on
the 26th she had run vy pateat log 180
miles upon that course, putting her by
“*dead reckoning,” in 45° 37 N., lon 57°
50 W, no observation having been ol-
tained, either for lat., or lon., throughout
tue day, the wind very light from the
N. E, but the sky was overcast.

Tue course was then altered to W 3 N.
ma;.. and continued so until she struck.
In the eveuning the weather became h.zy
with passing showers of slect. At md-
night the patent log shuwed that the ship
had run 105 miles since noon. 3a m
on the 30th Nov., when she struck, 1t is
estimated that she had made 27 miles wore
upoun the same course. It was then that
the second mate, who was officer of the
watch, observed a sudden change in the
color of the water upon his starboard beam
and called the ciptain. who was in the
chart room close at hand, and upon coming
oat on the deck he immediately ordered
the helm to be put hard a starboard, but
hefore the chip could answer her helin the
“lovk out” men reported breakers on the
port bow. The engines were then stopped
immediately and reversed, but too late, as

ithe ship struck violently on the outlying

rock south of St. Andrew’s Island, near
Cape Canso.
he captain remarked to the mate short-
ly after that his compiss must have been
‘“out,” as he expected to pass fully 30
miles off shore. The ship came off the
rock and an attempt was made to anchor
her, but the chain lockers had been de-
stroyed and the cables had gone to the
bottom.
The fore compartment soon filled, and
the boats were then got ready for leaving-
:ge starboard life was the first to be lower;

About 4 a. m. the captain held a con-
sultation with the officers, and as the
damage was confined to the fore part of
the ship, the chief engineer hoped to be
able to keep the ship afloat, but about
530a m. §n. 2 bulkhead gave way and
the eugine-roon immediately filled, the
ship took a lurch to port-and went down
head foremost. The coptain, the second
engineer, fireman and a lady passenger
having perished with the ship.

The captain. unhappily, clung to the
idea that the compartments wonld keep
the ship afloat, and fearing that Miss
Fairall would perish if put into the boat,
permitted her to remain too long on board,
and whiie making the attempt to get into
the starboard life.boat, assisted by the
chief steward, thev were washed off th:
Jacol’s ladder, and she was seen no more,
The steward was carried off by a sea and
was ultimately taken off the ship’s stern
by the prt life boat. The captain when
last secn was on the upper bridge, but
nothing is known of him after the ship
foundered, but his body has since been
found in the forehold, having probably
been drawn down in the vortex. as the
ship sank. Some of the buats got safely
to the shore and their crews reached
Canso, another was picked up by a pass
ing schooner, transferred to the Liddes-
dale and carrield into Sydney. “

The loss of this valuable ship is mainlv
attributable to the northerlv set of the
current after passing Cape Race, which,
must have carried her at least 26 miles
out of her course in 35 hours.

The Polar current, after passing a §. W,
diregtion along the south shore of New-
foundiand, takes a westerly by north.
westerly and northerly set. It is suppos-
ed that this current does not extend over
thirty miles to the westward of Newfound
land and St. Pierre, Miq ; but as so many
ships which have left ports in Nova Seotia
amFCnpe Breton. bound to the Eastward
of Cape Race in foggy weather, have been
wrecked on St. Pierre, on the S. W, shore
of Newfoundland, this must be an error,
Iam therefore of the opinion that Ca tain
Fritz was not aware of the great indranght.
His supposition that the compass had put
Lim ashore was not likely to have heen
the case; admitting that it was to» near
the bridge fur safe navigation, it had been
compensated for the beeling error, He
was imprudent in neglecting his Pole when
in London, as he should there have obtain
ed a heavier card with less motion, for
bad weather. It is much to be regretted
that the lead was not hove on nearing the
land, as he wounld most certainly have
kunown of his rapid approach to Cranberry
Island. I am at a_.loss to know why
Cranher?y\lsland ight was not seen on
the mnrnin*é\:i e 30th, as the light-
keeper at CF rry Island has made a
declaration, supported by the affidavits of
several persons who were in a pogition to
know, that the vight was clear after 12
o’clock.

Admitting that passing sqnalls of sleet
did prevail, surely the light would bave
been seen at intervals.

Her crew was mainly composed of for-
eigners, some of whom spoke but little
Euglish, she having neither boatswain or
carpenter,

The last survey held upon her was in
London, where she was registered at that
time, and under the English law she was
not to carry ‘Life Belts,” buat only life
heams, of which she seemed to have a sur-
ficiencv. She has since heen registered
in St. John, N. B. Had she been employ-
ed there, she would have been required to
have life belts before she counld get a «lear
ance. It.will be seen in the evidence that
a Mr. Fairall, of St. John, N. B,, prefer
red charges of misconduct against the offi-
cers and crew at the time of the disaster,
uone of which could be substantiated.

1 am of opinion that no fault can he
found with the officers or crew after th-
accident occurred, as I think they behaved
well throughout that trying period. Mr.
McAvity's conduct as a passernzer was
very praiseworthy., The loss of the cap-
tain, the second engineer and Miss Faira |
was not owing to any misconduct on the
part of the crew, but was entirely owing
to circumstances beyond their control.

INTERVIEW WITH R. P. WHITNEY, ESQ.

A prominent scenic feature of the Royal
Hotel esplanade the last few days has been
the tall, commanding formr of R. P. Whit-
ney,E«q.,the well-known lumber oderat r
of the Miramichi,and equally renowned as
the champion pork raiser of North E-k,
which place, like the Frenchman’s wife is
“small but oh ! mighty,” in additicn to
having strong claims to the title, Porko.
polis of the North Shore. The craving to
know more of North Esk, to have its true
mwardness laid bare, to have these pig
‘sticking legends veritied, these mammoth
porkers vransferred bodily from the vist:
of fancy to the realms of fact, heads and
fzet thrown in, was too much for the mean-
dering menial of THE SvN, and he made
haste in approaching the said scenic feat.
ure to have his doubts anl fears removed

“Yes. 1 do raise gome pork,” remaiked
Mr. Whitney, as the reporter’s first con-
undrum plonged-him into a reverie of
reflection,” and T consider it one of tha
tine arts. It is easy enough to build a pen,
quite feasible to secare your pig, not at all

the Hampton factory.

Mr. W.—“ Usaally, I kill about a
dozen hogs each season. This year I only
slew nine, hut they were whoppers and no
mistake. They made from

4,000 To 5,000 LBS. OF PORK,

which is ulinost entirely nsed among my
lumber camps on the North West. Of
course, this is not all the pork we require;
the balauce I secure from other pork.
raisers up North. Beef is now quite
largely used in the woods, Lut the men
regard it as a delusion and a snare, and
refuse to be divorced from their time-
honored pork and beans.”

Mgr. W.—*Here is a table of the

REpr. —** What is the state of

LUMBFR OPERATIONS
on the Miranuchi this winter ?

Mr. W.—Very favorable for an average
unoual yield. There is from one foot and
!a half to two feet of snow in the woods on
the main river and its branches and if we
have uo heavy fa'ls between now and the
tirst of March, we shall have just enough
to see us comfortably through and guaran
tee a good head of water for driving pur-
poses in the spring. The teams are now
fairly at work hauling to the brows and
the season’s operations are now well under
way. There has been little or no sickness
among the men thus far this winter, This
is due to the pains taken with the camp
now, compared with old times. The camps
are places of comfort and repose alongside
of the miserable packing-boxes in which,
twenty or thirty years ago, the snen used
to be sorted away in piles and layers like
Grand Manan sardines. Fortunately we
have han no epidemic/ among the horses
this year as the weather has been tine and
bracing and the animals have thrived
rather than suffered by their hard work
in the woods. Horses fetch a high tigure
in the woods this year, from $40 to $50
per team being obtained, while lst year
they could be obtained for $25 or 30.
Men’s wages are also §5 per month higher
on the avirage. Oats are rather high ;
hay cheap ; beef and pork cheap; flonr
aud meal, high; molasses, moderate ;
beans, cheap. These are the heavy items
in wood supplies. ‘The general result is
that provisious are higher than usual, and
the expenses of operating in the woods are
consequently heavier than those of last sea-
son. This practically wipes out the mar
ggin of protit upou which the operators
calculate, and our ouly hope is that the
weather may prove favorable between
now and the mlddle of April, that the
streams may open early and with a good
head of water until the 1st of June, and
that the market may climb up a notch or
two on the other side,”

Rep.— **What is the extent of operations
on the North West Branch 9’

Mr. W.—1 should not be surprised to
seea cut of 25,000,000 feet of spruce,
which is about an average cut.  Ritchie
Bros., George Burchill & Snﬁs, Jabez B.
Suowball, R P. Whituey and Edward
Sinclair are the chicf operators. Mr.
Snowball also lumbers largely on the
Tabusintac and Bay du Vin, and wil
probably realize about 20,000,000, all told
this year. Mr. Muirhead is doing very
little in the woods this wiuter.

A Model Milk Farm.

SUCCESSFUL EXPERIMENTS WITH ENSILAGE.

My farm in Wellesley embraces 110
acres, 10 acres of which are in wood, 13 to
18 avcres under the plow, and 70 to 80
acres used as pasture, though much of the
latter would produce two to- four tous ot
hay to the acre, and is adapted to many
farm crops. Milk farming for the supply
of Newtou people with pure milk is my
priucipal induscry. I bought this farm 24
years ago, at which time 1t would barely
sustain three cows; now, my live stock
counsists of 46 head of horned cattle, eight
horses, five colts ; also a number of swiue.
I bave maintained the fertility of my place
largely through tue most thorough use of
the plow and the harrow, aund also by pur-
chases of stable manure in Buston, which
I have carted out at my leisure. Th
the aid of my sons I rewil all ghy milk
product to near-by consumers, $vho de-
mand the best artic'e.

During the past year or two I have been
much interested iu silos and ensilag-,
tinally deciding to adopt the system on
my own farm. 1 will give you a bit «f
my own experience in storing manure, by
which you will see why I becyme an eary
convert to the principle of ensilage.
Years ago, when teaming home . loads of
purchased stable manure from the city, I
koew no other method than to drive the
san.e oo to my barn floor, lift the trap
door and dump the contents into my baru
cellar, where numbers of swine would
spread and mix the same uatil wanted for
use.” At the suggestion of my father, |
reluctantly tried another method. I drove
my loads of manure into the fieid, where
they were intended for subseq use,
laid out a pile, say ftifteen or twenty by
forty feet, on the ground ; then, befure
adding another load, I would arrange that
the previous layer should be carefully and
thoroughly trodden down to exclude the
air and preserve the mnass intact from fire,
fauging or other loss and deterioration.
Piles of manare thus put up would become
thoroughly rotted, in better coudition
than that stored in the barn celiar, and
would cut up like “‘old cheess.” 1argued:
1f such methods would increase the value
of manure, improved methods would aid
in stormg coarse fodder.

To construct my silo convenient to my
barn I was obliged to blast the lower part
aod the rear end out of a ledge. The di

by sixty feet long and twenty feet deep.
It is divided imto four separate compart-
ments. The back side is all under ground
as also is the case with fourteen feet of
the frout. I made smooth walls on the
sides and ends by setting up a plank par-
tition four or five inches from the wall,
and filling the intervening space with five
stones and cement, removing the plank
after the cement had set properly. My
partition walls in the silo were construct-
ed io a similar maoner by setting up joists
aud plack, Yorming two partitious, leaving
a clear space between of eleven inches,
which space [ filled in with small stones
and cement. Wheu the partition walls
were firm and dry I removed the plavks
and joists. The bottom of the silo was
also sm othed off with cement. The top

spruce plank and weighted with stone,
say 100 pouufls to the square foot.

A word about silos, I think the cost
of substantial silus, built to last, has been
under-estimated. . Mine is unusua ly ex.
pensive, from its lucation in a ledge
though it is most permanent in its charac-
ter and will last for all time. 1 used 110
barrels of cemeat in its construction.
Silos much less oxpensive than mine can
be built of good material ; but, exceptiug
for experiment, I do not regard wooden
silos as economical in the end, since they
willonly last afew years at the most.
Again, I would recommend to all those
who intend erecting silos, to construct
them 80 the corners may be circular in-
stead of square, thus facilitating the thor-
ough treading dewn of the ensilage by
permitting the laborer, the horse or ox
to rsach all parts of the” silo in his round
of treading. I regret that I built the cor-
ners of my silo square, and iatenc at some
fature day to remedy this defect by mak-
ing them on a circle.

My silo was stored with corn fodder and
mix.d rowen and clover. I sowed thir-.
teen acres to Southern white corn, and
harvested au excellent crop, notwithstaud.
ing the dry weather, my ficlds having
been heavily fertilized with stable manure
alone. I am satistied that in dry seasons
fields dressed with barnyard manure suffer
less from the effect of drought than those
upon which commercial fertilizers are
apphied. In the cultivation of this fodder
corn I spread the manure in the spring,
harrowed the ground thoroughly, sowed
the seed with a seed sower in rows as fol-
lows: First one row across the field,
then another parallel row within ten or
twelve inches, then a space of 33 feet, so

packing. The solid manner in which I
packed my rilos may be 1ealized from the
fact,thut cighteen feet of solid, well
trodden ensilage had ouly settled about
two feet in depth when [ opened the silo

for feeding my cattle. Here again, in the |

cost of storivg ensilage, I must beg to
differ with many writers on the subject.
With all amy faciaties I cannot cut the
fodder in the ticld, haul it to the cutter
cut it up, store and pack iu the silo, and
attend to the details of the operation at a
less cost thau $2 50 to $2 75 per ton of
ensilage. Itis better that the farming
public should understaud the exact facts
mn  he case, without exaggeration ; for cu-
silage is worth far more than its cost to
auy farmer, yet its cost should not be
vuderrated.

My method of feeding milch cows is as
follows : About half-past tive in the morn-
ing I supply each cow with half bushel
of ensilage loosely packed in the basket.
At milking time, a little later, I give feed
made up and mixed twenty-fonr hours
before feeding, and allowed to staud in
cast iron troughs. The feed consists of
brewers’ sprouts bran and corn meal.
After breakfast I feed forty six head of
horned cattle with eight bushels of flat,
white turnips, sliced in a cutter, over
which I scatter 24 bushels of shorts. I
now turn the cows out to water, taking
them in as soon as the barn is cleaned out
and supply them a foddering of good hay.
At noon, say at about a quarter to twelve,
1 feed out more hay, always governing the
quastity by the amount each individual
animal consumes. At half past thiee in
the afternoon the cows are turned out to
water for the second and last time during
the last twenty-four hours. At four o’-
clock I again give a bushel basket loosely
filled with ensilage to -ach two cows, be
fore milking. Before sitting down 10
milking the cows are fed with the mash
or feed above mentioned, of brewers
sprouts, bran and corn meal. This they
consume during the operation of milking,
after which the cows receive for the night
a liberal foddering of good hay.

I look upon acow as a machine, of
most delicate constuction it is true, yer
one the profit upon which mnust acerue
from the amonut of raw material which
she may turn into milk. In other words,
instead of studying how little I may feed
a cow and sustain life, I study to learn
how much she may be induced, to con-
sume audass'milate. Of course,much of the
success in feeding cows must come from
careful observation and jndgment as to the
respective capacity and need of each avi-
mal. No iron rule can be laid down in
the matter of feeding, but it is my in-
tention to give each cow all she can con-
sume to a profit. I keep my cows in milk
as long as possible. A cow allowed to go
dry oneé or twice befors her time will al-
ways.go dry at about the same time in
subsequent years, and her value is there-
by seriously diminished.

In conclusion I can only add that upon
the opening of my silo the ensilage was
eaten greedily by every animal I bad on
the place, horses, cows and colts. As to
its effect upon the quality of the milk, I
know an improvement takes place through
feeding ensilage, both in quantity, qualirty
and color of the product. I have the
most fastidious st of customers to supply
with milk to be found in any city or vil
lage, and not a word of complaint has ever
been entered against ensilage milk. But-
ter made from this product. even in the
winter season, has a freshness, a Yavo
and a color on'y equalled by June bLutter.
Those farmers wino can afford the neces-
sary outlay in adopting the system of aux
liary feeding with eusilage cannot make
a better or more remunerative investmeut,
