“Xrain Up a Child,” Ete.

A fother, who wishes to secure his
children’s love will, in educating them,
look hoyond the exigencles of the day; he
will not selfishly indulge them in luxur-
ies which he has almost a certainty of
not bequeathing to them on his ™ death.
What can be more cruel than to bring
those young persons upin astation which
they must, at no distant time, relinquish
—to accustom them to soclety and asso-
ciations which they cannot always com-
mand? The girl’s mind is enervated; she
views the world through a medium which
is, in her case, deceptive, and acquires
wants and ideas umfitted to her future
lot. This barbarous indulgence deadens
her affections; and the inevitable reverse
comes, she is the first to complain of the
unwise judgment which renders it so
severe 'The schoolboy, on the other hand,
is often sent to a school or college un-
suited to his fortune, with an allowance
of pocket-money equal to that of his rich
companions, but entirely disproportioned
to his father’s means. He acquires differ-
ent friends—different views of life from
those at home. Money has not the same
relative value; he squanders his ‘‘tin,”’

and unthinking parents laughingly shake |.

their heads over his extravagance :
it adds to their importance—keeps
up their “‘appearance;’’ so they do not
check it. But the boy becomes a young
man—he has grown up with these false
ideas of right and wrong; he would, as
usual, do as his companions have done.
Suddenly, he finds himself pplled up—
thrown into a sphere widely apart from
theirs; often he sinks under the trial—
dies of disappointed hopes; oftener still he
rebels—he kicks against changed circum-
stances which he cannot understand—for
which he cannot account—since there is
nothing altered at home, and he alone
feels the reverse. He insists on what he
congiders his gights—is extravagant be-
cause he has not been taught the worth
of money—plunges into debt, and is
cast off by an angry father as unprinci-
pled and ungrateful. ‘“‘Train up a child
in the way it should go'’—‘‘as the twig
is bent so is the tree inclined.’”’ Economy
and self-denial must be inculcated, both
by precept and example, from childhond
—they cannot be acquired with the first
tallcoat—in the passage from the school-
house to the counting room.

The Japanese Method.

Carrier Pigeons In The Army.

The Russian military authorities have
lately been giving special attention to
the breeding and training of carrier pig-
eons for war purposes Lieut Biglow, the
chief trainer of these aerial war messen-
gers, a few days ago started twenty-
eight pairs of carriers from Luga to St
Petersburg Eight pairs reached their
destination in forty-five minntes, four
pairs in sixty-five minutes, and the re-
mainders at intervals during the day
One bird only was missing, and had
probably become the prey of a hawk At
a distance of fifty-nine versts (about forty
miles) from Moscow thirty-four carrier
pigeons were, on the same day, started
singly on a homeward flight to the old
capital They all reached their destination
safely, but the average time occupied was
six hours According to these experi-
mental results it can scarcely be said
that Lieut Biglow’s training is as yet an
entire success A regular pigeon post is
to be established next year between Mos-
cow and Nizhni-Novgorod dur the
All-Russian exhibition at the latter
place

A Slandered Insect.

An English physician declares that the
earwig is a much misrepresented insect,
inasmuch as it never makes a home for
itself in the ear, Its favorite habitation
is under inverted flower-pots and big
stones, but there is no case on record to
justify the dread oF bellef that earwigs
enter the human ears The creature’s
expanded wings reseisble a human ear—
hence, probably, its nume.

cost, while future repairs can be made
at a mere fraction of the expense which
those of the present new work will
involve in only a few years. Deal
sidewalks are perbaps the best that we
can have under present circumstances
in a few places like that along by the
Commercial Building on Water Street,
where the foundations are not per-
manent or solid, but they should be
avoided on all the streets where there
is a sufficiently goud bottom on which
levelling off can be done, curbs of
timber or stone put down and more
durable material, such as cinders
properly mixed with earth and gravel
Iaid. Such sidewalks will last for
generations apd need very little in the
way of repairs. If we expead any
large portion of the $20,000 we are to
borrow in spreading a lot of these
perishable deal sidewalks over the
Town, the result will be that within
ten years we shall find them dilapidated
and in a worse condition than at
present, or be face to tace with a very
considerable outlay—much larger than
we now spend—for keeping thewm in
repair. Chatham is about to invest
a good deal of money in this ser-
vice and we earnestly appeal to
the Towa Council not to waste it
as they will surely do if they con-
tinue as they appear to have begun,
Let the sidewalks be permanently
made wherever possible, especially
when it can be done without extra
expense. There are cinders going into
the river from our many steameis
which can be had at very little cost,
We have the best of quarrys in the
world almost at our doors, where curb-
stones can be had cheaply. - Tet us get
out of the costly and wasteful habit of
using the most perishable material for
sidewalks, for no other reason appar-
ently than because so many people
have deals to sell, and our street-
makers have never taken the trounble
to learn how sidewalks should be made.

Ast are already preparing for
the next great shower of Leonids, or
November meteors. These showers, which
are among the most impressive phenomena
exhibited by Nature to man, are due to
the srossing of the earth’s path of a
stroam of wminute bodies — probably
pebbles not exceeding an ounce ot two. in
weight, and spaced a mile or two apart in
the densest portion of the swarm—which
oomplete a 1evolution in their orbit in
about 33} years. The meteors cross the
earth’s orbit at the point reached by our
planet on the 12th or 13th of November,
being next due at the place where the
orbits intersest in November, 1899, or
November, 1900. As the stream is im-
mensely long, the eaith will probably
pass through the dense part of it on both
years, and may encounter scattered mem-
bers of the group on onme or two years
preceding and following those uamed.
The thickness of the stream eeems to be
about 100,000 miles, but the earth,
passing obliquely through it, is exposed
to the metentic downpour for about five
hours. The meteors are traveling in the
wake of Tempel's comet, which Leverrier
thought was brought into our aystem in
the year 126 of our era. That this stream
is comparatively new is proven by the
fact that it extends over not more than a
tenth of its orbit, while the August
meteors, which appear every year, have

become quite evenly scattered over their
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entire orbit. Awmong other suggestions
for studying the Leonids, Dr. Johustone
S:oney recommends attempts to photo-
graph the swarm, both at the time when
the earth is passing through it and
while iv is still in outer space. The
swarin will be invisible tv the eye, sxcept
as the particles are burned in our atmos-
phere, but may impress s long-exposed
sensitive plate. Data that may serve in
tracing & very remarkahle past history
wmay be gained sls0 by noting the time
when the earth encounters the most ad.
vanced of the meteors—possibly this year
—and the hours when the showers seem
to begin, to reach their height, aud to
pass off. Any person who, about the
middle of next November, witnesses a
display of shooting stars from the con.
stellation Leo may aid astronomy by
recording exactly what he sees.

DRVELOPMENT OF THE COMMERCE, EMPIRE
AND POWER OF GREAT BRITAIN IN QUREN
VICTORIA’S REIGN.

[New York Independent.)

On the 20:h of June Queen Victoria
finished the fifty-ninth year of her reign,
and before the close of 1890 she will
have occupied the British throne longer
than any other monarch in the annals
of the kingdom. She has heen a good
ruler —England never had a better—and
the progress of her people under her
benign sway makes a wonderful story.
A writer in the Edinburg Review has
told it in statistics which are as inter-
esting to us as any tale of the ‘‘Arabian
Night+.” In the Victorian period the
population of the United Kingdom has
increased from 26,000,000 to 39,500,000,
the larger island having gained nearly
100 per c¢ent, while poor Ireland has
loat half its former number ; the empire
has bean proclaimed ; an srea as large
as Austria has been added to the Indisu
possessions, one as large as GGermany to
those in Suuth Africa, another half as
large as European \Russia t» the Niger
section, and another equal to the area
of Great Britain in Borneo, China and
Aden, besid the administration of
Egypt and the occupation of Cyprus ; and
the Bri ish No th American and Austral.
ian colonies have developed into fine
homogenesus, we l-governed countries.
The Queen now rules over territory
aggregating 10,000,000 square miles, or
nearly one-§fth of the area of ull the
ocousinents, and over 350,000,000 peopls,
or nearly one-feu.th of the population of
the whole earthy

In literatnie and ait and
statesmanship the Viscorian era has not
been barren; Wordswoith was succeeded
by Tenanyson ; Macalay, Hallam, Grote
wrote history ; Tanckeray, Broute, E:iot
and Dickens produced fis'on ; Daewin,
Huxley and Spencer are namea which
stand high in sciencs ; Millais and Watts
have uot lowered art, while in sta'esmn-
ship Boaconstield and Glsdstone have
upheld the power and prestigs of B itish
government. Nevertheless, when tha
good Queen ends her extraordinary reign,
she will laave behind her no poots,
painters, authors or critics t) compare
with those who have male the Victorian
a famous age.

“Advance” Sclentific Miscellany-

Prof. Dewar says that lignid oxygon
which has the consistency of jelly, may
be drasn out of solid air, by means of a
magoet.

The complete skeleton of a human
being has been photngraphed by X-rays
in Berlin, 8 Wimshurst machine, costing
ouly $40, being ueed inetead of wn induc-
tion coil.

Small
portions placed in the earth near the
roots of plants decomposed slowly,
developing acetylene around the roots,
and producing at the same time chalk and
a small amount of ammonia, all of which
are heneticial to the soil. Itis proposed
also to use the substance as an insecticide
for both the leaves and roots of plants.

The powerfal sﬂ_l-n.i:; o!‘ aluminum for

oxygen has been utilized by M. Moissun
in 8 new methed of preparing alloys.
The process counsists in throwing into a
bath of ligmd aluminum & 1nixture of the
oxide to he reduced and of aluminum
filings, and it has yielled &lloys of
sluminum with nickel, wmolybdenum,
tungsten, uranium, and titanium, It is
believed that this method adwmits of
geaera! application, and will make posai-
ble the production of a8 number of new
slloys with refractory metals,

A certain regularity in the movement
of high ard low pressure areas across the
Un ted States, in periods of six and seven
days, was point:d out in 1894 by H.
Holw Clyton. The investigation has
been since continued by a study of
observations at stations in the Arctic
regions, the Uuited States, KWurope, Asia,
Oceanica, Sonth Ameiica, Muuritins and
Australin. The results, it is telieved,
open up a promising fisld for predicting
weather far ahead Thus far it is possi-
ble to say that in all parts of the wotld
tarometric minima will be from ten to
twenty per cent. more frequent on certain
days tharr on certain other days, provided
the interval taken is suffisiently long. 1t
is also possible to say that certain days
will average colder than other days. Mr.
Cliyton thinks even this information
would prove of vulae to caitain industries,
and hus an abiding faith that it is only
the beginning of the science of weather
forecasting whish is yot t5 cowe.

At the prerent day, Mr. Lgan L bley
tells uy, the seas lave been pretty
thoronghly explored, except in the polar
regivns. An immense exte: t of the land,

This mode of procedure is the applioa-
tion of the legal maxim : audi alteram
partem,— which in Eaglish is trauslated :
**hear the other side.” This maxim is at
the very found.tion of all lpgsl and
equitable treatment of any snbject.
Every individual possesses the natural
right of bsing heard. He who pronounces
judgwent without demanding a com.
pliance with these conditions, proves
himeelf recreant to, ur forgetful of his
duty.

Were a judge of the land to condnct
himself in such fashion, the supreme civil
authority would very runmanly and
very effectively deal with him,

Yet this is what Mr. Tweedie would
have the Bishop of Chatham do : this is
what both of them would have the public
do.

H:s Lordship the Bishop has, in viole-
tion of canon, or ecclesiastical Law pro-
nounced judgmert; and, with contemptu-
ous serenity,te.ls the public, through Mr,
Tweedie, thut he (the Bishop) **never Aad
a doubt concerning the allegations made.”

Miller, of Millerton, brought
their vew and bandsome steamm yacht
“Florence” on her maiden trip to Chath
yesterday, having a number of friends from
Newoastle on board. The party was aug-
manted at Chatham and & run made down-
river. The ADVANCE has already described
the hull and machinery of this attractive
addition to the Miramichi steam fleet, but
we bardly thought, when everything was
placed on board, that the boat would bave
such ample” and comfortable accommoda-
tions as it has. There is a house the full
width of the hull, thirty feet long which
encloses the forward and after oabins and
the engine room, the latter, like that of the
Marion, being in the centre of the boat.
The engine-room is 12 ft. long and 9 ft.
wide and contains the boiler, which is a
Roberts water tube. and the engine—a
double expansion built at the Miller Works,
Chatham. There are independent air and
circulating pumps, electric engine bells and
many other fist-class modern appliances.
The steam-whistle is & triple ooe, and its
notes are therefore harmonious. The for.
ward cabin is 10 ft. long and about nine feet
wide. It is practically enclosed with glass
all around above the line of the deck having
four single-pane windows on each side and
two on each side of the compinionway door
forwsrd. Itis fitted with broad luckers
which when cushioned will afford sleeping-
lounges for four persons. There isa table,
closets, etc. The after cabin is about the
same sige, is similarly lighted and hae, in
addition lavatory accommodations. There
is a 75 gallon water taok under the forward
cabin floor that may be filled automatically
by an iotake cock from the river, anda
tank on each side of - the engine room for
water that may be used either for cooking
purposes or for the hoiler; each of these
taoks holds about thirty gallons,

The steering is dome by a wheel in the
forward cabin, or when it is not convenient
to use that, there is another wheel—a
horizontal—on the forward deck for the
same purpote. Ia warm and fine weather
every window may be opened up agaiast the
under side of the deck, which is practical y
as good ao arrangement fur fresh air and
ventilation as if the boat were only covered
with an awoing. In short the ‘Florence”
is the best steamer of hex class in New
Brunswick waters, and Messrs: Mil'er seem
to have hit upon the ides of getting a
maximum of space and comfortable accom-
modation out of a minimum of hull and
displacement.
