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PLANT INTELLIGENCE.

Firmness

in the Climbing Plant. i
One cannot believe that plants |
have individual consciousness, and
Yyet their actions show a nice adjust-
ment to en®ironment, reveal a fine
intelligence. The intelligence, we
must think, is in the whole plan and
reveals itself in one way through
plant life as it reveals itself in
other ways through animal and
human’ life.

The following extract from Knowl-
edge indicates the firmness and de-
licacy of touch, so to speak, in the
climbing plant.

‘“It is in the twining plants, such
as bryony and hop, and the tendril
bearers, like the vetches, that we
find the highest development of the
climbing habit. These plants live
under unusual conditions. In order
to gain the light they must seek,
rather than avoid, ‘overhanging
foliage, and so we find the vetches,
|instead of turning away from the
shadow toward the light, like most
of their neighbors, boldly pushing up
into the center of a bush, to burst
into blossom amid its upper branch-
es, far ahove their less daring neigh-
bors. But it is im the leaves of
these plants that we find the most
remarkable modifications adapting
them to a climbing habit. The
|leaves of the vetches and vetchlings
are pinnate—they bear a number of
opposite ovate leaflets. The tio of
the leaf-stalk and the uppermost
pair of pinnae are in the climbing
species changed into tendrils—sensi-
tive, twining, whip-like structures,
{which exhibit remarkable features.
If the slightly curved, extended ten-
dril of a young leaf of pca or vetch
be watched carefully it will be found
{that it is slowly but incessantly
moving round and round in a circle.
If the tendril comes into contact
with ,a twig it bends toward it and
eventually takes several turns
around it. Even a slight temporary
irritation is sufficient to cause a
bending toward any side. Finally,
the tendril ‘becomes woody and
strong and forms a secure anchor
cable for the plant. Not only does
}the young tendril rotate ; the whele
{leaf on which it is borne is in con-
|tinual motion. The shoot to which
| the leaf belongs is rotating also, so
|that the tendril is sweeping the air
with complicated motion, in the
course of which it is almost sure to
strike against some stem or twig of
the surrounding vegetation.”’

SWEEPING AND DUSTING. I

A’ great many people have an idea
that every woman knows how to
sweep and dust a room properly, |
but observation has taught us that|
such is not the case. The carpet |
sweeper is a labor-saving article, |
but even when it is used every day, |
the carpet will need a thorough
sweeping with a broom occasionally.
Remove upholstered furniture from
the room if convenient, but if not,
cover them while sweeping. There is
nothing so destructive to the beauty |
as to allow them to become covered
with dust every sweeping day. Open
the windows and doors, and sweep
with quick firm strokes that will
clean the carpet without injuring it.
If the broom is dampened frequently |
it will not raise a cloud of dust. Or |
a better plan would be to sprinkle|
salt on the carpet before sweeping. |
It cleanses the carpet beautifully |
and brightens the colors. When the
dust has settled, remove the covers
from the furniture, and dust the
woodwork carefully. Use a soft
feather duster for bric-a-brac and |
vases; a large square of cheesecloth |
is better for other articles. When|
dust has settled on the walls, wrapi
a cloth about the brush part of a|
broom and wipe it off. |

The Reason So Many of Thom Decide
to Remain Unmarried.

In proportion to population there are
more old maids in the Bermudas than
in any other part of the world.

An Organ Ia the Tenth Century.

Wolston speaks of an organ contaifly
{ ing 400 pipes which was erected in the
| tenth century in England. This instdu-
. ment was blown by “thirtcen separate
pairs of bellows.” It also contained &
large keyboard. There are drawings of
that period extant which represent the
organ as an {nstrument having but
few pipes, blown by two or three per-
sons and nsually performed on by a
monk. The keys, which were played
upon by hard blows of the fist, were
very clumsy and from four to six inch-
es broad.

About the end of the eleventh centu-
ry semitones were introduced into the
keyboard, but to all appearances its
| compass did not extend beyond three
octaves. The introduction of pedals in
1490 by Bernbardt—giving a compass
B flat to A—was another important
contribution to the instrument. These
were merely small pieces of wood op-
erated by the toe of the player.

The Oldest Knewn loolunepl’ll.

In the primitive villages of the an-
des, scattered through Peru, Bolivia
ang Ecuador, the descendants of the
ancient Incas depend upon the “kipu”
| for keeping all their accounts. It was
lln usec when Pizarro conquered Peru,
| and the Andean Indians have never
improved on it. It is the oldest known
[ torm of bookkeeping. The “kipu” is
[slmply a collection of knotted strings.
Differently colored strings denote dif-
| ferent articles in daily use and ten dis-
| tinct knots the ten numerals. In the
! absence of a written language it is a
i marvelously perfect system. Large
transactions are conducted as accurate-
ly by it as if double entry bookkeeping
were employed.

Inequality of R:presentation.

As many of our readers know, it has
been decided to unite Albert and Kings
counties under the Redistribution Bill,
by which the representation of New
Brunswick has been reduced to thirteen
members. The two counties thus
tormed into one oconstituency have a
population of about 36,000. New
Brunswick’s average per capita to a
member is 26,000, although it is very
unequally divided. Reatigouche has a
member,but he repressats only 11,000,
while Westmorland has more than three
times that number of people and yet has
only one representative. Kent, Sun.
bory and Queens, Charlotte, Carleton,
and Victoria have each less than the
average number of inhabitants per
member, while Gloucester, Northum-
berland, Westmorland and York have
more. The disparity between West.
worland and Restigouche is an
illustration of the inequality of New
Brunswick’s representation at Ottawa
from a local standpoint, and seems
unfair in principle. ‘

New Banking Merger.

A new banking merger is talked of
and the Halitax Chronicle gives it
form. It is said to be headed by Mr.
John F. Stuirs of Hulifax and that it
will ve called the Alliance Bank and
include the Union Bank of Halifax,
the Bank of New Brunswick, the
People’s Bank ot Halifax, the Mer-
chant’s Bank of P. E. I. and the People’s
Baok, Fredericton.

The Chronicle says : —

“It is stated that Mr. Stavers, the
bright young manager of the Bank of
New Brunswick, will be made manager
of the new Alliance Bank.”

Mcr. Stavert, of the Bank of New
Brunswick, on being iaterviewed by
the Globe said the Chrenicle’s announce-
ment was at least premature, No
negotiations with the object described
were being carried on, but evidently
there had been some talk between
interested parties in the matter.

The Globe, nevertheless, believes
that the merger will soon take practical

shape.

Great Demand for Chickens.

The, present time is the most favorable
for the production, fattening and maiket-
ing of farm chickens. Tnere has been
such a substantial increase the cou-
sumption of chickens and eggs within the
last few years that it isnit possible to
rear a greater number of suitable market
chickens thut can be sold with profit.
Last year there wére mnot scflicient
chickeuns sold in Canada to supply the
home markets. As a result of the short-
age of ‘chickens the trade with Great
Britiin was lessened. This is unfortunate
on account of the great demand for
Canacian chickeus in Geeat Britain and
the good prices thst are paid.

The Chief of the Poultry Division,
of the D sminion Agricultural Department,
Mr. F. C. Hare, ‘states that numerous
le teis have been received trum produce
merchants, poulterers und commission
merchauts who desire to learn in what
loc uhties chickens can be bought in great
numbers and at reasonable prices. From
several Canadian cities, and especially
from Mootrea!, produce firms have asked
to be informed where produce chickers
suitable for shipping to Great Britain
could ba obtained in the greatest 1.umbers.
B.it sh poulterers and commission mer-
chaus: have rep-atedly asked for the same
information. The letters of a well
establishei produce house in L ndon,Eng-
land, was recsived last week. This tirm
wished to ‘‘start an uandertaking for the
parpose of impor'ing Cunad an poultry to
Great Britsin.” They desired information
as to the probable success of euch a
project aud the possibil ty of obtaiving
pouliry, (especislly fowls), in large
quaatities, aud the best districts for the
collection, etc., of them. Lastfa)la tirm
iu Cape Colony wished a poultry trade
developed with that Colony. One ship-
ment of Canadian chickens was made to
Cape Colony which ariived in a satisfac-
tory condition and pleased the trade. A
New York firin wrote that they desired
to import Canadian chickens and were
recommenided by the De:pumitmert to a
firm in the 'Maritime Provinces, frem
whom they purchased chickens and were
imprassed favorab'y by them.

The above and 1equests ate
difficult of eolution even by one mn touch
with the Canadian produce firms and
packing houses that aie buyirg and
marketigg chickens. The majority of our
established firms are equipped with a
complete plant for marketing in Canada
or Grert ) Britain several times more
chickene than they can buy. Their profits
are diminishod through scarcity of
chickens, Nevertheless merzhants
Great Britain, Cape Colony and the
Uunited States and even in Aus-ralia are
looking to a supply of C.nadiin chickens
to ratisfy their growing trade.

The problem of supplying thie wonder-
fully increased demand for chickens can
be solved by the farmers alone. Instead
of the farmer reariog fifty «r a jundred
chickene that receive litile attention or
feed, he sheuld rear from 200 to 1000
chickens annually. These should be of a
utility type, such ascan be found in the
popular breeds Plymouth Rucks and
Wyatdottes. The chickens should be
hatched and resared by inqubators and
brooders, snd when ready for market the
cockerels should be placed ia fatiening
crates and fatted. The equipment requir-
ed to do this work 18 uot an expensive
one ; $200 to $250 is the cost of incu-
bators, brovders, houses and fattening
ccates for tinishing 1000 chickens. It is
as neces ary for reamlizing the greatest
protits from the poultry business
threshing and mowiug machinery is for
general farm'ng. The work conuected
with finishing 1000 chickens with the
proper appliances is no more than is
necessary for rearing 200 chickens by the
natural means. Poultry farming is a
business that requites to be developed .in
the same manner as the butter, cheese
and fruit branches. A substantisl profit
csn be made fiom the poultry business,
when it is carried on as an adjunct to
farming, and with the careful
attention and financing.

The Dominion Department of Agricul-
ture is endeavoring to increase the poultry
trade of Canada ; te encourage the growing
of the greatest number of high class
chickens, and to assist in the marketing of
them. A revised edition of the bulletin
“Profitvble Poultry Farmiog” has just
been issued, and will be mailed without
charge on application to the Commissioner
of Agriculture and Dairying, O:tawa.
The information it conteins is of great
value iu the poultry work, and it should
be in the hands of every interested
poultryman in Canada.
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The Curing of Hay.

Since the hay crop is soon to be har-
vestad this year, it is impertant that it be
handled to the best possible advantage
and cut and cured insuch a way as to
secure the largest amount of nutrients iv
the most digestible and pala:able form.

To this end it is well at this season to
bear the following fucts in mind :—Early
cut hay is ielatively richer in flesh-
forming elements ; it is more palatable

‘and digestible ; it has a sweeter aroma ;

but it has the disadvantige of being much
more difficult to- cure. Graass, 1t
approaches maturity, gains considerably
in we'ght ; part of this inciease  consists
of starch and sugar, which is valuable to
the feeder ; and part consists of crude
tibre whieh decreases digestibility, and
renders the hay less p:l.table. Early
out hay is more valuable per ton than late
cut ; but a larger amouant of digestinle
nutrients p>r acre is obtained by later
entting. L:te cut hay has also the
advan'age of being more easily and
rapidly cured, thus-diminishing not ooly
the labor but also the risk of loss in
harvesting.

Early cut hay is espeéially valuable for
sheep, calves, colts and dairy zattle ;
whiie for fartening cattle, late cut hay
will give as gnod resuits. In experiments
conducted by Prof. Sanborn of New
Hampshire, and Piof. Henry, of Wiscon-
8in, todetermins the relative value of
early and late cut hay for fattening steers,
the advantage was a little iu favor of the
late cut hay,

Whether hxy should be cut early or
late will depend, therefore. on the follow-
ing conditions :—(1) The stock to be keyt;
at least enough hay should be cut early
to supply the dairy cows and young stock.
(2) The seascn; if the weather be *‘catchy”
1t is generally wiser to cefer the cutting
until somewhat later. (3) The acreage to
be handled ; if the crop be large, it will
be necessary to begin cutting earlier.

By earlier cutting is meant cutting at or
befoie the time of full bloom, By lage

a8

in-

cutting is meant cutting between the time
of full bloom and ripening. In any case,
however, hay should be cut before it is
ripe enough for the seed 1o shell readi'y.
A crop of mixed clover aud timothy lay
is at its best if both quulity and gquanity
ars to be covedsied, when from one third
to one half of the clover blussoms
turned brown,

Hay should be cured and stored as
rapidly as possible aiter cutting. With
th s in view, it 1s better to defer cutting
fu the morning until most of the dew is
off. If 20 tons or more of hay is to- be
bandled in a season, a tedder will be
found a good instiument. Care must be
exe:cised to avoid storing hay while at all
damp frowm 1ains dew or absorption from
the ground. Mouisture of this kind will
spoil hay much quicker than the water
contained in its vwn sap.

Last year atiention was cilled t» the
method of curing clover hay practised
by Mr. Henry Glendenning, and a number
of other prominent and reliable farmers.
Mr. Glendenning thus outlines his method.
Cut when in full bloom, or when the
biosoms contain the most honey, Cut in
the morning after the dew has dried off.
That cat in the morning may be cocked
up in the afternoon. The miwer should
not be 1uu later than 4 p.m., and all cut
that day should be put into cock before
the dew falls. This hay should be put
into the barn the next day and well
tramped into the mows. He  especially
emphasizes the following conditions :—

(1) Do not cut in the morning unytil
the grass is dry. :

(2, Do not allow fresh cut hay to lie on
the ground over night.

(3) If any hay should get wet with
riin, let it stand in the cocks uutil thor-
oughly dry before taking to the barn,

. Mr. Glendenning states that his hay
came out as green a8 When it was put in,
with the blussoms a besutiful pink color,
which would indicate that it had not
hea ed 2s much as one would naturally
expect.

The advantages of this method are :—
(1) The saving of time befoie cuiting and
storing, lewening the ritk of damage from
rain; (2) All leaves wud blossows, the
most valuable paits of the plant are saveo;
(8) The hay is cleaner and biighter than
that cured in the old vay.

Ot course hay cannot be cured by Tule,
conditions vary. A good wmethod of
curing on a gravel'y uplund farm would be
quite unsuited to. the flatter clay and
huwus soil.

The length of tlme for which hay
should be exposed in ths swath will be
determinel by its ripeness, by the - hum-
idity of the atmoephere, the temperature
aud moistness of the soil, the presence or
absence of wind, &c. So that every man
must be, in large weasurd, a law nto
himself, and his practice must be governed
by personal exp rience. ;

It sppears to be a fact, however, thatp
when the couditions are favorable, and
the necessary skill and jadgment exercis-
ed, clover may be ttored much greexier
than was formeily thought - possible, ahd
that the very best quality of hay way ke
secured in this way. |

Servia's Butcheries.

The cor-espondent of the Associated
Press has been visiting the late King
Alexander’s palace in Belgrade and this
is what he writes about it :

“The bedroom, which is furnished in
Empire style, remains in the same condi-
tion as when the King and Qfeen fled
from it on the approach of the assassine.
Fiench novels lie on the King’s table,
and the Queen’s toilet articles, perfumes
and cosmetics cover hbde dreseing table.
The co.tly silk bed coverings are full of
bullet holee, the conspirators having shot
wildly in all directions, through and qnder
the bed, chairs and tables in their efforts
to find their victime.

*A simple wardrobe room, - leading
directly from the bedroom was the scene
in the final act of the drama. The apart-
ment is lofty, but =acarcely seven. fert
wide and fifteen feet long, and is furnished
only with th:ee great wardrobes. The
officer who attended the cerrespondent
showed the latter the blood-stained flver
ut o1 e end of the room, where the King
and Queen fell, and the broken Venetian
shutter at the winduw through which their
bodies we e thrown to the ground below,

‘A sec'et stairway leads through the
floor to the rooms in the routhern end  of
the palace. By this stairway the hapless
couple might have attempted to escape,
but they were unable 1o do so becauee the
opening of th's stairway was covered by a
heavy che t Escape, in any event, would
have bsen impossible, as the soldiers who
had suriounded the palice were'” o
determined to kill the Kwyg anmd Queen

of the paluce, and were prepaied to des-
troy the building in the event of failing
to find their prey. N

“Each «f the three rooms between the
vestibule and the bedchamber showed
marks of the tragedy. Mirrors wera
shattered, pictures were shot through,
the furmiture was broken, there were
bullet holes in the doors and in the oil
portiais of the King, whch were in
every 10om.

“‘Cont-ary to the geueral understanding
but litile effort had been mude to rene-

carpenters were making two new doors to
replace thase which had Leen blown to
pieces at the time the conspirators forced
the'r way into the rooms occupied by the
King and Queen.

The royal apirtinents were :imply and
tastefully furnished, chiefly in O:iiental
style, ard presented a homelike appear-
ance. The interior of the palace might
have been that of a country house belong-
to a pro perous American,

The house of the King’s adjutant, Lasar
Petrovich, wh.ch was the first attacked,

was completely dettroyed by dynam te.
The adjutan" then escaped unhurt, but he
was killed late: in the vestitule of the
palace. A large bloodstain 1arks tne
spot whe e the officer died.

“Jt was ina bare, whitewashed room of
the commandant’s quirtere, adjoining the
palace, where Quee 1 D:aga's two brothers
were shot while sitting on wooden chairs,
which bear marks of the bullets.

*‘The proceedings in the pilace, when
the vorrespondent visited it, showed the
absolute caliou-ness which characterized
the actions and demeanor of everybody in
Belgrade since the tiajedy. In fact, the
correspondent’s inwpec:ion of the palace
might have bien the ‘‘personilly con-
ducted” visit of a tourist to some historical
spot where a tragedy occurred very many
yeus ago.”

The gentleman in whose intirest the
Servian royal murders were committed,
and who has eince been chosen King on
the nomination of those who killed his
predecessor, is in a pious frame of mind,
In a manifesto to the Sarvians he says :—

“Thanks to the favor of God and the
will of the people I am called to the
throne-of my ancestors. I submit myself
to the pupular decision and today ascend
the throne of Servia. I consider it to be
my first doty to thank God for the favor
accorded me and I express the hope that
the power: will hail my succession as an
event which will give Serviianera of
repose, progress and order.”

It would be intsresting to kuow how
the new King will feel in regard to his
own personal safety should he fail, in the
discharge of the duties he may be per-
mitted to perform, to meet the views of
the army, who have giveu so startling an
exhibition of their methods of king-
punishment.

Allright-minded mea will endorse the
ac ion of Great Britain in declining to
récognise the new government of Servia.
The Britith Minister has been instructed
to witkdraw from Belzrade, the Servian
capital. Thisaction has made the foreign
minister, M. Kalievics, very indignant,
He said, on Saturday last, that it was
inexplicable why the British government
intended to make the provisional Servian
ministry respousible for the deplorable
events of the night of June 10.

Minister Kalievic's statement was made
curefully for publication and may be re-
gaided as an official expression of the
views, of the government. The minister
said : It 18 wi:h deep indigna’ion that
we find in a recent telegram from Londou
an indicalion that it is intended to hold
the present goverument responsible fur
the deploiable events which occurred on
the sanguinary night of June I1 in the
royal palice. It is known that the events
of that night were carried out hi Servian
officers who had resolved to prevent the
probuble p oclamation of the brother of
Queen D aga as the successor Lo the
throne, i

“The fact that a women was among
those who perished in the struggle
provoked by the attack of an aide-de-camp
upon officers 18 regrettable, more so as her
death was by no means necessiry, even
though she had been detested by the
whole Servian paople from the moment
she presumed to place the crown upon her
unworthy hesd. >

““The uphearal of June 11 was the work
of a large number of officers. The conse-
quence of the revoluton, however, was
sinctivned by the while army and the
whole people. With regard to the
members of the provisional government
who were called uponat a most ciitical
moment t» take the reins of goveroment
in the absence of all other authority,they
only proved their patriotism and personal
courage by accepting so delicate a. missien
as that which the people nnanimously and
with gratitude solemuly contided to them.
We have, therefore, a good
regrat the fact that an attempt is now
being made by Eagland as a result of the
erroneous information to cast suspicion
ou astate of affsirs whish has fer its object
the maintsnance of order and the eventual
regeneration of a young nation which has
passed through a time of trial and which
is attached tothe cause of liberty and
civilization.”

The promotions are annnunced of
various members of the military deputa-
tion to King Peter at Geneva. Coulonel
Popuvics, late King Alexander’s palace
gnard, is created a generalaad first aide-
de camp to King Peter ; Captain Kostics,
who opened the palace gates for the
assassins of thelate king and queen, is
promoted to be a major, and Lieut.
Gronica, who was on guard outside the
palace on the night of the assassinations
and who was a confidant of the cunspiia-
tors, is made a captain,

sinkng, how to avoid collisions, how to be
rescued whea clinginyg to net pickets, or to
the top-gear of sunken yachts, and, in fact,
how to dv everything nautical with iufailible
exactness, will take steps 10 have the law
changed. The next regulations may, parsu-
ant to his requirements, provide that all
vets, wharves, steamers and other obstruc-
tions shall be teken out of the river on
Sundays, so that the big fish may have room
to go thiough its customary evolations with
eafety.

amouot over $§100,000. Another promise on
couditions was made hy s generous lady
(Mrs, Wiggine) of $2000, while Sir Freder-
ick Borden had made a promise of $9(0,
over and above the $100, to be given in five
acnoal installments. 1n concluding, Mr,
Joues stated that more valuable than the
mopey side of the question, was the enthusi-
asn aroveed everywhere ameng church
people for their venerable institution, which
gave promise that the rank and file would
rally around and develop their University.

Mr. Jones’ report was ungnimously passed
as was, dlso, a resolatien thankiog him for
his work.

Then+came the interesting featare of the
session, the debate on the federation of
Kings with Dalhousie, in which Judge
Haunington and’Rev. W, J. Armitage were
the promiuent figures. Mr. Thomas Biown
moved & resolution to the effect that the
College faculty be thoroughly reorganigsd
with & new Piresident at its head. To this
ao amendment was moved that the faculty
only be reorganized so fdr as the fumds of
the College would permit.

Mr. Armitage took the floor, and stated
that it was absard to expect to reorganize
the College with the limited fuads in the
College treasury. Doaoring the past few years
over $30,000 had been spent from capital
account, and-there was not enough interest,
and not enough fioancial willingness on the
part of the Church people of the Maritime
Provinces to put Kings in the position of a
first olass college, There should be only one
university in the Maritime Provinces, to
which all the devomiuations should con-
tribute, If we had such & university our
young men would not be compelled to go to
McGill and American culleges to complete
their education, At preseut they were going
ioto life only half equipped, and cowld not
possibly compete with the prodacts of other
culleges, Mr. Armitage quoted authorities
in favor of his point of view, and argued
streouously against the resolution.

Judge Hadington said that Amalgama-
tionists were continuslly shouting for more
light. He would try to give them some, for
they evidently needed it. They said the
Collegé had oo fuuds, and yet when the
committee of the two colleges were in
qonference in Halifax, & proposal was made
that King's 8pass over to Dalhousie $50,000
for an endowment fund for a professorship.
This was stated by Prof. Murray, of
Dalbousie, in the press and he had never
seen the statement denied. The Rev. gen-
tleman, (referricg to Mr. Armitage) had
said the Culh\*wu poor, and yet they were
not too poor t0 make a gift like this to
Dalhousie. The Rev. gentleman had also
said the funds of the college had decreased
by over thirty thousand doilare within the
past few years. What had become of it?
Every person knew that it had been properly
spent, and that 'the expenditures were now
assets of the College. Five residences had
been built, which the Treasurer had stated
waere worth $11,000, and eighteen of twenty
thousand dollars had been spent ou the
Coliege and the Collegiate buildings. The
money was used uot in the maintenance of
the College, but in iss equipment and re-
pairs,

Judge Hanington said the financial eondi-
$ion of the College had been continually
mistepresented in the press by snonymous
writers, who had never litted a hand to help
the College. The College could be put on a
good basis, and it would be. Mr, Jones’
report was sufficient to show that Church

+ people only needed to bave the facts pre-

sented to them in order to take an active
interest in the old institation. It needed
new management, more active 2fforts in its

-hehalf, and its success weuld be assured.

What was needed was that Kings be placed
on a good basis, with the Collegiate School
and Church 8chool in affiliation. These two
Iatter institutions were doing splecdid work
—why ocoufdo’s King’s do the same? The

College was a necessity to the Church people |

of the Maritime Provinces, KEvery other

.King’s would do

denomination was patting forth great efforts
in behalf of their institutions—at Sackville,
at the University of N, B.,, at Acadia,—
everywhere the other denominations had
redoubled their encrgies to increase their
own facilities of education. Amalgsmation
had been rejected by them all, and he knew
the same. He would
never give his voice or vote in favor of
amalgamation, and he trusted the Alumni
would reject the pretty theories of men who
were not posted in the facts, and who had
not given the matter an' intelligent and
thorough stady.

PASSING OF GIBRALTAR.

That synonym of strength—Gib-
raltar—is no longer as strong as
most people think. DBritish critics |
have discovered that the harbor on
the west' side of the Rock, where
Great Britain has expended $22,500,-
000 in the . last few years, is well
within range of the Spanish hills to |
the north. Unless the concentrated
fire of the guns of the Rock could
prevent the Spaniards from estab-
lishing Dbatteries the naval works,
docks, and shipping in the harbor
would be much endangered in time of
war. The discovery of this situa-
tion has led a British naval com-
mission to recommend the construc-
tion of a harbor on the east side of
the Rock, where the threat of Span-
ish guns would be minimized. Gib-
rultar, of course, does not fully com-
mand the straits, which are twelve
miles across. Its value is that of a
strong naval station. Modern armor-
ed warships could pass the Straits
without much fear of Gibraltar’'s
guns.
