Strange Young Man Were the 

Prominent Actors.

House Was Set on Fire in an At 

tempt to Consume Their 

Bodies,

'Absurd Rumor Officially Contradicted—Russian 
Torpedo Boat Escapes From Port Arthur 

With Despatches Concerning Surrender

:

(Special to Star.)
FREDERICTON, Nov. 16—The Bark­

er House, a hotel noted in this city for 
its calm respectability, was the scene 
yesterday of a wild disturbance. De­
spite the efforts of the hotel officials to 
prevent reports of the occurrence be­
coming current, the facts have leaked 
out and tell a tale of a young wife and 
an elderly husband goaded to acts of 
rash violence by her behavior, It is al­
leged with another man.

On Monday last a strange couple 
came to the hotel and registered as 
man and wife. The man was tall and 
thin, and apparently much beyond the 
half century mark. In marked con­
trast the woman was young and pretty. 
There was no indication on the regis­
ter as to where the couple hailed from, 
but presumably they were Americans. 
From overheard conversation the man 
Is evidently in -*he theatrical business, 
or has been, as he was heard at dif­
ferent times to remark In rather boast­
ful tones that he had made thousands 
from his shows.

The woman was vivacious and at­
tractive, and was inclined somewhat to 
disregard her elderly partner for the at­
tentions of young men. Her appear­
ance In the street always attracted at­
tention.

Yesterday afternoon about three 
o'clock the calm of the Barker) House 
was broken by the piercing shrieks of 
a woman. Bell boys and attendants 
rushed up stairs to encounter, the 
strange woman partly clothed running 
down calling for help. Close on her 
heels was her husband agitated by the 
furled passion and desperate. Catching 
up with his wife he led her back, 
threatening In the harshest language, 
while between sobs she begged him to 
desist. The hotel officials stood by 
mystified.

A third person, a young gentleman, is 
said to be the cause of the occurrence. 
A revolver also, Is said to have figured 
in the affray, and to have been the 
only thing which prevented the young 
man from serious harm at the hands 
of the enraged husband.

AUBURN, Cal., Nov. 15,—Adolph 
Weber, twenty-year-old son and only 
surviving member of the family of Jul­
ius Weber, who with his wife, his 
nineteen-year-old daughter, Bertha, and 
fourteen-year-old son, Paul, was killed 

rand burned on Friday night, is under 
arrest, charged with the murders. Pub­
lic feeling against young Weber is very 
high. He is closely guarded in his cell 
and no opportunity will be allowed for 
any public demonstration.

Julius Weber, a wealthy retired brew­
er, lived with his family in a beauti­
ful home in Auburn. Adolph, who has 
had an excellent reputation, was his 
eldest son. It is known that the fa­
ther had a violent temper, and at a 
preliminary inquest the son said that 
in San Francisco last summer his 
mother and father were on the point of 
separation because of this Infirmity.

When tfoe home was discovered on fire 
on Friday evening there was an In­
stant rush to save the building or of­
fer every aid.
, When not a member of the family 
could be found at the fire men entered 
the burning building and In a 
discovered Mrs. Weber, her daughter 
and son dead and partly burned. The 
charred body of the father was found 
the next day in the bathroom.

Superficial investigation showed that 
the four had been murdered before the 
fire. Three had been shot, and the 
son’s body had been hacked as If with 
a hatchet. That the mother and chil­
dren had been burned in a room which 
was not on fire was the first Important 
point the police had to work on, and the 
next was that no robbery had been 
committed.

CARVERS IN OASES.
Jackets(Western Union despatch via the 

short cable from Can so to New York.)
ТОКІО, Nov. 16.—The Japanese war 

office denies positively the report that 
Genearl Kuroki is dead. The official 
staff pronounces the report circulated 
by a Russian correspondent of the As­
sociated Press that Kuroki was fatally 
wounded by a shell at the battle of 
Shake River, to be an absurd rumor.

(Associated Press Despatch.)
CHE FOO, Nov. 16, noon.—It Is ru­

mored that the Russian torpedo boat 
destroyer Ratstorophy, which has put 
into this port, brought despatches from 
General Stoessel asking the St. Peters­
burg authorities for instructions as to 
whether he would continue to hold out 
awaiting relief or make Immediate ar­
rangements with the Japanese for sur­
render upon the most advantageous 
terms possible. This rumor cannot be 
confirmed, but It is obvious only dis­
patches of the highest Importance 
would compel Gen. Stoessel to risk the 
lose of a warship by sending her out 
upon such a mission In face of the rigid 
blockade maintained off Port Arthur 
by the Japanese fleet.

The captain of the Ratstorophy has 
notified the Chinese authorities that he

will disarm. It is believed that this 
decision was arrived at after com­
municating with St. Petersburg.

There Is reason to believe that Jap­
anese cruisers have been watching the 
port, although a steamer which has Just 
arrived saw no Japanese warships.

The Ratstorophy brought a number 
of copies of Novakrai, a Port Arthur 
newspaper. In one of the Issues It Ц 
stated that while a Japanese destroyer 
was laying mines on Nov. 11 she was 
surprised by the battleship Retvlzan 
and sunk.

LONDON, Nov. 16—That the main 
defences at Port Arthur will be carried 
by the Japanese at the next assault Is 
Indicated by a belated despatch from 
Gen. Nego’s headquartêrs.

A correspondent declares that the 
siege preprations are complete and 
have been of the most thorough char­
acter. The rocky hills have been tun­
neled with the most arduous labor 
until the Japanese works extend to 
within one hundred yards of the para­
pets of the forts. Through these tun­
nels the Japanese can march to the 
fortifications without losing a man and 
avoiding the fire which has extermin­
ated their regiments in nearly all the 
previous assaults.

Burning Barn.

ALTOONA, Pa., Nov. 14,—Four 
tramps were cremated in a fire that de­
stroyed Haggerty's barn, the famous 
tramp resort. The charred remains of 
one of them known as the “Corn Husk- 
er" has been found. The others are still 
in the ruins.

For years the barn has been a lodg­
ing place for tramps. It belongs to O. 
W. Haggerty, who last night saw five 
men enter the barn to sleep. The ‘soap 
man’ was the only one to escape. He 
was terribly burned trying to batter 
down the door while all about him was 
in flames. • The stable is believed to 
have been set on fire by the tramps, 
seeking their way to the hay loft.

The barn burned rapidly. Before the 
owner could get out to rescue his stock 
the root fell in. Six horses were also 
cremated, and all the grain, hay and 
straw, together with farming imple­
ments, were destroyed.

The loss will aggregate $20,000. The

Eastman, an architect, is applying for 
a patent for a glass outer wall for 
such buildings as department stores, 
office buildings, schools, court houses 
and other structures 
tvarrant the installation of fan warm­
ing and ventilation and give a maxi­
mum of light.

It consists of a steel framework 
Supported by brackets attached to the 
beams of the floors, In duplicate, mak­
ing two walls of opalescent wire glass, 
th£ glass being set In the frame work.

The glass walls are approximately a 
foot apârt, makirtg an Insulating dead 
air space to prevent- loss of heat in 
winter and prevent undue heat In sum­
mer.

This system of construction allows 
of any arrangement of floor plan, be­
cause windows are unnecessary, 
exterior will admit of any style of 
treatment entirely free of the restric­
tions of fenestration.

Mr. Eastman believes that windows 
are an Insurmountable evil in ordinary 
buildings because of the admission of 
air through them, which is responsible 
for the dust, smoke, odors, Insects, 
leakage of heat, danger of falling out, 
admission of rain, not to mention the 
danger of washing them, loss of pa­
pers, colds from draughts, etc.

The glass wall is Are resisting to a 
practical degree. It has been demon­
strated that wire glass will resist a hot 
fire, and though it may be necessary 
to replace it the fire damage would 
be local and easily repaired.

The inside treatment allows of a mar­
ble wainscoting half way to the ceil­
ing, with glass over, so that wall space 
Is available for desks, counters, shelv­
ing, etc., on all sides of a room. At 
the same time more light is produced 
than with windows.

The cost compared to stone, terra 
cotta or brick would be from a quart­
er to a third less for the outer walls.

BOSTON, Nov. 14,—Wm. H. Barnes, 
formerly general manager of the Bos­
ton & Albany railroad, and one of the 
best known railroad men in New Eng­
land, died yesterday morning at his 
home In Brookline. Death was caused 
by a complication of diseases incident 
to old age.

Mr. Barnes was born in Worcester, 
Dec. 8, 1834. He began his railroad 

'career in 1855 on the old Boston & Wor­
cester railroad as a telegraph operator.

For three years he was station agent 
at Worcester, and for one year was

.elevator in Boston. He was assistant 
freight agent three years and then as­
sistant superintendent -for ten years. 
From December, 1882, to 1887, he was 
general superintendent, and In 1887 
was promoted to the general manager­
ship of the ; road.

On March 1, 1908, Mr. Barnes resigned 
from active railroad life, but had an 
office In the south station up to the 
time of his death.

HULL, Eng., Nov. 15,—The Inquiry 
by Great Britain into the North Sea 
Incident began here today. Vice Ad­
miral Bridge and Butler Aspinwalt re­
presented Great Britain.

HEROES OF TARPAULIN COVE.
WOODS HOLL, Nov. 14,—Light- 

keeper Carson and Postmaster Robin­
son of Tarpaulin Cove rescued Capt. 
Nelson and crew of three men from 
the wrecked schooner E. Arcularius, 
ashore on Naushon Island, at daylight 
ttits morning.

The rescue was one of the most dar­
ing ever made along the wreck-strewn 
shores of Vineyard Sound, the men be­
ing taken off the schooner in a 14-foot 
flat-bottom skiff.

The little schooner lay firmly wedged 
among the rocky ledges Just to the 
westward of the entrance to the har­
bor at Tarpaulin Cove, this morning, 
with the sea rushing through her from 
stem to stem, the giant combers 
breaking over her deck and sending 
the spray to her mastheads. She will 
probably prove a total loss.

LIghtkeeper Carson and Postmaster 
Robinson were the only male residents 
on the Island last night, and, while 
Mis. Carson took charge of the light, 
these two men rushed to the scene of 
the wreck. They could render no as­
sistance to the crew during the night, 
however, and as the cable to Cutty- 
hunk was broken they could not get 
word to the life-saving station. Mean­
time Mrs. Robinson telephoned the 
facts to Woods Holl.

During the night Cafeon and Robin­
son procured the only boat at Tarpau­
lin Cove, a frail skiff, and hauled It 
overland for nearly half a mile to a 
point on the shore opposite the wreck­
ed vessel.

At daybreak they saw that the craft 
had not broken" up, and that the crew 
were huddled under the lee of the 
galley.

Shouting to the crew to hold on and 
that they would bring them ashore In 
safety, the two men pushed the skiff 
Into the sea, jumped into her and were 
soon among the rocks and battling 
with the sea and the gale.

It was a perilous task which the two 
men had undertaken, and their wives 
trembled with fear as they watched 
them.

It was only about 100 yards between 
ship and shore, but myriads of sunken 
rocks lay In their path. Carson and 
■Roblnsoh finally got near enough to 
the vessel to throw a line aboard, but 
the crew were so exhausted that they 
could not make it fast. Finally the 
little skiff, by skilful handling, was 
brought up under the bow of the 
schooner and a line made fast to the 
craft.

Two of the crew, all that the skiff 
could carry, were taken aboard and the ! 
start for shore was made. Every sea 
threatened to fill the boat and send her 
to the bottom, but she was skilfully 
handled and In a short time sent high 
and dry on the shore.

The two half-dead seamen were lifted 
out of the boat and again she was 
pushed off and Carson and Robinson 
were pulling seaward to take Captain 
Nelson and the remaining seaman to 
safety.

The wrecked vessel was again board­
ed by life-savers, the sailors helped 
aboard the small boat and Capt Nel­
son, the last to leave his vessel, step­
ped Into the skiff and the trip through 
the breakers was once more accom­
plished in safety.

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IE . For the first time since Sunday night, 
St. John newspapers received this 
morning Associated Press despatches 
bearing news at happenings in the out­
side world. These arrived by way of 
a wire which the C. P. R. managed to 
open up this morning to Montreal, via 
McAdam, Woodstock, Edmunston, Ri­
ver du Loup and Quebec. As Mon­
treal has opened communication with 
Boston and New York, St. John is once 
more in touch with the centres of news 
and business.

The Western Union, in addition to 
Its two wires to Montreal around by 
the North Shore, secured this morning 
two more wires along their regular 
route by Grand Falls and River du 
Loup to Montreal. They hope to have 
their full service along this route very 
soon, but matters are still badly mixsd 
up on the direct route between here 
and Boston. The C. P. R. hopes to 
get the section from St. John to Mat- 
tawamkeag in working order today, 
but beyond that réports indicate that 
the line is in such bad shape that se­
veral days will probably pass before it 
is in perfect working order. About 
550 poles are reported down between 
Bangor and Portland.

The Western Union local manager 
reports that their repairs on the dir­
ect route are progressing very rapidly, 
over 150 men being at work between 
Vanceboro and Bangor. These report 
that the wires are all up now with the 
exception of two stretches about 25 
miles each and that with the large 
gang of workmen now on, it is hoped 
that at least partial communication will 
be established tonight. Late Boston 
and New York papers indicate that 
these cities have been suffering to as 
great a degree as St. John, though 
most of their trouble was patched up 
after a fashion yesterday. On Mon­
day, all the outside news from the west 
that reached New York was handled 
over one telephone wire, the only one 
left standing.
