Another
decidedly bad feature of the situation
is that if Mr. Blair'’s principle is sanc-
tioned, any government, without the
consent of parliament, can take upon
itself the expenditure of millions for
what may turn out to be a decidedly
bad bargain. It is against all the best
principles. of responsible government
that such a course should be pursued
in this or any other self governing
country. Carried to its logical conclu-
sion it would mean that parliament
has no power in Canada and that a few
unscrupulous . ministens can - make
themselves utterly drresponsible to the
people of the country, and can spend
unlimited amounts .without so much
as 2 word being raised in protest.
