What Teads are Worth.
(From the Technical World.)

Science offers a new solution for the 
bug problem. It is to employ in its pro­
fessional capacity, so to speak, t.;e toad, 
the ordinary hop toad of the field and 
garden as an insect destroyer.

In this business the humble trad is un­
equalled by any other living animal. He 
is the greatest bag exterminât ir in the 
world. It is entirely practicable to util­
ize his services on an extended «cale em­
ploying him systematically as an ally to 
keep in check the insects which lew an 
annual tax of more than $8,000,000 upon 
our agricultural resources.

There is no reason why the farmers of 
the country should not hatch and rear 
their own supply of toads for local se. - 
vice. With a pond or even a small pool 
insured against Jrving up during late 
spring the creatures will breed dP'fhéir 
uwn accord in any desired numbers np 

up to the limit of the food supply avail- 
ible in the shape of insects.

But one thing absolutely esrential is 
that they shall be p, elected against their 
natural enemies, and by-no meafls the•» Sr *■ 1
least destructive of their enemies aie 
small bays, who, through mere thought- 
lessnes , kill toads whenever they get a 
chance. - - *

It is estimated that an average load is 
worth to tile farmer $5 a year for the cut­
worms alone which it destroys. But this 
is only one item. Tile amount a toad 
will eat is astonishing. A large speci­
men has been known to devour a hun­
dred rose beetles at a single meal. One 
toad needed 77 myriapods, tile 
household centipede, to satisfy his appe­
tite, another fifty five army worms, ami 
vet another 65 gypsy moth caterpillars. 
Still another toad was seen to eat 35 
large, full-grown celery worms in three 
hours, while another accepted 86 flies fed 
to him in less than 10 minutes.

The salmon com­
ing up from the sea on their annual pil­
grimage to spawn in the quiet upper 
reaches of the river must get over this 
seemingly impassible object somehow or 
other. .

on a la. ge scale is needed the steam is 
used almost exclusively.

Turning to the consideration of the 
future of electric supply, Mr. Swinton 
said that the steam turbine seemed like 
lv to maintain its position where large 
electrical powers are needed. In small­
er stations where units up to 500 or 1,000 
kilowatts are wanted, the internal com 
bustion engine offers advantageous. The 
maximum that can at present be obtained 
per cylinder from the intei паї con bustion 
engine is about l,50o kilowatts, while 
the larger the size of a steam turbine the 
higher is its efficiency. Probably coal 
will be used in England until it is ex 
hausted, as it is much cheaper than oil 
but it will be turned into gas, and the 
sulphate of ammonia ami the tar will be 
saved. But wnether in the future the 
gas will be used to heat boilers to supply 
steam to turbines, or whether it will be 
used in internal combustion engines will 
depend on the improvements that will 
probably be made both in the gas firing 
of boilers and in internal combustion en 
gines.

Concluding, the lecturer turned to the 
subject that has lately received so much 
attention, the question of what sources of 
energy will be available when coal and 
oil are exhausted. Water power ran on 
ly furnish a very small proportion of the 
heat required. At present neither the 
tides nor the internal heat of the earth 
seem likely to be available, aud the im­
mense amount of energy stored up in the 
atom is at present out of our reach. As 
regards the radiant energy that reaches 
our earth from the sun, on a clear day, 
Sir J. Thompson has calculated that this 
energy amounts to about 7,000 horse 
power per acre, and here Mr. Swinton 
said is a problem of the greatest import­
ance for the physicist to solve.

The Dominion of Canada.

On the first of July, 1867, the Domin­
ion of Canada began its career as such, 
and after half a century it is interesting 
to take a backward glance at the course 
of ds evolution. It has become custom­
ary to speak of this country as a ‘nation;’ 
whether the term be technically admissi­
ble, there can be no doubt that the Do­
minion is rapidly becoming a “power.’’

For many years the population of Can­
ada increased slowly, but it is now ex­
panding by leaps and bounds. Теті- 
torially the four Province of 1867 have 
grown to nine, stretching continuously 
from the Atlantic to the Pacific and ex­
tending from the 49th to the 60th parallel 
with an immense area still farther north. 
These Provinces have been bound togeth­
er by one completed line of trancontin- 
ental railway, and in less than two years 
there will be two others in active opera­
tion.

The industrial and commercial devel­
opment of the Dominion has exceeded 
all expectations and has falsified all pes­
simistic forecasts. Its aggregate import 
and export trade has already been 
mous and is rapidly increasing. Its so­
ciological evolution has been satisfactory 
and bids fair to continue so. In all that 
goes to make a great civilization nation 
it excels all but a few of those that have 
had centuries in which to reach their 
present degree of expansion.

It would be unworthy of a people with 
such a historv and such opportunities to 
make this anniversary a day of mere self- 
congratulation; it should be one for seri­
ous consideration of the many and diffi­
cult problems pressing insistently for 
solution. The purely material future of 
the Dominion seems to be as thorough­
ly assured as that of any country-can be; 
it would be too far to assume that the 
progress of the country in all other re­
spects is equally certain. That depends 
very much on the national character de­
veloped with the passing years. The 
law of retribution is as inevitable in its 
operation in the moral as in the physical 
world, in the case ot the nation as in 
that of the individual. As Canadians 
have a country and a history to be proud 
of they should in the spirit of rational 
p itriotism co-operate to make them 
still more worthy of appreciation in the 
forum of nations.—Tor. Globe.

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NOTICE ber of “cells,” as a battery of guns, but 
sometimes we use the word to mean one 
cell when it is used by itself. An elect­
ric bell worked l y one cell is said to 
have a battery, although properly the 
word should mean two or more.

A dry battery is simply an electric cell 
or battery with a damp paste instead of 
the liquid which wet batteries contain. 
It is more convenient in many cases be­
cause the liquid may without care, get 
split, whereas the paste will not.

You hear of Leclanchebatteries, Grove 
batteries, Bi-chromate batteries, and 
others; but they are all varieties of the 
same thing, namely, batteries for genei- 
ating a current of electricity.

Then there are se.ondary batteries so 
called because they, do not give out cur­
rent unless current be first >ed into 
them. The others, called primary batt­
eries to distinguish them give out the 
current because of their own generating 
power; but the secondary batteries only 
take in and store up current which they 
give out when needed

A conductor is something through 
which current flows, or will flow, if need 
be. All insulator, on the other hand, is 
something the conducting power ol 
which is so poor that for practical pur­
poses no current will flow through it. 
We therefore use insulators to keep cur­
rent from going where we do not want it 
to go.

The resistance which an insulator off­
ers to the passage of a current, and also 
the resistance which conductors offer, 
too (for no conductor is so good that it 
offers no resistance at all) is measured in 
Ohms. This lias nothing to do with 
“His Majesty’s Service,” as has been 
suggested, but is simply the name of an­
other early worker in elect.ical science 
It is so related to the volt and the am 
pere that a fo.ee of one volt is able to 
send a current of one ampere along a 
conductor whose resistance is one Ohm.

A millionth part of an ohm is c died a 
Microhm, while a million ohms is a Me 
gohm.

All electrical term which we do not 
often hear of is the “Coulomb.” It is і 
measure of quantity of current.

Just as an ampere when talking ol 
electricity is the same as a “gallon per 
hour’’ when we are thinking of a c irrent 
of wate-, so the coulomb is similar to a 
“gallon.”

A current ot one ampere means that a

little puffs of current flowing not in a ! 
steady stream, but first one way and then 
the other, changing direction at the rate 
of thousands of times, or even millions 
of times per second. Such currents are 
also used in wireless telegraphy.

Fires on Private Lands.

The broad interest of a general govern­
ment in the forest fire question upon 
privately owned lands is well illustrated 
in the United States by the provision of 
the Week’s Law for co-operation of the 
Federal Government with States for the 
patrol of forest lands upon the head­
waters of navigable streams. The Week’s 
Act became law March 1, 1911, and in 
addition to providing lor the acquisition 
of lands by the Government, carried on 
appropriation of $200, (Ю0, available until 
expended for co-operation with the 
States in fire-protection work. During 
the summer of 1911 co-operative agree­
ments were entered into with a number 
of States, principally in the East, the 
western watersheds being already for the 
most part protected by the establishment 
of National Forests. One of the first 
States to enter into co operation with the 
Federal Government under the new lew 
was New Hampshire. An efficient sys­
tem of fire patrols, supplemented bv the 
use of lookout stations and telephones, 
was established in the northern district 
of New Hampshire, comprising an area 
of about one million acres, at a cost of 
less than one and one-half cents per 
acre.

Anywhe c from 
100,000 to 120,000 hundredweights oi 
live lobsters are annual y ship ed by 
Canadian fishermen.

The Department of Marine and Fisher- 
es has tried a number of experiments In 
die hope of regulating the lobster fishery 
with a view to its better conservation 
Hatcheries have been encouraged and 
efforts made to have the fisherme і bring 
the egg-bearing female lobsters t > these 
hatcheries. T iis has been fairly s tccess 
ful. There are now thirteen lobsters 
hatcheries on the Atlantic coast, ami 
millions of lobster eggs are artificially 
latched annually and the young frv 
planted, 'this has been found ve v ben 
eficial, because it saves the destruc ion of 
the female lobsters bv tne fishermen, as 
well as preserving large numbers of 1; b

London. July 1-Through the reorgani­
zation of British-American Tobacco the 
foui teen directors were enriched by an 
aggregate gift of $7,500,000. This was 
done by the method familiarly known as

the directors were permitted to subscribe 
for almost exactly 450,000 shares of the 
enlarged capital of the British-American 
Tobacco Co. at the rate of $7 50 a share, 
the par being $5.

How to conserve Canada’s fisheries, 
v,as the theme discussed bv the Commit­
tee on Fisheries of the Commission of 
Conservation on June 4th.

Electric lamps, and all olhei lights for 
that matter, are measured by their can 
dle-power.

The legal candle-power is the light 
given off by a candle, weighing a sixth 
of a point, burning 120 grains of sperma­
ceti per hour. A sixteen candle-power 
lamp, for instance is therefore one which 
gives ont light equal to sixteen such 
candles.

Similarly there is the “Joule,” which 
indicates the amount of work which a 
current whose capacity for work is one 
watt will do in one second.

Electric motors are usually stated to 
be so many Horse power.

This term was invented by James Watt 
for measuring the power of his steam- 
engines. He fixed up a pulley at the 
top of a coal pit and passed ovei it one 
end of a rope with a 150-pound weight 
attached. Then he fastened the jther 
end to a horse and saw how fast the ani­
mal was able to put up the weight. He 
found that it walked at the rate of 220 
ft. per minute and so he reckoned that a 
horse could work at (he rate of 33,000 
foot pounds per minute, the figure being 
arrived at by multiplying 150 by 220.

So the power to do 33,000 foot-pounds 
of work in a minute is a ‘ horse-power,” 
and on that basis the power for work ol 
electric motors is measured.

t ical science in its early days. It signi­
fies the force of an electric current, just 
as a number of pounds per square inch 
denotes the force of a current of water or 
air.

The ordinary single dry battery sncli 
as we use for electric bells, gives cui 
current at a force of about 1 1-2 volts 
One and a half is then called the ‘voltage’ 
of the current.

Then we come to ampere, the name of 
another early electrician, which denotes 
a quantity of current flowing in any giv 
en time.

To show how much water was flowing 
through a pipe wc should say so many 
“gallons per hour.” In like manner, 
with electricity to indicate how much 
current flows along a wire we say so 
nu.ny am pel es.

If we want to know how much work 
any current is capable of doing we multi­
ply the number of volts which represents 
its force by the number of amperes which 
denotes the volume and call the result 
so man)- “Watts,” a name used by way 
of compliment to our fellow countryman 
James Watt, who did so much for the 
steam engine.

So if your house is lit by electricity 
and the current is supplied to you from 
the mains at a voltage of say, 200 and 
you use five amperes, then the current 
entering your house is doing work in 
lighting your house at the rate of 1,000 
watts.

And for convenience take a thousand 
watts are called a kiio-watt. And a kilo­
watt for one hour is a Board of Trade 
unit the basis on which your father pays 
his electric light bill.

The charge is always made at so much 
per Board of Trade unit; in other words, 
so many kilo-watts for one hour, or the 
equivalent.
