To
add to her misfortunes ove of ber daughters
was shortly after stricken with paralyss,
and & son was a few months later isjured
in the lomber woods to such an extent
that he was unable to work. Since that
time she had been entirely dependent on
the charity o! some kind {riends who gave
her employment. :

On several occasions she applied to the
pastor of the church for aid but he
did not grant any telling bher he
could do nothing for her. A few weeks
ago she secured the address ot the New
York minister and in a letter reterred to
stated her case to him. The story told in
tbe letter was ressonable enouzh althouzh

remittance weekly.

Another son lived with her mn this city
and it is said made big money by canvas-
sing for an Upper Canadian silver ware
firm. The inqui'y made by the angry St.

John minister convinced Mrs. Andrews

that her game was up—at least as far as

this city is concerned, and on Tuesday last
she left for Portland Me. It is not known
whether she will ply tha same calling in her
new home but her experience here should
be sufficient to teach her that 8t. John is
no place for fakirs.

Then thero isanother matter that will be
looked into. It may afford a godd case
for action for damages against this city.
When the s<hool distraots were laid out on
that side of the barbour and river & large
piece of land was set apart for school pur-
poees, and knowa as the «Schoal Loat.” the
revanues from which wera to be expanded
in the maintenance of the schools of the
surroundiog  districts. Bat instead of
it being wused for thié  purpose
8St. Joha city turnsthe revenues to its own
purposes, and the original intent has thus
boen prevented. It it is demonstrated
¢hat the city has thus been usiag property
and money that did not belong to it, but is
actually the allotment of others, an sction
will be taken to secure at least a portion
of the moniss so illegally obtained.

The order was carried out in
all its cruel details, and & crowd gaz:d up
from the street on the desolate spectacle
above, for the poor people cou'd be seen
shivering iu the biting cold. The windows
were taken out early in the afterncon. In
the evening the gues's who happened to be
in the offie of the Halifax hotel took up a
collection for the suff:rers aud netted
about $10.

That night Mr. Rubland was aivertised
to make an offizial visit to St. John lodge
of masons, and he was on band in all the
effalgence of the grand master’s spparel.
City Recorder MacCoy, past grand master,
as in duty and pleasure bound weat to the
lodge meeting. Oa his way thither he
passed the Collins building, and saw what
had been dope. With a friend he bastened
upstaire and - heard-the woful tale related
by the victims of the eviction. The kind-
hearted recorder was greatly shocked, as
he saw the shivering people, halt dead from
the cold. Hissympatby did not end with
words, for be drew a check for $15, his
contribution to pay the remt. Arrange-
ments were made for shelter for the woman
and her child, while the man was leit to
fight it ont alone with King Frost.

While Recarder MacCoy's sympathy, as
stated, did not end with words, his indig-
nation found vent in language bot from the
heart, on the first opportunity i the lodge
room.

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4ART WORK IN VIENNA.

No danger of the Good old Work Being Sup-
pianted in Vienns,

So many new fields of employment are
opening to girls that there is some danger
lest the old-time pride of wemen in the
dainty needlework and lacework that their
bands fashioned should quite die out.
This is, however, not likely to be the case
in the city of Vienns. A lady writer—
Marion Mulhsll—who not long sgo visited
that city, says that Vienna’s great glory is
the Government Art School of Embroidery,
under the direction of Madame St. George,
perhaps the most distinguished desigher
and needlewoman in the world.

There a girl may, without expense, fit
herself for the making of the most delicate
laces, or the working of the most exquisite
embroidery. The course is entirely free,
and extends over five years, though many
pupils whe do not wish to make art work a
profession leave after two or three yearrs,
satisfied with knowing the mdmelm ot
lacework or art embroidery.

Each year has its epecial course, and jts

special room. and the pupils cannot go
from one to the other betore the year ex-

Thlt the pupils become very skilful by
the time the full course is completed is
shown by the class of work done in the
last year. When the school was visited
these pupils wear mending a magnificent
canopy, the work of the Empress Maria
Theresa. For four years ten girle u der
Midame St. George's superintendence,
bad worked at that canopy, and it would
take two years more to complebe it.

‘Every kind of embroidery,’ says the
writer, ‘inclading Persian, Indian Japan-
ese and Turkish ts done here, anp I was
astonished to see some beautiful samples
ofthe ‘nanduty’ or epider's web, made
by the Guarani women ot Paraguay, and
rarely seen in Europe.

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THEY ARE NOT FIREPROOF.

Reviewng the various attempts which
have been made in the past to realize an
adequate method of fireproof construction,
a writer in the Engineering Magezine
declsres that so inefficient in result have
been these attempts that very few of the
socalled fire proof building erected previous
to 1890 are actually fire proof ; on the con-
trary he asserts that while in many cas®s
suitable materials have been employed in
these buildings, they have not been suitably
adapted or disposed—insignificant fires in
such buildings have resulted most dis-
astrously, aud in some cases have utterly
wrecked the buildings. Caretul investiga-
tions, however, of the physical properties
of structural iron snd steel when subjected
to heat, and close observation on the effects
offire and water on different materials,
have within a comparatively short time, it
is admitted, developed efficient and econ-
omical methods of ficeprooting. Further,
the constant and increasing demand for
fireproof buildings has resulted in the de-
velopment of nearly fitty different systems
of construttion, designed to serve the pur-

Rigbt bere let us settle the difference be-
tween the mesning of the words co-
coa, cacao andcoca. Codon is the name
of the species of palm which praduces the
¢acomnut, a fruit too wall knowa to need
description ; also, the fiver so largely ured
for making matting, hits brushes, etc.
Cacaois the fruit of another tree from
which we ob‘ain chocolate. and which is
universally misnamed by manufacturers as
cocon. Cocais the mame given to the
South African shrub, the leaves of which
are used by the natives ot Peru, Chili and

Bolivia as the betel is in Asis,
to allsy hunger and thirst and to

supply a stimulant which gives evergy to
endure extraordinary exertion. From these
Jeaves the well known drug cocaioe is pre-
pared. The cacao trees of Central Amenca
rarely exceed 20 feet in height. The leaves
are large, oblong and pointed; the nuts
contained in long, oval pointel pods. It
produces two crops & year, beginning to
bear when about seven years old, and con-
tinu'ng from forty to fifty years. The trees
are planted 15 feet apart, and when young
require to be sheltered from the sun, in the
same manner as is practiced in coffee plan-
tations. At first bananas or plantains are
used for that purpose, in order that some
profit may be derived at once from the fruit
of those fast growing plants, but meanwhile
another tree, also of epedy growth, but
less quick than the banana, is set
out at intervals. In Nicaragua it
is usually the beautiful tree with the bright
red blossoms, knownas the madrs de
cocos—*mother of the cocoa.’

Of coutse, it requires some capital to
starta plantation, although cocoa trees
grow wild in numbers in Central American
forests and land may be had almost for the
asking by intelligent foreigners. One bas
to wait longer for the first retura in cocoa
thau in coffee, but the prics of the former
is much higher and there is little competi-
tion. When once a grove of either is w:ll
established and in full bearing the fortu-
nate possessor is ‘fixed’ for life, with large,
sure and steady revenues for very small
snnual ou'lays of money and labor.

Oue of the curious facts about chocolate
is that it costs & good deal more where it
grows if you buy the manufactared article
than in New York, duties and all. The
reason is bezause here you get the genuine
unadultered article, while in our markets
you get mostly pipe clay, which is cheap,
beavy and harmless. Lhe planter dries his
cocoa beans in the sun and sells them on
the spot in their crade state for from 50 to

80 cents & pound, yet you can buy ‘choco-
late’—so called—in New York for 45 cents

The Mission to Deep-Sea Fishermen in
Labrador_is a branch of the parent socicty
in England, which works chiefly on tte
North Sea. The latter was founded in
1881 in humble dependence cn Almighty
God, tor man had then little good to say
fot it, ard the enterprise was considered
visionary, and unlikely to succeed. It was
designed through the medium of a fishing
vestel, all of whose crew should
be converted fishermen, to spread
the Gospel met for men at sea who
were at that time entirely outride the pale
of the Church. It was rightly judged that
it would be almost impossible to secure
landsmen who could live that hard, rough,
menotonous life on the ocesn, seldom see-
ing landat all,7at any rate not for more
than a very, short time, unless those men
bad been specially fitted for it by early
training. Moreover, it was rightly judged
that the men to influence fishermen are
cznverted fishermen. A sailor judges much
more by ‘does’ than ‘says’—by a man’s
site” than by his words. And God has
honored in this work Fenuine, whole-
hearted Christian fishermen, simple in
speech, childlike in faith, earnest in love,
who have themselves often gone through a
very fire of persecution.

THE DOMAIN OF KING OBBAH IS 4
CENTRE OF SLAVEY.

Siavery is a Formidable Part of the Soc'al
Fabric ot This African Kingdom—Obbah
{s the Most Atrocious of Monarchs—1he
ity of Benin De: cribed.

If Er gland makes good its intentions fo
punish King Odbah, of Benin, for the re-
cent maseacre of an unarmed expedition,
the most strocious of the Africun mon-
archs will get a taste of the misery he has
so generougly bestowad upon tens of thou-
eands of others. And that England will
do this there is little doubt, for in addilicn
to avenging the deaths of her subjects, the
conquest of Benin will open vp & country
of immeasurable richness. Not only this,
butit will abolish one of the central points
of the slave traffic ot Africa, and go & long
way toward crushing cronibalism ared
buman sacrifica.

Tte domam of King Obbah forms the
central section of the mnotorious ‘Slave
Coast’ of the Gulf ot Guinea. This was a
favorite resort of the slave hunter, as far
back as a centary sgo. The ancestors of
the King helped the slavers, in exchange
for trifling baubles, and when the foreign
demand ceased, the traffic was continued
for native purposee, just as 1t bad existed
before the advent of the toreign slavers.

Slavery is a formidable part ot the social
{abric of this African kingdom. It supplies
a currency system ; it does away with the
need of jails or penitentiaries ; it is an ex
changeable commodity for the riches of the
alave cities in Northern Atrica, and forms
a echeme for the disposition ot captives
made in the party wars which are con-

tantly being waged.

King Obbah's domain acjoins that of tke
late King of Dahomey, and rext to the la‘-
ter is the kingdem of Ashantee, whose
monarch, Prempeh, was summarily disposed
of in October last by the British. Adjoining
Benir, on the east, 18 the dergain of the
King of Brass. This nest of kingdoms
forms a large part of the Niger Coast Pro-
tectorate, but owing to tte cruelties and
exactions ot the different kiogs, the rich
country has been rencered next to ueeless
for commercial purposes.

Of all these monarchs the King of Benin
is about the worst. Very few white men
have ever visited the city ot Binin, located
some two hundred miles inland ircm the
coast. Even the mistionaries have given
the city a wide berth although they have
penetrated to all parts of the kingdoms of
Ashantee, Dahomey and Brass. Captamn
H. L. Gallway, the British vice consul of
that district, visited the place and conclud-
ed a treaty with King Adola, the predeces-
sor of Obbab.

Adola was reckoned to be 8 much more
humane monarch than Obbah, but some of
the things witnessed by Captain Galiway
seem to have reached the pinnacle of out-
rageous barbarism. He reached the city
at night, 2nd the King coidially placed a
ouse of red clay with a thatched roof, at
his disposal. In the morning the first
thing he saw was the body of a crucified
woman who had been sacrificed some weeks
before, according to fetish ritee, that the
rain might stop. Nearer his house were
two bodies frightfully mautilated, and fur-
ther away were the bodies of two other
women who bad been crucified.

When Le examined his own bouse, he
found the walls were adorned with many
human skulls and bones, and there were
many bloodstains on the wall some of them
quite fresh, showing that the two rooms
had recently been the scene of some wild
.slaughter.

The city of Benin is quite extensive,
having twelve or fifteen hundred houses of
clay. What the population is can only be
conjectured, as the men are constantly go-
ing on expeditions in the country. The
pumber of women and children in the city
is very great. Polygamy is extensively
practised. The tathers look upon the girl
children as so much property, or asso
much money. They were virtually slaves
from birth, and eventually many of them

»tain amount of ivory, and, as the surround-

slave dealers have taught his soldiers how
to manage them. Some of his soldiers are
also armed with old style rifies, but the
bulk ot them are armed merely with nstive
weapons. Against the rapid-fire guns,
which the English will bring sgainst them,
they will te mowed down like grass.

In the paign against P h
Esglich won a bloodless victory by employ-
ing pyrotechnics at night. The fireworks
s ared the natives almost to death, and de-
opulated the capital city ot Kumasi in
less thun half an bour. King Obbah, how-
ever, bas had more experience in modern
warfare than the Ashantee King, and it is
to be expected that he will make a more
stubborn fight.

For two years he has waged a guerrilla
war sgainst the Royal Niger Trading
Company, which meintains stations for
wany hundreds of miles along the River
Nigir. These wars bave been mainly
directed sgainst the native employes of the
company, and thousands of them have been
killed or captured within the past two
years. Europesns have teldom suffered
from these depredaticns, and for that rea-
son no regular military expedition has been
sent against him. This has evidently made
the king bold, as was shown by the recent
massacre of Englishmeén.

To punish King Obbah will not ne an
easy matter. To reach the city Benin
means a march of more than two bundred
miles through an slmost impenetrable
country, where the danger of falling into
an smbuscade will be great. To guard
sgainst this, rapid-firing guos will be em-
p'oyed nearly every minute in the march of
many days. A number of these guns will
be kept n the van of the invading force.
and thousands of shots will pe fired
through the thick brash, to clear it of lurk-
ing savages. In this way a fairly safe road
will be plowed through the country for the
English.

Among the Benin wa' riors,. cannibalism
isrite. Animal flesh is deepised as coming
from dumb, inferior bruter, while human
flesh is regarded as the proper meat for
great soldiers. The bodies of enemies kill-
in battle, even at great distance from the
city, are transported to Benin with much
labor for the purpose of supplying the pop-
ulation with an immense feast. The war-
ricrs eat first, then the male children are
fed, while the women and small children
receive the leavings.

Daring the brief ictervals of peace, when
there is a scarcity of war prisoners, slaves
are eacrificed to sppease the appetites of
the Kiog and his leading warriors. The
execution ground in Benin is near the
King's palace.—Baltimore Americsn.

A FREAK AMWONG FLOWERS.
Venue’ Fly Trap acd its Almost Human
Action,

Now and again, in exploring American
woods and swamps, botanists have come
across floral coriosities that almost bridge
over the great gulf that divides the ani-
mal and vegetable kingdoms, says the De-
signer. One of these, to be met with no-
where in the world save in North Carolins,
is acientifically classified as dionoea musci-
puls, but is colloquially known as *Venus'
fly trap.’

In appearance the extraordinary plant is
prettily but unassumirgly the leafiess flower
stem, running from six to eight inches in
height and surmounted by a cluster of five
petalled blossoms, rijing erect like s
rosette-like bed of leaves. It is in the edge
of the leaves that the death-dealing appar-
atus is set—for this modest little plant,
which is so delicate that it dies of the
slightest injury to root or stem, sustains i's
lite by feeding upon the unwary insects
enticing them fo their destruction by exud-
ing from the edges of its fatal traps a

flnid, hat r bling honey.

The traps consist of two soft velvety
leaves, fringed with delicate bristles and
hinged together on one side. The unsus-
pecting fly, lured by the honey, alights on
these bristles in anticipation of a feast, but
at the first touch of its feet the hinges close
the two leaves come together, the bristles
interlock, and the hapless insect is impri-
soned in & cell from which escape isim-
possible.

Under the stimalus of the victim's strug-
gles the tiny glands with which the inner
walls of the trap are furnished pour forth a
secretion which Darwin analyzed as a vege-
table gastric juice, resembling that which
insures digestion in animal life. Under
the influence of this curious flaid, the fly is
actusally diiesmd slive, and its juices being
extracted the trap doors are reopened and
the skeleton is flung out.

The scientists declare thet the plant un-
quealionnbly lives upon the juices of its

tent. Itis designed to avoid any waste of
water, and to allow the operator tc apply
the water just as wanted, For this purpose
the water is led up to the brush through &
hollow haudle, and passes out in a spray
over the brush. A reservoir which is sup-
ported by the head of the brush, may
contain some cleansing material, such as
sosp powder, it desired, a small quanitiy
being carried to the surfice to becleaned
by the issuing water.
