According to un-
official information, no evidence that
employes have been held in the plant
against their wills at any time since
the #nception of the strike was shown
today, the government officials failing
to elicit assertions from the men em-
ployed inside the car plant that they
had been subjected to violence when
they asked permission to quit their
work or had been held on fqeir jobs
after they had asked for discharges.

The strikers maintained an attitude
of sullenness today when their houses
were searched for rifles by deputies,
armed with loaded riot guns. No vio-
lence was offered, however, and the
sheriff tonight announced his search
for firearms had ended.

Takes Nerve.

“It takes nerve to run an aeroplane
I can assure you. When we took over
this machine we did not know whom
to put in charge of it. The choice
lay between Willard and another man,
and we gave it to Willard. The other
man had had a lot of experience in
fast antomobiles and motor boats, but
the first time he shot up in an aero-
plane he fainted, the machine shot
straight in the air and a minute later
he was on his way to the hospital.

“Our plan with the machine is to
have a speedy tug start out before it
equipped with a raft. The aeroplane
is so constructed with pontoons of
rubbered silk that even should it drop
in the lake it will float and may be
rescued, If the flight to Niagara
should be successful the raft will be
used to transport the machine back
to Toronto. I have got the Dixie II,
a very fast motor boat, to escort the
aeroplane, The minimum fiying
speed is a shade under thirty miles
an hour and you can go as fast as
you like above that.”

Moutreal, Aug. 25.—Four hundred
delegates were present this morning
at the opening session of the League
of American Municipalities. It is one
of the largest conventions in the his:
tory of the organization. President
Cooke, of East St. Louis, in ‘his ad-
dress advocated publicity in eivic gov-
ernment as one of the great safe-
guards for- good results. With public-
ity would come the aroused public
conscience that would have nothing
else but good clean administration of
their affairs.

At the afternoon session papers
were read on female suffrage, on the
problem of the unemployed and the
best form of municipal government.
Much attention was paid to govern
ment by commission but the opinion
seemed to be that it was still in the
experimental stage and could not be
approved of without reserve. Mayor
Coulston, of Jamestown, New York,
advocated government by commission
with a council elected by the people
for legislative duties.

A paper read by Mr. Clinton Roger
Woodruff, of Philadelphia, while ap-
proving goverament by commission
and showing that the tendency was to
centralize government, argued that the
system needed more testing. Mr. J.
M. Head, of Nashville, Tenn. ex-pre-
sident of the league, said he thought
the solution of municipal government
was ‘to give the people self govern-
ment and to make them  responsible
for it.

One of the most interesting of the
speecnes was delivered by Miss Har
riett May Mills, of Syracuse, on wo-
man suffrage. Her K main point was
that the women being the natural
cleaners of the home* were entitled
to a wider area for their influence
so that they might begin to clean
cities.

Jerome Congleton, of Newark, read
a paper on caring for the unemployed
of cities by establishing a munici-
pal employment bureau for those who
really want to work.

Standing six for conviction and six
for acquittal the jury in the case of
George Mirissis charged with selling
obscene literature, were discharged
vesterday afternoon in the county
court, His Honor Judge Forbes char-
acterizing the result as & miscarriage
of justice. In the morning besides the
police evidence Walter H. Golding,
manager of the Nickel Theatre, itesti-
fled that defendant threatened to
“roast” the door keeper in Free
Speech. A feature of the afternoon
session was the production of a spec-
imen of defendant’s handwriting, he
having previously sworn he could not
write English,

Attorney General Hazen appeared
for the Crown and delivered a mas-
terly address to the jury. D. Mullin,
K. C., who represented the prisoner,
relied mainly upon the plea of sym-
pathy. The new trial will begin this
afternoon.

When the court opened in the morn-
ing Attorney Geheral Hazen moved,
in the case of the King vs. Mirissis,
charged with selling obscene literature
that the prisoner be arraigned.

Indictment Objgcted To.

Mr. Mullin objected to the indict-
ment on the ground that it did not
show the name of the purchaser or
purchasers of the paper. He cited au-
thorities In his contention that the
gist of the offence was “knowingly.”

After arguing along that line Mr.
Mullin moved to quash the indictment.

The Attorney General submitted the
indictment was properly drawn and
read the section of the act.

His Honor sustained the indictment.

The Attorney General moved the
prisoner be indicted.

He point-
ed out that the new date was a better
day ae the great majority of the peo-
ple interested were at heme on that
day. The present hour of meeoting is
10 &. m., and as many of the districts
prefer the hour of 7.80 in the evening
it was decided to recommend that the
matter of choice be left in the hands
of the different districts.

A recommendation in regard to the
change in date of the meeting will
be put before the Board of Education.

At a meeting of the New Brunswick

mill owner of Port Elgin, Westmor-

land county, was in the city yesterday
and when interviewed by a Standard
reporter spoke {nterestingly about the
conditions of the Jumber industry in
his segtion of the province, on the
condition of the roads under the new
highway act.

With regard to the condition of the
lumber industry in Westmorland,
Mr. Hayward sald that the timber
was being pretty well cut away In
the eastern portion of the county and
he was obliged to look outside West-
morland for a fleld of operation, At
present he was looing into two or
three properties in Nova Scotia and
Now Brunswick as a fleld of work for
his lumbering operations of the com-
ing winter,

Asked as to how the new highway
act was working he replied he was
not sufficiently acquainted with the
conditions of the roads in the west-
ern portion of the county to speak
with regard to them. But his busi-
ness caused him to drive a great deal
over the roads in the eastern part of
the county and they were in splendid
condition.

More work had been done upon the
roads during the present summer than
had been done In any previous four
years of his recollection.

The Reasons.

Asked how this result was brought
about he stated that there were two
causes: First, a more honest admin-
{stration of the road law, and second-
ly the provision of the act which re-
quired more work to be done or more
money expended.

In his section the great portion of
the road work was done by the rate
payers themselves, who were willing
to work in consideration of the high-

er allowance provided by the act.
They were satisflod when they got &
fair wage per day.

In reply to a question whether there
was any complaint respecting the in-
crease of taxes and amount of sta
tute labor required under the act, Mr.
Hayward said he had heard of none,
The people of the county wanted
good ronds. They recognized their
necessity, and were willing to pay for
them or do the work necessary to
keep themidn a good state of re-
pair proy, their money Wwas not
wasted .o they .were paid fairly well
for their labor,

The reports he bad heard from other
goctions of the province, Mr. Hayward
sald, were favorable to the act, One
or two years’ honest administration
would, in his judrment, produce such
beneficial results in the condition of
the roads throughout the province,
that it would be needless for any one
to praise it, and foolish for any per-
son to deny it.
