when Thomas T. Willlams, business
manager for William R. Hearst, was
refused permission to speak when he
rose to reply to Dbiting criticisms
Mayor Gaynor had just made of Mr.
Hearst’s part in journalism.

For twenty-five minutes the uproar
continued while men stood in their
chairs, and women craned their necks
to see from the balconies of the ban-
quet hall,

“‘Mr. Hearst is not here. I am his
friend and have a right to be heard,”
shouted Mr. Williams, climbing upon
the speaker’s table and shaking his
fist in the face of the mayor.

“Put him out,” “shut up!” “free
speech!” came from all parts of the
hall,

Toastmaster Nat C. Wright of the
Cleveland Leader, hammered in vain
for order, while Mr. Willlams stood
impassionate but obstinate and
waited to be heard, with folded arms.

“This is a disgrace to the press of
the United States, it must and—"
shouted Adolph 8. Ochs, proprietor

-..0f the New York Times, as he stood
on his chair behind the toastmaster
and begged for a word.

“Mr. Williams, I promise you, has
less than forty words to speak, let
me say them for him.”

¥ ! No!!” yelled the others.

“Mr. Willlams says——" began Mr,
Ochs.

“N. no!” broke in the thoroughly
enraged diners with added insistence.
Mr. Ochs sat down while the orches
tra played *Dixie.”

Mr. Williams still kept his feet and
a semblance of calm was not restored
until Rev. Dr Newell Dwight Hillis,
of Brooklyn, with a witty and felici-
tious speech, brought laughter that
drove out anger.

Association had met at their joint
banquet in the Waldorf-Astoria to for-

Mayor Gaynor, the guest of
honor and first speaker, took for his
subject “the press in its relations to
public officials.” He spoke as is his
wont, and as he had been invited to
do, without mincing words, and it
was these words which angered Mr.
Williams,

References, unmistakably draw
from the mayor's own political ex-
perience in the recent mayoralty
campaign of unexampled bitterness,
he drove home with names and speci-
fic instances .

In his attacks on Willlam Randolph
Hearst, who ran against him for office
and has since criticiezd his adminis-
tration sharply, he applied epithets
seldom heard in public speaking.

Woodrow Wilson, president of
Princton University, who followed the
mayor, in speaking of the celerity
with which world-wide news and the
attendant comment thereon is now
transmitted by telegraph, emphasized
the decline of the editorial in power,
and the growing importance of the
prompt accurate and unblased news
gatherer.

Mayor Gaynor said in part:

“The press as a whole 18 just to
public officials, When the election is
over, its wholesome wish is to see that
the man who is elected gives good
government and to help him do so.
This is true of all honest and unselfish
publighers and editors. But if a pub-
lisher or editor be himself a perennial
office seeker, he may desire to as-
sassinate everyone whom he thinks in
his way and then, alas, what a dis-
grace he brings upon journalism.

“It is painful to mention such ex-
ceptions and to speak of their acts.
A newspaper proprietor or editor who
is simply bent on cutting throats is
an awful spectacle. In no nook or cor-
ner of his head or heart is there the
slightest sense of truth or justice, We
may pity him, but cannot in the inter-
ests of public morality and Hecency
fpemain silent about him.”

AOBLIY SEES
NO HOPE FROM
LIBERLS

Will Make No Further Move
For Extension Of Boundar-
ies As Long As Laurier Is In
Power.

Winnipeg, April 28—A representa-
tive waited upon Hon. Mr. Roblin to-
day to ascertain what he had to say
in reply to action of Government yes-
terday in connection with the extew-
sion of the boundary of Manitoba, Mr.
Roblin replied:

“I have read 'despatches from Otta-
wa covering debate and vote upon mo-
tion of Mr. Haggart, which motion was
declared on calling for equality for
Manitoba in history of Confederation.

“l regret as a citizen of this pro-
vince and as a Canadian that Premier
Laurier and the Liberal party have de-
clared by formal vote that Manitoba
shall never, so far as they are concern-
ed, have equality either with Alberta
and Saskatchewan to the west or with
Quebec and Ontario to east.

“I am equally gratified to know that
the Conservative party as led by R. L.
Borden have as emphatically declared
that Manitoba is entitled to equality
with other sisters of Confederation
and that they will so far as they are
able give Manitoba that statute to
which she is so justly entitled and
which is being withheld from her at
present time by Laurier and the Lib-
eral party.

“The issue is now well defined and
smoke has been blown away. Sir Wil-
frid Laurier and the Liberal party
stand at the threshold of Parliament
in defiant attitude and declare that
what the Government and legislature
of this province has hsked dor shﬁ
never be given and the fight will
o bitter and determined one for rea-
son that we have traitors in our midst.
We have men in Manitoba who by
virtue of conditions that I need not ex-
plain, have secured spheres of in-
fluence that enable them to muddy the
waters like the cuttlefish of old. There-
fore my hope is in honest, patriotic
men who believe in justice and equal-
ity for Manitoba.

“We are having for the moment
prosperity here on account of large
number of people that are coming in
with considerable capital, and bless-
ings of good crops.

“There are great problems to solve
and great .questions of public policy
to be worked out that involve expen-
diture of large sums of money.

In order to have that financial foun-
dation upon which we can build we
must have the same relations with
the federal government as Alberta and
Saskatchewan to west or Ontario and
Quebec to east.

“Then you look upon this question
as dead with last night's declaration
on the part of Sir Wilfrid to further
punish Manitoba?”

“I most certainly do, and so far as
I am concerned I will never ask the
legislature of Manitoba to formally de-
clare that the people of Manitoba are
not as much entitled to their rights
from parliament as are people in Al-
berta, Saskatchewan, Ontario and
Quebec., nor will the present legis-
lature as constituted ever sanction
any such surremder.

“What have you to say in reply to
Laurier’s suggestion of further con-
ference in the matter?” Mr. Robin was
asked.

“I am astonished that he would
make any such suggestion to parlia-
ment of Canada in view of the facts
which are so well known,” replied Mr.
Roblin.

Houghton Lennox Pre-
sents Figures to Show
Cost Will Be $120,000
a Mile.

Ch’ances of Providence,
R.1. Becoming Termin-
al Port Grow Stronger
Every Day.

Ottawa, Ont,, April 28.—The Opposl-
tion today said: “I told you so,” and
the government was angry over it.

Years ago in 1903 and 1904 when
the Grand Trunk Pacific bargains were
being put through parliament the Op-
position persistently urged that there
be incorporated in the agreement a
stringent provision binding both the
Grand Trunk and the Grand Trunk
Pacific to route traffic originating on
the prairies to Canadian seaport and
no other. The government refused,
the existing clauses were quite suffi-
cient it sald. Sir or seven years have
gone by. The great system is measur-
ably near completion. And the Can-
adian parliament today had the pleas-
ure of seeing the Grand Trunk openly
and deliberately preparing to supple-
ment Portland by Providence, an
American port still further to the
south.

Today the Opposition brought the
whole matter of the Tramscontinental
up on a motion to go into supply. Its
attack was twofold. It pressed severe-
ly the menace to Canadian ports which
is spelled by the advent of Provi-
dence as an additional Grand Trunk
port and drew attention to the wonder-
ful increase in the cost of the under-
taking and demanded a royal commis-
sion to wverhaul the manner in which
the work has been done. Mr. Fielding
in 1903 gave an absurdly low estimate
of the cost of comstruction. $51,300,-
000. The Government of which he is a
member has (ucned this. inte an d-
"ly absurd fisure on the other side,
Mr. Lennox as the result of patient
and careful calculation puts the cash
cost to the country at present indica-
tions, at $218,000,000 as Mr. Magrath
pointed out, this inordinately high
cost means heavy fixed charges and
these mean high freight rates,

Mr, Lennox Led.

Mr. Lennox who led the attack,
presented an array of figures, collect-
ed with much industry, which had the
effect of making Mr. Graham, the
Government apologist very angry,
However, Mr. Grabham admitted a to-
tal cost of construction alone of
$123,000,000 or $68,0000 a mile, a
further increase on earlier estimates
The amendment was defeated on a
strict party vote by 106 to 62.

After the vote, Mr. Boyce brought
up the attack on Mr. Aylesworth by
the Toronto Glebe, in connection with
the pardoning of Skill and King, the
two men sentenced for selling obscene
books.

Presbyterian Place Of Worship
Damaged To Extent Of $1,-
500 By Water And Flames

Campbellton, April 28.—Fire broke
out in the Presbyterian church this
afternoon but did not get much head-
way before being noticed and an alarm
sounded.

GLACE BAY STRIKE
NOW SETTLED

JUICIDE ENDS
TLE WITH
POLICE PO3GE

New Jersey Youth Holds Whole
Force At Bay After Assault-
ing Girl—Chief Of Police Is
Injured.

New York, April 28.—To prevent
capture after a vicious attack on Miss
Anna Kipp, the 17-year-old daughter
of a bank cashier, Clarence Wood,
1Y years old, of Rutherford, a New
Jersey suburb, barricaded himself in
the Rutherford boat club today and
for five hours fought off a posse of
police and deputy sheriffs. With his
stronghold surroumded and riddled
with bullets, Wood ended the struggle
by fireing a bullet into his head, dying
almost instantly.

During the fusilade, Chas. Smith,
chief of police of Carlstadt, N. J.,
was shot three times and was report-
ed to be dying tomight. The girl was
paintully, though not seriously hurt.

Wood, a member of a good family,
had always borme an excellent repu-
tation, and his outbreak is only ex-
plained on the theory that he became
suddenly deranged. During the fight
1,000 persons were attracted to the
scene and severly barely escaped in-
jury by bullets from Wood’s rifle,

Wood and Miss Kipp had an en-
gagement to join a boating party to-
day. They were the first to arrive
at the boat club, and while waiting
for the others, Wood suddenly at-
tacked the girl with a club. She man
aged to escape although beaten about
the head and spread the alarm,

Five Thousand Miners
Return to Work Today
After Absence of Eleven
Months.

United Mine Workers
Had Decided Fight Was
Hopeless and Men Were
Willing.

Halifax, N. April 28.—Nearly five
thousand miners, membegs of the Unie
ted Mine Workers of America, who
have been on strike in Cape Breton
collieries for the past eleven mbnths
voted to return to work tonight. The
strike was called by President Tom
Lewis on July 6th, 1909, demanding
recpgnition for the members of his
union. The Dominion Coal Company
refused to grant this request and
since that time have been hnporﬂn‘
miners to take the strikers’ pldces,
The strike has been marked by dis-
orders, assaults and suffering among
the families of the strikers. The U,
M. W. has spent nearly two million
dollars in relief work and the coms
pany has spent a similar sum in fights
ing the strikers. The strike is tha
longest in the history of Cape Breton
and the news that the men had decle
ded to return to work was received
with relief and pleasure by the thous
sands in the collieries. The arranges
ment was reached at a meeting of
the men held about three o'clock this
afternoon at the offices of the mine
workers, at which representatives
from all the locals were present, bee
sides those of the officials of the Uni
ted Mine Workers who are still in
(ape Breton.

A vote was taken as to whether
they should continue the strike or go
|back to work. The vote resulted in
{the majority of the representatives of
the locals voting to return to work at
once, Though it is known that sevefs
al of the high officials of the U. M,
W. have been advising the men to go
back to work, the meeting today was
largely due to the anxiety of the meny
The men are likely to return to the
pits at once, and it is thought that b¥
the fifteenth of May practically atl
the men will be back.

There is a possibility that if Giovan-
ni da Verrazzano  had not- sailed in
and out of the North river in-1524
without stopping to bury his records
near the aquarium, Louis Steckler
might not have been able to produce
for inspection yesterday at his 261
Broadway -law office ~the decoration
which entitles him to receive mail as
“Chevalier Official of the Order of
the Crown of Italy.”” Other things
might have happened to the same end,
but Verrazzano seemed to realize 386
vears ago that he could do Mr. Steck-
ler a handsome service and thereby
clinch matters for all time. So he left
no records.

Time passed. Much time passed. It
was decided to celebrate the discov-
ery of the Hudson. But did Verrazzano
receive even honorable mention? No,
sir! There wasn’t a whisper about the
Italian explorer. Henry Hudson, who
had found a recordless river 84 years
after the sailing in and sailing out
incident of Verrazzano, was the one
that got his name on the large bills.

Itallans Active.

So Mr. Steckler, who was already a
Chevalier for, having secured a com-
mutation of a death sentence for An-
na Valentina over in New Jersey in
1807, and Editor Barsotti of 11 Pro-
gresso and many more began to get
busy. On October 6, the week after
the Hudson-Fulton celebration, there
was a parade of 25,000 Italians down
to the Battery. Amid the flaring of
bands, and the parading of sailors
from the Italian battleships and the
speech making of many and the wav-
ing of embracing flags from two coun-
tries Verrazzano's bronze image was
unveiled to the world.

Mr. Steckler received notification
from Dr. Da Rosa, acting Italian Con-
sul-General, . that if he would come

around to the consulate on the third
floor of a buflding at the corner of
Spring and Lafayette streets he we uld
find a package waiting there for him.
Mr. Steckler went, and that was why
yesterday he could put one foot on the
radiator of the office that leoks down
on the turmoil of Broadway and
across City Hall Park” and draw out
the little red leather case that held
the decoration.

“I really don't (‘onsldel it anything
but a distinction,” sald Mr. Steckler,
as+he stroked his silky black beard,
and then with frequent glances at a
typewritten sheet received from Edi-
tor Barsotti, who had been similarly
henered, he continued:

“The original of that cross on the
face of the medal was made from a
nail taken from the cross on which
Jesus Christ was crucified. So I am
informed, at any rate. The eagle on
the reverse side is the insignia of
the Order, of which the King is the
active head."”

Not A King.

He proceeded to tell that the order
never has an enrolment of more than
2,000 and is made up of five stages
in rank. First you are a Chevalier,
then a Chevalier Official, after that
a Commendatore, following which
you become a Grand Official and then
a Chevalier of the Grand Cross.

“And after that are you a king?”
he was asked.

“Oh, I hardly think so,”
Mr. Steckler modestly.

Modesty was the keynote of his
bearing in regard to the decoration.

“Colbnel Count!” This the recipient
of the honor denied emphatically.
But lest his natural, modesty should
have led him to belittle the appur-
tenances of the distinction, a trip
was made to the Italian Consulate
for the express purpose of inquiring
about this.

Chang Shang Tack, the new Chinese

Consul-General to Lima, Peru, has
just sailed for his post. Mr. Chun
was born an Amerfcan citizen. His

father Chun Ching Hoek, was one of
the pioneers in Seattle, going there
when Seattle was nothing but a col-
lection of huts and tents. He made
a large fortune there as a merchant,
and when he realized the possibilities
of real estate went into that. The
elder Chun is credited with having
put up the first five story building in
Seattle. Five years ago he decided
that he had made enough money and
he now makes his home m Canton.
Long before he went back, however,
he had decided that his son should b®
educated as a Chinese, for he foresaw
the great field that lay before young
men of education and resources in
an awakened China, and it was by his
wish that his son entered the gov-
ernment service,

“I cannot say whether I should have
taken advantage of my 'privilege of
American citizenship or not if I had
been left to choose for myself,” said
Mr. Chun. “My father wished me to
go into the government service. 1
find it attractive. This is my first
diplomatic post outside of the coun-
try, and of course I am looking for-
ward to taking up my new duties, Of
course I shall be under the jurisdic-
tion of the Chinese Minister gt Wash-
ington, who is accredited not only to
this country but to Mexico, Pananmra,
Peru and Chile as well.”

Mr. Chun is 34 years old. He stud-
ied for a year and a half in a private
schoagl in Seattle, but the greater part
of his life has been spent in China.
He saw a reporter by appointment
yesterday, and for fear that he might
not have sufficient command of Eng-
lish for the occasion his friend, Chan
Kew, a merchant living in Broeklyn,
had been invited to be present; but
Mr. Chun speaks English fluently. He

is accompanied by his wife, Mrs.
Chun Chong See. They have laf:
their eleven-year-old son, Wei Hung,

at school in Canton. Mr, Chun wore
a light blue Chinese silk dressing
gown over his European clothes at the
interview,

More Education.

“The plan of education as well as
the system of government ‘has chang-
ed a at deal in China in the last
few years,” said Mr. Chun, “A young
man Is not considered to have a com-
plete education unless he has studi-
ed Taw and diplomacy. It takes now
about 32 years to complete one whele
course of education. To begin with
there are five years in the Kkinder-
garten, then come five years 'in the
primary school, then five in the gram-
mar school and next five in the high
school, and then there are the col-
lege, the university and the postgrad-
uate courses, which you must have
completed in order to be considered
a scholar, In fact a scholar at the pre-
sent day must understand five lan-
guages—Chinese, English, French,
German and Latin. English is neces-
sary for commercial purposes, and is
widely studied. Then for the diploma-
tic service French and German are
necessary, all our treaties being writ-
ten in French.

“One thing that was largely respon-
sible for the awakening of China,”
said Mr. Chun in answer to a question
“was newspaper agitation. In the last
ten years particularly the Chingse
have become great readers of news-
papers. The latter have given the peo-
ple ideas as to what was being done
in the western countries. not only in
the way of actual news but as to how
government was carried on. The news-
papers began a compaign that awak-
ened in the people a desire that China
should catch up with the progress of
the west. The movement that resulted
came from the people themselves.
They sent petitiens to the Govern-
ment for reforms and the agitation
was 8o streng that they got them.

“In Japan reform began because the
Government of that country felt that
it needed such thing in order to ac-
quire a standing in international peli-
tics. Reform there has been mechani-
cal, and the people have never wished
to do anything more than they were
compelled to do by the Government.

“Until the last 15 years mest of the
Chinese who had come out of China,
came from the Canton district, but
since then a great many have come
out of the northern part of the em-
pire,

“There are at prgsent no political
parties in China, though it is likely
there will be before long. Among the
political reforms has been the intro-

duction of local self-government to a
large extent. Each province has a
Governor and the cities each have
Mayors.

“In China you will find many more
Americans than there used to be, es-
pecially in such places as Shanghai
and Canton. Many of them are the
representatives of big American cor-
porations, though the number of those
who are in business for themselves is
increasing. Americans are very pop-
ular over there, 1 should say that
among the foreigners in China Eng
lishmen predominate, though there
are many Japanese,

“As for the Chinese army, in for-
wer days the instructors used to be
Americans, Englishmen, Germans and
Japanese, but now the great majority
are natives. Military service is not
compulsory. A large proportion of
the young men in the schools volun-
teer for service in fact they are en-
thusiastic over it. Military schools
have been.established at sev 1 pla-
ces for llw education and training of
officers.”

Mr. Chun wears no queue,
ticing this the reporter ted whether
the Chinese were undergoing any
change in the manner of dress,

*Yes, especially in the large cities,”
was the reply. “In the schools this is
getting to be very noticeable, and it
is particularly the case with béyvs and
young men who have an idea of tak-
ing up military service. Western
dress has been found more practicable
for the army, and many who are in
civil lite are coming to prefer it. As
for the gqueue, a great many are dis-
pensing with it.

LAST DAY FOR TAX DISCOUNTS

Monthly Meeting Held Last Fvening--- Delegation
From Exhibition Executive Urges City to Hlu-
minate Way to Big Fair---Committee Appointed
to Consider Plans--Employes Salaries Discussed

After hearing a delegation from the
Exhibition Association, the Treasury
Board yesterday afternoon expressed

¢ approval of the suggestion that the
city should make a-gpeclal effort to il-
Juminate certain streets during the
week of the big fair, and appointed
Ald. McGoldrick and Vanwart, a com-
mittee to secure as much light as
possible on the problem of establish-
ing a great white way from the Union
Depot to the Exhibition grounds, and
to report at a later meeting. At the
suggestion of the chamberlain it was
decided that July 7 should be recom-
mended as the last date for allowing
discounts to taxpayers. A number of
bills were recommended for payment,
and other business transacted. Ald.
Baxter presided, and Alds. Frink, Mc-
Goldrick, Sproul and Vanwart were
present with the common clerk, the
comptroller and chamberlain.

A communication was received from
W. E. Anderson, secretary of the
Board of Trade, making certain ‘rec-
ommendations in regard to the exemp-
tion of non-competitive industries
from taxation and granting free sites
to such industries.

The chairman said the communica-
tion was one of some importance, and
on motion of Ald. Frink it was laid

, aver for future consideration,
T. H Estabrooks, who was accom-

panied by other members of the ex-
ecutive, on behalf of the Exhibition
Association, was heard on the propos-
ition to illuminate the city during the
week of the big fair The Street Rail-
way, he sald, had offered to illumin-
ate King's Square, and it was hoped
the city would provide funds to erect
a string of electric lights from the
Unlon Depot, through Mill and King
street to King's Square, and in Char-
lotte St. from Union to Princess St.
The cost would be about $500. He

TWO-BIG THRILLERS A3

“Swing of Death ” and Daring
High Wire Act Likely To Be
Secured for Dominion Ex-
hibition.

While the arrangements for the big
outdoor amusement attractions for the
Dominion Fair are not definitely com-
pleted sufficient progress has been
made in the negotiations to say that
these features of the show will be on
a scale never attempted before and
the people who are in the city during
fair time will have an opportunity of
seeing a big thriller act such as has
proven a big attraction at the greatest
exhibitions on this continent.

One of these which has received
favorable consideration and which
may be one finally selected is an au-
tomobile act known as the swing of
death. It is on the same general line
as the acts which have for their feat-
ure a dash down a steep incline in
an automobile, only in this case the
young woman who acts as chaffeur
goes further to furnish a thrilling
finale to her act.
